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Testimony turns to night of murder

PRESTONSBURG - The second 
da) of tc ·tirnony for the murder trial 
of Dwayne Earl Bishop began 
Monday in Floyd County Circuit 
Court. 

Seven witnesses gave testimony 
Monday, as the prosecution lmgan to 
pamt a picture of Bi~hop which 
revealed .a pattern of violent behavior. 

The first witness called was a for­
mer Kentucky State Police trooper 

who investigated a domestic violence 
complaint at the home of Dwayne and 
the late Carolyn Bishop in December 
1990. Mike Thorpe testified that 
Carolyn Bishop had several lacera­
tions on her face, neck, back and 
stomach that looked like slices. 

Thorpe noted that he arrested 
Dwayne Bishop that night but was not 
allowed to speak about any reputation 
he had with area Jaw enforcement offi­
cers. Such statements could be viewed 
as prejudicial to the jury and were 
objected to by defense counsel. 

Upon cross-cxaminahon by the 
defense, Thorpe said that there were 
no sul:h marks on Dwayne Bishop and 
said, "Usually when there arc injuries 
we note them.'' He also aid that the 
cuts on Carolyn Bishop appeared to be 
from a hunhng knife. 

The prosecution also questioned 
the two children thai Carolyn Bishop 
bad from a previous marriage. The 
first to testify was still a minor. The 
minor said that Carolyn Bishop would

P.E. not solely 
to blame 

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has released 
some telling statistics on children and physical education for 2003. 
The number , however, don't paint a complete picture. Only 28 
percent of high schoolers in a nationwide survey took P.E. daily. 
(Thirty-eight percent watched three hours of television on school 
nights). By the senior year, only 40 percent reported even one P.E. 
class a week. 

But let's not hang the entire responsibility on the schools. An 
hour of P.E. each week- or even an hour a day- is, at best, a poor 
substitute for an active childhood. 

Unless P.E. encourages young ters to tum off the TV and the 
video-game terminal, leave the air conditioning and go outside to 
play, those few hours of formal in truction aren't Likely to build a 
lifelong habit of healthful exercise. 

Many factors work against exercise in modem society. Parents 
fear danger if their children walk to school or to the store. Some 
suburbs lack sidewalks. Many neighborhoods have been depopu­
lated by the trend toward two-income farniH~>" and the storage of 
children in child-care facilities during many of the daylight hours. 
Some of those facilities fear lawsuits so much that they strictly cur-

. tail the freedom to play. 
Then there is the organization of childhood sports from cradle to 

emancipation. Where once children bounced freely around a sports 
field as if it were a pinball machine, they now are organized to a 
fare-thee-well. 

They sit and wait their turn; they play when told. The poorer ath­
letes among them may get little time at all on the field. The conse­
quence i little exercise and little motivation to exercise on their 
own. 

Obe ity is said to be epidemic among the nation's children and 
teenagers, and all of these factors contribute to it. P.E. is one part of 
the problem. But it's not at the heart of it, and "fixing" it will not 
make fat, out-of-shape kids into thin, active and healthit:r children. 
(If fixing it is even possible or desirable, given the limitations of an 
already tightly scheduled school day.) 

Most people can agree on what needs to happen to change the 
direction in which society is heading, health-wise. But most people 
have demonstrated that they lack the will to make those potentially 
painful changes. And that is a real national tragedy in the making.

Forecasting revenue receipts no 
more exact than picking horses

FRANKFORT -There was a time 
when a telephone call from the gover­
nor's office or even an influefttia) legis­
lator or two was all it took lO get a few 
million dollars pumped into the revenue 
forecast for Kentucky's General Fund. 

Budgeting was sometimes a back­
ward undertaking - state officials fig­
ured out how much ttley wanted to 
spend and then ~ voila! - would 
reveal an accommodating revenue num­
ber. 

The official forecasts, such as they 
were. were often produced by a ingle 
indivtdual and a meager staff in the 
executive branch. Another individual 
working for the legislative branch pro­
duced another set of figures and some 
debate ensued. But legislators nearly 
always chose the higher of the two. 

A series of spectacular miscalcula­
tions in the I 980s and 1990. prompted a 
new system. The Consensus Forecasting 
Group was created, composed of lead­
ing economists from universities around 
the state who meet periodically to offer 
a revenue forecast. 

But while the science and intellectual

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Medicaid pilot program to start in Bell, Floyd countie 
The Associated Press 

MIDDLESBORO - A pilot 
project aimed at decreasing 
Medicaid costs through a dia­
betes-management program will 
begin thi week in Bell and 
Floyd counties, Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher said. 

The goal of the initiative is to 
help care for Kentuckians with 
the disease while simultaneous­
ly cutting Medicaid co~Ls associ­
ated with treating it. 

"We hope this pilot program 
will improve the health of those 
with diabetes, reduce hospital­
izations, help Medicaid mem­
bers in managing tlleir care and 
decrease some of the complica­
tions caused by diabetes," 
Pletcher said Friday during a 
vi it to Middlesboro. 

Fletcher's administration has 
said it expects to save $72 mil­
lion over two years in Medicaid 
funding through disease- man­
agement programs by providing 

sufferers of diabetes and asthma 
with information about how to 
better care for themselves. 

Kentucky is the 20m state to 
attempt to cut costs with "dis­
ease management" programs in 
which doctors, nurses and other 
trained staff coach Medicaid 
recipients on how to use medi­
cines correctly and how to adopt 
more healthful lifestyles. 

Officials will begin collect­
ing data for the diabetes pro­
gram this week from health care 

providers in order to begin 
forming an approach disease 
management for patients in 
Floyd and Bell counties. In the 
meantime, patients also will be 
given educational information 
to help them take a more acti vc 
role in their care. 

Eventually registered nurses 
w1ll assist local agencies in 
establishing a case management 
program and helping patients 
evaluate their progress and plan 
their treatment. 

The results will be studied 
and "ill provide a basis for a 
broader disease management 
project for Medicaid members 
across the state. Fletcher said he 
hopes that similar programs for 
other illnesses. such as pediatric 
asthma and cardiovascular dis­
ease, can begin soon. 

The Cabinet of Health and 
Family Services is focusing on 
diabetes first because people can 
see real results by managing the 
disease, Fletcher said. 

Diabetes is the fifth leadin,~ 
cause of death in Kentucky and 
has in previous years repre. ent· 
ed as much as 25 percent f 
Medicaid costs. Over 90,000 
Kentuckians were hospitaliz· · 
due to diabetes-related compli­
cations in 200 J .

Investigator scrutm1ze 
marks on bullets, inspect car­
pet fibers and paint chip's, 
test strands of hair, and ana­
lyze DNA, looking for clues 
that could prove a suspect"s 
innocence or guilt. But they 
rarely resolve a crime in an 
hour. like their popular TV 
counterparts such as "CSI 
Crime Scene Investigation." 

"The shows are good as 
long as you just keep in mind 
that they're entertainment.'' 
said Jeremy Triplett, a drug 
chemist at the Frankfort lab, 
one of six the state police 
operate. 

Unlike their TV counter­
parts. Triplett said. he and 

· the state's other analysts 
never find themselves stoop­
ing over a body at a crime 
scene or bagging evidence in 
an alley. They generally 

don 'r know the name of any 
suspect, or even many details 
of the case. fnstead, the sys­
tem is designed so they stay 
neutral, f\imply relying on 
sc ience to determine what 
the evidence shows. 

" We just analyze what we 
get in here, and sometimes 
it's what the detectives need 
to olve a crime:· said Jack 
Reid, a forensic-science spe­
cialist. 

About 40,000 cases from 
about 400 law-enforcement 
agencies will filter through the 
crime labs this year, said Laura 
Sudkamp, manager of the 
Frankfort lab. More than 80 
percent of those cases will 
involve drugs or toxicology 
and that keeps a staff of 130 
analysts and support staff busy. 

Sudkamp said analysts 
often laugh over the things 
they see on TV crime dra-
mas. 

"I'm easily entertained," 
Sudkamp said, explaining 
why she watches. 

But she acknowledges that 
she also watches to catch

"The instruments are all 

wrong," said Sudkamp, 
explaining that she has seen 
the TV scientists use drug 
instruments to run DNA 
analysis.

The shows also foster 
unrealistic expectations "of 
what you can get DNA 
from " said Pat Hankla, a 
forensic biology supervisor. 
"You cannot get DNA off of 
absolutely everything." 

Nevertheless, analy. ts say 
the shows have raised aware­
ness of what they do. Since 
the TV shows became popu­
lar, Lori Fischer, a former 
analyst who is now adminis­
trative manager of the 
Frankfort lab, has seen a 
change in the jurors she testi­
fies before.

Two new drug treatment centers to open in Eastern Kentucky RIVERFILL 10 • PIKEVILLE

PIKEVILLE - Two new 
drug treatment centers are 
being created in Eastern 
Kentucky, a region that has 
been battling what local author­
ities call an epidemic of addic­
tion. 

U.S. Rep. Harold Rogers 
visited Pikeville and 
Manchester on Monday to 
announce the creation of the 
centers. He said he was able to 
include $1.5 million in the fed­
eral budget to help fund the 
treatment centers. 

"We have a significant short­
age of drug treatment facilities 
across the state, especially here 
in Eastern Kentucky," the con­
gressman aid. 

One of the treatment centers 
will be housed in the former 
Kentucky Youth Academy, a 
private juvenile detention cen­
ter at Ashcamp that closed 
abruptly in 2001. The other will 
be built at Manchester. 

"These two new treatment 
centers are absolutely essential 
to getting people the help they 
need so that they can become 
productive members of our 
communi ties," Rogers said. 
"These facilities will not solve 
all of our problems, but they are 
certainly a huge step in the 
right direction." 

The Ashcamp center could 
be operational in three to four 
months, said Dick Steinberg, 
president of WestCare, a non­
profit organization in Las 
Vegas, that will operate the 

facility. Plans call for it to ini­
tially house 20 people and 
eventually to treat 96 people. 

Steinberg said Gary 
Johnson, a Pikeville attorney 
and former state senator, and 
h.is wife, Anita Johnson, donat­
ed the Ashcamp property for 
the treatment facility. 

Anita Johnson said she and 
her husband wanted to help the 
community deal with the prob­
lem of drugs. 

"I just believe that we're 
making a very good invest­
ment," she said. 

Rogers said he was able to 
include $7 50 ,000 in the federal 
budgetforoperationalexpenses 
at the center. 

In Manchester, Rogers 
announced an additional 
$750,000 to help pay for con-

. 

struction of the econd treat­
ment cenrer. That center, with 
room for 75 addicts, would be 
operated by a nonprofit faith­
based organization called 
Visions of Eastern Kentucky. 

Rogers aid the treatment 
center are an important part of 
a strategy to combat the drug 
epidemic in eastern Kentucky. 

Operation UNITE, an anti­
drug task force in Eastern 
Kentucky, has arrested some 
l ,300 street-level drug traffick­
ers since its formation in 2003, 
Rogers aid. The congressman, 
who helped create the task 
force, said stricter law enforce­
ment is only part of the solution 
to thwarting the drug problem. 

"If our people cannot access 
the treatment they need, we will 
not be succc sful." he said .

Cowgill refuses to divulge budget, tax details

FRANKFORT - Bulging 
prison populations, a growing 
Medicaid program and spiral­
ing public employee health 
care costs have eaten up much 
of the additional money state 
government might have had 
in the coming years, budget 
officials revealed Tuesday. 

Budget director Brad 
Cowgill refused to provide 
any details of spending and 
tax plans to legislators, which 
have been percolating for 
nearly a year. Despite some 
grumbling from lawmakers, 
Cowgill said Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher will not reveal the 
plans until next week, when 
the 2005 General Assembly 
session resumes. 

The peek provided to the 
SenMe Appropriation and 
Revenue Committee con­
tained only reports on the 

burgeoning costs of some 
areas of state government. 

Deputy budget director 
Bill Hintze said the prison 
population, which had been 
projected to peak at 17,424 
this fiscal year, is already 
above 19,000. The inmate 
population should exceed 
20,000 next year, or nearly 
2,000 more than the projec­
tions made just Ia t year. 

''We are presently filling 
jail cells at a higher level than 
ever before in history," 
Hintze said. 

Cowgill refused to provide 
any hint of how the Fletcher 
administration plans to house 
the additional inmates. 

Deputy budget director 
Beth Jurek said Medicaid 
rolls will well to more than 
700,000 next year. Already 
this year, the administration 
transferred $60 million into 
Medicaid to help cut what 
was a $600 million deficit. 

With matching federal 
funds, Jurek said the deficit 
on the state's side is about 
$40 miJJion now. 

Another budget official 
said $86 million of last year's 
surplus was spent to main­
tain health care benefits for 
public employees and teach­
ers. 

Unexpected revenue 
receipts meant a $142 mil­
lion surplus at the end of last 
fiscal year on June 30, 2004. 
With the unexpected costs, 
that is gone already and the 
additional revenues forecast 
for this year and next are also 
about to be spoken for. 

"While things are looking 
up, it seems we have a long 
way to go," said committee 
Chairman Charlie Borders, R­
Grayson. 

The 2005 legislative ses­
sion is turning into a budget 
session because lawmakers 
failed in 2004 to enact a

State economy on upswing, 
economist tells lawmakers 

FRA 'KFORT - With state 
General Fund revenue for fiscal 
years 2004 through 2006 expected 
to be $629.6 million greater than 
was Joreca<;t a year ago, economi5ts 
say Kentucky' economy is on the 
rebound. 

Dr. La\Vl'Cnce Lynch, chainnan 
of the Consensus Forecasting 
Group (Cf'G) which tracks 

' Kentucky state govemmem's finan­
cial growth, told the House 
Appropriations and Revenue 
Commil1ee Thesday that economic 
recovery "ha<; taken place in 
Kentucky much faster than we had 
anticipated." 

The CFG 's revised General 
Fund revenue forecast released this 
month shows that the tate's econo­
my has improved significantly over 
the past year. According to Lynch, 
actual revenues for Fiscal Year 2004 

, were $142.4 million greater than the 
CFG forecasted in Jan. 2004. Lynch 

' aid lhe CFG'. recent foreCast also 
: indicates that General Fund revenue 
will be $279.2 million greater in FY

Lynch said that while 
Kentucky's numbers are encourag­
ing, economists remain concerned 
about a growing national trade 
deficit, the cost of the war in Iraq 
and the possible need to raise inter­
est rate to conttol inflation. 

'There will always be upward 
pressure on interest rates as long as 
there is a lot of borrowing going 
on-borrowing by foreigners and 
by the government," said Lynch. 

Reps. Jon Draud, R-Edgewood, 
and Robin Webb, D-Grayson. said 
Kentucky needs to look at revising 
its cotparate tax and licensing struc­
ture to boost the state's economy. 
Lynch told the committee earlier 
that corporate income and licensing 
taxes are difficult to collect because 
the tax burden can be shifted to 
other states. 

'They've got a lot of leeway 
with the tax codes jurisdictionally, 
and there is no way to know what 
they're going to do even if we 
tweak our tax laws," said Webb.

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New state party chairman says 
Kentucky Dems will rebound

FRANKFORT The 
Kentucky Democratic Party will 
rebound from its current fman­
cial ruin and rdlly against recent 
political losses to Republicans, 
the party's new state chairman 
said Thesday. 

Democratic leaders elected 
Jerry Lundergan to take over the 
party earlier this month. Since 
then, Lundergan said he's been 
focused on raising money to 
make the state party fmancially 
competitive again. 

"My job is basically to give 
rebirth to the Democrats out in 
the state that want very much for 
this party to become a powerful 
force again," Lundergan said in 
an interview with the Associated 
Press. "And, my job is to give 
them the feeling that we are mov­
ing in the right direction." 

Lundergan, a fanner member 
of the Kentucky House, succeeds 

Bill Ganner, who resigned as 
party chairman following the 
November elections. This tem1 
marks Lundergan 's second tout 
as party chainnan - he held the 
post during the 1980s. Garmer 
beat Lundergan for the job last 
year. 

However, Lundergan carries 
wjth him some political baggage. 

In 1989, he was convicted of 
breaking a state law that prevents 
lawmakers from doing no-bid 
contract work for the slate. H1s 
conviction was subsequently 
overturned becau e it should 
have been prosecuted as a misde­
meanor and not a felony. He does 
not have a crirrrinal record. 

Democrat~ are coming off a 
series of statewide losses to the 
GOP since Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
defeated cwrent U.S. Rep. Ben 
Chandler in the November 2003 
gubernatorial race. In last year's 
November contests, Republicans 
picked up seven House seats and 
maintained their dominance in

"The worst thing you can do 
in politics is ever underestimate

Lun<.lergan said if he is suc­
cessful, Democrats will compete 
to win back control of the Senate 
and regain the House seats lo t 
last year. Democrats also will try 
to regain the governor's office, 
he said.

Te timony by the witness al o 
included an account of Carolyn 
Bishop' last movements. Once 
again it was tate{! that the last 
time she was seen was on the back 
of Bi hop' motorcycle on the 
evening of Aug. 31, 2000. Th1s 
time, however, the witness also 
saw Dwayne Bishop again about 
90 minutes later. He was seen 
corning down Route 979 without 
Carolyn Bishop and missing his 
shirt and jacket. 

The witne s had a hard time 
with exact times on that evening 
under cross-exanrlnation. Upon 
further reexamination by special 
prosecutor David Smith, it was 
nott'd that the witness was 13 
when the incident happened five 
years ago and has since made a 
consciou effort to forget about 
that night. 

The jury had one question for 
the witness which amounted to 
asking the minor if they had ever 
witne ed Dwayne Bishop abuse 
Carolyn Bishop. to which the wit­
nes replied, "One time. sir." 

That answer seemed to spark 
Smith, who then produced a spur 
that Bishop wore on his boot. The 
witness identified it as the one 
Bi hop wore. 

This tatement got the defense 
to ask more questions about spurs. 
The witness was asked by defense 
attorney Harolyn Howard about 
what qualities this particular pur 
had that eparated it from the 
many varieties out there. The wit­
ness appeared to hut down that 
line of questioning, however, 
when they noted that, "It's the 
only one I've ever seen." 

Carolyn Bishop's oldest 
child, Tiffany, 22, was the last of 
her children called to testify. She 
described the marriage bet'ol.·een 
Dwayne and Carolyn Bishop as 
"an abusive relationship." She 
went on to reiterate that Carolyn 
Bishop often returned from 
meetings with Dwayne Bishop 
covered in bruJses or with a 
black eye. She also recalled an 
incident where she was driven 
off the road by Dwayne Bishop 
earlier in the year of Carolyn 
Bishop's murder. She testified 
that Bishop aimed his car at the 

one he and a cousin were in and 
that he pulled off the road after 
avoiding a wreck and parked in 
the first driveway she came to. 
She and her passenger testified 
that Dwayne Bishop apologized 
by aying he thought Carolyn 
Bi hop was driving the car. She 
reported that Bishop told her, 
"You can relay a me sage for 
me. Tell her I am gonna kill her 
and her mother [Clara Tackeu] ." 

The cousin also testified and 
confumed the incident. She was 
cross-examined by defense coun­
sel Bob Gainstein, whose ques­
tions se med to mirror the prose­
cution's. Gainstein applied this 
line of questioning to most of the 
witnes e called. 

Carolyn Bishop's sister. 
Marylou, was also called to testi­
fy. She talked about an incident 
from the previous year when 
Dwayne Bishop told Carolyn 
Bi hop over the phone that he was 
going to kill her. Tackett testified 
that she was handed the phone by 
her sister and heard Dwayne 
Bishop's threats, which included, 
"I'm gonna kill you," and "See if 
I don't kill you:· 

The commonwealth next 
called Lori Mitchell. She 
described a conversation with 
Carolyn Bishop. saying she was 
concerned that Dwayne Bishop 
had been to her house, but 
Mitchell told her that he had been 
there because her husband fixed 
motorcycles. Upon cross-exami­
nation Harolyn Howard seemed 
to indicate that that discussion, 
which happened outside of a post 
office, may have become heated, 
but M.itchell denied it. 

Monday ended with testimony 
from Carolyn Bishop's brother, 
Mark. who testified that the vio­
lence allegedly inflicted on 
Carolyn Bishop, by Dwayne 
Bishop, was not limited to her. 

Mark testified that Dwayne 
Bishop showed up at his residence 
while Carolyn Bishop was staying 
there in 1996. Bishop was told to 
leave but he only went as far as his 
car, where he grabbed a handgun 
and went back to the trailer. 
Tackett said that he had several 
visitors present who fled when out 
the back door when they saw 
Dwayne Bishop returning with 
the weapon. Tackett tayed behind 

and testified that, "He hit me two 
times in the face [with the gun] 
and knocked me unconscious." 

Tackett also talked about see­
ing Dwayne Bi hop on the night 
that Carolyn Bishop was killed. 
The encounter took place at 
Marlow's Country Palace, where 
he spotted Dwayne Bishop at 
midnight. Bishop was in the lobby 
at the time, Tackett testified, 
because he had been banned from 
the facility. Bishop also saw 
Tackett and asked him not to tell 
Carolyn Bishop he saw him at the 
club. 

On cross-examination. 
Gainstein appeared to want to 
make hay out of that statement 
which could be implied to mean 
that Bishop didn't know his wife 
was dead at that time but any 
attempt to pump up the statement 
was deflated when David Smith 
got Tackett to state that in 20 years 
of seeing Bishop at the bar, the 
two barely spoke and never about 
Carolyn Bishop. Tackett said the 
night of Carolyn Bishop's murder 
was the only occasion when 
Bi hop ever spoke to Tackett in 
regard to his wife, whose corpse, 
at that time, had yet to be discov­
ered. 

Testimony continued Thesday 
with several members of the 
Bapti t church at Tackett Fork 
taking the stand. Minic;ter Larry 
Tackett and congregation member 
Linda Adams each testified that 
they saw Dwayne and Carolyn 
Bishop across the street from the 
church at 8:45p.m. on Aug. 31, 
2000. They were observed sitting 
on steps across from the church 
and were seen leaving together on 
Dwayne Bishop's motorcycle. 
Each noted that Dwayne Bishop 
was wearing dark clothes. This 
was the last time that Carolyn 
Bishop was seen alive. 

Next to testify were several 
members of the Mitchell farruly, 
who were friends with Carolyn 
Bishop but only passing acquain­
tances with Dwayne Bishop. 
Kathy Mitchell te tified first and 
said that she and Carolyn Bi hop 
were be t friend . She t:- d 
about running into Carolyn lilld 
Dwayne Bishop on the 01ght 
Carolyn Bishop was murdered. 
They were across from the Baptist 
church on the steps where they

were observed by the previous 
witnesses. Mitchell, who wa with 
her ex-bu. band, Stevie Mitchell. 
at the time, said that Dwayne 
Bishop greeted them by saying, 
"Are you •A • prostituting your 
wife tonight?" 

Mitchell noted that Bishop 
also threatened to beat up her ex­
hu band and opined that it was 
because he didn't like Carolyn 
Bishop having friends. 

Mitchell said that she and her 
ex-husband went into a nearby 
home and didn't leave until they 
heard Bishop's motorcycle leave 
the area. 

Mitchell also talked about an 
incident in Lexington at a friend's 
house. which saw Carolyn Bishop 
get her leg broken. She said that it 
happened in the kitchen and was 
the result of an accident. She 
relayed that she and her ex-hus­
band were arguing when he 
pu hed her and she fell on to 
Carolyn Bi hop, which caused the 
injury. 

Upon cross-examination by 
Howard, Mitchell wa asked if 
he knew a Mildred Akers. 

Howard went on to say that Akers 
may have been told, by Mitchell, 
that she gave false information to 
authoritie about the Bishop case. 
Mitchell replied that she knew a 
person called Mildred Akers, but 
denied that she ever spoke to her 
about the case. 

Stevie Mitchell was brought 
up next. He talked about knowing 
Dwayne Bishop but not well and 
also related the incident that saw 
Dwayne Bishop threaten him on 
the night Carolyn Bishop was 
murdered. He seemed sheepi h 
about repeating the threat but was 
encouraged by David Smith who 
aid, "Give it to us with the bark 

on." Stevie Mitchell complied and 
relayed that Bishop had said, "Say 
anything to me and J '11 get off thi 
bike and knock your ... teeth out." 

Stevie Mitchell also talked 
about the leg breaking incident in 
Lexington and repeated the am 
account that Kath) Mitchell gave 
except he remembered it happen­
ing in the bedroom of the 
Lexington apartment. 

Both Mitchells noted that they 
got a good look at Dwayne 
Bishop that evening and said that 
he had no cratches or abrasions 
on his face. That question, posed 
by Smith, appeared to indicate 
that his appearance may have 
changed later but te ·timony by 
Mark Tackett. who ~aw him at 
Marlow's later that night, did not 
mention marks on his face. 

Willie B. Mitchell. father of 
Stevie, testified next and said that 
he lived one-and-a-quarter miles 
from where Carolyn Bi. hop was 
found at a late dump on Ligon 
Camp Road. He said that he rou­
tinely went there for free coal and 
to crounge, and that he had been 
there on the day Carolyn Bishop 
di appeared and the following day 
as well. 

On the day after Carolyn 
Bishop was killed. Willie 
Mitchell said that he found a 
leather jacket in the road and a 
bag containing two unopened 
can · of beer. He also said that he 
burned the jacket with till. trash 
and was sorry that he may have 
de troyed evidence. 

Willie Mitchell did note that he 
kept the key ornament from the 
jacket's zipper for his grandson, a 
4-year-old at the time. who want­
ed to play with iL He later turned 
it over to authorities and everal 
witnesse have confirm~d that it 
was routinely seen on Dwayne 
Bishop'sjacket. 

Willie Mitchell also observed 
that he found a pack of Kool Ciga­
rettes in the pocket, which earlier 
in the trial was established by 
Carolyn Bi hop's children as 
Dwayne Bishop's brand of 
smokes in the summer of2000. 

Willie Mitchell sometimes 
appeared confused . and was in ill 
health, and his account differed 
slightly from his son's. Stevie 
Mitchell had testified previously 
rbat he saw the jacket and got 
cared because he recognized it as 

Dwayn B1 ·hop' and remem­
bered the incident from the night 
before. He further said that he 
asked his father to bum it with the 
trash.

noon came from Associate Chief 
Med1cal Examiner Dr. Greg 
Davis. He perfonned tl1e autopsy 
on Carolyn Bishop and described 
her wounds. He noted that she 
died from one of two stab wounds 
whtch cau ed unconsciousness 
and death after two minutes. He 
noted that Carolyn Bishop had 
been stabbed, beaten with a blunt 
instrument and had blackened 
eyes as well as various scratches 
and contusions 

Davi also pointed out that 
Carolyn Bishop's body was diffi­
cult to examine because it had 
been in a moderate tate of 
decomposition. The time of year 
was ummer. so her body had 
been invaded by decomposition 
agents like flies and other in ects . 

Graphic photos were shown to 
the jury which focused on two 
major stab wounds to the heart 
and face of Carolyn Bishop. The 
coroner noted thm she was awake 
for several minutes before passing 
out from blood loss and revealed 
that wounds on her hands came 
from trying to defend hen.elf by 
covering her face. 

Upon cross-examination by 
Gainstein. the doctor noted that 
fixing a time of death was for the 
movies and is often an impossible 
tru k when applied to a corpse that 
has uffered from decomposition. 
He was pretty finn, however, 
when he said that the bruising 
occurred before Bishop was killed 
and pointed out that it is very dif­
ficult and rare to cause bruises on 
a body after it has expired. 

TI1e doctor also said that in 
Carolyn Bishop's fmal moments 
of lift' he would have been able 
to think and pelli< and would not 
have uccumbed to unconscious­
ness for several minutes. 

'There's no injury here that 
would have caused in tant uncon­
sciousness,'' Davis said.

Eagles 27, Falcons 10

PHILADELPHIA 
Fireworks soared above the roof 
of 'The Line." A blizzard of 
ghtter swirled in the bitterly 
cold breeze. Fans toasted their 
team and each other with beer 
and hugs. 

It was a Super-sized celebra­
tion four years in the making. 
And quite a relief. too. 

Yo, Philly, how·s this sound? 
Your Eagles are going to the 

Super Bowl. 
Donovan McNabb & Co. 

overcame the burden of three 
straight losses in the NFC cham­
pionship game and warmed a 
frozen city's heart, stuffing 
Michael Vick and the Atlanta 
Falcons 27-10 on Sunday. 

McNabb isn't atisfied yet. 
"There's no relief for me,'' he 

said. "We'll have relief after the 
Super Bowl. We set a goal of 
winning the Super Bowl. not 
just the NFC. So that's where 
I'm going. We're excited, but 
we're not done." 

The Eagles already have 
soothed a city's fragile psyche, 
burying the disappointment of 
the last three years and pulling 
withm one victory of Ph illy's 
flrst major pro championship 
since the 76ers won the NBA 
title in 1983. 

Twenty-four years ago, the 
Eagles made it to their ftrst -
and, until Sunday, only- Super 
Bowl with a team coached by 
Dick Vermeil and led by Ron 
Jaworski. They fell flat in the 
title game, losing to the Raiders 
27-10. 

That core went the Eagles' 
way this time. They will meet 
New England in Jacksonville, 
Fla .. on Feb. 6 for the NFL 
championship. The Patriots beat 
the host Steelers, acros 
Pennsylvania in Pitt burgh, 41-
27 for the AFC title. 

"We want to go to 
Jacksonville and get some clo­
sure and finish this up," receiver 
Freddie \1itchell said. 

The fourth consecutive 
appearance in the NFC title 
game proved to be the charm for 
the Eagles, even though they 
didn't have top receiver Terrell 
Owens - reduced to the role of 
MVC (Most Valuable 
Cheerleader) on the sideline. 

Nothing was going to tand 
in the way of thts team. which 
entered the season with a Super 
Bowl or Bust mentality and met 
those enormous expectations. 

McNabb threw a pair of 
touchdown passes to Chad 
Lewis, including the clinching 
score with 3:21 remaining. That 
turned the ftnal minutes into a 
delirious coronation, the 67,717 
fans saluting a team that ful­
filled it· destiny. 

''Super Bowl! Super Bowl!" 
they chanted when play was halt­
ed for the two-minute warning. 

The only warm-weather team 
left in the playoffs went cold in 
its bigge t game of the year. 
Vick was sacked four times by 
the fearsome Philly defense, 
which also came up with a cru­
cial interception that set up 
David Akers' second field goal. 

The significance of the day 
was evident on the field - the 
Eagles pranced and posed after 
every big play - and in tl1e 
stands. where most of the fans 

never bothered to sit down on a 
l7-degree day. , 

"This team has great person­
ality," coach Andy Reid said. 
"Everybody here in 
Philadelphia loves 'em." 

The Eagles will be going for 
their flrst l\lfL title since 1960, 
which predates the Super Bowl 
by six seasons. 

McNabb completed 17-of-26 
passes for 180 yards, a work­
manlike perfomtance that solid­
ified his position as one of the 
game's best quarterbacks. He 
also ran LO time:. for 32 yards. 

Vick's debut on the Super 
Bowl stage will have to wait. He 
completed just 1 I -of-24 for I 36 
yards, while the Eagles stifling 
defense kept h1m from pulling 
off one of his signature runs. 

He ran it JUSt four ttmes for 
26 yards, but gave up even more 
yards on the sacks. Derrick 
Burgess dropped the elusive 
quarterback twice, and Jevon 
Kearse kept Vick hemmed up on 
the other . ide. The Eagles didn't 
blitz much - a change in philos­
ophy - but they made sure Vick 
didn't get a chance to wann up. 

''I didn't get outside the 
pocket,"" Vick said. "I think that 
was their first priority.'' 

Philadelphia led only 14-lO 
at halftime, a bit too close for a 
team that had lost to St. Louis, 
Tampa Bay and Carolina in the 
last three NFC title games. Even 
more galling - the two more 
recent defeats were at home. 

But, as the sun gave way to a 
nearly full moon over Lincoln 
Financial Field, the Eagles dom­
inated the fmal two quarters. 
Akers connected from 31 and 34 
yards, then McNabb and Lewis 
teamed up to finish off the 
Falcons with their 2-yard touch­
down. 

Owens, wbo didn't play 
becau ·e of a severe ankle injury, 
had a prominent role nonethe­
less. He drew plenty of attention 
with his sideline antics, flapping 
his arms and waving a towel to 
urge on a crowd that didn't need 
any encouragement. 

And he may just recover in 
time for the Super Bowl. 

"I have a feeling he will," 
Reid said. 

Owens' teammates filled in 
admirably. McNabb worked his 
passes around to eight players, 
led by Brian Westbrook with 
five catche for 39 yards. 
Westbrook also handled the 
bulk of the running load, carry­
ing J 6 times for 96 yards. 

Then. it was time for the 
party- Philly-style. 

.. For those about to rock, we 
salute you,"' AC-DC creamed 
over the sound system. 
Fireworks went off above the 
stadium. And ton of glitter flut­
tered over the field, recreating 
the blizzard that swept through 
the city a day earlier. 

"This is their fourth trip in a 
row to the champion hip game;' 
said Jim Mora, the Falcons' 
rookie coach. "They've been in 
this position before. and they 
played like they've been in this 
position before." 

It wa a great season for the 
Falcons, who came within one 
win of their econd Super Bowl 
after going 5-11 last season. 
With Viele at quarterback, the 
future lo::>ks bright. 

Philadelphia scored on its 
second possession after Chris 

Mohr managed just an 8-yard 
punt into a stiff wind. The 
Eagles appeared to go three­
and-out, but a holding penalty 
on rookie cornerback DeAngelo 
Hall kept the drive alive. 

Westbrook broke off a 36-
yard run, scooting through a 
huge bole on the right side and 
breaking through Brian Scott's 
attempted tackle. Dorsey 
Levens finished it off with a 4-
yard touchdown run, appearing 
to be stopped at the 2 but getting 
a shove into the end zone from 
offensive guard Jermane 
Mayberry. 

The Falcons responded by 
holding the ball for almost nine 
minutes, also benefiting from a 
defensive holding penalty on 
third down that kept the drive 
alive. But Philadelphia stiffened 
on first-and-goal from 2, throw­
ing T J. Duckett for a loss- only 
the second negative run of the 
eason for the 254-pound back.
