Road woes: Residents want answers

LONG BRANCH-Eight months ago, 
nearly to the day, the lives of residents in 
Floyd and surrounding counties were tossed 
in ravaging flood waters that cau. ed mil­
lions of dollars in damages. 

On that rainy day in May, restdents at 
Long Branch, on Rt. 302 near the spillway 
entrance to Dewey Dam, parked at the bot­
tom of their hill and walked home. Half a 
mile. Mile and a half. More than a mile, for 
·om e. 

They parked and walked because runoff 

waters from that flood cut through a creek 
and left behind an approximate 30 foot by 
60 foot hole at the bottom of a curvy hill, 
making their roadway impassable. 

Eight months down the road, residents 
want to know why that hole is till there. 

"Are they gonna wait on omebody to get 
killed before they try to do something or 
laugh it off like they have been doing?" 
Longbranch resident Bill Hyden. 53, said. 
"If somebody gets killed or hun. then 
there's going to be one heck of a problem." 

Hyden, a disabled man recovering from

The passage of time, nearly five 
years in tlus case. clouded the rec­
ollections of some troopers as to 
nitty gritty details of that night but 
each testified that they acted wxler 
the direction of Detective Terry 
Thompson and could not recall 
anything out of the ordinary hap­
pening while they assisted the 
detective. 

Thursday's testimony began 
with a steady flow of troopers who 
worked the scene and aided 
Detective Thompson m gathering 
evidence. Upon cross examination 
the defense was able to show that 
the crune scene was left alone for a 
period of time after it got light out. 
They may try to utilize that time 
frame later as an opportunity for 
someone else to plant Bishop's 
spur, that he wo~ on his boot, at the 
scene of the crime. The spur wasn't 
found until Thompson returned to 
the scene later in the morning to 
I<Xlk for more evidence in daylight. 

The morning's testimony ended 
with yet another trooper testifying. 
but he turned out to not have been 
involved at the scene of the murder. 
Anthony Taulbee srated that he was 
arresting Bishop at 2:30 am. on 
September l, one day before 
Catoline·s corpse was discovered, 
approximately 5 and one half hours 
after Caroline was last seen alive. 

The arrest took place in the park-

He 
noted that there were no scratches 
on Bishop's torso or abdomen.

released from prison 

Citizens have convenient ways to 
stay in touch with legislative action

HINDMAN - An Eastern 
Kentucky politician, fresh out of 
prison, arrived back in his home 
county Tuesday in a parade of 
honking car filled ·with miling 
supporters. 

Knott County Judge-
Executive Donnie Newsome, 
who served 16 month behind 
hars after being convicted of 
election fraud charges, was 
rc:lea ed Tuesday morning from 
the federal prison in 
Manchester. 

"He's still really popular," 
~aid Ballard Comb • 70, a 
retired coal miner who watched 
from a downtown sidewalk as 
ubout 25 vehicles decorated 
with balloons made their way 
through Hindman toward 
Newsome' rural Knott County 
home. "I'd say if he could run 
again, he'd get elected." 

Not everyone shared that 
s ntiment. 

Michael Endicott, an attor­
ney representing the candidate 
Newsome defeated to become 
judge-executive, aid Newsome 
. hould resign, considering he 
admitted on the witness stand 
that he accepted illegal cash 
contributions to bolster his cam­
paign. 

''I don't thmk it's right for the 
taxpayers for him to remain in 
office," Endicott said. "Based 
on the testimony he gave in fed­
eral court, he should quit." 

People here are wondering if 

Newsome will resign the 
$65,000-a-year job or try to 
hang on until hi appeal are 
exhausted. In Kentucky, state 
law dictates that even convicted 
felons can remain in office as 
long as appeals are continuing. 

Steven Reed, a former U.S. 
attorney who is representing 
Newsome in the appeals 
process, said his client still is 
considering whether he will 
resign the position. Newsome 
didn't publicly address his sup­
porters on TUesday and has 
given no indication what he 
intends to do. 

Deputy Judge-Executive 
Mac Combs, who ran the office 
while Newsome was in prison, 
said la ·t week lu boss planned 
to spend a few days with his 
family before returning to his 
office in the Knott County 
Courthou e. He said Tuesday he 
hasn 'l been informed different­
ly. 

Newsome was originally 
sentenced to two years and two 
months in prison on two counts 
of buying votes and one count 
of conspiracy to buy votes, but 
he had time shaved off for testi­
fying against two other men 
charged with election fraud. 
One of those men, wealthy 
Pikeville businessman Ross 
Harris, was described by prose­
cutors as the 1dngpin in a vote­
buying conspiracy. 

Newsome testified that 
Harris and one oflus associates, 
Loren Glenn Turner, made ille­
gal cash contributions to his 

campaign in 2002. Both men 
were convicted and are ched­
uled to be sentenced on March 
14. 

Endicott has filed suit on 
behalf of Mike Hall, whom 
Newsome defeated in the 2002 
election, to have the election set 
aside because of election fraud. 
That suit is pending. 

Federal pro ecutors have 
handled numerous vote~buying 
cases from Knott County in 
recent years. Fourteen people 
from the rural Eastern Kentucky 
county have been convicted of 
vote buying since 1998. 

Ballard Comb said people in 
Knott County find it suspiciou 
that Newsome was the only 
office holder prosecuted for 
buying votes if the practice is as 
widespread a federal pro ecu­
tors said. 

"If they're going to take him 
for buying votes, they should 
have taken everybody else too," 
Ballard Combs aid. 

Knott County Clerk Ken 
Gayheart said Tue day that 
Newsome's decision to stay on 
the job while in prison, leaving 
his deputy to handle day-to-day 
affairs, seems to have worked. 

"I really have seen no disrup­
tion of county government," 
Gayheart said. 

Gayheart said he wasn't sur­
prised by the show of support 
Newsome received when he 
arrived back in Knott County. 

"He has a lot of friends in 
this county," he said. "People 
missed him."

Kentucky's top rebounder 
and second-leading scorer broke 
his no e in the first half while 
the Wildcats (15-2, 6·0

on a rnn that put them ahead for 
good and kept them the only 
undefeated team in league play. 

"We said you guys need to 

make up for the Joss of Chuck. 
They've never seen Chuck hurt 
before. I'll be honest, l don't 
think I've ever een Chuck 
hurt," Smith said. "It showed 
me what our klds arc all aboul.

-Top· 
ranked and unbeaten illinois was 
finally cracking under the pres ure. 

No. 18 Wisconsin, which 
had won 38 straight home 
games, led the lllini by eight 
points midway through the sec­
ond half Tuesday night. 
Illinois' Bruce Weber then 
called a timeout and had to 
serve as both coach and referee 
in a heated huddle. 

"I thought we lost our 
poi e," Weber said after the 
lllini came back and won 75-
65 on Tuesday night. 

.. They argued a little bit," he 
said. "And I just looked at 
them, 'What's up with you 
guys? We've come all this way, 
now you're going to stan fight­
ing?' I said, 'If we're geing to 
do this, we've got to do it 
together."' 

They put aside their differ­
ences and do ed the game on a 
27 ·9 run for a victory that 
snapped the nation's longest 
homecourt winning streak and 
extended their own winning 
streak to 20 games, also best in 
the nation. 

"It was pretty heated over 
there," said guard Deroo 
Williams, one of four Dlinois 
players who cored in double 
figures. "A lot of guys yelling 
and trying to get focused. We 
needed to get our heads togeth­
er becau e it easily could have 
gone the other way.'' 

After all, the Badgers' aver­
age margin of victory during 
their winning streak was 20.4 
points and this deficit was about 
to reach double digits, too. 

Weber said he told his team 
to calm down. 

"Then, Jack Ingram just 
made those big plays that got us 
back in the ballgame," he said. 

The reserve forward, who 
had eight points and six 
rebounds, hit consecutive 3s to 
cap illinois' 13-2 run and give 
it a 61-58 lead. His two free 

throws with 3:39 left gave the 
lllini the lead for good at 65-64. 

"If we don't hit that one 
stretch and Ingram doesn't nail 
the two 3s, it's so typical of a 
lot of games we've had in 
here." said Badgets coach Bo 
Ryan, who lost for just the third 
time in 56 home games. It was 
the first time he lost a Big Ten 
home game in his four seasons. 

In other games involving 
ranked teams Tuesday, it was: 
No.6 Kansas 86, Baylor 66; No. 
7 Kentucky 84, Tennessee 62; 
No. 16 Texas 80, Texas Tech 73; 
and No. 19 Connecticut 68, 
West Virginia 58. 

Illinois, the first team to 
beat the Badgers at the Kohl 
Center since Wake Forest on 
Dec. 4, 2002, was 17-of-20 
from the free throw line. The 
Illini got 18 points from Luther 
Head, 14 from James 
Augustine, 13 from Williams 
and 11 from Roger Powell Jr. 

Weber, who bad peddled his 
team as the underdog despite 
eight straight weeks atop the 
AP poll. said the biggest thing 
about the Tllini 's first win in 
Madison since 1998 was what 
it meant in the Big Ten race, 
where the IJlini are 6-0. 

"I told the kids if we win 
this one, we're going to be one 
up on everyone because I don't 
know if anyone's capable of 
coming in here and winning 
besides us after the Michigan 
State loss, so it gives us one up 
for the Big Ten championship," 
Weber said. 

And that's what bothered 
the Badgers more than the end 
of their winning streak. 

"The guys weren't worried 
about losing any streak. It was 
a Big Ten conference game. 
That's all we were playing 
for," said Ryan, whose teams 
are 26-1 at home in the league 
since he took over in 200 I . 

The Badgers (13-4, 4-2) got 
14 points from Sharif 
Chambliss and 13 from Mike 
Wilkinson, who played in all38 
straight homecourt victories. 

"We've got to move on;' 
Willdnson said. "We can't sit here 
and look back on the past, what 
has been here. We have to look 
forward to what's next for us." 

The previous home game 
saw the Badgers score the final 
11 points of the game in a 62-
59 victory over Michigan State. 

Wisconsin's only win over a 
top-ranked team was against 
Ohio State in 1962. 

No.6 Kansas 86, Baylor 66: 
Wayne Simien scored 18 
points and the J ayhawks (15-I , 
5-0 Big 12) made a school· 
record 16 3-pointers in bounc­
ing back from their first loss of 
the season. 

Keith Langford had 17 
points and Jeff Hawkins was 5-
for-5 on 3s for 15 points for 
visiting Kansas, which lost 83-
62 at Villanova on Saturday. 

Freshman Aaron Bruce had

Former coach says he took payoffs ; 
in Alabama recruiting scandal i

MEMPHlS, Tenn.- A for­
mer high school coach testified 
that three Southeastern 
Conference schools paid him 
money for his top football 
player, including a $150,000 
payoff from the University of 
Alabama. 

Lynn Lang said he received 
the money on Alabama's behalf 
from Logan Young, a Memphis 
millionaire who is on trial on 
federal bribery and money 
laundering charges. 

Lang. the former head coach 
at Trezevant High School, is 
awaiting sentencing on a guilty 
plea to racketeering conspira­
cy. He said he took the money 
to convince defensive lineman 
Albert Means to ign with the 
Crimson Tide in 2000. 

Young's lawyers contend 
Lang is lying to save himself 
from a long prison sentence. 

In testimony Tuesday in 
U.S. District Court, Lang said 
Alabama paid him money to 
steer Means to the school along 
with Kentucky and Georgia. 
He also testified that 
Tennessee, Mississippi, 
Michigan State and Arkansas 
offered money for Means but 
never paid. 

Means, who has not been 
accused of wrongdomg, te ti­
lled earlier in the day that he let 
Lang choose his coUege. 

Others who testified Tuesday 
were Alabama athletic director 
Mal Moore and Young's ex-girl­
friend. Li a Mallory. 

Lang said he began hop­
ping Means around to various 
colleges when he realized in 
J 999 how many schools want­
ed him. He said he was referred 
to Young, a longtime Alabama 
bool>tcr, by former Crimson 
Tide assistant coach Ivy 
Williams. 

Lang said he began the bid­
ding for Means at $50,000, and 
Young "took to it like water." 

Lang testified that former 
Kentucky recruiting coordina­
tor Claude Bassett gave $7,000 

for work at a camp and a 
Means visit to campus, and that 
former Georgia head coach Jim 
Donnan gave $700 "out of his 
pocket" for work at a camp. He 
added that Bill Harper, a 
Georgia booster from 
Memphis. sent him a $100 bill 
in an envelope. 

Lang, who made less than 
$30,000 at Trezevant High, said 
he kept upping lhe price until it 
topped out at $150poo, which he 
received in a series of payments 
each smaller than $10.000, the 
threshold at which bank transac­
tions must be reported. 

Young told him that since the 
payments were in cash, "If any­
thing happened, it was his word 
against mine," Lang testified. 

Beginning his cross exami­
nation, defensive lawyer James 
Neal questioned Lang about 
denials of taking a payoff he 
made to federal investigators, 
the NCAA and officials with 
the Memphis school system. 

Neal was to continue his 
questioning Wednesday. 

In his testimony, Means said 
he depended on Lang to deal 
with college recruiters. 

"He took care of everything 
else,'' Means said. "That's why 
I trusted him." 

Means also said someone 
else. who was not identified in 
court, took his college entrance 
exam for him, and he acknowl­
edged lying about that to a 
grand jury. 

"1 was afraid," he said. 
While entering his guilty 

plea in 2002, Lang said he 
arranged for a stand-in to take 
Mean ' entrance exam. 

Means, who said he had 
never met Young, stayed at 
Alabama for one football sea­
son. He transferred to the 
University of Memphis after 
reports of a payoff to Lang 
became public. 

Alabama's recruitment of 
Means became part of an 
NCAA investigation that led to 
sanctions against the Crim on 
Tide in 2002 that deprived the 
team of scholarships and bowl 
eligibility. 

Mean finished his college 
football eligibility last season 
and expects to graduate in May. 
He said he hope to have a pro­
fessional football career. 

Mallory told the jury Young 
is a heavy drinker who like lo 
brag about Alabama football. 

She said Young talked about 
Means, saying, "He's mint!." 

Under defense questioning, 
she said Young also made sim­
ilar comments about other high 
school players who did not sign 
with Alabama but went to other 
colleges. 

Mallory said Young often 
carried large amount of cash, 
spent heavily at bars and 
restaurants and gambled with 
sports bookies and at ca inos. 

One of the charges agamst 
Young accuses him of sening 
up bank withdrawals to hide a 
crime. The defense contends he 
often makes bank withdrawals 
under $10 ,000. 

"He spends a lot of money 
docsn 't he?" dcfen e lawyer 
Robert Hutton asked Mallory. 

"A lot," she replied. 
With the jury out of the 

courtroom, prosecutors ought 
permis ion to call a witness 
who would say Young boasted 
about sending other athletes to 
Alabama. 

Judge Dame! Breen said the 
pro ecution failed to lay a legal 
foundation to directly link such 
testimony to the charges 
against Young. Breen denied 
the request but said he might 
recon ider it. 

Lang testified that during 
one visit to Young' home. he 
overheard everal phone calls 
from former Melrose High 
School coach Tim Thompson. 
Lang said he a ·ked Young how 
much he paid Thomp. on to 
send defensive lineman Kindal 
Moorehead to Alabama. 

"He told me he paid Mr. 
Thompson $10,000 for Mr. 
Moorehead." Lang told the jury.

Fla .. with a chance 
to win the litle. At the end. only 
eight points separated champion 
Kurt Busch from runner-up 
Jimmie Johnson. 

That. rrance. aid. was proof 
that the system worked . The last 
time NASCAR had a close 
cha. e heading into rhe final 
event wa 1992 when ix driver· 
went to the finale with a shot to 
win it. 

"You know. 2004 is undoubt-

edly going to go down a~ either 
the greatest season we've ~.:ver 
had, or one of the greatest st!a­
sons we've ever had.'' Frclilce 
said. "Did we make racing bet­
ter? Was the racing on the track 
more exciting? Did we show­
case the opportunities for the 
best drivers in the world to do 
their thing? And the answer is 
absolutely. and the Cha e wa a 
big part of that:'

much more!" What to do? 

Even though the vanous media sources 
often give reports about the negative impact 
of stress on people, physically and emotion­
ally, research continues robe done to better 
understand stress and develop better treat­
ment for depression. A major topic has been 
honnones needed for reproduction - estro­
gen for women and testosterone for men. 

One project done at Yale (2004) was 
thought to reflect how estrogen makes the 
brain more vnlneruble to stress. The 
thinking was. 1 f a high level of estrogen 
increased the brain's reaction to stres., 
then women might he more likely to have 
mental illness, such us depression and 

post-traumutic stress di order. A Yale 
graduate student al o thought that this 
finding might explain why stress-related 
mental illne ·se'; occur at least twice as 
often in women as in men. In addttion, 
these findings might reveal why the differ­
ence!!> betwc.:en men and women begin Lo 
happ n in women at puberty, when e. tro­
gen production occur , continuing through 
the childbearing year , and then decreasing 
in I he years after menopau e. 

Another researcher at the Univen>ity of 
British Columbia (Victor Viau, 2002) was 
interested in the role of ex honnones and 
bow they influence our re ponse to stress. 
Where in the brain did the interaction 
between ex hormone , stress, and dcpre -
sion occur? It was anticipated that his 
work might help to diagno e and treat

depre sion and other sex dependent disor­
ders, including cardiovascular and meta­
bolic di ca e . 

Viau did research looking at the hypo­
thalamic-pituitary-adrenal (HPA) axis. 
This is an important hormonal :sy tem that 
controls the secretion of the steroid corti­
sol from the adrenal gland (locate<.! at the 
kidney ). Cortisol is there to protect u 
from the effects of acute stres by regulat­
ing proce .e , uch as blood pre ure and 
immune function. However, the steroid i 
thought to cau ·e disease, . uch as depre -
.ion, after the body has been el\poscd to 
chronic stress. 

The next part of the story, pertaining to 
the interacLions of ·ex hormones and

"I don't know how I can keep 
going if you raise tuition," Jason 
Couch of Leslie County told the 
crowd. 

Cynthia Osborne, the student 
representative to the KCTCS

classes scheduled during the 
hearing, or work or family 
responsibilities. 

Dr. Jay K. Box, 
president/CEO. served as the 
moderator for the hearing.

impacts on the HPA axi~ by not 
allowing the release of the 
stre s steroid cortisol. A po~si­
blc conclusion was that this 
might be an explanation for 
why males react differently to 
stress than female::;. Viau also 
reported that many men with 
depression exhibit reduced 
testosterone levels. This sug­
gested the likelihood that natu­
rally occurring differences in 
testosterone levels might have 
a bearing on the cause of 
depression. This relationship 
between testosterone lc,·cJs 
and depre!>sion leads to the 
suggestion that male patients 
not responding to anti-depres-
ant medication might be 

helped by addressing a low 
te tosterone level. It was also 
thought that the rate of suicide 
in males in puberty might be 
connected to both cortisol and 
testa terone levels. 

There is the possibility that 
the connection to sex hor-

munes m1ght a~-.ist in explain­
ing why !>Ome disorders associ­
ated with !-.tress are more com­
monly seen in one sex than the 
other. Depression is more fre­
quently found in women, with 
schizophrenia and cardiovas­
cular dbl!a ·c in men. 

Since we all like to know 
that there is ~omething we can 
do. whenever we are in pain, it 
was interesting to find a Daily 
Dose of Stres. Relief that was 
recommended to take every 
moming. It was suggested that 
we remember, "stress is caused 
by a lot of things, but when you 
look closely. as often as not, 
it's the small thing~ that drive 
you batty on any given day."

Qlestlon: Recently I 
cut myself while out hunt­
ng. The following day, the 

cut king bad so I went to the ER 
for stitches. They said [ hould have 
come in soor.er, and it wa too late to 
sew it up. [s thi · right or was the doc­
tor just being lazy? What are the 
guideline-; for getting stitches? 

Answer: Most wounds will 
heal without stitches, which 
doctor. also sometimes call 

" uture .'' However, except for small 

I cuts that aren't very deep, wounds usual­
ly heal better when they are closed up 
with sutures. This is because suture 
help to stop the bleeding and promote 
healing by bringmg the ends of the tom 
· ssue togclher. In mo t case .• thi make 

for Less earring and a nicer looking skin 
surface once healing is complete. 

There are some types of wounds we 
don't u ually sew up. Sometimes this 
i because a wound has been left open 
for too long a period of time, giving 
bacteria a chance to multiply. Even 
more problematic are wound that have 
already become infected or inflamed. 
Crush injuries where the skin and tis-
ue have been shredded are al o often 

best left "open.'' 
Additionally, human and animal 

bites are usually not sutured since these 
are considered "dirty" wounds. Of 
course there are exceptions to this rule 
and the others l've mentioned. The 
number of wounds sustained and their 
severity can make suturing of otherwise 
problematic wounds advisable. Also, if 
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A stitch in time can usually 
improve wound healing 

animal or human bite., are on the face. 
your doctor may decide to suture your 
wound to minimize disfigurement. 

As for a timetable for getting a 
wound sutured, this does vai) a good 
deal depending on the phy ician and 
the circum tances. And. 111 the va ... t 
majority of case!.. laZiness has nothing 
to do with it. Man) phy-;icians belie.,e 
it's generally not a good idea to suture 
any wound over six hours old. because 
the bacterial count can double within 
three hours of a cut. Oo the other hand, 
orne physicians believe that wounds 

on the body can u ually be sutured if 
under 18 hours old, and they give facial 
Lacerations up to a 24-hour window. 

Prompt treatment for any cut should 
include washing it out. preferably with 
saline. but water alone 1s bener than not 
cleaning at all. Placing a clean. dry ban­
dage over the wound will prevent fur­
ther contamination to the wound_ lf it 
i small, and the bleeding stops easil)', 
it may not need sutures. 

Even these smaller wounds. however, 

'>till need to be watched closely for 
infections. Cuts and injurie ·that you get 
outdoors may be more prone to infection 
than a cut in a clean hou e with a clean 
household item. For in tance, a piece of 
broken glass m the wood can be much 
more hazardous than a piece of broken 
gla'\s in your kitchen. 

Another reason to have your wound 
checked early is to evaluate the need 
for a tetanus shol. The general guide­
line is to update thi shot every 10 years 
in adults. However, an obviously cont­
amtnated wound, a puncture wound, or 
a severe bum. requires another shot 
after just five year 

At thi juncture, I'd uggest that you 
go to a family physician to have your 
wound evaluated. He or she can assess 
if additional intervention such as 
antibiotics. a tetanus shot. or a re-open­
ing and late suture of your wound 
would be appropriate in your case.
