LEESBURG, Fla.- A 
former Kentucky legislator 
died last week in Florida. 

Jerry Fonce Howell, of 
Leesburg, died approxi­
mately a week shy of his 
91 st birthday. 

Howell, a 1932 
Prestonsburg High School 
graduate. served as state 
senator from 1958 to 
1960. He also served as 
state representative dur­
ing the 1940s, holding a 
position as the Majority 
Floor Leader. 

Howell operated a gro­
cery and hardware store 
at Price for several years 
before taking a position as 
vice president of Citizens 
Bank in Jackson, where 
he developed Snowden 
Branch, an upscale hous­
ing area, and a shopping 
center. 

A native of Dana, 
Howell worked as a Floyd 
County teacher and princi· 
pal In Bosco, Wheelwright 
and McDowell. He also 
worked closely with 
Morehead State 
University, where he holds 
an honorary doctorate in 
public service. 

Howell is survived by 
his son, Jerry F. Howell 
Jr., and his sister, Lassie 
Morgan,

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Bishop's defense gets its tum today

PRESTONSBURG The 
pro ecution finished presenting its 
case against Dwayne Earl Bishop 
on Tuesday after two more days of 
testimony. 

Defense attorneys will begin 
telling their side of the story today 
and could have their work cut out 
for them. 

The prosecution used the last 
two days of te timony to call on 

several scientific experts, as well 
as inrroducing more evidence that 
depicted Carolyn Bishop as a fre­
quent victim of violence meted out 
to her by her husband. 

The testimony began on 
Monday with Det. Terry 
Thompson taking the stand to talk 
about his mvestigation into the 
Aug. 31 , 2000, murder of Carolyn 
Bi hop. who was last seen alive on 
the back of her estranged husband 
Dwayne Bishop's motorcycle that 
evening. 

Thompson talked about gather­
ing evidence and relayed that he 
arrived at the gas line access path , 
where Carolyn Bishop's body had 
been discovered, off Ligon Camp 
Road at 2:20 am. From there he 
proceeded to Carolyn Bishop's 
home and interviewed family 
members. He then proceeded to 
the Floyd County Detention 
Center, where Dwayne Bishop was 
lodged after having been arrested

The Kentucky 
Department for Health and 
Family Services doesn't .ce 
a problem with it either. 
spokesperson Lisa Wallace 
said. provided that the child 
i mature enough to handle 
the responsibility. 

"There's no law in 
Kentucky that specifies any 
age that a child can be or 
cannot be left home alone," 
Wallace said. ''It's a judg­
ment the parents have to 
make on their own. keeping

lies approximately 1.000 feet 
away and is completely debris 
free. 

Rice said the state highway 
department cleaned out the 
mess left behind by beavers 
two years ago. Now. he says. 
they don't want to mess with 
it. 

But that isn't right. Frank 
Castle, Floyd County mainte­
nance engineer. said . 
According to him, the depart­
ment is working with their 
equipment rental contractor. J 
& M, to fix the Rice Branch 
beaver problem within the 
next couple of weeks . They 
plan to tear down the dam with 
heavy equipment. just as they 

did at the same locution two 
years ago. 

"It's a recurring problem 
that·, tough to do this time of 
year," Castle !>aid. "We had 
men wading chest deep in the 
water at this ume of ye;~r."

Plaxico says beaver com­
plaint have risen over the past 
several years in the 10 sur­
rounding counties he over ees 
through his position at Fish 
and Wildlife. 

"I do so many beaver com­
plaints," he said. "They're cer­
tainly passing my total damage 
complaints of deer.'' 

Beaver populations e;pand­
ed upstream during the 
drought of 1999-:!000, Plaxico 
said. During that time, 
colonie. of beavers were able 
to e tablish sturdy dams 
because flooding didn't push 
them out. 

Now the i sue is on the 
forefront, especially for coun-

ty res1dents who are staring at 
the problem. 

The solution? 
Lethal control is a po sibil­

ity, Plaxko said. with state 
lawc.; giving residents the right 
to tt!rminatc the problem anu 
sell their ~kin~ for a profit.

Hocking the family silver 
A family that spends more than it earn year after year is headed for 

trouble. Mom and Dad will run up their credit cards, then borrow away 
their home equity and hock the family silver. Next comes bankruptcy. 

The economy of nations works very differently from that of families. 
But the basic lesson is the same: A country that spends much more than it 
brings in year after year is risking serious pain. 

The United States is doing precisely that now. We've been running a 
trade deficit for two decades - buying more from foreigners than we sell 
to them. But the deficit has gotten much worse in recent years, and it hit 
a monumental $631 billion last year. That equals 54 percent of all that 
America produces. 

In effect, foreigners are shipping us valuable goods and we're sending 
them little green pieces of paper, or their electronic equivalent. For now. 
they're using many of those dollars to buy U.S. assets: stocks, factories, 
real estate and lots of American debt. 

In effect. America is hocking the family silver. Those foreign purchas­
es are a claim on American labor, profits and taxes in the future. That's not 
a pleasant thought. 

The ituarion is made worse by our ballooning federal budget deficit. 
The Congres ional Budget Office expects it to hit a record $448 billion 
this year, up 9 percent from last year. Since President George W. Bush 
took office. federal debt has been growing much faster than the economy 
that mUSt serVJCC it. 

Asian nations now are among the top buyers of U.S. Treasury debt. So, 
when you write your check to Uncle Sam on April 15, think of it as pay­
ing in!erest to China. After all, government debt IT' • , be repaid with inter­
est through Americans' taxes. 

ln effect, we're running America on rhe .. buy now, pay later" plan. 
We're extracting a sort of reverse inheritance from our children. We'll 
~;pend their money now; they ' II pay our debt later. 

The Bush administration's tax cuts account for about half the federal 
budget deficit. Those cuts were heavily tilted toward the rich, through cuts 
in upper tax brackets and on dividends and capital gain . The Bush theo­
ry holds that that such cuts encourage wealthy people to invest, creating 
jobs.lnstead, Uncle Sam is borrowing back that tax-cut money to fund the 
deficit. 

So, any investment oomph from tax cuts goes poof. Worse, the gov~ 
ernment is competing against private industry for capital Over the long 
term. that tends to drive interest rates up, slow the economy and cost jobs 

Normally, big foreign trade deficits have an automatic correction 
mechanism . The debtor country ships so much money abroad that the 
price of its cun-ency falls. That slows the flow of imports, while making a 
country's exports cheaper. Gradually, the Lrade deficit brinks. 

That took a while to happen in America, but it's under way now. The 
dollar has dropped 15 percent against a mix of major currencies since 
2002. We are now seeing the effect in terms of rising industrial production 
in the United States. But the dollar's drop has been uneven. It's down 
heavily against the euro, less against the Japanese yen and not at all 
against the Chinese yuan. The Chinese account for a quarter of our trade 
imbalance. They, like some smaller Asian nations, peg their currencies to 
the dollar at an artificially cheap evel. This keeps Chinese factories hum­
ming at the expense of Americ , and there's little we can do about it 
except complain. 

A gentle decline for the dollar helps the United States . The danger here 
is that the decline will become a rout. If foreign investors lose confidence, 
they'll bail rapidly out of dollar-denominated assets. Down goes the stock 
market while up goes interest rates and inflation. Recession, here we 
come. 

Such unpleasantness is possible but not probable. After all, the 
American economy is still growing faster than Europe's, making it a bet­
ter investment choice for foreigners. And Asian investors have been buy-

Lundergan wants critics to give him a chance

FRANKFORT- Back in charge of 
the Kentuc'ky Democratic Party, Jerry 
Lundergan wants any naysayers to 
judge him on performance. 

Lundergan, by his own admission, 
has taken over as chairman at a time 
when the state's Democratic Party is in 
debt, and morale among it faithful ha 
dipped. 

Democrats have suffered a series of 
recent political defeats: they lo t their 
decades-long stranglehold on the gov­
ernor's office, lost ground in the House 
and have been unable to regain control 
of'the state Senate. Lundergan wants to 
reverse those fortunes. 

"The finances are gone. there's no 
money here. Now, if my critics want to 
run the party that way, then so be it," 
Lundergan said last week. "But 
my elf, as ali felong Democrat, J'm not 
going to allow my party to be run that 
way." 

Lundergan is a veteran of 
Kentucky's political scene. During the 
1980 . he served in the House and had 
a previous tint as the stale Democratic 
Party chairman. 

While he does not have a criminal 
record, Lundergan 's reputation may 
have a blemi h. Tn 1989, he was con­
victed of breaking a law that proh1bits 

Kentucky legislators from doing no­
bid contract work for the state. 
Lundergan 's conviction, however, wa 
later overturned because he was prose­
cuted for a felony and not a misde­
meanor. 

Lundergan - who is not getting 
paid for his party work - has set what 
are perhaps lofty goals for the party. 

First, he says Democrats are focus­
ing on winning all the local county 
judge-executive seats in the state. He's 
planning to follow that up by regaining 
the House seats Democrats lost in the 
November 2004 election, and regain­
ing control of the state Senate. 

To do that Lundergan bas also set an 
amb1tious goal of raising $1 million in 
his first year as chairman. However, 
fund-raising is a bit more challenging 
the e days, he said. 

There' no longer a Democrat occu­
pying the governor's office - an 
instrumental "silver bullet'' to help 
party fund-raising, he said. Thus. 
Lundergan 's spent a large chunk of his 
time "dialing for dollars," he said. 

"My job is to give (Democrats) the 
feeling that we are moving in the ri.e.ht 
direction so they will want to reinveq 
in their party," Lundergan said. 

Then Lundergan wants to restore 
some of the luster to the Democratic 
Party's Frankfort headquarter . which 
is located along Interstate 64. 

Eventually, Democrats could use their 
headquarters - which he says is the 
party's "biggest asset" - to further 
promote the party and hou. e its politi­
cal staff, Lundergan said. 

"We've got to be smart and utilize 
our asset to its fullest potential," 
Lundergan said. 

Democrats across the state need to 
unite and focu their efforts against 
Republicans. 

State Republican Party chairman 
John McCarthy said the GOP would 
continue its political effort and not 
take anything for granted. 

'"It's important that the Republican 
Party of Kentucky continues to stay 
focused on trying to improve the live 
of every person in Kentucky,'' 
McCarthy said. "The worst thing you 
can do in politics is ever underestimate 
your opponent." 

Still. Democrats can rebound, • 
Lundergan said. 

"I have that feeling in my body that 
l am the right guy." Lundergan said . 
"Because l happen to be a person of 
long-range planning, I happen to be a 
person of strong convictions. And 
when I set my mind to do omething, 
my past record will show that I nor­
mally succeed in getting that done.''

Social Security 
a bad idea 

Much has been written about Social 
Security these days, so here are my 
thoughts. Social Security was a bad idea 
from the very beginning. True Social 
Security, Medicare, as well as welfare, 
were good thing when they fLrst began. 
To many older people and truly indigent 
people, these programs were a godsend 
that made their lives easier in their wan 
ing years. 

Why do I think Social Secunty was a 
bad idea? Because people thought that 
when they retired, they would be receiv­
ing their full salary. instead, they 
received only a percentage of their previ­
ous salary. I personally think that allow­
ing each individual to inve t in their own 
retirement account is n good idea. 
However, a percentage should be held 
back from employment checks for those 
who can't or won't invest in private 
funds. Most people ['ve talked to like the 
idea of managing their own money. 

For those who blame President Bu h, 

Social Security and Medicare were a 
me s during Carter's presidency. Social 
Security and Medicare are solvent today 
until 2010, dare I say it, because of 
President Reagan and the Republican 
Congress. I am glad Congres and the 
president are starting now rather than 
later to find a solution. 

In the office where I worked, I met a 
lot of older people who had just retired 
that were shocked to learn they weren't 
going to receive their full salary they 
were earning. All had worked hard all 
their lives to raise and educate their chil­
dren . lf it wasn't for their children con­
tributing funds each month, they could 
never have made it. 

Those people coming out of World 
War ll and the Depression aved as much 
money as possible, took advantage of all 
retirement funds, but with the start of 
Social Security, a large percentage 
stopped saving. 

Medicare in some way i a good pro­
gram. If all these medical programs were 
to combine, there's no reason we could· 
n 't have a national health program. Of 
cour e, Americans will not like national 
health because they are used to ge1ting 
medical treatment and tests ASAP. For 
example, elective surgeries such as 

cataracts, knee and hip replacements, the 
average waiting list is five years in coun­
tries with national health. 

Part B Medicare is about $56 a month. 
Then it is up to the individual to buy their 
own supplemental insurance, average of 
about $150 extra. Then if a person needs 
to be hospitalized, there is $876 up to 60 
day . If a person is readmitted to the ho -
pita! with a different diagnosis, then 
the) 'rc responsible for another $876. 
That's a Jot of money out of pocket! 
Medicare only pays 80 percent of what 
they allow. Even paying 
insurance/Medicare premium , the 
patient will be in debt up to the hilt just 
for being ill. 

The rea on medical treatment is o 
expensive ts purely and simply becau e 
of insurance companies and lawyers. A 
letter in The Floyd County Times recent­
ly was against tort reform. Every time 
someone's family is awarded millions, 
after he or she has smoked four packs of 
cigarettes a day and dies of cancer, for 
instance. our insurance premium ky­
rocket. Tort reform doe not prevent law-
Utls in the true cases of incompetence or 

mal practice.

Tackett testifying to seeing 
Dwayne Bishop at his club, 
Marlow's Country Palace, late 
nn the night that Carolyn Bishop 
disappeared.

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Trucker in prison for three 
deaths enters DUI plea 

Lawmaker proposes slot machine legislation

PIKEVILLE An Eastern 
Kentucky truck driver convict­
ed Ia t year on three counts of 
reckless homic1de in a crash on 
U.S. 23 sa1d in court that pros­
ecutors have enough evidence 
to convict him of driving a 
commercial vehicle under the 
influence of drugs. 

George David Williams. 40, 
of Kimper, entered an Alford 
plea in Pike Count} district 
court on Wednesday. meamng 
he acknowledged the evidence 
but maintained his innocence. 

Judge Darrel Mullins sen­
tenced Williams to 30 day in 
jail to run concurrently with 
the 15-year prbon sentence he 
is serving on the reckless 
homicide conv1clTons. He 
would be eligible for parole in 
2007. 

Williams was driving a 
truck for Pikeville-based JZ 
Trucking south on US. 23 in 
June 2003 when u coal auger 
fell from the trailer. The 34-ton 
machine struck two vehicles, 
killing Larry "Doug" 
Smallwood, 46, of 
Wheelwright: Dudley 
"'Dougie'' Williams. 42. of 
Bevinsville: and Carolyn 
Smallwood Adkins. 38. of 
Beefhide. 

Mullins fined Wil!Jams 

$235.50, but because he is 
unable to work in prison, the 
fine was converted to 30 days. 

After the 2003 accident, 
Williams also was charged 
with second-offen ·e DUI by 
Lhc Pikeville Police 
Department and everal traffic 
charge by Kentucky Vehicle 
Enforcement. Those charges 
were later dismissed. 

Even with the plea, defense 
attorney Robert Wright said he 
plan to appeal the DUl case 
because he believes the law 
that bans commercial drivers 
from using any amount of a 
controlled substance is uncon­
. titutionally vague. 

A urine sample taken from 
Williams at the time of the 
acc ident was shown to have 
amounts of several drugs in his 
y tern, according to court 

records. 
But during the reckless 

homicide trial, 
Commonwealth's Attorney 
Rick Bartley said experts had 
told him the levels of drugs 
found in Williams' system 
were not enough to prove 
tmpairment. 

Kentucky Department of 
Corrections records show that 
Williams has been held at the 
Eastern Kentucky Correctional 
Complex in West Liberty since 
Feb. 20.

FRANKFORT 
Kentucky could raise money 
for pricey government pro­
grams such as education and 
Medicaid by allowing slot 
machines throughout the 
state, a House lawmaker pro­
posed Tuesday. 

Rep. Tom Burch, D­
Louisville, said he planned 
to file two separate bills that 
would allow the state to lean 
on gambling revenue to help 
ease its budgetary woes. 

"The money is there, people 
are going to gamble ... ," Burch 
said. "Why not keep that 
money here in Kentucky?" 

Kentucky could eventual­
ly raise an extra $400 to 
$800 million extra for state 
programs, Burch estimated. 

One plan would allow 
counties to decide through a 
local referendum whether 
residents want slot-machine 
gambling. The other calJs for 
allowing slot machines at 
horse race tracks. 

Revenue would go to pay 
for compulsive gambling 
treatment programs, educa­
tion, Medicaid and public 
safety, among other things, 
Burch said. 

Kent Ostrander, executive 
director of the Lexington­
based Family Foundation, 
said he would "strongly 

oppose" any measures to 
expand gambling in 
Kentucky. 

"Las Vegas was not built 
by winners. it was buill by 
losers," Ostrander said. 
"Kentucky government 
should never fund any 
'good' program based on the 
premi~e that some Kentucky 
citizens must lose to fund it." 

Meanwhile. Dana Seum 
Stephenson watched from 
the Senate gallery on 
Tuesday. complying with a 
judge's ruling preventing her 
from taking any official 
action as a state senator as 
her disputed election winds 

ed, and now we just need to 
take care of things in the 
judicial system," 
Stephenson, the daughter of 
Sen. Dan Seum, R­
Louisville, said afterward. 

Stephenson, a Republican, 
received about l ,000 more 
votes than her Democratic 
opponent, Virginia 
Woodward, in last year's 
election in Jefferson 
County's 37th District.

Musique Toujours held off 
Zakocity at the wire to win the 
$1 million Classic, capping a 
day of longshot winners as 
Florida-bred horses dominatl.!d 
their California counterparts in 
the third annual Sunshine 
Million!.. 

The event includes races in 
Florida and California. 

Musique Toujour , a 70-1 
shot ridden by Jorge Chavez, led 
all the way and won by a neck in 
the richest of the eight races -
four each at Gulfstream Park 
and Santa Anita. Musique 
Toujours paid $142.20 to win in 
the Classic at Florida's 
Gulfstream Park, while 
Zakocity went off at 25-1 . 

Cal-bred Musique Toujours 
covered 1 1-8 miles in 1:49.17, 
the first stakes victory for the 5-
year-old gelding. His fust-place 
winnings of $550,000 more than 
tripled hi career earnings. 

"Thi is a dream,'' said co­
owner Richard Glass, who has 
been out of work for a year and 
is trying to become a Los 
Angeles police officer. He and 
hi wife celebrated their 17th 
wedding anniversary Saturday. 

"l probably shouldn't say 
this, but the trainer didn't think 
we had a chance," Glass aid. 

Florida breds won five of the 
races Saturday and outpointed 
California 44-28. Winners 
received five points each, sec­
ond place was worth three 
points and third was worth one 

point. Florida has won the event 
three straight years. 

Musique Toujour , trained by 
John Sadler, hadn't won ince a 
$50,000 claiming race last May 
at Hollywood Park. 

Chavez was as happy to win 
as Glass. The jockey hadn't won 
a $1 million race ·ince he 
injured hL shouider in a fall in 
lhe 2003 Florida Derby. Just 
over a week ago, Chavez rode 
his 4.000th career winner at 
Gulfstream. 

"This is just uch a big win 
for me right now,'' he said. 

Classic Endeavor wa third, 
ending hjs five-race winning 
streak. Limehouse was fourth. 
Favored Midas Eye , trained by 
Bobby Frankel. was ninth in the 
12-horsc field. 

At Santa Anita. Cal-bred 
Sweet Lips staged another of the 
day's upsets. winning the 
$500.000 Distaff by 1 1/2 
lengths over Fencelineneighbor.

Els doesn't see Woods 
being as dominant again

MELBOURNE, Australia -
Ernie Els thinks golf technolo­
gy and a more competitive 
PGA Tour means Tiger Woods 
won't be as donlinant as he 
once was. 

"Everybody has become 
better players, technology has 
brought everybody closer 
together," Els said Tuesday at 
the Heineken Classic, where he 
begins play Thursday trying for 
his fourth win in a row at Royal 
Melbourne. 

"I think he's had a very good 
start obviously, but I can't see 
him being that dominant 
again," Els aid. "The guys out 
there are a lot more confident, 
they've stepped up to thei~ 
games. No one is hitting it 30 
or 40 yards past everybod 
else." 

Woods won the Dunlop 
Phoenix tournament in Japan 
last November, then shot four 
rounds in the 60s to win his 
Target World Challenge against 
a 16-man field to finish the year. 

Ten day ago. Woods rallied 
from a two-shot deficit over the 
final sh. holes to win the Buick 
Invitational for hi fir t PGA 
Tour victory in II months. 

Vijay Singh took over the 
top ranking from Woods last 
September. Woods had been 
No. I for five years, but has 
gone I 0 majors without win­
ning, matching his longest win­
less slreak in Grand Slam 
events. 

"Technology has changed 
the game." Els said. ''Twelve to 
J 5 years ago, before titanium 
drivers and new golf balls, it 
was a different game. 

"At the moment, he is play­
ing better, and more confident. 
But other guys wil1 be right 
there. I don't trunk he 'II be that 
dominant again, although I 
might be wrong." 

Els kept pace with Singh 
and Woods by fini ·bing in a tie 
for third. second, and a tic for 
sixth in his first three tourna­
ments of 2005, including a run­
ner-up finish to Singh at the 
Sony. 

He took last week off for a 
holiday with his family before 
flying to Melbourne for hi 
shot at a fourth straight 
Heineken title. 

"This tournament has been 
like a dream for me, but it's like 
anything ... you win it three 

times in a row, so can four be 
possible?" Els said before a 
nine-hole practice round on the 
revamped Royal Melbourne 
composite layout. 

The course has been reduced 
to a par-71, making the LOth 
hole a par 4, omething Els 
called a "good move." 

La t year, Els opened with a 
60 in perfect scoring condi­
tions. His round could've been 
lower. but he missed birdie 
putts on the final two holes. 

Then he hot a 2-over 74 in 
the final round, when a norther­
ly breeLe was blowing. He won 
by a shot over Adam Scon. who 
left a birdie putt on the 18th 
inches short in his bid for a 
playoff. 

"Last year. l had a perfect 
start, but I've al o won this 
tournament when I've come 
from behind and shot 65 on the 
final day," Els said. "l hadn't 
seen a northerly ince the 
Presidents Cup in 1998. It 
caught me off guard. On the 
front nine. I shot a42. But 1 had 
a great back nine." 

Els doubu he or anyone else 
will threaten to shoot 59 again 
at Royal Melbourne. 

La t year. in the opening 
round, more than 90 golfers in 
the field of 156 broke par and 
50 hot 69 or better in the ideal 
conditions. 

"How many times do you 
get a chance to shoot 59. but I 
had a golden chance Ia t year," 
Els aid of his course-record 
60. "I bogeyed 15, birdied 16 
but couldn ·t get a birdie on the 
last two holes. 

"lf you had one or two 
chances a year. you're doing 
very weU. I had a chance at the 
Sony. I shot a 62 on a par 70. 
and looking back, I mi sed four 
putts from eight to lO feet." 

But Els ays tho e occasions 
are rare. 

"You have freaky days. 
when the weather is right and 
the greens are receptive and the 
pin positions aren't tough ... he 
said. "When you find the putts 
are going in, you try Lo take 
advantage of it. and that's what 
1 did. 

"But J can't see anyone 
breaking that score on thb golf 
course. There is too much that 
can happen." 

Woods is not entered in 
Melbourne. His next .start i 
expected to be in the Match 
Play Chnmp'ionship later thi' 
month in Carlsbad. Calif.

At tlus pomt, the animal is cov­
ered w1th a sterile drape that 
exposes only the propo!>ed inci­
sion site. the telile instruments 
are laid out on another sterile 
drape. and the urgcon put Oll 

sterile surgical gloves. A tmined 
assistant or veterinary te~;hnieian 
takes her place at the animal's 
head and monitof' its condition 
and the plane of anaestheisa 
throughout the procedure. There 
are many things she must pay 
attention to. Among these are the 
heart and lung sounds, the color of 
the gum:s and inner lips (these 
give a good idea of the blood pres­
sure), and certain renexe that 
indicate depth of unconsciousness 
(such as the presence of a blink 
response to a Hght touch on the 
eyelids). She keeps the urgeon 
filled in on what she is finding. 

Preparing the animal for a 
spay can take almost as long as 
the procedure itself; and in the 
same way, I realize I have taken 
up an entire article describing the 
p~pamtiom; for surgery!

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Some racing machines 
There are many kinds of automobile racing 
events and a huge variety of race cars. 

Competitions range from seconds-long drag 
races of 1/4 mile (0.4 km.) to endurance 
events that cover thousands of miles and 
last for weeks. The Daytona in Florida and 
Le Mans in France are famous endurance 
races that last 24 hours. 

Karts are the smallest of racing machines, 
and many racing careers began with a kart. 
The first kart was invented in 1956 and was 
made from an old lawn-mower engine. 
When you sit in a kart you are only 1 inch 
(2 em.) off the ground. 

Off road racing takes place in very rough 
terrain, not on a road or a circuit. Desert 
races 1n the United States and Mexico are 
popular and may be up to 1 ,000 miles 
(1 ,600 km.) long. All sorts of cars, motorcy­
cles and trucks compete at off road events. 

Drag-racing cars or dragsters range 
from mass-produced passenger cars to 
strange-looking models built for racing only. 
Hundreds of dragsters will come to a meet, 
but only two cars race at one time. They 
race on a straight, paved track called a drag 
strip. Dragsters can reach speeds of more 
than 290 mph (467 kmph) and can 
cross the finish line in under five 
seconds. A parachute may 
be used to help slow the 
car down. 

Formula One race cars (also called Grand 
Prix cars) are very fast and powerful motor 
cars. They are also one of the most 
expensive. Their aerodynamic design 
manipulates the air around it, creating a 
downward force that helps keep the car on 
the road. Grand Prix races consist of a 
series of races (about 15) held all over the 
world. Drivers eam points for finishing in the 
top six. The driver with the most points at 
the end of the season is the World Champi­
on. 

Indy cars look a lot like Formula One cars. 
They are named for the famous Indianapo­
lis 500, which takes place on the 2.5-mile 
(4.02 km.) Indianapolis Motor Speedway. 
There are 33 starting positions. Drivers with 
the highest average speeds in four qualify­
ing laps earn the chance to race. The first 
driver to complete 200 laps around the 
track - a distance of 500 miles (805 km.) 
-wins the race and a large purse. 

Sports car racing has events for 
production sports cars and specially built 
cars. The Trans-Am Championship is a 
famous series that consists of .... :i!II~IWII'.! 
road races in the 
United States 
and Canada. 
There are about 
14 to 16 races of 
approximately 1 00 miles 
(160 km.) long. Sports cars are also driven 
in endurance races. 

Stock car racing is the most popular kind 
of car racing in the United States. Stock 
cars are sedans that look like regular cars, 
but they have been altered for extreme 
speed. These cars can reach 200 mph 
(320 kmph). NASCAR governs the U.S. 
competition. The Nextel (formerly Winston) 
Cup is a famous series of abou1 30 races.

1950s, Jaguar D Type 
One of the greatest race cars of all time. 
Fewer than 1 00 were built. They sell for

1960s, Ford GT40 
At 40 inches high, this car was built by 

Henry Ford II. In 1966 it won first, second 
and third place at Le Mans. 

1972, Porsche 917-10K CanAm 
This turbocharged car (more than 

1 ,000 HP) won six out of nine races 
at the Canadian-American series. 

1981, Lola T-600 
One of the first endurance racing 

sports cars, the Lola T-600 dommated 
the racing scene in the early '80s. 

2004, Audl R8 
Since its debut in 2000, the Audi R8 

has won Le Mans and Sebring 
five times each.

Flag definitions 
Drivers and spectators rely on different 
colored flags to let them know what is 
happening on the track. Flags are waved 
at practice, qualifying and official races. 

The green flag signals the start of a race. 
II is also waved after a caution flag to 
indicate that the race has restarted. 

A still blue flag tells a driver thai another 
car Is close behind. A waving blue Hag 
means the driver is about to be overtaken. 

[J As. till yellow flag indicates danger ahead. 
When waved, it Indicates extreme caution; 
dnvers must slow down and be ready to 
slop. No passing is allowed. 

A still red and yellow flag signals a 
slippery track. When waved it means the 
track is very slippery. 

CJ Waved by a starter, the white flag signals 
the last lap. A standing white flag warns 
that a slow-moving or emergency vehicle 
is on the track. 

A black flag signals an infraction and the 
driver must pull into the pits. The flag is 
sometimes displayed with a board listing 
the car's number. 

A red flag means the track is unraceable 
due to weather, oil sliCks or an accident. 
All cars must come to a stop. 

~ The checkered flag Indicates the finish of 
~ the race and is waved for all finishers. 

Some racing terms 
cc: These letters stand for cubic 
centimeters. There are 1,000 cc in 1 liter. 

Chassis: The car frame, wheels and 
suspension 

Formula: A set of rules for entering a race. 
They often specify the size of engine and 
design of the car. 

Liter: The size of a racing car engine is 
measured in liters. 

Monocoque: A chassis built as one piece. 

Roll cage: A metal frame that protects the 
driver from injury if the car flips over. 

Slicks: Smooth tires that can only be used 
on dry circuits. 

Spoiler: Aerodynamic frame parts at the 
front an~ rear of a car. 

Supercharged: Fuel-air mixture forced into 
an engine to produce more power.
