Things got sordid in a hurry on 
Wednesday as the defense called 
its first witness on Wedne day. 

Harolyn Howard recalled a prose­
cution witness, State Trooper Ron 
Peppi, and asked him to relate 
more details about a conversation 
he had with Dwayne Bishop after 
arresting him for an April 1996 
incident in which Dwayne Bishop 
assaulted Carolyn Bishop's broth­
er. Mark Tackett, at his home. 
Peppi related that Dwayne Bishop 
stated to him that he walked in 
while the siblings were involved 
in an incestuous act. 

Afterwards, Howard started 
upon a new line of questioning but 
canceled it when she realized lhat 
her queries were headed nowhere. 
She sta11ed to imply that Peppi 
was a motorcycle enthusiast but 
backed off and apologized when 
the surprised trooper slated that he 
had no enthusiasm for the subject 
and couldn't recall riding one.

Lawsuit accuses hospital 
of age d·scrimination

PRESTO SBURG - A Johnson 
County woman who was ftred from 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
claims that the company discrimi­
nated against her age. 

Debra Slone, 54. of Van Lear. 
ftled suit against tht:: hospital last 
week, seeking compensation for lost 
earnings, pain and anguish, and 
punitive damages 

Slone claims she was wrongfully 
fired from the ho pita! where she 

held a 15-year position as an x-ray 
transcriptionist. 

The hospital has a workforce pol­
icy in place that "may appear neutral 
but actually has a disproportionate 
harsher effect or is enforced harsh­
er·· on older employees, Slone's 
attorney, Mickey McGuire, argues. 

McGuire claims that the hospital 
"follow· a pattern" of eliminating 
older workers in order to "negotiate 
cheaper and more flexible options" 
with the new, younger employees. 

McGuire is cuiTently working 
with three age discrimination •mit 

against the hospital and is dealing 
with inquiries for three other possi­
ble cases. 

''A lady came in la-;t week. She 
wasn't fired, but she said she 
thought they were trying ro lire her. 
She's 65 years old. She said they are 
looking for something so they can 
ftre her.'' he said yesterday. 

Slone was terminated from her 
position at the hospital in November 
2003 for making a copy of a medical 
record without authorization.

two decades ago. 

The move, particularly the 
cooperation of local, state. and 
federal governments, will have 
"far reaching'' effects on Big 
Sandy. Thompson aid.

"He did teJl me he would kill 
Carolyn Bishop, but I never took 
into consideration that he really 
would kill her," Rachel Tackett 
testified. 

Smith referred back to the 
phone call threat that Rachel 
Tackett aid she received from 
Mitchell and got her to say, ''I'm 
sure I had a few choice words for 
her." 

Judge John D. Caudill instruct­
ed the jury afterward that Tackett 
was a convicted felon and the jury 
could take that into consideration 
when weighing her testimony. 

Kathy Mitchell was the first 
witness called on Thursday and 
was asked about threatening a 
woman named Lulu. Defense co­
counsel Bob Ganstein asked her 
if she recalled threatening to cut 
up Lulu. Mitchell responded in 
the negative and also said she did­
o 't recall calling her ex-husband 
Stevie. who she was with when 
they ran into Dwayne and 
Carolyn Bishop on the night of 
the murder, after this incident 
with Lulu. 

Mildred Akers was called next 
and also recalled the incident with 
Kathy Mitchell. She also clarified 
the identity of Lulu. saying it was 
a nickname for her daughter 
Maranda. She stated that this inci­
dent occurred in Teaberry a year 
after Dwayne was arrested for his 
wife's murder. She said that 
Mitchell beat up her daughter and 
then spoke into a phone to some­
one, saying, "Steve, I just 
whupped your little whore." 

Smith eros -examined Akers 
only briefly. He asked her what 
any of this story had to do with

Next up was the inve tigator 
Marvin \1ontgomery, of the pub­
lic advocate' office. He showed 
pictures that he took of the slate 
dump area. He kept making refer~ 
ence to Willy D. Mitchell's house 
being noticeable in the back­
ground. Mitchell previously testi­
fied to burning the leather jacket 
found near the murder site. 

Montgomery also testified that 
he drove the route Dwayne Bishop 
would have had to drive to kill 
Carolyn Bi ·hop, stop at his moth­
er's Teaberry home and then on to 
Marlow's. He stated that it would 
have taken 45 minutes. which did­
n't appear significant since that 
would have given Dwayne Bishop 
more than enough time to com­
plete that circuit. 

The jury had several questions 
for the witnes, which were 
received by Judge Caudill on 
slips of paper. He asked the wit­
ness, on the jury's behalf, if 
Montgomery drove the speed 
limit and if he did it under similar 
conditions to the night of the mur­
der. Montgomery ·tated that he 
did the trip during normal busi­
nes hours and that he drove the 
proper peed Limit. 

The day ended with the testi­
mony of Dwayne Earl Bishop 
himself. Howard started by ask­
ing him when he married Carolyn 
Bishop, but he couldn't give her a 
definitive answer. He narrowed it 
down to the late 1980s and 
described the relationship as, 
"Not a good one." 

Dwayne Bishop also adnUtted, 
"I was respon ible for inflicting 
injurie on her." He described 
their on-again/off-again relation­
ship as. "It went weeks. It went 
months. It went years."

The banks, however, bave oh-so­
quietly shrunk this common grace period 
to 20 days or less. Also, Citibank and 
MBNA are among those that now include 
sneaky fine print specifying an hour that

Elk hunting to expand to 
public hunting areas in 2005

FRANKFORT - The Kentucky Fish 
and Wildlife Commission expanded the 
areas for elk hunters to bunt in 2005 to 
Wildlife Management Area and parts of 
the Daniel Boone National Fore t at a 
special commi ston meeting held 
February 2, 2005. The Fish and Wildlife 
Commission recommends all hunting, 
fishing and boating regulations for 
approval by the General Assembly and 
approves all spending by the Kentucky 
Department of Fi h and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR). 

''This opens up tens of thousands of 
acres that the public already own!". to elk 
hunters." aid Jon Gas ett, director of 
wildlife for the KDFWR. "This will 
allow us to open areas such as Dewey. 
Paintsville and Fi htrap W\1As and the 
part of the Daniel Boone National Forest 
that i in the elk restoration zone ror elk 
hunters to enjoy." Elk hunters that are 
uccessfully drawn but who are not cho­

sen for hunting in a limited entry area 
may use these areas. as well as private 
property where they have permission. 

In other elk-related busines , the 
Commission changed the 16-county 
firearms elk season to seven day. in 
October for bull elk and seven days in 
December for cow elk to match the limit­
ed entry area firearms elk seasons. 

"This brings uniformity and helps us 
with our landowner-cooperator pro­
gram," Gassett explained. "It also gives 
us a clearly defined elk ·eason.''

Racing authority approves 
workers' comp proposal

LEXINGTON- Kentucky's 
Horse Racing Authority pro­
posed on Wednesday that legis­
lation be drafted lO offer work­
ers· compensation insurance to 
jockey , apprentice jockeys 
and exercise riders at state 
racetracks and training facili­
ties. 

Under the proposal, premi­
ums for the Kenrucky Jockey 
Jnjury Compensation Fund 
would be paid for by taking an 
unspecified percentage of 
wagers on races run in the 
state. Jim Gallagher, the racing 
authority's executive direclor, 
said that amounl 111 2004 was 
about $240 million. 

The proposal will be sent to 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher, who wtll 
work with legislative leaders to 
craft a bill that would be con­
sidered during the current leg­
islative session, said LaJuana 
Wilcher, secretary of the state's 
Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet. which 
over ees the authority. 

The issue of insurance -

panicularly for jockeys - ha 
heen contentious in recent 
months. Ln November, a dis­
pute over jockey ' insurance 
resulted in 14 riders being 
banned from Churchill Downs 
in Loui ville and a one-night 
rider boycott at Churchill­
owned Hoosier Park near 
Indianapolis. 

Racetracks in Kcntud..y, 
Indiana and other srates that 
don't currently cover rider· 
through worker ' compensa­
tion offer up to $100.000 to 
mjured jockeys. 

Some Kentucky race trucks, 
includmg Keeneland and 
Churchill Downs, require train­
ers who apply for stalls to show 
proof that tht.:) carry workers· 
compensation insurance for 
any employees. 

But many JOckey · and exer­
cise riders aren't employed hy 
a specific lminer - they are 
independent contractors and 
thus aren't covered by that 
insurance. 

Some track worker:., includ­
ing hot\\alkcr and grooms. 
wouldn't be covered under the 
proposal. which was approved 

unanimously in a .~pccial racing 
authority meeting. t• 

Tom Ludt. an authority 
member who leu a committee 
that crafted the prop~lsal. said it 
is modeled after a similar pro­
gram in New York. That state's 
premium on insurance cover­
age for 2004 was about 2.2 
million. Ludt said he expected 
Kentucky's premmm to be 
about the same. 

'"The hardest part is knuw­
ing exactly how much thi: i. 
going to cost.'' Ludt said.

USA Baseba11, the governing 
body for amateur baseball in the 
United States, has recommend­
ed that the league age determi­
nation date be changed from 
July 31 to April 30, for the 2006 
season for all of its members. 

USA Ba eball represents 
amateurba eball in the U.S. a. a 
member of the United State 

:.1 Olympic Committee (USOC) 
~ and the International Baseball 

Association Federation (IBAF). 
Virtually every major national 
amateur baseball organization in 
the U.S., including Little 
League, is a USA Baseball 
National Member. 

In Little League Baseball and 
Softball, for the remainder of 
the 2005 season and 2005 tour­
nament play, a player' league 
age remains his/her age as of 
July 31, 2005. The move by 
USA Ba eball at its Jan. 8 meet-

~ ing in Nashville, Tenn., recom­
mends that the new date be 
implemented not later than 
2007. 

"Lirrle League applaud 
USA Baseball for taking this 
progressive step." said Stephen 
D. Keener. president and chief 
e ecutive officer of Little 
League Baseball and oftball, 
and a Director of USA Baseball. 
"The Ltttlc League lntcmallonal 
Board of Directors had previ­
ously n:viCwed the April 30 
league age determination date. 
and had authorized Little 
League to move forward with 
the Apnl 30 date if other mem­
bers of USA Baseball were in 
agreement Thi!> spring, the 
April 30 date will go before the 
Little League International 
Board of Director for formal 
approval to implement the 
change in 2006." 

In 2003, the Ltttle League 
International Board of Directors 
expre sed support for the April 
30 date. This pring, the board 
will meet to formally consider 
making the change to Littk 
League regulations for the 2006 
sea on. 

The July 31 date has been 
used in Little League for nearly 
60 years. In the 1950s, most 

baseball organizations followed 
Little League's lead in adopting 
the date, so that there would be 
a seamless transition if players 
moved from one program to 
another. 

"We have been examining 
and dtscussing thi important 
issue for some time now," said 
Paul Seiler. executive direc­
tor/CEO of USA Baseball. "As 
an organization we feel as 
though thi will be a positive 
change for our sport that will 
promote continued participation 
at critical junctures in an ath­
lete's development." 

The chief reason for the April 
30 date is so that most players 
on a team will spend the major­
ity of the regular season at the 
same chronological age as their 
league age. Currently, players 
with May, June or July birth 
dates spend most or all of the 
season at a specific league age, 
even though they have not yet 
reached that age chronological­
ly.

•·Heart Month," several ideas come to 
mind about the value of the heart, a central 
organ in the body.

When one of these hemorrhoidal ves­
sels becomes swollen and dilated in a 
process simt.lar to the development of a 
varicose vein in the leg, we call the 
condition a "hemorrhoid." 

There are many factors that can lead 
to hemorrhoid.;. The human race as a 
whole i. prone to them be{;ause of the 
fact that we stand upright, which leads 
to increased pressure in hemorrhoidal 
vessels. Straining with a bowel move­
ment as well as prolonged sitting on the 
toilet can lead to hemorrhoids. You 

In mo~t 
ca~es, medical treatmcnl i succc ·sful. 
Some of the e treatment are tub bath 
or itz baths everal time.~ a day, allow­
ing the rectal area to soak for ab )Ut 10 
minutes each time. ~ing ome over 
the-counter hemorrho1dal creams can 
also relieve ymptoms. A l11gh-tiha 
diet and loto; of fluid. help keep the 
stool soft, which le sen the pressure 
on the rectal area.

me li emorrhoids are and if they 
can be prevented. Are there any treat­
ments other than urgery? 

Answer: Over half of all 
adult over 50 have hemor­
rhoids. Only about one third 

of these people seek medical care for 
this problem. In some case • this is 
probably due to inattention to symp­
toms that are only mildly annoying. 
This figure aJ o reflects the fact that 
man · people can have hemorrhoids 
without any ymptom at all. 

A hemorrhoid that arise!> above the 
line where the skin from the outside 
meet with the muco a1 skin of the 
inside of the rectum is called an internal 
hemorrhoid. When the hemorrhoid 
originates below this junction. it is 
called an external hemorrhoid. 

Regardless of the location. hemor­
rhoids are not life threatening, and usu­
ally the ymptom will resolve sponta­
neou Jy in a few days. The primary 
symptom of an internal hemorrhoid is 
bright red bleeding on the toilet tis ue 
or in the toilet. It may also protrude to 
the outside and become painful and irri-

hould not read on the toilet. The toilet 
seat actually acts as a tourniquet and 
restricts blood now to and from the rec­
tal area. lt's not surprising. then that 
both chronic dtarrhea and chronic con­
stipation can lead to hemorrhoids. 

Hemorrhoids are more common in 
people who are overweight and in those 
who have a family history of this disor­
der. Also, many pregnant women have 
problem. with hemorrhoids late in 
pregnancy, but this I usually a tempo­
rary problem. 

Surgical treatment IS nuned at 
shrinking and/or removing the hernor· 
rhoidal ti!lsue. There are a numher of 
techniques available today. and many 
are performed in l.he doctor's office. 
Banding off the hemon·hoid. injecting 
chemicals into the hemorrhoid to 
shrink it, and using a la3cr to bum otT 
the tis ue are several office-ba cd treat­
ment . Some cases of severe hemor· 
rhoids still need to be urgically 
removed in the hospital. 

The rectum is surrounded by a large 
number of vein , or hemorrhoidal ves­
sel , which are all interconnected,

Kentucky signs star QB, 
nine offensive linemen

LEXYNGTO ' - Kentucky 
football coach Rich Brooks 
only signed one of the quarter­
backs he wunted, but he 
expressed satisfaction with that 
player Wedne day, as well as 
with the Wildcats' efforts to 
; ebuild their offensive line 
depth. 

Afler a late recruiting push 
by Loui ville. Hopkinsville 
High School quarterback 
Curtis Pull e). the state's Mr. 
Football in 2004. stayed true to 
his oral commitment and 
signed with Kentucky on the 
first day of lhe NCAA signing 
period. 

Brooks gushed about the 6-
foot-4 , 200-pound Pulley. say­
ing Pulley could contend for 
the starting job next season 
against two returning scholar­
ship quarterbacks, Andre 
Woodson and Joe Joe Brown. 

Al the same time, without 
mentioning the player by 
name. Brooks expressed disap­
pointment that his other prima­
ry quarterback recruit. Bi II 
Stull of Pinsburgh, reneged on 
hi oral commitment late in the 
recruiting process and instead 
signed with Pittsburgh. 

"We fell short of the two 
quarterbacks that 1 thought we 
were going to sign. but we are 
extremely excited about the 
one we did sign,'' Brooks said. 
"He was our No. 1 cho1ce all 
along. Curtis Pulley is a phe­
nomenal athlete. I think he has 
a huge upside as a quarter­
back." 

Pulley led Hopkinsville to 
the Class 3A semifinals last 
season and accounted for 9,059 
yards and 116 touchdown:. 
rushing and passing during his 
prep career. 

Brooks compared Pulley to 
current Texa quarterback 
Vincent Young, who accounted 
for five touchdowns while 
leading the Longhorns to a 
Rose Bowl win over Michigan. 

Nine of the 31 players who 
signed with Kentucky are 
offensive linemen. Last year. 
Kentucky had only 10 offen­
sive linemen on initial scholar­
ship, and seven of those were 
in their first two years of eligi­
bility.

Brooks said. ''There's not a fat 
guy among them. We're talking 
about guys that are big and 
lean-bodied and guys that can 
move their feeL 

"We may have to enlarge 
some of our dorms. It's just 
e:citing to get guys that you 
t..:now aren't going to get phys­
ically overpowered in the 
offensive line." 

The Wildcats also signed 
two players from LaGrange 
(Ga.) High School. wille 
receiver DeMoreo Ford and 
linebacker Braxton Kelly. 
LaGrange is the same ·chool 
that produced linebacker 
Wesle) Woodyard, who broke 
into the Wildcats' rotation last 
season a a true freshman. 

Woodyard was one of nine 
true freshmen who played for 
Kentucky in 2004. Brooks said 
this year's class of recruits is 
better than last year's. 

"From a strength and s1ze 
standpoint. we have more play­
ers in this clas coming in that 
are ready to play early in their 
careers," Brooks said. "Now 
it"s just a matter of whether 
they're going to be able to 
adjust and adapt to the differ­
ence in college football versus 
high chool football." 

Because Kentucky signed 
more than the NCAA limit of 
25 players, orne will have to 
grayshirt. Brooks said he wiU 
decide which players will do so 
during the summer. Grayshirts 
are promised cholarships but 
are then asked to wait to enroll 
unli 1 the second semester as a 
full-time college student. The 
player·s scholarship thus 
counts toward the following 
year's recruiting class. 

Brooks said the Wildcats. 
who e three-year NCAA pro­
bation officially ended earlier 
this week, should be close next 
fall to the NCAA Division 1-A 
limit of 85 scholarship players. 

That "is going to be won­
derful - finally,'' Brooks said. 
As part of the NCAA sanctions, 
Kentucky had lost 19 scholar­
ships over a three-year period .
