Lawmakers get historical perspective for current events

FRANKFORT - Kentucky didn't ratify 
the 13th Amendment to the U.S. Constitution, 
which officially aboli. hed slavery. until 1976. 

The Geneml Assembly f!I'St approved 
Kentucky's infan1ou~ oath of office- the one 
where elected ollicials and lawyers must 
swear they have never taken part in a duel -
back in 1821. 

State lawmakers get history le.'i.'iOn'> and 
tidbits like that every day through the Internet 
and the Legislative Rt.>cord that's distributed 
daily by tl1e Legislative Research 
Commission. 

"We thought it was important for the legis­
lators to get a historic..'ll perspcdive of the 
actions of that body,'' said Mary Winter, direc­
tor of collections ~md reference service.-; for the 
Kentucky Historical Society. "And, it was an 
opportunity tor us to sho\\ the historical prece­
dence and the 1dcvana.· of things that have 
happened before in the legi~lature to things 
that they arc doing now." 

The daily . nippcts. dubbed Moments in 
Legislative HistOJy, are now in their second 
year of production. Archivist~ at the Kentucky 
Historical Society compile them in advance of 
the legislative session. Each daily moml.!nt i 

also illustrated with the agen<..) 's artifacts. 
But they're not "this-<lay-in-history" typ..>s of 

facts. ln-,tead, the moments are more like high­
tights from previous legislatures, Winler said. 

And history docs seem to have a way of 
repeating itself. 

For instance. tax proposals arc nothing 
new in the legislature. 

In 1865. tl'l\! Geneml Assembly imposed a 
$1 tax on every dog over six months old. 

Ioney from the tax went to support schools. 
Gov. Ernie Aetcher's tax plan seem-; to 

have a tinge of deja vu to it as well - and not 
just because it's the second time he's proposed 
it. Back in 1897. Gov. William 0. Bradley 
a<;kcd the General Assembly to pass a revenue 
package that included taxes on liquor dealers 
and distillers, additional fet:s on billiards tables 
and special taxes on tobacco, according to the 
Moments in Legislative History. 

Disputed elections - like U1C one between 
Republican Dana Scum Stephenson and 
Dcmocmt Virginia Woodwanl - have been 
around before. too. Only they were a little 
more violent back then. 

In 1899. there wa'> a disputed gubernatori­
al election beiWecn state Sen. William Gochel. 
a Democrat, and William S. Taylor, a

Rogers i a 13-term incum­
bent Republican with a road­
building reputation himself.

COLUMBIA, S.C. - South 
Carolina students say they are 
willing to pay a $5,000 fmc that 
the Southeastern Conference 
could levy again ·t the chool 
after student ru hed the court 
following Tuesday's 73-61 win 
against No.3 Kentucky. 

The university's Student 
Senate agreed Wednesday to 
authorize a donation to the ath­
letics department to cover a 
possible fine. 

"We all got caught up in the 
moment,'' said South Carolina 
Student Sen. Adam Piper, who 
sponsored the proposal. "Thus, 
on behalf of the student body, 
we would like to help the ath­
letics department with the con­
sequences of our actions." 

An SEC policy pas ed in 
December bans fan from step­
ping on a basketball court. 
football field or any other area 
where a game takes place 
before, during or after the con­
test. The penalty for a fir t 
offense is a $5,000 line, meted 
out at the discretion of SEC 
Commissioner Mike Slive. 

Slive is reviewing the situa­
tion, SEC spokesman Charles 
Bloom said. 

The commissioner will con­
sider South Carolina ·s game­
management policies and 
might not fine the school if he 
determines officials tried to 
keep fans from terming the 
court, Bloom said. 

Before every game, South 
Carolina show a taped mes­
sage a. king for fans to show 

portsmanship. In the waning 
moments of Tuesday night's 
game, numerous announce­
ments a king fans to stay off the 
court were made, and several 
dozen campus police and arena 
security officers surrounded the 
coun. holding a yellow rope 
between them. in an unsuccess­
ful effort to hold the fans back. 

··we feel like the procedures 
we have in place are necessary 
and provide a safe environ• 
ment, and we executed them 
like we do normally," athletic 
spokesman Kerry Tharp said.

Qestion: Yesterday I 
felt a sneeze coming on, but 
t just wouldn't come.

nos d, my eyes watered, but I 
couldn't sneeze. A friend told me to 
look at the <>un, which I did, but it did­
n't make me sneeze. She said it always 
made her sneeze. Why does looking at 
the sun make you sneeze? 

Answer: Sneezing is a reflex 
that usually starts with an 
irritation of the lining, or 

mucous membrane, of the nose or 
throat and ends with a forceful burst of 
mr through the nose and sometimes the 
mouth, too. This can be very bother­
some but is generally not a ign of a 
·eriou problem. This complex reflex 
involve the abdominal muscles, the

diaphragm, the che t, neck, face and 
eyelids. 

Sneezing helps to remove irritants 
from the nasal and oral passages. 
Fortunately, sneezing is usually not a 
sign of a seriou medical problem. 

Allergies are probably the most 
common cause of sneezing. Depending 
on what you're allergic to, you may 
have just a seasonal problem or year­
long misery. The good news is that 
there are many effective treatments for 
allergies. 

Sneezing also can be an early symp­
tom of a viral respiratory illnes such as 
a cold or the flu. 

In addition to allergies and viral res­
piratory illnesses, many other things 
can trigger a sneeze. Certain people, 
like your friend, sneeze when they are 

exposed to bright light, e~pcciolly un· 
light. Thi:; is c lied un-photlc .sneez· 
ing. People with this p10blem often 
find relief by putting on sunglasses 
before they ~tep outside. Some women 
sneeze when they pluck their eyebrows. 
Other people go through certain peri­
ods when they sneeze a lot for no 
apparent reason. 

Sun-photic sneezing actually has an 
even more complicated name with a 
very clever acronym. It is sometimes 
called "Autosomal-dominant 
Compelling Helio-Ophthalmic 
Outburst." The abbreviation of which 
is an approximation of the sound we 
make when we neeze - r CHOO! 
This propcn ity to neeze in the pres­
ence of bright light is hereditary and 
affects about 20 percent of all humans. 
11 is passed along genetically as an 
autosomnl dominant trait, which means 
there is a 50 percent chance of inherit­
ing thi condition if only one parent is 
affected. Again, while not generally 
debilitating, it can be a risk factor for 
combat pilots.
