State arns 
ot bad eggs

FRANKFORT - The 
Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture issued a warn­
ing to consumers on 
Friday regarding a ship­
ment of potentially contam­
inated eggs. 

The eggs were shipped 
to the eastern half of the 
state from a packing plant 
in Ohio. The eggs are in 
cartons bearing the pack­
ing plant code P1185, a 
pack date code of 031. 
and will have an expiration 
date of March 1. 
Consumers are advised to 
destroy the eggs or return 
them to the retailer. 

The eggs were distrib­
uted under several differ­
ent labels and, although 
they are being tracked, 
after the KDA ordered a 
recall, officials believe that 
many cases were already 
sold to consumers. 

Department egg inspec­
tors discovered the poten­
tially contaminated eggs 
while conducting a routine 
inspection. Officials say 
that the eggs were found 
to be covered in mold and 
blood spots. 

Consumers who know 
of a location that is selling 
the bad eggs should con­
tact the KDA at (502) 573-

"I feel rhat being here ha'i and 
will be beneficial for my career as 
an arttst, bm I also feel a little clos­
er to hell for l1aving left tl1e quiet 

and peaceful nurure or the moun­
tains." 

Haywood ~aid the rural culture 
he \\<as accustomed to clashed with 
the urb<m life he came to know in 
LoUIS\ 11le. His art depicts that 
dichotomy. 

Haywood's :-.tyle ,md campo i­
tion is both delicate and true to life. 
Each piece is overwhelmingly col­
orful in both detail and content. The 
lilies or his pieces are as flavorful 
as the art itself.

In the v. an111g. hours ot the 2000 session. lawmakers voted over­
whelming( to approw what former Gov. Paul Patlan called "Ia t­
minutc. late-night legislation" thttt, by some calculations. would have 
nearly douhlcd their rcnsions. 

:VIost lawmaker~ claiml.'d they didn't know what wa in the measure 
and C)(pressed ·hock when told it \Vould va. tl) improve their pension 
benefit . Howe\ cr. the bill's spun or. former Sen. Albert Robin ·on, 
made no bones about what ht: was trying to do. "Do I look tupid, that 
1 wouldn't help my. elf if I had a chance?" he told reporters. 

The backdoor legislative pen ion increase stirred considerable con­
troversy and prompted proposal to repeal it. but key lawmakers ulti­
mately decided thll) would indeed help themselves if they had the 
chance. 

Former Attorney General Ben Chandler filed a lawsuit arguing the 
pension increase was lllegitimate because the bill was approved with­
out a required actuarial analysb.

Jim Wayne 
of Louisville took a contrary \ iew of the legislation, saying that he 
couldn't vote for it when the state "'as struggling to find money to fund 
programs for the poor. Another opponent of the bill. state Rep. Steve 
Nunn. R-Glasgow. noted that the schools aren't getting any big jncreas­
e:. in funuing and that the health insurance program for retired teachers 
is in seriou. financial trouble .... 

By the tandards of ordinary Kentuckians. legislators have a pretty 
g.ood deal. They receive an averuge salary while in session of $170 a 
day (seven days a week. including holidays). Committee chairmen and 
the top leader in the House and Senate receive significantly more than 
the awrage pa). Alo;u. lawmakers are paid $94 a day to cover expens-
c~. 

When the Gencral Assembl) isn't in ses~ion. lawmakers receive 
from $900 to $1 .600 per month. 

Still. many of our public sen ants believe they're entitled to more 
mxpayer-~upportl'd henefits.

As the drumbeat of bad news continues in 
Iraq and calls for a U.S. withdrawal regin to 
take hold, a popular clich} will get increased 
currency: that it i impossible to win a war 
against a guerrilla insur­
gency. Americans a..;sumc 
that ince they lost a war 
that had a guerrilla aspt."Ct in 
Vietnam- never mind tha1 
it wa~ a conventional North 
Vietnamese army that ulti­
mately conquered the South 
- everyone mi.ISt always 
lose guerrilla wars. 

Among other things. this 
ignore the American victo­
ry O\'er an in ·urgency in the 
Philippines in the J950s, the 
Greek triumph over a com­
munist insurgency after World War II. El 
Salvador's defeat of communist guenillas in · 
the I98.0s, Peru's smashi~ of a terrorist insur 
gency in the 1990:; and Israel's upper hand 
over terrorists in the West Bank and Gaza. 

Most imjX)rtantly, the insurgents-always­
win school kips over the textbook example of 
successful counterinsurgency. the BritLh vic-

tory in Malaysia in the 1950s. 
The Briti h experience i! related in John 

Nagl's cult-classic book •·counterinsurgency 
Lessons From Malaya and Vietnam." It has 
become must reading for high-level oflicers in 
Iraq ~·nus it l ssons m so directly 
upplicublc to tl1 sitLlulinn there. 

Communisl guerrillas in Malay ·ia took up 
rums in the Late 1940s. mwdering Europeans, 
sabotaging industry and using terror to try to 
strengthen ib base among the country's 

Chinese minOii­
ty. The Brib. at 
first considered 
the insurgency 
primarily a mili­
tary problem, 
and tried to take 
the guerrillas on 
in conventional 
military foima­
tions.

You can't save 

Social Security by 

destroying it

One of Ill) favorite stories last year 
concerned Senate Majority Leader 
William Frist and his campaign fund. ll 
seems that Sen hist had an excess of 
funds so he had invc~tcd the money in 

the stock 
market. 
hoping to 
sec it grow. 
He losl 
$450.000. 
And la~l 
year wasn't 
even a bad 
year for the 
market. as 
recent 
year:- ha\e 
gone. 

You would think that would have 
taught Republicans the bitter le ·~on that 
everyone who pl.ty., the sto..:k market 
must leam eventually· the market goc-. 
down as well as up. 

It hasn't. Presidem Bush is spending 
most of hi' time these days !logging his 
plan to "privatize" Socml Security: that 
is to say. make it pos, ible for people to 
invest part of their payroll tax in pri\'ale 
accounts, stocks if they \vant to. 

It\ a rotten idea. The fact that -.w~:ks 
are inherently riskier 1han the Tr('a,Ur) 
bond our payroll taxc., arc nm\ invc td 

in i far from the worst thing about it. 
(Over the long haul, stocks do tend to 
make more money than bonds. even 
though that would be of little comfort to 
those who retired just after the market 
had taken one of its periodic plunges.) 

The wor~t thing is that this partiwlar 
privatization scheme is a complete fraud. 
upported by hes. false assumptions and 

misrepresentations. It would do nothing 
to solve the comJng Socntl Security "crt­
sis" and C\en less to secure the system 
for generations yet unborn. 

Here are just a few of the obviou. 
llaws in the president'~ plan. as present­
ed in hi~ State of the Union address: 

• So~:ial Security. which at present is 
a model of government efficiency r.:qlllr­
ing only a !raction ot a pcn:ent to admm­
i..,tcr. would become much more cxpen 
sive tn mn .

The Briti h patiently set about fixing what 
they hod don wrong. Mo. t fundamentally, 
th y t~z.ed thnt counterinsurgency depends 
on winning a political battle for "hearts and 
minds" (a phrase that originated in the 
Malaysia fight). Military operations were con­
ducted on a smaller scale. The Chinese jX)pu­
lation was sccurctl from guenilla influence. A 
Malaysian anny "'as built. with Chinese 
involvement. Election were organized and 
independence promised. Slowly. the air went 
out of the in urgency, which was officially 
declared over in 1960. 

The Malaysian example is one reason the 
Pentagon has placed uch emphasis on training 
Iraqi troops. Ultimately, just as important as 
establishing 5ecurity in Iraq is having a politi­
cal program more attJactive than that of our 
revanchist enemies. Which is why -just as in 
Malaysia - holding elections and maintaining 
a glide path to full sovereignty are so crucial. 

We should be clear-eyed about the fear­
some difficulties in Iraq. But we shouldn't 
give in to despair, let alone an unjustified 
metaphysical despair about the possibility of 
ever defeating a stubborn insm-gency It's been 
done before.

WHITESBURG - For the 
Rev. Tom Currie, the average day 
starts about dawn feeding one of 
ms flocks before heading out to 
tend to the needs of his other. 

The Presbyterian minister is a 
shepherd in the true sense of the 
word, raising goats on steep 
Appalachian hillsides in between 
his duties as a tural pastor to the 
people who live here. 

The jobs, at times, are not that 
much different. 

"Some goats will repeat the 
same stupid behavior over and 
over again.like getting their heads 
stuck in fences,'' Currie said. 
"Reminds me of some people who 
do the same stupid stunts over and 

er again without seeming to 
learn from their mistakes." 

After nearly 40 years as a 
Gospel preacher, Currie, 62, plans 
to retire next month and tum his 
full attention to raising goats for 
Heifer lntemational, a nonprofit 
humanitarian group working to 
end hunger by providing livestock 
to poor families around the world. 

Currie is among a core group of 
volunteers who en ure the human­
itarian group continues its outreach 
to poor families not only in Third 
World countries, but also in rural 
areas of America, like central 

palachia. 
"There's certainly hunger in 

Appalachia,'' said Steve Muntz, a 
Heifer International staffer based 
in Lexington. "We're not a nation 
that has starvation that you would 
see in Ethiopia and places like that, 
but we do have people who have to 
decide whether to go to the grocery 
store or use that money to pay the 
heat bill.'' 

Those, Muntz said, are the peo­
ple Heifer International tries · to 
reach out to in rural America. 

The late Dan West, an Ohio 
iltive, was handing out cups of 
milk to hungry Spanish children in 
1937 when he got the idea that Jed 
to Heifer [ntemational: "The e 
children don't need a cup, they 
need a cow." 

When he returned to the United 
States a year later, he formed what 
was then called Heifers for Relief. 
The first shipment of 17 heifers 
went to Puer:to Rico in 1944 to pro­
vide a fresh supply of milk to chil­
dren there. 

Each family that received one 
of the heifers agreed to pass along 
~ female offspring to another 
family, to spread the resources. The 
idea caught on, and has continued 
for 60 years to an estimated 7 mil­
lion families around the world. 

Since then, Heifer has expand­
ed to include not only goats but Ua­
mas, chickens, honey bees, garden 
seeds, even trees. 

Currie became involved in 
1985, when he said he began feel­
ing heightened concern about the 
hungry around the world. At fJTSt 
he was moved to preach about 
hunger issues, but that wasn't 
enough. He said he felt he had do 

ething more. 
In 1985, while serving a church 

in Union, SC., he began raising 
goats for Heifer International. 
Since then, he has donated more 
than 100 goats to the poor. He 
keeps a flock of about 15 animals, 
raising and donating their offspring 
to families in need. 

''I wac; drawn to the kind of self­
help approach of Heifer 
International and had raised money 
for this hunger ministry in several 
of the churches where I had 
served," he said. 

At first, Currie raised dairy 
g~ts. but when demand for meat 
goats outpaced that of dairy. he 
switched to raising a stockier breed 
from South Africa. His goats pri­
marily go to families in rural areas 
of Kentucky and South Carolina, 
though some have gone to families 
as far away as Maine. 

Muntz said Currie has created 
an enthusiasm in central 
Appalachia for the work of Heifer 
International. 

"He has really gone above and 
beyond the call and made this his 

mis, ion,'' Muntz smd. 
Next month, Currie and hi 

wife, Ann, will retire to North 
Carolina, where they are building a 
home on the same Jand where he 
grew up. He will be taking his 
goats along. 

Pam Walker of McRoberts said 
Currie will be missed because he 
has set an example for people in 
Letcher County, including other 
ministers, with his efforts to feed 
people, both physically and spiritu­
ally. 

"Jesus said feed my sheep. He's 
doing that in deed," she said.

his pelvis shattered, his colon busted 
and his spleen ruptured, Davis spent 
three months hospitalized and three 
months in rehabilitative physical 
therapy. During his recovery, he has 
had seven back operations and two 
internal operations. Doctors told 
Davis he would never walk again 
and that he would have no more chil­
dren. 

Davis defied their assumptions. 
Since his accident, he's had two 

more children, a total of three for the 
family, and he now works 10-to-14 
hours a day running heavy equip­
ment in the construction company he 
opened after he was awarded a set­
tlement through worker's compensa­
tion. 

Davis, who got burt when he was 
only 21 , wa<; on disability compensa­
tion for nine years before he went 
back to work. Those years, he said, 
were filled with pain medications. 
disappointment and depression. 

Davis says he wouldn't be alive if 
he continued taking the medication 
that wa~ prescribed to him after the 
incident. He weaned himself off of 
the medication because he says he 
''felt guilty" taking the drugs at such 
a young age. 

The medication that numbs the 
pain often numbs the mind, Davis 
said. Depression sets in and that's 
when injured people are more prone

When rny sister was 
younger, I used to be invited to 
her "tea party." It con isted of 
lots of teddy bears and us. We 
all had biscuits the size of 
dimes, cups the size of thimbles 
and he would pour me a drink. 
It was expected that following 
the minuscule portions we 
shared, I was to thank her pro­
fusely and act as though I was 
extremely satisfied. lt dawned 
upon me recently that the same 
"tea party" of my childhood is 
what church has become for 
many people.

to believe what the doctors tell them 
about their new "life restrictions." 
Davis threw away tbe pills (he has 
been unmedicated for two year.;) and 
nnned those restrictions into possibil­
ities for his life. 

'We have to deaJ with the prob­
lem we've got now, these kids who 
are on drugs," Davis said. "When I 
was 21 , I tarted on these drugs and I 
know how they do people and how 
they make you feel. But people need 
to think aoout it. A lot of people in 
this area are disabled. Jf they don't 
wake up now and get back on track, 
they'll kill themselves with medica­
tion." 

Davis settled his workers com­
pensation claim two years ago -
partly, he says, because he was tired 
of battling insurance companies. 
Wmkers camp oought his business, 
Davis H-C-D Construction, which is 
located neJT his home in Hippo. 

Davis says he's completely 
pain-free now, a victory he attribut­
es to his ability, or necessity, to "get 
used to the pain." The only pain that 
he experiences. per se, is an over­
whelming desire to start this pro­
gram. A religious man, Davis says 
he's ''been called" to do something 
to help others. 

Davis says his story can be an 
inspiration for those who are now 
struggling with disabling injuries.

"As individuals they can slap us 
around, but we may be able to get by 
better as a group," DaVIs said. ''We 
need to form together m; a group 
rather than staying home being mad 
about the laws that are pressing 
against us."

Azubuike receives 
four-year sentence I'

TULSA, Okla. - The father 
of a University of Kentucky 
basketball player was sentenced 
Tuesday to four years in prison 
on convictions including bank 
fraud and wire fraud. 

U.S. District Judge Terence 
Kern also ordered Kenneth S. 
Azubuike, the father of Wildcats 
forward Kelenna Azubuilce, to 
pay restitution of more than 
$340,000. Kem also recommend­
ed Azubuike serve at a federal 
medical facility in Lexington, 
Ky .. and imposed an additional 
$4,100 in financial penalties. 

"I want to apologize to the 
families that have been hurt," 
said Azubuike, 58. He said he 
could not find adequate words 
to ''expres my regret for the 
pain I've caused to these 
beloved people." 

Azubuike said he wanted to 
repay his "friends" for his 
wrongdoing and said it would 
be easier if he were not impri -

oned. He also said a pri on tenn 
would be a "death entence" 
because of his poor heaJth. 
Azubuike bad a hean tran plant 
in September 2003. 

"Please help me make repa­
ration for the damage T' ve done 
to the e lives," AzubUlke aid. 

A U.S. Bankruptcy Court jury 
found Azubuike guilty in 
November of 41 federal counts 
alleging he had defrauded 
investors. banks and the court. The 
charges alleged that Azubuike 
committed bank fraud and wire 
fraud, made false statements to 
banks and engaged in ioterstate 
transportation of stolen property. 

The jury found that Azubuike 
defrauded Dr. Jonathan Hood of 
Oneonta, Ala., and Dr. Doug 
Raymer of Broken Arrow by 
using money they had invested 
with him to pay for his own 
expen e and caused a com­
bined Jo s of more than 
$232,000 to the two men. 

Hood'. wife, Kristi Hood 
testified Tuesday that she and 

her hu band inve ted the money 
o they could do more medical 

mi sionary work. 
"lt hurt when we found out it 

was all lies,·· she said. 
Azubuike was also accu ed 

of making bogus depo it into 
vanous bank accounts 1998 
until 2001 in order to obtain 
cash or credit for pa;ment of 
checks. The jury ruled tha£ he 
should be re pon ible for 
$499.000 in lo e to banks for 
making fal e tatement to them 
to obtain loan . ,.. 

Kern ordered Azubuike to 
report himself to prison by April 
17. He will be on electronic 
monitoring until then. 

Kelenna Azubuike, who 
attended VictOry Christian High 
School in Tuba. is the leading 
scorer for the No. 3 Wildcat·. 
He had 16 points Tue. day night 
Ill Kentucky's 73-61 upset loss 
to unranked South Carolina.

FRANKFORT Many 
Kentucky anglers don't think 
the fishing eason begins until 
the first real short sleeve 
weather of the year. That first 
warm front in February gives 
anglers a shot of adrenaline. as 
they believe the fishing season 

(II is ju t around the corner. 
The shot of adrenaHne soon 

fade a · an Arctic cold front 
sweeps over Kentucky and 
temperatures drop 30 degrees in 
one day. For most, the cold 
front means the fi hing season 
is delayed. but for knowledge­
able Kentucky anglers. it mean~ 
the fishing season just started. 

The unstable, blustery weath­
er of february gets fishing mov­
ing and ready to begin their 
spawning cycle. As they make 
their spawrung runs, saugcr con­
gregate in tailwater areas in 
February and into March. The 
tailrace areas of dams on the 
Ohio River produce a lot of 
February sauget. as do the tail­
race arcm; of Kentucky Lake and 
Lake Barkley. Dams halt the 
spawning migration of saugcr 
and they stack up in great num­
bers below them. 

Sauger also move to the 
mouths of major creeks on the 
Ohio River and the shallow 
flat~ at the mouths of major 
creek arms on Kentucky Lake 
and Lake Barkley in February. 
They can gather on d1ose 11ats 

in great numbers at times. 
Funy grubs in orange. yel­

low or white tipped with min­
now~ are very gooc..l for winh.!J 
sauger. Small orange and char­
treuse. chrome and chartreuse 
and firetiger crankbaits work 
well on these fish. Chartreuse. 
white or gray Sassy Shad soft 
plastic baits are one of the most 
deadly sauger baits. Small 
spoons and in-line spinners 
work well. The main thing i. to 
keep the bait close to bottom 
where sauger feed. You are not 
fishing correctly if you are not 
gett10g hung up occa ionally 
on the bottom. Sauger are 
excellent table fare, compnra­
ble to walleye in flavor 

Walleye also make February 
spawning runs. Once the water 
temperatures warm to 45 to 46 
degrees. walleye start to move 
to tmlracc areas below dams 
and the headwaters of reser­
voirs. Walleye stack up bdow 
Wolf Creek Darn in February 
and March, and on the face of 
the dam in March. One could 
target both of the ari:'as easily 
on one trip without a boat. 
Walleye also run up the Laurel 
River. the Rockca..,tlc River 
and Big South Fork nf the: 
Cumberland Ri\ei every 
February and March from Lake 
Cumberland. 

Walleye also make r;pav.nmg 
n111s in Green River Lake. cspc­
ciall) in the Rollinson Crl•ek 
arm.

Nolin River lrom the Bacon 
Creek boat ramp upstream as 
far as Wheeler's Mill. Laurel 
River Lake up to the Corbin 
City dam and Paintsville Lake 
up mto the Open Fork and Little 
Paint Creek anns. 

Bottom bouncer rigged min­
nows are e:xccllent February baits 
for walleye 'eon green, char­
treuse, white. yellow and pink 
gn1b., al o work.

Little League growth spurred by 
growing communities, broadening 
programs, active volunteers

WTLLIAMSPORT, Pa. - A 
large number of local Little 
League program have grown 
~ubstantially. with the greatest 
gains made in Tee Ball and 
Minor Division levels. accord­
ing to a preliminary review of 
2005 charter applications. 

Based on applications sub­
mitted to Little League 
International. which indicate the 
projected number of teams each 
league expect~ to field for the 
upcoming regular season, South 
Orangetown Little League of 
Blauvelt, N.Y., predicted the 
most growth. 

Richard Volpe, South 
Orangetown president, credits 
the league's structure and 
respon. ible leadership for a 33-
team increase (from 64 to 97 
teams). The review indicated 
that South Orangetown shares 
several traits with other growing 
leagues in different sections of 
the United States. 

"Our league has built a pro­
gram that is inclusive," Volpe 
said. "There is les pressure on 
the players than in other 
leagues, because we don't rate 
players, we simply draft them." 

South Orangctown also offers 
softball, and has made a con­
scious effort to go into the neigh­
borhood schools to promote the 
program. These elements. as 
well as motivated volunteers, 

advertising, and education have 
shown to be common prioriti~ 
among leagues reporting 
improved enrollment numbers. 

In growing communities, 
leagues which have a willing­
ness to promote the Jocal pro­
gram through the use of flyers, 
mailings. newspaper advertise­
ments, parent education clinics, 
etc., have helped bring young 
families into tbe Little League 
program. 

"Our league has been grow­
ing for the last three years," said 
Tony Cervantes, president of 
Southside Little League in Fort 
Worth, Texas. "When we started 
seeing building going on we got 
in there and built three fields for 
a Minors coach-pitch divis10n, 
and soon we'll have a Tee Ball 
field finished." 

Southside Little League con­
nected with the families in its 
area by sending out 40,000 fly­
ers to several elementary 
schools within its boundaries. 
Southside expects to add 30 
teams for the 2005 season (from 
38 to 68). 

"We have grown so much in 
the Tee Ball and Minor 
Divisions that we've had to cre­
ate different subdivisions," 
Cervantes said. 

Advertising to entice new 
player and league volunteers, 
while reminding returning play­
ers of the benefits of playing 
Little League, proves produc-

tive for all of these leagues, 
regardless of size. 

Expanding the local program 
also allows leagues to broatlen 
and better accommodate the 
children in their respective com­
munities, which in tum creates a 
more enjoyable experience for 
the players. 

Whether chartenng a softball 
program. Challenger Division. 
or teenage divisions, eacb 
league that has increased enroll­
ment has done so, not only in 
the e new divisions. but in the 
existing ones. 

Leagues experiencing 
growth attribute their success to 
the effort of the volunteers. 
Commitment to the league gen­
erates the motivation to partici­
pate. and promote, the willing­
ness to educate, and the vision 
to be creative. 

Thus far. probably because of 
seasonal factors. leagues with 
the best growth are in Western 
and Southwestern states. 
California had the greatest 
increase. with six leagues mak­
ing the top 25. Texas was sec­
ond. followed by Florida. 
Virginia, and Michigan . Other 
states showing growth are: New 
York, Tennessee, Hawaii, 
Penn ylvania. North Carolina. 
Wa 'hington. Iowa. Minnesota. 
and Nevada. In total. 14 states 
had a league(s) charter at least 
10 more teams for this season, 
than in 2004.

Coordinator Jim Tanara has 
announced hi retirement, effec­
tive July 1. 

"This i something I've been 
thinkmg about for awhile. It was 
a hard deci ion, but not a last­
minute decision," Tanara said 
after announcing his retirement 
plans to the team on Thursday 
morning. "You know when it's 
time, and I feel like this is the 
right time for me to go.'' 

Tanara contmued, ''1 have 
been very blessed in my career. 
I have been a part of four nation­
al championships, and I've 
worked for two Hall of Fame 
coaches . I have either played or 
coached this game for 50 years. 
It's been a wonderful quality of 
life for me and my family." 

EKU Head Football Coach 
Danny Hope commended 
Tanara for hi outstanding er­
vice to EKU, and said the team 
would be missing something 
when next season gets under­
way. 

"You can get another coach, 
you can tind another defensive 
coordinator, but you can't find 
another Jim Tanara," Hope said. 
"'Jim comes from the loins of 
football. all the way back to 
Bear Bryant. He's been a great 
example for the young coaches 
on the staff. 

"He just loves the game and 
being around young people. We 
will definitely miss Jim, but 
we're going to take some of 
what he's given us and use it to 
win a championship ." 

Also wishing Tanara well 
was EKU Pres1dent Joanne 
Glasser. 

"Jim Tanara has done an out­
standing job for Eastern 
Kentucky Umversity during his 
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26-year coaching career," said 
Glasser. "Coach Tanara has 
demonstrated a passion for the 
academic and athletic successes 
of our tudent-athletes on and 
off the field. We wish him all the 
very best as he now looks 
toward retirement." 

Tanara began bis tenure as 
defensive coordinator in 1999. 
while also coaching the defen­
sive line. In 2001 and 2002. 
Tanara 's defense ranked atop the 
Ohio Valley Conference, and 
both units were listed among the 
top 10 nationally. The Colonel 
defen e produced even shutouts 
during his tenure as coordinator. 

Since coming to EKU. 
Tanara has guided two OVC 
defensive players of the year in 
Justen Rivers (2004) and Aaron 
Jones (1987), who went on to be 
a first-round draft pick for the 
Pittsburgh Steelers. Jones was 
one of 14 players underTanara's 
tutelage that went on to be draft­
ed or sign free-agent contracts 
with the NFL. 

Tanara spent a significant 
portion of his career on the side­
lines with two of the most leg­
endary coaches the sport has 
ever produced. He began his 
collegiate coaching career at the 
University of Alabama under 
legendary coach Paul "Bear" 
Bryant before moving on to 
EKU under Hall of Fame coach 
Roy Kidd. 

After Kidd's retirement, 
Tanara stayed on with Hope 
when he took over as head 
coach in 2002. The relationship 
between the two men, however, 
went back much further as the 
current EKU head coach played 
for the Colonel while Tanara 
was on staff. 

Tanara came to EKU after 
spending II seasons under 
Bryant at Alabama. During his 
tenure there, Tanara helped 
direct the Crimson Tide to 11 
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consecutive bowl appearances 
and two national championships. 

Tanara made hi Colonel 
debut in the 1979. and was a 
part of the school's first national 
championship that season. He 
would later be a part of the 
school's second title team in 
1982, giving him four national 
crowns during his career. 

Tanara was part of 228 
Colonel wins and 17 NCAA 
Playoff squad·. and Eastern 
posted 10 or more wins nine 
times during his tenure. 

Tanara was an excellent play­
er in hts own right. He tarted at 
both defensive end and tight end 
for three easons with Tennessee­
Chattanooga, and he went on to 
earn his B.S. from the chool m 
1965. From there. he pent three 
years as an assistant coach at 
Cleveland (Tenn.) High School 
before heading to Alabama and 
the beginruog of his collegiate 
coaching career. While at UA. he 
al o served as the head wrestling 
coach for his entire 11-year stint 
in Tuscaloo a. 

Tanara is married to the for­
mer Charlotte Gib on, and the 
couple ha two children. Julie 
and Jimmy. The couple also has 
one granddaughter. Sophte 
Hutchins.

500 winner) edged out hi team­
mate (who won the race last 
year) in the first of two !50-mile 
qualifying races Thur day. 

"I swear on the btble that we 
haven't been sandbagging," 
Earnhardt said, failmg to con­
vince all those drivers who 
watched DEl' 1-2 finish. 

Tony Stewart won the second 
150-miler, but only after he 
dodged a crash that took out 
many of the top contenders. Not 
surprisingly. llarvick was right 
in the middle of things. 

The •olatile driver, who 
served a one-race uspen ion for 
his antics in 2002, bumped race 
leader Jimmie Johnson from 
behind coming through the sec­
ond turn. 

The rc ·ulting melee knocked 
out Johnson. left Harvick's car 
in a heap and also took out Mark 
Marttn. Joe ~emechek and 
Rusty Wallace. 

Afterward. Nemechek threw 
a water bottle at Harvick as he 
emerged from the infield care 
center. Johnson called on 
Harvick to be fired by his teani 
or at least fined by NASCAR 

'·He just drives stupid," 
Nemechek said. 'He'll get it 
back. It was totally uncalled for 
what happened out there." 

NASCAR official~ moved 
quickly to diffuse the )ituation. 
They summoned Harvick and 
Johnson. along with their own­
ers and crew chiefs. to an infield 
summit meetmg. Harvick admit­
ted he was at fauh and shook 
hands v.ith Johnson. The two 
drivers agreed to meet Thursday 
night at a secret location- with 
no one else around - to smooth 
out a feud that dates to last ·ea-
on. 

''We told them they could 
either work It out among them­
selve .. " NASCAR spokesman 
Jim Hunter said, "or we'd work 
it out for them ... 

The wreck Thursday will go 
down as a '·racing incident," 
Hunter said. But any more prob­
lems between the drivers will 
lead to stiff fines - maybe even 
suspensions. 

No such problems for Waltrip 
and Earnhardt, who have com­
bined to win three of the last 

four Daytona 500s. Waltrip 
passed Junior on the final 
straightaway and held off the 
No. 8 car by 0.030 seconds. 
about half a car length. 

··we certainly caught a lot of 
tlak over the last week about the 
way our cars quahficd." Waltrip 
said. "This silenced it." 

Earnhardt knows DEI':. dom­
inance at the restrictor-platc 
tracks can't last forever. But the 
team is still mnning ahead of the 
pack. 

"It just seem~ to go in 
cycles:· l:.arnhardt said. 
"Everybody i · working hard to 
catch us, and eventually they 
will.'' 

Jeff Gordon, a two-ttme 
Daytona winner who finished 
·eventh in the fir trace, i ·n't so 
sure about that. 

"They've never qualified 
good. They've always been 
mediocre in practice," he said. 
"I'd like to know what it is that 
they got, because they obviously 
know how to sandbag well." 

Mike Skinner, a regular in 
NASCAR's truck series, led the 
150 after the third caution flag 
of the race. He appeared on the 
way to victory until the DEI cars 
ganged up on him at the end. 

Skinner wound up third, fol­
lowed by Ryan ewman, Ricky 
Rudd, defending Nextel Cup 
champion Kurt Busch and 
Gordon. 

[n the second race, Stewart 
held off Jeff Burton for the win, 

crossing the finish line about 
two car-lengths in front. 

Kevin Lepage finished third 
in the second race, earning a 
starting pot in the field, as did 
fourth-place finisher Martin 
Truex Jr., the third DEI car. 

A rule change this year guar­
anteed the top 35 teams in car 
owner points starting spots 
Sunday. Four more drivers 
made it on speed, and the final 
four positions were up for 
grabs Thur day. 

Making it in on qualifying 
speed were Jason Leffler, Bons 
Said. John Andretti and Mike 
Wallace, while Skmner, KPnny 
Wallace, Truex and Lepage 
made it in the 150s. 

Among those who didn't 
make the 43-car field· Robby 
Gordon, a seven-time Daytona 
veteran heldmg h1s own team 
this year. 

Kerry Earnhardt, Dale's 
older half-brother, mi sed the 
cut. too, when he was passed in 
the final yards by Kenny 
Wallace. 

But Kerry bounced back in 
the evening to earn his fir t 
career pole, posting the fastest 
qualifying speed for Friday 
night's truck race. 

"This is great," the lesser­
known Earnhardt said. "It was 
a bummer not to make the 500. 
But my philo ophy has always 
been: If it's not meant to be. it's 
not meant to be.

I Racetracks agree to increase 
1 insurance coverage for jockeys

FRANKFORT- Kentucky'· 
thoroughbred track. on Tuesday 
agreed to a tenfold increase in 
insurance coverage for jockeys 
until a long-term proposal is pre­
sented to state legislators next 
year to protect injured rider 
from the risk of financial ru1n. 

The racetracks will obtain 
policies offering up to $1 million 
in coverage for injured jockeys, 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher said at a 
news conference. The tracks 
have offered a $100,000 policy 
for jockeys, who make a living 
thundering around tracks aboard 
1.500-pound thoroughbreds. The 
jockeys could purchase addition­
al coverage themselves. 

To further bolster insurance 
protection. the tracks and the 
. tate will make sure that horse 
trainer· provide workers· com­
pensation coverage for their 
employees. Fletcher said. 

Fletcher called It an ·'interim 
olution" until a panel that he will 

appoint recommends legislation 
for the 2006 General Assembly. 
He said the issue was too com­
plex to deal with in the current 
30-day legi lative se sion. which 
was halfway over Tuesday. 

··It's not the final solution. 
it's not perfect," said Aetchcr. 
who was flanked by horse rac­
ing executive · and jockey Pat 
Day. "But it is a good interim 
olution o that we can march 

toward a more comprehensive 
solution and make ure that no 
one falls through the cracks.'' 

The issue boiled over la'it fall 

at Churchill Downs, where about 
a dozen riden; were banned from 
much of the meet after threaten­
ing to boycon races in a dispute 
over insurance coverage. 

Mark Gwdry. among the 
jockey banished from the 
famed Louisvtlle track. said 
Tue day that the extra in urance 
coverage would be a comfon to 
jockeys, who face mas ive med 
ical bills that far exceed the 
$100,000 coverage if they are in 
a erious spill. 

"It's going to be huge." 
Guidi}' said in a phone inter­
view. "I'm glad they sat down 
and worked something out. It' 
going to benefit the riders." 

Bob Elliston. pre ident and 
CEO of Turfway Park. aid 
Tue day that the extra insurance 
coverage would cost his northern 
Kentucky track about $200,000. 

"We .have ignificantly reduced 
the number of folk who are inad­
equately insuretl v. ho are really 
the stars of our !;port." he said. 

Fletcher said the state would 
not help the tracks pay for the 
addJtional em cragc. 

Jockeys would not have to 
pay any deductibles as part of 
the coverage. Elliston said. 

Day, the aU-rime leading 
rider at Churchill. applauded the 
tracks for boosting the insurance 
coverage. He said Ll would let 
riders ·•pursue their trade with 
the knowledge that they would 
be covered if an unfortunate 
accident were to occur." 

Steve Sexton. trc~.ck president 
at ChurchiJI Down , aid that pro­
viding workers· compensation 
coverage for the riders ''ideally ts 

the best long-term solution." 
Kentucky's Hor e Racing 

Authority recently proposed that 
legislation be drafted to offer 
workers· comp insurance to 
jockeys, apprentice jockeys and 
exercise riders at the state's race­
tracks and training facilities. 

Fletcher said he con. ulted 
with lawmaker and industry 
leaders but decided there wasn't 
enough time to deal with the 
issue in the last half of the leg­
islative session. 

.. Rushing legi lation through ... 
that has not been fully developed 
and has not garnered the uppon of 
all the affected parties is not in the 
best intere t of anyone," he said. 

Fletcher said the blue-ribbon 
panel will report to him "ith it 
recommendations by Sept. I , 
allowing time to build support 
for any proposal before the 2006 
session convenes in January. 

Officials acknowledged that 
some e erci e riders might still 
go uncovered. 

"I'm sure there are going to 
be orne folks les than what 
we had pre\ iously - falling 
through the cracks. and that's 
why we need the solution in 
'06," Fletcher aid. 

Tom Ludt, a member of the 
state Hor e Racing Authority, 
sa. man) exercise riders are 
employed by particular trainers 
and thus should be covered 
under workers' comp. 

A few exercise nders are 
independent contractors and go 
from trainer to trainer, Ludt 
said, and those riders can pur­
chase workers· comp coverage 
for themselves.

Daddy's Old 
Grindstone 
Daddy was a mason by trade. 

Which is to say he cut rocks out of a 
cliff to build rock walls. In the late 
thirties, he helped cut rocks to build a 
wall in front of the new hjgh chool at 
Wheelwright. r have heard him say 
many time how hard he had to work. 
Daddy worked on the W.P.A .. a gov­
ernment program of that day. He 
worked for ten cents an hour, making 
one dollar a day. A dollar went a long 
way back ln those days. 

The year was 1941 and I was five 
years old. Mutt wa two. Our daddy 
made a grind tone from a rock he cut 
out of a cliff. As f grew older. I u ed 
that grindstone many time to sharpen 
tools. I always kept the tool sharp_ 
The ax and weed cuner. I kept very 
sharp. I never knew when I might need 
one of them to make some money for 
the movies. 

One day, Aunt Cindy wanted me to 
cut weeds on the creek bank bcl1ind her 
house. So I got the ··weed sickle" and 
headed out for the creek bank to cut 
tho e weeds. Aunt Cindy always wore 
a bonnet (a bonnet was a head dress 
with a large bill and a piece of cloth on 
each side that ladies would 11e in a bov. 
under their chins). WelL that day Aunt 
Cindy had on her bonnet, plus an apron 
that tied around her waist. As l worked 
in the hot sun, she would come out to 
keep check on me. "Oh, boy, Ralph!." 
she would say. "lt sure is a hot day!'' 

Then he would pick up the tail of her 
apron and begin to fan herself with it. 
Aunt Cindy was a rather large woman 
and 1 gues the hot weather may have 
been kinda hurd on her. Anyway. a~ 
!ihe would head back into her house. 
she wou1d say, "Now, Ralph, if it gels 
too hot, you find yourself some shade 
for a while." I just kept on cutting 
weeds, though, because all I had on my 
mind was the fifty cents l would make 
for the trip to the movies. 

Well. as the sun beamed down hard 
on my head, I ~aw Aunt Cindy coming 
with a quan jar of kool-aid. [t was in 
one of those big, green Mason jars. 
"Ralph. come sit awhile i1nder the 
shade tree and drink some of this kool­
aid, it will cool you down a bit,'' she 
said. 

Aunt Cindy called me her "hard­
worklng little cotton head boy.'' She 
told me that l would grow up to be a 
good man someday because 1 didn't 
care to work. ..Good workers grow up 
to be good men_ .. she said. 

As a child. I had many strong 
women in my life. These women 
taught me to be strong. also. I had a 
mother who worked her finger to the 
bone, a grandma who ran a hillside 
farm all by herself. and there was my 
Aunt Del who never stopped working, 
and Aunt Cindy. who also worked very 
hard. All of these women taught me the 
value of work. and that the reward for 
work was money. We need more 
strong women like this in the world 
today teaching our children the value of 
work. Strong people produce strong 
children and as the saying goes, -·ll 
takes a village to raise n child ." Our lit­
tle village was full or good, strong peo­
ple. 

I used the old grindstone almost 
every day to keep our tools sharp. One 
day. I was splitting wood with the m 
and made a "miss lick" and hit my leg 

with its blade. Off to the house I went 
running, hobbling along yelling, 
"Mother! I've cut my leg with the ax!'' 

Mother knew just what to do. She 
got out the bottle of turpentine, and the 
sugar bowl. Then she mixed the tur­
pentine and sugar together, making a 
paste that she then applied to my cut. 
Then she took a piece of old. clean 
white sheet bedding and tied it around 
my leg. When he wa done, she 
looked at me and said. "It'll be okay in 
a few days." And. it was. 

Well, there wa this other time when 
Mother said to me, .. Ralph, go kill us a 
chicken for supper." "Get us a good 
one, now," she called to me after I had 
gone on my way. Now. back in those 
days, when we killed a chicken. we 
would wring its neck.

ments in treatments available for rheuma­
toid arthritis (RA), a nationwide survey by 
the Arthritis Foundation shows that nearly 
70 percent of people currently receiving 
RA treatment still experience pain. stiff­
ness and fatigue on a daily basis. Results 
also re\ eCJI that more thlln one-third rank 
their quality of life with RA at only a five 
out of ten. To identify unmet needs of the 
RA community regarding treatment 
options and quality of life, the Arthritis 
Foundation. in collaboration with Harris

The most common medications used to 
treat RA include disease-modifying 
antirheumatic drug. (DMARDs), uch as 
lef!unomide or methotrexate. and biologic 
response modifier: (BRMs), such as ctan­
ercept. adalimumab, anakinra and inflix­
imab.

The food label isn't a 
federal conspiracy against 
the public. It was actually 
de igned so you could 
effectively and easily con­
sume a healthy diet. This 
information from the U.S. 
Food and Drug 
Administration will help 
you decipher any food label. 

Serving Size: This is the 
first thing you'll sec under 
the heading ·• utrition 
Facts." It i listed 1n units 
that you'll know like cups 
or pieces, followed by the 
metric amount (the number 
of grams). Pay attention to 
the serving ize. and then 
consider how many serv­
ings you are eating. Those 
three handfuls of chips 
could take the erving size 
through lhe roof! 

Calories and Calories 
from Fat: The calories on 
the label . how how much 
energy you get from a 
serving of this food. 
Calories from fat means 
how many calorie. in a 
:-;inglc serving come from 
fat. Note that the number 
of serving~ you eat deter­
mines the number of calo­
ries you consume. 

The guide is based on a 
2,000 calories a day diet.

Soda m a ippy cup? 
. 1ost parents v. ouldn 't drl!am of it. 

Researchers ~ay lhat when a baby' bottle or 
cup is filled with juice parents might as· well 
be poUiing Pep ·i. 

A growing body of science is linking 
sweet drinks. natural or olherwi.c. to a host 
of child health concerns, everything rom 
bulging bcllic to tooth decay. 

''All of these beverages are largely the 
same. They are I 00 percent sugar.·· Dr. 
David Ludwig. an expert on pediatric obesi­
ty at Children· Hospital Boston, said recent­
ly. ·'Juice is only minimally better than 
oda." 

The trouble i that parents who are quick 
to limit a child's soft drink consumption 
often overlook or even encourage juice 
indulgence thanks to the beverage' good­
for-you image. 

That image can be overstated. Though 
healthy in moderation, juice es entially i 
water and ugar. A 12-ounce bottle of grape 
oda has 159 calories. The same amount of 

un weetened grape juice packs 228 calorie .. 
The 10 billion juice industry maintains 

that a conclusive link between its product· 
and obesity has yet to be e tablished, but 
re. earcher say ugar i. sugar. and weet 
drinks of any kind mu t be con umed with 
care. 

Overu e of juice i a relati\'ely recent 
phenomenon. Before the rise of soda, juice 
and other weetened drinks during the latter 
half of the 20th century. water and milk were 
children'· primary beverages. 

In a nation where nearly a third of chil-

dren are either ov nveight or at risk of 
hecoming overweight. health officials now 
say high-calorie beverages have little place 
in a young child' diet. 

"With the possible exception of milk, 
children do not need any calorie containing 
beverages;· Ludwig say . "What 1s needed 
to replace fluid loss and satisfy thirst is the 
same beverage we've been drinking for mil­
lions of years. and that's water." 

The danger of juice i that too much can 
throw off the balance of calories and nutri­
ents children need. according to Dr. Terrill 
Bravender. director of adole cent medicine 
at Duke niversity Medical Center. 

In very young children, too much juice 
cuts the appetite for nutritionally superior 
breast milk or formula. In older children. it 
often supplements other food , potentially 
adding hundreds of excess calories. 

Part of the problem i that the calories in 
juice are so concentrated. Just half a cup of 
apple juice has 60 calories. the same as a 
whole apple, but without the fiber that make 
fruit filling. 

In 200 I, the American Academy of 
Pediatric i ·ued guidelines aying fruit 
juice should not be given to children younger 
than 6 month .• and that there is no nutrition­
al reason to give it to them before their fir t 
birthday. 

After that, juice is optional. though the 
group favor v.·hole produce and urges par­
ents to limit juice to 4 to 6 ounce. a day for 
children up to 6 year. old, and to no more 
than 8 to 12 ounce. for older chi ldr n. 
Experts ay pudgy children hould avoid 
juice altogether. 

Tho e guidelines concern the juic indu -

Children drink about a 
quarter of all juice consumed. according to 
the ' .. Department of Agriculture. 

Carol Frey inger, execut1ve director of 
the Juice Products A. sociation. says . omc 
pr ducer have felt an impact since the pedi­
atrics guidelines were released. but she 
wouldn't elaborate. 

She is critical of doctors telling parents to 
eliminate juice, saying it gives a bad name to 
a healthy beverage and could prevent people 
from getting important nutrients juice offer . 

Despite the guideline . 60 percent of 1-
year-olds drink juice, averaging 11 1/2 
ounce a day, according to 2002 USDA data. 
That's up from 57 percent less than a decade 
before. 

The USDA also found that more children 
younger than I are drinking juice, up from 
35 percent to 39 percent, though they are 
drinking less of it. 

While juice can be a healthy way to occa-
ionally get picky children to consume more 

fruit, researcher ay using it too often can 
exacerbate bad eating habit! by training kids 
to prefer something weet. 

Dr. William Dietz, with the divi ion of 
nutrition and phy ical activity at the Center 

for Disease Control and Prevention. says 
parents need to be firm. Caloric beverages 
can blur that line. 

K1mberly Kwitkiw ki. a mother of twin 
2-year-old girls. ha found a middle ground. 

he is careful about her daughters' sugar 
intake, but since Jade and Jillian won't drink 
straight water. she spikes it with a few 
ounces of low-sugar juice. 

Over the course of a day, the Hooksett, 
N.H .. woman's children get only about 4 or 
5 ounces of light juice. 

Despite her vigilance, Kwilkiwski says 
it' easy to be confused by mix d messages, 
especially on product label . She wonders 
how many parents realize "no added sugar" 
doesn't mean "low sugar." 

Ludwig also is critical of juice marketing 
efforts, saying parents are easily misled into 
thinking they are making healthy choices. 
He was particularly critical of one bagged 
juice beverage's claim that it "hydrates kids 
better than water.'' 

"This i an example of how children' 
diets can be perverted by the unbridled 
action of the food industry when it place 
pri.vate profit ahead of public health," he 
says.

lore than a half million American \Viii 

he diagno. d \\ tth heart failure this year. 
and the number of people suffering from 
thl' syndrome is expected to double during 
the next few decade: a. the .S. popula-

tion ages. So the chances are good either 
you or ~omeone you know will one day be 
diagnosed with heart failure. 

lf allowed to progre s without treat­
ment. heart failure has a great impact on 
quality of life and can shorten life 
expectancy. In the United States. it is the 
single most frequent cau ·e of hospitaliza­
tion for people over age 65. and more peo­
ple die from heart failure than from all 
forms of cancer combined. It is the only 
cardiova cular disea~e on the rise.

Heart failure means that the heart i~ 
not jlumping blood as well as it should 
lhrnugh its chamber to the re t of the 
bod} Heart failure is a common condition 
that an he cau ·ed by a heart attack. long­
tcr high blood pre!>sure, a heart valve 
abn1 rmalit), a viral infection of the heart 
or J oenetic condillon that runs in families. 
Som ~time the c ·act cause of heart failure 
is not known. 

In 1ts advanced tages. heart failure IJm­
iL\ ,t per. on·. ability to do even simple 
cvt::ryday tasks; but new treatments can be 
ver) effective in slowing and stopping the 
progression of the disease and in some 
case, ~:an even reverse the process. The 
key is early diagnosis and treatment. 
People with risk factors such as high blood 
pres ure. blockages in their coronary arter­
ies. damaged heart valves, family history 
or utabetes should ask their doctor about 
their risk of developing heart failure. 

No matter the initial cause, the effect 
tends to be the same. The weakened heart 
must work harder to keep up with the 
demands of the body and thi is why peo­
ple with heart failure often complain of 
feeling tired and why they develop symp­
tom of congestion. 

Other symptoms of heart failure 
include: 

• Shortness of breath, which can hap­
pen even during m!ld activity 

• Swelling in the feet and legs from 
flu ill retention (rc ults in weight gain) 

Cough with frothy sputum 
• Difficulty breathing when lying.

Although heart failure can be a erious 
and progressive disease. individuals with 
heart failure can live active and fulfilling 
lives with proper mterventLon and treat­
ment. Once diagnosed. 1t'. important to 
work with your health car~ provider to 
develop a treatment plan and TO follow it. 
Proper medication 111 the right do..;~s. 

careful monitoring and self-care arc the 
bas1.· of effectively managing hean failure. 

Beller understanding of the disease has 
led to development of new treatments and 
management strategies - from medication 
to implantation of devices to surgery. 

In addition to taking medicines exactly 
as directed. person v. ith heart failure 
hould: 

• We1gh lhcmselve every day 
• Follow a low-sodium (salt) diet 
• Get regular phys1cal activity 
• Quit smoking 
n Avoid alcohol or drink sparingly 
• Control body weight 
• Monitor symptoms and learn when to 

consult a doctor or nur e 
Friends and famtly member can help

and flu season arrives, peo­
ple like you are starting to 
worry about getting sick. -
with good reac;on! With this 
year' major flu vaccine 
shortage more people may 
come down with the flu and 
it is important to get the facts 
about fighting tlu . ymptoms. 

If you do get the flu thi. 
year, you won't be alone. 
Experts say the flu, which is 
caused by a contagious res­
piratory viru , afflicts mil­
lion, of people each year 
and it has already begun to 
take its toll thi sea.on.ln an 
average year, 5 to 20 percent 
of the population get5 the 
flu, and thi ea on 28 states 
have already reported flu 
activity. 

As luck would have it, 
the holidays fall right in the 
middle of flu ·eason, which 
can begin as early as 

October and end as late as 
May. If you get sick over the 
holidays, knowing how to 
treat your symptoms early 
can prevent the spread of ill­
ness to friends and family. 

The first step to effective­
ly treating symptoms i to 
di tinguish between flu and 
cold symptom. since they 
can easily be confused. 
According to the Centers for 
Disease Control (CDC) with 
the tlu, ymptoms such as 
fever, body ache , extreme 
tiredness, and coughing are 
more common and evere. 
Colds, however, are milder 
and more likely to cause a 
runny or stuffy nose.

lt made the difference 
for Gloria Beattie. a 72-
year-old woman for whom 
Brackett prescribed fitne-.s 
in December. W1nter 
weather so far has kept her 
off the hiking trails. but the 
prescription motivated her 
to get on her treadmill. 

Before that. the over­
weight woman got little

She 
already has lost 12 pounds 
and i. eager for spring o she 
can head outdoors. 

·•Jt had a big effect." she 
aid of the prescription. "If 

no one say. anything. you 
just keep h:tting it go.

linally come to lhe realiza­
tion that exercise is really 
the thing that you need." 

U. ing the power of the 
prescription pad to encour­
age physical fitness isn't 
new, but in general medi­
cine it is rare. 

Though o-called exer­
cise prescriptions are wide­
ly u. cd by doctors at obe i­
ty clinics. the practice has­
n't caught on with general 
practitioner·. 

Few primary car· do -
tor talk about fitness and 
\\eight lo. s at all with 
patients. even obe. e one , 
said Dr. JoAnn Manson. 
chief of prevent1vc medi­
cine at Brigham and 
Women'· Hospital in 
Boston. 

Titars bccau c the med­
ical community has been 
slm to address lifestyle as 
a mean of di. case preven­
tion. said Manson. co­
author of a report urging 
doctors to coun, el patients 
on c erci. e and weight con­
trol. 

··A prescription for exer­
cise may be the most 
important prescription a 
phy ician writes all day." 
she said. 

''If a prescription for 
medication could reduce 
the rhk of heart disease, 
stroke, Type 2 diabetes and 
o tcoporosi by 40 percent. 
everyone would be clamor­
ing for it. Well, a pre crip­
tion for brisk walking has 
the potential to do just 
that." 

More than half of 
American adults aren't 
active enough, and a quar­
ter do no phy. ical activity 
at all. according to the

Few doctors have 
embraced thi. approach for 
the same reason . o man) of 
their patients aren't out 
doing lap.: lack of time. 

The pressures of a busy 
practice leave many doctors 
little time to chat about fit­
nes . But Manson . ays it's 
either find a way now. or 
spend much more time with 
the patient later dealing 
with the health conse­
quences of obc ity. 

Brackett think. he has 
found a way. 

At Dartmouth-
Hitchcock, exams of over­
weight and sedentary 
patients end wilh the doc­
tor writing fitnes · advice 
on a prescription-! ike 
form, then offering a 
booklet of trail maps and a 
pep talk about phy ical 
activit)' and good health. 

Total time: two to three 
minutes. 

Doctors also can ask 
patients to buy pedometers 
($4 lrom the receptionist) 
and check a box on their 
charts to arrange for a :tu­
dent from Dartmouth 
Medical School. with 
which the hospital is affil­
iated, to make a follow-up 
call in a month. 

Eventually, the hospital 
hopes to offer maps of 
more advanced trail :o 
patient can progre s to 
more challenging walks. 
The first map focuses on 
easy, level, sometimes 
even paved, hike and 
paths. 

The goal isn't to tell 
people to work out. but to 
work in physical activity. 
said Wally Elton. execu­
tive director of Cppcr 
Valley Trails lliance in 
White R1vcr Junction. Vt., 
th hospital's partner in 
the program. 

. o far, the program ha 
co.-t only about $14,000, 
including printing co t'> 
and Brackett's time. Much 
of that has been co\·ered 

with a grant by Upper 
Vall y Trail . with help 
from the National Parks 

ervicc. . 
Dr. Cedric Bryant, chief 

exercise phy ·iologist for 
the mcrican Council on 
Exercise, said programs 
like this are badly needed 
because efforts to get 
Americans to treat e erci e 
as recreation rather than a 
lifestyle generally have 

failed. 
He say a doctor' inter­

vention could muke a 
tremendous difference. 

It ·s too soon to tell how 
much of a dilfercnce 
Dartmouth'. program will 
make. The clinic"s doctors 
are still getting used to giv­
ing the advice. and the 
medical tudents have only 
bc.:gun ollow-up calls. 

But Dr. Mike Jensen. a 

board member of the orth 
American A. sociation for 
the Study of Obesity, said 
no matter how small the 
effect. the effort wi 11 be 
worth it. 

"The cost of what 
they're doing i. practically 
nothing." he said. ··so even 
if it only works in 5 percent 
of the people. that's a huge 
benefit because the cost is 
nothing."
