A local doctor is asking the 
city to pay for a $1,000 
proofreading mistake on 
Prestonsburg High 
School' Reatherford­
Salyers Memorial Plaque. 

Dr. Phillip Simpson, 
fonner owner of C&S 
Signs, claims the city did­
n't properly proofread a 
rubbing of the plaque 
before it was printed for 
dedication last year. 

The city paid $5,400 for 
the memorial. in half 
installment·, during the 
design phase and comple­
tion of the project. 

Simpson wants an addi­
tional $1,019.50. money he 
personally paid to correct 
mistakes that he claims 
were made by city council 
members who proofread 
the sign last year. 

The mistakes, Simp on 

aid, were "inherent m tho 
design" given b~ the city. 

Simp on, who wa 
seemingly angry because 
he "didn't get a lot of coop­
eration from anyone" 
regarding the bill. aid a 
letter addressing the prob­
lem sat on the mayor' 
desk for 26 day . 

Simp on asked council 
members to look at the pro· 
totype, but he was 
informed that the city 
doe n 't have it. 

Mayor Jerry Fanning 
shifted the blame to forme 
council member C .E. 
"Lillie Shag" Branham, 
who proofread the proto­
type along with 
Prestonsburg High Sch I 
Coach John Derossett 
before it was accepted and 
dedicated last year. 

The four foot-by-four 
foot rubbing still had mis­
takes on it after it wa

Lawmakers in conference committee 
restored to Senate Bill 172 a requirement that public schools 
include ph~sical activity a. part of a broader wellness program for 
students. It also limit chool to offering com,mercial fa t food no 
more than once a week. This i exactly the kind of public policy the 
Enquirer ha. advocated in it recent Healthy <::hildren/Healthy 
Future editorial campaign. School district need to follow through 
by offering healthier choices in vending machines and cafeterias 
and in requiring regula~ exerc1se. 

··This is a bill that puts us as Kentuckians ahead of the curve and 
we will be a national model.'' predicted Sen. Alice Forgy Kerr, R­
Lexington. 

The school wellness program mandates "moderate to vigorous 
physical activit)." It would allow up to 30 minutes of exercise as 
part of the in tructional day. The bill bans sugary soft drinks from 
elementary school vending machines during class hours and autho­
rizes the state Board of Education to set nutritional standards for 
vending machines and ala carte items in elementary and secondary 
school cafeteria . Lawmakers killed the ban against deep-fried 
food. but cabinet officer ay they can restrict u e of cafeteria deep 
fryer through later regulations. 

Nutrition experts indict junk food for the obesity epidemic, and 
although parents aren't blameles , schools also are at fault. The 
Commonwealth has created programs such as Get Moving 
KentUck Q ep4 ore.,people mto walking groups.

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Legislative pension changes take place

under cover of darkness again

FRANKFORT - It was dark, as it u ual­
ly is when these things happen. The General 
A sembly was shuttling dozen . of bills 
between the House and Senate, notably tax 
and budget legislation and an especially con­
tentious matter about increasing the weight 
limit for some trucks. 

Out of the blue - or, more accurate!) in 
this case, out of the Senate State and Local 
Government Committee - came a modified 
version of House Bill 299, titled An Act 
Relating to Retirement 

What started out as a proposal relating to 
university employees and purchasing retire­
ment credit emerged last Tuesday night as a 
hodgepodge of changes in retirement pro­
grams for some judges and all legislator;. 

Ever since passage of what was immedi­
ately dubbed the "Greed bill" in 1982 that 
first established pensions for legislators, the 
topic of retirement, pay and other pecuniary 
benefits for members of the General 
Assembly has been a regular and delicate 
topic when legislators convene. 

Legislative pay is an unusual collection.

This 
makes Kentucky the first state 
in the nation to provide a self­
service web-based system for 
tracking all schedule II-V pre­
scnption drugs. 

The Enhanced Kentucky 
All Schedule Prescnption 
Electronic Reporting program, 
known as eKASPER, is a true 
technological success tory for 
Kentucky. "eKASPER will 
allow pharmacists, phy Jcian . 
law enforcement and other 
qualified users to get 
KASPER reports 24 hours a 
day, 7 days a week within 15 
minute or less of making a 
request, compared to the cur-

KASPER began operating 

The system tracks all 
schedule JI-V drugs dispensed 
by licensed Kentucky pharma­
cists. It was developed to assist 
physicians, pharmacists and 
law enforcement to help fight 
"doctor shopping" - when 
patients go from doctor to doc­
tor illegally seeking controlled 
ubstances, and the iUegal 

diversion of these substances. 
Under the leadership of Dr. 

Holsinger, the program, 
administered by the Drug 
Enforcement and Professional 
Practices Branch (DEPPB), 
moved in 2004 from the 
Department of Public Health 
to the Office of Inspector 
General's Division of Fraud, 
Waste and 
Abuse/Identification and 
Prevention. Under KASPER, 
pharmacists must report all 
controlled substances within 
16 days of the day the drug 
was given to the patient. The 
information is kept in a secure 
database and is confidential, 
just as other medical records. 
Although over 20 states 
presently have similar pre­
scription monitoring pro-

gram , no state provide a 
self-service , web based system 
such as the one now available 
in Kentucky. 

Authorized health care 
providers who suspect abuse 
formerly reque ted a patient's 
controlled substance history 
through KASPER by faxing or 
mailing a form to the DEPPB 
seeking the information, with 
the turnaround no faster than 
several hours . ow they can 
access the information on their 
computer in about 15 minutes, 
potentially while patients and 
customer are present in their 
offices. KASPER provides the 
dates. amounts , pharmacy 
locations and pre cribing 
physicians for any controlled 
substances given to a patient. 

"The eKASPER system is a 
great crime fighting tool that 
police officers can use to help 
curtail the illegal use and 

spread of certain prescription 
drugs in Kentucky," sa itl 
Lieutenant Governor Ste e 
Pence, Secretary of the Justi• • 
and Public Safety Cabint •. 
"This real time, web-ba c 1 
tool is designed to preve r t 
'doctor shopping ' by dru g 
addicts.

FRANKFORT - The third 
annual National Archery in the 
Schools Program (NASP) 
national tournament get under­
way this morning at Louisville's 
International Convention 
Center. 

Over I ,800 students from 
more than I 00 schools from 
Alabama, Georgia, Ohio and 
Kentucky will make this year's 
tournament the largest student 
archery event in U.S. history.

Kentucky's Moss a rarity- a walk­
on who plays and contributes

:\loss joined Kentucky's bas­
ketball team m 2002, there was 
little hype involved. which 
isn't surpri. ing for a walk-on. 

''To tell th~ truth, when I first

I didn't know who he wa. ," srud 
highly recrnitcd Kelenna 
A1ubuik.e. who like Moss now 
is J junior with the Wildcats. 

Before long. \1o. s had won 
over Azubuike and other team­
males with his humor, hustle 
and humility. Gradually, the 
Kentucky coaching staff real­
ized that Moss was a major­
college sports rarity - a walk· 
on talented enough to see sig­
nificant minutes for a marquee 
program. 

Moss now is averaging 11.2 
minutes a game and sometimes 
is the first player off the bench 
for second-seeded Kentucky 
(25-5), which will play Eastern 
Kentucky (22-8) in a first­
round NCAA tournament game 
Thur day m Indiamipoli . 

Moss is one of only a hand­
ful of "Aalk-ons playing key 
roles on a tournament team. 

pie would imagine." 
Kentucky coach Tubby Smith 

said there's one reason Moss 
plays so much: he's earned it. 

"I'm sure Ravi is living out 
one of his dream ," Smith aid. 
'This is where he wanted to go 
to school and get an education, 
whether he played basketbaJl or 
not. l'm ure he's thrilled, and 
1t\ a thrill for us that he i con­
tributmg as much as he has." 

Mo sis averaging 3.8 point 
per game and has scored in dou­
ble figures three times in nine 
game since Feb. 15. But team­
mates ay that a stat sheet doe -
n't adequately measure Moss' 
contributions to the team. 

''He's a spark plug coming 
off the bench," said senior for­
ward Chuck Hayes, one of 
Moss' closest friends. "His 
energy level is so high, our 
opponents have to try to keep 
up with tum."

State and North Carolina. 

Uh, notice anybody missing 
here? 

That would be Stanford. the 
No. I team in The Associated 
Pres~; poll . For the first time since 
it happened to Texas in t 984, the 
nation ·s top-ranked team is not a 
No. I seed in the NCAA . 

The di appointed Cardinal, 29-
2 with 20 straight victor.ies. did 
their best to be diplomatic. Still, it 
wasn't what they had expected 
after sweeping the regular-season 
and toumam~nt championships in 
the Pac- I 0. a league that ended up 
with us many NCAA teams (5) a~ 
U1e more highly regarded 
Southeastern Conference. 

"HoncMiy, a long time ago I 
stopped trying to figure out the 
committee and ced ," said 
Stanford coach Tara VanDerveer, 
whose team reached the regional 
finals last year as a No. 6 seed 
"What's much more important to 
me is the team being healthy. 
There's no sense in overanalyz­
ing the thing." 

Stanford wasn't healthy the 
last time it was seeded No. 1, in 
1998, and was stunned by 16th· 
seeded Harvard in the first 
round. 

LSU was the overall No. I 
seed and was followed by 
Tennessee, Michigan State and 
North Carolina. Baylor also got 
consideration for a No. 1 before 
ending up as the highest-ranked 
No.2 seed. Stanford came next. 

"We spent more time on the 
No. ls than any year I've been 
on the committee," said Lynn 
Parkes, who chairs the group. 
"When we got down to those 
Ia t two. there wasn't much to 
separate them.'' 

Stanford's seeding wasn't the 
only thing that raised questions. 

The committee decided to send 
Rutgers to the first- and second­
round site at Connecticut, where 
the two teams had a flare-up 
after the Big East championship 
game last week. 

Rutger guard Cappie 
Pondexter pointed al UConn 
coach Geno Auriemma after 
hearing something she felt was 
objectionable late in the game. 
Auriemma in i ted he was talk­
ing to an official. 

UConn and Rutgers won't 
play each other because they're 
in d1fferent regionals, but hard 
feelings might linger. 

"l don't know, it doe n 't take 
a lot of imagination to ee their 
thinking," Rutgers coach C. 
Vivian Stringer said ... After all, 
we just came back from there. 
There was a lot of controversy 
there, o why not send them 
there again? Who knows what 
they are thinking?'' 

Making LSU and Tennes ee 
the two top seeds was some­
thing the committee didn't have 
to defend. 

LSU. which spent more time at 
No. I in the poll than anyone else 
this season, went 14-0 in the 
Southeastern Conference, then lost 
to Tennessee by two in the finals of 
the conference toumament. 
Thone. see lo t only to LSU in the 
conference season and played the 
nation's toughest chedule. 

Two teams from the :.ame 
conference have been No. 1 
seeds 10 times previously, most 
recently in 2003. Tennessee and 
LSU also were the two that year. 

"It's great for the program," 
said LSU coach Pokey 
Chatman. who got the Lady 
Tigers to the Final Four last sea­
son while subbing for the ailing 
Sue Gunter. "[ can remember 
wondering if you were going to 
get in or wondering if you were 
going to be a I, 2, 3 or 4 seed. 

"It was nice knowmg that for 
a small amount of time, you 
were concerned about being the 
(top) No. 1 eed." 

Interestingly. LSU and 
Tenne~see both will start the 
tournament on the Lady Vols' 
court in Knoxville, which could 
make that site a hot ticket. LSU 
is the top seed in the 
Chattanooga Regional, while 
Tennessee was placed in the 
Philadelphia Regional. 

Michigan State is No. 1 in 

the Kansas City Regional. North 
Carolina heads the bracket for 
the Tempe Regional. 

The women's tournament 
scrapped the Ea t, Mideast. 
Mtdwest and West des1gnations 
for reg10nals this year and 
replaced them with the name of 
the city hosting the regional 
semifinals and finals. 

Of course, there could be a 
North Pole Regional and 
Michigan State would be excit­
ed. This is the first No. I seed for 
the Spartans. who shared the Big 
Ten title with Ohio State and 
won the conference tournament.

Kansas was the Ia t to do it, 
in 1996-97. and the Jayhawks 
didn't even make the Final Four. 
Kansas also reigned for the last 
15 weeks of the season and was 
the last unanimous No. l in the 
final poll bur lost to eventual 
champion Arizona in the third 
round of lhe NCAA tournament. 

And last year's fmal l\o. I, 
Stanford, lost to Alabama in the 
second round of the NCAAs. 

The last No. 1 to win the 
national championship was 
Duke m 2001. 

Illinois (32- I) had been a 
unanimous No. 1 for five 
straight weeks until its frrst loss 
of the season. The lllini lost 22 
first-place votes from the 
national media panel after los­
ing to Ohio State, but they got 
them back this week after win­
ning the Big Ten tournament. 

The other teams to be ranked 
No. 1 this season were Kansas 
and Wake Forest, and both last­
ed only two weeks. 

The Illini, whose prevlou 
best rankmg in a final poll w~ 
No. 2 in 1951-52, are the first 
Big Ten team to fmish No 1 
since Indiana in 1992-93.

Syracuse jumped from J 6th to 
No. II after winning the Big East 
tournament for the fll'St time since 
1992. and the Orange were fol­
lowed by Kansas, Connecticut, 
Bo ton College, Michigan State, 
Florida, Oklahoma, Utah, 
Villanova and Wiscon m. 

The last five ranked teams 
were Alabama, Pacific , 
Cincmnati, Texa Tech and 
Georgia Tech. 

Florida (23-7) , which beat

Texas Tech (20-1 0) moved in 
at No. 24 following its run to the 
champion hip g<nne of the Big 
12 tournament. The Red Raiders 
had been ranked for one week 
this season. 

Georgia Tech (19-11) rode its 
run to the championship game 
of the ACC tournament back 
into the rankings. The Yellow 
Jackets were No. 3 in the pre­
season poll coming off last ea­
son 's appearance in the nationa1 
championship game, but they 
steadily feU until dropping out 
four week ago.

PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that on March 7, 2005, Kentucky Power ComJlany (KPCo) will file with the Kentucky Public Service Commission (the Commiss1on) in Case No. 2005.00068 an Application pursuant to Kentucky Revised Statutes 278.183 for authorization to make 
changes to the enwonmental surcharge for customer bills rendered on and after April 29, 2005 in accordance with proposed changes to Tariff E.S. KPCo is requesting the Commission to approve the proposed changes to the Tariff E.S. This tariff contains the environmental

For more than 6,000 years, the Algonquin (or Algonkin) people lived in what is now 
Western Quebec and Northeastern Ontario. It is not known what the Algonquin population 

was before contact with Europeans and war with the Iroquois decimated their numbers. 
Today there are 10 Algonquin tribes, or nations, with a population of about 8,000. 

What's in a name? 
The Algonquin people usually call them­
selves the Anishnabe or Anishinabe (plural: 
Anishnabek or Anishnabeg), which 
means ''the people" or ''the original people." 
Sometimes, to distinguish themselves from 
other native people in their area, they will 
refer to themselves as Algonquins. 

It is important to distinquish between 
Algonquin (pronounced AI-GON-kin) and 
Algonquian, because while a tribe may 
speak an Algonquian dialect, they do not 
necessarily belong to the Algonquin family 
of peoples. 

Algonquin refers to a particular tribal com­
munity, while Algonquian is a very large lin­
guistic group. Many tribes throughout North 
America speak a form of Algonquian, but 
Algonquins live in the Ottawa Valley of 
Canada. 

Learn the language 
Today, some Algonquin tribes, or 
bands, speak French. Others speak 
English. About half of the population 
also speaks their native language. 
If you ever have an opportunity to 
meet an Algonquin, you might say 
"kwey" (which ryhmes with "day") as 
a friendly greeting. Below are some 
other easy Algonquin words.

The First Nations 
The Algonquin community is divided into 
tribes or bands (also called First Nations). 
Most of the tribes live on a reserve or 
reservation; the Wolf Lake Nation, the 
Kitcisakik (Grand Lake) and the Winneway 
(Long Point) are still fighting for the rights to 
reservation land. 

Each Algonquin band has its own 
government, laws, police and services 
(much like a small country), but the 
Canadian government considers the 
Algonquin people citizens and does control 
some decisions. 

Each First Nation has a political leader 
called the ogima or ogema. Historically the 
ogima was a man chosen by tribal council 
members. Today the ogima can be a man or 
a woman and is elected by the Algonquins. 

Getting around 
The ear1y explorers and traders greatly 
envied the Algonquins' beautifully crafted 
birch-bark canoes and the clever snow­
shoes that made winter travel so much 
easier. Today the Algonquin people get 
around just like most people in North 
America - by motor vehicle. But some 
Algonquins remember the skills of their 
forefathers and continue to make canoes 
and snowshoes in the traditional way. 

Traditional Algonquin canoes are made 
with a hand-carved cedar wood frame. The 
gunwales are bound or lashed with spruce 
root. If the right tree can be located, a skilled 
builder can create a canoe using one large 
piece of birch bark. If such a tree cannot be 
found, several smaller sheets of bark may 
be used. 

Snowshoes are 
made with bent 
wood {often white 
ash). The webbing 
is made with 
rawhide strips. The 
pattern of the web­
bing depends on 
the kind of snow the 
shoe is made for. A 
well-made snow­
shoe can easily last 
a lifetime.

LOUISVILLE - Louisville has 
won 18 of its last 19 games, swept 
the Conference USA regular ea­
on and tournament champion hips 

and i currently ranked sixth in the 
nation. 

The CAA tournament elec­
tion committee was till not 
impre ed. 

The Cardinals (29-4) earned a 
No.4 eed, a bitter surprise con id­
ering they beat four NCAA-bound 
teams away from home and fin­
ished the sea on on a nine-game 
winning treak. Louisville will 
play Sun Belt champion Louisiana­
Lafayette (20-10) on Friday in 
Nashville, Tenn. 

"We have ourselves a very diffi­
cult opening round game," aid 
Pitino, coaching in hi II th NCAA 
tournament. "We'll go right to 
work and be ready for it." 

Pitino' former team, Kentucky 
(25-5) blew its chance at a top 
seed by lo ing to Florida 70-53 in 
Sunday' Southeastern Conference 
tournament champion hip. The 
Wildcat earned a o. 2 eed and 
will play none other than nearby 
Ea tern Kentucky (22-8), the Ohio 
Valley Conference champ, in the 
fir l round in lndianapoli on 
Thur day. 

"We had our chances." said 
Kentucky coach Tubby Smith ... I 
thought we had two opportunitie 
in the past week to wrap up a 
Number One eed. But you have to 
compliment and credit Florida 
be au e theyre playing extremely 
well right now."

The Cardinals had o. 2 eeds 

both time they won the NCAA 
champion hip, in 1980 and 1986, 
and fan at the restaurant were 
anticipating another one. But two 
years ago, the Cardinals were 
Conference USA tournament 
champion and al o got a No. 4 
seed, prompting a warning from 
Pitino on Sunday. 

"People inside here were ay­
ing. 'We're definitely a 2, maybe a 
1,"' said Pitino, entering hi 11th 
NCAA tournament as a coach. "I 
said, 'Look, don t be surprised if 
we're a 3.' I had a gut feeling." 

A win against the Ragin' Cajuns 
will give Louisville its first 30-vic­
tory season since 1986. If 
Louisville wins three more games, 
it will match its best record since 
1983, when the Cardinals lost to 
Houston in the Final Four. 

Pitino is trying to become the 
first coach to lead three different 
programs to the Final Four. He led 
Kentucky there in 1996 and 1997 
and did it with Providence in 1987. 

It won't be an easy path thi time. 
If the Cardinals beat Louisiana­

Lafayette, their likely econd­
round opponent i Georgia Tech, a 
Final Four team last sea on. Beat 
the Yellow Jacket or 12th- eeded 
George Washington and Louisville 
i likely to run into Pac-1 0 tourna­
ment champion Washington. the 
top seed in the Albuquerque 
region. 

Third-ranked Wake Forest (26-
5) and West Coa t Conference 
champion Gonzaga (25-4) are the 
No. 2 and No. 3 seeds in 
Louisville's region. 

The Cardinal earned a No. IO 
eed last year and lost to Xavier in 

the first round, their ninth loss in 
the1r last 13 games. Pitino is still 
27-9 in NCAA tournament play, 
the fourth best winning percentage 
among active coache . 

Kentucky, meanwhile. is a o. 2 
ced. a!> it was when it won the 
I tJ9 ]I.;CAA champion ·hip in 
mith' fir l season.

Kentucky fans still cringe about 
Christian Laettner's last-second 
shot that beat the Wildcats in the 
1992 East Region final. Six years 
later, the Wildcats came back from 
17 points down to beat Duke 86-84 
in the South region final. 

Kentucky's fiTSt round opponent 
will offer a bit of history, too. 

Ohlo Valley Conference cham­
pion Eastern Kentucky drew a No. 
15 seed and a date with the · 
Wildcats in Indianapolis on 
Thursday. 

Colonels' coach Travis Ford, a 
Madisonville native, played for

Kentucky from 1992-94 and 
helped the Cats reach the 1993 
Final Four. 

"I'm sure they'll be a lot said 
about that," Ford aid, "but we 
have a game to prepare for- a very, 
very tough game against not a good 
Kentucky team, but a great 
Kentucky team." 

The Wildcats and Colonel have 
only played eight times, with 
Kentucky winning every meeting. 
They met two years ago in Rupp 
Arena and the Wildcats won 101-72. 

"We played them last year and 
saw first-hand the impact Travis 
has had on that program," Smith 
said. "It' great for the fans in the 
state that Kentucky and Eastern 
Kentucky are playing one another." 

About 500 Eastern Kentucky 
fans gathered for a pep rally in 
Richmond on Sunday night. No 
one seemed to mind the pairing. 

"You can't ask for anything else 
than to play the be t," said forward 
Michael Haney, also a 
Madisonville native. "They're the

best team in this state. It's a great 
opportunity for this program." 

Kentucky had been a No. 1 eed 
the last two eason , losing one 
game hy of the Final Four in 2003 
and falling to UAB in the econd 
round Ia t year. 

"We certainly remember last year, 
but this is a new team," Smith said.

Sunday's loss to Florida might 
not be such a bad thing.

The 
Colonels have lost their previous 
five frrst-round games.
