$50,000 cash bond and 
scheduled a preliminary 
hearing 1 the case for May 
4. 

According to his file, 
Kendnck was out on bond 
for charges of fourth­
degree assault, public 
intoxication and resisting 

rest. 
In 2000 he was gtven a 

90-day suspended sen­
tence for fourth-degree 
assault (spouse abuse) 
and ordered to pay more 
than $250 in fines and 
court costs.

PRESTONSBURG- The U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers is wrap­
ping up its Prestonsburg flood pre­
vention study and will announce its 
final recommendations during a 
public meeting May 10. 

The study generated quite a bit 
of intere t in the community last 
year, when the Corps announced 
that options could include a flood­
wall around downtown 
Prestonsburg. A large number of 
people with property along the pro­
po ed floodwall's path turned out 
for a similar meeting at that time to 
oppose that option. 

During the May 10 meeting, the 
Corps will present an update on the 
project and announce it final rec­
ommendation during the first half­
hour of the meeting. The floor wil1 
then be turned over to the audience 
for a question-and-answer session. 

But whatever recommendation is 
offered, it will still be some time 
before those plans are realized. 
Project Manager Tammy Conforti 
said the Corps would need to draw 
up plans for the project and have its 
recommendations approved by It

Property, they say, will be 
sold according to the apprai ed 
market value. The Corp pro­
gram w111 pay for the home and 
provide additional money for 
the dislocation. Those partici­
pating in this program, Martin 
Mayor Thomasine Robinson 
said, are required to move back 
to the city when redevelopment 
is completed. 

Gus Drum, community plan­
ner with the Corps, said resi­
dents and businesses that 
choose to move back into the 
city should contact the Big 
Sandy ADD to begin relocation 
plans. 

Robinson said residents 
"need to know that they will not 
be repaying a debt or a mort­
gage" under this plan unless 
they already are in debt. 

"They shouldn't be in debt 
unless they are already or 
unless they choose to be in 
debt," Corps real estate repre­
sentative Ken Bumgardner said. 
"It' an unbelievable opportuni­
ty for a lot of them." 

If there is an existing mort­
gage on the home, Drum said 
that a clear title will need to be 
relea ed before the acquisition 
process. Those individuals may 
be able to transfer their mort­
gage to another residential loca­
tion through their mortgage car­
rier, he said. 

Drum said the Corps cannot 
guarantee that residents will get 
the arne size lot upon their 
return to the city because there 
is "only so much land avail­
able." 

"We can't guarantee that the 
square footage will be exactly 
the same,'' he said. "Some will 
be larger, and some will be 
smaller." 

The Corps will accommo­
date housing needs according to 
family size and other necessi­
ties considered. Residents will 
pay extra if their future proper­
ty is larger than the one 
acquired by the Corps during 
the redevelopment process. 

Residents will not be 
allowed to pick any size lot, 
Robinson said, pointing out that 
this requirement prevents indi­
Viduals from purcha ing. divid­
ing up, andre elling the proper­
ty upon relocauon. 

Tenant , Drum said, would 
have the opportunity to return 
to the city, but they won't 
receive the same benefits of 
those who currently own prop­
erty there. 

When discus ing funding the 
Big Sandy ADD' participatiOn 
in the project, Drum aid the

Thompson said the fiscal court 
may have funds available to 
assist in paying the Big Sandy 
ADD for commercial relocation 
assistance. 

Robinson said there will be 
85 residential lot!> available in 
Martin and 55 residents have 
expressed a desire to return to 
the City once the prOJect is com­
plete. 

She wanted to know if extra 
Jots would be sold. and Drum 
responded by aying that the 
Corps' primary concern is 
replacing residents who are cur­
rently facing mandatory or vol­
untary relocation. 

The benefit of allowing Big 
Sandy ADD to assist, Drum 
said, is that the organization can 
obtain other housing money to 
assist residential property own­
ers in Martin.

Lock up the 
clocks 

Remember the winter when chool started in the dark? 
You might if you're older than 35. It wa when we tried daylight­

saving time year-round to save energy. But it didn't work. right? 
Well, it's back, sort of. As part of the energy bill that pa ed the 

House of Representative . Americans would end up with two extra 
months of DST, startmg on the fir t Sunday of March and ending 
on the Ia t Sunday of November. 

But why? .. Make" the sun go down an hour later. and energy u e 
will go down. Our roads will be afer. Crime will drop. And ... we'll 
be happier. 

"We all just feel sunnier after we set the clocks back,'' purred 
U.S. Rep. Ed Markey. D-Ma s., who is co ponsoring the late t DST 
no trum with Rep. Fred Upton, R-Mich. 

Back? Thought it was forward. Oh, well. Let's tum our clock 
back. 

The Arab world cut off oil sales to America (and raised oil prices 
for Europeans) in late 1973 to punish coUtlllles that had backed 
Israel. As one of several ideas to cut energy use (remember the 
national 55 mile-per-hour speed limit?), America's clocks sprang 
forward on Jan. 6, 1974, and weren't to fall back until at least 
October 1975. 

In DST's first month. 13 children nationwide died from vehicles 
hitting them as they headed for school in the dark. School officials 
complained; How does turning on light and furnaces earlier save 
energy? 

After rwo month of this, the power indu try looked at that win­
ter's energy use before and after DST. The verdict: It barely 
changed. 

By then, Arab governments had lifted the embargo. Congre s cut 
DST down to eight months in the fall of 1974, let it revert to six 
months a year later and made it seven months in 1986. So why 
bring it all up again? 

Oh, it eem we were wrong. A 2001 House Energy 
Subcommtttee aocument blamed those predawn child traffic deaths 
on the weather. It also aid the U.S. Department of Transportation 
had found in 1975 that winter DST cut traffic death by 0.7 percent 
to 1 percent and trimmed electrical use by 1 percent. 

Upton said the latter adds up to 100,000 barrel of oil a day, 
adding: "Every bit of conservation helps.'' 

Well, of cour e. But how real is Upton's figure? According to the 
same House document, the National Bureau of Standards in 1976 
said the energy savings couldn't be proven and traffic death bare­
ly changed. 

It's hard to ee how moving an hour of darkne from the 
evening commute to the morning rush cut energy use in March and 
November. 

Real progre in energy independence doesn't come from gim­
micks. It's silly to spring forward in the winter. Just leave DST 
alone.

Taylor went on to note that 
Sheila Dotson wa. very close to 
her brother, Michael Lester, and 
that Lester frequently accompa­
nied her to Family Court proceed­
ings, where Donald Dotson 
always ·bowed up with Glover.

Dotson noted that he had yet to 
make 11. deal on the coal and wa 
arrested for assaulting Sheila 
Dotson with only $200 in his 
pocket, which he used to get out 
of jail.

Donald Dotson's friend, 
Clifford Glover, testified last on 
Tuesday and didn't seem aware 
of any trouble between the 
Dotsons. 

"I thought it [their maniage] 
was pretty good," Glover said. 

He also testified to seeing 
Sheila Dotson and Lester parked 
nearby and noted that it was a 
daily occurrence. He aJso testified 
that she continued to do it after 
the shooting and that it has con­
tinued since her incarceration 
with a red pick up and a blue one 
as well often parked across the 
street and driving by the home.

is the complete rewntmg of Rule 1-3, 
which outlines a weight-management 
program. Under the revised rule, 
beginning in 2006-07, stronger guide­
lines discouraging rapid weight loss 
will take effect. The revised rule 
includes a hydration level not to 
exceed 1.025, a body fat assessment no 

., lower than 7 percent (males)/12 per­
cent (females) and a monitored, week­
ly weight loss plan not to exceed 1.5 
percent a week. 

"The weight management rule 
change effective 2006-07 is certainly 
monumental," said Dave Carlsrud, 
a sistant to exccuti vc secretary of the 
North Dakota High School Activities 
A sociation and chairperson of the 
NFHS Wrestling Rules Committee. 
"While weight management has been 
researched for many years and may 
have been passed earlier, a number of 

• our states needed time to prepare for 
an effective implementation:· 

Another rule revision that involves 
the weight issue is Rule 4-5-5, which 
decreases the amount of weight a 
wrestler is able to acquire during days 
of consecutive competition. In the 
past, wrestlers could gain a pound for 
each day of consecutive competition. 
However. under the new rule, a maxi­
mum of two pound5 will be allowed, 
regardless of how many consecutive 
days are spent in competition. 

"In the spirit of good weight man­
agement. the committee addressed the 
issue of the additional pound 

;, allowance for consecutive days of 
competition," Carlsrud said. "Now 
there will be a maximum of two 
pounds allowed regardle s of the num­
ber of consecutive days teams may be 
competing."

Feeling the heat: Telfair jump to 

NBA chronicled in documenta.ry

NEW YORK - Seba tian 
Telfair was at Jay-z· 
Manhattan nightclub with his 
family, watching TV and wait­
ing for the announcement from 
the Madison Square Garden 
podium that would send him 
across the country and change 
his life. 

The Br9oklyn point guard 
with a danling mix of smarts 
and kills was selected by the 
Portland Trail Blazer with the 
13th p1ck in Ia t year· s NBA 
draft. 

That moment is captured by 
director Jonathan Hock and cine­
matographer Alastair 
Christopher in ''Through the 
Fire." The documentary made its 
world premiere at the Tribeca 
Film Fe tival - a mere subway 
ride away from the Coney Island 
hou ing project where Telfair 
grew up - and chronicle the 
soul- ·earching of one of the rna 't 
publicized high chool players to 
come out of New York. 

'Tm not a pro basketball 
scout, but he's a basketball 
prodigy," Hock aid. "They've 
been talking about him since the 
. ixth grade:· 

Telfair wa the fourth high 
chooler drafted that year, the 

latest in a growing line of abun­
dantly gifted player ready to 
tangle in the NBA with no col­
lege interruption, a trend the 
NBA would like to halt with a 
minimum age limit of 20. 

This was no ea. y choice and 
no ea ·y time for Telfair, a 6-
foot, 160-pounder who led pow­
erhouse Abraham Lincoln High 
School to three New York City 
public league title and one tate 
championship. BA scout 
tracked hi every point and 
assist during his enior year. A 
sneaker deal was thrown at him 
by Adidas . He made it to the 
cover of Sports Illustrated. 

And alway, pre ent, like a 
great weight, there was the deci­
sion: Go pro or attend Louisville 
and play for Rick Pitino? His 
cousin Stephan Marbury of the 
New York Knicks pent a year at 
Georgia Tech before he was 
selected fourth in the NBAdraft. 
His half brother, Providence's 
J amel Thoma , dreamed of 
NBA stardom but wasn't cho-
en. 

Hock originally planned a 
short piece about high chool 
player heading directly to the 
NBA like Kobe Bryant, Kevin 
Garnett and LeBron James - for 
HBO's "On the Record With 
Bob Co tas ." What he found 
was a more compelling story. 

"Clearly someone was going 
to be next, and it was going to 
be very interesting to watch it 
happen," Hock aid. "And the 
person people were talking 
about was Seb~tian. And I'd 
been out to Coney Island and I'd 
seen him play and nobody really 
thought that it would happen for 
him because he's small, but 
everyone was kind of rooting 
for him." 

Telfair, who tum 20 in June, 
always believed he was ready to 
play with the big boy , but 
admits he till has a lot to learn. 
He started toward the end of the 
season after Portland coach 
Maurice Cheek was ftred, and 
finished with an average of 6.8 
points and 3.3 assists in nearly 
20 minute a game. 

"It's the way they play the 
game, it ' the NBA game," 
Telfair said. "If I'd have played 
the enure ea on I'd have been 
roolde of the year.'' 

"When you get to the NBA, 
everyone ha that arne talent 
you've got, that arne ability .. .. 
It' a mental game just a much 
as phy ical," he added, flashing 
one of his frequent smiles. 

In 1994, when Steve James' 
documentary "Hoop Dreams" 
came out, it was a novel idea to 

follow high school ba~ketball 

players with professional aspira­
tions. 

"I think ba ketball is bigger 
now. They're tarting at a 
younger age,' ' Telfair ~aid . ''You 
got ldds like my little brother 
(Ethan, 10) right no is on the 
basketball court eve!)( day. In 
school, they have b· ketball 
tournaments . In ummer, they 
have basketball camps. They 're 
starting at a younger age and so ~ 
guys are developing into be bet­
ter player younger than what 
they usually were." 

Hock - whose credits include 
the ESPN series "Streetball" and 
the IMAX movie "Michael Jordan 
to the Max" - . aid more high 
school kids are entering the NBA 
draft now "because they can." 

"To go to college for a year 
doesn't really do much for them 
- the cout are all watching the 
high chool game ,'' he aid. 

And Hock' camera was ,_, 
watching Telfair. 

"I kind of got u ed to it after 
a while, and that', why I think it 
tu rned into be a great documen­
tary - becau e I put my guard 
down," Telfair said . "l didn't 
even know the camera was there 
half of the lime. I wa. just being 
my elf. Or when I'm playing 
and I'm into the game, I forget l 
got a mic on and I ay orne­
thing. They actually have the 
real me on film." 

The Trail Blazers failed to 
make the playoff and their sea- of' 
son is over. Telfair plan to 
catch up with family and friend 
in Coney Island, where he said , 
"I must get Chine e food ." His 
mother cho e to tay in the 
neighborhood de pile her on· 
newfound NBA wealth. And 
that make it all very familiar 
for Telfair.

Illegal attire penalty modified 

at swimming rules meeting

INDIANAPOLIS 
Beginning with the 2005-06 
school year, high school swim­
mers discovered to be wearing 
illegal attire or jewelry no 
longer will be automatically dis­
qualified from further competi­
tion. 

The revision to Rule 3-3-4 
was among seven rules changes 
approved by the NFHS 
Swimming and Diving Rules 
Committee at its annual meeting 
April 10-11 in Indianapolis. The 
rules ubsequently were 
approved by the NFHS Board of 
Directors. 

[n the past, a swimmer wear­
ing illegal attire or jewelry was 
disqualified from the event. 
With the revision, the student­
athlete will no longer be 
allowed to participate in an 
event until the attire or jewelry 
i replaced or removed, but will 
not be disqualified unless he or 
she refuses to adhere to the rule. 

"The rule has changed many 
times over the years, but you 
were always di qualified if 
wearing jewelry," said Doug 
Glaeser, chair of the NFHS 
Swimming and Diving Rules 
Committee. 'This makes the 
rule more con istent with the 
other sports that have jewelry 
rules in place." 

In an effort to reduce risk to 
swimmers, Rule 4-2-2(n) was 
added to the rules book. With 

this rule, swihuning and diving 
competitions are subject to the 
NFHS Lightning Guidelines. 
due to the fact that many states 
either hold competitions out­
doors, or in a facility with open 
sides. The Lightning Guidelines, 
henceforth, will be incorporated 
into the rules book, beginning 
with the 2005-06 edition. 

With the addition of Rule 3-2-
3 Penalty #1, in non-champi­
onship meets, a competitor who 
has been officially entered in an 
event but does not compete shall 
be disqualified from that event 
only. Previously, the competitor 
would have been d isqualified 
from the competition. 

''Students may miss an event 
for a variety of reasons," said 
Tim Flannery, NFHS assistan 
director and Iiai on to the NFHS 
Swimming and Diving Rules 
Committee. "The committee felt 
that the penalty wa probably 
inappropriate for that kind of 
infraction:· 

The change to Rule 9-8-3, 
which state ··a diver shall be 
disqualified if he/she fails two 
dives, and shall perform no fur­
ther d ives," simply clarifie that 
it has been practiced at meets , 
but has not previously been stat­
ed in the rules book. 

The rules committee a1 o 
approved a new dive that will be 
added to the 2005-06 diving 
chart. Dive 5227, a back somer­
sault with 3l/l. twist free, will 
allow athletes to attempt a more

difficult dive, and will enable 
more advanced divers to add the 
dive to their list. 

Three other rule were 
pas ed at the meeting. They are: 

" Rule 7-1-2 Note - If 
agreement on scoring systems 
cannot be reached, the system in 
7-l-2(b) will be used. The com­
mittee believed this rule will 
help team agree on which scor­
ing system to use. 

" Rule 8-2-2(c) - Some part 
of the head must break the water 
surface before the hands tum 
inward at the widest part of the 
second troke after the start of 
each tum . "Thi rule will make 
the start or turn easier to judge," 
Glae er said. 

" Rule 9-6-3(b) New - The 
announcer hall announce (and 
may also di play) the award 
given the dive. The committee 
thought thi rule will enable 
judges to double-check their 
scores in the event that the dis­
played score i not visible .

Fletcher appoints task .. 
force to examine arena issue

LOUISVILLE - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher introduced a task force 
Monday that will assess where 
to build an arena for the 
University of Louisville ba ket­
ball team and how to finance it. 

Fletcher ·et an Oct. 1 dead 
line for the 16-member task 
force to deliver a report with its 
recommendations. He wants to 
present the group's findings to 
the 2006 General Assembly. 

"1 see Louisville as a major 
economic engine, and if the com­
monwealth is going to be suc­
cessful, Louisville must be suc­
cessful," Fletcher said. ''It is time 
that the University of Louisville 
Cardinals have a new arena, and 
it's time that Louisville have an 
arena and that we have this 
important economic develop­
ment in this community." 

The arena issue has percolated 
for years - often contentiously -
between city and school official . 

'The debate reopened late last 
year when U of L assembled its 
own task force to look at alterna­
tives to antiquated Freedom Hall, 
the Cardinals· home for 49 seasons. 

Earlier this month, an architect 
presented blueprints for a new 
arena and various upgrades to 
state-run Freedom Hall. On April 
15, the Executive Committee of 
the Big East Facilities Ta. k Force 
approved a motion favoring a 
new arena over any Freedom Hall 
renovation plans. 

The hot topic now is where to 
build it. 

City leaders have long envi­
sioned a multi-purpose entertain­
ment complex to serve us a cen-

terpiece for a downtown revital­
ization. They failed in three bids 
to lure NBA teams that would 
have occupied such a facility. 

U of L officials have always 
preferred an arena clo r to cam­
po where the chool would have 
scheduling priority and control 
of most revenue treams. Now, 
the Cardinal share Freedom 
Hall with more than 240 events. 

Lt. Gov. Steve Pence, the 
non-voting chairman of 
Fletcher's ta k force. aid the 
group would work in concert 
with U of L's task force. 

"This task will be accom­
plished. It' not a matter right 
now of where. We'll address 
that," Pence aid. 

Fletcher's ta k force is an 
eclectic mix of school officials, 
business leaders and lawmakers, 
including U.S. Sen. Mitch 
McConnell, aU of L graduate. 

McConnell al o said the 
needs of the school, city and tate 
must be considered together. 

"We do need to make sure the 
university i properly taken care 
of because, after all, witllout 
them, we wouldn't be having thi 
discussion at all." McConnell 
aid. "But there are other impacts 

on the community, and the uni­
versity doesn't exi t in splendid 
isolation. It knows that.'' 

U of L vice pre ident for ath­
letic Tom Jurich, a member of 
both task forces, did not attend 
Fletcher' announcement. He 
was not immed1ately available 
for comment. 

U of L President James 
Ramsey echoed McConnell's 
opinion that the arena should 
serve more than just the school. 

"This effort hould ensure 
that the needs and desires of this 
city, the tate and the University 
of Louisville will be con idered 
and that the citizens of this com­
munity receive the best po ible 
outcome," Ramsey said. 

The other key is.ue beside 
the site is the financing. 
Frederick Krenson, an architect 

with Ro ser International. told 
the U of L task force on April 11 
that a 21 ,000-seat arena built 
adjacent ro Freedom Hall would 
cost $162 million. When the city 
was courting the NBA's 
Charlotte Hornets in 2001, then­
Mayor Dave Annstrong 
unveiled a $313 million fmanc- + 
ing plan for a downtown facility. 

Fletcher would not speculate 
on specifics of any financing 
plans but said the task force will 
study plans from other cities 
where arenas have been built. 

"I am very hopeful and opti­
mistic that this group will come 
together, reach a consensus, be 
able to deljver a report based on 
objective cost-benefit analysis 
of not only the location, but the 
financial plan that will be 
involved," Fletcher sai . 

Fletcher expects the state 
will somehow be involved in ,. 
paying for the arena. 

"I'm going to wait and see what 
are the recommendations, but I am 
certainly open for the state to par­
ticipate in this," Fletcher said. "It's 
going to be a major economic tool 
in Kentucky." 

Pence aid a key element of 
any new arena is building a 
venue suitable for NCAA tour­
nament games. This · ea on, 
Louisville opened the tourna­
ment at the Gaylord Center in 
Nashville, Tenn., and Kentucky 
played the ftrst two rounds at ~ 
the RCA Dome in Indianapolis. 

"We saw this last season -
team from Kentucky go north 
and south -to play their games. 
We want those game played 
here," Pence said. "Those are 
valuable dollars that are cross­
ing our border that we need to 
keep here. That' part of the 
overall plan for more economic 
opportunity and growth."

Smith was picked first over­
all out of Utah by the 49ers and 
charged with reviving a once­
great franchise. 

California's Rodgers waited 
nervously until Green Bay 
selected him with the 24th pick, 
pegged by the Packers to one 
day replace Brett Favre. The 
outcome did nothing to shake 
Rodgers· confidence.

Rodgers said. 

Rodgers' fall provided the 
one bit of intrigue in a draft con-
idered short on franchise play­

ers, with o many of the teams at 
the top looking to move down 
that none could swing a deal.

For the first time, three run­
ning backs were selected in the 
top five . Auburn's Ronnie 
Brown went second to Miami, 
Texas' Cedric Benson went No.

The former Ohio State tail· 
back. who sued the NFL last 
year over its rule prohibiting 
players f rom entering the draft 
u nti I they're three years 
removed from high school, was 
elected by Denver with the last 

pick of the third round. 
"He's got great elusiveness, 

the ability to make some big 
run ," Broncos coach Mike 
Shanahan said. 

Clarett hasn't played a down 
since scoring the wirming touch­
down in the 2002 national title 
game. He had a poor workout at 
the NFL combine, looked better 
in a personal workout, but was 
generally regarded a no better 
than a fifth-rounder. 

"I think 1t's a happy ending 
right now,'' he said. "I'm in a 
great y tern. with a great team 
that runs the ball. I'm here, living 
a dream right now in the NFL.'' 

Mike Williams, the other 
player who found himself with­
out a place play after Clarett's 
case wa shot down by an 
appeals court, is now living his 
NFL dream, too. 

The All-America receiver 

from Southern California was 
picked by the Lion with the I Orh 
overall selection. It was . orne­
thing of a surprise because 
Detroit bad picked wide rece1vers 
fJCSt the past two easons. 

"I'm excited to get back to 
work," said William~;, who was 
banned from returning to USC 
by the NCAA after declaring for 
the 2004 draft. 

The selection of Williams 
was one of only a few fll'St­
round surprises.

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LEXINGTON - Kentucky's 
basketball teams could have a 
practice facility to use a~ early 
as October 2006 under a fund­
ing plan approved Tuesday by 
the um versity 's Athletic 
Association board. 

The board also approved a 
$54.225 million budget for 
Kentucky athletics for the 2006 
fi cal year, which will start July 
I. Kentucky's athletic depart­
ment is self-sustaining and 
receives no financial support 
from the state or universtty. 

Executive assoctate athletic 
director Rob Mullens presented 
the budget and practice facility 
funding proposals to the board. 
which approved both unani­
mously. The university's board 
of tru tees mu t also approve 
the practice facility funding. 
That board's next meeting will 
be May 10. 

The design for the $30 mil­
lion practice facility is com­
plete, Mullens said. He said 
construction on the facility, 
which will be connected with 
Memorial Coliseum. could 
begin by late summer . 

The goal is for the basketball 
teams to be able to u e the facil­
ity for the start of preseason 
practice in October 2006, and 
for the rest of the building to be 
complete by early 2007, 
Mullens said. The facibty also 
will include locker rooms, 
weight rooms and offices for 
most Kentucky coaches and 
administrators. 

Building a practice facility "is 
absolutely the most important 
thing we can do for Kentucky 

Barnhart said there are 
numerous scheduling conflicts 
among the four programs that 
use Memorial Coliseum for 
practices or games - men's and 
women's basketball, gymnastics 
and volleyball. 

"It's important for us to be 
able to eliminate some of 
those," he said. "It will have a 
great impact on our entire oper­
at1on." 

Funding for the project -
which has been delayed by slow 
fund-raising - i somewhat 
piecemeal. ln March, the state 
legislature authori7..ed the uni­
versity to issue $7 million in 
bonds. That bond money will be 
repaid by the athletic depart­
ment, Mullens said. 

Mullens said two "gap 
financing measures" will be 
used to pay for construction 
while fund-raising efforts con­
tinue. The athletic department 
will use $3 million of its $4.2 
million fund balance and bor­
row, over a two-year span, $9.5 
million from its quasi endow­
ment. 

Mullen said $8 million in 
private gifls already have been 
received for the project. 

"I like the way fund-raising 
i going," Barnhart said. ''It's 
going very well for us. But this 
gives us the short-term financ­
ing we need to be able to move 
on with the project. We've got a 
solid plan put in place for a 
facility that' very, very impor­
tant for us." 

Barnhart said no donor has 
made a gift sizable enough to 
secure naming rights for the 

The athletic department's 
budget is slightly larger than 
that of the previou fiscal year. 
which was $51.4825 million. 

Football will generate $I 7 .5 
million, or 32.3 percent, of the 
department's projected income 
for the upcoming fi cal year, 
while men's basketball will gen­
erate a projected $10.93 million, 
or 20.2 percent. 

Those two sports also will 
receive the most money. Not 
including cholarsbips, which 
are a separate item in the bud­
get, football will receive $6.28 
million (11.6 percent) and men' 
basketball wiJl receive $5.34 
million (9 .9 percent). 

Women's basketball will 
receive $1.77 million (3.3 per­
cent) and the university's other 
19 sports will receive a com­
bined $5.59 million (10 .3 per­
cent). Scholar hips for all ports 
will cost $7.81 million , or 14.4 
percent. 

The athletic department, for 
the third straight year, will give 
$1 million to the university's 
general fund for academic 
scholarships. 

In other i terns: 
• Mullen said that the 

women's basketball team. 
which plays most of its home 
games at Memorial Coliseum. 
will play four games at Rupp 
Arena next season. The women 
played three games at Rupp 
Arena last season and two the 
season before that. 

• Barnhart said he expects 
the NCAA to approve the addi­
tion of a permanent 12th regu­
lar-season game to the football 
season, which he aid will help 
Kentucky's athletic budget.

UNDERSTANDING 

Droughts are extreme weather events that begin and end slowly, with no clear 
beginning or end. One big rain storm will not end a drought. Climatologists 
(scientists who study weather) are not always able to predict droughts. Some 

droughts last months, or even decades. Droughts often creatr. a shortage of clean, 
fresh water which can cause disease. Lack of rain can damage crops so badly 

that it becomes a challenge to feed livestock and eventually, people. 
Prolonged droughts can cause severe crop failure, soil erosion and starvation. 
In North America, droughts are rarely directly responsible for deaths, but they 

can take a devastating financial toll. 

Where our water comes from 
The water that comes out of our faucets has two basic sources; rivers, lakes and 
the ground. Larger cities generally draw their water from rivers or lakes and store 
extra water in reservoirs. Small towns often use wells and water towers. 

Large city purification water plant 

large cities use huge treatment plants to pump and filter water from rivers or 
lakes. The water passes through several screens and filters to keep out fish, 
plants and other debris. Chemicals are applied to the water, then it is mixed, 
settled and filtered before being stored.

Many small towns get fresh water by 
drilling wells and pumping under­
ground water. The water is chemically 
treated, then pumped into tall water 
towers. When the water is released, 
the force of gravity pushes it through 
the piping system.

Water evaporates from the ocean and is carried over land as clouds. It falls as rain, snow or hail and 
retums to the sea as surface water or subsurface water. This ongoing cycle of water is called the 
hydrologic cycle, and scientists who study water are called hydrologists. 

Precipitation oocurs when moist 
air cools, and its water content 
condenses and falls. 

Use and waste 
We use water to cook, clean and 
heat our homes and wash away 
waste. Water consumption has 
Increased enormously over the past 
100 years. A typical household of 
four uses 260 gallons of water each 
day. Running a dishwasher uses 12 
to 15 gallons per cycle. A fiVe-minute 
shower uses 20 gallons of water. 
A bath requires about 36 gallons. 
One hour of lawn watering uses 
300 gallons.

Conservation tips 
Every drop counts. Try to do at 
least one thing each day that will 
save water. 

• Take a five-minute shower 
instead of a bath. Save 
15 gallons per shower. 

• Don't use toilets as a 
wasteba.sket; flush only when 
you need to. Save 12 or more 
gallons per day. 

• When brushing teeth, use a 
glass of water instead of n.m· 
ning the tap. Save 3 or more 
gallons per brushing. · 

• When taking a bath, don't run 
the water without closing the 
drain first. The warm water that 
comes after running the tap for 
a while will take care of that first 
cold burst of water. 

• When washing dishes by hand, 
fill up the sink with soap and 
water instead of running the 
water the whole time. Save 25 
gallons per load. 
• Keep a pitcher of water in the 
refligerator when you want a 
drink instead of running the tap 
until the water cools. Save 2 
gallons per drink. 

• Start a compost pile as an 
alternative to using a kitchen 
sink garbage disposal. 

• Don't waste water by watering 
the lawn or hosing down your 
driveway or sidewalk. Save 25 
gallons every five minutes 
you don't use a hose. 

• Don't wash your car at home; 
use a commercial car wash that 
recycles water. 

The wind blows clouds and 
moist air over lhe land. 

Water does not evaporate 
at the same rate all over 
the planet. Warm air 
absorbs more moisture 
than cold air, and warm 
water evaporates faster 
than cold water.
