"All we had left was an empty 
cellar hole," Karlson said. 

The injured ons recovered 
after three roonths in the hospital, 
and doctors worked without pay 
to save t11em and other stotm vtc- · 
tims, he said. But the family 
found their in urance did not 
cover the damage to their home. 

Without the Red Cross graut, 
Andy Karlson said, the family 
would have been "out in left field 
without a portfolio, as they say."

In September 2000, tbe cir­
cmt court reversed the Court of 
Appeals and Supreme Court 
findings, entering a ruling that 
the board did not violate the 
Opens Meeting Act and that 
damages would not be awarded 
bccau e the violation was the 
"re ult of an honest mistake." 

Grigsby had already settled, 
the circuit court ruled, and the 
other two claims were dismis ed 
with prejudke. 

The plaintiffs filed a motion 
lO \'acate tbatjudgmem and their 
attorney, Earl M. McGuire, filed 
a motion for payment on attor-

with officers from the Prestons­
burg Police Department. during 
which one officer said that CasUe 
had tried to grab his gun, which 
added a charge of attempted 
murder lO Castle's offenses. 

Last week a competency 
hearin2 was held in circuit court 
during which a psychiatrist testi­
fied that Castle was back on his 
med1cation by U1e Lime he was 
examined aud po ed no threat to 
others. The doctor elaborated 
that CasUe depended on the mail 
for his medication and it was 
occasionally delayed. He further 
said that Castle would only need

Circuit court partially granted 

that motion to vacate the ruhng. 
"The court notes that this 

area is virtually uncharted terri­
tory of Kentucky law and thi 
con olidated action . eem to be 
the ptoncer weathering through 
the dark forest of confl.icl.ing 
mtere ts and there's little prece­
dent to guide the way," tbe order 
read. "The Supreme Court has 
clarified for us that the actions 
of the board were indeed viola­
lions of the Open Meetings Act, 
but along this path lhat has been 
cleared, thi case has again hit a 
crossroad WJth the 1ssuc of 
damages for uch a violation." 

Ratliff voluntarily retired 
after be was reassigned to teach 
in 1993-1994. Tue court ordered 
him to receive damages compa­
rable to what he would have 
made had he not done so. 

Thompson became a princi­
pal in the Lawrence Coumy 
cbool system. The court 

ordered that be obtain damages 
comparable to what be would 
have made bad he , tayed in 
Floyd County. 

In a final judgment on 
February 12, 2002, lhe circuit 
court awarded Ratliff 
$186,583.04 and Thomp on 
$158,925.61. Both men were 
reinstated to their former posi­
tions "for a limited time" o that 
the board could reimburse them.

nation's history very real for 
me. 

If you, like me, are part of 
the uninitiated, ple;1se allow me 
to tell you about the Chisholm 
Trail and Llle Chisholm Trail 
Heritage Center that seeks to 
preserve this part of our nation's 
hi tory. This trail was the route 
for the greatest animal migra­
tion known to man. On this 
wind-swept trail, millions of 
longhorn cattle were driven 
from deep m Texas through 
[ndian Territory to tbe railroads 
in Kansas. 

The Heritage Center was 
something special to see, and if 
you are ever in this pan of the 
country I would highly recom­
mend that you pay this attrac­
tion a visit When Iris and I 
pulled into the parking lot, 
tbere was a life-sized bronze 
sculpture that depicted the 
Chisholm Trail that was created 
by Paul Moore. I was told this 
sculpture cost a million dollars 
to create and it featured a cov· 
ered wagon being pulled by 
large horses, a chuck wagon 
and a good number of longhorn 
cattle following behind. 
Remember, this sculpture is 
life-sized, so you can imagine 
bow impressive it is. This, 
however, was only the harbin­
ger of things to come.

I got a good glimp e of 
the Old West several months 
ago when I was in Dunc.an, 
Oklahoma to speak at the annu­
al Chamber of Commerce 
Banquet. While I was there, Iris 
Cope, my host. who works for 
the chamber, gave me a person­
al tour of the area. One of the 
attractions that made a real 
impression on me was the 
Chisholm Trail Heritage Center. 

Over the years I bad heard of 
!.he Chisholm Trail, but did not 
know anything about it. For a 
country boy who was raised in 
the back of a restaurant and 
helped his father r.rise two cot­
too crops, it was an eye opener 
that made this part of our 

The trail began about a hun­
dred or so miles south of Fort 
Worth, Texas, and went north­
ward tJtrougb open count.ry to 
the Oklahoma Territory, then 
through what is now the state of 
Oklahoma. The original trail 
passed by the communities of 
Duncan, Rush Springs, 
Chickasha, and west of 
Oklahoma City and on to 
Kansas Territory. From the 
Kansas tine, the trail continued 
nonbward to the railroad that 
was located several miles west 
of what is now the city of 
Wichita. 

Once inside, there were a 
number of exhibits like an 
authentic chuck-wagon that 
was the center of life on the 
trail, a collection of western art.

Kiltl8 who! oncls fumes 
over comments by fonner 
White Sox star

SAN FRANCISCO - A 
cheery Barry Bonds sprawled 
himself across a leather club­
house sofa, stretched his leg and 
pronounced he was ready to talk 
_ and after several minutes, the 
conversation turned from his 
surgically repaired right knee to 
Ron Kittle. 

When told that the former 
White Sox slugger's new book 
quotes the San Francisco star as 
saying "I don't sign for white 
people" before a game at 
Wrigley Field 12 years ago, 
Bonds became infuriated. 

"Who is Kittle? How long did 
be play? He played in our 
teague?" Bonds said ThUISday. 
"Hal Do you guys believe that? 
... Do you guys know my life his­
tory a little bit? One, you insult 
my children, who are half-white. 

.. I was married to a woman 
who was white, so let's get real. 
I don't even know the guy. Tell 
him he's an ... idiot. Somebody 
said he wanted a piece of me. 
Tell him I'm at 24 Willie Mays 
Plaza and he can come get me 
anytime he wants to - with plea­
sure. Don't insult my family." 

In Kittle's book. "Tales from 
the White Sox Dugout," he 
writes that he approached Bonds 
at his locker in the visitors' club­
house at Wrigley Field about 
autographing three jerseys to be 
auctioned for a cancer charity. 
Kittle retired after the 1991 sea­
son, and Bonds and the Giants 
were in Chicago to face the 
Cubs. 

"It's the truth. I don't lie," 
Kittle told The Associated Press 
in a phone interview Tuesday. "I 
tell it as it is. It's unfortunate it 
happened. And I dido 't bring it 
up to sell the books."

in numerous tournaments. 
Unlike anglers who largely

Lynch typically fishes along 
the inundated creek channel 
edges, the former banks that 
have been well covered by the 
impounded Tennessee River 
waters for more than a half cen­
tury. 

"The water on top of the 
bank might be as little as five or 
six feet deep or as much as 10 or 
1S feet, and it drops off into 
deeper water in the creek or 
ditch," he said. 

"If you're just getting started, 
what you might want to do is get 
some marker buoys and mark 
off a couple hundred yards of 

The 1983 AL Rookie of the 
Year said the book's co-author, 
Bob Logan, asked him to write 
about the good and bad aspects 
of the game. 

"This was one of the rotten 
things that happened," said 
Kittle, who claims he wrote the 
book before Bonds testified to a 
grand jury in the BALCO 
steroids investigation.

'Barry, if you sign these, they'll 
bring in a lot of money for kids 
who need help.' Bonds stood up, 
looked me in the eye and said, ' I 
don't sign for white people."' 

Kittle wrote that former 
Giants infielder Matt Williams 
came between him and Bonds, 
and Williams said, "Ron, that' 
the way he is." 

Kittle, who founded Indiana 
Sports Charity in 1989, told the 
Associated Press that he was so 
angry afterward that be tore up 
one of the jerseys in disgust. 
Then, he left the ballpark and 
drove "about 1'50 mph" to his 
daughter's softball game and sat 
there in shock. 

"I go out of my way to do 
things for people," Kittle said. 
"1 would have rather bad him 
say, 'Maybe another time.' I 
would have been all for it." 

While incensed over Kittle' 
accusations, Bonds said 
Thursday he was pleased with 
the progress of his recovering 
right knee. But he dismissed a 
report that he hit soft toss in the 
batting cage Wednesday, saying 
he was just playing catch. 

He had done little baseball 
work as of yet. 

"You'll see soft toss when 
you see those bats hanging up 
there," Bonds said, pointing 
toward his locker "I've been 

the creek bank (using a onar 
depth-finder), then come back 
and fish it," he said.

"A creek may run for a half­
mile, and bass are going to be 
along it somewhere - but not 
just everywhere," Lynch said. 
"You want to look for some lit­
tle inegularity, maybe a rock 
pile or a little cut - something 
different that will hold a school 
of fish." 

That's a distinct advantage of 
deeper structure fishing. Instead 
of a good spot holding a single 
bass, a feature along a ledge 
might be attended by a dozen or 
more adult fish. Find a hot zone 
and it might be possible to catch 
a limit on consecutive casts. 

"You have to find the differ­
ent spots along the creeks, and 
you need to fmd where they are 
in relation to the drop-off on any 
given day," Lynch said. 
"Sometimes they'll get up on 
top and sometimes they '11 be on 

swinging around with my heavy 
bat right now, trying to work on 
my bands." , 

"Hey, Murphy, have ~ 
touched any of my bats?" Bonds 
hollered to longtime equipment 
manager Mike Murphy. "I don't 
even know where they are." 

Bonds has been sidelined all 
season following three operations 
on hi right knee since Jan. 31, 
the mo t recent on May 2 to drain 
fluid and examine an infection. 

Bonds said he isn't ready to 
guess when be might step back 
in the batter's box. He was 
scheduled for a routme doctor's 
appointment Friday to have his 
blood tested and another SundaYt 
with Dr. Robert Armstrong. 
Trainer Stan Conte believes 
Bonds could be off antibiotics 
sometime next week. 

Will he be back this season? 
"I still don't know," Bonds said 

"You guys will know when I'll be 
ready. You'll see. There's no reason 
to discuss that stuff until I'm with 
my teammates on the field'' 

Bonds said in spring training 
he could miss half the season or 
even the entire year, but has 
been more optimistic recently 
about a return. One popular 
timetable - though the club 
won't make any predictions -~· 
has Bonds returning sometime 
around the All-Star break. He 
turn 41 on July 24. 

Bonds is third on the career 
home runs list with 703, 11 
behind Babe Ruth and 52 from 
tying Hank Aaron's record. 
Bonds batted .362 last season 
with 45 homers and 101 RBis 
and walked a major league­
record 232 times on the way to 
his record eventh MVP award.

ledge for 20 yards and give up, 
you won't develop any confi­
dence," Lynch said. "You need 
to tum the trolling motor on and 
keep casting down that banklll' 
long enough to find the fish." 

Offshore fishing won't 
always be wildly productive, but 
if applied with some diligence, 
it almost always will be more 
generous late spring through 
early fall than shoreline fishing, 
Lynch peculated. 

"Some days you really have 
to work and look for fish to catch 
a few, but some days it's easy," 
he aid. "You' U have days when 
there's enough current to posi­
tion the fish on the drops, you'll 
find schools of them and you can 
catch 60 or 70." If!'

"We had to make a dcctsiOo 
ba ed on the sevcrit} of the 
injury and the well-being ol the 
neighborhood," said Vaughn. 

"Ordinarily we don t like 
the idea of having to put a bear 
down. but in thi .ca e, tl wa. 
within 50 yard of one house, 
there were women and children 

pre ent very clo e by, and even 
more house a few hundred 
yard. away, .. Vaughn aid. 

"We had to take unusual 
steps . 

"If the bear had tried to move 
with its injury and fallen down 
the hill, it wa. going to end up 
on omebody's front porch. and 
perhap endanger someone. 

"We cho e to negate any 
pos ibility of an accident, or 
allowing an already potentially 
unsafe sttuation to become 
worse," Vaughn said. 

"We decided to not leave 
the bear suffering in that shape 
and with so many houses in 
every direction," he concluded. 

Officers Vaughn and Homer 
Pigman collected the bear, 
which will be . ent for necropsy 
by the diagno tic lab at the 
University of Kentucky. 
Wildlife officials hope to clari­
fy further the animal' injuries.

SAN ANTONIO -Already a 
hero back home in Argentina, 
Manu Ginobili made himself pretty 
popular in this big or Texas town. 

Ginobili started the game's 
deci ive urge by bowling over 
Ben Wallace early in the fourth 
quarter, a play that resulted in a 
disputed foul on Wallace and 
started the San Antonio Spurs 
on their way to an 84-69 victory 
in Game 1 of the NBA Finals on 
Thursday night. 

Wallace ripped off his head­
band in disgust, and Ginobili's free 
throw on the ensuing technical foul 
against Wallace began a 19-4 run 
that put San Antonio ahead by 17. 
He later added a dunk and a 3-
pointer to tave off Detroit's subse­
quent rally in one of the lowest 
scoring finals games ever. 

It was an awesome second 
half for Ginobili, especially in 
the fourth quarter when his dri­
ves into the lane produced sever­
al tmpressive baskets. Ginobili 
shot 9-for-1 0 in the econd half 
and led all corers with 26 
points. 15 in the fourth quarter. 

''I struggled in the flrst half so 
I was very upset. I tried to come 
back with more energy and more 
aggressiveness," said Ginobili, 
who won a gold medal last sum­
mer at the Athens Olympics. 

"When I started feeling that 
everything was going good for 
me, I just felt I was great, could­
n't feel better. This is the NBA 

• Finals, and the flrst game is key. 
This was probably one of the 
highlights of my season." 

Tim Duncan added 24 points 
and 17 rebound and Tony 
Parker scored 1 5 points for the 
Spurs, who recovered from an 
early 13-point deficit to win the 
opener of lhe series - only the 
third time in NBA history the 
past two champions have 
squared off in the fmal . 

The point total tied for the 
fourth-lowest in the final in the 
shot clock era, eight off the 
record etonApril7, 1955, when 
Fort Wayne beat Syracuse 74-71. 
The Piston ' 69 points were the 
third-lowest in the finals, 15 off 

Utah's total in a 42-point loss to 
Chicago on June 7, 1998. 

Game 2 is Sunday night. <md in 
all likelihood it'll be another del cn­
ive-minded, grind-11-om gmne.

Ginobili tartcd doing hi thing.

Detroit 's Richard Hamiltnn 'atd. 

"lt wa a tough call,'' P~u ker 
aid. "He got mad after that. and

Ginobili·s free thnm started 
a 5-0 run that ended "ith him 
driving the lane and ngam fl~ll­
tening Wallace- this time v.ith 
nothing caUcd - tO make lt 60 
53. Two more drives into the 
lane coding in basket · follm ed 
during a 7-0 run, Ginobili dra\\ 
ing a foul against Hamilwn on 
the econd one and cumpleung 
the three-point play for a 67 5.'i 
lead with 7:38 rcm<nning. 

It was 74-57 before Dcuoit 
had a 10-0 run to qutet th 
Spur · home crowd, but Ginobili 
brought them back to life hy dri 
ving the lane for a left-handed 
dunk and then knocking down a 
3-pointcr with 2 minutes left. 

"He's a slasher. a <>hooter, .tn 
energy guy - and he d1d all of 
those," aid Detroit's Chaunccv 
Billups, who scored 25 plllnts. 

Hamilton shot 7-lor-21 ,md 
scored 14 points for the Pi tons. 
who missed at lea t a half-uotcn 
layup before Wallace lo~t his 
compo. ure to hift the momcn-

tum squarely to the Spurs. 
"We got outworked all night. 

That's it No other conunents," 
Ben Wallace aid. 

Teammate Rasheed Wallace 
also didn't have much to say. 

'They won. We lost They made 
hms. We didn't Bottom line," were 

hi only post-game comments. 
The Pi ton ' length bothered 

the Spurs right from the tart, 
with Rasheed Wallace able to 
poke the ball away for two 
. teal in the fiiSt 6 minutes as 
the Pistons opened a 13-4 lead. 
Duncan had a turnover, a missed 
dunk and a bobbled shot auempt 
before he made his f~rst basket, 
clearly bothered by Rasheed 
Wallace·s defense. 

A blocked shot by Billups -
yes, even the point guard was 
altering shots - led to a break­
away layup by Hanlilton for a 
17-4 lead. The Spurs pulled to 
20- 17 by the end of the f!I t 
quarter and tied the game 33-33 
3 1/2 minutes before halftime. 

"We knew it was going to be 
like this: these guys are a heck 
of a defensive squad," Duncan 
\aid. "That's what you saw in 
that first half. I think we all 
started out with a littJe bit of jit­
ten; ... I mis ed a dunk and stuff 
like that. Just had to have the 
game start corning to me. Once 
we started going there, every­
body got comfortable and r 
think we got through it" 

San Antonio finally went 
ahead when Duncan rebounded 
Bruce Bowen's airball and 
dropped il in for a 42-41 lead, 
and the Spurs stayed ahead for 
the rc t of the third quarter and 
took a 55-51 lead into the fourth.

Luke Hud on won his sea-

the Tampa Bay Devil Rays 14-
5 on Thursday. 

"We've got some confi­
dence going;· first baseman 
Sean Casey said.

1918. No rally was needed after 
the AL'. wor t pitching staff 
bungled another one away. 

Casey Fo sum (2-4) walked 
a ·eason-htgh six in only four 
innings. needing I 02 pitches to 
get that far. By the time he left 
trailing 5-1 , the tone was set. 

Tampa Bay pitchers walked 
eighl in all. increa ing their 
totaJ to 252, most in the major 
leagues. Cincinnati hit two 
more homers - 11 overall in the 
series- while reaching a season 
high in runs. 

They had a Jot of help. 
"Uh, look," manager Lou 

Piniella aid, summing up his 
last-place team's plight. "When 
you're last in the league in 
pitching and last in the league 
in errors. thal's not a good com­
bination to win ba eball games. 
We're last in the league in 
walks. There's a direct correla­
tiOn between those things." 

Hudson (1-0). sidelined 

since spring training by a sore 
shoulder, was activated before 
the game and gave up three hits, 
including two-run homers by 
Carl Crawford and Jorge Cantu. 
Hudson also drew a walk with 
the bases loaded, reached on an 
error and scored twice. 

The right-hander was a con­
tender for the rotation heading 
into spring training, but made 
only one stare before tlle shoul­
der gave him problems. The 
three-month setback made the 
victory especially satisfying. 

"It was rewarding," Hudson 
said.

The Reds racked up 34 runs 
during the sweep, which provid­
ed a momentary reprieve. The 
club's chief executive flew to 
Colorado for the final game of a 
trip last Sunday, warning that 
major changes would be made if 
the team didn't start winning.

The career of just about 
every great slugger traces the 
arc of a home run: lt takes off 
with breathtaking power and 
swiftness, levels off late in flight 
and then falls precipitously. 

Alex Rodriguez took off 
faster than any ballplayer in his­
tory, but the hardest part of his 
journey may just be beginning. 

A-Rod homered twice 
Wednesday night in Milwaukee 
to lock up a win over the Brewers 
and in the process, at age 29, 
became the youngest ballplayer 
to reach the 400-HR plateau. 

It wasn't a big deal in these jaded 
times. Not even for the Yankees. 

They've got an old-looking 
pitching staff, they've won only 
twice in cheir lasL 11 games and 
The Boss is breathing down 
their necks. So you'll have to 
pardon them from opting out of 
the debate over whether 
Rodriguez will become the 
greatest hitter of a11 time. The 
rest of us can't use that excuse. 

Rodriguez got a polite stand­
ing ovation from Milwaukee 
fans in lhe eighth inning, a few 
forearm bashe on his return to 
the dugout, a souvenir photo 
holding the bat and ball after­
ward and this brief tribute from 
manager Joe Torre: 

"That's pretty incredible;' 
said Torre, who watched the 
highlight shot from the clubhouse 
after getting tossed for arguing a 
few innings earlier. "'The shape 
he's in, the way he works, who 
knows where be's going." 

For baseball's sake, it better 
be far. We '11 get to the daunting 
challenges Rodriguez will face 
in the future, but first a few 
words about what he can do for 
the game at the present moment. 
In chis, the first season of steroid 
withdrawal, it's hard to find a 
better name to pencil in atop the 

homer list. And the longer be 
stays there, the better. 

Whatever credibility this era 
has won't be provided by suspi­
ciously muscle-bound sluggers 
like Barry Bonds, Sammy Sosa 
and Mark McGwire. They might 
be that rare confluence of once­
in-a-genemtion sluggers that their 
numbers suggest. Or they might 
be, as someone else suggested, 
''Harmon Killebrew with a lot of 
extra at-bats," propped up past 
their prime by artificial means. 

Rodriguez isn't muscle­
bound or old. Yet. And he's 
untainted by steroids. So far. 

That means he'll only have to 
average 35 home runs for the 
next 10 years and he's home 
free. By now, enough people 
have crunched the numbers to 
provide a frame-by-frame refer­
ence of bow hard that will be. 
For starters, look at what 
injuries did to Ken Griffey, 
whose career home-run pace A­
Rod just passed, and the picture 
comes into sharp focus. 

The first thing A-Rod should 
do is quit dropping hints about 
not sticking around long 
enough. His productivity, drive 
and luck will determine that. 
More than a few guys would 
have sold their soul for the 
chance to keep on playing _ 
think Mickey Mantle - and a 
few apparently already have. 

To minimize wear and tear 
and cut down on collisions, 
Rodriguez is going to have to 
leave the infield. The top 10 
spots on the all-time list - from 
No. 1 Henry Aaron to lOth­
place Rafael Palmeiro - are 
claimed by outfielders. first 
basemen and-or part-time desig­
nated-hitters. That's not a coin­
cidence. 

And then there's the matter 
of advancing age. As Jayson 
Stark pointed out on ESPN.com, 
Rodriguez has such a jump on

If you're Jooking for "Kingdom 
of Heaven" to be an allegory of our 
current situation in the Middle East, 
you'll find that ,they do in fact have 
one lhing in common: Both the fihn 
and the cwrent state of affairs are a 
bloody mess.

- Ru sian "astrologist" Marina Bai 

ba filed a lawsuit in the Pre nensky di -
trict court in Mo cow against the U.S.
