At the FBI, too few ranking managers know the answer, 
according to the late t broad ide against the bureau·. post -Sept. 
11 efforts toward reform. 

The scathing critique focuses on the lack of expertise in coun­
terterrorism among high-level managers respons1ble for just that. 
It' tempting to dismis. the charge as bcl1yaching, since it comes 
from a lawyer representing an agent an Arabic-speaking, 

·Egyptian-born American ct11zen who was passed over for promo­
tion and is now suing the bureau. 

But consider that the criticism comes after the following in 
recent week alone: 

A blistering report from a bipartisan presidential commission 
that faulted rhe FBI for "ambitions (that) have led it into unncce~­
sary new turf batlles with the CIA." 

A Justice Department report identifying FBJ weaknesses that 
led to the Sept. 11 attacks. Citing ··rapid turnover" among countcr­
terronsm managers at FBI headquarters. the report said they often 
lack "time, ability or incentive to acquire the expert knowledge 
related to their functions." 

An update from the Sept. 11 commi sion expressing disap­
pointment in the FBI's failure to develop a new $170 million com­
puterized case-management system. "We have been taken aback," 
said commissioner Jamie Goreli k, former deputy attorney gener­
al. 

To be fair, the Justice report cites significanl changes by the 
bureau to bulk up intelligence gathering and analysis. The FBI has 
received good marks for better information sharing with other 
agencies. And, bowing to the presidential commission, it will 
allow the White House's national intelligence director to help !ill 
the FBI's No. 3 position of intelligence chief. 

Bul it concerns u that the FBI's official rebuttal nitpicks the 
Justice finding of harmful turnover among counterterrorism 
supervisors. "His not ' rapid turnover' from an FBI perspective,'' 
the bureau said. 

Hold on there. The FBI perspective i just what need chang­
ing, according to critique after critique. Failure to bend in the 
strong wind of change hobbles the bureau' efforts to become 
just what the country needs: an agency that anticipates malevolent 
acts not just cleans up after them.

means more cducauoo or going to work 
And convincing people that all high 
school student need to develop the same 
skill makes tl1t.: challenge even more 
daunting. Many Kentuckian think our 
high schools arc doing. just fine as they 
arc. 

There is no question that some of our 
high schools have tmprovcd. Kentuck) ·s 
college-going rate, for instance, bas 
jumped dramatically since 1998. But the 
progrcs rs falling short of what we need, 
and UJe obsolete design or high school.

the pace of improvement.

So as I at here watching the possi­
ble long-overdue end to basketball's 
2004-05 season, I thought about my 
friend Chuck Damron. 

I used to listen to Chuck and Gene 
Davis often during basketball season 
when the)' were the voices of the 
Pikeville Panthers and I was the sports 
editor of the local paper. Anyttme I left 
a gynmasium I immediately dialed in 
to sec what was happening in another, 
and often wound up listening to Chuck. 

I remember two things vividly from 
his IJ.me on the radio: The phrase '\valk­
no-calf' has been burned into my mem­
ory. and hJs theory about fouling out 

I also remember being at basketball 
games played in the "new" T.W. Oliv­
er Memorial Gymnasium during his 
tenure. The announcers, of course, sit 
counside at Pikeville, right at the scor­
er table. which meant they were 
alway. in the sites of officials who 
were signaling fouls to the table. 

I always laughed and shook my head 
at Damron. who often took umbrage 
with the guys in stripes. and always 
took pride in showing his displeasure: 
Holding a big sheet of paper to empha-•1 size his je ·ture, Damron would wave 
off the official o that all could see, and 
no doubt was repeating the same word 
to tho e li tening on WPKE: 

''Awful. Ju lawful." 
The best thing about Damron is 

that he often did this when calls were 
made against the oppositjon, not just 
when they went against his Panthers. 

But I digress. 
It was Damron's theory that no 

player hould be forced out of a game 
due to fouls. He liked the foul limit. 
hul believed penalties should only be a 
stiffer punishment, not being banished 
to the sideline. If Jody Thompson, for 
example, picked up his sixth foul, 
Jody's opponent would be allowed 
two shots and the ball, but he would 
sli II be allowed to play. 

That would deter a player from just 
hacking away, but still keep said play­
er in the game down the stretch.

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Wheeless' ninth-inning homer sends 
Longhorns back to CWS championship series

OMAHA, Neb. - Chance 
Wheeles ' right shoulder hurt so 
much in the sixth inning that be 
couldn't even run out a grounder. 

Three innings later, the 
Texas first ba eman was able to 
ju t jog around the bases. 

Wheeless shook off a sore 
boulder and homered in the 

bottom of the ninth to lead the 
Longhorns to a 4-3 victory over 
Baylor on Wednesday and into 
the championlhip round at the 
College World Series. 

"Every swing I took that I put 
the bat on the ball, it was just 
excruciating pain," Wheeless said. 

The win sent Texas (54-16) 
into the best-of-three champi­
onship series for the second 
straight year. The Longhorns, 
national runners-up to Cal State 
Fullerton in 2004, will play 
either Arizona State (42-24) or 
Florida (47-21). 

Arizona State, led by Erik 
Averill's five-hitter on two 
days' rest, beat the Gators 6-1 
earlier Wednesday. That forced 

. a game Thursday night to deter­
mine which team was to move 
on to the championship round 
that starts Saturday. 

Wheeless' homer atoned for 
hi error i.n the seventh inning, 
which led to the tying and go­
ahead runs for Baylor (46-24). 
Wheeless lost Kenn Kasparek's 
throw in the sun after the pitch­
er fielded Seth Fortenberry's 
bunt. One run carne home on 
the play and Fortenberry ended 

up on third before coring on 
Kevin Sevtgny's hit. 

The Longhorns tied it at 3 in 
the eighth when Nick Peoples 
scored on a play at the plate. 
Peoples ran into catcher Jo h 
Ford, who was blocking the 
plate without the ball. 

Umpire Mike Conlin ruled 
obstruction and called Peoples 
safe. Baylor coach Steve Smith 
argued unsucces fully that Peoples 
mtentionally collided with Ford 
and should have been ejected. 

That set the stage for Whee­
less in the ninth. 

Texas coach Augie Garrido 
told Wheeless that he was 
thinking of having Clay Van 
Hook pinch hit for him becau e 
of his boulder injury. 

"That first swing when it 
popped out, 1 dido 't know what 
was going to happen the rest of 
the day," Wheeless said. 

After talking Garrido into 
letting him hit, Wheeless sent 
Ryan LaMotta's 1-l pitch over 
the right-field fence for his fifth 
homer of the season. 

Wheeless, 1-for-4 Wednes­
day and 3-of-12 in the CWS, 
initially injured his shoulder in 
Monday's game against TUlane. 
On a check swing during his 
last at-bat, he said, the shoulder 
popped out and back in quickly. 

He said he was ore The -
day, but took batting practice 
with no problem Wednesday 
afternoon. 

[t was apparent the houlder 
was hurting during the game. 
Still, he refused to let Garrido 
sit him. 

"I had a feeling,'' Wheeless 
said. ''1 thought maybe I would 
get a base hit or somclhing like 
thai. Getting the game-winning 
hit is ju t huge:' 

Garrido said he was glad he 
gave in to Wheeless' wish. 

''AU year long, whether it's 
our coaching staff or other 
coaching staffs: 'Why doesn't 
omebody step up and do some­

thing? Come on, show a little 
courage."' Garrido said. "Now 
the guy wants to do thi . and l 
go back to the dugout and a 
couple people in there go, 'Why 
arc you letting him hil'' He's 
got a bad shoulder. He doe. n' L 

have a chance.' 
"l said, 'The guy wants to be 

a hero."' 
Baylor, making its first 

CWS appearance since 1978. 
reached Wednesday's game 
with a thrilling comeback win 
over Tulane on Tuesday night, 
rallymg from a 7-0 deficit for 
an 8-7 victory. 

J. Brent Cox (8-3) was the 
winner in relief. LaMotta (5-2) 
took the loss. 

Arizona State 6, Flonda l 
Averill (1 1-4) threw his five­

hitter in 92-degree heat, retiring 
the last eight batters for his fifth 
complete game this cason. 

"He told me before the 
game, Tm going nine.' 1 lis­
tened to him," ASU coach Pat 
Murphy said. 

The Sun Devils, who came 
into the CWS with the fewest 
wins of any team in the field. 
have won three straight after 
losing in the first round. and are 

5-0 in NCAA tournament elim­
ination games. 

Averill\ outing was a help 
to a relief cw ps that had 
worked 16 1-3 of ASU's 26 pre­
vious innings. The relievers 
were allowed tn sta) back at the 
team hotel until a half-hour 
before the game. 

"My mind-set going in was 
to get as many inning a I 
could because our bullpen has 
been a little tired,., Averill said. 
"I just tried to put the ball in 
play and let our defense take 
care of iL" 

Averill had thrown 76 pitch­
e in 5 2-3 mnings of the Sun 
Dev1ls' 4-2 win over Tennessee 
on Sunday.

Littering of Kentucky's waterways 
reflec poo on everyone

FRANKFORT- One of the 
ugly s1de effects as the sununer 
boating season kicks into full 
gear is the amount of unsightly 
trash that washes up on the 
hores of our lakes. Boaters 

throw much of this trash over­
board, but trash also accumu­
lates around boat ramps, public 
access areas, popular bank 
areas for fishing and around 
boat in camping areas. 

"Littering reflects poorly on 
all who use our water 
resources," said Benjy Kinman, 
director of fisheries for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources 

(KDFWR). "Trash in our 
waterways is not only unsight­
ly, but it is potentially harmful 
to fish and wildlife." 

Fishing line is a hannful sub­
stance to leave in and around 
waterways. Ducks, geese, tur­
tles and fi h can become 
ensnared in discarded fi hing 
line. The fishing line will till be 
in the water and harmful to 
wildlife when the litter bug's 
children reach adulthood. 

off blood flow and can lead to 
severe, deadly infections." 

Another painful a.~;pect of lit­
tering is the image it create · m 
the minds of visitor'> and those 
who rarely u c public water­
ways. "Trash is not only an eye-
ore. but it's a bad rctlectton on 

boater , anglers and tho. e who 
use public waterways." said 
Jin1 Axon, as i tam qirector of 
fisheries for the KDFWR. 
"Boaters and angler can play 
an important role in reducing 
thi problem by leaving the e 
areas more attractive for other 
users that before you arrived."

They want to see clean areas 
free of trash." 

Keep farm ponds in check 

"Discarded fishing line is 
common around any popular 
fishing spot." said David 
McChesney, wildlife program 
coordinator for the KDFWR. 
"Any bird can be affected and 
I've seen turtle· and waterfowl 
entangled in discarded fishing 
line. This can lead to death or 
the loss of appendages and can 
affect their ability to feed or 
defend themselve from preda­
tors. Fishing line entanglements 
may have a tourniquet effect 
that restricts or completely cuts-

Pack out what you bring in 
to a public fishing or camping 
area. Discarded monofllamcm 
line may be wound into a tight 
ball and stored in a pocket until 
it can be disposed of properly. 
Bring a trash bag on your boat 
and place all trash in it until you 
arrive back at the marina or 
boat ramp. Tra!;h cans are read­
ily available in these areas. If

In addi­
tion to the aesthetic impact, 
excessive vegetation also can 
promote the overpopulation of 
bluegill because bass can't get 
at them :m I oxygen depletion 
as the plant-; decay. 

If your r rm pond is covered 
in a thick mat of green goo or 
choked \\ ith bright green oat-

cal I kc flowers, you must 
fir t figure out what vegetation 
is ovcrtaJ...wg your pond in 
order to c1'nlrol it. 

'The b1, •gcst deal is to identi­
fy what vegetation you are try­
ing to get rid of so you elect the 
correct control," said Kerry 
Prather. central fishery disuict 
biologiq ror the Kentucky 
Depart Ill(' n1 of rish and Wildlife 
Resource!' und un expert at farm 
pond management 

Sotnc landowners shy away 
from using cht:rnical on their 
ponds and try a biological con-
~rol by us1ng triploid grass carp 
while some other landowner 
want quick results by using a 
chemical control. The best con-

trol may be a combination of 
both chemicals and grass carp. 

"One chemical won't kill 
everything," Prather explained, 
"and grass carp may not cat 
everything in your pond that is 
causing problems. Some 
landowners use chemicals at 
first to get a quick control and 
use triploid gra s carp to main 
tain the control." 

The ugly, green cotton like 
floating mats of filamentous algae 
is one of the main culprits in tak­
ing over faon ponds. Treat ftla­
mentous algae with Cutrine-Plus, 
K-TEA, Hydrothal191 or coptxr 
sulfate. Triploid grass carp will eat 
this plant for the first year or two 
after stoCking. Filamentous algae 
is what mo t people call "moss." 

Triploid grass carp are good 
controllers of submerged vege­
tation such as curly-leaf 
pondweed whose leaves look 
like green crinkle cut French 
frie . Another common sub­
merged vegetation in ponds is 
coontail. Coontail vegetatiOn 
looks like it sounds; the ends of 
the plant fonn a bushy "tail:' 
Other submerged vegetatiOn 
found in farm ponds are mil­
foil, common naiad and 
muskgrass. Shading the plants 
with black plastic for two to 
four weeks kills submerged 
aquatic vegetation, but only 
shade small portions of lhc 
pond at a time. Chemicals such 
as Reward, Avast!, 4 D. 
Komeen, Weedtrine and 
Aquacide controls submerged 
vegetation as well. 

Emerged vegetation uch as 
cattails, water lillies, creeping 
water primrose and floating leaf 
pondweed can be controlled by 
the application of chemical 
such as Rodeo, Reward, 
Aquacide and 4-D . Triplmd 
grass carp are not a good con-

trol for these types of plants. 
Floating aquatic vegetation 

are the hardest weeds to control 
in a pond. Triploid grass carp 
wiJJ not control these types of 
aquatic plants. The tiny bright 
green to whitish plants that 
look like tiny pieces of oatmeal 
are called watermeal while a 
similar plant that is larger with 
fine tentacles hanging from 
their bottom side is known as 
duckweed. Avast! and Sonar 
are both good chemicals to use 
to control these plants. 

Chemical applications must 
be done carefully in order to pro­
tect yow- farm pond. Follow all 
in tructions from the chemical 
manufacrurer and some chemi­
cals may prohibit the use of the 
pond for irrigation, live tock 
watering, swinuning and even 
fi bing and fish consumption for 
a period of time after applica­
tion. Treat only sections of the 
pond at a time. Being too aggres­
sive with chemical application 
may kill off so much plant life 
that it ties up oxygen in the water 
that can lead to ftSh kills. Most 
chemical hould be applied m 
water above 55 degrees. 

Another easy to do control is 
to manually remove problem 
aquatic plants in early spring 
before they reproduce. A garden 
rake, dragging a heavy cable or 
chain aero. the bottom of the 
pond, pulling by hand or mow­
ing with a scythe all help control 
aquatic plants. Aquatic plants 
comain good amounts of nitro­
gen and phosphorus so they may 
be tilled into your garden or 
applied to a compost pile.

CINCINNATI - The Cincin­
nati Reds arc in the bands of a 
self-de cribed "baseball guy" 
for at least the re t of the season. 

Bench coach Jerry Narron 
wa'i promoted to interim manag­
er after the Reds fired Dave 
Miley on Tuesday. Cincinnati 
won Narron's debut Tuesday 

night, 11-4 over St. Louis. 
"God, family and baseball. 

Tho e arc my three passions," 
Narron said "I'm a baseball guy." 

After a 27-43 start, including 
a listless 6-l loss Monday night 
to St. Louis, the Reds made the 
long-expected move ot replac­
ing Miley. 

''We were not doing the things 
you've got to do every day," gen­
eral manager Dan O'Brien said. 
"We aw that things were not 
going to change.'' 

Pitching coach Don Gullett 
also was ftred. Vern Ruhle, the 
Reds' minor league pitching 
coordinator, will handle the job 
for the remainder of the season. 

Narron, like a thou and man­
agers before him, said he would 
stress fundamentals, basic 
things at which the Reds had 
become lax. 

"I'm mtense," he aid. "I have 
a pa sion for it, a love for it." 

Narron said he had been dis­
ecting the team's problems the 

past couple of months, but still 
regretted that Miley and Gullett

His previous season 
highs were 11 hits, by the Reds 
in his 6-5 loss on April 13, and 
six runs by Cincinnati and two 
other teams. 

Dunn led off the second and 
lhird innings with home runs 
and moved into a tie for the NL 
lead with his 19lh and 20th 
home runs. The Reds jumped 
out to a 7-0 lead while improv­
ing to 2-0 under interim manag­
er Jerry Narron, who was pro­
moted from bench coach on 
Tuesday to replace the flred 

Dave Miley. 
''I told (Dunn) if he hits 

three, he's leading off Friday," 
Narron said. 

Dunn struck out leading off 
the fLfth inning. 

Reds starter Ramon Ortiz 
(3-5) didn' t allow a hit in his 
first career appearance against 
St. Louis until Mark 
Grudzielanek led off the fifth 
with his seventh home run of 
the season. Ortiz gave up flve 
hits and three runs in seven 
innings for his second win in 
hi last three starts.

LEXINGTON- Every year, 
many Latin American players 
take a chance and move to the 
United States to play baseball, 
one of the most important parts 
of their childhood. 

Lexington Legends outfield 
er Francisco CarabaHo, from 
Anaco, Venezuela, and hitting 
coach Rodney Linares, from 
the Dominican Republic, were 
happy to make the transition. 

After beginning his career 
with the Detroit Tigers in 1997 
and playing for a couple of years, 
Linares fmi bed his playing 
career for the Houston Astros, 
but. tayed in the system to coach. 
He just couldn't leave baseball. 

"Back in the Dominican, 
either you play baseball, or you 
don't do anything," Linare 
said. "It's like a religion." 

Linares says that the tirst 
thing a kid gets is a glove, if 
they can afford it. If not, many 
Dominican children will play 
with milk carton gloves or use 
rags roHed up as balls and hit 
them with sticks. These chil­
dren will do anything to be able 
to play baseball. 

Caraballo played two years 
in rhe Venezuelan Summer 

League before coming to the 
United States. He agrees that 
the intensity of baseball is dif­
ferent in the United States than 
in hi home country. 

"The fans are more active," 
Caraballo said. "Over here, 
people are a little calmer. Over 
there. they go crazy. [t docsn 't 
matter if they are losing or not." 

The language barrier was 
not a big issue for Caraballo or 
Linare . They both learned 
English quickly and were com­
mitted to improving it. , 

"Everywhere l went, I tried 
to watch American television," 
Linares said. ''My roommates 
were always American players, 
and they played a big part in it. 
I would tell them not to speak 
to me in Spanish." 

Caraballo learned English 
differently. His mother used to 
live in the United States and 
speaks English fluently, which 
helped in hi studying. He also 
took five years of grammatical 
English at the high school level. 

"With just those five years, it 
became pretty easy," Caraballo 
said. "I couldn't understand 
everything, but l wasn't afraid 
to speak it and make mistakes." 

Caraballo and Linares both 
agree that the climate was by 

far the hardest part of the tran­
sition. 

"I've been in cold weather, 
but playing in cold weather and 
working in cold weather is some­
thing d.iffet'ent," Linares said. 

After a few years of being 
thousands of miles away from 
their families, neither of them 
find it that difficult anymore. 

''We are pretty much used to 
how far away I am from them," 
Caraballo said. "The frrst year, 
my mom was pretty sad every 
time I was leaving, but now she 
tells me to go." 

Linares hardly sees his fami­
ly at all, except for his dad, who 
is also in tbe Astros system. 

"I work during the winter, so 
I don't see them much,'' 
Linares said. "I call them and 
r· m on the internet all the time, 
but it's gotten old." 

Although making the move 
to another continent is a huge 
step, Caraballo and Linares, 
along with other Latin Ameri­
can players across the country, 
are happy to be in the United 
States playing baseball.

Morris, Kentucky's tarting cen­
ter last season a a freshman, 
will remain in the NBA draft 
and not return to play basketball 
for the Wildcats. 

"After many talks wtth my 
family, I truly feel thi is the 
best decision for me right now," 
Morris said in a statement 
released Tuesday night by the 
agent that will represent him. 

Morris declared himself eli­
gible for the draft six week ago, 
notifying Kentucky coach 
Tubby Smith by fax of his inten­
tions. Morris did not hire an 
agent, which would have 
allowed him to return to Ken­
tucky if he chose to withdraw 
from lhe June .28 draft. 
~ But the deadline for underclass­

men to withdraw from the draft 
passed at 5 p.m. ED!Tuesday, and 
Kentucky received no notification 
from Moms that he planned to 
return, Athletic Department 
spokeswoman Mandy Polley said. 

The university issued a state­
ment from Smith The day night. 

"Randolph was an important 
part of our team last year and 

will certainly be mi ed," Smith 
said. "We wi h him the very 
best as he pur ues a profession­
al basketball career, ju t as we 
have with every player who has 
pursued those opportunities in 
the past." 

Morris spoke of Kentucky in 
the past tense after a private 
workout for NBA teams in 
Chicago earlier this month and 
also in the statement Thesday. 
Morris has worked out for the 
Memphis Grizzlies, Sacramento 
Kings and Los Angeles Lakers. 

"Words cannot describe how 
much I enjoyed playing for the 
Wildcats and attending chool 
in Lexington," Morris said. 

Morris said in Chicago that 
he had had no contact with his 
Kentucky teammates or coaches 
since entering the draft. 

The 6-foot-10, 266-pound 
Morris chose Kentucky over 
Georgia Tech after considering a 
jump straight from high school 
to lhe NBA. Morris started 33 of 
Kentucky's 34 games this past 
season, averaging 8.8 points and 
4.2 rebounds in 19.8 minutes 
per game as the W.t.ldcats fm­
isbed 28-6. 

Morris struggled much of the 
season with foul trouble- he led 

the team with 102 fouls - but 
played hi best ba ketball in the 
NCAA tournament. He had hi. 
first career double-double 
aga.inst Cincinnati, finishing 
with 11 points and 12 rebounds 
in a 69-60 ccond-round win. In 
a 94-88 double-overtime loss to 
Michigan State in a regional 
final, he cored 20 points. 

The McDonald's AU-Ameri­
ca selection, who attended 
Landmark Christian School in 
Atlanta, was part of a bally­
hooed Kentucky recruiting class 
that included two other McDon­
ald's All-Americans, guards 
Rajon Rondo and Joe Crawford, 
as well as guard Ramel Bradley. 

Morris' primary backups last 
season were a pair of sopho­
mores, 7-foot Lukasz Obrzut 
and 7-foot-3 Shagari Alleyne, 
who combined to average four 
points and 2.5 rebounds per 
game.

vers. teams and even Fl boss 
Bernie EccJcstonc talked of 
!herr desire to change that. 

ldl!as were discussed and 
Eccle tone was persuaded to 
award the U.S. television rights 
to four races to a startup com­
pany that bought ru.r time on 
CBS for the hroadca.ts. 

He also leaked information 
that Renault bos. Fiavio Bria­
torc was hosting a Las Vegas 
busmcs~man during the Cana­
dian Grand Prix two weeks 
ago. lt led to widespread specu­
lation that casino magnate 
Steve Wynn was working with 
the cries to stage a race along 
the Vegas strip. 

But all those talks. efforts 
and ideas were sabotaged when 
concerns over tire safety for the 
seven teams thal use Mkhelin 
caused them to pull out of the 
U.S. Grand Prix. The teams 
begged to reach a compromise 
with the .1-'lA. the world motor­
sports governing body, that 
would allow them to race safe­
ly at Indy. 

When no re elution could be 

reached, 14 cars pulled off the 
race track following the 
warmup lap and went home for 
the day.' The fans at Indy were 
disgusted. Across the world, 
even the most ardent F l sup­
porters were mortified. 

"It was, frankly, a sick joke 
and although I am long retired 
and was 4,000 miles away, I 
felt humiliated and embar­
rassed by what went on;· said 
former world champion Nigel 
Mansell of Britain. 

"It was like watching some­
one commit suicide in public. 
My heart goes out to all those 
thousands of Fl fans who trav­
eled from across America - not 
to mention those who carne from 
overseas. They will not want 
anything more to do with Fl." 

Before worrying about 
recapturing fans, Formula One 
ftrst must figure out if anyone 
in the U.S. still wants to host a 
Gl'and Prix. 

The contract with Indianapo­
lis runs through next cason. 
Indy track boss Tony George, 
who could be seen pacing and 
chatting on his cell phone dur­
ing a frantic race-morning 
meeting, has yet to make him­
self available for comment. 

He did, however, refuse to 
wave the checkered flag when 
Michael Schumacher crossed 
the ftnish line for his first win 
of the season, and George also 
boycotted the post-race podium 
celebration. 

Track officials have said 
only that they are evaluating 
their options for future events, 
although they began accepting 
ticket renewals on Monday 
morning for next year's race. 

If the race does return to 
Indy, some doubt the fans will. 

"Even if we do come back, 
half the crowd in the stands 
won't be back, that's for sllfe." 
driver David Coulthard said. 
"Having this rrustake take 
place, it will be a question of 
what actions will be taken to do 
damage ]imitation.'' 

Sports marketer Mace Ganis of 
Chtcago 's Sportscorp Ltd. ques­
tions Fl 's sincerity in its efforts to 

build an American fan base. 
"They can talk all they want 

about it, but they certainly 
don't act like they want to do 
it," Ganis said. 'They talk and 
talk and talk, then to go ahead 
and shoot themselves in the 
foot by basically destroying the 
event in Indianapolis ... that 
leaves me to question whether 
it is a desire or commitment to 
grow in the U.S." 

Ganis believes F I must 
increase its marketing efforts, 
take its dJivers on an Amencan 
promotional blitz and stage 
more than one race a year in the 
U.S. He poinlS to seven-time 
world champion Schumacher, 
who rivals soccer star David 
Beckham m worldwide popu­
larity, as an example. 

"Hi reach here is extremely 
linlited, he can walk down Fifth 
Avenue in New York and no 
one would know who he is,'' 
Ganis said. "It' the same way 
it was with Beckhan1. They had 
to work to build him here. Now 
he comes into New York and 
L.A. and he is treated like a 
rock star. 

"That's the price of entry 
into the U.S. sports market. lf 
they areo 't prepared to do that, 
they shouldn't be here." 

Drivers agree that the series 
needs more than one event in 
America. Of the 19 races now, 
Indy and Montreal are the only 
two in North America. Most of 
the rest are in Europe and Asia, 
and the time difference forces 
Speed Channel, which hold 
the U.S. broadcast rights. to air 
them live early on Sunday 
mornings. 

''F 1 needs a couple of Amer­
ICan drivers, an American car 
and five races in the States, 
which won't happen," Canadi­
an driver Jacques Villeneuve 
said. "So Las Vegas would be a 
good place for us because it is 
international, people go there 
for a good time, for a party, for 
gambling, so anything will 
work in Vegas." 

Now it's jusl a question of 
whether Vegas - or any other 
U.S. city- wan~ Formula One.

"It's been a true blessing," said 
Linda Wright, of Prestonsburg, a 
homeowner who, along with hu~­
band, Gary Michael, have been 
the happy recipients of some 
home repair work courtesy of a 
group of service workers now in 
the area observing what their 
home churche refer to a 
"Appalachian Work Week." 

Linda and Gary Michael. both 
well known longtime resident of 
Prestonsburg, have both suffered 
some major physical etbacks in 
the last few years. Gary bas been 
in and out of hospitals recovering 

from both heart and lung surg­
eries, along with surgeries done 
on both knees. And to further 
complicate matters, Linda. too, 
suffered some problems with one 
of her shoulders, leading to 
surgery for her, also. 

''We've just had a rough time 
lately," Linda said. "Because of 
our physical limitation , the house 
managed to get in need of repairs, 
and because of the cost of travel­
ing so much to hospitals and doc­
tor appointments aud all, we just 
really haven't had any extra 
money around.'' Linda. who is a 
hair stylist, has been unable to cut 
hair due to the problems with her 
shoulder. Gary Michael, because 

of his health problems, has been 
unable to work al o. 

"But. you know, we never con­
sidered the possibility of asking 
for help ... when you're used to 
doing for yourself, you just never 
really even think of asking for 
help," she said. 

Linda says that it was her asso­
ciation with co-director of the 
Auxier Lifetime Learning Center, 
Sue Schaffer, that lead her to real­
izing that she and Gary Michael 
could receive assi tancc.

most cruel to each other when there is a lack 
of acceptance of differences among them. 
There comes to mind the 10-year-old stu­
dent that was resistant to 'disclo e how her 
classmates were treating her. However, her 
mother quickly went to tell how her daugh­
ter's classmates were different this year. 
''There's a half mix," was her mother' way 
of describing the portion of students in the 
class, based on their parents' financial 
standing. While at a school function, the 
mother said that one of her daughter's class 
mates said to her, "Bet you buy all of her 
clothes at (an expensive store out of town)." 
The girl's mother concluded that her daugh­
ter's cla'\smates had been making remarks 
about her daughter's clothing and wrre 
socially isolating her from the group 

After a child has been U1e "victim" of 
inappropriate behaviors/actions of class-

mates, she is likely to show a change in 
behaviors. While the fourth grader 
de cribed above bad been an "A" student 
with many friends before that particular 
class, she began con istcntly cxprcs ing an 
extreme dislike for school, having physical 
complaints on school day mornings, hav­
ing a decline in grades, and showing a 
change in behaviors. It is not unusual for a 
source of vtolence and cmelty in adoles­
cence to occur in emotional, verbal, and 
physical abuse among dating teens. Also, 
the experience has been that boys are like­
ly to abuse girls more often than vice 
versa. Parents are prone to be unaware of 
these circumstances until typically the girl 
stops dating the boy and spills the beans. 
Not unexpected, these couples show char­
acteristics similar to spouse-abuse, when 
all of the details are told. Needless to say, 

parents and ociety are very concerned 
about what can be done to prevent such cir­
cumstances and be aware of what is hap­
r~ning while it is occurring. 

As we all know, parent cannot com­
pletely control all of the thing, that affect 
their children's lives. After -all, children 
have to pend much of their time away 
home and in the "real world." a place that 
can often be harsh and uncaring. The num­
bers are told over and over again in the 
media: extreme incidences of violence, 
almosl three million crimes, occur on or 
near school campu es every year. to equal 
about 16.000 per . chool year or om: cve1y 
six seconds. ln regards to date ahuse, 
national dala bas revealed that many high 
school boys thought it was OK for a boy to

Hepatitis C -caused by the hcpati­
li C virus (HCV) - i usually diag­
nosed by accident when the doctor 
finds an elevated liver enzyme, or ALT. 

While 
there can be symptoms of an HCV 
infection. such as jaundice (turning yel­
low), fatigue, abdominal pain. nausea 
and loss of appetite, more than 80 per­
cent of people with HCV have no 
symptoms at all. The viral infection 
becomes chronic in up to 85 percent of 
the people with this infection. A chron­
ic disease is one that's either always 
present or comes back again and again.

newly diagnosed with HCV infections 
has declined in recent years. This is 
due. primarily. to increased awareness 
and a '\afer Amencan blood supply. 
The most common transmission route 
fo1 HCV i sharing needles while 
inJcctmg drugs. Tauoos and body 

pieremg have also been identified as 
risks factors. HCV can also be spread 
from an infected mother to her child 
during childbirth. Other have con­
tracted HCV infections from blood 
transfusions or organ transplant prior 
to 1992, hemodialysi . and getling clot­
ting factors prior to 1987. 

While there JS no vaccine to prevent 
an HCV infeclion, there is effective 
treatment that can cure up to 80 percent 
of people with chronic hepatitis C. A 
single dmg treatment with interferon 
alone or in combination with an anti­
viral drug- ribavirin is a good exam­
ple - yields very good results in 
selected patient . The treatment regi­
men can be required for six month. to 

two year to get a complete cure. 
Still, de pite the advances we've 

made in treatment, about 5 percent of 
people with hepatitis C die from the 
rc. ulting chronic liver disease. Current­
ly, liver disease from HCV infection 1s 
the leading indication for a liver tran -
plant. So, your friend probably had a 
liver transplant because he wasn't 
responsive to treatment and his liver was 
on the verge of failing due to his HCV 
infection. This probably saved his life. 

People who have hepatitis C should 1 

make sure that every doctor who treats 
them knows that they have this disease. 
This is important so that he or she can 
avoid u ing medications that could 
harm the liver. Also, if you have 
hepatitis C, you should not drink alco­
hol or use over- the-counter medica­
tion that are trudng to the liver. 

Prevention is the best method for 
dealing with hepatitis C. Here are a 
few tips to help you avoid an HCV 
infection: Do not u e IV drugs and 

avoid sharing needles. Do not share 
personal care items, like razors and 
toothbrushe , as they may have blood 
residue on them. Unless you're in a 

long-term mutually monogamous 
relationship, always practice safe sex, 
using latex condoms.

Since chil­
dren observe their parents and 
other adults' behaviors and atti­
tude , it i more I ikely that your 
children will be caring and com­
passionate. if you are consis­
tently. Again, a in other cir­
cumstance , '·Do as I say, not as 
I do'' just does not work, espe­
cially when it comes to teaching 
about caring. Although there is 
not always time to do every­
thing that you want. whenever 
and however you can, try to do 
small act of caring that can be 
part of your family's life. 
Examples would be doing a 
favor for a neighbor, helping 
with a church project, and 
speaking up when someone is 
being treated cruelly. Another 
great idea is to have other caring 
people around your children so 
that they have several role mod­
els. Also, find some way, orga­
nization, church, or hospital, 
where your children can volun­
teer. In addition, one study 
found that children who see 
kmdness on television tend to 
copy the same behaviors. 

How would you rate the chil­
dren in your family with regard 
to their level of caring for oth­
ers? Remember that experts 
have pomted out that when chil­
dren feel a more secure base at 
home, they're more likely to 
venture out and pay attention to 
others. It' when they feel 
deprived of Jove and nurturing 
from parents that they focus on 
themselves and their own needs. 
Furthermore, the parents having 
nurturing behaviors toward 
their children is a way for them 
to how positive role modeling 
for children.
