ALLEN- '111e po sibilities of a major disas­
ter were averted Wednesday after a 4,000 gallon 
tanker truck carrying liquid nitrogen overturned 
on U.S. 23 near marker mile II between Dwale 
and Allen. 

The wreck occurred sometime after 3 p.m., tbe 
busiest time of day on the region's busiest higll­
way. Allen Fire Department Lt. Jimmy Osbome 
said his team re ponded at 3:30 p.m. The 
Prestonsburg Fire Department and area police 
official re$potlded to calls at approximately 3:40 
p.m., police reports say. The fire uepartments 
coordinated the incident command sy tern and the 
Floyd County emergency operation plan. 

A "liquiu river of nitrogen" nowed out of the 
ruptured tanker and toward a concrete bridge and 
an underlying C X railway, creating a "dense fog 
of nitrogen vapor thai. could be een for blocks," 
Pre tonsburg Fire Department Maj. Bobby 
Carpenter reported. The nitrogen dis ipated into 
clle air and the foggy mi t covered all four lane. of 
traffic, making vi ibility impo sible at time , as 
responders tended to busine. s. 

The incident blocked the nory.h- and south­
bound lanes for nearly SIX hours and clo. ed the

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Martin council considers 

request to allow boxing

MARTIN - Boxing in 
Martin? 

The city of Martin is consid­
ering a proposal to bring boxing 
matches to the community cen­
ter. 

Prompted by a request made 
by two residents, Mayor 
Thomasine Robinson asked city 
attorney Stacy Marshall to look 
into liability issues for the sport. 

Robinson told council mem­
ber that boxing would draw 
rourists, but that she is worried 
about insurance coverage. 

Robin on also must di cuss 
the issue with the Housing 
Authority coordinator, who 
schedules all events at the com­
munity center. 

Council member Charles 
Justice favors the move to 
include the sport to tbe list of 
community center events, but 
he, too, was concerned about 
liability concerns. 

One of the men presenting 
the proposal - they did not 
leave their names with the 
mayor - wanted to use the 
city's insurance and, in return, 
pay the city $200 monthly. 
Robinson said she wouldn't "go 
for that."

Miraculously, no one was 
seriously injured. 

Columbus, Ga.. resident 
Gary W. Jackson, the driver of 
the truck belonging to Jack B. 
Kelly Inc., of Amarillo, Texas, 
was treated at the scene by 
Respond Ambulance EMTs. 
Jackson, who refused further 
medical treatment, was up and 
walking around - wearing 
only one shoe - with only 
minor cuts and abrasions. The 
cab of the truck was severely 
damaged. 

Jackson would not talk to 
The Times, but be told 
Kentucky Vehicle Enforcement 
officer Jamie Collins that be 
was changing lanes when be 
''felt hi truck give way" before 
it overturned. Collins said 
Jackson could have been refer­
ring to the truck's suspension 
system, but a final determina­
tion of the cause of the accident 
bas not been announced. 

"He said be hit the concrete 
barrier and rode it out," Collins 
said. 

The tail end of the over­
turned tanker skidded 900 feet 
atop the concrete barrier before 
the truck stopped. It remained 
on its side, covered in nitrogen 
fog, blocking both southbound 
lanes. The damaged cab landed 
near the shoulder in right south­
bound lane. 

Had the barrier not been 
there, the truck would have 
entered the northbound lanes 
and the death and injury total

Lon May, from the Office of 
Emergency Management and 
Homeland Security, said tanker 
trucks hauling hazardous mate­
rials have "a tank within a tank" 
and that tbey are designed to 
vent. Both tanks in Jackson's 
truck ruptured on impact. 
Liquid nitroge11, with a surface 
temperature of -320.4 degrees. 
froze valves, which could have 
caused them to seal off and 
increase the pressure in the 
tank. An explosion- and evac­
uation of neighboring resi­
dences - would have occurred 
if that bad happened. 

When considering this prob­
lem, authorities called in anoth­
er Jack B. Kelly supply truck, 
which parked nearby for easy 
access, to offload the njtrogen 
from the leaking tank to another 
tank. 

After realizing the tank was 
not pressurized, the Floyd 
County offices of Homeland 
Security, EII}ergency 
Management and conunanding 
Lt. Osborne and Maj. Carpenter 
made the decision to allow the 
nitrogen to vent from the truck 
naturally. Responders waited 
during for the venting process, 
which lasted a few hours after 
the initial impact. After most of 
the nitrogen vented, Adams 
Wrecker Service and Conley 
Wrecker Service spent two 
hours uprighting the tanker and 
tractor. 

Carpenter said the major 
hazard for emergency respon­
ders was the "cryogenic nature" 
of the leaking liquid, which 
could freeze lungs if inbaled. 

"We were dealing with 
frozen blacktop," Carpenter 
said. "You could literally ice 
skate on the blacktop in June. At 
one point when the incident was 
just about over, me and Lt. 
Osborne walked over to the 
wrecker driver and it was so 
cold, my shoes stuck to the 
pavement. I was sweating on 
top and frozen on the bottom." 

Fire crews sprayed water 
every 20 minutes to thaw the 
ice.

feet of gas, Carpenter reported. 
Authorities were able to pre­

vent extensive damage to a con­
crete bridge and an underlying 
CSX railroad track with the 
help of Deparnnent of 
Highways workers, who con­
structed a earthen dike to keep 
the liquid from coming in con­
tact with the structures. 

Fire crews used water to 
thaw the frozen roadway while 
highway inspectOrs evaluated 
possible damage to the bridge 
and highway. A major coocern 
was that the nitrogen could 
freeze the steel of the bridge, 
which could have caused struc­
tural problems. Another con­
cern was that the liquid could 
have destroyed a section of the 
underlying CSX railway. The 
earthen dike, however, was suc­
cessful in trapping the nitrogen 
long enough for it to vaporize. 

May said the leak had only 
"minimal" environmental prob­
lems. EPA officials were con­
tacted, as required, but they did 
not physically investigate the 
scene because nitrogen is not 
substantially dangerous to the 
environment It is a refrigerated 
liquid found naturally in the 
atmosphere and in indusaial 
and well drilling operations. In 
a confined space, the gas dis­
places oxygen. 

Other ageocies that respond­
ed included CSX Railroad, 
safety officers from Jack B. 
Kelly Inc .• Floyd County Judge­

In a clear-as-mud pair of rulings, it appears the justices 
looked at the establishment clause and put one foot in church, 
the other in state and called it a day. In other words, each time 
the Ten Commandments are posted on government property 
and then challenged, the legal battle could end up in the hands 
of the Supreme Court. 

By essentially saying that the legality of posting the Ten 
Commandments is best decided on a case-by-case basis, the 
court has guaranteed that it will hear about this again soon. 

The Pres of Atlantic City (N.J), on U.S. Supreme Court's 
eminem domain ruling: 

The U.S. Supreme Court's 5-4 decision allowing govern­
ment broad power to seize homes and busines es for more 
lucrative redevelopment i disappointing - and frightening. 

Ju tice Sandra Day O'Connor, in a stinging di sent, 
summed it up: "The government now has license to transfer 
property taken from tho e with fewer re ources to those with 
more.·· 

"Nothing,'' she continued, ''is to prevent the state from 
replacing any Motel 6 with a Ritz-Carlton, any home with a 
hopping mall or any farm with a factory.'' ... 

Butju t because such project are now constitutional does­
n't necessarily make them right. ... 

The high court was quite clear that just because such tak­
ing are not prohibited by the U.S. Constitution, states are free 
to tighten their own restrictions on the use of eminent domain. 

This i an i ue that should be on the political radar during 
the upcoming campaign season. The public should demand to 
know where candidates stand on tightening the state's rede­
velopment law. Public pressure can be effective in limiting 
government's power. 

As Justice O'Connor warned: "The pecter of condemna­
tion hangs over all property." No one knows whose property 
might be next.

He's also shown 
that the charge that the middle class is 
shrinking is true, but not in the way the 

- newspapers (and the socialist think 
tanks) would have us believe. In fact, 
more people are rising out of the middle 
class than are falling out of it. The lower 
class is sbrinking too. But those truths 
rarely get mentioned. 

lf you were to take these reports seri­
ously, you'd think everyone in lhls soci­
ety, with the exception of the few at the 
top, has been stagnating or getting poor­
er for decades.

FRANKFORT - Even 
though his admini trati~n. is 
moving away from a bmng 
praclice that gives a math~­
matical preference to candi­
dates with military service, 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher said his 

mini tration will still favor 
them for jobs. 

But during a hastily called 
press conference Tbur day, 
Fletcher and others could pro­
vide little evidence that the 
new hiring rules include con­
crete preferences for veter­
ans. 

The Personnel Cabinet bas 
reclassified 138 job cate­
gories in the Merit System 
since Fletcher took office so 
that applicants no longer have 
to ,be tested, scored and 
ranked in the top five tO be

tern, veteran get S additional 
points on the 100-potnt . cale 
and disabled veterans and 
their spouse· get 10 poims.

Elderly couple turns· garage 
into Richard Petty shrine

MONROE, Wash. - The 
recreation room in Chuck and 
Gloria Etter's two-story house 

• already wa<> overflowing with 
boxes of die-ca t cars, aulo­
grnphed pictures, bumper slick­
ers and tire - all testimony to the 
couple ·s NASCAR obsession. 

And then, wben they bought 
a 1995 Pontiac STP from 
Richard Petty - a car that 
Bobby Hamihon bad driven 
twice U1at season - things got 
wtally out of control. 

o Chuck Etter built a 1,200-
squarc-foot garage, whicb a 
decade later has become an 
unofficial brine to Petty and 
other tock-car race.rs. 

11 "I put 10-foot walls in here, 
cau e 1 knew we needed a lot of 
wall space," Etter said while 
proudly bowing off what has 
morphed into a mini-museum, 
a brine to Richard Petty and 
other stock-car stars. 

Peny·s prowess on the track 
and hi ignature black cowboy 
hat and dark shades have 
inspired many tribute - deco­
rated room , elaborate Web 
ite • even a site maintained by 

Peny's personal pilot. 
But few could give fans a true 

hi tory lesson like this (.'Ouple of 
76-year-olds, married since 1953, 
who live thousands of miles from 
most of the tracks where 
NASCAR races are contested 

"Our fans are different than 
fan of other sports, by and 
large," Petty said in an e-mail 
interview with The Associated 
Pres .. "They aren't just some­
body itling in the grandstands. 
They are part of us. They are 
part of lhe family." 

The garage waUs are plas­
tered with pbotos, posters and 
car parts, accompanied by sto-

• ries tl1at speak to the grass­
' roots acce sibility of the sport 

before its recent explosion in 
popularity. The Ellers have 
seen races at Rockingham, 
Bristol and Talladega- to name 
a few tracks - adding to their 
collection along the way. 

The couple first met Petty in 
1988 wbile on an East Coast 
vacation. Their first race was 
the 1983 Daytona 500, but a trip 
to Level Cross, N.C. - where 
they met Petty and his brother, 
Maurice - changed their con­
nection with the sport forever. 

"They were just so gra­
cious," said Chuck Etter, his 
glasses sporting the tiny "STP" 
sticker Richard wears on bis 
sunglasses. ·They were just 
nice people." 

And. there, the relationship 
began. The couple started mak­
ing yearly trips to North Caroli­
na, bringing with them pictures 
they had taken of Petty while 
attending races at Atlanta, 
Charlotte or whatever rrack 
they ventured to. 

Their garage is full of pic­
tures with Petty's family, 
including his wife and son. 

They were invited to Petty's 
60th birthday party. and Chuck 
Etter got three laps with the 
legend around Charlotte Motor 
Speedway after contributing to 
his campaign for secretary of 
state in North Carolina. 

"Now that was pretty hairy 
with him driving," be said. 

Petty graciously signed 
nearly anything the couple pre­
sented Eventually, they started 
collecting actual race 1tems. 

There is one of the gas cans 
from Petty's 200th victory in the 
1984 Firecracker 400 at Daytona, 
and a signed tire from Petty's last 
race in Atlanta in 1992. 

Etter asked about buying a car 
from Petty. One of the No. 43s 
Petty drove cost far too much, 
but Petty parted with the No. 43 
Hamilton drove in 1995 for 
Petty's race team on road courses 

in New York and California 
Etter, who is retired after 

decades working for the com­
pany that makes Scott paper 
towel , said be has invested 
about ' 35,000 in the car -
which bas the legendary pow­
der-blue paint scheme and STP 
logos, as well as melted tire 
rubber till caked to the under­
side of the hood. 

"Our whole ·port i buill .on 
the fans,'' Petty said. "As long 
as we appreciate their loyalty to 
our l>port and we give that loy­
alty back to them, everything 
will be just fine."

One year in Atlanta, tbe cou­
ple went to dinner at a "Po 
Folks" restaurant.

NEW YORK - Fourteen 
pic • imo the NBA draft, it wbat 
was clear to see wby North Car­
olina won an NCAA champi­
onship last season. 

And wby Andrew Bog.ut wa 
the college player of the year. 

The Milwaukee Bucks made 
Bogut the first player with U . . 
college experience to be dmft.ed 
No. I overall in five years, and 
four Tar Heel were taken in the 
first round Tue day oigbt -
matching a record for one cbool. 

Milwaukee had been debat­
ing wl1ether to t.:'lke the ULah 
center or North Carolina's Mar­
vin William with the frau­
chi e's fir t overall No. L pick 
. ince 1994. In the end, Lhe lure 
of a versatile, athletic 7-footer 
was too much to pas up. 

"I was confident, but I wasn't 
100 percent," Bogut said. "Now 
that rm here, it's a great t10nor." 

The Atlanta Hawks chose 
Williams second, and the 19-
year-old player fla bed a bright 
smile wbile shaking bands with 
commissioner David Stem. 

''It's a great honor to get 
picked, at•d I wisb the best for 
all the guys," Williams said. 

It couldn't have worlced out 
much better. 

Not long after the Tar Heels' 
6-foot-9 sixth-man wa selected, 
three starters off UNC's fourth 
national title got to make that 
same joyful walk lO the podium 
at Madison Square Garden. 

Point guard Raymond Felton 
was next, going to the Charlotte 
Bobcats with the fifth pick. 

"I am close to my hometown 
and to Chapel HiH, o that prob-

ably played a big role in it," said 
Felton, who's from South Car­
oUna. "At the same time, I think 
I can bring a lot to tl1e Bobcats.'' 

Eight picks later, tile Bobcat:) 
again looked close to home and 
took North Carolina forward 
Sean May. 

"Ray told me yesterday he 
thought there may be a chance it 
would happen. Me being the 
person that I am, I thought my 
luck would never be that good," 
May said. 

Next up, the Minne ota Tim­
berwolves used the last lottery 
pick - No. 14 overall - to com­
plete the Tar Heels grand slam 
by selecting booting guard 
Rashad McCants. 

That allowed North Carolina 
to match Duke as the only 
school to have four first­
rounders in one draft The Blue 
Devils did il in 1999 with Elton 
Brand, Corey Maggette, William 
Avery and Trajan Langdon. 

Tar Heels coacb Roy 
Williams was in New York to 
enjoy the moment with his for­
mer players, and called it a "big­
time thrill " 

"It's also a relief. I'd have 
been really mad iftbey had gone 
pro and none of them got draft­
ed," be said wilh a smile. 

The University of Utah also 
distinguished itself on this 
night, becoming tbe first school 
lO have players picked first in 
the NBA and NFL drafts in the 
same year.

fit right in with Kings !

SACRAMENTO, Calif. -
Francisco Garcia bas watched 
the Sacramento Kings pJay 
enough to know that his long­
range shooting and versatility 
wm fit in well w1th h1s new team. 

"1t goes rigbt with my style 
of play," Garcia said Tuesday 
after being selected with the 
23rd pick in the NBA draft. 
"They do a lot of pick-and-rolls, 
hooting 3s, and stuff uke that." 

Garcia, a 6-foot-7, 195-
pound swingman who 
bypassed his senior year at 
Louisville, can play both guard 
po itions and small forward. 
With an abundance of skills to 
use at three po itions, Garcia 
said be i up for the task to do 
whatever the Kings ask biro to 

do on the court - including 
playing defen e. 

"Whatever they want me to 
do, I' ll do it," be said. "It does­
n't really matter. I w111 bring 
whatever they want me to bring 
to the table, and I will work 
bard every day to get better." 

Garcia, a native of the 
Dominican Republic wbo now 
lives in New York, averaged 
15.7 points, 4.2 rebounds, 3.9 
assists, and 1.7 steals per game 
during his junior year. He shot 
88 percent from tbe foul line. 

''(Garcia) is a multidimen­
sional pJayer," said Geoff 
Petrie, the Kings president of 
basketball operations. 

Garcia cored at least 20 
points in three of LouisviUe's 
five NCAA tournament game , 
averaging 17.6 points and four 
assists per game as be led the 
Cardinals to the Final Four. 

Garcia suffered through 
tragedy when his brother was 
shot and killed in December 
2003. The death led Garcia to 
reas ess his own life. 

"I just want to be more ded­
icalCd," Garcia said, "and take 

lhing more eriou ly becau e 
you never know wbat' going 
to happen tomorrow.'' 

The election of Garcia may 
bave came at the right time for 
the Kings ince booting guard 
Cuttino Mobley exercised hi 
option Monday to become a 
freeagentJuly l. 

''He's still an important 
player for us," Petrie aid of 
Mobley.

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Hall of Fame pitcher Bunning 
offers bill to curtail steroid use

WASHINGTON- A.s a major 
h!aguc pitcher, U.S. Sen. Jim 
Bunning said be wasn't afraid to 
'>cnJ a "brush-back pttch" to hit­
ters crowding the plate. 

On Wcune day. he tossed out 
a proposal to stiffen penalties 
against the use of steroids in pro­
le'-:-tonal spon. , hoping to send a 
s•milar . ignal to the leagues. 

"Professional sports have 
been crowding tbe plate on tl1is 
tssuc for too long., and it's time 
to send the message," be said. 

Bunning's bill would impose 
harsh penalties oo players 
caught u. ing steroid:-. - a two­
year uspcn ion for the frrst 
offense, anu a lifetime ban for 
the second. 1l1c Federal Trade 
Commi siou would oversee the 
leagues' l·ompliancc, be said. 

''I wish Congress didn't 
have to get involved in thi , but 
I don't sec any other choice. 

Something needs to be done to 
strike out drugs in sports. I just 
don't think the league are 
doing enough yet," be said. 

Congressional panels held a 
serie of high-profile bearings 
this year, calling in witnesses 
ranging from Major League 
Baseball Commissioner Bud 
Selig to the parents of children 
who committed suicide after 
using steroids. 

House committees have 
approved two steroids bills this 
year. TI1e Clean Sports Act, 
sponsored by Rep. Tom Davis, 
R-Va., also uses Olympic stan­
dards, imposing similar penal­
ties on athletes in the NBA, 
NHL, NFL and Major League 
Baseball. Sen. John McCain, 
R-Ariz., offered a version of 
that bill in the Senate. 

The Drug Free Sports Act, 
sponsored by Rep. Cliff 
Stearns, R-Fla., calls for an ath­
lete in the four leagues to be 
suspended for half a season for 

the first offense and a full ea­
son for the second and banned 
for life for the trurd. 

Bunning's bill takes a broad­
er approach than other propos­
als, applying also to minor 
league baseball, arena football, 
women's basketball and Major 
League Soccer. 

Bunning, wbo played in the 
major league ror 17 years, said 
he would also encourage 
leagues to invalidate any 
records set by athletes who u ed 
performance-enhancing drugs. 

"History is an important part 
of any sport, and records 
should mean omething. As a 
member of we HaJJ of Fame, I 
think I understand thi better 
tban anyone else,'' be said. 

Sen . Ted Stevens, R-AJas- . 
ka, and John Rockefeller, D­
W.V., co- ponsored the bill, 
according to Bunning's office

Daly back to grip. it and 
rip it at Western Open

LEMONT, fll. - Whether 
he's on the golf course or 
pulling his big motorhome up to 
a promotional appearance, 
someone's always wanting to 
shake John Daly' band. 

Those booming drives and 
two major titles aside, fans look 
at him and see themselves. He 
struggles with personal prob­
lem just like t.bey do, and be 
doesn't exactly have a typical 
athlete's pby ique. 

"1bey just can't believe an 
overweight, out-of-shape guy 
like me can walk 18 boles," 
Daly said with a laugh after his 
pro-am round at the Westem 
Open on Wednesday. 

Daly has been the people's 
favorite since 1991, when, as 
the ninth alternate, he drove 
through the night to play the 
PGA Championslllp at Crooked 
Stick and wound up winning the 
whole thlng. His drinking prob­
lems and marital woes only 
endeare-d him more to fans, all 
of whom know someone - a 
neighbor, friend. maybe even a 
brother or sister - just like him. 

Back at Cog HiU Golf Club 
for t11e first time si nee 1996, 
Daly was trailed by orne of the 
bigge t galleries of the day 
Wednesday. 

"The fans have been through 
thick and thin with me," he said. 
"and it's nice to play decent golf 
for them." 

Daly bas quietly resurrected 

his career the last two eason , 
winning last year's Buick Invita­
tional for his ftrst PGA Tour vic­
tory since the 1995 British Open. 
He had four other top- 10 finishes 
and ended the year ranked 21st, 
his best sbowi1'lg since 1991. 

This year, he lost the Shell 
Houston Open in a playoff with 
Vijay Singh, the second-best 
player in the world. He also tied 
for I 7th at both the Mercedes 
Championships and the Match 
Play Championship, and is cur­
renUy ranked 50th. 

But be's also missed follf 
cuts. At Bay Hill, he shot an 80 
in the final round thank tO an I 1 
on the 18th hole. Hi best finish 
in tl1e last five tournaments is a 
tie for 48th at the Byron Nelson, 
where be shot64-73-7l-69. 

"You never know what ... I'm 
going to do, so I'm not putting 
myself as a favorite," Daly said 
when asked who to watch this 
week. "I'mjustgoing to be here 
and try my best, and whatever 
happens happens." 

Daly has only played me 
Western five times, with his best 
finish a tie for 15th in 1991. He 
missed the cut the next two 
years, then tied for 47th in 1996, 
hjs last appearance here. 

"Usually tl1is falls on an 
overseas trip or a week that r m 
with my daughter;' he said. "I 
had them last week ... so it just 
kind of fit in this year." 

The course is longer than 
Daly remembered it, and the 
long, patchy rough will wreak 
havoc on anyone who strays 

from the fairway. Asked if he's 
been bitting it straight, Daly 
grinned. ',f/) 

"Sometime I do," he 
drawled, "sometimes I don't." 

While Daly might be the sen­
timental favorite, be's hardly the 
only big name in the field. Singh 
and Tiger Woods, who have been 
trading the No. 1 ranking since 
last September, arc both here. So 
are fonner Masters champ Mike 
Weir, 2003 U.S. Open champion 
Jim Fury.k and hometown 
favorite Luke Donald 

Woods would seem to be the 
player to beat He's already won 
three times th.is year, includlng his • 
fow1h Masters title, and was ;t run­
ner-up at tbe U.S. Open. He's a 
three-time champion at 1lle West­
em, and hasn't finished lower than 
23rd since he turned pro. 

But Singh has also won three 
times this year, and bas 11 top-
10 fini hes. 

A 1-2 showdown on Sunday 
would be thrilling for fans - not to 
mention what it would do for the 
1V ratings - but Woods and Singh 
said they have other concerns. 

"You're trying to win the 
golf tournament, and you're 
going to bave to beat everybody 
in the field," Woods said. " ... 
You can't approach it like, 'I 
just have to beat him and I'll 
win the tournament, • because 
you'll probably be blown by by 
everybody else." 

Added Singh, "I'm here to Win 
the golf tournament If I can win 
the golf tournament, I don' t care 
w.bat I'm ranked after thi week."

CLEVELAND - Katherine 
Legge plants her foot on tl1e gas 
pedal of the modified Ford pick­
up truck she climbed into for the 
first time minutes earlier, pins 
the rear tires and shifts gear. 

Barreling down the straight­
away at more . tban J 20 mph, 
Legge (pronounced "leg") seems 
oblivious to a rapidly approach­
ing tirewall wben- VROOM! ­
she slams down the slllft, send­
ing the truck into a turbulent 
sideways slide through the turn. 

"l'm going to get into ttouble 
for this!" he screams above the 
test truck's roaring engine and 
screeching rubber. "Tilis really kills 
tbe tires, but if the most fun!" 

£n her first season driving in 
tbe U.S., the carefree and confi­
dent Engli hwoman is having 
more fun than even she couJd 
have imagined. 

While Danica Patrick bas 
become racing's darling follow­
ing her historic rookie run at the 
Indy 500, Legge already bas done 
something that Patrick couldn't 
in two years driving in the Toyota 
Atlantic Series: Sbe 's won. 

On April 10 at Long Beach, 
Calil, Legge, wbo crashed dur­
ing qualifying and damaged her 
car in the ftrst few laps, became 
the first woman to win an open­
wheel race in Nort.b America. 

Patrick may be the one appear­
ing on DaVId Letterman and the 
cover of Sports illustrated, but 
Legge could be gaining on her. 

''I'm in her had.ow," said 
Legge, quickly casting one of 
her own. 

The bubbly 24-year-old, 
whose fir t exposure to racing 
came as a 9·year-old when she 
got behind the wheel of a go-kart 
~bile 011 vacation in Spain, cur­
rently is in fiftJ1 place in tbe over­
all standings in Toyota Atlantic, 
Champ aU's pipeline program. 

A relative novice to pro rac­
ing, Legge is getting better 
every time out of the pits. Her 
hope is to one day drive in 

Champ Car or in the Indy Rac­
ing League with Patrick. 

"If 1 can learn everything I 
need to learn, win a few more 
races and compete for tbe cham­
pionship this year," she said. 
"Then there is no reason why I 
shouldn't move on to ometbing 
else. All I need is experience." 

Legge bas passion and drive 
- lots of iL 

"I've never had anything 
banded to me on a platter," 
explains the native of 
Nortl1ampton, England. 

After competing in a Renault 
Series last eason, Legge wanted 
to try IR.L and paid her own way 
to Texas for a team test drive. 
Although she was one of the 
fastest drivers among a group of 
men, she wa turned down. 

Determined to advance her 
dream, she found out mat 
Champ Car co-owner Kevin 
Kalkhoven was coming to Eng­
land to do business at Cosworth, 
which builds engines for the 
series. When Kalkhoven arrived 
at Coswonh, Legge was waiting 
in the lobby, re orne in hand. 

"I told him l wanted to drive 
and that I was as good as any 
driver he had," she said. 

How did she know that? 
"'That' what he said," Legge 

recalls with a laugh. "But I had been 
racing against people in Europe and 
I always knew that I could do it" 

Kalkhoven put her in touch 
with Pam and Jim Griffith, own­
ers of Polestar Racing, based in 
Chardon, Ohio. Upon their first 
meeting with her, tbe Griffiths 
were taken by Legge's charm. 

Her talent ooo caught their 
eyes, too. 

"She' a delight," Jim Grif­
fith said. "When it's 4 in me 
morning and you're working on 
a car, you don 't mind becau e 
it's for Katherine. Everyone 
loves having her around." 

On Kalkhoveo 's urging, the 
GriffiLh set up a te t drive for 
Legge, who didn't need long to 
show she could handle the car. 

"We actually bad to tell her 
to slow down a little bit,'' Grif-

fith said. "Within 10 or 15 min­
utes you could tell how comfort­
able she was, even though she 
bad a very limited car racing 
background." 

The Griffiths sent a glowing 
review to Kalkhoven, who 
agreed to sponsor Legge for the 
firs t six races this season. Then, 
at Long Beach, Legge drove 
beyond anyone's expectations. 
Anyone, that is, but hers. 

"I thought she would show 
well," Griffith said. "She went 
into it with the idea that she 
would win.'' 

Legge's strong showing this 
season has been helped in pan 
because she is one of 12 rookies,.,.. 
in the series - but the only 
woman. Her feistiness is gaining 
Legge fans on and off the track. 

"She's a strong competitor," 
said Al Unser III, who recently 
returned to Toyota Atlantic. "A 
far as wbet11er she belongs, sex 
is not an issue in a race car. We 
botl1 have two feet, two bands 
and everyone can see out of the 
front of the car. But r m ure 
some guys are gunning for her 
because she's a girl." 

Legge was there at Indy in 
May when Patrick made history 111 

by leading U1e race for a few 
lap before finishing fourth. She 
was one of the few who didn 't 
groan when Dan Wheldon 
passed Patrick, though. 

"C' moo, • she said. "I was 
clleering the fellow Brit." 

Legge is cheering fur Patrick, 100, 

alloough she wants to make it clear 
lhat sbe isn' t drafting olfhec furre. 

"What Danica bas done i 
great, ·• Legge said. "She howed 
sbe could race with the big boys." 

Legge is following Patrick. 
However, she plans to take her ~ 
own path to the top of her male­
dominated sport. Legge says she 
won' t follow Patrick' lead and 
pose in her bildni for a men's 
magazine. 

"It might be very important 
for Danica to be seen a a ex 
symbol," Legge said. "But it's 
more imponant for me to be 
een as a winner."

Identify 
any self-beliefs that migbt be 
bcumful, uch as "asking for 
belp is a weakness," and make 
an effort to change them. Learn 
to pcrcei ve cri e as a chance to 
learn and grow. Perceive set­
backs a. temporary instead of 
permanent. Utilize spiritual or 
religiou value to provide 
meaning and context. By all 
means, learn to ee the humor jn 
situations and to laugh at your­
self.
