Dump cleanup 
earns award

The Kentucky Division 
of Abandoned Mine Lands 
received national honors 
this week for their efforts to 
reclaim a 60 acre coal 
refuse dump in Floyd 
County that had been 
abandoned since 1981. 

The Spewing Camp 
Branch refuse dump con­
tained over 7 million cubic 
yards of mine refuse. The 
pile was 165 feet deep and 
had caused the surround­
ing area to be devoid of 
vegetation. After being 
abandoned in 1981, the 
site began to erode, caus­
ing coal sediment to wash 
into a nearby stream which 
polluted water more than a 
mile away in the Left Fork 
of Beaver Creek. 

On Wednesday, the 
efforts to clean the site, by 
Hawkeye Construction 
Company, of Robinson. 
saw the project receive the 
National Award for 
Outstanding Reclamation 
as well as the People's 
Cho1ce Award. 

'The completion of this 
project eliminated the haz-

I'P:! ards associated w1th this 
AML site," said Susan 
Bush, commissioner for 
the Department for Natural 
Resources. 

Bush went on to note 
the benefits for the sur­
rounding area, saying, 
"Citizens downstream from 
the site no longer see coal 
waste eroding into the 
creek and causing periodic 
flooding and water quality 
problems." Bush also had 
praise for the common· 

'I wealth's division of the 
AML, saying, "The site is 
no longer a blight and is a 
Sl'Ccess attributable to the 
AML program in the state." 
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Board misses deadline to set tax rate

MARTIN - Members of the Floyd 
County Board of Education, meeting 
Wednesday evening at the Opportunitic 
Unhmitcd High School, decided once 
again to postpone a decision regarding 
property tax rates for the 2005-06 tax year 
by tabling the matter for further di cus­
sion at the upcoming regular scheduled 

meeting, to be held Monday, Sept. 26, at 
South Floyd High School. 

In a meeting held last week, board 
members were unable to reach a decision, 
tabling the matter for this week's special­
called meeting. 

Last week, Dennis Miller, of the 
Kentucky Revenue Cabinet, and Susan 
Goins, of the Kentucky Department of 
Education, addressed the board concern­
ing the matter, explaining, alternately, 

that incorrect asses mcnts of floyd 
County propcrtie . along with a growth in 
income and a trend of "huying low and 
selling high." have combined to make 
Floyd County. at least on paper. as noted 
by board member Dr. Chandra Varia, 
wealthier. As a re ult. the Floyd County 
school ystcm will not be receiving an 
anticipated $600,000 in SEEK (Support 
Education Excellence m Kentucky) 

Board fmance director Matt Wireman 
has recommended that the board levy a 4 
percent increase rate of 55.2 cents (per 
$1 00) for real estate and a compensating 
rate of 59.5 cents (per $100) for personal 
property. 

Wireman stood by this recommenda­
tion again Wednesday evening, telling the 
board member that the recommendation

UN TE picks up more funding 
to wage fight against drugs

WASHil TGTO~. D.C. - u. 
Rep. Hal Rogers announced 
Tue, day that Operation UNITE 
(Unlawful Narcotics Investi­
gations. Treatment and Edu­
cation) will be around for some 
time to wage \\-ar against the drug 
problem in Eastern Kentucky. 

Roger revealed that the U.S. 
Department of Justice i giving 
$8 million to the program. which 
attacks the drug problem on three 
fronts, with arms devoted to 

investigations, treatment and edu­
cation initiatives. 

Rogers talked about the suc­
cessful elements of the program, 
saying, "By bringing together the 
manpower and resources of law 
enforcement officers, citizens' 
group and medical professionals, 
Operation UNITE is helping our 
region make progress in the battle 
against drugs." 

Rogers also noted that $24 
million in the federal budget over 
the next three years has been allo­
cated for the program and will 
keep it going long enough to beef 

up its statistics, which currently 
are $4.5 million in drugs seized 
which includes l.600 grams of 
cocaine, 8 pounds of metham­
phetamine and 20.000 pill . 

The agency ha al o founded 
I 7 drug courts, aimed at healing 
addicts rather than jailing them, 
helped more than 100 peopl seek 
treatment and placed 31 drug 
counselors in schools throughom 
southern and Eastern Kentucky. 

"This federal funding will 
enable UNITE's anti-drug efforts 
to continue full force." Rogers 
said. 

Track fans, Magoffin board at odds

ROYALTO - Community 
leaders and busmess. owner, in 
Magoffin Count} arc at odds over 
the future of a din racetrack 
owned by Floyd County resi­
dents. 

The Magoffin County School 
Board is currently in negotiations 
to purchase 70 acres on the south 
end of the county. where the 
track. the Half Mountain 
Speedway, i. located. Some say 
that the track. owned by Martin 
resident Jim and Carol Branham, 

could bring tourists and revenue 
into the county. The school board 
says the land is the most viable 
place to build one of two new 
consolidated schools. 

"It would have been a real deal 
for Magoffin County," said 
Ronald Reed, owner of Ranger 
Contracting, who placed his offer 
on the table for the property about 
two months ago. 

Reed said he had plans to 
improve the track and "get it run­
tung every weekend." Reed said 
he may also have had an opportu­
lllty to get ESPN coverage of 
race at Half Mountain at least 

once a year. if improvements and 
popularity continued as he 
planned. Only minor work is 
needed to bring lhe track. which 
bas been closed this year. up to 
par, Reed said. 

Magoffin County School 
superintendent Donald Cecil con­
firmed that the school board did 
sign a • tentative" agreement with 
the property owner about two 
months ago to purchase the track. 
The agreement, he said, is contin­
gent upon approval from the ·tate 
Department of Education.

But Republicans are running scared. Mid-term elections are 
only 14 months away and the mess of Iraq is already hanging 
from their necks. Republican leaders know a fair investigation 
could further diminish public confidence in their governance. 
What is more. the Katrina catastrophe shows that government 
matter . and for the moment, the federal one is in the hands of a 
party that has spent years arguing that it doesn't. Ideologically, an 
independent probe will hurt. 

Too bad. People died because of inadequate response. 
Government didn't cause the hurricane, but inattentiveness before 
the fact and incompetence afterward left thousands to suffer for 
day. after t1ood inundated New Orleans. 

American. have a right to honest answers about why the 
world'c:: most powerful country couldn't meet this crisis. An inde­
pendent iO\ cstigation is the only way to do that. 

111e Dallas Moming News, on U.N. failure to make anns con­
lrvl progress: 

Given the li.N. Oil-for-Food fiasco, world leaders' plans to lay 
groundwork tor serious management reform at last week's summit 
in New·York seemed not just necessary, but mandatory. Ditto for 
plans to devise a workable definition of terrorism and come up 
with a replacement for the dysfunctional U.N. Comnrission on 
Hwnan Rights.

That's why we are working in con­
junction with military officials at Fort 
Knox and the Kentucky National Guard, 
veterans' groups and Hardin County 
business leaders to establish a first-of­
its-kind pilot project to provide free 
fmancial education for military families 
in Kentucky. Through the development 
of targeted financial cunicula and the 
involvement of volunteer money men­
tors. we hope to equip these families 
with the tools they need to manage their 
own finances. 

A second right these military families 
deserve is protection against predatory 
fmancial behavior. Their steady ource 
of income, lack of experience with 
money management and tendency to 
have family obligations have made mili­
tary families easy targets for abusive

tections. These findings do not fit wtth 
the president's ideological insistence 
that workers worldwide can trusl global 
corporatization to improve their lives. 

The 400-page report was panicularly 
inconvement and untimely for the 
administration, because it had been 
pushing hard this year to ram another 
glob of globaloney called "CAFTA" 
down our throats.

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Stretch of U.S. 23 safer thanks to rock-catching fences

PIKEVILLE- A $6 million 
project to build a rock-catching 
fence ro keep boulders from 
mashing mto cars on a rural 

stretch of highway south of 
Pikeville has proven effective, 
state official said. 

The Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet, trying m minimize the 
risk of rock falls in the mountain 
region, decided to test the fence 
on a mile-long stretch of U.S. 
23. 

Already used in several other 
states. the high- trength fence 
also has been installed along a 
dangerous stretch of Kentucky 
1274 in Menifee County to keep 
rocks from fallmg into driving 
lanes from a vertical high wall. 

"We are constantly looking 

for new ways to make our high­
ways more safe," said Danl 
Hall, chief engineer in the 
Transportation Cabinet's 
Pikeville district office. ''This is 
just one example of an unusual 
engineering solution to what 
once was a consistent problem 
on this section of highway." 

Greg Couch, another engi­
neer in the Pikeville office, said 
he tracked accident repons dur­
ing the two years since the fence 
was installed. He said there 
have been no instances of 
motorists striking boulders on 
the roadway during the period. 

That's despite several rock 
falls that tested the fence. Some 
boulders stretched the fence out 
of shape, but none went 
through, said Sara George, a 
spokeswoman for the 
Transportation Cabinet. 

Before the fence was con­
structed, rocks and debris were 
constant threats to motorists on 
the foul-lane stretch of highway, 
George said. At one point, she 
said, the road was closed for 
several weeks because all four 
lanes were blocked by a massive 
rock slide. 

The Pikeville project 
involved moving a mile of the 
highway about 15 feet away 
from the high wall at a cost of 
about $5 million, and installing 
$1 mi11ion worth of fence. The 
10-feet-high fence is capable of 
stopping rocks weighing up to a 
ton, even when they roll into it 
at40 mph. 

Decades of exposure to the 
elements have eroded soil and 
loosened rocks along some 
roadsides in Eastern Kentucky, 
increasing the potential for

This week, Cecil said work­
ers are taking core samples on 
the property, which lies in the 
floodplain. Before the deal is 
finalized, Cecil said, the depart­
ment of Education must approve 
the legality of the deed, which 
has already been forwarded.

potential, it would generate a lot 
of revenue for this county.''

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School officials, police wonder why good student went on rampage

ELKHORN CITY - A tiny 
mountain town might have 
avoided Matthew Hackney' 
deadly rampage if authoritie 
had taken the honor student to 
jail instead of sending him home 
to his parenrs after he turned up 
intoxicated at hls high school, a 
school official said Wednesday. 

"I'm not criticizing anybody, 
but it would have taken a differ­
ent route," said Pike County 
School Superintendent Frank 
Welch, who spent Wednesday at 
East Ridge High School helping 

faculty and tudents cope with 
the aftermath of the deaths a day 
earlier. 

State police said Hackney, 
17, of Elkhorn Creek, a senior 
with a 3.8 grade point average, 
fatally shot his parents and 
grandmother TUesday, and then 
crashed his pickup truck into 
oncoming traffic, killing him­
self and another driver, while 
fleeing from police. 

The scope of the tragedy has 
grabbed attention in Eastern 
Kentucky, a region caught in the 
grips of a drug-abuse epidemic 
known for taking its victims one 
at a time, through overdoses or 

uaffic crashes. Welch said this 
week's events highJight the dev­
astating effects of drugs. 

"We're all going to have to 
put our heads together and try to 
do something about slowing it 
down, and putting an end to it," 
he said. ''If we don't, it's going 
to destroy our country." 

Kentucky State Police Lt. 
Bobby Johnson, who is oversee­
ing the investigation, said 
Hackney was under the influ­
ence of drug . but he stopped 
short of saying those drugs 
cau ed him to go on the ram­
page. 

'1 had never seen the child be 
a discipline problem," Kilgore 
said. "We were alarmed." 

The juvenile court worker in 
Pike County, Sara Bailey, and 
the trial commissioner who rec­
ommended releasing the teen to 
his parents, Fred Hatfield, 
declined to comment on the 
case.

Pike County has a drug edu­
cation program and does ran­
dom drug testing of students 
who are engaged in extracurric 
ular activities or who drive auto­
mobiles to school. Welch said 
the school board is considering 
extending the drug tests to fac­
ulty and staff as well.

"Drugs cause a lot of differ­
ent behaviors." he said. ''We 
haven't e tablished a motive. I 
can't say 'because he was on 
drugs he did th1s.' I can't rule it 
out either." 

Welch aid the teen told an 
assistant principal that be had 
taken five Ultrams. a prescrip­
tion painkiller. "I don't think at 
this point in time they know 
exactly where he got them," 
Welch said. 

East Ridge Principal Ralph 
Kilgore said he recommended 
Hackney be taken into custody 
after he and other administrators 
called state police to the school 
about 9 a.m. Thesday. Johnson 
said juvenile court officials 
opted instead to send the teen 
home· with his mother. 

Scott Surk.in, general counsel 
to the Administrative Office of 
the Courts in Frankfort, said 
under Kentucky law, juvenile 
cases are confidential and that 
he cannot specifically discuss 
Hackney's case. However, 
Surkin said, is such cases, a law 
enforcement officer would call 
the juvenile court worker and 
the juvenile court worker would 
contact a judge who would 
decide whether to release the 
teen to his parents' custody. 

In this case, Surkin said, the 
judges were out of town and the 
trial commissioner made the 
decision. Sorkin said his office 
is reviewing the Pike County 
case. 

"If there is any breach of pro­
tocol, that would be addressed,'' 
be said. "Our review so far has 
showed no breach of protocol." 

At the teen's home, state 
police found the bodies of Ivan 
Hackney, 47, Shirley Hackney, 
44, and Wilma Hackney, 63. 

Johnson said the shooting 
victims were omside the home. 
A paramedic said all had been 
shot multiple times, apparently 
with a high-caliber rifle. 
Autopsies were being done by 
the . state medical examiner 
Wednesday on the four victims 
and suspect. 

That option was being 
weighed after an elementary 
school principal was arrested on 
drug-related charges last week 
after allegedly giving drugs to a 
17-year-old. The Lcen was treat­
ed for a possible overdose at 
Pikeville Medical Center. 

Kyle Tackett, principal of 
G.F. Johnson Elementary 
School in Virgie, was arrested 411 
Sunday. He has been suspended 
from his job without pay since 
Monday. Tackett was charged 
with endangering the welfare of 
a minor, possession of a con. 
trolled substance and unlawful 
transaction with a minor. He is 
free on $10,000 bond. The Associated Press 

LEXINGTON - The state 
Transportation Cabinet and 
three current or former officials 
are being sued over the transfer 
of a state roads worker, who 
says his job was moved an hour 
away because he refused to vote 
for a Republican. 

Paul Bailey of Magoffin 
County also contends in the fed­
eral lawsuit that last year he was 
forced to perform work on the 
personal property of Magoffin 
County Judge-Executive Bill 
May, a Republican. 

The attorney general's office 
is investigating the hiring prac­
tices of Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
administration, and another civil 
lawsuit has also been filed 
against the state in connection 
with hiring ptactices. More than 
a dozen other people have chal­
lenged hiring decisions with the 
state Personnel Board. 

Bailey, a highway crew 
superintendent, asks in his law­
suit filed Wednesday in U.S. 
District Court in Lexington for 
lost overtime wages, as well as 
$2 million in punitive damages 
from each defendant. 

Bailey's attorney, Ned 
Pillersdorf, said the Fletcher 
administration's actions violated 
Bailey's civil rights protected by 
federal law. He also said the 
cabbct's actions were retalia­
tion for Bailey exercising his 
freedom of speech in displaying 
a yard sign for Democratic 
Presidential candidate John 
Kerry. 

The Transportation Cabinet 
had no response. "We haven't 
seen it at this time so it would be 
inappropriate to comment at this 
time," spokesman Doug Hogan 
said. 

The suit seeks $2 million 
punitive damages from each of 
three defendants: Samuel 
Beverage, former state highway 
engineer; Linda Wagner Ju tice, 
chief engineer of highway 
District 10 where Bailey works; 
and Billy Montgomery, admin­
istrative manager for District 10, 
which is based in Jackson. 

Bailey said Montgomery's 
father, a neighbor of his, told 
him last November to vote for 
the Republican candidate for 
state representative, Bill B. 
Bates, against incumbent 
Democratic Rep. Ancel Smith, 
who won the race. 

Bailey refused. In his law­
suit, he contends Billy 
Montgomery approached him 
after the election and said, "It 
looks like you would learn how 
to vote right." 

Five days later. Montgomery 
transferred Bailey from 
Magoffrn to Powell County, an 
hour's drive west. 

Bailey 's suit claimed that as a 
result of .the move, he Lost over­
time pay, dropping his salary 
from $64,909the previous fiscal 
year to $51,187. 

Montgomery is suspended 
with pay after an arrest for 
allegedly driving under the 
influence of drugs in a vehicle 
with official state tags.

"NASCAR will use whatever 
means necessary to stop it."

Ph.D.) Your mind and body can 
also show the impact of loneli­
ness in other ways; i.e., suffer 
ing from depression and being 
more prone to abuse alcohol and 
commit suicide. 

In addition to these previous 
discussions about the general 
population, there was also infor­
mation focusing on the fact that 
the elderly population is large 
and growing and, of course, 
many live alone. For example, 
more than 6.5 million - or 77 
percent - of all elderly living 
alone are women. I thought that 
it was interesting that most of 
the women living alone were 
widows, while the men living 
alone are far more likely to be 
divorced or never to have mar­
ried. The need to prepare for a 
good retirement or change of 
occupations was stressed as a 
necessity through life to help 
avoid lonely feelings in old age. 
Besides the suggestions above 
for decreasing loneliness, those 
for the elderly also included 
helping others, eboosiag to be 
happy, collecting good thoughts, 
and going to church. Another 
great idea was to plan ahead to 
avoid loneliness at those expect­
ed times of holidays, birthdays, 
and anniversaries. 

For whatever reason that you 
are feeling lonely, try to identify 
your resources for making pro­
ductive changes. In order to 
avoid drastic changes, go slow­
ly. Also remember that you can 
make different decisions as you 
want You are never stuck in a 
situation.

Veronica states, "I don· t feel all 
prejudices stem from learned 
behaviors that were genera­
tional pass-downs but from a 
lack of knowledge and experi­
ence." She also wants to gener­
ate attention on assisting Black 
youth to focus at an early age on 
the value of a good education. 
While she has many projects in 
mind, one involves mentoring 
with African Americans al the 
junior high school level. Ms. 
Oxford states, "[feel early on in 
Life African American children 
need to see and hear success 
stories from indjviduals who 
look like them. Jn turn those 
individuals with success stories 
need to reach out and reach 
back into the community 
towards the youth and lead 
them down a patll that allows 
them to drean1 of creating their 
own unique success tories. I 
have had and continue to have 
strong black male and female 
role models in my life to guide 
and support me. We as African 
Americans need to pull from 
our roots and the rich history of 
our ancestors who taught and 
showed us it takes a village to 
raise a child. We can not and 
should not attempt to do it alone 
but we must make attempts to 
treat and teach all children as if 
they are our own children." The 
so-called "traditional black 
family" has to recognize and 
seek out individuals to form 
their own village" to fill voids 
in areas that may be lacking for 
their children. Some of those 
lessons and values came from 
some special individuals she 
identified in her own "village'', 
which included her late father, 
Noble E. Oxford, who she calls 
her heavenly angel and despite 
his own father abandoning him 
and his two si ters as toddlers, 
he succeeded with the love from 
a hard working mother and 
learned how to be a caring 
father and provider from the 
guidance of an uncle; Marjorie 
A. Oxford, mother and best 
friend, she refers to as her 
"shero" (female hero), who 
despite grief and numerous per­
onaJ tragedies, he continue to 

be the matriarch and the glue 
that bonds her family; Philemon 

Thmer, Jr., a devoted single 
father whose greatest joy in life 
is seeing hi children happy and 
the feeling it evokes in the sim­
ple pleasures of just being a 
dad: her uncle and the man that 
raised her own falher, Ernest C. 
Withers Sr .. a world renowned 
civil rights photojoumaJi t and 
her godmother, Speaker Pro­
Tempore Lois M. De Berry, 
who is the highe:.t ranking 
African American in Ten­
nessee's State government, 
whom both are her mentors. 
Veronica has proudly watched 
Representative De Berry 
accomplish many ''firsts" i.J.1 her 
political life. not only as an 
African American but also as a 
woman. Her uncle's exhibits 
have been displayed all across 
the U.S. and Europe and his "I 
AM A Man" series is displayed 
in the Civil Right's Museum in 
Memphis at the Lorraine Motel. 
which is where Dr. Martin 
Luther King was assassinated. 
He has had several of his picto­
rial history collectioru; success­
fully published over the years. 
Mr. Withers has spoken with, 
marched along side of and pho­
tographed many uf the great 
civil rights leaders in history 
and has several stories and pho­
tographs from those times to 
share. Veronica plans Lo invite 
them both to Hazard as part of a 
lecture senes or a mentoring 
program to share their experi­
ences and knowledge with the 
community and the youth in the 
area. Veronica states, "As my 
village shows. in times like 
these it can take numerous per­
sonalities in which you can tum 
to develop your strengths. seek 
support or provide a shoulder to 
cry on, and to gain vast amounts 
of history and knowledge." Ms. 
Oxford will also take opportu­
nities to network regionally and 
globally with those from other 
cultures to develop Hazard into 
a more diverse college and 
connnunity.
