Board of Education met in regular session 
on Tuesday at John M. Stumbo 
Elementarv School. Members engaged in 
discussion. regarding budget revisions. 
drug-alcohol testing policies and the pos­

Following the announcement that the 

school district would not be receiving an 
anticipated $600,000 in state funds short­
ly after the beginning of the new school 
year. a budget reduction committee was 
formed to look at ways in which the 
school system could revise its current 
budget. 

gcstions as postponing the purchase of 
new buses, eliminating gifted and talent­
ed programs and leaving the purchase of 
new textbooks to individual school site­
based councils, board chair Carol Stumbo 
was prompted to comment that, "We're 
not cutting frills, we· re cutting instruc­
tional programs ... (If we have to do this) 
we're in big trouble." 

Stumbo's concerns, saying, "Unless we 
get some alternative funding. we 're in for 
some big problems.'' 

Increased costs and decreased state 
funding have the Floyd County di'>trict 
scrambling for ways to keep the school 
system afloat. One measure, advocated

Student health 
plan ready for 
implementation

GRETHEL - The Floyd 
County school district is 
moving forward with plans 
and policies regarding 
improved student health 
tJuough the implementation 
of a new student wellness 
program. 

Included in that program 
are improved nutritional 
standards and plans to 
increase student physical 
activity. Along with an 
improved cafeteria meals 
program. sofl drink vending 
machines are being replaced 
··piecemeal," according lo 
Assistant Superintendent 
Pete Grigsby. by machines 
offering healthier alternatives 
such as flavored milks, juices 
and bottled water. 

Salty apd high-fat snack 
foods such as potato chips 
and bakery items are also 
being replaced by items 
lower in sodium and fat such 
as nuts, sunflower seeds and 

low-fat crackers. 
Grigsby says many of the 

changes arc required to go 
into effect by the beginning 
of the 2006-07 school year, 
with each district providing a 
formal wcHness policy lo the 
state board of education by 
March 1. Senate Bill 172. 
looked to be formally in 
place this coming spring lcg­
islati ve ession. will dictate 
many of the fonnal require­
ments of the district policies. 

"We're moving ahead 
with our plan," Grigsby said, 
.. I think we'll be ready and 
have time to make changes. 
if necessary, once Senate Bill 
172 is in place." 

Along with dietary 
changes. requirements in 
regard to student physical 
activity must also be imple­
mented. KRS 160.345 
requires each school council.

McGuire conunented that he 
felt it would be unfair to test stu­
den£s if staff members were not 
also subject to testing. 

"We have employees who are 
using dmgs. Until we test the 
majority of them, we are really 
in no position to expect students 
to undergo testing," he said. 

Ray became principal three 
years ago. 

"If I have a problem, I know I 
can come and talk to her." said 
Sandy Hall, parent of an eighlh­
grade student. "My son is doing 
much, much better, even to per­
fect attendance . .. He doesn't 
care to come to school now, and 
that's saying a lot." 

Ray said that she agreed 
"wholeheartedly" with 
McGuire's assessment that the 
school's most recent rest scores 
are "unacceptable," but vowed 
to continue to work hard with 
teachers and the community 
toward improvement in all areas.

The Seattle Post-lntelligencer, on the indicTment of Lewis Libby: 
There is a cancer on the presidency, and it cannot be exorcised by the 

resignation of I. Lewis "Scooter" Libby. 
Libby, assistant to the president and Vice President Dick Cheney's 

chief of staff, has been indicted on five federal counts. including obstruc­
tion of justice, making false statement and perjury. The charges stem 
from the investigation into a leak disclosing that Valerie Plame, wife of 
former ambassador Joseph Wilson, was a covert CIA operative. 

Based on the allegations spec1al prosecutor Patrick Fitzgerald laid out 
in the indictments, it's increasingly evident that officials within rile Bush 
administration disclosed Plame's identity as part of an effort to discredit 
Wilson's critictsm of one of the pretexts for war against Iraq .... 

No matter where the investigation goes from here. the question is why 
President Bu h didn't fire Libby Jong ago if his role in outing Plame was 
as clear as the indicunents indicate. It raises the uncomfortable and 
inevitable question: What did the president know and when did be know 
it? 

The larger. more important context goes beyond palace intrigue: the 
lengths to which the Bush administratiun was willing to go to protect ils 
trumped-up justifications for an unjustifiable war. 

Las Vegas Sun, on breast cancer: 
A recent study shows mammograms coupled with the use of new drug 

regimens - not screenings or drugs alone -helped create the drop in 
breast cancer mortality rates recorded in the last 25 years of the 20th 
century. 

Results of the study, funded by the National Cancer Institute and pub­
lished in the New England Journal of Medicine last week, also shows 
rhat none of the popular methods for detection and treatment contributed 
to the decline as significantly as has been reported. 

Breast cancer is the most common type of cancer in women and the 
leading cause of death in women ages 40 to 55. It strikes an estimated 
250,000 women in the United States annually, including 1,400 in 
Nevada. which ranks fourth nationally in its cancer mortality rate among 
women. 

The new analysis showed lhe use of post-surgical therapies, such as 
chemotherapy wirh tamoxifen, lowered deaths by about 19 percent, 
rather than by one-third as had been reported in previous studies. 

· Mammograms, the new ~tudy showed, reduced deaths by 15 percent 
on average, which is lower than the 20 percent to 60 percent e timated 
by some clinical trials .... 

Although this most recent research seems to only add to the confusion 
of what works and what doesn't, it shows that women should remain 
vigilant about exercising all of the options available to them, from 
screenings to post-surgical drug therapies. 

And because the reductions in deaths aren't as high as past studies 
had led us to believe. we should continue aggressive research into detec­
tion and treatment strategies for this disease that kills nearly 40,000 
women each year. 

Denver Rocky Mountain News, on attempts to regulate the Internet: 
The Internet was devised by U.S. military researchers in the 1960s, 

and under U.S. auspices it has flourished. 
Now that it is running so well, other nations think that what the 

Internet needs is more supervision by other governments, preferably 
through the United Nations. The effort at imposing international control 
on the Internet is being led by a handful of nations. including China, Iran 
and Cuba, which should tell you something. 

This wouldn't nonnally amount to much except that at a preliminary 
meeting to the U.N. World Sununh on the lnfonnation Society next 
month the European Union suddenly and unexpectedly dropped 1ts 
objections to handing the Internet over to international regulation. 

It doesn't take any great insight to realize that what most of these 
countries want is control over the information their peoples have access 
to. It's a short step from controlling the means of commurucation to con­
trolling what is communicated. 

Given the importance of the Internet to world commerce and econom­
ic growrh, the United States owes other governments a continued com­
mitment to noninterference. Handing the Internet over to the U.N. is a 
terrible idea.

For a fiercely competitive 
person like Burton. there is no 
better feeling than being able to 
contribute to his team.

request that state Attorney Gen­
eral Greg Stumbo do so. 

"Our client is a mess right 
now,'' the Boyds said in the 
statement. "She says she was 
raped and we believe her. 

''Regardless of how much faith 
and belief we have in our client, 
however, we recognize that her 
case cannot and will not be proven 
beyond a reasonable doubt and we 
have advised her of such."

Latson said Kannensohn' s 
decision not to prosecute was 
rbc correct one and said his 
review of the case .. has left us 

with serious doubts about U1e 
complainant's credibility and 
great concerns about the lack of 
corroboration of her account of 
the events leading up to, during. 
and after the alleged rape.'' 

Larson said the woman failed 
to disclose "many important rel­
evant facts'' about her relation­
ship with the suspect during her 
inteiVIews with police, although 
a section in Larson's Letter 
detailing some of those facts was 
redacted before the letter was 
released to the media. 

The number of phone calls 
from the woman to the suspect 
also raised questions about her 
intentions toward the suspect, 
Larson said. Her cell phone 
records show she tried to con­
tact the suspect 143 Limes from 
April 13 to July 7, including 
ft ve times the day of the alleged 
rape, while the suspect tried to 
contact her 26 times from April 
19 to April 28. 

He also said statements from 
other witnesses contradicted the 
woman's claim that she was 
drugged before the alleged 
rape. The timclim· that she pre­
sented to police ahom 1he day 

of the alleged rape also was dis­
puted by several witnesses who 
either saw or spoke to her that 
day, Larson said. 

The Boyds, in their state­
ment. said "witnesses have 
come out of the woodwork in 
an attempt to discount our 
client. Those witnesses include 
former UK basketball players. 
staff at the Wildcat Lodge and 
former friends of our client. 
including her ex-boyfriend." 

Reached Tuesday afternoon, 
Larson said ''we spent a lot of 
time writing the letter and it 
speaks for itself." He declined 
further comment, as did 
Matthew Boyd. 

The case began April 22, 
when the woman firsl flied a 
complaint saying she had been 
drugged and raped on April 20 
at Wildcat Lodge. which is best 
known as the home of Ken­
tucky basketball players. 

The woman didn't initially 
cooperate with Lexington 
police, who announced May 4 
thai rhey were dropping the 
case. She later changed her 
mind and began cooperating in 
early July, offering police otlJcr 

information. and the case was 
reopened. The woman filed a 
criminal complaint with the 
county attorney's office July 6. 

Police have never publicly 
identified the suspect named by 
the accuser, but Bill Duffy, a 
spor1s agent for fom1er Ken­
tucky player Chuck Hayes, has 
said Hayes was notified of the 
investigation and said the rape 
allegation wac; false. A sistant 
Chief Ken Hall has said the sus­
pect told police that he and the 
woman had con ensual sex. 

Jim Lowry of Lexington, 
Hayes' altomcy, declined com­
ment Tuesday. 

Kentucky basketball coach 
Tubby Smith said he was 
pleased with Larson ·s decision. 

"We're just happy that 
Chuck has been exonerated," 
Smith said. "This whole issue 
should never have come to this 
point, but it's over and done 
with and we're moving on.'' 

The Boyds offered a differ~ 
ent perspccti ve. 

"Our client is a very strong 
woman,"the Boyds' statement said. 
''She has survived much in her life 
and :h~ Wiil SUIV:i\'C thiS. too."

Rusty Wallace racing for 
pride as career winds down

CHARLOTTE. N.C. - His 
champion hip hope arc over. 
lca\'lng Rusty Wallace lillie to 
race f()r in the final three evcms 
of hi~ storied career. 

But Wallace ha" too much 
pride to . imply ride around the 
next three weeks before he dri­
ves off into rettrement. 

''I'll be going as hard a I can 
to salvage what \\e can," \Val­
lace said. ·•t th111k the remainder 
of the year. my goal no~ is to 
win a race and get back in the 
top five in the points at least.'' 

Wallace had hoped to leave 
the sport with a second Cup 
championship. but his chances 
ended last weekend in Atlanta 
when he was involved in an 
accident ·even lap· into the race. 
[l was h1s third straight wreck 
and dropped Wallace to eighth in 
the Cha e for the championship 
. tanding . 257 points behind 
leader Tony Stewart. 

"It's been real upsetting the last 
tluce weeks." Wallace said. "This 
deal at Atlanta was just unbeliev­
able. Seven laps in the race, a fel­
low blows a right front tire. spm 
in tlunt of me. there·s nowhere to 
go. That'-. three in a row. 

'1'hat really. really hurt. 
We've got the car to be in the top 
on~: or two in points easy, but we 
just haven' t had the luck.'' 

1his isn't the way Wallace 
~anted to go out after 22 full 
seasons. He started the 10-race 
playoffs maimaining that simply 
being eligible for the title was 
not enough for him - Wallace. 
wanted to \\in it. 

It marked a resurgence of 
sorts for the 49-year-old Wal­
lace, who had put his career back 
on the rast track after several db­
appoiming seasons. The 1989 
series champion had been a 
model of consistency throughout 

his career, winning at least one 
mcc in 16 consecutive season· 
and finishing in the top 10 in 
points from 1993 through 2002. 

He hit a drought midway 
th )Ugh 200 I and went almo. l 
thr~ years without a win. He also 
found him eli outside the top I 0 
the past two seasons, an also-ran 
in a spon that was hifting toward 
younger. tech-savvy drivers. 

o this was to he Wallace'. 
final year. regardless of where 
he ended up. 

Rut ac; Wallace put together 
strong nm throughout this . ea­
son. going out as a champion 
became a real possibility. Now 
that it's over. he's trying to take 
solace in making one linal run 
and earning the right to attend 
the <;cason-ending awards cere­
mony in New York - ·omething 
he had missed the last two years. 

·•rm going out going to ... ew 
York. (so) I'm not beating myself 
up," Wallace said. "If I w n't in 
the top I 0. I wouldn't have 
felt good about it. I'm in the 
top I 0. everybody knows l' ve 
run well. 

''lf it ~asn't for these last 
couple weeks. [wouldn't be 
so damn dejected like I am 
now. I just can't believe this 
js happening. I'm devastated 
about what the hell has hap­
pened because I really 
thought r was a legitimate 
candidate to win this cham­
pionship.'' 

But Wallace isn't so upset 
that he'd con_ider r turning 
for yet another sea on behind 
the wheel. Unlike M:uk Mar­
tin, who also planned to 
retire at the end of the year 
hut~ a.s talked out of it by car 
owner Jack Roush, Wallace 
won't be persuaded . 

His situation is sin1ilar to 
Martin's in that Kurt Btt~ch has 
signed on to dlive the ! o. 2 
Dodge in 2007. and if he can't

It was the last 
group to show an interest, join­
ing the bidding only a month 
ago, said the source, speaking on 
condition of anonymity because 
baseball has forbidden comment. 

Two other groups made com­
parable bids. hut Lindner felt 
most comfortable with Castclli­
nl's group. Lindner has been 
involved in business ventures 
with Castcllini. 

"Carl knew them well,'' aid 
another party involved in the 
deal, also speaking on condilion 
of anonymity because of base­
ball's order.

Scape­
goats often hear, "If YOU would just stay 
out of trouble. everything would be fine for 
the family." These browbeaten individuals 
often appear on the outside, as they feel on 
the inside, generally very emotionally 
upset - angry. ·ullen, strong. rebellious, 
wild, defiant, rude, tough. or mouthy. 
Often their attitude seems to be, "I don't 
have a chance with the folks who arc sup­
pose to love me. They ex:pect me to fail 
and I probably will. Can't seem to do any-

The scapegoat's inner feel­
ings often include: burt; afraid 
to trust; rejected by the family; 
misunderstood, hopeless. 
blamed, or betrayed. To give up 
this role, the scapegoat needs 
pennission to be successful, 
supportive confirmation, and 
strucrure and consistency. 

If you think your dog or cat is 
bored with the routinc soap 
operas or the endless Lav.· and 
Order reruns. you can buy enter­
tainment videos. produced just 
for them. On the show. vou 
could see obviously interested 
dogs and cats sitting perkily on 
a couch watching the TV screen. 

To the really good dog. you 
can give an edible greeting card. 
My dog Daisy ha been known 
lo eat paper. So I'm afraid that if 
I gave her one of these tasty 
morsels, sbe might chomp on 
any card she sees lying around. 

However, if he is asked how he 
feels inside, the Lost Child is 
likely to feel: left out, lonely. 
angry, fragile, sad. isolated. 
powerless, scared, confused, 
unnecessary, depres ed, or sui­
cidal. The person wanting to 
leave this role needs positive 
attention, encouragement to 
take chances, and to feel con­
nected to other people. 

It sure looked like an easy 
wav to handle a really difficult 
pr~blem. My dog<: love the 
water, but only when it's not 1 
comine from a hose or a faucet. 
With the box. I could probably 
trick them inside the flrst time. 
but after that I suspect the bath 
box would sit idle. 

Maybe even the pets know 
when enough is enough. 

And not so much because he 
recognized me as a regular cus­
tomer- I'm usually at the sta­
tion during daytime hours - but 
simply because. in my opinion, 
anyway, I successfully created 
the "impression" that my check 
would clear the bank. 

If he only really knew how 
close the funds in that account 
normally run, he'd probably 
have kept me there, too. 

The Lost Child role is needed 
by the family in a manner simi­
lar to the Hero role. He spends 
most of his time out of the reach 
of family problems and is alone 
a lot of the time. He is usually 
labeled as "the quiet one" or the 
"the dreamer,'' rarely has diffi­
culties, and is further labeled as 
"He's a good kid. Everything in 
his life is great, so things must 
be OK for the family." The Lost 
Child has the appearance of a 
child that is quiet, creative, 
independent, agreeable, artistic, 
musical, softhearted, invisible, 
soft-spoken. lost in a book, and 
certainly avoids getting into 
conflict and trouble. He tries to 
not be a part of family conflicts 
so that he is never considered 
part of the source of anger. 

The role of Mascot in the 
family helps to decrease the ten­
sion and lighten the mood with 
humor and antics. Typically. 
she is perceived as the "'cute 
one." Others consider her 
funny. carefree, attention seek­
ing, charming. light-hearted, 
dramatic, lovable, needy, 
manipulative, or immatur~. In 
contrast, her inner turmoil usu­
ally is that of feeling terrified. 
needy, confused, ashamed. left 
out, helpless, dependenr, angry. 
guilty. lonely, or insecure. In an 
effort to give up this dysfunc­
tional position in the fan1ily. the 
Mascot needs to be taken sen­
ously, hear that his opinion 
counts, and support and valida­
tion of all of his feelings.

ed when the role limits the indi­
viduals and does not allow the 
persons to express their own 
unique set of skills, talents. and 
abilities. It is not u.ousual for 
individuals to seek mental 
health services in their need ro 
understand their situation and 
learn what they can do for them­
seh·es. In contrast, the great 
comedian might have started his 
"early career" within the family, 
since he had opportunities to 
practice various punch lines at 
just the right moment to 
decrease tension and perhaps a 
crisis. Another bottom line is 
the value of our knowing our 
history in order to bring togeth­
er the puzzle of who we might 
be. Supposedly. a wise person 
said, "You can't do what you 
want 'till you know what you're 
doing.'' (More on the topic can 
be found in Tools for Your Tool­
box. Susan Hanson.)

Question: A friend of mine 
saiu that now that I've 
turned 60 1 should slow 

dov. not exercise as much. He 
said that ~xcrcise at my age would wear 
my body out, and I'd Jive longer if I 
slopped playing tennis and running. I 
exercise three or four days each week 
for about an hour. I feel fine and have 
kept my weight close to what the charts 
in my doctor's office say are normal. Is 
there nny truth to what my friend says? 

Answer: Many people. used to 
believe as your friend docs­
that exercise was ju l for the 

young. Howcvt.'f. doctors now know 

that it's very important to continue exer­
cising as we get older. lL's good tbr your 
heart, your lungs, your muscles, and 
your immune system and your overall 
good health. So, your friend is wrong on 
that count. What neither of you might 
have known, though, is that if you don't 
maintain fitness as you get older, it may 
weaken your mind as well as your body. 
A recent study from the Netherlands 
illustrates this poinL. The study pool 
started with more than 1.400 men from 
Finland, Italy and the Netherlands. The 
men - born between 1900 and 1920 -
were examined in 1990, 1995 and 2000. 
Then. in :woo. scientists randomly 
selected about 300 men from those who 
were still alive and had not shown signs

of cognitive impairment in 1990. 
The researchers used questionnaires 

to find out how often these men exer­
cised - and for how long and at what 
intensity level. The kinds of activities 
they engaged in ranged from walking, 
gardening, bicycling and sports to 
farming. odd jobs and various hobbies. 
Next, researchers assessed the men's 
current mental functioning. The test 
used measured such things as orienta­
tion to time and place, attentiveness, 
analytical skills, recall, language skills 
and visual construction. 

Researchers divided the men into 
four groups based on intensity level of 
their physical activity. They then com­
pared the intensity level at the begin­
ning and end of the period from 1990 to 
2000, and measured cognitive decline 
over those ten years. 

The results supported earlier 
research showing that even in old age 
physical activity can benefit the mind. 

Specifically, participants who had low­
intensity activities had three and a half 
times greater mental decline than those 
who engaged in high-intensity activi­
ties. Further. men whodecreascd either 
the intensity or duration of their activi­
ties over the ten years had significant 
declines in their mental acuity. 

On the other hand, for the men who 
actually increased the duration or inten­
sity of their exercise the results were 
very gratifying. These men had no loss 
of mental ability over the ten year peri­
od. I see no reason these results would­
n't apply us women as well. 

This research shows that any rela­
tively intense activity like brisk walking 
- at least three miles per hour - bicy­
cling, fast-paced gymnastics, or lap 
swimming can help maintain brain func­
tion. I think it's clear that you are on the 
right track for both phystcal and mental 
health with your exercise program. 

Now, to the rest of my readers what-

ever your age: If you aren 't already 
active, it's not too late. Con. ult your 
doctor before begmning an exercise 
program, and choose activiucs that arc 
both fun and provide lhc appropriate 
level of exercise.

The Northwest Passage 
During the late 1400s, many European 
nations sought a sea route to Asia, which 
was rich with herbs, spices and gold. 
The land route was expensive, long and 
dangerous. Many hoped to find and 
establish trade with the Indies 
(China, lndfa, the East lndies and 
Japan} by sailing west, instead of 
around Africa. Thus began the 
quest for the Northwest 
Passage. 

ln 1492, Christopher 
ColtJmbus sailed west and 
found the Americas, instead of 

The frrst voyage 
At the age of 43, Jacques 
Cartier received a commis­
sion from the King of France, 
Francis the First, to explore 
the waters beyond New­
foundland. a route to China. Other famous 

navigators followed in his wake. 
Cabot, DaGama and Magel len 
also searched for a sea route to 
Asia. They discovered new lands, 
but no Northwest Passage. 

On April 20, 1534, Cartier 
sailed two ships west, in search 

of gold, silver and the Northwest 
Passage. In record time Oust 20

Born to sail 
Jacques Cartier was born in 1491 in 
Brittany, a peninsula in northwestern 
France. The people of Brittany were 
called Bretons. Cartier lived in St. Malo, 
a town famous for its extreme tides and 
its skilled seamen. 

When the Bretons heard about Cabofs 
voyage to Newfoundland and the wealth of 
fish found off its coast (what is now 

They stopped at Bird 
Island and then proceeded 
through the Strait of Belle 
Isle into the Gulf of St. 
Lawrence. When they 
reached the Gaspe Penin­
sula, Cartier claimed the land 
for France. Here they en­
countered a group of native 
people (Iroquois Indians)

In May 1535, three ships, 100 men and 
two young Iroquois set sail. They arrived 
in the St. Lawrence Gulf on Aug. 10, Saint 
Lawrence1s feast day.

Cartier sailed up the St. Lawrence River 
to the village of Stadacona (Quebec City), 
where Chief Donnacona was reunited 
with his sons. Cartier left some of his 
crew at Stadacona and continued upriver 
to a large native village called Hochelaga. 
Cartier named this place Mont Real, 

which meant "Royal

i!!C Mountain" (now the 

city of Montreal). 
They turned around 
when the river nar-

caUed the Grand Banks) they were 
quick to gather their nets and 
set sail.

Cartier and his crew 
spent a rough winter 
at Stadacona.

Not much is known about 
Cartier's early life, but it is 
likely that he grew up mak­
ing regular trips across the 
Atlantic to fish with other 
Bretons in the Grand 
Banks. 

By the time he reached 
adulthood, he was an expert 
seaman and navigator. Many 
historians believe that in 1524 
Cartier had sailed with the 
famous Italian navigator 
Giovanni da Verrazano. On this 

groups exchanged gifts 
and food. Communication was 
difficult and when the Indians 
said they were from a village 
called kanata, Cartier thought 
they meant the entire region. 
And so the land became known 
as Canada. 

When Cartier planted a 30-foot­
high cross, claiming the land for

Giovanni the religious significance of the

The last voyage 
In May 1541, Cartier set out again for 
Canada. He had several ships loaded 
with supplies and 1,000 settfers, but no 
Indians, as all had died. ' · 

Cartier and his group were not greeted 
by friendly natives this time. The colo· 
nists built a fort at Cap-Rouge (near 
Quebec City) and Cartier led a second 
group to Mont Real in search of gold. 
Cartier's group returned to Cap-Rouge 
empty-handed. That winter, the French· 
men were attacked by the natives and 
when spring came Cartier decided to go 
home. 

The colony was led by a man named 
Jean Francois de La Rocque, Sieur de 
Roberval. He insisted the colonists stay 
another year. By the following spring 
more than half had died, and those who 
lived returned home to France. 
In 1557, Cartier died in St. Malo. He had 
not found riches or the Northwest Pas­
sage, but he had discovered a vast and 
fertile land. 
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journey, while exp.loring the North 
American coast, they became the first 
Europeans to sail New York Harbor and 
the Hudson River. August. he took two of Donnacona's sons
