Curb your enthu. ia m. ladies and gentlemen of the llS. 

Senate. The budget bill you passed this week may be a sign 
of good intentions, but it is not an achievement. 

The Senate voted to carve $36 billion in spending over 
fl vc years on Medicare, Medicaid, farm sub idies and other 
benefit programs. Though they were the first uch cuts since 
I 997. they amount to a pittance, a mere 2 percent of the 
expected $1.6 trillion in budget deficits over that time. 

With the nat1on cutting taxes and fighting a war at the 
same time, these small cuts will give senators something to 
talk about in next year's election but will have little effect on 
the horrible mess Washington has made of the government's 
baJance sheet. 

The Patriot-News, Harrisburg, Pa .. on reports of secret 
CIA prisons: 

The revelation by The Washington Post - not denied by 
the White House- that the CIA i holding at least 100 sus­
pected al-Qaida terror:i ts in ecret prisons in various coun­
tries places renewed pressure on Congress to e tablish rules 
for the Lreatment and legal disposition of these individual . 

For a country that has long pointed a finger at others for 
using torture and holding people without legal recourse for 
indeterminate periods of time, this American gulag, as many 
critics have come to call it, is contrary to America's claim to 
be a nation of law : It was a huge mistake on the part of the 
administration not to think ahead and figure out what it 
e entually would do with these alleged terrorists, and a reck­
Jess :. s. umption to think it could be kept secret forever. 

Indeed. it has been obviow for some time that the govern­
ment was holding captured terroriSt~!> in ecret locations and 
interrooating them. In addition. it's clear that operatives 
.Olher n~an m1l1tary personnel were involved in the infe oga­
tion of prisoners at the infamous Abu Ghraib prison in Iraq. 

The administration snubbed international law in creating a 
new category of prisoner of war for those captured in the 
war in Afghanistan. Among those 500 or so '"enemy combat­
ants•· being held at the U.S. Naval Base in Guantanamo Bay, 
Cuba. there have been about three dozen suicide attempt 
and about half the detainees have participated in an ongoing 
hunger strike since July to protest their conditions and lack 
of access to legal counsel. The administration thi. past week 
denied United Nations access to the detainees. 

The secret locations, or "black sites," apparently hold a 
different callber of enemy. Among the "ghost prisoners'' is 
Abu Zubaydah, said to be the mastermind of the 9/11 
attacks, and Mustafa al-Hawsawi. supposedly Osama bin 
Laden's banker. who is reported to have betrayed terrorists 
sent to Western countries. 

While the administration apparently took this approach 
out of fear of another terrorist attack, it long ago should have 
figured out how to dispense with these individuals in a legal­
ly acceptable manner. Despite opposition from Vice 
P1esident Dick Cheney, the Senate voted 90-9last month for 
a bill pushed by Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., a Vietnam 
POW. that would ban "cruel, inhuman or degrading treat­
ment'' of prisoners. 

That's a start. but both hou. es of Congress need to go well 
beyond that to establish a legal process to determine the 
guilt or innocence of all detainees and an appropriate pun­
ishment. where warranted. A fair and just country can do no 
less.

State approves mining permit 
on land next to Buckhorn Lake

PIKEVILLE - Despite 
objections from environmental­
ists. state officials have given 
the go-ahead for an eastern 
Kentucky company to mine coal 
from 1.144 acre· of land ncar 
Buckhorn Lake. 

Paul Ehret, director of the 
Kentucky Division of Mine 
Pennits, said Leslie Resources 
Inc. will take steps to ~top sedi­
ment from getting into the lake. 
Those steps include building 
ponds to collect runoff and com­
pacting the dislodged soil and 
rock into a hollow. 

Plans for the coal mini! were 
set in motion after the U.S. 
Forest Service traded 91 acres 
of land near Buckhorn Lake to 
the coal company in exchange 
for 98 acres of land in Owsley 
County. Both tracts were valued 
at $36,500. 

"This project would add hun­
dreds of tons of sediment to the 
lake, which is a popular fi hing. 
boating and swimmtng destina­
tion," said Perrin de Jong. head 
of the envi ronmental group 
Kentucky Heartwood. ''It's 
going to have significant 
impacts on the attractiveness of 
the lake and the recreation econ­
omy." 

Kentucky Heartwood and 
three other environmental 
groups ftled a law.uit in 2003 in 
an effort to stop the land wap. 
U.S. Oistrict Judge Karen 
Caldwell refused to block the 
trade. 

Lesue Resources. a sub­
sidiary of the former Horizon 
Natural Resources, first pro­
po ed rhc land swap and 
acknowledged that mining 
would begm aftcJ the deal was 
completed. lntcmmional Coal 
Group of AsWand purchao;cd the 
companies out of bankruptcy 
last year.

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Kentucky AD: Brooks 
will return to Kentucky

LEXINGTON - Kentucky 
football coach Rich Brooks will 
be back next season, but expec­
tations for the program will be 
higher, Athletics Director 
Mitch Barnhart said Tuesday. 

Barnhart met privately with 
Brooks on Monday night to 
inform the coach of his deci­
sion and met with team mem­
bers Tuesday morning, after 
word already had leaked out to 
a handful of media outlets. 

"Rich and his staff have 
their priorities in order and are 
emphasizing the right things 
both on the field and off the 
field," Barnhart said. "They 
want to build a consistently 
winning program. They want to 
do it without quick fixes, with­
out bending or breaking the 
rules and without jeopardizing 
the integrity of this university." 

Brooks is in the third year of 
a five-year contract that pays 
him $750,000 a season. He is 8-
23 at Kentucky, including a 3-
18 record against Southeastern 
Conference schools. His career 
record, which also includes 18 
seasons at Oregon, is 99-132-4. 

Kentucky (2-6, 1-4 SEC) will 
visit Vanderbilt on Saturday. 

"I'm pleased, obviously, that 
we're going forward, because I 
think we have something that is 
getting better," Brooks said. "I 
think we have some good 
young players that will make it 
better." 

University President Lee 
Todd said be supported Barn­
hart' decision. 

"We asked coach Brooks to 
take a program in ruins and 
rebuild it," Todd said in a state­
ment "To that end, I am con­
vinced that coach Brooks and 
his staff are building a solid 
foundation for the future. Mak­
ing this decision now will give 
our recruits the assurances they · 
need and deserve as well as our 
current players. who have 
expressed strong support for 
this staff." 

Brooks became Kentucky's 
coach in December 2002, 
assuming control of a program 
hit hard by NCAA sanctions 
that cost the Wildcats 19 schol­
arships over a three-year period 
that ended earlier this year. 
Brooks, Barnhart and Todd all 
have said numcrou times that 
those sanctions have hamstrung 
Brooks' efforts to build the pro­
gram into an SEC contender. 
Now, Barnhart and Brooks said 
Thesday, is the time to stop 
talking about it. 

"My job is to get this team to 

win games," Brooks said. 
"Obviously we haven't done it 
well enough in the time that I've 
been here. There have been 
some circumstances that have 
made it difficult, but people 
don't want to hear about those 
any more, and I'm not going to 
bring them up any more. We just 
need to go forward now and see 
what we can get accomplished." 

Barnhart said he appreciated 
the loyalty of Kentucky's fan 
base and said that patience by 
other schools during rebuilding 
projects have been rewarded, 
specifically citing three coach­
es: Frank Beamer at Vtrginia 
Tech, Dan McCarney at lowa 
State and Barry Alvarez at Wis­
consin. 

"I see that same potential in 
coach Brooks and his staff,'' 
Barnhart said. 

On Oct. 17, Brooks publicly 
asked for an endorsement from 
Barnhart, citing the damage 
uncertainty over the coaching 
staff's future might do to the 
Wildcats' recruiting efforts. 
Barnhart declined to offer that 
endorsement then, saying he'd 
wait until the end of the season 
to make his decision. 

But m the interim, several 
players spoke with Barnhart, 
expressing their support of 
Brooks and their fears that any 
mistakes they might make dur­
ing the Wildcats' last few 
games of the season could 
adversely affect Brooks' job 
status. Those concerns were a 
major reason Barnhart said he 

went ahead and made his deci­
sion public. 

Barnhart said the Wildcats 
have shown improvement in 
recent weeks. Kentucky 
snapped a four-game lo ing 
streak with a 13-7 win over 
Mississippi State on Oct. 29, 
and. in a 49-27 loss to then-No. 
17 Auburn last Saturday, scored 
more points against the Tigers 
than any other team this sea on 

The players and coaches 
have persevered despite a sea­
son dunng which 21 players 
have undergone surgery, Barn­
hart said. 

Players said they were 
thrilled with Barnhart's deci­
sion to keep Brooks. 

"ll's awesome that we can 
keep our coaching staff. 
because that's what we want­
ed." said semor receiver 
Tommy Cook, a team captain. 
"It's definitely a relief. espe 
cially for our younger guys.'' 

A coaching change. he said, 
"would have slowed it down a 
little more, because you'd have 
to start over from scratch.'' 

Sophomore linebacker Wes­
ley Woodyard aid he was one 
of the players who visited with 
Barnhart. 

"It' exciting for .the young 
guy who came in to play for 
coach Brooks," Woodyard said. 
"It's a plus that wc·re going to 
have them for the next couple 
of years. It's our job to win 
these games so this pressure 
won't be on him." 

The 64-year-old Brooks said 
Tuesday that he'd like to 
become the longest-tenured 
football coach in Kentucky his­
tory, which would mean he 
would have to coach seven 
more seasons. But Barnhart 
offered no guarantees beyond 
next season. 

"It's time to start winning 
some games and giving the fans 
the things they deserve." he said. 
"I want to see him through that 
(five-year) deal. but obviously. 
we've got to get some win next 
year and make some progress, 
and I feel sure that we can." 

Freshman McGrath a 
pleasant surprise for Kentuclq

LEXINGTON - Kentucky 
football coach Rich Brooks has 
seen the situation many times -
a seldom-used player finally 
has a chance to make an 
impression, only to disappoint. 
Brooks prefers the opposite 
scenario, and that's why he's 
bragged the last two weeks 
about middle linebacker Ben 
McGrath. 

McGrath, a 6-foot-2, 240-
pound redshirt freshman from 
Milford, Ohio, made his first 
career start Saturday in the 
Wildcats' 49-27 loss to then­
No. 17 Auburn and acquitted 
himself well, recording 12 
tackles. including two for' loss. 

A week earlier, in a 13-7 win 
over Mississippi State, 
McGrath - who made only two 
other appearances all season -
replaced injured starter Braxton 
!"<>Hey in the third quarter and 
finished with four tackles. More 
important is what McGrath did 
not do, Brooks said. 

"A lot of guys in that situa­
tion go into the game and start 
making a million mistakes 
alignment-wise (and) assign­
ment-wise, but Ben was pre­
pared to play when he went in," 
Brooks said. "When he got a 
shot, he d.idn ' t go in and screw 
it up and make all the wrong 
·call!> and line up wrong and 
miss assignments." 

During his prep career at 
Cincinnati Moeller High 
School, McGrath started at full­
back and linebacker as a sopho­
more but switched to quarter­
back during his junior and 
senior seasons. He said he

always thought of himself as a 
quarterback until college 
recruiters carne calling. 

Brooks said Kentucky 
coaches first thought of 
McGrath as a prospect at full­
back, tight end or linebacker. 

"He was a smart, average­
throwing quarterback that ran 
the ball very well," Brook 
said. "He was a tough guy who 
also played defense well. He 
was a smart athlete. It was a no­
braiDer to me." 

McGrath had no problem 
with changing positions. He 
picked Kentucky over Boston 
College, Northwestern, West 
VIrginia and Duke, then redshirt­
ed last season and gained about 
15 pounds from weight training. 

He entered the preseason as 
the backup middle linebacker. 
but the emergence of Kelley. a 
true freshman, at that position 
meant McGrath's playing time 
- what little there was - mostly 
was limited to pecial teams. 
Then came Kelley's season­
ending knee injury. 

"It can be tough just watch­
ing the game and easy to lose 
focus,'' McGrath said. ''You 
have to make sure you are pre­
pared when your number is 
called. At any moment it could 
be your time. I think I was 
ready when l was asked to step 
in and play.'' 

That level of preparation is 
what pleased Brooks the most. 

"It's a good example for 
everybody who' not getting to 
play a lot, because you're just 
one play away from being the 
guy," Brooks said. 

As the middle linebacker. 
McGrath is responsible for 
making defensive calls. and he 
said his background as a quar­
terback has helped him adapt to 
that duty. because "you can 
sometimes see what lhe off en 
is trying to do and what th y 
see in the defense." 

His older teammates ay 
they have confidence in 
McGrath and that it's not a big 
deal to them that a freshmen is 
leading the defensive huddle. 

"We knew Ben was good:· 
sophomore afety ger 
Williams said. "For b,im not 
gening much playing time. he 
still knows his keys and a sign­
ments. He has as good a mind­
set as someone who ·s b.!en 
playing." 

Brooks said McGrath's emer­
gence and KeJley's expected 
return bode well for Keutu~ky 
(2-6. 1-4 Soulheastem Confer­
ence), which will visit Vander­
bilt (4-5, 2-4) this Saturday. 

'·It's nice that when you go 
to your backup. you now kn·JW 
you have confidence he can 
play pretty well."

keep your mind on anything except .. When 
will I be able to just close my eyes?" Won­
der how the great bears !eel to let them 
know that their big '"sleepy time'' is 
approaching? What do fish do LO skcp? 
As Granny Grace srud, ''All things have to 
sleep!" An idea was that many folks prob­
ably take for granted their ability to sleep 
adequately. while others may he unable to 
recall when they had their last night of 
"good" sleep. Since the characteristics of 
a person's sleep patterns arc so important 
to know in regards to emotional and rhyo;­
ical well-being, the focus will he.! sleep -
the usual. the unusual. its negative and 
po itive aspects. and what might be done 
about it 

Lots of people. 40 million men. women. 
and children. have chronic sleep problems: 
20 to 30 million more occasionall} havc 

problc1 s getting the rest they need. ·'Nor 
mal" range of sleep is from 5 to I 0 hou~ 
v.ith the adults' average being 7 to 8 hours. 
In contrast, one or two individuals of 100 
can gel by with just five hours, whereas 
another small number needs twice that 
amount. Research showed that most often, 
many or us get less sleep than we need and, 
if giYcn a chance, we would be likcJy to 
consistently spend an extra hour or more 
skcping. 

As with varying amounts of sleep. indi­
vidual s al. ovary as to length of time going 
to sleep. Some people "just don't rcmem· 
bl•r'" their actual going to sleep. because 
they go to !'lecp so quickly. Others feel 
that they ''lik~: to have never gone to 
sleep.'' Once asleep many folb never 
wake up during the night. while some folks 
can't rcme111bcr sleeping without waking 

up a couple of limes a night. Several ba."'ic 
steps arc suggested for obtaining better 
sleep. Exercise i of importance and is 
most beneficial to good sleep. if done in 
the afwrnoon. Vigorous exerd c. especial­
ly right before bedtime. tends to arou c a 
person and delay sleep: morning exercise 
has liule helpful impact on ·Jeep. 
Although you arc templed to taking ''just a 
little nap" when really tired during the day. 
try to avoid the urge since daytime naps 
often disrupt normal nighttime sleep. That 
bedtin1e snack can also be of benefit. if 
hunger keeps you awake. Unless you have 
digestion problems from eating late, a light 
snack might also help you sleep. But avoid 
heavy meals, alcohol. and caffeine drinks.

routine a speciaJ item, such as a 
favorite pillow, to maintain their 
predictable sleep setting. One 
of the best contributors to a 
good night's rest is keeping a 
regular schedule for sleeping. 
You don't have to be strict to 
the minute, but going to bed and 
getting up at the same time has 
been found to be really helpful 
for establishing worthwhile 
sleep habits. Caution: don't 
linger in bed or oversleep the 
next day, if you don't sleep well 
the night before; and, if you 
awaken too early, get out of bed 
and start you day. By having a 
regular wake-up time, you help 
form the biological rhythms 
that establish your periods of 
peak efficiency during the 24-
hour day. 

"delta" or slow-wave period of 
sleep where the brain produces 
slower, larger waves. After 
about 90 minutes in the four 
stages of quiet sleep, the brain 
moves into a more active stage 
characterized by rapid eye 
movement and called REM 
sleep. The four stages of quiet 
sleep are referred to as non­
REM or NREM EM sleep. 
Brain waves produced during 
REM appear more like those of 
quiet sleep. Large muscles, 
torso, arms, and legs cannot 
move during NREM although 
fingers and toes may twitch. 
The body changes with breath­
ing quick and shallow and blood 
flow speeds up through the 
brain. This is the time of vivid 
dreaming. Over the night time, 
adults spend about 75 percent of 
their sleep time in NREM sleep 
and 25 percent in REM. Deep 
stages of NREM are longer in 
the earlier part of the night As 
the night passes, periods of 
NREM sleep grow progressive­
ly shorter and REM periods get 
longer. First periods of REM 
sleep is less than 10 minutes 
long with later periOds 15 to 30 
minutes long. Over a typical 
night, sleep is likely to consist 
of four or five cycles of NREM 
and REM sleep. Similar to 
cycles of sleep during the night, 
sleep needs and patterns change 
dramatically over time. New­
borns may sleep for up to 16 
hours a day, though rarely for
