PAINTSVILLE- An 
autopsy has been 
ordered in the death of a 
fireman who was killed 
while helping to fight a 
blaze at Hager Hill on 
Wednesday. 

Charles McKenzie, 
75 of West Van Lear, 
had just delivered a 
truckload of water to fire­
men who were engaging 
a structure fire at Middle 
Fork Road and had left 
h1s vehicle wl'len it 
began to roll forward 
and came over an 
embankment, where it 
threw him down and 
pinned him. He was later 
freed by members of the 
Johnson County Rescue 
Squad but was pro­
nounced dead at the 
scene by Johnson 
County Coroner J.R.. 
Frisby. 

McKenzie was later 
taken to the Jones­
Preston Funeral Home 
in Paintsville but was 
later transferred to 
Frankfort for the autop­
sy.

Eastern Kentucky is the fourth 
highest contributor tn the . tate of 
the hurricane recovery effort, the 
Big Sandy Chapter of the Red 
Cross reports. 

'Tm so excited about what the 
people of Eastern Kentucky have 
done for victims of this hurricane," 
said dtrector Bobby Carpenter. 
"The Job Corps presented a check 
yesterday - $5,054 that the stu­
dents raic;cd. That amount puts us 
as number four in the state of 
Kentucky in disaster funds for the 
relief effort." 

Some Eastern Kentucky dona­
tions, Carpenter said, came from 
sheer creativity. 

Every local school held some 

type of fundraising event, and 
m~my indiv1dunl IUd~..-nt rai&~d 
funds on thetr own. Carl b. 
Perkins Job Corps Center students 
sold food, solicited donations al 
annual festivals and held car wash­
es. The Letcher County High 
School celebrated its first game on 
the schoors new footbalJ field by 
selling links to a paper chain. They 
donated more than $1,000 ro the 
Red Cross from this event. 

Carpenter specifically thanked 
the "scores of unknown donors" 
who donated money to the Red 
Cross through organizations, busi­
nesses. or schools.

High court says co-ops 
restricted to electricity

FRANKFORT - Rural elec­
tric cooperatives, which were 
created to bring power to seclud­
ed areas during the Depression, 
are still restricted to generating, 
distributing and selling that elec­
tricity. the Kentucky Supreme 
Court rulep Wednesday. 

The divided court ruling over­
turns an earlier victory for the 
Jackson Energy Cooperative 
Corp.. which wanted to sell 
propane gas and offer an aJTay of 
other services. including such 
things as tree-trimming. 

The case, which has been 
making its way lhrough the 
courts for many years, has been 
closely watched in the utility 
industry. 

tomer who was also a propane 
gas dealer and his lawsuit was 
financed by the Kentucky 
Propane Gas Association. 

The Jackson Co-op was 
formed in 1938 in McKee. It pro­
vides service to about 46,000 
members in 12 counties. In 1998, 
the company surveyed its mem­
bers and found demand for ser­
vices other than electricity, such 
as providing propane gas, home 
monitoring services and even 
emergency medical response ser­
vices. 

It created a for-profit sub­
sidiary to explore those non-elec­
trk services. 

Justice Donald Wintersheimer 
wrote Lhe ruling for a four-mem­
ber majority. The court's two 
newest justices. Will Scott and 
John Roach, dissented. Chief 

through. Their gt vmg. he said. 
proves that Ut~ typical "nillt;illy" 
stereotypes are misguided. 

"ll [givingJ verifies that the 
stereotype is wrong,·· Carpenter 
said. "and that they truly are the 
number one people in the world.

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UNITE enlists 
spirituality to 
fight addiction

ALLEN - The Floyd 
County UNITE Coalition 
begins Jts new faith-based 
"Living Free'' support 
group program Tuesday, 
one week after the organi­
zation initiated it's third 
drug roundup in Aoyd and 
surrounding counties. 

The group, with leaders 
trained in helping people 
talk about sensitive tssucs 
and helping defme strategic 
recovery plans for addicts, 
wtll meet each Tuesday at 
1:15 p.m. in the old Allen 
Baptist Church, which is 
located on U.S. 23 between 
Allen and Banner. 

The. faith-based initia­
tive utilizes a 12-step pro­
gram much like those used 
by Narcotic Anonymous 
and Alcoholics 
Anonymous, coalition 
chairman Mike Vance said, 
and it aJso includes an 
emphasis on religious 
understandings of addictive 
behavior. 

"Living Free•· aims to 
provide training about how 
to implement positive life 
changes to people and fam­
ilies that suffer with addic­
tion. 

"It's for people with sub­
stance abuse problems," 
Vance said, "but it's also for 
people who are addicted to 
things like food. sex, 
pornography, gambling and 
everything else. It's ftnding 
ways to stop these life con­
trolling issues that people 
have." 

With 35 years of coun­
seling experience, Vance 
says addictive behavior is, 
"at it's very base, a spiritual 
disconnection or spiritual 
disease:· 

"At times a lot of folks 
arc looking for something 
that's deeper," Vance said. 

"Faith-based intcrvcntt n 
and faith-ba~ed counseling 
add a lot of spiritual think­
ing to what'c; going on with 
those p~!ople. fhey IcE I :1 

new conneclion. a new 
energy at work m theJI pi1-
it. We've alway had a 
problem with ~oplc who 
are addicted. and many 
times. they arc con 1dercd 
to be bad people. The 1r111h 
is that they are good people 
who are just searching for 
things. 1 'A and AA all talk 
about the higher power that 
you must tum your;elf mer 
to. There's something more 
something beyond vou 
that's needed to help you. 
It's a time to get in touch 
with yourself, where your

Rain extinguishes forest ftres

PIKEVlLLE- Crews work­
ing to extinguish forest f1res in 
Kentucky got to spend 
Thanksgiving at home, thanks to 
a pre-holiday rain that dampened 
much of the state on Tuesday. 

For the second time this 
month, precipitation arrived JUSt 
in time to douse an outbreak of 
forest fires, most of which are 
believed to have been set by 
arsonists. 

Eleven fires were burning on 
Monday, but an upper level dis­
turbance brought rain and snow 
showers chat dampened much of 
Eastern Kentucky by Thesday 
morning. 

The National Weather 
Service in Jackson said up to 2 
inches of snow was expected in 
higher elevations on Thesday, 
especiaUy along the Kentucky­
Virginia border. 

Diana Olszowy, spokes­
woman for the Kentucky 
Division of Foresll'y. said inter­
mittent precipitation bas kept 
forest fires at bay for roost of the 
fall f1re season. A deluge on 
Nov. 12 extinguished more than 
100 fires across the state. 

"We had fires in every dis­
trict of the state, including the 
Bluegrass," Olszowy said. 
"That was the worst day we bad 
had in quite a few years." 

The Division of Forestry 
began warning rcsidems in 
August that lhe fall forest ftre 
season could be severe because 
of drought conditions coupled 
with a heavy accumulation of 
debris on forest floors. 

Since July, 1.409 f1res have 
burned 38,647 acres, Olszowy 
said. She said 908 were believed 
to have been started by arson­
ists. 

The last time Kentucky dealt 
with widespread forest fires was 
2001. Rainfall in subsequent fall 
fire seasons have kept wood­
lands damp, so that arsonists 
couldn't start the blazes. 

Gwen Holt, another spokes­
woman for the Dtvision of 
Forestry. said forest fires have 
an obvious impact on plants and 
animals, destroying natural 
foods and shelter. Holt said 
moke from the ftres also nega­

tively impact human health. 
In 2001, smoke became so 

thick that some schools in east­
ern Kentucky canceled classes, 
and motorists were advised to 

drive with their headlights on 
during daylight hours. 

After four years without 
f1res, the Division of Forestry 
warned that several inches of 
decaying leaves have built up on 
the forest floors. In addition, 
dead trees felled by storms and 
insects have piled up, creating 
the wrential for larger than nor­
mal ftres . 

Olszowy said the risk of for­
est fires could return if dry 
weather returns to the state. But 
With more rain forecast through 
Thanksgiving Day, she said she 
sees little chance of fire crews 
being called away from their 
families. 

"It's been a while since 
they've had to eat Thanksgiving 
dinner on the flre line," she said. 
'The last time was in 2000."

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A ruling on Nov. 18 by the Kentucky Court of Appeals 
regarding a special grand jury investigating alleged viola­
tions of the merit system law by the administration of Gov. 
Ernie Fletcher has both sides claiming victory. So who is 
right? Well, they both are. 

The ruling certainly is a victory for Attorney General 
Greg Stumbo in that the appeals court sided with Franklin 
County Circuit Judge William Graham by refusing to bar 
the special grand jury from indicting anyone who may be 
covered by Fletcher's blanket pardon issued on Aug. 29. 
The governor excluded only himself from the pardon. 

But the appeals court did order that any new indictments 
remain secret until the governor's challenge to the indict­
ments is resolved. 

Stumbo, a Democrat, called the ruling "an important vic­
tory for my office. the special grand jury, and. most impor­
tantly, the people of Kentucky." At the same time, 
Fletcher's office said in a release that "the governor 
achieved a significant win today toward placing lawful 
paramerers on the unprecedented actions of Greg Stumbo." 

From the tart, Fletcher has characterized the investiga­
tion as little more than efforts by the politically ambitious 
attomey general to discredit the governor. 

The appeals court seemed most concerned with the possi­
bility the grand jury could issue a report on its findjngs that 
would be separate from the criminal charges contained in 
an indictment. While an indictment can be dismissed, a 
report "cannot be recalled effectively." said the opinion 
written by Judge William Knopf. 

Stumbo's office has acknowledged it intends to seek a 
report from the grand jury. A grand jury report cannot gen­
erally contain the names of anyone not charged. 

While there seems little value in indicting people the 
governor has promised to pardon. there is real value in a 
report by the grand jury on its findings. Indeed, by essen­
tially making the merit system law irrelevant by promising 
to pardon anyone who may have violated it, the governor 
has made a report by the grand jury the most valuable thing 
it can do.

I've jusl come back from a trip to 
Paris. 

1 realize that confe~sion has probably 
cost me half my audience. Oops! Make 
that two-U1irds. I didn't sec that couple 
in the back leaving. 

I wish Americans didn't feel that way 
about France. It's silly. So OK. France 
refused to join us in the invasion and 
occupation of Iraq. The French, fools 
that they arc. thought it was a bad idea. 

And how's that Iraq thing working 
out for us, by the way? 

Come on. The French, who have 
some experience with trying to control a 
hostile Muslim nation (Algeria), tried to 
warn us off the war. The ice was too thin 
to support our ambilions. 

"Nonst.:tlse:· we said. ''Follow us." 
They didn't and nO\\ we're $landing out 
here in the middle of the pond with a 
spider web of breaking ice radiating out 
from our feet. 

It's time to admit that they were right 
and we were wrong and get over it. 

The war Jsn 't the whole thing. of 
course. We see the French as snooty. 
arrogant and condescending. There's 
some truth in [hat, but not nearly as 
much as advi!rlised. 

Treal them with civility and respect 
and they will respond in kind. Show 

enthusiasm for their wonderful capital 
city and they will react with wannth and 
friendliness. 

Let me give you an example: 
We had treated ourselves to a nice 

dinner in a Paris caf6 and on our way out 
my wife. who hurt her knee recently and 
was using a cane, contrived ro put the tip 
of her cane in a jar of 
horseradish on a neigh­
boring table. Within sec­
onds, a watter had 
appeared to whisk away 
the compromised horse­
radish and the diners at 
the table ·responded to 
my wife's abject and 
embarrassed apologies 
with a series of Gallic 
shrugs and amused 
smiles. They did their 
best to make her feel as though dipping 
your cane into the horseradish was an 
old French custom. In other words. they 
acted like Midwesterners. It was nice. 

I was there during the recent street 
riot , when thousands of people in the 
Muslim slums of Paris and other French 
cities took to the streets and burned hun­
dreds of cars in protest of the discrimi­
nation that shapes their lives. 

By American standards, it wasn't a 
first-class riot. They burned cars. I grew 
up in Detroit and they have a name for 
that kind of disturbance: Halloween. 
Burning things is not a riot over here. 
Shooting things, that's a riot. 

Still, the French took it very selious­
ly as well they should have. One of the 
empowering myths of Fmnce is that it is 
a land of liberty, equality and fralcrruty 
where everyone is equa1, everyone is a 
Frenchman. no hyphen required.

President Bush has mf1icted no in<lig­
nitie · on Fitzgerald. whose investigation 
he has in fact called "dignified." The 
administration actively eased the prose­
cutor's work by having top officials sign 
waivers of their confidentiality agree­
ments with reporters. As National 
Review reporter Byron York has pointed 
out. far from assisting Starr, Clinton 
officials entered into joint-defense 
agreements, a maneuver often used by 
defendants in mob cases.

Mob movies don't get much better 
than this early 1970s effort which 
focuses on an enforcer from the 
Chicago outfit who gets sent down to 
Kansas City to collect an outstanding 
debt. The film opens with an impres­
sive sequence that details the goings­
on at a slaughterhouse. By the end of 
this sequence, you'll be rhrowing out 
those McDonald's coupons. 

While classical music plays, we are 
treated to scenes of cows being herded 
into the plant.

Ann and Weenie, has opteo to stop 
kicking up a percent to the Chicago 
boys. However after three attempts to 
get the money back, the mob has no 
choice but to send the toughest guy 
they have and that's Devlin. They 
hand Devlin the packaged meat when 
he asks what happened to the last guy 
they sent. His face shows no emotion 
as he opens the package, but an assis­
tant looks concerned and says that he 
liked the guy who is now so much 
ground round. Devlin rumbles, .. Bury 
it then," and the movie is off to the 
races. 

Devlin hooks up with his driver and 
three thugs and the group drives 
overnight till they reach the outskirts 
of K.C. Here Devlin stops the car and 
beads into a shabby boarding house 
where he announces his presence v. ith 
authority and promptly crushes 
Weenie's hand. The tortured whines 
from Weenie elicit a modicum of con­
cern from Devlin, who wryly intones,

Terms of the deal were not dis­
closed. 

"Our plan 1s to ramp up pro­
duction aggressively fiom these 
assets and hegin offering this 
low volatile coal with other 
h1gh- and mid-volatile r~;:scrves 
in United Coal's portfolio,"

PADUCAH Nowadays. 
Kentuckians have the most gener­
ou · opportunities of modern times 
to collect a turkey for the holiday 
table hy the "u-pick:" method. 

The popuflllion of wild turkeys 
in Kentucky is at a modem high 
thnnks to restoration efforts. con-

scrvation ethics and protection. 
Accordingly. hunting opportunities 
are much broader than in past times 
of sparse turkey numbers. 

Falling between Thanksgiving 
and the Christmas-New Years holi­
days, the late shotgun wild turkey 
season is one of those expanded 
hunting options that gives the 
sportsman the chance to bring home 
the poultry for a self-harvested din-

ner. The main course can come in 
feathers instead of plastic wrap. 

The late gun hunt. Dec. 3-9, 
gives each hunter (with appropriate 
fall turkey permit) the chance tO 

take up to two birds of either sex. a 
maximum of one per day. 
Meanwhile. the ongoing fall 
archery turkey season, which runs 
through Jan. 16. also allows the 
permit-packing bowhunter to take 

up to two birds with archery gear. 
The chilly season turkey hunt lit­

tle resembles the 1'-tereotypical 
spring gobbler hunt because the fall 
hunter docsn 't have the birds breed­
ing going on and attraction of mim­
icked hen calls to lure lovelorn toms.

onditions monitor racehorses

LEXINGTON - Kentucky 
needs more staff and better 
equipment to monitor horses at 
racetracks, according to the 
state' ch1ef veterinarian. 

Horses. the racing industry and 
the state's stiff new drug policies 
arc at stake, said Dr. Gary L. 
Wilson, who is in charge of racing. 
., "I can't understand how they 

let the prognun get to this point, 
instead of !'ctting the standard for 
racing;· W'tlson said Wednesday. 

LaJuana Wilcher. secretary 
of the Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet. said the 
authority is investigating the 

issues Wilson has raised. 
In a 23-page, bound booklet, 

Wilson makes several allega­
tions. including: 

• The state docs not have 
enough vets to monitor horses at 
the barns. paddock, starting gate 
and homestretch, as well as in 
the testing barn. 

• Vets Jack proper equip­
ment and, at Limes. medications 
to treat hor~es that break down, 
get sick. or suffer heat stroke. 

• [ack of enough suppon per­
sonnel and antiquated computers 
have resulted in potentially dam­
aging record-keeping errors. 

• The detention bam. where 
blood and urine samples arc col-

lected from horses, has only one 
guard at most tracks, and 
authority staff do not have iden­
tification. 

"We are looking at these things 
and addressing them systematical­
ly," Wilcher said Wednesday. 
"We're committed to doing the 
right thing in the right way." 

Wilcher said that the authori­
ty has more vets on staff now 
than two years ago. 

She said Wtlson is unfamiliar 
with government procurement 
and hiring procedures. "It appears 
that we're not moving quickly 
enough for Dr. Wtlson," she said. 

Marty Maline, executive 
director of the Kentucky 

Horsemen's Benevolent and 
Protective Association, said 
Wilson had spoken with him 
about the problems last month. 

Maline said he shares con­
cerns about the state's new drug 
policies in light of Wilson's 
corning forward. 

In August, Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher signed an emergency 
regulation that prohibits giving 
horses any nonsteroidal anti­
inflammatories within 24 hours 
of racing, among other things. 

"You can't propose c;ome of 
the things being considered if 
the test barn is inadequate or 
even negligent in some 
instances," Maline said.

Hall of Fame jockey 
Gary Stevens retires

LOUlSVlLLE - Three-time 

Kentucky Derby winner and 
Hall of Fame jockey Gary 
Stevens announced his retire­
ment Friday, saying he'll take a 
job as a horse racing analyst. 

"Over the years I've had a 
wonderful career, but it's time to 
hang it up." Stevens said at a 
press conference ar Churchill 
Downs. 

Stevens, whose mounts have 
won more than $221 million in a 
25-year plus career, will be 
gomg to work for TVG, an 
interactive horse racing net­
work. as a racing analyst start­
ing in January. 

It marks the second time 
Stevens, 42, has walked away 
from racing. Stevens retired in 
1999 saying chronic knee pain 
and four surgeries were forcmg 
him to stop racing. The retire­
ment lasted about 10 months 
during which he worked as a 
jockey agent and an assistant 
trainer. 

Stevens also stopped racing 
in 2002-03 while he played the 

role of jockey George Woolf in 
the movie ''SeabiscuiL,'' which 
was rdeased in 2003, 

The retirement comes less 
than a month after Stevens 
picked up his S.OOOth win 
aboard Joint Aspiration at 
Belmont. He's the 20th jockey 
to reach the 5,000 win mark. 

Stevens is the second Hall of 
Fame jockey to retire this year. 
Pat Day. 51. the all-time win­
ningest rider at Churchill 
Downs, retired in August to 
work full-time with a trackside 
ministry. 

Stevens won the Derby with 
Winning Colors in 1988, 
Thunder Gulch in 1995 and 
Silver Charm in 1997. He also 
won the Preakness twice, with 
Silver Charm and Point Given 
(2001), and the Belmont Stakes 
three Limes - with Thunder 
Gulch. Victory Gallop (1998) 
and Point Given. He also won 
the Santa Anita Derby nine 
times and has eight wins in 
Breeders' Cup races.

Cost-cutting Marlins trade four 

key players on Thanksgiving

MIAMI - The Florida 
Marlins have sliced their pay­
roll in half, and their star power 
by even more. 

Within a four-hour span 
Thursday night, the Marlins com­
pleted two big deals in which 
they sent away four key players. 

Slugger Carlos Delgado was 
traded to the New York Mets for 
fust baseman Mike Jacobs and 
two minor leaguers. Then. ace 
Josh Beckett. third baseman Mike 
Lowell and reliever Guillermo 
Mota went to the Boston Red Sox 
for four prospects. 

Both deals were reported 
and confumed earlier in the 
week, but not consummated 
until Thanksgiving. The trades 
trimmed more than $27 million 
of the $60 million payroll the 
Marlins carried on opening day 
last season, and opened a fis­
cally conscious era for a fran­
chise with two World Series 
titles in the past nine years. 

Some call it a fire sale, and 
it resembles what the Marlins 
did after winning the 1997 
World Series. Vtrtually all of 
the talent - high-priced or oth­
erwise - was sent elsewhere 
that offseason, and Florida won 
only 54 games in 1998. 

But earlier this week, 
Marlins president David 
Samson denied that Florida is 
following the same path as the 
franchise did then, saying these 
trades and other potential 
moves will represent a "market 
correction" _ a term general 
manager Larry Bcmfcst also 
used Thursday night after the 
deal with Boston was finalized. 

"This is following through 
on the market correction and a 
lot of mixed emotions,'' Beinfest 
said. "We had players who were 
with us in '03 who helped us 
win a championship. It's a busi­
ness. but we've had a lot of his­
tory with a lot of these guys. The 
recognition of what they've 
done is not going to be lost 

Minaya said. "Carlos Delgado 
certainly fits that description. 
He'll be a superb fit." 

The Mets-Marlins deal need­
ed approval by the comission­
er's office because more man $1 
million is changing hands. 

In the deal with Boston, 
Florida got top shortstop 
prospect Hanley Ramirez, plus 
minor league pitchers Harvey 
Garda, Anibal Sanchez and 
Jesus Delgado. 

"Hanley Ramirez has a 
chance to be an All-Star caliber 
shortstop, and Anibal Sanchez 
joins our stable of outstanding, 
young starting pitchers." 
Beinfest said. "Jesus Delgado 
has a very bright future in our 
bullpen.'' 

Carlos Delgado hit .301 
with 33 homers and 115 RBls 
in his lone season with the 
Marlins, reaching 30 homers 
for the ninth consecutive year. 
The 33-year-old fust baseman, 
who spent his flrst 12 major 
league seasons with Toronto, 
has a .284 career average with 
369 homers and lJ 73 RBis. 

He also attracted attention 
for protesting the U.S.-lraq war 
by refusing to stand when 
"God Bless America" was 
played at major league ball-
parks. · 

Delgado nearly joined the 
Mets last season before signing 
a $52 million, four-year deal 
with Florida. But he was disen­
chanted with the way the Mets 
recruited him a year ago, say­
ing the team tried to appeal to 
his Latin heritage too much. 

Now, the two-time All-Star 
slides into a New York lineup 
that also includes center fielder 
Carlos Beltran, left fielder Cliff 
Floyd and third baseman David 
Wright. Delgado's .393 career 
on-base percentage should help 
a team that fmished tied for 
12th in the NL in that category 
last season (.322).
