Lawyer's motion 
contradicted 
by owfl: witness

PRESTONSBURG - A 
father who is facing charge. 
of endangering the welfare of 
a minor appeared in circuit 
cour1 for a bond reduction 
hearing wtth hi defense 
coun el arguing that his chil­
dren need him. 

Paul Muncy, 24, of 
Tomahawk, appeared bcforc 
Judge Danny P. Caudill on 
Friday With hi public 
defender, Jane Harlan. 

Harlan nrgucd that the 
court schcdulc is inconv~­

nient for her client, who 
need-. to he home w1th h1 
children who arc currently 
staymg with relative . 

Judge Caudill apologized 
for being inconvenient to 
Harlan's client and allowed 
Harlan to call a witness from 
social services. 

The soc1al worker testi­
fied that Muncy \\ill not be 
alloY. ed to take custody of 
his children immediately and 
that he would have to be 
assessed and counseled for a 
tlrug problem lirst. 

Muncy is scheduled for a 
prcrrinl conf"crcnce in his 
case on Dec. 15. Harlan 
asked to move lhe schedule 
up. noting that the conunon­
wealth was plnnning to ofJcr 
her client a probated sen-
tcncc. 

A sistanl Common-

wealth's Attorney Wayne 
Taylor seemed taken aback 
by the request. aying to the 
court, ''1 just can't fathom it.'' 
Taylor went on to note that 
Muncy had been charged 
with speeding,.possc ·sion of 
three different drugs, disor­
derly conduct. obstructing a 
police off1ccr while engaged 
m the line of duty and endan­
gering th«! wei fan: of a minor. 

Muncy's arrest followed a 
June 25 mc1dent m which hts 
vehicle wa · topped at Jenny 
Wiley State Re ort Park after 
two Fish .md Wildlife offi­
cer. ob crvcd it moving 
rratically. The officers noted 

that Mun y' child\\, in the 
back seat and not rc~tramed. 
They also found Muncy to be 
111 rosscssion of drugs and an 
open can of an alcoholic bev­
erage. Muncy resisted arre-.t 
and Sgt. Greg Clark, of the 
Floyd County Sheriff's 
Department, had to be sum­
moned to help restrain him.

Time to rm 
state test flaws 

A new snidy reinforces the vil!w that the state's student testing sys­
tem is badly nawed and should be replaced with more reliable measure­
ments of academic performance. 

Richard Tnncs, an education policy analyst for the Bowling Green­
based Bluegras Institute for Public Policy Solutions. studied the 
Commonwealth Accountability Testing System and concluded that it 
doesn't provide adequate information on the progress of students who 
have traditionally lagged behind in public chool classrooms- minori­
ties, children from poor families and students with disabilities. 

The federal No Child Left Behind Education reform law requires 
states to closely track the performance of these students. Schools are 
held accountable if students don't make progress toward achieving aca­
demic goals. 

Innes says the CATS test, which was designed to measure the perfor­
mance of 'chools. not individual students, does not meet the standards 
of the No Child Left Behind accountability program. The state's testing 
policy "makes it impossible to track student performance over tune," 
Innes writes. As a result, the state is escaping accountability for the per­
formance of rrunorities and students with learning disabilities. 

These arc seriou~ criticisms, especially given evidence that indicates 
student from poor families. especially minorities, are not making up 
academic ground in Kentucky. Without reliable testing data on individ­
ual students and student subgroups, the state education establishment 
can continue to leave children behind and not suffer any consequences. 

But the root of the problem is not flawed testing policies- it's the 
test itself. The CATS test, like its discredited predecessor, the Kentucky 
Instructional Resulls Information System, does not give a clear, accu­
rate picture of academic achievement. Therefore. CATS cannot erve as 
the foundation for a genume accountability system. 

Innes tudy notes the fundamental inadequacies of CATS: the perfor­
mance of indtvidual students can't be tracked, the test uses many open­
response questions, which means there's a large element of subjectivity 
in the scoring; and. unlike Tennessee's value-added testing system, 
CATS doesn't provide intonnation on the perlormancc of teachers. 

Another major flaw in CATS is that the test doesn't measure student 
progre~s against the nation as a whole. 

Education officials insist that Kentucky's education reform program 
is so advanced that the state's students would suffer if they were 
assessed with the basic tools used in nationally tandardized tests. 

In truth. scores on standardized tests matter. For instance, scores on 
the ~<;I Lc t 9f1! u ~djp ,~.ollegc admissions because they are consid­
ered ccurate predictors of college performance. But CATS scores have 
little significance outsid~ the statd~ccountability system. Universities 
in Kemucky use scores on the ACT'- not CATS - in making deci­
sions on admissions. 

Innes notes that serious questions ttave been raised about state edu­
cation official · u e of a statistical tool called "confidence intervals" to 
massa!!e score · used to assel!s student performance for the No Child 
Left Behind program. 

Confidence intervals. which the Lexington Herald-Leader described 
as ''a kind of statistical grade curve." may have allowed the state to 
nearly double the percentage of schools meeting the NCLB 's perfor­
mance targets. 

Innes argues that the "misuse" of confidence intervals undermines 
accountability by giving an unrealistic impression of the performance of 
the ' chools. State education officials should live up 10 their own 
rhetoric about accountability and discard this questionable practice. 

Accountability will remain a slippery concept in the state education 
ystem as long as the CATS test is used to judge the performance of the 

schools. 
State education officials are preparing to make significant changes in 

the accountability system. This presents an opportUnity for the state to 
adopt tests that will clearly measure student performance and allow for 
national comparisons. 

Several prominent lawmakers and a group of school principals in 
northern Kentucky are pushing for the state to replace CATS with 
nationally standardized tests such as the ACT and the Iowa Test of 
Basic Skills. These respected tests - combined, perhaps, with "end-of­
course" exam that assess what students have learned in specific sub­
jects- would create the foundation for an effective accountability sys­
tem in Kentucky. 

It's Lime for K~ntucky education leaders to fully acknowledge the 
testing problem and fix it.

"Our mili­
tary has done everything 
that has been asked of 
them. The U.S. cannot 
accomplish anything fur­
ther in Iraq militarily. It's 
time to bring the troops 
home." 

The Republican 
response to Murtha's 
proposal was predictable. 
They attacked the messenger, couching 
their argument in terms that suggested 
cowardice on the Congressman's part. 
White House spokesperson Scott 
McClellan Likened Murtha to Michael 
.Moore and said his proposal wa "a sur­
render to terrorism.'' He was joined in 
the campaign by Vice President Dick (If 
Deferments Were Purple Hearts, I'd 
Have Five of 'Em) Cheney and 
Secretary of Defense Donald Rumsfeld.

MOVIES FROM 
TIIE BLACK LAGOON 

'Terror'

Britain banned plenty of horror 
movies, which were branded ''video 
nasties," in the 1980s, so it's no sur­
prise that they didn't produce many 
horror filin maestros during that peri­
od. However two men did manufac­
ture gore flicks out of old England 
during that time and this film repre­
sents one of their better efforts. 

Director Nonnan J. Warren shows 
here that he could rrumic any s tyle of 
horror and more or less succeeds with 
this shameless rip off of the Italian 
horror films of Dario Argento . 
Warren's compatriot, Pete Walker, 
also made a few gems during this 
period but we'll 
save them for a 
future column. 
though both men 
frequently used 
the same screen­
writer, David 
McGillavry, who 
wrote this entry. 

In order to 
make this 
Argen toesq ue 
film work, all 
Warren needed 
was a half-baked 

r 

script (check), a slew of young talent 
who were simultaneously amenable to 
being showered with stage blood and 
taking off their clothes (check). and 
some decent camera work (check). 
The last item was vitally important 
since all of Warren's previous films 
appeared to be shot through a hnm 
sandwich. 

Warren aimed low here and hits the 
mark with this tale of a film crew 
menaced by the spirit of a witch. with 
the less than frightening moniker of 
"Mad Dolly," who was burned at the 
stake on the site that the film compa­
ny is using. And she is nor keen to see 
her story committed to celluloid 
(maybe she'd seen some of Warren's 
other fll.ms and had lowered expecta­
tions). 

Dolly shows her displeasure by 
possessing a member of the troupe 
and using her to kill off the others in 
Spectacular fashion. You get all man­
ner of overdone carnage here that 
ranges from impaling one screen siren 
on a tree, to strangling a film editor 
with his own fLim stock. 

In between murders you get an 
often humorous take on the low-bud­
get film industry in England. which 
climaxes with the fllrning of a low­
rent sex comedy called "Barhtime 
with Brenda." 

The ftlm suffers only from one lwo 
many instances of dragged out scares 
that don ·r pay off. One such scene 
might thrill "Star Wars" fans wbeo a 
hulking shape that has terrified one 
actress into thinking her number is up. 
when her car breaks down and stro.nds 
her at a strange house, turns out to be 
none other than Peter Mayhc\1. (san<; 
Chewbacca make-up) as a witlc 
mechanic. 

Mostly this is just an SO-minute

Anyone who 
knows anything at aU about the 
history of mountain people, also 
know there is a code of the hills 
that is very real. There are cer­
tain things you can do and again 
there are certain things you had 
better not do. There is an inde­
pendent spirit among these peo­
ple that you don't fmd in other 
parts of the country. In the early 
days they not only made moon­
shine whiskey, some still do, 
they more or less lived off the fat 
of the land. 

Times have changed, but 
even today there are still ves­
tiges of this lifestyle in this part 
of the country. This story really 
has jts roots in an earlier day 

when westward expansion 
began in our country and most of 
their forefathers migrated from 
the mountains, hills and hollers 
of Kentucky, Tennessee and the 
Carolinas. These were rugged 
pioneers who forged a trail in the 
wilderness that provided a way 
for others to follow in the com­
ing years. There was a stark con­
trast to the lifestyle these people 
lived and the way flatlanders 
lived on the plantations of the 
Deep South. Of course this goes 
back to tbe days of slavery, 
when labor was free. Gladly, 
those days are long gone. 

Bill told of a time when the 
early mountain pioneers lived in 
small communities to have pro­
tection from the Indians, and to 
survive the long harsh winters. 
He said eacb community bad a 
smokehouse and everyone con­
tributed to the smoking and cur­
ing of meat, especially wild 
game, and they all shared in the 
bounty. In essence, they were all 
putting something in and doing 
their part to survive. Then one 

day. one of the mountain men 
decided that he could take some­
thing out of the smokehouse 
without putting anything in. As 
he continued this practice, one 
of the other mountain men 
observed him doing this and said 
to himself, "lf he can do that, I 
can do it, too." 

Before long !.here was anoth­
er, then another, then another 
and before long this honest. 
workable system was destroyed. 
It was then decided that each 
individual would have his own 
smokehouse. This way if they 
did not put anything in, they 
could not take anything out. 
Now it does not take a rocket 
scientist to sec the principles 
mvolved here and how they 
affect life in America today. We 
have gone from a simple system 
in the early days of our nation's 
history where all able-bodied 
people took care of themselves, 
to now millions of Americans 
who look to our government to 
take care of them and to meet 
most of !heir needs. Our govern­
ment not only takes care of the 
widows, the orphans and the 
homeless, but our national and 
state politicians also use our col­
lective resources for dipJomacy.

RAY: Well. we should 
explain what the motor mounts 
arc. l'hcy arc the devices that 
hold !he motor in place and 
mtach ll to the frame of the car. 
The exterior sleeve of the motor 
mount 1 made of metal, but 
inside. IIJ.:y usc ntbber ur some­
time .. now. hydraulic flu1d to 
"isolate" the engine and keep 
the engine's vibrations from 
shal·ing everything else in the 
car - like your teeth. 

TOM: But the vast m~jority 
of motor mounts arc designed so 
that even if the rubber isolating 
component fails. the mounts will 
contmue to do their most impor­
Lant joh; keeping the engine 
[rom falling out on the road. 

RAY: So, are you in danger 
of looking in lhc rearv.iew mir­
ror and Cl!ing your engine tum­
bling olf to the side of the road? 
No. 

TOM: But there is some real 
danger 111 driving around with a 
bad motor mount. First of all,

you put additional slr\!ss on the 
other motor mount!'. If one is 
not doing it. job. you risk ruin­
lng the other three fairly quick­
ly. 

RAY: And when the engine is 
allowed to move around and 
twist inside the engine compart­
ment, you lake the risk of shift­
ing the geometry enough to bind 
up other components, like an 
accelerator cable, for example. 
That could lead to real trouble. 

TOM: So we're going to sug­
gest that you go against aJI of 
your deepest instincts, Brian, 
and spend money to replace the 
bad motor mounts. 

RAY: We know you're a 
cheapskate, Brian - not only 
because you have a car with 
170,000 miles, but because 
you've pestered a hundred 
mechank · for their opinion on 
your cat. without ever paying 
any of them to n.x il. You're the 
reason they invented those signs 
that say "Insurance Regulations 
Proh1bit Customers From 
Entering Work Area- Without 

a Valid Credit Card." 

Air bag should be fine, even 
after 10 years 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
My 1995 Honda Prelude has 

warning labels that say the car's 
two air bags need to be inspect­
ed after 10 years. Well, it's 
almost 10 years later. Is this 
really needed? Or was this a 
warning that was put in before 
air bags were really understood? 
-Seth 

RAY: Well, there's no way to 
really test the air bag, other man 
to loan the car to my brother for 
the weekend. 

TOM: Right. Without what is 
called a "destructive test" (actu­
ally setting it off and seeing if it 
works). there's no way to know 
for certain that the air-bag mate­
rial and the explosive charge are 
still in perfect condition. But 
based on industry experience. 
we know that they're likely to 
be fine for the life of the car. 

RAY: Volvo, which is known 
for its leadership in safety, orig­
inally told its customers to have 
their air bags replaced after 10 
years, just to be safe. But based 
on its real-world experience, it 
later changed that recommenda­
tion to 15 years, and now -
with even more experience - to 
20 years. 

TOM: They've had Volvos 
with air bags sitting out in the 
desert for 20 years, with the 
explosive chemicals just baking 
in the sun. And every time they 
test the air bags, they still work. 

RAY: The electronic compo­
nents of the system however, 
can be checked. That's some­
thing you don't need !he dealer 
for. The air-bag system has a 

self-diagnostic mode that 
checks all of its circuits every 
time you start the car. 

TOM: So if you go out o 
your car and tum the key to the 
"run" position Gust before it 
cranks), you should see an 
"SRS" (supplemental restraint 
system) light appear on your 
dashboard. It should stay on for 
about six seconds, and then go 
off. That tells you the wires are 
connected and the sensors are 
working, and the air bag is ready 
to go. It also tells you that your 
SRS light works - which is 
important. 

RAY: If the light doesn't 
come on, fails to go off or flash­
es while you drive, then you 
need to see your mechanj~. 

T0~1;: The other part of the 
inspection is just a visual check 
of the vinyl covering of the air 
bags. U you see any cracks or 
damage, that might hinder the 
operation of the air bag, too. 

RAY: Or if you see a deep 
imprint of a face in !he vinyl, 
that would suggest that the bag 
hasn't been working as well as it 
should. But I suspect you'll find 
that it's all fine, Seth.

Preakness, Belmont

Preakness and Belmont Stakes 
winner Afleet Alex was retired 
Thursday because of new 
injuries, ending a career in 
which his gritty ride in the sec­
ond leg of the Triple Crown 
was one of the highlights of the 
racing season. 

The injuries were discov­
ered before the horse was 
shipped to Gulfstream Park this 
week. An ankle injury has side­
lined Afleet Alex since his vic­
tory in the Belmont on June 11. 

'There was no decision at all," 
trainer Tim Ritchey told The 
Associated Press. "Once we saw 
what he had, it was a no-brainer 
just for Iris safety and well being." 

Afleet Alex retires with 
eight wins in 12 starts and earn-

ings of $2,765,800, and nearly 
became the sport's 12th Triple 
Crown winner. 

He finished third in the 
Kentucky Derby by a length, 
won the Prcakness after nearly 
being knocked down by 
Scrappy T in the turn for home 
and won the Belmont by seven 
lengths. Jockey Jeremy Rose 
was aboard Afleet Alex for all 
three Triple Crown races. 

'We're all very disappointed 
and frustrated," Cash is King 
managing partner Chuck Zacney 
said on the Afleet Alex Web site. 
"We were really looking forward 
to racing Alex next year and to 
showing just how great a horse 
he was. I don't think horse rac­
ing fans saw the best of Alex. 
They saw a lot of very good 
races. But, the way he was grow­
ing and maturing, I really feel 

the best was yet to come." 
Ritchey had hoped Afleet 

Alex would run in the Cigar

Jockeys' Guild meets with racing executives

Representatives of the Jockeys' 
Guild held a five-hour meeting 
Thursday with horse racing 
industry executives at the 
Churchill Downs racetrack in 
Louisville. a guild spokes­
woman said. 

The guild, still rebuilding fol­
lowing the ouster of its embat­
tled former president, discussed 
health insurance, safety issues, 
media rights, issues affecting 
disabled jockeys and payments 
to the Thoroughbred Racing 
Associations. guild spokes­
woman Angie Gimmel said. 

ParLicipants declined to dis­
cuss the details of the meeting 
further, except to say that no 
agreements were reached. 

Industry particJpants included 
Steve Sexton. president of 
Churchill Downs racetrack, TRA 
Executive Vice President Chris 
Scherf. New York Racmg 
Association Senior Vice President 
William Nader and Don Amos, 
chief operating officer of Magna 
Entertainment Corp. 

Acting national manager 
Darrell Haire represented the 
guild along with four other jock­
eys, one of whom participated 
by speakerphone, Gimmel said. 

Haire said it was, "a very 
good meeting and a step in the 
right direction." 

Churchill Downs 
spokesman John Asher said the 
meeting was cordial. 

"It was an opportunity to sit 
down with the new guild leader­
ship and representatives and to 
get together face to face and talk 
about some things," Asher said. 

Another meeting is planned 
for after the frrst of the year, but 
no date has been set, Asher said. 

The guild which represents 
thousands of jockeys, is dealing 
with the ouster of President L. 
Wayne Gertmenian, who was 
questioned harshly on the alleged 
misuse of funds by a House 
Energy and Commerce subcom­
mittee in October. He was 
removed weeks later by a meeting 
of the guild's governing senate. 

Last week, di abled jockey 
Gary Birzer filed a federal lawsuit 
agamst the guild, claiming fraud 
and breach of fiduciary duty. It 

names the guild along with 
Gertmenian Qlld former Chief 
Operating Officer Albert Fiss. 

Birzer testified before the 
same House panel in October. 
criticizing what he character­
ized as the guHd's Jack of 
response to an accident that left 
him paralyzed last year. 

Executives including 
Sexton. Scherf and Amos testi­
fied before the panel at another 
hearing in November. 
Over ight and Investigations 
Subcommittee Chairman Ed 
Whitfield.
