FRANKFORT - While other 
Kentucky Democrats ponder their 
options, one candidate from the state's 
last governor's race has announced hi 
intentions to seek the 2007 nommation.,r 

Otis Hensley Jr., of Wallins Creek. 
flled papers with the Kentucky Registry 
of Election Finance last week to begin 
raising and spending money for the race. 
Hensley finished third in 2003 behind 
now-U.S. Rep. Ben Chandler and House 
Speaker Jody Richards. 

"I think I win this time," Hensley said 
during a telephone interview. "I've got 
nvo years to campaign." 

Hensley, a contractor, was the first -
and so far only- Democrat to announce 
plans to run for governor in 2007. 
Former Lt Gov. Steve Henry has said 
he's considering a 1un. 

Incumbent Gov. Ernie Fletcher, a 
Republican, has also fLied papers to seek 
a second term. 

In the 2003 Democratic primary. 
Hensley ran a limited campaign and fin­
ished with 3.3 percent or 9,372 votes. 
During that race, which Chandler fin­
ished with more than 10,000 votes over 
Richards, Hensley did not raise or spend 
any money, according to campaign 
fmance records tiled with the state. 

This time around probably won't be 
much different, Hen ·ley said. J 'ow. 
though, he's already been through the 
process and he's got plenty of time for 
campaigning, he said. 

"I ran the last race on no money. and 
unless somebody steps forward and 

offers to help me. I'm going to run this 
one without any money." Hensley said. 
''I'm in it for the people. I'm not in it for 
the money. La t race, I had to eat 
bologna sandwiches and was campaign­
ing on the side of the road.'' 

Kentucky Democratic Party chairman 
Jell)!Lundergan said party leaders are not 
yet focusing on the race. Instead, they are 
concentrating efforts on the 2006 elec­
tions including county courthouse races 
and state House and Senate races. 

State Sen. Julian Carroll, D-Frankfort, 
said he's working with Democratic lead­
ers to establish a statewide "network'' to 
consider the party's gubernatorial 
option -_ Carroll agreed Democrats 
should focus on the 2006 elections 
before moving on to the governor's race. 

Carroll, a former Kentucky governor, 
said he envisions gathering a group that 
repre~enrs "probably a couple of million" 
Kentuckians including various con­
stttuent and special interest groups. 
Carroll said. 

He hopes to have the group complet­
ed this month and hold its flrst meeting 
in January. Exactly what the group's 
responsibilities will be remains uncer­
tain, Can·oll said. It would be up to those 
in the "network" to decide their exact 
purpose, he said. 

"The idea is out there;• Carroll said. 
"The idea has yet to have meat put on the 
bones, I guess you might say." 

t.Jntil then, party officials are trying to 
shore up their base and will eventually 
aim at getting consensus on a single can­
didate with the best chance of winning. 
Lundergan said. Olherwise, a primary 
contest could be fatal to any hopes of 

regammg the governor's mansio~ 
Lundergan said. 

"I think we should take every 
prospect that the Democrats have and we 
should all join hands and support lhe 
siiongest," Lundergan said. "I'm going 
to support the strongest." 

Carroll agreed. 
.. We've got to use good judgment," 

Carroll said. "We've got to make certain 
that we don't get so anxious that we end 
up curting each other up so that the 
Democrat that represents us isn't able to 
pull the party together for a victory in 
November (2007)." ' 

As for Hensley, Lundergan said he 
wasn't dismissing him. 

"That's why we live under the flag we 
live under." Lundergan said. "Every citi­
zen has a right to ftle. I'm very happy 
that he flied as a Democrat.'' 

If Hensley winds up being the 
strongest candidate, Lundergan said he 
would support him. Otherwise, he would 
"try to convince'' Hensley the party 
should settle on a single candidate. 
Lundergan said. 

Hensley's gubernatorial to-do list 
includes finding additional outlets for 
farmers and eliminating toll roads · 
western Kentucky. Hensley said be also 
wants the state to insure driver's licenses 
instead of vehicles. He is also opposed to 
raising taxes. 

"I want to run for governor as a citi­
zen of the state of Kentucky. not as a 
politician;· Hensley said. "Our campaign 
slogan is to put the people first."

the mountains of central 
Appalachia. 

Floyd County jailer Roger 
Wi.!bb said seniors have a ready 
markl.!t for their prescription 
pills. especially painkillers. and 
soml.! lll<~Y be succumbing to the 
temptation of illegally selling 
their medications. 

''Wh~.;n a person is on Social 
Security, drawing $500 a month, 
and they can sell their pain pills 
for $10 apiece, they'U take half 

of them for themselves and ·ell 
the other half to pay their clt.:c­
lric bills or buy groceries,'' 
Webb said. 

Since April 2004. the anti­
drug task force Operation 
UNITE has charged more than 
40 people 60 or older with sell­
ing drugs in the mountains of 
eastern Kentucky. Ifs a recent 
trend that Webb said has been 
growing over the past five 
years, since police began their 
crackdown on illegal sales of 
prescription drugs. 

"It used to be a rare occasion 
to have an elderly inmate." 
Webb said. "Five years ago it 
was a rarity." 

Dan Smoot, a former Late 
police drug detective who heads 
the task force, said the senior 
citizens being charged aren't 
always people srruggling to put 
food on the table. 

"Most of the elderly we 
arrest are merely continuing a 
family tradition." he said. "It 
has been pan of their culture for 
a long time."

In Pike County. jailer 
Rodney Scon said the overall 
increase in elderly inmate is 
small, but noticeable. He said 
senior citi~:ens have more health 
problems than younger inmates. 
which means they require more 
time and attention from his staff. 

The Rev. Doug Abner, pa tor 
of Community Church in 
Manchester and an anti dmg 
cru ader. said seniors may not 
understand the seriousnc of 
selling prescripuon drugs. 

"They justify it hccau~e 

they're having a han.l time 
financially," he said. "Left to 
ourselves, we can justify any­
thing, but they're rcaiJy pan ol 
the problem." 

Dr. Anita CornelL, a Hyden 
physician, said she docs random 
drug screerungs to make sure 
her patients are taking their pre­
scription drugs instead or selling 
them. In addition, staffers rou­
tinely call patients and ask them 

to bring the1r pre cription bot­
tle· imo the ollie~ to count the 
pill. to make sure ull ure 
accounted foJ 

Cornett aid one or her 
patients. a rcfonncd drug adtli~t. 
told her that he had n ·vcr pur­
cha~cd drugs from a known 
dmg dealer. "All of the drug he 
bought were lrom elderly peo­
ple who had prescription for 
them," he ~aid. 

Just how many cnim citi­
zens arc selling their prescrip­
tion medications is anyone's 
guess, Cornett said. "I would 
hope it's a small percentage."

Louisville head coach Bobby 
Petrino. "Virginia Tech has out­
standing team speed on boU1 
sades of the football and are 
very well-coached.'' 

The odds of the Cardinals 
(9-2) facing the Hokies (10-2) 
seemed remote at the time of 
Louisville's invitation. 

But after the Vrrginia Tech 
fell to the Seminoles, the Hokies 
were suddenly available. 

"I was shocked," said 
Louisville wide receiver Mario 
Urrutia. "We'd anticipated 

playing Miami." 
Instead of a chance to 

avenge last season's 41 -38 loss 
to the Hurricanes. the Cardinals 
will try for their second consec­
utive 1 0-win season against the 
Hokies. 

"A lot of guys wanted to 
play Virginia Tech, but r wanted 
to play Miami because they 
beat us last yc;u·:· :said 
Louisville wide recei vct Joshua 
Tinch.

Virginia Tech accepted a bid 
to the Gator Bowl on Sunday. 
meaning it will return to the 
scene of their ACC title loss. 

"They had the same destiny 
as we wanted, that's to make 

the national championship 
game,'' Tinch said. "Everybody 
knows they have a great 
defense and a great quarterback 
(Marcus Vick" 

Louisville won the last 
matchup between the two 
schools. earning a 21- 17 victory 
over the Hokies on Oct. 10, 
1992. The Cardinals and the 
llokies have faced each other 
six previous times, with the 
Hokics holding a 4-2 edge in 
the series. 

Each school will receive a 
$1.6 million payout for playing 
in the bowl. It is Louisville's 
frrst January bowl game since it 
defeated Alabama 34-7 in the 
1992 Fiesta Bowl. 

The schools had two com-

Virginia. Louisville defeated 
the Tar Heels 69-14 on Oct. 8, 
then lost to the Mountaineers 
46-44 in triple overtime on Oct.

The Big East rushing leader 

finished with 121 yards to go 
over the 1,000-yard mark for 
the season. It was his sixth 100-
yard rushing game of the season 
and his 23 touchdowns rushing 
this year set a single-season 
school record. 

The Gator Bowl-bound 
Cardinals (9-2, 5-2) were with­
out Big Ea. t passing leader 
Brian Brohro. who went down 
for the season with a knee 
injury last week. But they didn't 
miss a beat. 

Cantwell. a walk-on making 
his first start. threw for 271 
yards, completing 16 of 25 
attempts. He admitted he had a 
few jitters to start.

entering the game and exceeded 
that by halftime. 

Louisville tacked on another 
score early in the third quarter 
on Bush's 5-yard run. The 
Cardinals recovered another 
UConn fumble late in the peri­
od. leading to Art Carmody's 
38-yard field goal as time 
expired in the period with 
Louisville up 30-14. 

The Huskies also went with a 
backup quarterback in D.J.

McClendon charged through 
the line to block Chris 
Jackson's punt, giving Georgia 
another prime scoring chance at 
the LSU 15. 

On third-and-2, Shockley 
took off running when the 
pocket collapsed, breaking an 
attempted tackle by Landry and 
leaving two other player splat­
tered on the turf for a 7-yard 
touchdown. 

That gave Georgia a 21-7 
lead at halftime, a deficit that 
no team has overcome in the 
14-year hi tory of the champi­
onship game. 

The Tigers totally fell apart 
in the third quarter. Landry was 
called for back-to-back penal­
ties on a drive that finished with 
the first of two field goals by 

Brandon Coutu. Russell was 
knocked out of the game with 
about five minutes left in the 
period, goirag down hard on his 
left shoulder while being 
sacked by Jeff Owens. 

At that point, LSU was about 
as low as it could go - its quar­
terback laid out on the fleld, the 
scoreboard showing fourth-and-
32 with Georgia leading 24-7. 

Coutu kicked another field 
goal, tying a championship 
game record from 51 yards 
away, and Matt Flynn took over 
at quarterback for the Tigers. 
His second pass was picked off 
along the sideline by Tim 
Jennings, who scooted into the 
end zone from 15 yards away to 
send most of the purple-and­
gold contingent for the exits. 

Georgia shut down LSU's 
ground attack, which was so 
devastating in the '03 champi­
onship game. Justin Vincent, 
who rushed for 201 yards 
against the Bulldogs as a fresh­
man, managed only 15 yards on 
eight carries this time. 

In all, LSU was held to 74 
yards on the ground- 219 fewer 
than it put up two years ago.

LEXINGTON - With its 
seven top scorers gone from last 
season's national championship 
squad, there were plenty of 
doubts about North Carolina's 
talent level - so much so that the 
Tar Heels have yet to crack the 
APTop 25. 

But North Carolina has done 
a good job thus far of quieting 
the skeptics. and its 83-79 upset 
of No. 1 0 Kentucky on Saturday 
- inside a packed Rupp Arena, 
no less _ would seem to indicate 
that while the Tar Heels (4-l) 
might be young, with three 
freshmen starters, they're still 
good. 

"Our freshmen were special 
today." North Carolina coach 
Roy Williams said. "At times 
we had four freshmen out on the 
court at the same time. I always 
put three things on the board 
(before lhe game) and No. 1 was 
poise and focus. 

"I told them if they could 
bear what I was saying from the 
bench pretty easily, then we 
were playing pretty well. There 
were a couple of times today 
that l was able to say to our 
guys. ' Isn't it nice that you can 
hear me?"' 

It was a junior, Reyshawn 
Terry, that led the Tar Heels with 
a career-high 25 points agamst 
Kentucky (5-2), bur, North 
Carolina's freshmen made sig­
nificant contributions. 

Forward Tyler Hansbrough -
who chose North Carolina over 
Kentucky after a pitched recruit­
ing battle - grabbed 10 
rebounds to help the Tar Heels 

post a 37-30 edge on tl1e boards. 
Guards Marcus Ginyard and 
Bobby Frasor combined for 17 
points, and another guard, Wes 
Miller, came off the bench to 
score 12 points and go 3-of-5 
from 3-point range. 

"They took it to us,'' 
Kentucky forward Bobby Perry 
said. "They played hard and 
stayed poised.'' 

They were poised enough to 
take a 12-point halftime lead 
and hold off two second-half 
runs by the Wildcats. 

Kentucky opened the second 
half on a 12· 2 run to pull wilhin 
46-44, but the Tar Heels just as 
quickly restored their advantage 
to double digits and kept it 
there. North Carolina led 71-58 
with 7:55 left - Kentucky's 
largest deficit of the season -
before Kentucky scored the next 
e1ght points to trail only 71-66 
with 4:22 left. 

But the Wildcats turned the 
ball over on their next two Lrips, 
while North Carolina picked up 
a 2-pointer from Ginyard and a 
3-pointer by senior David Noel. 
who scored 15 points. The 3-
pointer gave the Tar Heels a 76-
66 lead with 2:53 left. and they 
made 7 -of -9 free throws in the 
final minute to seal the win. 

That North Carolina won 
against a tough opponent four 
days after a 68-64loss to Illinois 
- a rematch of last season's 
championship game - gave 
Williams extra satisfaction. 

·'I think we played excep­
tionally hard on 'TUesday night, 
but we just didn't make the 
plays at crunch time,'' he said. "I 
think we did make those plays 
today." 

Kentucky lost despite career­
highs in points from guards 
Rajon Rondo (20) and walk-on 
Ravi. Moss (17). 

The loss likely will cost 
Kentucky a spot in the lOp 10, 
where the Wildcats have been 
ensconsed for 39 sttaight polls. 
But Kentucky has bigger prob­
lems or. rather, big-men prob­
lems. 

That Kentucky's three 7-foot- · 
ers have struggled to make their 
mark this season is well-chroni­
cled. Kentucky coach Tubby 
Srnith compensated for that dur­
ing the past four games by going 
with a smaller starting lineup, 
figuring that the quickness pro­
vided by that combination 
would be his team's strength. 

That strategy worked against 
unheralded opponents like 
Liberty and High Point, but not 
agamst a North Carolina team 
with as much talent on its roster 
as Kentucky. Fifteen of the Tar 
Heels' rebounds came on the 
offensive end. 

"We didn' t do a good job of 
boxing om." Perry said. "It's all 
about who wants the ball more, 
and North Carolina brings 
everybody to the boards all the 
time. We've got to find that 
san1e hunger." 

Kentucky is expected to 
make its formal application to 
the NCAA for the reinstatement 
of sophomore center Randolph 
Morris this week. But the appar­
ent ruling last week by a NCAA 
committee that Morris bad an 
agreement with an agent during 
his unsuccessful dalliance with 
the NBA draft has made the 
probability of Morris regaining 
his eligibility more tenuous.

OUI VILLE - Taquan 
Dean's shooting slump didn' t 
last long. 

The Louisville guard made 
six 3-pointers and scored 24 
points as the seventh-ranked 
Cardinals overcame a sluggish 
frrst half to pull away from 
Arkansas State 67-55 at the 
Colonial Classic on Sunday. 

Dean knocked down three 
shots from beyond the arc dur­
ing a decisive 19-4 run in the 
second half when Louisville (3-
0) shook free of the Indians (2-
4) in the final 10 minutes. 

"He's the target on every­
body's blackboard,' ' said 
Louisville bead coach Rick 
Pitino of Dean. "Taquan is the 
man. Every coach is screaming 
'Don't let him shoot.'" 

Dean entered lhe game 
shooting just 27 percent from 
the field, including 19 percent 
from 3-point range. It looked 
like his struggles would contin-

ue against the Indians, as he 
miss_ed six of his first nine shots, 
most of them long jumpers that 
bounced harmlessly off the rim. 

A quick diagnosis on his 
jumper from Pitino at halftime 
set Dean straight. 

''I was moving back on my 
jump shot. I wasn't landing in 
the same place," Dean said. 
"Coach told me that at halftime, 
now I feel more comfortable 
with my shot. I feel I'm in a lit­
tle groove now." 

Juan Palacios had seven 
points and nine rebounds, 
Brandon Jenkins scored II 
points, and David Padgett added 
five points. five rebounds and 
four assists for Louisville.
