Judge denies lower 
bond for Davis

PRESTSONSB URG - A 
Prestonsburg man who pleaded 
guilty Wednesday in two cases in 
which he faced 21 charges. was 
ordered to pay fines and to report 
for probation. 

Kevin Hall, 21. received three 
12-month sentences for two 
counts of first-degree wanton 
endangerment of police officers 
and one count of first-degree flee­
ing and evading. Those sentences, 
garnered for amended charges on 
all counts. were suspended and 
probated in district court. 

Judge James R. Allen ordered 
Hall to pay a total of $963 in fmes 
and court costs for one counr of 
driving under the influence. one 
count of failure to wear seat belrs. 
one count of possession of mari­
juana and one cC?unt of no insur­
ance. 

A charge of driving on a sus­
pended license was probated for 
90 days, and Hall. also facing a 
charge of carrying a concealed 
deadly weapon, was ordered to 
forfeit his weapon to the 
Prestonsburg Police Department. 
One count of failure to register a 
vehicle transfer and five counts of 
failure to wear seat belts were dis-

missed in the case. Four counts of 
second-degree wanton endanger­
ment were merged with the other 
two amended wanton endanger­
ment charges against Hall. 

In a separate case, Hall was 
ordered to pay $300 in restitution 
to the Prestonsburg Police 
Department after he pleaded 
guilty to one count of third­
degree criminal mischief. A 
charge of fleeing and evading was 
dismis ed in this case.

PRESTONSBURG - Nearly half of 
the charges that were filed against 219 
people during the KenLUcky State Police's 
Memorial Day '1Veekend blitz were dis­
missed in Floyd County. 

It's Enforced'' campaign. Troopers, work­
ing alongside other police agencies across 
the state. increased saturation patrols and 
traffic safety checkpoints in high crash 
and high traffic locations. 

Out of 132 speeding charges issued. 26 
offenders pleaded guilty. 32 charges were 
dismissed, and 51 charges were diverted, 
amended (up or down). or merged in dis­
met court. Guilty pleas were entered for 
only five of the 44 charges regarding seat 
belt usage. In the cases. 25 charges of fail­
ure to wear a scat belt were dismissed, 
and seven of those charges were diverted. 
(The remainder of these charges were 
either amended, prepaid or undisposed 
because the accused failed to appear in 
court.) 

36 charges were diverted under the condi­
tion that the accused commit no other \io­
lations of the law for a specified period of 
Lime. and 38 charges were amended up. 
down or merged with other violations. 

Court records indicate that 176, or 
48.88 percent, of the 360 charges taken 
out against people between May 27 and 
May 30 were dismissed with or without 
prejudice. That compares to a dismissal 
rate of 37 percent during the rest of the 
year. 

Kentucky State Police troopers 
worked overtime during the Memorial 
Day weekend holiday as part of the 
"Buckle Up Kentucky: It's the Law and 

Some of the charges ftled in Floyd 
County district court during that time -
mostly traffic violations or misdemeanors 
- were dismissed with proof shown. 
Others were dismissed because officer~ 
failed to appear in court. Some of the peo­
ple who faced multiple charges pleaded 
guilty to one or more of the charges 
against them. while one or more of the 
additional charges were dismissed. 

ln the traffic related cases presented, 
guilty pleas were rendered for every per­
son (10) who appeared in court to answer 
to charges of driving under the influence. 

In the blitz weekend cases (four 
felonies, 27 misdemeanors. and 188 traf­
fic violations), guilty pleas were rendered 

· lor 106. or 29.44 percent, ~f the charges. 
Four charges in two separate cases were 
sent to the grand jury for consideration, 

People facing 17 of the charges cited 
during the traffic blit? period resolved 
their cases our of coun with prcpnyabJe 
citations. 

When questioned about the reasons for 
the dismissal , District Judge James R. 
Allen said that most cases are resolved 
with prosecutorial recommendations. 

"Many, many of the cases fiJed are 
resolved without guilty pleas or with peo­
ple pleading guilty,' ' said Allen, v.·ho dis­
missed 80 of the 360 charges filed during

Whatever 
action they don't rake, I'll take. 
What they can't do. I'll do. This 
is unnecessary, unfortunate and 
it has no place, especially at an

gcr~ who are riding with people 
arrested for driving under the 
intlucnce for public intoxica­
tion, and it's unlawful to do so, 
Bartley said, because those peo­
ple are in a private vehicle, not 
out in public. Bartley justifies 
rhose arrests with rhe under­
standing that officers assume 
people cited in this way would 
be "stupid enough" to drive 
themselves home if they are not 
arrested dwing the traffic stop. 

Kentucky State Police 
Detective Sgt. Steve Spurlock 
conftrmed that officers will "not 
leave somebody on the road that 
has been drinking." When 
troopers work DUI cases, he 
said, they are "fighting against" 
a two-hour time limit imposed 
through state legislation. 
Troopers can't spend the major­
ity of that rime waiting for a taxi 
or a ride for an intoxicated pas­
senger, he said. 

State laws regarding work 
zone speed limits should be 
changed, Bartley said, because it 
isn't necessary to enforce 
reduced speed limits when 
workers are not on the highway. 

Bartley says he recommend 
for dismissals in cases where 
people are charged for speeding 
in work zones during the late 
evening or early morning hours, 
when workers aren't present, 
and in areas where the reduced 
speed zone takes in parts of the 
highway rhat aren't necessarily 
a work zone. 

"Take the construction that 
they did on Route 80 this year," 
Bartley said. "They extended 
the work zone for a half a mile. 
at least, on the highway where 
no work was done at all. They 
wrote ticket after ticket after 
ticket for people driving a half a 
mile away from the zone, and 
some of them were at. 3 in the 
morning. A lot of these cases 
were dismissed. A lot of them 
weren't. There were some peo­
ple who paid fines, who possi­
bly might not have truly been 
guilty of it. A lot of them were 
truly frivolous." 

Other dismissals come at the 
request of the citing officer . 
Bartley said. 

"'Of course, then you've got 
l:hose cases where the officer 
who wrote the ticket comes in to 
me and says, 'I wrote this ticker 
and it turns out that it's so-and­
so's sister. Can you dismiss it?' 
It happens," Bartley said. "It's 
John Doe up in Weeksbury. It's 
John Doe in this road or that 
road. It happens." 

Spurlock said the KSP works 
"very well" with county attor­
neys in the region and he com­
mended efforts on both sides. 

"We do our job. We work

KSP officers were called to 
South Floyd in October after a 
fight broke our during a middle 
school football game. Angela 
Hall, a parent of one PHS stu­
dent, made allegations against 
KSP Trooper Mike Wolfe, who 
was coaching the opposing 
Breathitt County team. 

Hall claimed that her IS­
year-old son, a PHS basketball 
player, sustained head injuries 
after Wolfe knocked him uncon­
scious during the fight. 

Authorities said that the fight 
broke out between the players 
on the field, and it grew to an 
uncontrollable level as 
bystanders rushed into the 
malee. One report indicated that 
the 'Breathitt County bus was 
blocked in at rhe school and that 
they called 9 L I for help. but offi­
cials could not confirm the alle­
gation. KSP Trooper B.J. 
Caudill escorted the Sebastian 
Middle School bus to Route 80. 

Floyd County Attorney Keith 
Bartley said the KSP were sup­
posed to complete interviews 
with approximately 60 witnesses 
of the fight in October by 
December 1. KSP's internal 
affairs branch extended the 
deadline to Dec. 16, he said.

said. "Our job is to report the 
facts to Lhc court. to file chnrgcs 
and to write tickets. What the 
court does alter that is complete­
ly up to the court system. They 
have the entire totality of the cir­
cumstances surrounding the 
cases ... We're not satisfied all 
the Lime. but I don' t think the 
court system is either. We arc 
completely satisfied with the 
effort done by our people and 
the effort done their their peo­
ple." 

According lO statJstics pro­
vided by the Administrative 
Office of the Courts. the rate of 
dismissals in the county during 
this fiscal year is lower thon per­
centages uf reported dismissab 
in Magoffin and Ptkc counties. 
and the rate is higher than per­
centages in Knoll and Johnson 
counties. The information also 
shows that Floyd County 
obtained more guilty pleas for 
traffic. misdemeanor or felony 
charges in district court than all 
four of those counties during 
this fiscal year. 

The AOC's research and sta­
tistics department reported in 
September that 5,981, or 
approximately 37 percent of 
felony, misdemeanor, or traffic 
charges have been dismissed in 
Aoyd County during this fiscal 
year, out of 16,137 charges that 
have been ftlcd. In the 2004 fis­
cal year, they reported the dis­
missal of 46.39 percent of the 
charges, a decrease from Lhc dis­
missal of 46.47 percent of the 

charges in 2003. In 2002. 45.61 
percent of the charges were dis­
missed. the department report­
ed. and in 200 I. nearly ha If -
49.52 percent - of the charge 
were di~mtssed. 

The AOCs '>tdtistJcs. whtch 
were pro\'idcd through COURT­
NET, indicate that guilty pleas 
were rendered for more than 38 
percent of felony, misdemeanor 
and tJaffic charges in Floyd 
County this fiscul year, an 
increase from the approximate 
33 percent of guilty plea<> rcn­
dt:red last year. 

Comparatively, : ·lugoffin 
County rcportcd tin: lughc~t r.llc 
of dismissals. with 46 pet cent of 
the charges dismissed there thic; 
fiscal year. Guilty plc.a-. were 
rendered for nearly 25 percent 
of the charges filed. In 2004.

Retire111ent syste111 
needs review 

Rep. Harry Moberly probably knows as much about 
Kentucky's budget as any other single person in the state. 
As chairman of the House Appropriations and Revenue 
Committee for many years, he oversees the biennialleg­
i lati\~C budget writing process. So when Moberly says he 
want an independent review of the state retirement sys­
tem. everyone should listen. 

But a knowledgeable as Moberly is, Kentucky should­
n't need a lot of convincing that things are amiss within 
the state retirement fund. It is estimated to be underfund­
ed by $4.5 billion, about twice the state's annual payroll. 

It's not a new problem, more a chronic one. For about 
the last decade, governors and legislators have put too lit­
tle money into the Kentucky Retirement System, a time 
bomb that will eventually blow up if allowed to continue 
ticking. Four years from now, when retirements are 
expected to crest and the money in the fund starts to 
rapidly run out, the state will have to fmd money any­
where it can to pay retirement benefits, even if it means 
slashing spending in other important places such as edu­
cation, public health, corrections and transportation. 

Right now, the system's assets cover less than half of 
its liabilities. William Hanes, executive director of the 
retirement system, wants the 2006 General Assembly to 
pump an additional $350 million into the various retire­
ment funds. Interviewed last week by the Lexington 
Herald-Leader, Hanes wanted to know what the state's 
long-term trategy was to meet the challenge. 

So do we. 
Kentucky retirees receive free health insurance, and 

those costs have gone through the roof. The retirement 
·ystcm invest its surplus in stocks and bonds, and those 
returns have been weak for years. As Kentucky's work 
force age . thousands more state retirees begin drawing 
money from the system each year, accelerating the deple­
tion of the retirement fund. 

Obviously. the state needs to do a better job of funding 
the retirement system. But that is not enough. Kentucky 
ha a very generous retirement system for state employ­
ees that includes full retirement benefits after 27 years 
and free health insurance coverage that continues until 
death. 

Most workers in the private sector can only dream of 
such benefit beginning as early as age 49 or 50, earlier 
still for police officers and frrefighters. 

A top-to-bottom review of the retirement system is 
needed. Should the 27 -year threshold for full retirement 
be increased gradually to 30 or 32 years, if not longer? Is 
it f a. ible for the state to pay for 100 percent of retirees' 
health insurance premiums? Should other changes or 
adju. tmem be considered? 

There's nothing wrong with a generous state retirement 
system, as long as it is fair to all taxpayers, doesn't trump 
other needed spending and is fiscally sound over the long 
haul. We need to fmd out if Kentucky's retirement sys­
tem is livmg up to those ideals.

our faces toward the light. This 
is a heart-wrenching commen­
tary. Nonetheless it is true. Rock 
bouom came for me in 
Novem~r of 19H6. in a jail cell 

- in Louisville. Kentucky. Jail 
wa~ nothing new for me. Rather 
jail was the norm in my life. 1 
was 40 years old. but I had pent 

t less than four years outside of 
prison )..Ulce I had turned 21. 
More than 15 years in prison - in 

some of the harshest prisons in 
the world - had forged me into a 

terrible crucible. 
Sitting in a 

filthy, stinking 
jail tank in 
Louisville in 
1986, I knew 
that I faced the 
very real possi­
bility of spend­
ing the rest of 
my life locked 
away from soci­
ety. I was facing 
a new bank rob­

bery charge that carried up to 25 
years in prison and I was also 
facing a 20-year parole violation 
term. The probability of my 
spending the next 25 years, or 
more, in prison was greaL The 
emotions tearing me apart and 
torturing me were indescribable. 
Mixed in with the fear and rage, 
mixed in with the bitterness and 
hate, mixed in with the resent­
ment and frustration, mixed in 
with the hopelessness and false 

pride was the self loathing. Self­
hatred was the terrible founda­
tion that propped it all up. Self­
disgust was the mortar that 
bound it all together. 

What you have just read are 
words that can be found in the 
prologue of a book titled, "Fear 
Runner," written by Joe Mosier, 
who now lives with his wife, 
Alice, in North Pekin, Ill. Joe 
contacted me after reading one 
of my columns in the local 
newspaper, The Pekin Daily 
Times. With his letter he includ­
ed a copy of the aforementioned 
book, and after I read it l con­
cluded that his was one of Lhe 
most tragic and heart-wrenching 
true-life stories that I have ever 
read. What is so tragic is not that 
he has spent a great deal of his 
life in prison; a lot of men and 
women do that for crimes they 
have commiued. What is so 
tragic is why Joe went there in 
the ftrst place. If the thoughts I 
share here save even one Joe 
Mosier from going to prison 

down the road. it will be wonh 
it all. 

Joe Mosier was born and 
grew up in a middle class fami­
ly in a small town 10 Ohio. His 
mother had a son before his 
father married her, but she wa'! 
killed when he was 3 years of 
age. Later his father remarried 
and his stepmother was very 
good to him. What set Joe on the 
wrong path is that he had an 
abu ive father, not abusive in 
the physical sense but abusive 
emotionally and psychological­
ly. which can often be far worse. 
When Joe did things in school 
that were outstanding, his father 
rather than praising and sup­
porting him would be highly 
critical. One time after their lit­
tle league ba eball team had 
won the city championship. at 
the supper table Joe said, 'Tm 
o happy I could tell the whole 

world." 
At this point his father threw 

his fork into his plate and 
screamed at Joe, "The whole 

Finally. prison became the 
ultimate hiding [onn of running 
away. Prison became the ulti­
mate hiding place. There were 
obviously many stops in 
between Joe Mosier growing 
up. getting out of school, getting 
married, having children and the 
day he made the decision to 
commit his ft.rst crime that over 
time escalated to being a sea­
soned bank robber and long 
stints behind prison bars. The 
message here is simple. As par-

Fortunately J~'s story has a 
happy ending. In that jail tank i 
Louisville. in 1986. he suncn­
dered his will am.l his life com­
pletely to Jesus Christ and 
began to live for Him. In addi­
tion to alJowing the Lord to 
completely comrol his life, h~! 

had a woman who had a Godly. 
selfless Jove and who drove 
thousands of miles to visit him 
in prison and to wait till he was 
free to enjoy life together. He 
has been out of prison now for 
more than 10 years and he told 
me, "I will never go back." 
That, my friend, i Lhc power of 
God at work in someonc's life. -

I 
took my boss to lunch one day

ignition and put the vehicle in 
Park. My boss was aghast: 
"You'll ruin the transmission." 
he cried out. "Put it in Park first, 
and then tum otT the ignition." 
Does it really matter whether I 
put it in Park before or after turn­
ing off the ignition?- Garland 

TOM: Well. would you rather 
~ right or employed, Garland? 

RAY: It doesn·t matter to the 
tran~mission. There·s nothing 
hat ha ljJ:<!ns when ¥ou move the 

sii{ ~t:' from flri\e t~ r,~~cn 
he engme ts not n.mrung that 

would damage the transmission. 
TOM: When you go fron1 

Drive to Pm"k. you're doing two 
things. First. you're disengaging 
the gears. If this were a manual 
transmission. thi · would be the 
l!quivalcnt of stepping on the 
clutch and putting the shifter in 
Neu1.ral. You c<m do that whether 
the engine is on or off. 

RAY: The other thing you're 
doing is engaging something 
called the parking pawl. 

TOM: You· vc probably heard 
of the parking pawl. It used to 
play with parking Peter and park­
ing Mary back in the '60s. 

RAY: You sec what I have to 
live with, folks') The parking 
pawl is a lever that locks up the 
output shaft of the tJansm.ission 
and prevents it from turning. 
That's what keeps the car from 
rolling down the hill when you 
put the transmission in Park. And 
that can be done with the engine 
nn or off as well. 

TOM: But that's not the real 
issue here, Garland. Bosses arc 
concerned about efficiency. are 
they not? And it's more efficiem 
to shut otT the car his way (and, 
by the way. the way 285 million 
other Americans do it). 

RAY: The key cannot be 
removed until the transmission is 
in Park. So when you turn off the 
ignition. then put it in Park. then 
remove the key. that's three 
steps. 

TOM: Whereas if you put it in 
Park. you can then tum off the 
ignition and remove the key at 
the same time, reducing the 
action to two steps. That increas­
es your car-turning-off produc­
tivity by 33 percent, which is 
why your boss strongly favors it. 

RAY: He may infer from your 
car-turning-otT behavior that you 
have other. sunilar inefficiencies 
in your workday. which are 
all'ccting your productivity and 
HIS oottom line.

•~ Press on Thursday. also said he's 
focused on reducing Kentucky's soar­
ing health l'arc cost and helping small 
businesses cope with the increased 
cost of employee insurance.

Fletcher said he's also introducing a 
plan that would help more of 
Kentucky's small businesses provu.le 
employees wuh health insurance bene 
fits. Overhauling Kentucky's Medicaid 
system also tops the list. Fletcher said. 

' 'I'd like to see us using our money 
more effectively and focusing on some 
low performing schools to bring those 
up 111 par,'' f<lctcher said. "Education is 
foundational for economic develop­
ment.'' 

Fletcher al-;o ~aid he would not 
ru~h for higher cigarette taxes during 
the l~gislative session, even though he 
floated the idea two months ago. 
That's hecause lawmakers will not 
support a hike over th!! current 30 cents 
a pad; in an election year. the governor 
;;aid. 

"It certainly would be well to talk 
everything over," Richards said. "But I 
have not seen an agenda, nor have I 
heard about one from the governor." 

Lawmakers would likely be preoc .. 
cupied this coming session with pass­
ing a state budget. Richards said. 

Nevertheless, it's unusual for gov­
ernors entering their second budge' 
sessions to wait on outlining their 
plans to lawmakers, Richards said.

"We're going to be announcing 
some other initiatives as we move for­
ward,'' Fletcher sa1d.

But the General Fund is still 
10.8 percenr greater than last year 
because of explosive tax receipts 
in the ftrSt few months of the year. 

Budget director Brad 
Cowgill noted that the corporate 
license tax and intangible prop­
erty tax will disappear on Jan. 1.

The Yankees also would, like 
to bring back longtime star 
Bernie Williams for one more 
year in a reserve role. The team 
offered him salary arbitration 
Wednesday. giving the sides 
another month to work out a 
possible deal. Williams has until 
Dec. 19 lo accept .arbitration, 
but he and the Yankees likely 
have an understanding that he 
will decline. 

Myers agreed to a two-year 
contract worth $2.4 million, he 
said in a phone interview 
Thursday.

After the season, Morris 
returned to his hometown of 
Atlanta and from there infonned 
Smith via fax that he planned to 
enter his nantc in the 1 BA draft. 
In it tatcment Thursday, the 
NCAA noted Morris· apparent 
Jack of regard for his coach's 
opinion. 

"'When deciding to test the 
professional waters, a student­
athlete should work closely with 
his or her institution to ensure 
compliance with NCAA rules, 
step which Morris did not

When the June 21 deadline

The rule had been success­
fully used only once previously. 
In 200 l, California-Irvine guard 
Jerry Green declared himself 
eligible for the draft following 
his junior season but was not 
selected. He did not hire an 
agent and was able to return to 
play for the Anteaters.

Young and Bush will be in 
New York on Saturday night as 
finalists for the Heisman 
Trophy. USC quarterback Matt 
Leinart is the other Heisman 
finalisl. 

Young beat out Bush and 
Leinart for the Maxwell, and 
Leinart and Notre Dame's 
Brady Quinn for the O'Brien. 
Young wru the first Tcxa quar­
terback to win th • award. 

"This award (Maxwell) 
mean a whole lot because peo­
ple doubted me about being a 
quarterback and thought I 
should have been moved ro 
another position." Young said. 
"I wanted to show the world 
how good a quarterback I could 
be. If lhL doesn't silence those 
critics. then I'll just go back to 
work and try to fix whatever I 
need to fix." 

The Texas junior leads the 
nation in passing efficiency with 
a 168.6 rating. He has passed for 
2.769 yards and 26 touchdowns.
