Couple see meth case 
sent to grand jury

PRESTONSBURG A 
Prestonsburg couple charged 
with manufacturing metham­
phetamine in a bam behind their 
home saw their case waived to a 
grand jury after a preliminary 
hearing Monday in distdct court. 

Deputy Will Holbrook testi­
fied that he obtained a search 
warrant for the home of Frederic 
and Monica Collins after hearing 
from a confidential informant 

that the couple might have been 
making meth in a structure 
behind their home. 

Holbrook described the 
search and noted the group found 
five meth precursors in the bam 
before lifting a bucket and find­
ing that a second bucket under­
neath was producing a powerful 
chemical odor. He said that the 
department opted to call in a 
"clandestine lab" team from 
Johnson County to investigate

Effective Jan. 1. Kentucky will begin tracking driver. on 
a monthl; ba ·is to make sure driver· are in. ured. 

This comes after the General Assembly passed a mea ure 
last year that will require the roughly 300 companie who 
issue auto coverage in the tate to provide the Depmtment 
of Vehicle Registration with list of its policyholder . and 
cancellation in the previous month. 

The mea ure is modeled after similar laws in 17 other 
states. 

Upon receiving the infonnation state otficial will com· 
pare those lists with vehicle registrations and notify unin-
ured dri •er that their registration will be canceled if they 

don't obtain insurance within 30 day . If the state cancel a 
vehicle's registration three times in a year. it will forwatd 
the owner's name to the county attorney's oftice for pro ·e­
cution in di tdct court. 

This seems like a very sound system that will keep unin­
sured drivers off of Kentucky highways. 

Driving without insurance in our tate is a huge p1oblem. 
1t is estimated that 12 percent of Kentucky'. approximately 
3 million regi. tered vehiclec;; are unin urcd. 

Many uninsured motorist have limited a s "· Thi: has 
very bad implication~ if you are involved in a collision 
where the other dtiver 1. at fault. If you are eri usly 
injured, being made financially whole is diffi ult. 

The new law should make it a lot easie·· for law nforce­
ment to identify in a more timely manne1 who ha"S in ur­
ance ,and who doesn't.

There is a high cost to unsustainably 

high wages and benefits - lhey tend to 
destroy the businesses in question.

working at all. When a plant closes. 
workers either have to be transferred to 
anolher plant (not more than 50 miles 
away) or given an expensive early retire­
ment. Otherwise, they stay on the pay­
roll. 

It would be 'Wrong to put all the 
blame for the Big Three's troubles on the 
UAW. Management is responsible for 
designing unappealing cars and selling 
them at a loss with "employee dis-

count<,." For all its woes. however, 
Detroit is improving under the pre sure 
of competition. making major efficiency 
gains in recent years. 

The GM announcement has met the 
usual laments for the death of U.S. man­
ufacturing. By one key measure the sec­
tor is actually robust. Manufacturing 
productivity has been posting strong 
gains, as manufacturers make ever moret­
products with fewer workers. But we are 
witnessing the end of a certain kind of 
manufacturing, the post-World War II 
model of heavily umonizetl, lumbering 
industry as welfare state. U.S. manufac­
turers need to be faster. leaner. smarter. 

This is the fuLUre even in .Michigan. 
even in the automotive indu ·try. A new 
report by a Southeast Mtchigan group 
called Automation Alley notes that the 
more advanced lice of the auto indus­
try are properly thought of as part of the 
technology sector. lt notes that ·'the 
higher-wage. higher-<>ktll JObs in the 
industry were less likely to be out­
sourced to lower-~ost countries or 
reduced through intcmal co. t-cutting." 

Instead of bludgeoning management, 
unions ~hould ~ working to create a 
bener-educateu work force. That is the 
only path to lahor victories that aren't 
Pyrrhic.

Five Bengals chosen for Pro Bow,

CINCINNATI - The five 
Cincinnati Bengals selected 
Wednesday for the Pro Bowl are 
more pleased by the fact they 
still have a chance to be in the 
game that wiU be played the 
week before. 

"The Pro Bowl is a weeklong 
trip you enjoy, but by six 
months later, folks forget who 
played," said offensive tackle 
Willie Anderson, named to the 
game for the third time but on 
his first playoff team this year. 
"But the Super Bowl, to win the 
Super Bowl, that's more of a 
lifetime experience." 

"Going to the last two Pro 
Bowls was good but there was 
nothing to play for after that," 
wide receiver Chad Johnson 
said of being named for the Feb. 
12 game in Honolulu. ''This 
year we have something to look 
forward to." 

Carson Palmer, making the 

AFC squad in only his second 
season as a starting quarterback, 
said the selections are a tribute 
to the whole team. 

"A lot of guys end up going 
to the Pro Bowl when you have 
a good team," he said. "I'm def­
initely honored, but it's not 
something you really think 
about a whole lot. You think 
more of getting to the playoffs 
and having a chance to run at 
Super Bowls." 

The five are the most 
Bengals named since 1989, 
when six Bengals went to the 
Pro Bowl. The L 988 team had 
the most Pro Bowlers with nine. 

But injuries or other reasons 
could add Bengals 10 this sea 
son's game: cornerback Tory 
James, running back Rudi 
Johnson and guard Eric 
Steinbach were all named first 
alternates, and offensive tackle 
Levi Jones was named as a sec 
ond alternate. 

Making the Pro Bowl was a 

form of vindication for comer­
back Deltha O'Neal and place~ 
kicker Shayne Graham. 

"It further lets me know that 
l can still do this," said O'Neal, 
who made the Pro Bowl with 
Denver in 2001. lost his starting 
job in 2003 and was traded to 
the Bengals the next year.

Please, please help1 When my single 

Jaughter wamed to buy a car two years ago, 
l advised her to buy a manufacturer's certi­
fied used car. as she didn · t know much about 
cars. She bought a 2003 Toyota RAV4 from a 
Toyota dealer in Maryland. Fast-forward to 
today - ~he is geUing manicd in three 
weeks. and she wants to sell the car. As the 
father of a busy daughte• who's preparing for 
a wedding. I took the car to CarMax for 
appraisal and possible sale !.here. To my sur­
prise. I was told there arc several indications 
that the car had been in an <lccident. mclud­
ing missing under-hood decals and identifi­
cation plates. and havmg several clamp 
marks on both stJc:> ol the frame. My daugh­
ter, of course. Jidn•t have an accident. So, I 
took the car 10 1he Toyota dealer from which 
my daughter bought the car. lls used-car 
dcpattment's manager took a look at the car 
,tnd in ic;too that the cur hatl rw,·cr bud an 
,u;ud nt. He .11 o aid that a . .~'toyota dealer, 
Itlloe n 1 mak · anv s~nsc fm him to risk his 
reputatmn by tcllir;g a !Jc just to sell a used 
car. So. I went back to CarMax and told the 
story to a senior buyer thl!rc. He took a look 
at the car and emphatically declared that it 
had indeed been in an accident and had been

RAY: And whik you're waiting for thc 
appointment. go back and ask for \\ ritten 
appraisals of th~.: accident damage from the 
folks at CarMax and the second Toyota deal­
er. Also ask them for their estimates of what 
the car is worth to them now- with the acci­
dent damage- and what it would have been 
worth had there been no accident. 

TOM: If Toyota sends someone out. 
they"ll first want to sec if there actually IS 
evidence of a serious accident. Assuming 
they agree it's there, they'll want to make 
sure that it wasn't you- or your daughter­
who had the accident. So make sure you go 
through the car and remove any receipts in 
the glove box from Frank's Auto Body. 

RAY: But if they agree that there's been 
damage, and they have no reason to believe 
that you caused it, then the only conclusion i' 
that the dealer is a sleazeball. In that case, 
you can ask Toyota to buy back the vehicle 
from you at the price that it would have sold 
for had it not had accident damage. 

TOM: Now, if Toyota stonewaUs you, you 
still have options. One is to rake the written 
appraisals you got from the two other parties 
back to the dealer. present the facts to the 
dealership's general manager and give him a 
choice: Tell him he can either buy the car 
back from you at a fair price, or you're going 
to use this evidence to take him to court for 
fraud. 

RAY: If he refuses to make a fair deal with 
you. that's what you'll have to do. Contact 
your local bar association. and ask for the 
name of a lawyer who specializes in just this 
kind of ISSUe. 

TOM: Then sue for the lost value of the 
car, your legal fees and the cost of the wed­
ding cake Uust for good measure). 

RAY; This is a good reminder to every­
body that "Toyota Certified" (or any manu­
facturer certified) or not, you MUST get a 
used car checked out by your own indepen­
dent mechanic before you buy it. Good luck, 
FOTB, and whatever you do. don't let any­
thing spoil the wedding!
