MacSwords has ban·ed the 
Caudills from further employ­
ment as fJiefigbters for the state 
agency. 

The Division of Forestry 
maintains a roster of 300 to 500 
seasonal firefighters who earn 

minimum wage by helping 
extinguish forest fJies, an esti­
mated 55 percent of which are 
believed to be intentionally et. 
'JYpically. those firefighter do 
not have other full-time jobs. 

Bell County prosecutor Neil 
Ward said people have suspect­
ed for years that some of the 
seasonal firefighters rna}' be 
re pon ible for etting some of 
the blazes so that they could be 
paid for putting them out. 

Some people, Ward said, 
have sugge ted putting lhe sea­
sonal firefighters on retamers so 
that they could be paid even 
when they're not fighting fires. 
He said that would take away 
the fmancial incentive to et 
fires. 

If convicted, the Caudills 
each face one to five years in 
prison. 

MacSwords said the allega­
tions again t two reserve fJie­
fighters should nor reflect nega­
tively upon the rest. 

"People who would work for 
minimum wage to fight wild 
land ftres are in my estimation 
brave individuals. and they're 
doing a great service to the com­
monwealth," she said. "It is a 
very tough job." 

MacSwords said the Caudills 
are the first seasonal woodland 
ftrefighters arrested in Kentucky 
for setting a fire. 

Firefighters struggle to 
understand why forest arson is 
such a problem in Kentucky. 

More than half of the 980 fires 
that blackened more than 
52,000 acre of forests this year 
were intentionally et, 
MacSwords said. 

"It really doesn't make any 
difference what the reason is," 
she said. "Setting the woods on 
fire is a crime. We just can't tol­
erate it." 

Kentucky ftrefigbters have 
been called on 28 wildfJies in 
the past two weeks alone. 

"Not only does it damage the 
wood and make it le valuable 
for the timber indu try, but we 
have so many Kentuckians who 
have moved into wooded 
areas," MacSwords said. ..It 
puts those residents at risk." 

Ward said catching wood-

land arsonists aod building 
cases agai11st them is difficult 
bccau e there usually arc no 
witnes L:s. 

Gov. Ernie Fletcher 
announced a crackdown carlie 
this month on woodland arsofP..

Suzy Bohnert, spokeswoman 
for the U.S. Mine Safety and 
Health Administration, said the 

accident bring the total number 
of coal miners killed on the job 
in the United States so far this 
year to 22, a record low. The pre­
vious record low was 27 in 2002. 

"We're waiting for a prelimi­
nary report, but MSHA is con­
ducting a comprehensive onsite 
investigation into the circum­
stances surrounding this acci­
dent," Bohnert said. 

MSHA reported eight coal 
miners killed in Kentucky this 
year. but state regulators had the 
count at only four because of 
policy differences about what 
constitutes a mine fatality. 

If a person is killed on mine 
property, MSHA counts the 
death as a coal mining fatality, 
even if the viotim is not a mine 
employee. Kentucky does not 

count miners who die of natural 
causes at work and does not 
count people killed at coal load­
ing facilities. 

This year's Kentucky total 
does not include, for example, 
two miners killed in Bell 
County when a coal truck rolled 
down a hill and crashed into a 
building where they were hav­
ing lunch, said Chuck Wolfe,

So Iraq was a good 

idea after all?

You can't pick up your newspaper. 
listen to your raclio or turn on your tele­
vision set these day without being con 
fronted by a deeply carne t George W. 
Bush telling you how well the war in 
Iraq is going. It's reached the point 
where I'm afraid to open my closet 
door for fear he might pop out. ready to 
make his pitch. 

Oh. he made a few mistakes at the 
beginning he'll tell you, but basically 
the war was a swell idea and it' · work­
ing out and he'd do it again if he had 
the chance. He even took his act out on 
the road to audiences that were not pre­
selected for servile adulation, a first for 
him.

"My conviction comes down to 

this," he said. "We do not create terror­
ism by fighting the terrorists.

"And l have never been more certain 
that America' action in Iraq arc essen­
tial to the ecurity of our cttizens, and 
will lay the foundation of peac for our 
children and grandchildren." 

It was miles ahead of any other 
speech he's given on lr:tq . .. ot th<ll 1 
buy it, you understand, but wh<.>n a 
president looks traight rnto tht> camera 
and forcefully defend, hi. pohc) in 

terms of good and evil, weU, he· pretty 
hard to beat. 

Predictably, his approval rating in 
the ·•washington Post"-ABC poll hot 
up to 47 percent from a low of 39 a 
month before. 

Apparently. he's putting great store 
in the results of the 
recent Iraqi election, 
which he called "a 
landmark day in the 
history of liberty." 

Which it could 
well be. I suppo e. 
but it seems to me 
that when you 're talk­
ing about the Middle 
East, you have to be 
careful what you wi h 
for. 

The most hkely outcome of a demo­
cratic Lraq i a repre sive, fundamental­
Ist Islamic government with little 
rc peel for the right of minorities and 
none for the right of women. One, 
moreover. that is eager to fall into the 
welcoming arms of its Shijte neighbor, 
Iran, which hates our gut and is work­
ing to develop nuclear weapons. And if 
the Iraqi htite majority i reluctant to 
hare oil revenue with tlleir former 

overlords. the Sunni, you have the 
recipe for civil war_ 

But the real nightmare scenario i 
that Iraq. once we leave. becomes the 
new Afghani ·tan. a safe haven and 
tra.irung ground for tcn·ori ts who seck 
to de troy us at home and abroad. 

For this, we've spent $200 bilbon to 
$300 billion, suffered 2.158 dead (and 
counting) and G d knows how many

Pressure Is on Jn tire debate 
Dear Tom and Ray: 
When looking for the correct 

tire pressure, you say to check 
the recommendatiOn by the 
manufacturer of the car, not the 
manufacturer of the tire. But 
how does the car manufacturer 
know what kjnd of tires I 

TOM: Listen to the car man­
ufacturer, 111omas. 

RAY: When a manufacturer 
designs a car, it designs it for a 
certain-size tire. And even when 
you replace your tires later on, 
the tire SIZE should be the 
same. That's what the pressure 
recommendation is based on. 

TOM: So, let's say your 1998 
Volvo came with 195/60R15s. 
That means that Volvo designed 
the car for a tire with a tread 
that's 195 mm wide, an aspect 
ratio (the height of the sidewall) 
of 60 percent of the tread width, 
a radial design (the R), and a 
wheel si7..e of 15 inches. When 
Volvo recommends a tire pres­
sure, it's designed to give you 
the best balance of safety. han­
dling, comfort and fuel econo­
my- for that car, with that size 
tire. 

RAY: Does it matter if you 
replace your Michelins with 

TOM: Now. there is a little 
wiggle room. If you get a slight­
ly wider tire, or a slightly thin­
ner tire - say 10 or even 20 
mm in either direction - the 
carmaker's recommendation is 
still going to be close enough. In 
fact, if you buy winter tires, it's 
often advisable to get a slightly 
narrower tire to help cut through 
the snow. 

RAY: But if you go way off 
the ranch and replace a 195n5 
tire with a 235/50 tire, for exam­
ple, then you're on your own. 
Not only will extra-wide tires 
put additional pressure on your 
bearings and steering compo­
nents, but lhe correct pressure is 
now a matter of guesswork. 

TOM: And by the way, you 
should never use (or exceed) the 
pressure number listed on the 
sidewall of the tire. That's not 
the recommended tire pressure. 
That's the maximum pressure

that the tire can take before it's 
in danger of exploding. If you 
fill your tires to that amoLJDt of 
pressure, not only will your car 
handle like a basketball, but 
your head will bounce off the 
ceiling every time you hit a 
bump. 

RAY: So your best bet is to 
stick to, or very close to, the car 
manufacturer's size recommen- , 
dation when replacing your 
tires. If you do that, the manu­
facturer's pressure recommen­
dation will always be a good 
guideline. That means if the 
local tire shop says, "We don't 
have your size in stock, but 
these bulldozer tires' 11 be even 
better," go somewhere else.

Bengals extend Palmer's 
contract through 2014

CINCINNATI - Soon after 
he arrived from Southern 
California in 2003, quarter­
back Carson Palmer decided 
he had found the perfect place 
to settle down and spend a 
career. 

Now. there's no reason to 
leave. 

The Cincinnati Bengals 
reworked and extended 
Palmer's contract on 
Thursday. giving themselves 
more salary cap flexibility and 
a chance to keep their fran­
chise quarterback through 
2014. 

They added six years to a 
deal that still had three to go, 
providing Palmer with a 
chance to make $ll8.75 mil­
lion in ala:ry and bonuses over 
the ne. t nine years. He very 
well could pend th rest of' hi 
career in stripes. 

"Hopefully this is the last 
place I'll end up playing," 
Palmer said. "That' · so rare in 
this league these days. It's so 
rare to see a person have a 5-, 
8-, 10-, 12-ycar career in one 
place. And [ feel very fortu­
nate that it looks like that's 
going to be my future." 

The Bengals spent million 
of dollars and the better part of 
a dozen years trying to find the 
quarterback who would lead 
them out of one of the lange t 
slumps in NFL history - no 
winning record from 1991-
2004. 

The Hcisman Trophy win­
ner and No. l draft pick turned 
out to be the one. 

"Car on does not change," 
coach Marvin Lewis said. 
''That's been the best part of 
Carson Palmer. from the flrst 
time I met him through all of 
the time spent with him prior 
to the draft. 

"The way he handled him­
sci f through everything has 
been just great. That helps us 
with the rest of our football 
team, how they handle them­
selves." 

The Bcngals approached 
Palmer's agent, David Dunn, 
about an extension a few 
months ago. The reworked 
deal give the team more 
salary cap room - bonuses are 
prorated over the life of t11e 
contract for accounting pur­
pose - and a chance to keep 
more veterans around. 

"It's a very WI ·e move for a 
team to wrap up the player 
that they have identified as 
critical to the franchi. e's suc­
cess," Dunn said. "Once you 
wrap them up, it's far easier to 
plan." 

The Bengals were the only 
team in the NFL to return its 
offense intact this season. 
Receiver TJ. 
Houshmandzadeh and running 
back Rudi John. on got off~ ca­
son extensions, and receiver 
Chad Johnson got a five.year 
extension near the end of the 
2003 season. 

Several off en t ve linemen 
have contracts expinng in the 
next two year . Palmer hopes 
the club u e the financial 
flexibility from his restruc­
tured deal to keep them 
around. 

'1'hat was my main con­
cern, something that COlild 
belp us out in the future," 
Palmer said. "Hopefully we 
can keep those guys around. 
HopefuJly some of those guy 
up front want to stick around 
for a while. 

"We know what we've got 
and we can build around th1 
core group of guys." 

Under the reworked deal, 
Palmer will get a $15 million 
bonus - paid on Feb. 16 - and 
a base salary of $6.75 million 
next season. The Bengal owe 
him a $9 million option by 
Jan, 1, 2007 - they'll have the 
option of letting the rest of the 
deal take effect or nullifying it 
at that time. but have to pay 
the an1c amount either way. 

His base salaries will 
increase during the deal, top­
ping out at $14 million in 
2014. He'll also get $1 million 
roster bonu es for each of hL 
last three season , bringing the 
total amount of the reworked, 
nine-year deal to $118.75 mil­
lion. 

Players weren't available 
for interviews after the exten­
sion was announced. Earlier in 
the week, Chad Johnson sup­
ported the local chapter of the 
Pro Football Writers of 
America in honoring Palmer 
as the team's most valuable 
player. 

"He makes the offen~e go;· 
Johnson said. "Everything 
starts with him. He' dcservmg 
of it. It's early in his career and 
to get that award this early, to 
have people thinking of h1m as

64-55 loss to Louisville on 
Wednesday in Rupp Arena. 

Sophomore center Sarah 
Elliott (McKee), plagued with 
foul trouble for the entire game, 
added 12 points for the Wlldcats, 
who were unable to overcome a 
poor shooting night in front of 
10,192 fans- the second-largest 
crowd for a women's game atlbe 
downtown Lexington venue. 

The Cats (9-2) shot just 24.2 
percent (16-of-66) from the floor 
and failed to stop a dominant UL 
(8-2) post presence that outscored 
UK in the paint 38-16. Kentucky 
overcame a nine-point halftime 
deficit to tie the score at 40 with 
13:50 remaining in the game and 
hung tough with the Cardinals for 
much of the second half, but 
Louisville ended the game on a 
10-5 run to seal the victory. The 
Cardinals shot 36.4 percent (24-
of-66) from the field and outre­
bounded UK 50-49. 

Pfeiffer, whose 19 points 
came all in the second half, 
knocked down 5-of-8 shots from 
long distance and made 4-of -4 
free-lhrows in 21 minutes of 
action. Humphrey, who posted 10 

boards in the first half alone, tied 
her career-high with four blocks 
to complement her personal be r 
in rebounds. Sophomore 
guard/forward Chante' Bowman 
(Detroit) added eight rebounds, 
four assists and two steals, while 
freshman point guard Carly 
Ormerod (Louisville, Ky.) dished 
out a team-high five assists and 
brought down a career-high six 
rebounds.

LOUISVILLE - The Elvis Dumervil

Charlotte. Houston. Orlando. Every 
week seems to bring the Louisville defen­
sive end another reason to dress up in a 
suit, sntile and say "thank you." 

Big Ea t Defeo ive Player of the Year. 
As ociated Press All-American. The 
Brook.o Nagurski Award. which goes to 
college football's best defensive player. 
The Ted Hendricks Award, handed out to 
the nation's top defen ive end. 

Dumervil has spent so much time smil­
ing recently, his face seems to be frozen 
into a permanent grin. 

But not all grins are created equal. 
There's the friendly, polite one for when he 
talks about the award , and then there's the 
one Dumervil gives when you ask him 
about hi transformation into college foot­
ball' best pass rusbcr. 

"Oh, I don't know," he says wilb a mile 
more bemused than amused. ''Last year I 
got 10 acks and I didn't make anything." 

So forgive Dumervil if he doesn't get 
caught up in all the hype. He ays he's the 
arne player he was a year ago. Only the 

result are different. 
His 20 sacks are the tops in the country. 

So are hi II forced fumbles. The nine 
sacks he registered over the first two games 
of the season are an NCAA record. In 12 
month he's gone from relative anonymity 
to college football uperstardom. 

Yet Dumervil downplays his rise to 
fame. The 15th-ranked Cardinals (9-2) are 
having a good season, not a great one. All 
the awards in the world won't take away 

the losses to South Florida and West 
Virginia that ended Louisville's shot at a 
Big East title and a Bowl Championship 
Series berth. 

Still, the Cardinals will play in their first 
January bowl in 15 year when they face 
No. 12 Vuginia Tech (10-2) in the Gator 
Bowl on January 2. 

There is history to be made, for both 
Dumervil and the Cardinals. While the 
odds of Dumervil recording the five sacks 
he needs to break Terrell Suggs' single- ea­
son record of 24 is remote, the opportunity 
to play his final collegiate game against the 
Hokie and quarterback Marcus Vick 
should make for great theater. 

"I've never faced a quarterback like 
him," Dumervil said. "You've really got to 
attack him at full speed." 

Dumervil might be one of the few play­
ers in the country who can wrangle the 
fleet-footed Vick. A the season pro­
gressed, Dumervil became so disruptive 
teams were forced to use a tight end or run­
ning back to double-team him, freeing up 
his teammates to make plays. 

And making plays against Vick will be 
the key to the Cardinals winning their first­
eve.c Gator Bowl. The Hokies allowed 10 
sacks in their two losses compared to 21 
sacks in their I 0 wins. 

"You can't be conservative," Dumervil 
said. "You have to come at him. You can't 
hesitate."

Although low cooking has kept some steadfast fans ince its introduction in the 1970s. it! popularity 
ha ·oared in recent years - and for good reason. Available in a ranety of ·tyle . ize and fini.hes. 
modem-day low cookers have wooed cooks old and young alike for their ability to make succulent. 
home-cooked meals while you leep, work or play. 

Want a delicious tew, but don't want to tend a tove-top tockpot all day? Craving cake hot from the 
oven, but don't want to deal with a boiling-hot kitchen? Slow cooker to the rescue. 

Accompanied by a ho t of up-to-date cookbooks, written for new-millennium need . the ver atile 
slow cooker can go low-carb, vegetarian, kosher, family-style - or pretty much any style you can 
imagme. 

The beauty of crockery cooking lies in its ability to accommodate your busy lifestyle. Take a few 
minute · to prep the recipe the night before you plan to cook it, or early in the morning before your day 
get underway. and then all you have to do is pop the crockery insert into the cooker, plug it in and tum 
it on. When dinnertime roUs around, your exertion is usually limited to lifting the lid and di hing the 
food out. 

Because of its ''slow and low'' cooking method, the slow cooker is particularly good for turning 
large cuts of meat into mouthwateringly tender di hes. The recipe. below ~howcase two classic beef 
preparations - pot roast and barbecued beef brisket. The crockery cooking method - combined with 
the added navor infusion of bouillon, such as Wyler's Beef-Flavor Bouillon Cube or Granules ­
provtdes a particularly savory end product.
