President Ahmadinejad. who look office in August, made the 
ridiculou claim that the state of Israel was created as a ''Jewish 
camp" to rid the continent of Jew . 

"Don't you think U1at continuation of genocide by expelling Jew 
from Europe was one of their <lims in creating a regime of occupiers 
of AJ-Quds (Jerusalem)?" he wa quoted as aying in the official 
Islamic Republic News agency. 

This is the same man who di torted history last month when he 
claimed that the Holocaust was a myth. When that drew international 
condemnation, he called for [srael to be moved to Europe, the United 
States or Canada. 

And in October, this national leader called for Israel Lo be "wiped 
off the map." 

The Los Angeles Times quoted another Iranian Holocaust denier 
in support of the president. ''I'm happy to see the Western world 
ache," said Amir-Reza Vaeti-A htiani, a city councilman who 
worked with the pre ident, "becau e that means the president is 
putting his finger on the right spot. They know the Holocau t i a 
scenario spun in their own hands:· 

The United States and the European Union have been pres uring 
Iran to abandon it nuclear program, which the Bush administration 
has long claimed to be moving toward production of nuclear 
weapons. The Iranian pre ident' remarks were followed last week by 
an announcement from the country's atonuc energy agency that Iran 
would re ume research into nuclear fuel production next month. 

President Ahmadinejad's outrageous diatribe might be given les 
attention if it apparently did not have orne upport from withm his 
country, and if he were not the head of a country feared to be devel­
oping nuclear weapons 

Sar1 Francisco Chronicle. on assisted suicide: 
Making deci ion. over life and death is never ea. y, or eomfort­

·able. 
But in 1994, the people of Oregon voted for the Death with 

Dignity Act - the only one of it kind in the nation - empowering 
terminally ill patient to mak that deci. ion for themselves. 

Both the Bush administration and then-Attorney General John 
Ashcroft challenged the tate's law and invoked an unrelated federal 
drug la\v to punish doctors who help terminally ill patient die. 

But on Tuesday, the U.S. Supreme Court rightly decided, with a 6-
3 ruling. to uphold Oregon's assi ted-suicide law. 

"The court's decision today is perhaps driven by a feeling that the 
subject of assi ted suicide i none of the federal government's busi­
ness," wrote a dis cnting Justice Antonio Scalia. "lt i easy to sympa­
thize with that position." 

The idea of allowing doctor - or anyone - to help end one· 
life has, understandably, outraged many Americans. But it i a deci­
ion that mu. t be made by an indi\'idual, not by the government. 

Oregon's law includes rigorous . afcguards, ensuring a thoughtful 
and reflective proces between patients and their doctor before mak­
ing the deeply personal deci ion. 

Still, critics argue that the Jaw will encourage an easy way out for 
patients. There's nothing ea y about death, as evidenced by the small 
number of people who have used the law to end their lives. In 
Oregon, where the law ha been in effect ince 1998, about a third of 
the 325 people who tequested lethal drugs never used them. 

In this complicated case, where politics and religion have created a 
passionate debate, Lhe government should remember who's really 
involved- real people with terminal illnes es who, through this law, 
can find some sense of peace and comfort in knowing that they have 
a choice. 

The Supreme Court recognized that the government has no place 
at the bedside of terminally ill Americans who have made ftrm deci­
sions on the Jevel of care they will or will not receive in their final 
day ..

The philo ophy which has guided my 
days and deci ion · in public life hold 
that each of us is endowed with a bound­
less potential . .. for achievement and 
excellence ... for happines and pro per­
ity ... for spirituaJ peace and virtue. 

My ingular mi ion is to bring u all 
to a place where opportunities are larger, 
newer. and brighter. o that thi bound­
less potential can be fulfilled in the land 
of unbridled spirit.

Taking us to that place of opportunity 
wiJJ: Move Kentucky from 44th to at 
lea ·t 25th in tho e with high school 
diplomas by 2025.

and health care co ts arc the root of the 

problem. But working together, we can 
overcome any problem. 

When so many aid we must raise 
taxes to meet our needs, we stayed the 
course and now our state is recovering 
from a winter of economic stagnation. 
We made new taxe unnecessary by 
stretching every dollar and creating sav­
ings. 

Our strategy focuses on better tech­
nology with fewer people, working 
harder and smarter. The expanding econ­
omy bas been unflagging, meaning our 
bu inesses are more profitable and our 
families' incomes are higher. 

But as we look ahead, three areas of 
government weigh heavily upon us. The 
big three: Medicaid, the state health 
insurance program and the pension 
plans. 

With the big three weighing upon u , 
I directed our cabinets to save another 
$100 million for the general fund thls 
year.

As much as any time in our recent 
history, it is imperative that we maintain 
at least thls solid balance in thi fund 
that protects our people from downturn 
in the economy, natural di aster , and 
unpredictable epidemic , such a avian 
flu. Our people deserve the protection, 
stability and low cost of government that 
a good credit rating provides. 

Raiding the rainy day fund is not nec­
essary and it' not good government. 

As we plan and dream of what can 
be, it i tempting to make promi es that 
we cannot afford and to promise pro­
gram that we cannot fund. The wise 
people who sent us here know that it' 
not what we promise, it's what we deliv­
er. It's not how much we spend, it's the 
value of what we get for their hard 
earned money that's important. 

When 1 was a boy, my father taught 
that 1 bould have to work for my 
money. He said it would teach me the 
value of a dollar. I would spend money 
more carefully if I had to earn it. Dad 
wa right. A a 10-year-old, it was hard 
work delivering the Lexington Leader ... 
but it was rewarding, delivering that bal­
anced, conservative newspaper. 

Every tax dollar we pend is the 
re ult of the hard work of those we 
serve. We are entru ted with a portion of 
their toil. 

The budget I pre ent tonight will 
make ub tantial investments in public 
education. The budget l present this 
evening will increase funding for prima 
ry and s condary education by 160 n ' I 
lion in '07 and $357 million in '08, 
that's a 10.5 percent increase over 2006. 

Our goal: Greater education opportu-

ruues for our tudents. As Stu 
Silberman, the superintendent of Fayette 
County school , rightly states. "It's 
about the kids." 

Sru is with us tonight and let us say 
thank you for caring about our students. 
So our goal for spending is ... "about the 
kids." The objective: To increase student 
achievement. • 

From the outset, I have focused on 
the crucial role of the teacher in the cru­
cible of the classroom. Now, after my 
remarks regarding intelligent design and 
education, orne may think I also believe 
that the Earth is flat. Well, in a way it is, 
as iL has never been before. 

Thomas Friedman, a New York 
Times columnist and the author 'of' the 
best seller, "The Wdrld ts Flat/' 'Stares 
that in the 1990s a whole set of tech­
nologie and political events con­
verged." ... "It created a global platform 
that allowed more people to plug an 
play. collaborate and compete, share 
knowledge and share work, than any­
thing we have ever seen in the history of 
the world." 

He al o said, " ... most of our politi­
cal elite have not realized that the world 
is flat." Our children will compete with 
students in a global economy. We know 
that when student and teachers are 
together in a classroom ... the magic of 
learning occurs. 

In Kentucky, that happen only 175 
day a year. In fact, Kentucky has one of 
the lowest number of classroom days in 
the nation. The national average is 180. 

And as important, the average num­
ber of days global students spend with 
their teachers is over 193. Recognizing 
this competitive disparity, there is a 
national trend toward increasing school 
days. Since 1980, many states have done 
so. But, in Kentucky, the school calen­
dar hasn't changed since 1962, the year 
of the Cuban Missile Crisis. 

It is time we gave the students and 
teachers the tools they need to more 
effectively compete. 

I propose that we add one profession­
al day to the fu t year, and two instruc­
tional days in the econd. This invest--., 
ment is a win-win. Teacher • alaries are 
increased, student achievement is 
improved and the taxpayer gets a good 
deal. 

As we focu on the crucial role of the 
teacher, we should continue to expand 
the number of educators with high ener­
gy, high skills and high commitment. A 
well-targeted teacher compensation sys­
tem will help us do that. 

Therefore, my budget increases 
teacher compensation in three ways. 
First. we will lengthen the school calen­
dar, as I have outlined. Second, we will 
provide an acros the board cost of li v­
ing increase. And third, we will put new 
money into a program of enhanced pro-
fesstonal compensation. • 

Thi third element will be a program 
of clifferentiated compensation, not 
merit pay. Merit pay was seen as an 
unfair, even punitive approach to teacher 
compen ation during the 1980 . 

I will add 20 million to supplement 
teacher compensation to address critical 
shortages in certain academic area • like 
math and science, to attract teachers to 
low performing chool , and to target 
areas with high growth or high competi­
tion aero s the border .

The tale board of education 
will receive school district pro­
posals. Guided by a statement of 
principle they will distribute 
the e funds to enhance teacher 
compensation statewide. This 
total compensation package will 
provide additional $233 million 
funding for teachers salaries 
over the next two years for an 
increase of 6.5 percent. 

In addition to increasing 
salaries, it is important to con­
tinue to provide quality healtb 
care for our teachers. Since the 
frrsl day, I've worked with an 
out tanding staff toward self 
insuring tate employees and 
teachers. We've accomplished 
that and we are saving money as 
we maintain an effective health 
insurance plan that will augment 
our effort to attract and maintain 
outstanding educators. 

Within the classroom the 
most malleable and absorbing 
student are those in their tender 
years. That's why what we do in 
a child's early years has such 
lasting impact.

If special attention isn't 
given, those children remain at 
risk of falling further behind and 
facing a closed door to life's 
opportunities. 

My budget proposes $23.5 
million for preschool. That's a 
46 percent increase and will 
fully fund preschool and finally 
match the KERA mandate. I 
propose a matching program for 
Ready, Set Success that bas ush­
ered community resources to 
prepare each child for school by 
age 6. 

Let me recognize the First 
Lady, Representatives Wuchner.

Tonigh£, I am also proposing 
a $4.3 million investment in 
training our secondary students 
to be placed in high-demand, 
high-need careers.

Higher education does equal 
higher return for our citizens, 
for our ociety, and for our 
economy. 

Our last budget made signifi­
cant investments in higher edu­
cation. In fact we ranked lOth 
nationally for funding increases. 
We can be proud that 
Kentucky's college-going rate 
now exceeds the national rate. 
More people are going to col­
lege, and more people are grad­
uating. 

Adult education enrollment 
has increased 144 percent in just 
five years. 

I would like to introduce 
Mclis.c;a Cheek. By being a fuU­
ume student at Morehead State 
University's West Liberty cam­
pus, she i setting an important 
example for her three children. 
Melissa, thank you for being 
with us tonight. 

My budget includes a $140 
million or an 8 percent increase 
in total funding for post-sec­
ondary education over the bien­
nium. 

There is $115 million for 
operating funds in addition to a 
.ignificant capital invesanent 
program. It recognizes the coun~ 
cil's benchmark funding 
process. Sixty-seven million 
dollars will go directly into the 
universities' and colleges' bud­
get. 

While this amount is less 
than requested by the Council 
for Po t econdary Education 
and lhe institutions, it is afford­
able and su tainable, and is dis­
tributed in a manner that will 
maximize our rerum on invest­
ment. 

Frankly. this is an area where 
I would like to do more. 

A study released this summer 
concludes that higher education 
is reasonably affordable for mo t 
tate students.

Also, we've added more 
research space at U of L and rec­
ommend building a new UK 
phannacy building for their top­
ranked phannacy school. 

I have recommended projects 
at our regional universities that 
will help them meet their goals 
and growing needs. 

I recommend that we contin­
ue to strengthen Keres and 
have proposed projects in the 
north, southeast and west 
de igned to build careers. 

Probably the fastest return on 
investment is to help adults 
improve their skills and earning 
power as 50.000 Kenruc.kians 
did last year. So I increased the 
commitment to adull education 
by $4 million over the biennium. 

And working with Secretary 
Fox, Commissioner Wllhoit and 
Dr. Layzell are improving the 
transition from one level of edu­
cation to the next. As part of that 
collaborative effort. tonight I 
want to announce funding for a 
very important initiative: the 
Kentucky Education Network. 

This investment will put our 
entire educational system on a 
common, hig.h-speed network. It 
win connect every school, every 
university, every school district, 
adult education centers and all 
education related agencies of 
government through tlle same 
electronic pipeline, resulting in 
more collaborative efforts, better 
information, and ultimately bet­
ter education for all students. 

For students, this will eventu­
ally allow us to test, track and 
intervene when necessary ... 
red~e the time teachers spend 
grading the required tests ... with 
scores available on the web 
inunediately. 

To fund this project, my bud­
get con~Uls $59 million in new 
funding ... including $37 million 
in bonding and $22 million in 
general funds. 

My fanilly is from Eastern 
Kentuclcy and I was born in 
those foothills. Job creation 
there is more difficult. 
Infrastructure is challenging, but 
one thing is clear: Many of the 
poor perfonning schools unfor­
tunately are there. And to 
improve economic development 
in this region, we must improve 
education. 

With the windfall of coal sev­
erance tax we can now give the 
school children better opportuni­
ty. 

I ask you to look favorably on 
my proposals. They are targeted 
and effective at improving stu­
dent performance and creating 
opportunity and they leave suffi­
cient funds in your single- coun­
ty money for other needed pro­
jects. 

I propose we invest $5 mil­
lion from multi-county funds 
into need-based scholarships. 
This will meet the scholarship 
needs in coal counties, both east 
and west. and this program. will 
for the first time provide schol­
arships for part-time students.

In this budget, I have provid· 
ed $20 million in operational 
funds and $20 million m bond­
ing for the high tech construc­
tion and investment pool to up­
port new economy tnittalives.

He 
also relied on testimony from an 
ink and paper specialist who tes­
tified that the ink on Tackett's 
docwnent did not exist on the 
date that the document was 
allegedly signed. 

Last November, special 
judge Susan Johnson, from 
Paintsville, granted the Staton 
heirs, represented by Pikeville 
attorney Joe Friend, a forcible 
detainer, allowing them to evict 
Tackett from the property. 
Web ter appealed the decision. 
Calling the ruling "contrary" to 
law, he argued that the case, 
whlch has been tried in both dis­
trict and circuit courts, should 
have been taken to a higher 
court. Webster claims that 
Tackett's long-term lease does 
not expire until March 20, 2009. 
He also says that Ta~kett tried to 
pay his rent on several occa­
sions, but that the property own­
ers refused to accept it. A 
forcible detainer, he argues, can 

~nly be enforced on tenants who 
refu e to leave after the lease 
expires. 

"We tried to get around the 
10-year period [a time limitation 
in probate cases] by claiming 
that Ms. Staton's family, or 
some of them, not all of them, 
knew about the will and con­
cealed its existence," Webster 
srud. "We kept being denied a 
trial on that issue. This case was 
appealed four times before the 
judge, who would never give us 
a trial. She [Johnson] then ruled 
~at there was insufficient evi­

dence that they concealed the 
evidence." 

On Dec. 27 Friend filed a 
counter-statement of Webster's 
appeal, asking for the right to 
evict Tackett if he did not pay 
the delinquent payments before 
Dec. 30. Another motion by 
Friend earlier that month alleged 
that Webster is using the appeal 
to avoid the eviction. 

In his response, Webster 
demanded the motion be over­
ruled because a "proper forcible 

etainer" action has not been 
completed in the case. 

Judge Steven Combs is cur­
rently considering both argu­
ments, which were presented in 
court on Jan. 13. 

Tackett claims he met Jennie 
Staton in the 1970s, when he 
first opened the Country Palace.

Tackett, informed of the the 
blockages to the club entrances 
while he was returning Tuesday 
from Nashville, where he was 
recording a new gospel album, 
said he has not been served with 
an eviction notice. No such 
notice was included in the file 
Thursday. Kentucky State 
Police Trooper Derick Sturgill,

Sheriff Fuzzy Keesee. Neither 
Sturgill or Keesee were avail­
able for comment Thursday. The 
barricades remain on the 
premises.

"I just want to find 
a place and move on." 

Regardless of the outcome of 
the case, Tackett says he'll still 
be moving from the Pikeville 
location because his business 
has outgrown its location.

"I've got the greatest story 
ever told in country music," he 
said. 

One of 18 children, Tackelt 
began playing music on the back 
of a 1956 Ford flatbed truck in a 
field in Myra, where his brothers 
kept horses. For 50 cents a head, 
Tackett said he drew in crowd 
every Friday and Saturday 
night When the crowds grew, he 
said, and gravel was laid in the 
field as a dance floor. he started 
charging $1 per head. Later that 
year, Tackett also played on a 
flatbed in front of a Dairy Queen 
restaurant, managed by hi is­
ter, on U.S. 23. 

''It was fun. It was good. It 
was clean," he said. "On that 
back of that truck. I saw a 
vision. I saw where progre 
could be made. I didn't have 
enough money, but I had enough 
want to."

Answer: You have certainly 
been experiencing some 
interesting symptoms. 

While you need to see your physician 
for a thorough history and physical, let 
me share some thoughts on one med­
ical condition that has symptoms very 
similar to what you are experiencing. 

Most people have no memory of 
these petit mal seizures. So. if thi is 
indeed what you have, you would be an 
exception to the rule. Typically, a per­
son may have seizures for many 
months before a teacher, family mem­
ber or friend notices them. 

Though brain tumors are a rare cause 
of seizure , it is true that a seizure is 
often the first symptom of a brain 
rumor. Birth injury may be associated 
with seizures in infants and children, 
and finally, seizures do run in families. 

When you see your physician for 
your exam, he or !>he will probably 
order blood tests to check for metabol­
ic imbalances. He or he may al o 
order an MRI of your head to look for 
tumors or evidence of injury from trau­
ma or strokes. The gold ~andard for

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A brief history 
The roots of jazz music date back to the mid­
dle and late 1800s. In its earliest form, jazz 
was a mix of African and American plantation 
songs and music. Its unique sound was devel­
oped by black slaves and freemen, most of 
whom had little formal music training. 

Blues music has played an important part in 
the world of jazz music. With its pre-Civil War 
roots, this music from the Deep South is often 
identified by its poetic harmonies and moody, 
melancholy scales. 

In the 1890s, ragtime became popular. This 
(mostly piano) music is characterized by its 
high energy and syncopated sound, ragtime 
reached the peak of its popularity about 191 o. 
New Orleans can be considered the birth­
place of traditional or Dixieland jazz. The city 
has been home to some notable jazz talent: 
Louis Armstrong, Sidney Bechet and Jelly 
Roll Morton. St. louis, Kansas City, Chicago, 
Detroit and New York also became centers for 
the jazz scene. 

The 1920s is sometimes called the "Golden 
Age of Jazz" or "The Jazz Age:' During this 
time, jazz hit the commercial mainstream and 
could often be heard on the radio. 

In the mid-1930s through the mid-1940s a new 
style of jazz called swing became popular. 
The big bands accompanied by vocalists could 
be heard in ballrooms, on records and radio. 
Boogie-woogie was another jazz style which 
gained popularity in the 1930s. 

Bebop was a more complicated jazz style of 
the 1940s. It was followed by hard bop or 
funky jazz of the 1950s. Cool jazz of the 
1950s was characterized by a lagging beat 
and softer sound. During the 1950s and 1960s 
jazz became more experimental, being 
influenced by music and instruments from 
around the world. Fusion is a mix of jazz and 
rock 'n' rolf rhythms that became popular in the 
1970s. The 1980s ushered 1n smooth jazz. 
Jazz continues to evolve, but many 
of the traditional styles are still played 
and appreciated by jazz enthusiasts.
