Acting on concerns about the 
effects of sexually-oriented 
busines e • official voted 
Friday to pass a resolution that 
now makes it, in the words of 
Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson, "technically impos­
sible" for such establishments to 
do business in Floyd County. 

The fiscal court gave final 
approval to the ordinance during 
a second reading in regular ses­
sion. 

The ordinance. which targets 
adult amusement arcades. adult 
bookstores, adult motels and 
adult motion picmre theaters, 
among others, was promoted to 
countie throughout the state by 
The Family Foundation of 
Kentucky. 

The decision now requires 
exually-oriented businesses 

lbat wish to operate in Floyd 
County to avoid permitting any­
one under the age of 18 to work 
there. They must ilio have an 
employee at a station near the 
front entrance at all times to pro­
hibit younger individuals from 
entering. Any such business, 
accordmg to the resolution, can­
not open between l a.m. and 6 
a.m.

TOM: You're in a bit of a 
pickle now. The frrst guy obvi­
ously did omething wrong. Or 
he put in a badly rebuilt engine. 
But it's hard to know now. 

RAY: What you do next 
depend on how ethical you are. 

TOM: If it were me, I'd just 
go back to mechanic No. l and 
tell him the car caught fire. 
Don't even mention mechanic 

No. 2, becau e mechanic No. 1 
will just r.ry to blame him, and 
then you'll be out of luck.

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Supreme Court rules dead miner's family entitled to benefits

FRANKFORT- The family 
of an underground coal miner 
killed in a rock fall is entitled to 
increa ed death benefits 
becau e the company he worked 
for had violated several mine 
afety laws, the Supreme Court 

ruled Thursday. 
Ronnie Charles was killed in 

1999 while working for South 
Akers Mining Co. at Myra in 
Pike County. A layer of rocks 
fell on hi:rn from an improperly 
supported mine. 

The unanimous Supreme 
Court ruling upheld previous 
deci ions by the Court of 
Appeals, the state Workers' 
Compensation Board and an 
administrative law judge that 
AIG/AIU Insurance Co. of 

Pittsburgh should pay an addi­
tional 15 percent in workers 
compensation benefits to 
Charles' widow and child. 

Legal advocates for miners 
say the importance of the ruling 
goes beyond the coal industry. 

"If there is a worker injured 
due to an intentional safety vio­
lation in any other industry, this 
ruling would apply to that situa­
tion as well," said Steve 

Sander : head of the Citizens 
Appalachian Law Center in 
Prestonsburg. 

The Kentucky Mine Safety 
Review Commission said after 
CharLes' death that company 
supcrvi ors placed a higher pri­
ority on recovering coal than on 
safety by ordering the miner to 
illegally work in an area suscep­
tible to a roof collapse. 

The commission revoked the 

credentials of two of the compa­
ny' mine manager after the 
accident. 

In the Supreme Court case, 
the question was whether an 
insurance carrier is responsible 
for paying increased death ben­
efits under Kentucky's workers' 
compensation law if an insur­
ance policy says otherwise. 

AIG/AIU Insurance argued 
that terms of the policy with 

South Akers Mining cxcludcxl 
such coverage. The insurance 
policy spelled out that South 
Akers Mining would be responsi­
ble for payment in excess of ben­
efits paid out by workers' com­
pensation law if the company 
breaks safety laws or regulations.

Denni. R. McGiincy, a 
Louisville attorney representing 
the insurance company, argued 
that the state law requiring 
increased compensation was 
enacted to promote workplace 
safety by penalizing companies 
for safety violations. Therefore, 
he said, money paid out under the 
statute is a penalty for which the 
company is liable, rather than 
compensation to an injured work­
er or surviving family members.

Opponents speak out against expanded gambling

FRANKFORT - Opposi­
tion to expanded gambling grew 
Thur day when a group claim­
ing it has business ties argued 
that casinos would hurt 
Kentucky businesses. 

The new group called "Say 
No to Casinos" said the gam­
bling centers would divert huge 
urns of money that otherwise 

would be spent al an array of 
businesses. Group spokesman 
John-Mark Hack said casino 
gaming would carry social costs 
a well - increased crime and 
bank.ruptcies and greater 
reliance on public assistance. 

A handful of bills aimed at 
giving Kentuckians more gam­
bling options have been intro­
duced in the General Assembly, 
and horse intere ts are crafting 
their own version. 

Rep. Denver Butler, who is 
sponsoring a proposal to put 
casino gambling before voters 
as a proposed constitutional 
amendment, said House senti­
ment appears mixed. 

"I'd be afraid to even guess 
at it right now,'' said Butler, D­
Louisville. "Some of them are 
scared to death of it and some of 
them say, 'Let's go with it."' 

Supporters say that expanded 

gambling would generate hun­
dreds of millions in tax dollars 
that would benefit education, 
Medicaid and other social ser­
vices. 

Hack said the new group 
speaking out against casino 
consists of Kentuckians from 
various business sectors includ­
ing equine, banking and real 
estate. 

Hack said the group would 
shed light in coming weeks on 
the "harsh reality in store for 
Kentucky businesses and our 
economy" if casino gambling is 
allowed. 

Jim Navolio, executive direc­
tor of the Kentucky Equine 
Education Project, which is 
preparing a version of expanded 
gambling legislation, said 
Hack's comments amounted to a 
"disinformation" campaign. He 
said casinos would enhance 
other businesses. 

Navolio said opponents want 
to defend a status quo in which 
Indiana and illinois siphon mil­
lions of dollars from 
Kentuckians who gamble on the 
two states' riverboats. 

The anti-casino group was 
joined by several lawmakers 
opposed to casino gaming. 

''This would be a regressive 
tax, it predominantly would 
prey on the lower income," said 

Rep. Brad Montcll, R-
Shelbyville. 

Kent Ostrander, executive 
director of the Family 
Foundation in Lexington, said 
defeating expanded gambling 
was his group's top priority. 

Ostrander said the business 
community that has supported 
expanded gambling "bas been 
duped." Casinos would result in 
"money being sucked out of the 
economy, and there' 11 be less 
disposable income that can be 
spent," he said. 

Butler said Kentuckians 
already are spending huge sums 
on riverboat casinos perched 
just off the state's northem.bor­
der. 

"It's just keeping what we're 
sending over to Indiana and 
IllinoiS,'' he said. 

Butler bas introduced a pro­
posed constitutional amendment 
that, if approved by lawmakers, 
would let Kentucky voters 
decide whether to allow casino 
gaming. He envisions allowing 
five casinos at racetracks and 
four other casinos elsewhere. 

Rep. Tom Burch, 0-
Louisville, has a proposal to 
allow slot machines at race­
tracks and in counties where 
voters approve such gambling. 
Burch said his bill also wouLd 
allow three casinos - one each 

PETA seeks removal of Col. Sanders bust

FRANKFORT - First came 
calls to remove the statue of 
Confederate President Jefferson 
Davis from the state Capitol. 
Now another famous 
Kentuckian is under flre. 

An animal rights group is 
calling for the bust of Colonel 
Harland Sanders - founder of 
KFC - to be hauled out. 
Televtsion star Pamela 
Anderson is leading the charge. 

"The bust of Colonel Sanders 
stands as a monument to cruelty 
and has no place in the 
Kentucky state Capitol," 
Ander on said in a statement 
issued by People for the Ethical 
Treatment of Animals. an ani­
mal rights group based in 
Norfolk, Va. 

The suggestion didn't ruffle 
feathers in Gov. Ernie Fletcher's 
office. 

"We certainly appreciate 
everyone's right to an opinion," 
spokeswoman Jodi Whitaker 
said. "Colonel Sanders was one 
of Kentucky's most distin­
guished citizens, a great entre­
preneur and a flne charitable 
man of faith, and be certainly 
has a place in Kentucky history. 
We believe he warrants appro­
priate recognition as such." 

Ander on has been involved 
in a public relations campaign to 
raise awareness of what she 
calls abuse of chickens in pro­
ces ing plants that supply poul­
try to the LouisviUe-based 
chicken chain. 

In a letter to 
Anderson detailed 
abuse of chicken 

Fletcher, 
alleged 

by KFC 

suppliers. Among her claims, 
she said workers in a slaughter­
house in West Vtrginia have 
been filmed tearing the heads 
off live birds, spitting tobacco 
in their eyes, spray-painting 
their faces and slamming them 
on the ground. 

"We felt the bust of Colonel 
Sanders is inappropriate in the 
state Capitol because it portrays 
a man who founded a company 
that treats chickens in a way that 
would be illegal if dogs or cats 
were the victims,'' said Matt 
Prescott, a spokesman for 
PET A. 

KFC spokeswoman Laurie 
Schalow said "this is just anoth­
er misguided publicity stunt by 
PETA in their attempt to create a 

vegan society." 
Another display in the 

Capitol that has stirred contro­
versy is the statue of Davis. a 
Kentucky native who served as 
president of the Confederacy 
during the Civil War. Black 
leaders unsuccessfully called 
two years ago for it to be moved 
to a less visible spot in the 
Kentucky History Center. 

A likeness of former 
President Abraham Lincoln, 
also a native Kentuckian, also 
stands in the rotunda. Lincoln, 
who has the large t statue, is in 
the middle while Davis stands in 
the comer. Statues of Henry 
Clay, Dr. Ephraim McDowell 
and Alben Barkley also are in 
the rotunda.

"ll's the biggest in at least the 
la t 15 years, and most likely the 
largest,'' he said. "Needless to 
ay, most donations are much. 

much smaller." 
Attorney Tom Drake, the 

executor of Taylor's estate, aid 
Taylor made it very clear that 
her fortune was to be handed 
over to the government. Her 
will was filed recently probate 
court. 

"It's not what I would have 
advi ed her to do with it, but she 
really wasn't interested in my 
opinion," be aid. 

Taylor, of Findlay, had no 
living siblings or children and 
her husband died in 1977. She 
was a staunch Democrat who 
believed the national debt 
should be paid off and she want­
ed to do her part. Drake said. 

Bureau of the Public Debt 
records show that U.S. citizens 
donated a total of $1.5 million 
toward debt reduction last year.

AURORA - If its a rotten 
winter day. it's probably just 
about right for eagle watching. 

Not that tl will nece sarily be 
good for human comfort. but eagles 
are foul weather fowl that put on 
some of their be t ·how. when ir' 
di mal, raining and breezy, said 
naturalist A viva Yasgur. 

Yasgur, an interpreter at the 
Land Between the l akcs 
Woodlands ature Station, ts 
among those who ho t eagle 
viev. ing tours at the federal 

~ recreation area along the shores 
of Kentucky Lake and Lake 
Barkley in the far we tern por­
tion of the state. 

Eagles v1sit the LBL shores 
like they do other Kentuck} 
waterway areas in the depths nf 
winter Lo c cape more severe 
wiorcr conditions, parucularly. 
iced-over lake· and rivers. 

Mtgrants lounge alor\g th 
lakes, feeding primarily on fi h 
from the unfrozen waters. wait­
ing for a drift into spring that 

·~will end moe I back toward 
habitats in the upper Midwest 
and Canada. 

Some. howe\'er, will stay 
behind and begin nesting along 
the LBL shore , producing 
native-horn Kentucky bald 
eagle. each spring. 

"We typically may have 
somethmg like 100 bald eagles 
using the LBL as a wintenng 
area. and maybe as many as 30 
w1U hang around up in the 
spring when nesting begins,'' 
Yasgur said. 

1 Especially as Kentucky's Lop 
draw for wintering eagle , LB L 
ha. become a hunting ground 
for eagle watchers. Wildlife and 
nature enthusiasts tum out for 
special tour and events. 

TAKIN' IT 
TO THE 
MAT: "Any day in January or 

February can be good for se-eing 
eagles, but it's probably better 
when it isn't as comfortable for 
people," Yasgur said. "When it' 
wann and pretty out, the eagles 
spend more time just perched up in 
the trees. When it's a little rainy 
and windy. they seem to be more 
active. soaring and feeding more." 

Yasgur said the best odd for 
finding wintering eagles at LBL 
arc in major bays when birds can 
find sheltered, shallo\\ water for 

Prestonsburg High School 

hosted wrestling Thursday 

evening.

Feathers arc light for flight, but 
an adult eagle till weigh 9 to 
14 pounds, with females being 
lightly Larger. 

An adult bald eagle is 
unmistakable with a triking 
white head and tail contrasting 
with chocolate brown body 
feathers. Immature eagles, 
however, can be confused with 
hawks. They range from uni­
formly dark brown to mottled 
brov. n until they develop their

Once seen a the perfect 
playoff quarterback for a team 
that had been playoff-perfect in 
10 games with him at quarter­
back, Brady directed an ineffi­
cient offense that committed 
five turnovers in a 27-13 loss 
that kept Denver at home this 
weekend. 

"Sometimes," Steelers line­
backer Joey Porter said of the 
two defenses, ''we are mirror 
image of each other." 

Sometimes, but not always. 
While both blitz-driven teams 
rdy on star defensive backs 
wbo play more like linebackers 
- the Stcclcrs' Troy Polamalu 
and the Broncos' John Lynch­
they are dissimilar, too.

ond half. The Steelers did the

Conversely, Parker is the 
Steelers' speed back, but could 
have difficulty against the 
Broncos' fast and rangy line­
backers.

Jerramy Stevens could be the 
one. Or Rocky Bernard. 

Maybe Al Wallace or Marlon 
McCree. 

OK. pick up your lineups and 
check them out. Their names 
don't jump off the page - or 
onto the front pages - very 
often. 

But conference title games 
don't always come down to the 
stars. The New England Patriots 
certainly proved that in recent 
years, when a Tom Brady was 
complemented by a Kevin Faulk 
or a Patrick Pass. Dexter 
Jackson wins the Super Bowl 
MVP award for Tampa Bay, 
even though teammate Dwight 
Smith probably deserved it.

Kentucky faithful question 
basketball team.'s niovie portrayal

LEXINGTON - In a movie 
that seems neatly divided 
between black and white, fans 
here are seeing gray - with a 
strong tint of Kentucky blue. 

It's not that most 
Kentuckians have a quibble 
with the heroes of "Glory Road" 
- the 1966 Texas Western 
College team that made basket­
ball history in the national title 
game by starting five black 
players'. Their dispute is with the 
perce1Ved villains. ' 

The all-white University of 
Kentucky Wildcats lost that 
game, and actor Jon Voight's 

~tportrayal of the late Adolph 
Rupp has opened a sensitive 
debate here on whether the leg­
endary coach was racist. 

"Glory Road," at least in its 
final form, doesn't say he was. 
But Voight's Rupp is clearly 
unlikable, cantankerous and 
symbolizes the antagonist that 
underdog Texas Western was 
fighting against - on the court 
and off it. · 

Those who knew him best, 
however, contend Rupp's only 
real crime was trying to win a 

i}>asketball game. 
"No matter how strong they 

make the implications, they can­
not make a racist out of Adolph 
Rupp," said Joe B. Hall, a for­
mer Rupp assistant who suc­
ceeded him as head coach in 
1973. 

Rupp's son, Herky Rupp, 
says he bas seen the previews 
but refuses to watch anything 
else. 

"There has to be a good guy 
and a bad guy, and Kentucky's 
~ing to be the bad guy," he 
~aid "How can someone believe 

what these revisionists have put 
out, and how can it grow. into 
such a ridiculous story? This has 
altered my father's legacy, and 
n9t a bit of it is true." 

The younger Rupp says his 
beef isn't with Voight, other 
than the fact be doesn't think he 
resembles his father. In fact, 
Voight called Herky Rupp dur­
ing shooting to tell him that out 
of respect for his father's career, 
he was going to try to make 
some changes to the script. 

Those changes apparently

'!t1iller ill, a Hollywood film 
editor who grew up in 
Lexington and saw an early 
draft of "Glory Road."

Last month, WKYT-TV in 
Lexington aired a documemary 
- funded in part by the 
University of Kentucky - thal 
casts Rupp in a far more flatter­
ing light than even the edited 
version of the movie. Based on 
interviews with former players, 
coaches and beat writers, it sug­
gests Rupp not only wasn' t a 
racist but spent years actively 
searching for the ideal player to 
break the basketball team's 
color barrier. 

Dick Gabriel, WKYT's 
sports manager who produced 
the documentary. said the issue 
wasn't home games in 
Lexington but Southea tern 
Conference road games in the 
Deep South. A black player for 
Kentucky, a disliked progran1 
already because of its immense 
success, would have been sub­
jected to far greater scrutiny 
than one playing on another 
SEC team, Gabriel said. 

"The South was a dangerous 
place for African-Americans to 
begio with," Gabriel said. 
"Rupp knew his teams were 
already hated. He said, 'Imagine 
what it's going to be like when 
we go down there with a black 
player who can't stay at the 
hotel where we stay, can't eat at 
the restaura"\ts we eat?' Had he 
not tried to recruit the perfect 
player - a superstar - then he 
wouldn't have taken nearly as 
long." 

In 1969, Rupp signed the 
school's first black player-Tom 
Payne from Louisville, who 
spent only a year at Kentucky 
before entering the National 
Basketball Association draft. By 
the time Payne joined the 
Wildcats, the rest of the SEC 
was almost fully integrated.

But one longtime Kentucky 
fan said the movie didn t go far 
enough in exploring Rupp ' s 
racial beliefs. 

"[t was kind of watered 
down," said Bill White, a former 
high school football coach in 
Lomsville. "We percetved him 
as being racist. 1 rooted for 
Kentucky while 1 was in col­
lege. butl'm a black person. I'd 
imagine every black person in 
America was rooting for Texas 
Western." 

Danny Haney - a former 
high school basketball coach in 
Lexington - attended the same 
opening night showing wilh his 
new players from Coconut 
Creek, Fla., who were in town 
for a tournament. 

Haney, whose parents have 
been Kentucky season llckct 
holders for 46 years, said even 
Kentucky fans can learn some­
thing from the story o{ Texas 
Western (now lhe Umversily of 
Texas at El Paso). 

"This i to educate all our 
kids about the barriers there 
were back in the '60's and the 
difference this made," Haney 
said. "But, obviously, I'll defend 
coach Rupp until the day I die.''
