PRESTONSBURG An 
altempt to pass an .ordinance to 
annex propertie on St('phcns 
Branch prompted extended dis­
cussion during a city council 
meeting Monday. 

Member Gorman Collins 
voiced concerns about tht.: city 
giving incentives to ome prop 
erly owner annexed into the 
city. while providing no r 1< en­
tives to others. Collins :aru he 
disagreed with the way th city 
annexes property. 

Collins disagreed "'ill the 
city's decision to offer ta. incen-
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an questions annexation methods 
tives to property owners On 
Stonecrest and at the Holiday 
lon, while allowing other prop­
erty owners who want to be 
annexed no incentive. For some 
property owners, the city has 
granted a five-year deferment on 
city property tmtes when they 
agree to be annexed. 

Collins also discussed the 
city's annexation attempt of the 
hospital, saying that the council 
should have offered them an 
incentive in writing. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin said there 
was nothing wrong with the 
city's decision to give incentives 
because it ensures that the city 
will benefit five years down the 

road, when taxes start being 
paid, whereas the city would not 
beneftt at all, financially, if the 
properties weren't annexed to 
begin with. 

Member Kelly Moore said 
other property owners have 
approached him since the city's 
meeting two weeks ago alld told 
him that they would considering 
being annexed by the city. 

"I think we need to be more 
efficient in how we grow the 
city," Collins said. "There are 
three or four sections in 1de the 
city that are completely sur­
rounded by areas that arc already 
annexed, and they're not, and 
they're receiving benefits of it." 

Collins, referring to a com­
pla.mt last year he made abOut 
the city annexing properties and 
leaving "donut holes" of unan­
nexed properties, said the city 
annexes "little fingers" Qf prop­
erties in the city. He spoke about 
properties along a more than 
four-mile section of road 
between Prestonsburg and the 
hospital that would not be 
annexed if the hospital is 
annexed. 

Police Chief Mike Omerod 
said that his officers, for years, 
have had to drive "outside of the 
city to get back into the city" to

City buildings 
to go smoke-free

PRESTONSBURG 
City council members 
passed a motion Monday to 
place a smoking ban in city 
buildings. 

The decision came at the 
request of Jean Rosenberg, a 
consultant with the Floyd 
County Health Department, 
who helped present the 
results from a smoking sur­
vey conducted by the health 
department at a Jan. 9 city 
council meeting. 

At that meeting, health 
department Director Thursa 
Slone reponed that, out of 
29 interviews conducted, 88 

percent of city council mem­
bers and 100 percent of 
county officials "somewhat 
or strongly" support an ordi­
nance prohibiting smoking 
in all enclosed buildings, 
restaurants and bars. Slone 
said that about 46 percent of 
city hall employees would 
support the ordinance, and 
the majority of council 
members and county offi­
cials believe that govern­
ments should be allowed to 
pass smoke-free la\\ .. 

When the di cussion 
came up during the council 
meetmg Monday, member 
Kay Ross aid the city auld

Billy Shepherd said Tuesday. after a 
jury found him guilty of eight crimi· 
nal charges related to fleeing a 
police officer. 

Shepherd was talking to hi 
brother, who was'20 feet away in the 
observers section of the courtroom, 
while the jury was out on a reccs 
along with the judge assigned to the 
trial, John D. Caudill. 

"We crapped out," he satd. 
His brother tried to give him 

encouragement, saying, "Good 
behavior, you'Ll get out in no time.'' 

The exchange followed one day 
of te timony in a case that centered 
on a high- peed chase along Route 
80 that culminated in a wreck and 
subsequent foot chase on Christmas 
Eve, 2004. 

Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney Stacy Marshall called two 
witne ses for the tate, which 
included former Martin police offi­
cer Steve Montgomery, who was 
involved in the 2004 pursuit, and 
former Pre tons burg . police officer 
Brian Kidd, who atTested Shepherd 
for a im.ilar set of violations involv­
ing a pursuit on March 1, 2003.

Tragedy lingers after I 

TV cameras leave I 
t 

Dt aster , both natural and man-made, tend to capture our 
attention briefly then fade off the front page . The recent 
Wesl Virginia coal-mining tragedy is just now experiencing 
that treatment. 

The danger i that when the television cameras leave, 
often the potential to learn and rebuild does, too. Safety 
restriction. don't get passed. Aid pledges don't materialize. 
Another d1 aster hit , and history repeats itself. 

Such is the case now in Pakistan, which suffered a 7.6 
magnitude earthquake last Oct. 8. Though 87,000 people 
died in the initial temblor, the specter of more death haunts 
the mountainous region. International health workers sug­
gest that a harsh winter could kill vulnerable survivors 
who've opted to tay near the ruins of their homes, high in 
the hilL. These rumblings have been around for months but 
haven't received much spotlight. Once the quake's initial 
aftershock ·ubsided, perhaps observers optimistically 
thought everything would turn out OK. 

The arne mentality may apply to the post-hurricane 
rebuilding of the Gulf Coast, where allegations of aid fraud 
and que tion about no-bid contracts have largely elicited a 
ho-hum pubhc re ponse. 

DistractiOn may be human nature, but it can prove both 
co. tly and dangerous. Post-earthquake deaths may exceed 
the mitial toll. The United Nations estimates that 400,000 
people are living in makeshift shelters at an elevation of 
5,000 fed or more. putting them at risk of hypothermia, 
pneumonia. tarvation. To this, a U.N. deputy humanitarian 
coordinator says, ··Whether the Pakistan government is right 
in being optimi tic. apd whether we are right in being pe -
simisnc, rm not sure. But the people I deal with in the field 
from Pakistan and the humanitarian community are all well 
aware that we have a re_al battle ahead of us."

tance. Montgomery related that 
he pursued Shepherd up a hill 
off Long Fork Road and was 
surprised when Shepherd turned 
and leapt on him, whkh brought 
the pair tumbling down the hill-

Shepherd was 
able to free himself and escaped 
on foot before Montgomery 
could get untangled. 

The chase began on Route 80 
near Martin when Montgomery 
noticed the defective tail lights 
on a white pickup driven by 
Shepherd. Montgomery sig­
naled for Shepherd to pull over, 
but the vehicle took off and ran 
the red light at Route 122, where 
it almost collided with another 
~·chicle. Montgomery was able 

catch up to Shepherd when a 
hard left off Long Fork Road 
resulted 10 Shepherd losing con 
trol of the tmck and crashing 
into a fence post. 

Shepherd was apprehended 
later due to the fact that 
Montgomery recognized him 
and brought his report to the 
county attorney's office, which 

, g and entered the plea. Judge 
audill accepted it and told 

Meade that he understood she 
had two children and wished to 
pick them up before going into 
custody. He noted that he rarely 
makes exceptions but did allow 
Meade to report to the jail at 7 
p.m.

SgL Ralph Frasure responded 

to the call and obtained cause to 
stop the vehicle that Meade was 
traveling in with Steven Salyers, 
36, of Stambaugh, when the car 
failed to use a tum signal as it 
left the plaza. 

Frasure later testified at a 
suppresswn hearing that he 
observed Meade pushing some­
thing under the car's passenger 
seat after he stopped the vehicle. 
He was able to retrieve the 
Sudafed which had been pushed 
!Yider the seat. He also found a 
'Shlall quantity of the drug on 
Meade as well as three Mason 
jars in the back seat of the vehi­
cle. Lab tests later confirmed 
that the jars contained liquid 
meth, which had been cooked 
for six hours and was only 10 
minutes away from being con­
verted into doses of the drug for 
ale. 

Frasure also was able to 
recover several ingredients for 
manufacturing more o the drug 
in the car's tiUnk, where he 
found Red Devil lye, antifreeze 
\nd iodine. 

Assistant Commonwealth's 
Attorney Wayne Taylor was set 
to try the case and indicated that 
the plea was a victory for the 
commonwealth. 

''It's a significant conviction 
for manufacturers of the drug," 
Taylor said. "Il's a real scourge, 
especially in western Kentucky, 
where commonwealth's attor­
neys are besieged with such 
cases.'' Taylor noted that the 
Commonwealth Attorney's 
Office will continue to seek sig­
nificant jail time for subjects 
who traffic in the drug, which 

so repre cnts a danger to 
neighbors of people who make 
the substance due to its chemical 
instability. Taylor observed that 
a pecial recovery team had to 
be brought in from the Kentucky 
State Police to make sure that 
the evidence recovered from the 
Meade and Salyers arrests was 
safe to transport before taking it 
from the vehicle. 

Taylor, who secured a convic-

later charged Shepherd with dri­
ving on a revoked license, flee­
ing police, wanton endanger 
ment, reckless driving, assault, 
disregarding a traffic ignal and 
resisting arrest. 

Shepherd was later involved 
in another chase and agreed to 
enter a guilty plea to that inci­
dent, which was scheduled for 
trial in July, after receiving the 
guilty verdict Tuesday. 

Judge Caudill accepted a sen­
tencing recommendation from 
the commonwealth which will 
see Shepherd serve five years 
for the crimes he was convicted 
of and an additional two years 
for the other chase which netted 
Shepherd a seven-year sentence. 

Caudill thanked the jury and 
explained that their work solved 
two cases for the court and 
noted that he will sentence 
Shepherd formally on Feb. 24 
after receiving a pre-sentencing 
report from probation and 
parole. Caudill can. after read­
ing the report, opt to reject the 
sentencing recommendation and 
allow the jury to come back and 
finish its commitment to the 
case by recommending a ·en­
tence should the report indicate

She appeared 
secure in her recollection bUl later 
changed her mind. saying it was 
the evening of the Dec. 23 that 
they spent together. Her account 
included a latemcnt that the white 
pickup was used by Billy's broth­
er Tom on the 24th but that was 
impossible due to the fact that it 
wa,o; impounded after the chase 
which took place around 3:30a.m.

which indicted Shepherd when 
he gave them the date he arrest­
ed Shepherd as the date of the 
incident, though it in fact 
occurred two months earlier. 

Marshall closed by seizmg 
on Owens' statements about 
memory, reminding the jury that 
Shepherd' mother was very 
certain at the start of her testi­
mony that she was with Billy on 
the afternoon and evening of 
Dec. 24 llr offered that. he got 
confused only later in her testi­
mony and expressed his concern 
that the jury not be confused 
when they deliberate.

After the Lady 
Rebels took a brief lead, back­
to-back three-pointers by 
Mahoney moved UK ahead 37-

minute left until intermission. 
Elliott connected on a three­
point play to close the half on 
an 8-0 run and end Kentucky 
into the locker room with a 
nine-point, 43-34, advantage. 

In a foul-plagued first half, 
which saw the two team com­
bine for 31 free-throw attempts. 
the Wildcat connected on 86 
percent ( 12-of-14) of its charity 
shots in the opening period. 
Kentucky, which wa led by 
Alcius' 14 points in the first 
half. out-rebounded the Lady 
Rebels 24-14 before halftime. 

Kentucky carried its 
momentum into the second 
half, a Alciu and Roddy made 
back-to-back baskets to put the 
Wildcats ahead 47-37 wilh 
18:33 left in the game. With 
UK ahead 48-42. Ole Mis 
went on an 8-0 run to take a 50-
48 lead on a three-pointer by 
Bartee with 13:4-2 remaining. A 
three-point play by Pfeiffer 
allowed the Cats to regain the 
lead at 51-50. but the Lady 
Rebels went back in front 54-
53 on a three-pointer by Tasi 
Wor ham. 

The Wildcats shot 43.6 per­
cent (24-of-55) from the field 
in the game, while holding Ole 
Miss to 39.4 percent (26-of-66) 
from the floor.
