PRESTONSBURG - Chilling 
detail about the January 5 robherJ 
of a Family Drug Store in 
Wheelwright, which incJ• ded 
alleged threat of murder and arson, 
came 1o light in the w tke of a pre­
timinary hearing held Wednesday in 
dist1.ct court. 

Kentucky State Police Det. 
Eddie Crum testified about his 
investigation. which led to the arrest 
of Adam Jone , 24, of Wayland. 

Crum said that witnesses report­
ed that three men burst into the 
pharmacy around 9:54 a.m. wearing 
black-hooded sweatshirts and wear­
ing cut pantyhose over therr faces. 
One suspect stood in the doorway 
waving a shotgun and ordered the 

five pharmacy workers into a back 
room. Two accomplices with hand­
guns helped herd the staff into the 
back area while the phannaci t 
agreed to give the men anything 
they wanted, which turned out to be 
about $500 in cash and two boxes of 
hydrocodone which amounted to 
over 5,000 tablets. 

Crum said that the man with the 
shotgun, who did most of the talk-
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ing, told the group, "If you call the 
police, we'll come back and kill 
everybody and bum the pharmacy 
down.'' 

Crum noted that witnesses 
included the five workers, two oth 
ers who were outside the buildmg 
and observed the group escape and 
one confidential informant. The

Combs airport

PAINTSVILLE - The 
Transportation Cabinet's 
Department of Aviation has 
extended the closure notice 
of the Bert. T. Combs Field 
Airport to March 2. 

ln what some officials are 
calling a political move, the 
department's commissioner, 
Paul Steely, hand delivered a 
letter last week to board 
members, informing them 
that the airport's landing cer­
tificate would expire on Feb. 
1. Steely ordered all aireraft 
not based at Combs to depart 
from the field before Jan. 3l. 
The clo ure came about 
because of the "existence of 
insurmountable substandard 
features'' at Combs Field. 

Steely said Thursday that 
the airport has "glide slope" 
issues on the runway, which 
causes pilot m have to come 

into the airport at a steeper 
decline than what's desirable 
for public airport . Other 
problems, he said. center 
around the fact mat the air­
port is surrounded by moun­
tainous terrain that ''breaks 
into" the airspace and hinders 
the pilot's visibility. 

Prestonsburg attorney 
David Neeley. the 
secretary/treasurer of the 
board, said the argument 
regarding the terrain is not 
valid. 

"We asked Mr. Steely to 
explain to us wh t h~.: meant 
by 'inswmountnble ubstan­
dard features' of the terram. · 
Neeley said. 'The terram of 
that airport basn' t changed 
for 42 years. It's th~ same ... 
I had hun admit that nothing 
has changed about the 
inspection criteria or regula­
tions in the last 10 years. He

Mill said Codell ceased 
the company's contract and i 
now working with the com­
pany's bonding agent. which 
will be fined $500 in liqui­
dated damages for every day 
that the project exceeds its 
construction deadline.

Nighbert, Secretary of 
T1 an~IJurlation and upervisor 
ro Steelv, wa indicted in the 
hiring practice. investigation. 
Stumbo. who now docks his 
plane at the Big Sandy Regional 
Airporl. learned to fly at Combs 
field. Neeley said. 

''We can speculate all we 
want," Neeley said. "What's 
behind the proposed closure of 
this airport is not stated in the 
letter we received from Mr. 
Steely." 

Steely denies the allegations. 
''That couldn't be farther 

from reality," he said. "Nobody 
involved on the political end 
even knew about it." 

Steely said the decision for 
the closure came when the 
department wa scheduled to 
rei ue the airport' landing cer­
tificate. 

"We know that airpon ba a 
lot of hazards intructing into ilj 
airspace," he said. "We couldn't. 
with a clear conscience, issue a 
landing certificate, when a lot of 
pilots flying in from other areas 
aren't trained to handle that type 
of terrain." 

Last June, Steely told mem 
bers of the Interim Joint 
Commission on Transportation 
that his goal wa to make 
Kentucky the most "aviation 
friendly" state in the country. 
Airports, he said, were "eco­
nomic magnets." He related one 
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of h1~ "favorite" ayiugs: " 
rruk of road wtll take you one 
mile, but a mile of nmway wiJI 
take you anywhere." 

A 1rport Board members held 
a special meeting The. day to 
discuss possible litigation and 
an mjunction again t me 
Kentuc y Department of 
Aviation. After an ell.cculi ve ses­
sum, they agreed to hire 
Prestonsburg Attorney Tom 
Smith to research their oplions. 

The Department of Aviation 
ba ~uggcstcd that the airport, 
currently designated .. s a pub­
licly owned businc. ,, change to 
a ' public owned. private use" 
desi t;natmn. 

The c-hange, Steely says, 
would allow local pilots the 
ability to fly in and out of an air­
port ao; they llavc been txained to 
do, but it would prevent "tran­
sient" pilot , tourists or others 
who aren't familiar with the ter­
rain, from landmg there. 

Smith is now researching 
what change · would take place 
under that option, a suggestion 
that Steely called a "win-win" 
situation for everyone mvolved. 

Smith said the board hopes to 
keep the airport as a publicly 
u ed, publicly owned facility. 
Changing to a private use airport 
would require pilots to have 
prior authorization to land. 
Snrith' argument resides with a 
Kentucky Administration regu­
lation (602.KAR20:020) that 
guarantees a "grandfathered" 
landing certiftcate to any airport 
that had a landing certificate 
issued on July l, 1989. 

'There's been no change in 
the circumstances surrounding 
the airport," Smith said. "It 
maintains a grandfathered land­
ing certificate. There's been no 
change in the terrain there. If the 
issue is trees in the guide path, 
then we can obviously have 
those removed and keep the air­
port maintained as it has been 
for a number of years.'' 

Steely, who said that tile 
department doesn't want to dis­
courage local pilots who are 
familiar with the terrain, granted 
an extension on the closure 
deadline Thursday. He designat­
ed the Paintsville Prestonsburg 
Combs Field as a landing area 

for civil aircraft until March 2. 
Smith will continue hi 

research and said he wiU work 
with the Transportation 
Department to try to keep the 
landing certificate valid. State 
Sen. Ray Jones, a pilot who also 
learned to fly at Combs Field, 
state Sen. Johnny Ray Thmer 
and state Rep. Chuck Meade 
and Rep. Huben Collins are cur­
rently working with airport 
board members to find a solu­
tion.

Neeley said the "apron" 
around the airport's fueling ter­
minal was repaved last month. 
The airport. upon the recom­
mendation of inspector Scotr 
Mitchell two years ago, received 
a $3,700 grant from the state to 
cue trees down to improve safe­
ty. In October, the Kentuek 
Airport Zoning Commission 
approved an application for the 
airport to construct a hanger 
addition near Paintsville. That 
permit is valid for 18 months.

Now, mix in the hoard members themselves, along with any 
board mployees required to attend, an out-of-town guest pre­
senter or two. and, you guessed it, there is very little pace 
actually left ior any visitor from the private sector or media. 

The hoard member btinging up the subject for discussion 
seemed to be aware of this problem, though another felt that all 
was okay because the chool is centrally located, making it a 
convenient location at which each of the di trict board mem­
bers could convene. 

The city of Martin - fine; the Opportunities Unlimited 
school -also fine; being confined within a room containing 
SL' many human bodies and pieces of technical equipment that 
one can barely inch his or her way toward an empty seat -
providing there is one- not fine. 

We .trc of a hardy nature and realize that one of the unpleas­
ant fact of life, and this vocation, often entail . etting a ide 
creature ...:omforts. As such, we have kept our displeasure main­
ly to ourselves. But, hope pring eternal. a. they say, and 
appan:ntly. the hope exist· that we ru·e not alone in our suffer­
ing.

Airport unsafe, 
unneeded 

Recent media exposure of the paten­
Ira! closmg of the Paintsvi11e­
Prestonsburg Airport has once again 
captured my attention. along with that of 
my family and some of my neighbors. 
Over some 40 years ago, the property 
that the airport now occupies was basi­
cally farmland belonging to the hard­
working farmer in the community. 

.Then, through a process known as emi­
nent domain, the property was con­
demned hy the government for public 
use as an airport. The property owners 
fought this relentlessly and appealed the 
court· decision to seize the property. 
Needless to say, their effort failed and 
the rurport was built in !964. 

Since that time, issues of afety have 
been addressed many time . Just my elf, 
over the pa. t several years, I have wit­
nos. cd one crash resulting in the death 
of the pilot, another crash resulting in 

serious injuries of the pilot and passen­
ger, numerous mishaps involving plllnes 
skidding from the runway, countless 
landing attempts with extremely close 
calls to nearby homes at the airport and 
nighttime takeoffs and landings which 
were not emergency or medlcrally relat- ·: , 
ed. ' 

Of course, the handful of pilots who 
use the airport for their own personal use 
are fighting for the airport to remain 
open. But with the nice facility we now 
have at Big Sandy Regional Airport, 
why would taxpaying citizens want to 
continue to fund an unsafe airport which 
is used by only a few? And finally, 1 
would like to know who authorized a 
race car business to be built on this prop­
erty? 

In closing, if the airport was found to 
be unsafe during recent inspections, it 
should be closed. Allowing it to remain ' 
open under special circumstances would 
be putting our community at great risk. 
It is the responsibility of the Department 
of Aviation to stand behind cheir initial 
decision to close this airport.

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Studying the brain 
The study of the brain is called neuroscience or 
neurobiology. This field is making remarkable 
stndes in our understanding of how the brain 
works. But despite progress, much remains to 
be. learned and discovered. 

Safe and sound 
The bratn is very fragile. When a brain cell dies 
- s damaged or destroyed - it is almost 
r.e\ er replaced. The brain is protected by three 
distmct layers. It floats in a pool of jelly-lii<e tis­
sue, blood vessels and fluid, that serve as a 
cushion to absorb shocks. This watery layer is 
co~Jered by three tough membranes called 
me:11nges that also protect the spinal cord. Dura 
ma!er ts the outermost and strongest of the 
membranes, followed by the pia mater and the 
arachnoid. Rnally. the skull or cranium 
protects the brain from external blows. 

... u£t 15 seconds without blood flow results in 
unconsiousness, four minutes causes serious 
darn?ge to the brain. Three to five minutes with­
out oxygen will also cause permanent injury. 

Drtgs or chemicals can also damage the brain. 
l hH street drug Ecstacy destroys the neurons 
tnat release serotonin and can result in mood 
swt1gs. troubled thoughts, sleep and motiva­
tor al difficulties and sometifl)es death. 

Brain development 
Before it IS born, a baby's brain can grow 
tncredibly quickly. There are periods of time 
when the brain increases its neurons by 
250,000 every minute. When bom, the brain • · 
has almost all the neurons it will ever have. 

:vL.tle and female brains 
The male brain is slightly larger than the female 
brain, but this has no impact on intelligence. 
Men are generally physically larger than 
women. (Elephants have very big brains, 
but are not smarter than people.) 

However, there are some real differences 
between the brains of men and women. Studies . 
have shown that most men use only the left 
ce ebral hemisphere for processing language, 
but that most women use both hemispheres. 

The importance of sleep 
People spend about 2,920 hours or 122 days 
ou of every year sleeping.

Animal brains 
The size of an animal's brain has more to 
do with how large the animal is, not how 
intelligent it is. Brain weight compared to 
body weight is a better tndicator of intelli­
gence. 

Most invertebrates (animals without 
backbones) do not have complex brains. 
They use groups of nerve cells called 
ganglia to control their bodies. An earth· 
worm has two pairs of ganglia and an 
insect has three pairs. The octopus has the 
most complex brain of all invertebrates. 

All vertebrates (animals with bacl<bones) ~~~, 

have well-developed brains which have 
evolved through time. In primitive 
vertebrates, the midbrain or cerebellum 
is generally larger than the forebrain or 
cerebrum. The more advanced the brain, 
the larger the cerebrum. The cerebrum of 
birds is larger than those of fish, amphib-
ians and reptiles. The most complex brains 
belong to mammals. Whales and dolphins 
have highly-developed brains. The brains 
of apes are more like human brains than 
any other animal. 

The illustrations below show how the brains 'IIJ 
m a \1ariety of animals have developed. 
The red part of the brain is the cerebrum, 
the blue is the cerebellum and the orange 
is the brain stem.

Introduction 

Woodrow Burchett ( l9ll-1995) wa born on 
Cow Creek. in Floyd County. By profession he 
was ftrst a teacher, later a lawyer. Eventually he 
erved three terms as county attorney of Floyd 

County, served on the Kentucky Public Service 
Commission and the Kentucky Harness Racing 
Commission. He is, perhaps. best known for his 
toties and the homespun wisdom that caused bim 

to become, as mru1y knew him later in his life, 
"The Sage of Cow Creek.'' 

In Wednesday's edition, we shared two speeche 
given by Mr. Burchell; one to a !1edgling law class 
and the second to a group of constituent attending 
a continuing education semmar on legal ethic . 

Tb.is third speech that we share today wru most 
likely given at a Prestonsburg Kiwanis meeting 
where, a "The Sage of Cow Creek" for more than 
40 years, Mr. Burchett made annual, tongue-in­
cheek, prognosucations about the corning year.
