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' Floyd tops in Trust for Life, 
but recent numbers lower

PRESTONSBURG- The 
Floyd County Circuit Clerl\'s 
office topped the state in 2005 
for donation made to the Trust 
for Life Campaign. The num­
ber of donations for this fiscal 
year, however, doesn't look as 
promising. 

Officials estimate that 77 
Kentucky counties were 
··above aver~ge" in donation 
collections ij. 2005, but the 
numbers. in ~orne parts of the 
tate, are 1ecreasing from 

donations obtained for the pro­
gram last year. 

In 2005, Floyd County col­
lected $1 donations from 75.1 
percent of people wbo renewed 
their driver's licenses. During 
this fisc~year, which began in 
July. C!irk Douglas Hall 
reports that donations have 
been obtained from 65.7 per­
cent of those renewing their 
licenses. The percentage, be 
says, is down about lO percent 
from this time last year. 

Since the department 
increased the price of licenses 
to $20, Hall, the vice president 
for the Trust for Life founda­
tton, says people aren't as will­
ing to donate. Last year. he 

said, Floyd County collected 
donations from 82.6 percent of 
customers who visited the 
county drivers licensing 
department through June, but 
in July, after the price increase 
took effect, donations dropped 
off to 64.5 percent, where they 
have virtually remained since 
that time. 

"We need to encourage the 
public that even though we 
took a big increase in driver's 
licenses, we still need to take 
pride in what we accomplished 
these last two years and contin­
ue to donate money for Trust 
for Life," Hall said. 

Hall says two out of every 
three customers who renew 
their license in Floyd County 
donate $1 for the Trust for Life 
Campaign. Officials hope to 
see those nwnbers increase to 
four out of every five cus­
tomers. People must realize, he 
said, that even with the driver's 
license fee increase, residents 
are only paying $5 annually for 
a license, and if they donate to 
the Trust for Life Foundation, 
they're only donating 25 cents 
annually. 

The Trust for Life, a non­
profit foundation that promotes 
organ and tissue donation in 
the state, was fanned in 1992 

by the Kentucky Circuit Court 
Clerks Association. Since 
1993, more than $4 million has 
been donated to the founda­
tion. The funds have been used 
to purchase advertising and to 
support public campaigns that 
have increased organ and tis­
sue donations in the state by 
about 60 percent. Kentucky 
leads the nation in the nwnber 
of donations offered annually. 

The Trust for Life 
Foundation established the 
Judge Satterwhite Fund in 
2000, a program designed to 
financially assist Kentucky 
organ transplant patients who 
aren't fully covered by insur­
ance. 

The foundation reports that 
an average of 17 Americans 
die each year while waiting for 
organ transplants. Currently 
750 people in the state are 
waiting for donated organs in 
order to live. Others are wait­
ing for life-enhancing organ 
donations like corneas, bone 
joints, skin, blood vessels and 
other tissue.

"The cost would vary

The end result would be I 0 
connecting trails across 
Eastern Kentucky that would 
tie in to the Hatfield McCoy 
Trail leading into West 
Virginia, and maybe beyond.

There is currehtly no pro­
jected timeframe for the pro­
ject, considering legal issues 
are still hanging, Thomas said, 
adding that basic trail develop­
ment, the ftrst stage of the pro­
ject, could still be a couple 
years dOwn the road. 

So how much depends on 
the participation of land own­
ers to seeing the project com­
pleted? Runyon says her 
agency hopes to point to work­
ing examples in neighboring 
states as proof that the payoff is 
well worth the cooperation.

l-lama. took 76 eat in the 132-seat parliament, ousting the ineffi­
cient Fatab government with a platform of honest government, 
improved publlc services and la-w and order. Politics the way it's up­
posed to be. 

Unfortunately, Hamas is committed to the destruction of Israel and 
has tried to bnng that about through terrorist attacks, including suicide 
bombings on I raelis. The United States and Europe classify Hamas as 
a terrorist organization, and Hamas has never claimed that it isn' I. 

President Bush hopes to see his moribund road map to Mideast 
peace revived. But that would entail dealing with Hamas, and Bush's 
pos1tion is imply, "Not until you renounce your desire to de u-oy Israel 
will we deal with you." 

Hama i not just a terrorist organization. Its popularity at the polls 
was due in part to the network of hospitals, schools and chanlle it 
run . And history is full of example· of violent outsiders being domes­
ticated by the responsibilities of having to govern. Bu h probably did 
not have Hamas in mind when he talked about bringing democracy to 
the Mideast, but there 1t was: A peaceful transfer of power through free 
and fair elections m an Arab land. Maybe it's a tart. 

Orlando (Fla.) Sentinel, on State of the Union speech: 
With his fifth State of the Union peech. President George W. Bush 

could have revitalized his presidency. He could have laid out bold plans 
with bipartisan appeal to tackle some of the country's most stubborn 
problems. 

Unfortunately. Mr. Bush' agenda wa too timid. Too often Thesday 
night. he pulled out old pages from his political playbook. 

Mr. Bush 's clarion calls from last year's speech for Congress to 
revamp Social Security and immigration laws were muted this year. Yet 
the need for reform in both has grown more acute. 

In tcad. the president spotlighted other pressing concerns, including 
high health-care and energy cost and the budget deficit. But for the 

·most part. be offered familiar and t1awed solutions. 
On health care, economists differ on whether Mr. Bu h 's weB-worn 

proposal for expanded tax-free health-savings account and more tax 
deductions for medical expenses would even bring down costs. And 
most Americans without health insurance - their ranks have ri en by 
more than a nulhon during Mr. Bush's presidency - don't earn enough 
lo set aside much money for health care. 

It's loo bad that Mr. Bush didn't propose policies that would directly 
address the availability of health insurance. Those could include. for 
example, offering Americans the same private insurance options as fed­
eral employees. 

On energy, Mr. Bush's caJis for new nuclear power plants and efforts 
to promote efficiency and alternative fuels are welcome. They are, 
however, long-term elutions to high co ts and what the president aptly 
described as America' oil addiction. 

Mr. Bu h could accelerate the move away from oil and ease prices 
by setting ambitious targets for cutting imports and embracing higher 
fuel-economy standards for c;n · and trucks, which account for half of 
U.S. oil consumption. 

On the budget deficit, Mr. Bu h repeated his caB for Congress to 

restJ·ain federal spending. But the pre idem has never used his authority 
to veto a ingle spending biU. And he undercut his message of fiscal 
rc. ponsibility by again urging Congress to make permanent his 2001 
and 2003 tax cuts. Doing so would add $2.3 trillion to deficlts over the 
next decade. according to the Congre sional Budget Ofiicc. 

The president's address was not bereft of good ideas. His program 
for improving math, science and engineering education, for example, 
looks promising. 

And !VIt. Bush was both eloquent and convincing in arguing that 
An'lcrica 's security is enhanced by the spread of freedom abroad. Many 
of hi goals earned applau e from both parties. 

But overall. Mr. Bu h's peech wa a disappointment, with it partial 
and politically challenged solutions. It fell short of what's needed in 
what the president rightly called a "decisive year."

Sunday' New York Time ran a 
depressing story about a new study 
bowing that day laborers, most of 

whom arc "illegal aliens,'' are often 
stiffed by employers. Of course, they're 
already working in dangerous low-paid 
construction jobs. 

The Times reported, ''Forty-nine per­
cent of those interviewed said that in the 
previous two months an employer had 
not paid them for one or more day · 
work." About 20 percent said they had 
been injured, many of those missing 
work as a result. 

The 2,226 workers interviewed in 20 
states and Washington, D.C .. "earned a 
median of $10 an hour and $700 
month," said the Times. ''The study said 
that only a small number earned more 
than $15,000 a year." Three-fourths 
were in the country illegally, from 
Mexico and Central America. 

I can't vouch for the findings or the 
met.hod u ed by the professors who con­
ducted the study. But the story it tells is 
hardly startling. According to the 
authors. "Day laborers continue to 
endure unsafe working conditions. 
mainly because they fear t.hat if they 
speak up, complain, or otherwise chal-

these workers are undocumenred. 
They're in a situation where they're 
extremely vulnerable, and employers 
know that and lake advantage of them." 

Here i the key to the maner. People 
who fear the Immigration attd 
Naturalization Service (INS) cannot 
press their claims if they are ripped off. 
They have no recomse against theft. 
fraud. or even physical abuse because 
they have no standing before the law. 
Their nonperson statu shape the mar­
ket in which they attempt to earn a liv­
ing. A labor environment in wluch work 
ers are easily victimized. with little 
prospect for redress. is likely to attract 
victimizers as employers. 

If tho e workers come to the United 
States and work as day laborers under 
tho e condlcion , we can conclude that 
that, in their eyes. is their best option. 
But that is not the end of the matter. 
Their "best" option currently is deter­
mined by a constellation of advcr e gov­
ernment controls and prohibitions that 
make them powerle s and subject them 
to exploitation. When someone being 
mugged give up his money rather than 
his life. he too is taking his "be t" 
option. The essential question is why 
such a pitiful option is best. 

Removing the INS a a threat to these 
workers would go a long way toward 
improving their situation. People com­
ing here to make better lives should be 

welcomed, not per ecutcd . But mon: can 
be done, such as removing all gave 
ment barriers to competition. work. <Uld 
self-employment, such as liccnsmg. reg­
ulations. and taxes. which red\lcc peo­
ple' options and help to pcq1l!lU<II\! lhc 
underclass. 

Finally. in the nineteenth ami c;u·l_ 
twentteth centuries, many lo\\ -me me 
workers. including immigrant.. c atcd 
a safety net of insurance ,., l l!t' 
through fmlernat bcietics.

weaken the legs and arm . 

It can be lifc-lhrcatcning and 
leave the victim paralyzed. 

Actor Andy Griffith couldn't 
walk for even rnonlhs after a 
bout with Guillain-Barre in 
1983. and "Catch-22" author 
Joseph Heller wrote "No Laugh­
ing Maner" about hi fight with 
the di ea. e. 

"l had never heard of it." the 
49-year-old Sutton aid. 

A 29-year coaching veteran. 
Sutton was 58- 13 in his three 
seasons at Tennessee Tech after 
being an a sistant to Tubby 
Smith at five different schools, 
mcluding Kentucky. He was 
coming off his be. t season yet, 
one w which Golden Eagle. 
woo the Ohio Valley Confer­
ence regular-seac;on title. 

But one weekend in April. 
Sutton had a cough. and pain in 
his feet and hands. He wa 
struggling to dial hi cell phone 
or open a boule of water. He 
thought it was the flu. so he 
decided again~t joining his wife 
in Tampa. Fla.. to see his new 
granddaughter. Then he col­
lapsed in the parking garage of a 
VLrgin'ia hotel. 

utton immediately sought 

the telephone. and 
his friend. Dr. Richard Ro en­
blum, directed his care. 

"He kind of took the bull by 
the horns: 'This is what you're 
gomg to do and who you're 
going to ee. "' Sutton's wife, 
Karen, rud. 

StilL Sutton deteriorated 
rapidly and was put on a ventila­
tor. medicated for the pain and 
needed a tracheotomy on April 
13. He remembers seeing his 
mother and . istcr two days later 
before being flown to Vanderbilt 
University Medical Center in 
Na ·hville. but can't recall his 
daughter's visit in Tennessee. 

His only form of communi­
cation was bUnking his eyes to 
spell out word'<.

School board again tells 
KHSAA to work out its own spat

They were concerned about 
recent domination of some 
larger private schools that draw 
from a wider area to lure top 
athletes. 

KHSAA leader opposed the 
vote and brought the i sue to 
the Board of Education at its 
December meeting. Much like 
Wednesday, the board 
expressed no desire to tinker 
with sports rules for the 
schools. 

On Wednesday, KHSAA 
reported some progress. The 
board reviewed a report from a 
KHSAA task force that seems 
to be leaning toward recom­
mending ome restrictions on 
the ability of private schools to 
enroll out-of-area athletes.

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A guitar is generally played 
with the fingers of the left hand, 
while the right hand plucks or 
strums the strings with either 
the fingers or a guitar pick. 
Guitars may be acoustic, elec­
tric or both. The body acts as a 
resonator, and can be hollow or 
solid. The neck and headstock 
extend from the body. Guitars 
are made and repaired by 
luthiers. Guitars are used 1n a 
variety of musical styles but are 
most widely known as the pri­
mary instrument in blues or 
rock music. Sound is produced 
by the vibrating strings, which 
then resonates in the body and 
neck. 

Origins of the guitar 
Instruments similar to the guitar 
have existed for centuries. It 
was first mentioned in writing 
during the 14th century. The 
classical guitar is a descendant 
of the lute. The earliest guitars 
had three double courses, or 
pairs of strings, plus a single 
string. They probably originated 
in Spain, and by the 16th cen­
tury, were common along with 
the vihuela, a similar instru· 
ment with six double courses. 

The guitar became popular 
elsewhere in Europe during the 
16th and 17th centuries. By the 
late 17th century, five courses 
of strings were added. 

Modern forms developed in 
the middle of the 18th 
century, when double 
courses were made sin· 
gle and a sixth string was 
added above the lower 
five. It evolved into its 
modern appearance in 
Spain in the early 
1800s. The design was 
made by a carpenter 
named Antonio de 
Torres Jurado (1817-1892). 
He increased the size of the 
body and introduced larger 
soundboards. 

Craftsmen in the 19th century 
widened the body, and 
increased the curve of the 
gUitar's waist. They thinned 
the belly, making adjustments 
to the wooden bracing inside. 
Wooden tuning pegs were 
replaced by a modern machine 
head. 

Popular instrument 
The guitar was once regarded 
as a '1avern" instrument played 
only by peasants. Although 
the guitar was popular, it 
was thought it could never 
meet the demands of clas· 
sical music. In the early 
19th century, Fernando 
Sor, a prolific composer 
and advocate for the gui­
tar, began to try and 
raise the guitar to a 
higher musical level as a 
"concert" instrument. 
This paved the way for 
Andres Segovia, {1893-
1987) who is considered 
to be the father of the 
modern classical guitar 
movement, to elevate the 
guitar to the popularity 
and respect it enjoys today.

Diagno is is usuaJly made by a thor­
ough physical exam. This may include 
some head moving maneuver to see 
what po ·itions or types of movement 
bnng on the ctizziness. Many times lhe 
doctor wiU order a head cr scan or 
MRI. especially if there has been recent 
h ad trauma. if there are extreme 
ymptoms. or the illne s is prolonged.
