He 
also determined that two 
storage sheds had been 
burglarized.

PIKEVILLE - Circuit Judge Steven 
Combs ruled against country club owner 
Marlow Tackett. the ubject of a property 
dispute claim m Pike County Circuit 
court, last week. This week. Tackett is 
relinqu.i hing his 30-year establishment at 
Marlow' Country Palace. 

said Tackett was already moving when he 
was served with the court order Tuesday. 

Combs ftled an order on Feb. 7, grant­
ing requests that Tacken pay delinquent 
rental payments totaling $8.937.80 to four 
individuals seeking ht evtctwn at 
Marlow's Country Palace in Pikeville. 
Combs also ordered Tackett to begin pay­
ment on a $348,323.99 delinquent prop­
erty tax and garbage bill. In the order. 
Combs further noted that failure to pay 

the delinquent Lax or rental money would 
allow the court to enforce an underlying 

judgment and order previously i sued for 
Tackett's eviction on Feb. 13. 

seeking the eviction, said Tackell has not 
made payments toward the arrearage.

Mandatory booster seat bill passes House~•

FRANKFORT 
Kentuc.ltians would have to 
strap mall children into boo ter 
seat when riding in vehicles 
under a bill passed by the 
Kentud.-y House on Wednesday. 

The bill. which cleared the 
chamber on an 81-14 vote. was 
the latest attempt by Democratic 
Rep. Kathy Stein of Lexington 
to make the use of boo ter sears 
mandatory. 

Violation could result in a 

$25 fine, but Stein aid the 
objective is not to punish par­
ent but to educate them about 
the safety value of booster eats. 

The measure would require 
children who weigh les than 80 
pound and measure between 40 
inches and 4 feet 9 inche tall to 
be restrained in booster seats. 

Rep. Denver Butler, D­
Louisville, worried that the 
requirement could be a financial 
hardship for parents of multiple 
young children. 

Butler cited his own family, 

noting he usetl to haul his seven 
children in the family station 
wagon. "I'm just wondering 
where would you fit even 
booster eats? Some of them are 
going to have to ride on top," he 
aid. 

Stein aid the state could be 
in line for a $10.000 grant dts­
tributed to various counties to 

a sist parents unable to afford 
boo ter seats. She predicle<\t 
there would be other program!. 
to help needy families obtain the 
seats.

No one i suggesting that this wa anything but an accident. Clearly 
there is blame to be bared, including with the victim himself. Secret 
Service agent ru hed to his aid and the local sheriff's department was 
contacted. 

It' the bizarre 'Way that Cheney decided to di close the information 
- leaving it to the Texas property owner to speak to a local newspaper 
the following day- and the White Hou e's lame explanations after the 
fact that have rai ed eyebrow . Cheney also did not have all of the 
required hunting permits. 

Yes, Cheney is the No. 2 leader of the Free World, but in thi case 
he needs to be treated like ht. name wa Joe Hunter. He should proac­
tively make htm elf available to law enforcement authorities who may 
ha,·e further question . without excuse -like those we've heard in the 
pa t- about having more important work to do. 

Meanwhile. all involved hould pray that Whittington recover . 
Indeed, if the notonously private \ice pre ident thinks the crutiny is 
intense now. it could get far. far war e.

Tht Bush admirustration has denounced the findings of a tough new 

Unned Nation. report alleging the mistreatment of prisoner at 
Guantanamo Bay, Cuba. Some of the conclusions in the report may in 
fact be overdrawn and misleadmg. 

But there can be no doubt that many of the prisoners at 
Guantanamo are subject to pamful, cruel tre es that need to be 
addte !-.edmore eriou.ly than they have been. The report, prepared by 
four lJ. . envoy after an 18-month inve tigation, conclude that U.S. 
treatment of the detainees violates !herr rights to physical and mental 
health and even that it "mu t be a e ed a amounting to torture." 

Techniques cited in the report include prolonged olitary confine­
ment; e>.posure to extreme temperatures, noise and light; forced shav­
ing and other methods intended to exploit religiou • en itivities; and 
painful method in the force-feeding of pri oners who have engaged in 
hunger strikes 

tate Department spoke man Sean McCormack defended the treat­
ment of prisoners at Guantanamo and noted that "nobody who wrote 
this report actually went to Guantanamo." Thts i fair comment, but it 
should be noted that the U.N. investigators decUned a visit to the 
prison because they would not have been allowed to question inmates. 

Some of the Interrogation techniques cited by the U.N. team are dis­
rurhmg. But they need to be put in context. Prolonged solitary confine­
ment can be arduous and even painful, but it is pretty tame stuff corn­
pared with ome of the things that go on m many parts of the world. 
And while force-feeding isn't pleasant, it is the moral and legal 
re ponsibility of pri on administrators to protect the lives of those 
under their supervi. ion. 

But the Bu h admini tration can hardly claim its treatment of the 
prisoner at Guantanamo has been humane. Some 440 prisoners are 
now at Guantanamo. Some have been there for more than four years, 
m a trange country halfway around the world from their home , with 
no idea when - if ever - they will be released. A top official of the Red 

ross bas publicly said, "The open-endedness of the situation and its 
impact on the mental health of the (pri on) population bas become a 
major problem.'' The administration has said 17 of the inmates will be 
brought before a military tribunal. But this is no substitute for a speedy 
and equitable reckorung of the guilt or innocence of these inmates.

A bill that would let motorists 
drive Kentucky's interstate 
highways and parkways at 70 

lftJ mph cleared the state Senate 
Thesday. The speed limit on 
other state highways with four 
or more lanes would be 65 mph. 

Kentucky would join 30 
other states !hat already have at 
least 70 mph speed limits in 
place, said Sen. Brett Guthrie, 
the bul's sponsor. That includes 
four of Kentucky' seven sur­
rounding states. Guthrie said. 

"It'. nol groundbreaking," 
Guthrie told hls Senate col­
league$ "It's conforming." 

The Senate passed the bill on 
a 34-2 vote. It now heads to the 
House for consideration. 

Two Democrats opposed the 
plan. 

~en. Emesto Scorsone, D­
LexutgLon, said be felt raising 
the speed limit would be danger­
ou~ for Kentucky motorists. A 
70 mph speed limit would lead 
to more fatalities and injuries, 
Scorsone said. 

"With a higher limit, it's just 
going to ratchet up rhe speed," 
said Scorsone. who voted 
agamst the biU.

The case began in the 1990s, 
when Tackett asked the court to 
probate a will purported to be 
written by former property 
owner Jennie Staton, and it has 
incc evolved into four separate 

district and circuit court case fil. 
ing in Pike County. Tackett 
claim he met Jennie Staton in 
the 1970s, when he first opened 
the club. At the time, be was liv­
ing in an apartment above the 
business. He aid be befriended 
and helped Jennie Staton, who 
later included him in her will. 

Another will purported to 
belong to Staton was probated 
in Pike County, several years 
before Tackett claimed to have 
found the second document, 
which he claims was misplaced 
by Staton' family members. 

The filing of the econd will 
carne after the 10-year statute of 
limitations had expired in the 
probate case. 

Staton's heirs, Daniel Staton, 
Jackie Mullins, Lora Staton and 
Elizabeth Holland, represented 
by Friend, asked the court to 
evict Tackett, whom they 
claimed was withholding pos-
es ion of the property. Friend 

said that hi representation of 
these individuals constitutes 
about a quarter of the entire list 
of Staton heirs who hold a claim 
to the property. 

In January 2004, special 
Judge Susan M. Johnson denied 
Tackett's request, ruling that 
Webster presented no evidence 
that the will had been concealed, 
as it had been alleged. John on's 

order was affirmed in March 
2005 by Pike Circuit Judge 
Eddy Coleman, who denied the 
request based on testimonic 
given by a handwriting expert 
and pen and ink specialist who 
claimed that the will was not in 
Staton' handwriting and that 
the ink u ed on the document 
did not exist when the document 
was reportedly signed. 

A forcible detainer, allowing 
the eviction, was previously 
filed in the case, but Webster 
appealed the ruling, argumg that 
it was presented in the wrong 
court and that forcible dctainers 
are only granted to le ec who 
refuse to leave property after the 
expiration of a lease. Tackett's 
lease expire in 2009, Webster 
argued. 

Combs' ruling on the pay­
ments carne after Friend filed a 
motion in Pike Circuit Court last 
month to dismiss the appeal, 
arguing that it had not been 
"perfected" because Tackett still 
owes rental money. Attorney 
Bill Moseley, al o representing 
Tackett, flled a motion on Feb. 
2, a king the court to overturn 
the previous district court deci­
sion in the case, arguing that 
Friend did not file a counter 
statement to Tackett's appeal. 

Oral arguments will be pre­
sented for those di cus ions on 
Feb. 28, Combs ruled. 

Another issue regarding the 
eviction stems from a request 
filed by Tackett for temporary 
and permanent injunctions to 
reopen the entrances to hjs busi­
ness, which were barricaded 
previously by property owners. 
Pricnd flled a counterclaim of 
that motion, and the judge, who 
denied the temporary injunction 
request, is considering the per­
manent injunction reque t. A 
hearing is also set on Feb. 20 in 
an old district court case regard­
ing a request for Tackett's evic­
tion, Friend said. 

Friend said Tuesday that spe­
cial judge Susan Johnson will 
issue a writ of posses ion order 
to secure Tackett's eviction. 

Repeated attempts to contact 
Tackett were un uccessful. He 
previously told The Times that 
he was moving, regardless of 
the outcome of the case, becau e

Pemberton said having offi­
cials police hump drafting i 
not a long-term solution. 

"There are a number of 
things that can be done," he 
said. ''But we have to do it right 
and make sure that whatever 
the fix is. the car are at lea t as 
safe as they are now."

Life in the trees • • 
Almost all prosimians are arboreal and live 
in the trees. They represent the most pri­
mative or earliest primates on the evolu· 
tionary family tree. This group includes the 
tree shrew, lemur, loris or bush baby, the 
potto, the rare aye-aye and the tarsier. 
(Some scientists question whether the tree 
shrew and the tarsier are true prosimians, 
but they are included in this article.)

Tree shrews 
Tree shrews have been around for about 
70 million years, and they have not 
changed very much in all that time. Most 
are 6 to 1 0 inches long, with a tail that is 
just as long. They resemble rodents and 
have long snouts and small ears. Although 
the tree shrew shares many characteristics 
of a squirrel, its large brain suggests it may 
belong to the primate order. 

Lemurs 
There are 22 species of lemurs, divided 
into three families: Lemuridae (true lemurs 
and dwarf lemurs, lndriidae (indris, avahis 
and sifakas), and Daubentoniidea (aye­
ayes). 

Lemurs vary in size, from as small as a 
mouse to as large as a cat. They live in the 
trees and are graceful when jumping from 
tree to tree. They use their long, bushy tails 
for balance as they navigate the forest 
canopy. Lemurs have proJecting front teeth 
that serve as a "tooth comb" for grooming 
and a special grooming claw on the sec­
ond toe of each foot. Some lemurs are 
diurnal (active during the day); others are 
nocturnal (active at night). 

Lori es and galagos 
There are about '11 species in the loris 
family. They are arboreal, nocturnal and 
omnivorous. (They eat plants and meat.) 
One way to distinguish between species is 
to observe how they move. Lorises and 
their close relatives, the pottos and 
angwantibos, move slowly, creeping 
through the treetops, while their close 
cousins the African galagos (bush babies) 
are known for their speed and long jumps. 

Tarsiers 
Tarsiers are found in Southeast Asia. 
These small (rat-sized). nocturnal animals 
have huge eyes (bigger than their brain). 
They have large hands to aid in hunting 
and large feet to assist with aerial leaps.
