Raise the speed 
and the fmes 

Will Kentucky soon join 30 other tate where it's legal for 
motori ts to drive 70 miles per hour? The Kentucky Senate 
voted 34-2 this week in favor of a measure to increase the 
speed limit on the state' interstates and parkways by five 
miles an hour and to raise it to 65 on other state highways 
with four or more lanes. 

The higher speed limit was proposed by Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher in hi State of the Commonwealth address last month. 
Legislation is pending in the House to allow motorists to 
legally drive 70, and expectations are that it will "fare favor­
ably." Chances are most motorists will welcome the higher 
peed limit by mashing down on the accelerator of their vehi­

cles, and therein lies the problem. 
Kentucky' posted maximum peed limit on interstates and 

parkways currently may be 65 miles per hour, but any 
motori t heeding that peed limit i an exception. Indeed, most 
motori ts are traveling anywhere from 5 to 1 0 mile over the 
present speed limit, if not more. House Speaker Jody Richards 
wa clearly on target in discussing the higher peed limit when 
he aid "If it passes, I hope we can low people down to 70." 

We hope so, too. 
Mo t motorists know that there aren't enough law enforce­

ment offLcers to adequately monitor Kentucky's roads for 
peeders. They also a sume that they can drive five-eight 

miles per hour over the speed limit and not be stopped. 
Indeed, check out the flow of traffic on Kentucky's interstates. 
Mo t traffic is moving (\t 73-1 miles per hour, with orne 
motori ts driving 80 or faster. s one of the two enators who 
voted again t the higher spee imit noted. "You create a sort 
of cu hion in your mind that you can go beyond the speed 
limit and not get pulled over, and we JUSt increased that cush­
ion by 5 miles per hour." 

We hope he' wrong. There's nothing wrong with a 70-mile 
per hour limit on Kentucky'. inter ·tate and parkways; they 
were de igned for traffic to move as fa t as 75 miles per hour. 
Unfortunately no one is heedmg the cmTent 65 mph speed 
limit. If the House OKs the higher limit, will motori ts be 
content to drive the 70 or 75 tht!y now drive, or will some of 
them push 80, even 85? If they do, it will result in more 
injuries and more fatalitie • because the fa ter one drives, the 
les time a driver ha to react if another motori t changes 
lane~ without warning or top uddenly. 

Kentucky recorded 984 traffic death in 2005 and by mid­
February had 108 this year. Clearly we are on track for anoth­
er deadly year on state roads. and a higher peed limit could 
exacerbate the problem. If the House joins the Senate in 
approving higher speed limit , and we expect it will, then the 
General Assembly also should make 2006 the year in which it 
approves a primary eat belt law, allowing law enforcement 
officer to top any motorist they see not u ing a eat belt. 

Estimate are that only 67 percent of Kentuckians buckle 
up, rankmg us 47th in the nation in seat belt usage. Seat belts 
save lives, and if motorists are going to be allowed to drive 
fa ter. they should at lea t be made to buckle up. 

At the same time, the General Assembly should increase 
fines for speeding on interstate and parkways and allocate 
additional funds to Kentucky State Police for enforcement of 
the tate's peed limit law . If motorists want to drive 70, flne. 
But they should obey the speed limit, not push it by five or 10 
miles an hour and needlessly jeopardize their safety and that 
of those with whom they share the road.

The tribal casino

Their job 
is to hold our leader and our belief up 
to the light of ridicule, which can. etther 
de troy or make stronger those leaders 
and belief .

The Dani h cartoons 
were not particularly 
incendiary, according to 
de cription of them that 
I've een. One of them 
depicted Muhammad 
wearing a turban made of 
bombs, another bowed 
him greeting uicide 
bombers in heaven, ay­
ing: "Stop, top, we have 
run out of virgins." 
Tho e are not so much 
mocking Muhanunad a

the published cartoon made fun of the 
Dani h editor and anh-immigratwn 
officials. 

The real troublemaker are a group of 
Denmark' fundamentalist Mu lim cler­
ic who, when refu ed a meeting with 
Denmark' prime mini ter, fanned out 
over the Mu lim world bowing the 
drawings, along with some unpublished 
cartoon that were truly offensive, 
depicting Muhammad a a pedophile, 
pig or engaged in be.tiality. That' when 
the balloon went up and paper m the 
rest of Europe, France in particular, 
began publi bing the cartoon , ju t to let 
their readers know what all the . houting 
was about 

That' what news organizations are 
supposed to do, let people know ~ hat all 
the houting i about [t' interesting to 
note that, at tbi writing, no American 
new paper has een fit to publish them 
and the American ecreta.ry of tate has 
come down on the side of not printing 

nation govern themselves on their own 
land. ince reservations lend to be in 
low population area , there has been a 
push, called "re ervation hopping," to 
open casinos closer to urban areas.

R-Va., ent a letter last 
month to Pre ident Bu h urging him to 
order a moratorium on the opening of 
more tribal casinos. In the meantime, 
Congres can take up legi lation reform­
ing the much-abused 1988 Indian gam­
bling law. This effort, obviously calle 
for on public-policy grounds. ba the 
di ·advantage of not having any ob cene­
ly moneyed interest behind it. 

Members of Congre s will probably 
cluck over the Abramoff candal, wait 
for thing to cool off and enjoy it when 
the contribution tream keep running 
the way it usually does: from Indian 
ca ino to them.

Deax Tom and Ray: 
My neighbors have decided 

that they shouldn't use the 
heaters in their cars thi winter 
so that they can save gas. 
(Really, I'm not making this 
up!) Since the heater is basical­
ly using waste heat that the 
engine is producing anyway, it 
doesn't seem to me that there 
could be any gas savings, other 
than the minimal amount of 
power needed to run the fan. Are 
they really eccentric, or am I 
missing something? (Actually, T 
already know that they're 
eccentric, but they could at least 
be warm and eccentric!) This 
reminds me of the stories about 
people in Russia who drive with 
their lights off to save their bat­
teries. - Alan . . 

TOM: Yeah, they're nuts, 
Alan. But technically, they do 
have a point. Under normal con­
ditions, the heat is essentially 
"wa te heat" and would be lost 
to the atmosphere anyway. 

RAY: Once the engine is 
waxmed up, coolant circulates

use the heater you're not ·•steal­
ing" anything that is needed 
elsewhere. 

RAY: But if you want to be 
picky about it - and clearly, 
your eccentric neighbors want 
to be picky - there are situa­
tion where you would give up a 
little bit of gas mileage for your 
heat. One is if you use the heater 
during the ftrst few minutes of 
driving, when the engine is still 
warming up. Until the engine 
reaches operating temperature, 
it's not operating at its peak efft­
dency. That means it's using 
more gasoline. 

TOM: So, if you're calling 
for beat that could otherwise be 
recycled into the engine during 
those few minutes, that's a few 
minutes of sub-par mileage. Bot 
the difference is miniscule -
hardly measurable. 

RAY: The effect is somewhat 
greater when you're driving in 
bitterly cold weather. When it's 
well below freezing, the engine 
may be working haxd just to 
maintain an ideal operating tem­
perature. And again. if you're 
drawing off heat and the engine 

is running below its ideal tem­
perature. your mileage will suf­
fer a bit. 

TOM: But which would you 
rather give up? A few tenths of a 
mile per gallon, or your core 
body temperature? 

RAY: Dub! Most people 
accept slightly lower mileage in 
the winter in exchange for not 
turning blue. That's what we 
recommend. 

TOM: But to each his own, 
Alan. If that's a trade-off your 
eccentric neighbors axe willing 
to make. good for them. Just be 
sure you offer to drive if you 
guys go anywhere together 
before the spring thaw. 

Faulty steering box spells big 
trouble 

Deax Tom and Ray: 
I have a 1989 Mazda B2200 

pickup. When making a left 
turn, the front wheel will only 
turn about lS degree . On the 
right side, it turns all the way to 
the stops. When I raise the front 
end off the ground, I can turn 
th.! steering wheel freely left 
AND right all the way to the

DA lUNA BEACH. Fla. -
The toughest mao to ever climb 
into a tock car was gone, killed 
in a violent crash in rbe final 
turn of the last lap of the 
Daytona 500. 

In the blink of an eye, 
NASCAR lo t more than a just 
another Jriver Dale Earnhardt 
was a friend, a father, a leader 
and an icon. It was eemingly 
too many void to ever filL 

The Intimidator- the face of 
American racing - was dead, 
changing the sport forever. 
Dnvcr. were suddenly acutely 
aware of rbeir own mortality, 
and as all of NASCAR mourned 
under a blinding spotlight, 
everyone wanted to lcnow why. 

"You can't let one bad 
moment spoil a bunch of good 
ones." Earnhardt used to say. 

They didn't 
NASCAR. drivers, sponsor 

and fan. did the only thing they 
knew how to do: They went rac­
ing. 

"In some ways it amazes me 
that we were able to continue 
even into Rockingham the next 
weekend," NASCAR pre ident 
Mike Helton said. "But all that 
activity helped the healing 
process. You ju t got up every 
day, hoping the next day that 
you'd be good for the next step. 
Just being active and by running 
races and going to racetracks, it 
was almost like phy ical thera­
py." 

The show did go on after 
Earnhardt's Feb. 18. 2001 death, 
and in the five years since, 
NASCAR has flourished.

Its popularity is surging at 
the gates and in the television 
rating . Four networks agreed to 
an eight-year, $4.48 billion 
broadcasting package that 
begins next season, and new 
sponsors are shelling out mil­
lions each year for a chance to 
put their logos on a race car. 

Young new drivers have 
rocketed into stardom and given 
NASCAR crossover marketing 
appeal that stretches beyond the 
traditional fan into Madison 
Avenue and lhe MTV genera­
tion. 

The top series ditched its 
tobacco ties when it switched 
title ponsors from Wmston to 
Nextel, then it overhauled the 
points system to create a play­
off-type championship format. 

Earnhardt's son blossomed 
from a raw rookie soaking up 
everything under a father's 
watchful eye to the sport's 
biggest tar. The past five years 
have been a roller-coaster for 
Dale Earnhardt Jr., who was left 
to figure things out on his own. 

Most of his father's fans 
migrated to Junior's camp, mak­
ing him NASCAR's equivalent 
of a rock star. It's a burden that 
he struggles with because every 
word be utters, every statement 
he makes, ha the potential to 
become headline news the next 
day. 

"It was hard to be Dale Jr. 
when dad was around," he said. 
"When he was around, man, you 
lcnew he was there. That was 
tough. But, you lcnow, I miss 
him a Lot He could be a huge 
assist in a lot of things that hap­
pened to me personally over the 
last five years."

Junior has persevered with­
out his father's steady influence. 
But the loss is felt in other areas 
of the sport, particularly in safe­
ty advances that spawned from 
Earnhardt's death. 

Earnhardt's accident forced 
every driver to accept that none 
of them was immune from a 
fatal accident. NASCAR, which 
previously left safety precau­
tions up to individual driver • 
was forced to take responsibility 
for protecting them. 

"It was a tremendous tragedy 
- it stiU breaks my heart - but it 
had a significant impact on 
everyone in motorsports from 
the safety side of it," veteran 
Mark Martin said. "Everyone 
got aggressive, from NASCAR 
on down to the grass roots of 
short track racing, much more 
aggressive after that" 

Among the safety advance 
made in the wake of Earnhardt' 
death: 

• Drivers are required to 
strap on head-and-neck 
restraints called HANS devices 
before getting into cars. Many 
believe that bad Earnhardt worn 
such a device, used by only a 
few drivers five years ago, he'd 
still be alive. 

• Energy-absorbing "soft 
walls" have been installed at 
every oval track on the circuit. 

• Black boxes, like those 
mandated in airplanes, have 
been placed inside cars to record 
crash data. 

• Cockpits have been recon­
figured, giving drivers addition­
al padding to keep £heir heads 
from whipping around violently 
in an accident and giving them 
access to kill switches that

Each made stridoes toward 
those goals Thursday by win­
ning qualifying races at Daytona 
[ntemational Speedway. The 
races are a tuneup for the sea­
son-opening Daytona 500, lhe 
biggest race of the sea on. 

Gordon, the defending race 
winner and a three-time 
Daytona 500 champion, is clear­
ly the driver to beat. He was sec­
ond in time trials and dominated 
his heat race. 

"I think with our track record 
here at Daytona, with the perfor· 
mance that we've got going for 
us already this week, I'd like to 
think that we're one of the 
favorites,'' be said. "But 
whether we're the guy to beat or 
not. we'll find out in the closing 
laps of the 500." 

A win would be a boost for 
Gordon, who is coming off a 
disappointing sea on that saw 
him miss the Chase for the 
championship. But he knows 
he'll have a lot of competition. 
particularly from Tony Stewart, 
Dale Earnhardt Jr. and Jlmnue 
Johnson. 

"I don·t know how you can 
just pick one guy. there's strong 
cars out here." Gordon said. "I 
felt like (Sadler) was really 
strong in that first race. r know 
that Tony and Junior aod Jimmie 
and tho~c guys who weren't in 
our ra~:e are going to be strong." 

Sadler hopes he's one of the 
contenders, and wi111ean on pasl 
lessons learned to transfer the 
momentum from this win into 
Sunday's event He won a qual­
ifying race in 2004. only to fade 

And teammate Dale Jarrett 
was in the arne spot last season 
after winning a qualifier, and he 
wound up a disappointing 15th. 

But Sadler believes his team 
is more prepared at the start of 
the season than ever before. 

"From a mental standpoint, 
not from a nut-and-bolts thing 
with the race car, but tram a 
mental standpoint 1 think this 
team is more focused and more 
ready to go," Sadler said. "I feel 
like I'm the quarterback of this 
race team. It's time for me to act 
like it." 

Tbe qualifying races are used 
to set the field for the Daytona 
500, and 23 drivers went into 
Thursday vying for the four 
open spots on the starting grid. 

Kevin LePage and Bill EUiott 
each raced their way in during 
the first event, then Mike 
Wallace and Kirk Sbelmerdil'le 
grabbed the other two spots. A 
quirk in the way the field is 
determined pushed Robby 
Gordon into the 500 before he 
even began his qualifying evenr. 
rectifying the disappointment of 
last season when he was shut ollt 
of the biggest race of the year. 

"To make it into the 500 will 
defmitely get the ball rolling," 
Robby Gordon said. ''You know, 
it's hard to keep guys' morale up 
when you miss the biggest race 
of the year. 

"And we've got some 
momentum now, and hopefully 
we ·n be able to maintain that 
momentum.'' 

Among the drivers who 
failed to make the race was 
Scott Riggs, who moved into the 
strange t ride of his career this 
season when he was hired by 
Evernbam Motorsports, and 
Scott Wimmer, who ran a full 
season last year. 

"1b be here and miss thi 
race, it's bad and 1 hate it." 
Riggs said. "This is something 
we knew could happen coming 
in here with a new team. But 
dlis isn't the end of our season. 
It's just lhe beginning." 

Also missing out was 1990 
Daytona 500 winner Derrike 
Cope. and Paul Menard in a car 
fielded by Dale Earnhardt Inc. 

Things were rather unevent­
ful in the first race until Chad 
Chaffin blew a tire with two lap. 
to go. 

NASCAR threw out a cau­
tion flag, and as the field 
worked its way around the track 
the lead drivers noticed a chunk: 
of debris from Chaffin's car in 
rbe middle of the asphalt. They 
all slowed to avoid running over 
it, and Sterling Marlin was 
unable to avoid hitting anyone. 

He swerved into the back of 
Jarrett's car, severely damaging 
his own vebicle while sending 
the unsuspecting Jarrett spin~ 
ning into the gfass. Marlin will 
have to go to a back:up car for 
the 500. 

NASCAR didn't have to 
scold anyone for bump drafting. 
an aggressive racing technique 
that bas been under fire since 
last Saturday's exhibition race. 
Tony Stewart warned the prob­
Lem was so bad that omeone 
could be killed during the 500, 
so NASCAR warned the drivers 
during their pre-race meeting 
that it would be policed and 
penalized Thursday. 

The drivers listened and 
avoided bump drafting. 

"It comes down to knowing 
what you are doing out £here," 
Earnhardt said. "There are guys 
there. not naming any names, 
but there are g\lys you don't 
want to get bump-drafted by. 
And there are guys that you love 
to see in your :rearview mirror!' 

Bengals add 2 years to Lewis' co~tract

CINCINNATI Coach 
Mruvin Lewis got a two-year 
extension Thursday. leaving him 
under contract through 2010, for 
leading the Cincinnati Bengals 
to thetr first playoff appearance 
in 15 years. 

The Bengal also announced 
that their coaching staff wiJl 
retum intact for next season. 

Cincinnati went 11-5 - its 
first winning record since 1990 

- and won the AFC North dur­
ing Lewis' third season running 
the team. The Bengals lost to 
eventual Super Bowl champion 
Pittsburgh in the first round of 
the playoffs. 

The breakthrough season 
ended one of lhe longest stretch· 
es of futility in NFL history. 

"Marvin bas done a wonder­
ful job for the football club on 
the field and off, and we want to 
reward his efforts and continue 
the relationship well into the 

future," team • owner Mike 
Brown said. ; 

The club also said that all of 
Lewis' assistants have rece1ved 
contracts that nm through at 
least 2007. 

"The stability of ow excel­
lent staff will be a key as we 
continue building toward a 
world championship team," 
Lewis said. 

Lewis and the Bengals 
declined comment beyond their 
tatement 

• OS g bigges r 
instantly cut the power and trig­
ger ft.re extinguishing systems. 

• And ju t last month, 
NASCAR announced it will 
begin phasing in the "Car of 
Tomorrow" in 2007. Developed 
by NASCAR, lhe car is taller, 
wider and boxier than current 
models and many believe it's 
the safest stock car ever 
designed. 

"We would never be at the 
point we're at if his accident had 
never happened," said Kevin 
Harvick, who had the difficult 
task of taking over Earnhardt's 
team five days after his death. 
"Safety is incredible how fast it 
advanced." 

But for all the advances made 
after Earnhardt's death, be is still 
sorely missed by the drivers he 
used to lead and the two teams 
he was most connected to. 

The garage area lacks a sin­
gle voice that speaks on behalf 
of all the drivers. 

"Earnhardt was unchallenged 
in expressing himself," Helton 
said. "He had no qualms about 
sitting down and taking us to 
task or asking us questions or 
voicing his opinion." 

When Earnhardt made one of 
his many stops in the NASCAR 
office, it was often after other 
drivers had gone to him with a 
complaint or issue. Earnhardt 
would listen and advise, and if 
he believed the argument had 
merit. he'd take it to the top. 

Since hls death, no one has 
stepped up to replace him. It's a 
role many expected four-time 
series champion Jeff Gordon to 
embrace, but be hasn't. 

''I never really felt like it was 
my place to do that," Gordon 

aid. "I feel like over the years 
that I've been here, I've 

earned more respect. Bur I don't 
know if I'll ever have the type 
of respect that DaJe had. The 
sport is different today than it 
was then. 

"I just don't know if there is 
ever going to be one individual 
in this garage area that feels like 
they've got the voice." 

Two-time serie champion 
Tony Stewart is slowly stepping 
into a leadership role, even if it 
is unintentional. Blunt and out­
spoken. his message is often 
heard loud and clear across the 
garage and in NASCAR head­
quarters. 

Ju t this week, he com­
plained so loudly about racing 
conditions at Daytona- warning 
that there could be a fatality in 
Sunday's season-opener - that 
NASCAR said it would police 
the bump-drafting technique 
Stewart bad railed against. 

But Stewart will be hard­
pressed to be the mentor that 
Earnhardt often was. ft's not in 
Stewart's nature to approach a 
fresh-faced rookie and offer him 
tips and tricks that will help him 
succeed. 

Earnhardt did that to almost 
all the newcomers, cutting them 
off before they could invade the 
garage with attitude and aggres­
sion. 

"Dale would sit us down, teU 
us how you're supposed to race, 
how you treat your spon ors and 
how you do things," said Elliott 
Sadler, rookie class of 1999. 
"We don't bave that stature fig­
ure anymore for young kid to 
look up to. It'd be neat to have 
another Dale Earnhardt step up 
and be the voice of all the dri­
vers in the garage, but right now 
we don't have rbat. '' 

Two other areas that have 

struggled without Earnhardt are 
at Dale Earnhardt Inc., the com­
pany he founded, and at Richard 
Childress Racing, where be won 
six of his seven driving titles. 

Both companies have slipped 
since his death. 

Although DEI bas won 19 
races- 14 by Earnhardt Jr.- in 
the past five years. and RCR has 
eight victories, the bulk of the 
success came early when 
Earnhardt'· imprint was tjll 
stamped all over the teams. 

As his presence has faded, so 
have the teams. They combined 
for just two wins last year, nei­
ther bad a driver in the Chase 
for the championship, and 
Harvick hasn't committed to 
stay with Childress beyond this 
season. 

"Any time you lose a key fig­
ure, it's tough;' Childress said. 
"It probably hurt both of our 
organizations because we had 
plans of doing a lot of things 
and doing a Lot of things togeth­
er that we don't do today. 

"If Dale would till have 
been here, I think RCR and DEI 
would be stronger companies." 

Junior carries the heavy 
responsibility of being the face 
of his father's company and 
turning it teams mto perennial 
championship contenders. He's 
also in charge of carrying on hls 
legacy - omething he bas clear 
ideas about 

"1 want his legacy to be sort 
of a John Wayne type or, you 
know. a Clint Eastwood-style 
legacy,'' Junior said. "He did a 
good job when he worked. He'd 
give you everything he could 
give you. He'd try to do his best. 
He was respected, weU-man­
nered. treated people the way be 
wanted to be treated."

bump drafting will be prohibit­
ed, and they haven't indicated 
what penalties the violators 
would be subjected to. 

There were mixed reactions 
Wednesday to NASCAR's 
decision, which spawned from 
Tony Stewart's warning that 
bump drafting could kill some­
one during the biggest race of 
the year. 

"Look, Tony is 100 percent 
right - we are going to maim or 
kill somebody real soon if we 
don't do something," Mark 
Martin said "Something has to 
happen and I applaud 
NASCAR for taking the first 
step. But we still have major 
issues." 

Bump drafting is an aggres­
sive rear-ending maneuver that 
calls for one driver to slam into 
the back bumper of the car in 
front of him to maintain 
momentum. It was used heavily 
during last weekend's exhibi­
tion race, prompting Stewart to 
issue his dire prediction. 

Even though Stewart admit­
ted he was one of the culprits, 
he took his argument to 
NASCAR in a 20-minute 
clo ed-door meeting to express 
how out of control it was. 
NASCAR listened carefully to 
the two-time series champion, 
then announced it would place 
officials around the track to
