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Let's get fired 
up over ethanol 

Sen. Richard Lugar and former CIA Director James 
Woolsey were lonely voices in 1999 when they wrote 
an article arguing that the nation's security was linked 
to the development of ethanol fuel from domestically 
produced biomass. 

Now, turmoil in the Middle East and high gas prices 
add fresh urgency to their plea. 

If anything, Lugar has stepped up his cru ade for 
increased ethanol production. He recently joined several 
lawmakers in urging the White House to implement key 
provi ions of the nation's energy policy to spur inve t­
ment in cellulose ethanol refining and addressed the 
United Nations Security Council on the need for more 
international investment and cooperation in diversifying 
energy supplies. He also pushed legi lation to force 
automakers to hasten the introduction of flexible-fuel 
cars that run on ethanol or gasoline and wrote oil exec­
utives urging them to increase the number of ethanol 
blends at gas stations. 

In a commentary in the Wall Street Journal this 
month, Lugar explained the economics of ethanol 
research and production. He noted that if you add up 
the $50 billion-a-year cost of military spending for 
safeguarding Mideast oil fields, damage to the nation's 
security from enriching troublesome ·'petro-states" such 
as Iran or Venezuela, and the contribution of burning 
fossil fuels to pollution and global warming, along with 
the more than $2-a-gallon price of ga , '"oil is neither 
cheap nor easy.1

' 

Re earch under way at the Energy Department's Joint 
Genome Institute in California holds the promise of 
cheaply using microorganisms to tum everything from 
cornstalks to cardboard into fuel. It is a technology that 
also shows promise for turning biomass into hydrogen 
to power fuel-cell vehicles of the future. In his State of 
the Union address, President Bush called for making 
ethanol production competitive with gasoline within six 
years. The funding he proposes, however, i a fraction 
of what is needed for research, building demonstration 
plants and creating specialized equipment to harvest 
and haul crop waste to ethanol plants. 

As Lugar wrote in his Wall Street Journal commen­
tary, "Switching to an ethanol-based transportation sys­
tem, by adapting new cars to run on an ethanol-gasoline 
blend with inexpensive, off-the-shelf flexible fuel tech­
nology and piggy-backing on the existing gas station 
network, would be good policy and a great bargain for 
consumers."

FRANKFORT- Democrats believe 
their victories in last week's special elec­
tion in Louisville could be a harbinger of 
things to come in this year's campaigns 
across the state. 

Republicans, however, disagreed, say­
ing Democratic win ' in the House and 
Senate should not be een as a bell­
wether, or the start of a trend. 

Last week, Democrats Perry Clark 
and Ron Weston each won a scat in the 
Kentucky Senate and House respectively. 
With the wins, DemocralS picked up a 
seat in the GOP-controlled Senate and 
maintained their lead in the House. 

"It was a wonderful win for the 
Democratic Party, and we had a great vic­
tory celebration," Clark told reporters after 
he was sworn in Friday. "We actually were 
calling it a warm-up party for more 
Democrat celebration in November." 

Voters in Kentucky' 37th Senate 
District in south Louisville had not had a 
senator repre enting them in Frankfort 
for more than a year. A di pute over who 
won the 2004 election had left the seat in 
political limbo. 

RepubJican Dana Seum Stephenson 
had received more votes than Democrat 
Virginia Woodward in that race. 
However, Woodward questioned 

Stephenson' eligibility, claiming her 
GOP opponent had not resided in the late 
for !he constitutionally required ix years. 

During that time, Stephenson had 
attended chool in Indiana, owned a 
hou e there and had a Hoosier driver's 
licen e. She al o owned another house 
and worked across the river in Kentucky. 

The Kentucky Supreme Court decid­
ed Stephen on could not serve in the 
Senate becau e she did not meet rbe 
state' residency requirements, thus set­
ting up the special election. 

Clark re igned from rhe state House to 
run in the special election, creating a 
vacancy that chamber. 

Heading into the special election, 
Democrats had suffered a series of recent 
election losses. 

In 2003, Gov. Ernie Fletcher became 
the tate' first Republican governor in 
more than 30 years. Republicans al o 
control the state Senate and in 2004 nar­
rowed the margin in the Democrat-con­
trolled House. All but one of Kentucky's 
Washington delegation are Republican . 

Still, Clark aid his victory la t 
Tue day was "a show of momentum" for 
Democrat heading into the November 
election . 

"I think we'll see several more 
Democrat victories," Clark said. 

But Hou e Minority Leader Jeff 
Hoover, R-Jamestown, said the 

Republican candidates in Tuesday's elec­
tion performed well considering the dis­
trict's party registration numbers. Hoover 
said the wins by Democratic candidates 
didn't extend throughout the state. 

.. I ee absolutely no sign that 
Republicans are losing steam," Hoover 
said. "I don't think you can take credit 
for winning a district that's always been 
a Democrat district and has the registra­
tion numbers that it does." 

There are 38,519 registered 
Democrats in the 37th Senate District, 
compared to 20,865 Republicans, 
according to the State Board of · · 
Elections. Meanwhile, the House district 
Weston won "has more registered 
Democrats by a count of 11,158 to 5,812. 

Nevertheless, Senate Minorit)' Leader 
Ed Worley, D-Richmond, said the wins 
were good news for Democrats and a 
momentum boo t for the fall. There was­
n't "any question" Democrats would gain 
Senate seats in November, and were tar­
geting seat in Lexington, Jessamine 
County and western Kentucky, Worley 
said. 

"It's quire obvious that the general 
thought i that we will pick up seats," 
Worley said. " ow, how many? We'll 
wait and count the votes."

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• SPOKANE, Wash. - The 
state' tough new anti-smoking 
law has an unlikely opponent: a 
retired doctor who argues the 
ban is forcing elderly smokers 
in nursing homes to take unnec­
essary risks. 

Dr. Robert Guild, 71, says 
the law is forcing him and other 
smokers at the Maplewood 
Gardens Retirement Apartments 
- some in wheelchairs and 
walkers - to brave ice and 
snow to get to a structure that is 
far enough away from the retire­
ment facility to meet the ban's 
requirements. 

The smokers have dubbed 
the structure the "Butt Hutt," 
and argue that it is a poor 
replacement to the well-venti­
lated smoking lounge manage­
ment provided before the ban on 
indoor smoking went into effect 
in December. 

"There's overhead heating, 
but it's very inconvenient, and 
there are no facilities," Guild 
said, noting that restrooms are 
important for folks his age. 

Guild started smoking cigars 
after he retired from private 
practice and his teaching posi­
tion at Michigan Sta~e 
University. 

He says those who penned 
the clean indoor air initiative 
"ought to be shot." But be's 
willing to negotiate. 

"Give us our smoking room 
back, and all is forgiven," Guild 
told the Spokesman-Review for 
a story in Monday editions.

pancreas for signs of infection. 
''If it did end up infected, it 

wouldn't be surprising if he 
required surgery," Dougherty 
said. " ... That could be a compli­
cated and difficult problem." 

Dougherty said he couldn't 
speculate on how long F;'letcher>s 
recovery would be if .he d6es 
have a pancreatic infection. 

Doctors considered moving 
Fletcher to the intensive care unit 
on Friday when his oxygen level 
dropped. Since then, however, 
Dougherty said Aetcher has con­
tinued to improve and is no 
longer receiving supplemental 
oxygen. 

''This kind of situation can 
range from being fairly mild 
pancreatitis to really severe over­
whelming problem," Dougherty 
said. "Other patients in this situ­
ation can end up being in the 
hospital for weeks and weeks 
and have months of recovery 
time, but he's not in that severe 
end of the spectrum. He's sort of 
in the middle." 

In the best case scenario, doc­
tors said Fletcher could be 
released from the hospital a 
early as this wee~ to continue his 
recuperation at home. He said 
Fletcher would likely have to 
continue receiving intravenous 
injections of antibiotics after he 
leaves the hospital. 

First Lady Glenna Aetcher 
said she left the hospital briefly 
on Monday for the first time in 
four days. She said her husband 
i in good spirits and has 
regained his appetite, having 
eaten chicken and scrambled 
eggs on Monday. 

"I think he's doing well,'' she 
said. ''You know Ernie, he's a 
fighter, and when he puts his 
mind to something, he goes after 
it. And his mind is set on getting 
well and getting back to work."

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A long way front home, Hawaiian in01ates held in Whee wright 
The Associated Press 

WHEELWRIGHT - Sitting 
in a pri on cell in the mountain 
of eastern Kentucky, Deenie 
Tanele i a long way from horne. 

Tanele, 33, is one of 119 
mmalcs from Hawaii - all 
women - held in the Otter 
Creek Correctional Center in 
Floyd County as part of a con­
tract between the state of Hawaii 
and the private prison company, 
Correction Corporation of 
America. 

"It i like a double punish­
ment," aid Tanele, who has been 
locked up incc 1999 for smok­
ing and elling crystal metham­
phetamine and will serve out her 
tern1 until 2009. 

Hawaii officials said they 
made the deal to house inmates 
at Otter Creek and other main­
land pri ons because of severe 
pri on crowding in their native 
tate, and because incarcerating 

inmate on the mainland aves 
Hawaii money. 

It costs $56 per day to house 
each imnate off the islands, com­
pared with $110 in heavily 
unionized Hawaii. 

Hawaii has been sending pris­
oner to the mainland for a 
decade. Nearly half of all its 
3,858 ·inmate are lodged in rural 
Mississippi, Oklahoma, Arizona 
and Kentucky - all in prisons 
owned by Corrections 
Corporation of America. 

The Nashville-based compa­
ny said it has saved Hawaii $158 
million since 1998. 

Prisoner-rights advocates in 
Hawaii ay the economic savings 
come with an emotional toll for 
the inmates and their families. 

"The cost per bed may be 
cheaper, but not when you 
include the cost of broken fami­
lies," said Kat Brady, coordinator 
for the Community Alliance on 
Pri on in Honolulu. "It is hard 
for a woman to come home after 
three or five or 10 year and say, 
·r m your mom,' when her child 
has never been able to visit her." 

Shari Kimoto, who runs the 
mainland branch of the Hawaii 
Department of Public Safety, 
said the agency has no other 
opuons but to send the women 
out of state because Hawaiians 
don 't want prisons built in their 
back yards, and the remaining 
open areas that can still be devel­
oped are prized for resorts. 

Hawaii prisoners have been

held at Otter Creek since 
September, when CCA reopened 
it as a women's prison after a riot 
in July 2001; the facility also 
holds 399 Kentucky women. 

About half the women are 
serving time for using and selling 
crystal methamphetamine -
known as ice - which swept 
through the islands in the 1990s. 

AJong with incarceration, the 
women must adjust to cultural 
differences, new rules and the 
weather. The average February 
temperature in Wheelwright is 
35 degrees, compared with 73 in 
Honolulu. 

'The cold is unbelievable," 
said lwalani Carroll-Vierra, 27, 
who is a1 o serving time for sell­
ing ice and noted that she must 
sleep fully dressed because she is 
allergic to her blankets. 

Catherine Samuel, 65, who is 
serving 20 years to life for mur­
der, aid guards have confused a 
hand symbol that signifies good 
luck in Hawaii with a gang sign. 

But, the Hawaii inmates have 
won some concessions in diet 
and cultural activities. Prisoners 
are erved rice at least once a day 
and fresh fruit at least once a 

week. They al o may practice 
hula and other native dance for 
one hour twice a week, and they 
will be allowed to celebrate K.mg 
Kamehameha Day each June 11, 
in honor of the monarch who 
unified the Hawaiian Islands. 

There's also the separation 
from family and friends. Most 
will never get a visitor, no matter 
how long they're incarcerated. 

Lorraine Robinson, the direc 
tor of a Honolulu-based program 
- Ka Hale Ho'ala Hou No Na 
Wahine (Home of Reawakening 
for Women) -rhat helps female 
inmates re-enter civilian life aid 
being so far from home makes it 
hard for the women at Otter 
Creek to hold out hope. 

'They are on shaky ground to 
begin with and this makes it 
worse," Robinson said. 

Emerald Nakamura, 26, of 
Honolulu, who is serving five 
years for forging checks, sees her 
20-montb old son lkaik.a once a 
month - on a video screen. She 
said he doesn't recognize her. 

"It is very sad," she aid. "I 
think about him all the time.''

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Lawmakers considering constitutional 
amendment on felons voting

FRANKFORT 
Lawmakers are Wl!iglung a pro-

osed constitutional amendment 
that would automahcaUy restore 
voting nghts to felon complet­
ing their entence. probation 
and paying restitution. 

But, with the legislative scs-
ion reaching its halfway point, 

it' main sponsor, Rep. Jesse 
Cren haw, D-Lexjngton, and 
groups supporting House Bill 
480 fear time will run out if it 
i n't heard by a House commit­
tee soon. 

"1 think the right to vote is 
such a critical right that it helps 
how ex-offender that they are, 

· fact, being included in our 
society," Crenshaw said. 

Gov. Ernie F1etcher's admin­
istration, along with orne com­
monwealth's attorneys. oppose 
the measure. 

The bill is aimed at simplify­
ing · the re toration process. 
which now requires felons to 

complete their sentcn es and 
wnte a letter to Fletcher 
ex.plaining why their right · 
·hould ~ re tored and include 
three character references. 

Fletcher's general coun. cl, 
Jim Deckard said the governor 
feels obliged to have hi1-. staff 
examine each case and that 
prosecutors' should play a role 
in the deci ion. 

"I do not believe it's too 
onerous for an individual seek­
ing a gubernatorial action to 
explain the rea on why," 
Deckard said. "It may be a im 
ple as two or three sentences 
explaining what the right of . uf 
frage and the return of civil 
right means to thetn. It's impor­
tant in the process for there to be 
an individualized action." 

Flercher created the proces , 
when U23 felon applied for 
re toration of their right and 
318 had them re tored. accord­
ing to Li a Lamb, spoke woman 
for the Department of 
Corrections. 

In 2005, Lamb said, 655 
felon. applied and 257 had their 
rights restored. 

By comparison, m 2003 -
the last year of Gov. Paul Patton's 
admini tration - 1,216 felons 
applied and Patton restored rights 
to I, 150, Lamb aid. 

But the new process leaves 
Kentucky behind other tales in 
making rehabjlitation and as lmi­
Jarion back into society part of the 
corrections proces , said Raoul 
Cunningham, president of the 
Loui ville branch of the National 
Association for the Advancemem 
of Colored People. 

Kentucky. Virginia and 
Florida are the only state that 
give the governor power over 
whether a person convicted of 
any felony may vote again. Nine 
tate require some felons to ask 

rhe governor to restore their vot­
mg rights. 

'This governor made the 
proce s more dtfficult," 
Cunningham said. "The next 
may make it even more difficult. 

There should be consistency." 
Dave Stengel, the Jefferson 

County commonwealth's attor­
ney. said he upports the bill. 

"If people have paid their 
due , it might make them feel 
enfranchised as a full member 
of society," he aid. 

Crenshaw, Cunningham and 
other upporters acknowledged 
that the bill faces difficulty this 
e ion, including a three-fifths 

majority vote needed in each 
chamber for it to pass. Most 
bill need only a majority vote. 

If it clears those hurdles, the 
question would be placed on the 
ballot for voter to decide. 

Kevin Ragcr, who pent 32 
month in pri on for a pair of 
drug-po e sian felonie , is 
hoping the mea ure pas es o he 
can vote again.

Bill would give nurses prescriptive authority

FRANKFORT - A measure 
eeking to give advanced regi -

tered nurse practitioner the 
authority to write prescription 
for certain narcotics pas ed late 
la t week through the Hou e 
Health and Welfare committee 
and will now go to the full House 
for consideration. Senate Bill 65, 
which is co-sponsored by Senator 

Democrat Daniel 
Mongiardo, a Hazard physician, 
was introduced to the Senate on 
/.an. 6 and was passed with a 32-
4 vote later that same month. 
The bill would grant authority to 
regi tered nurse practitioners to 
issue prescriptions for schedule 
I, ll, ill, lV and V controlled 
substances, which include , uch 
drug as hydrocodone, Valium 
and Xanax. 

However, the bill only allows 
for the issuance of the prescrip­
tions, not dispensing of them. 
Registered nurse practitioners, 
by profession, perform addition­
~ medical assistance with 
gained or added knowledge and 
skills acquired through an orga­
nized program of study and clin­
ical experience. 

Senate Bill 65 is co-spon­
sored, along with Mongiardo, 
by five other Senators - Sen. 
Gary L. Tapp (R-Waddy): Sen. 
Brett Guthrie (R-Bowling

Another condition of the bill 
would allow the Cabinet for 
Health and Family Service Lo 
provide data to the Board of 
Nur ing concernmg nurse who 
are associated with a pby ·ician 
or nurse practitioner who i:. 
under investigation for improper 
pre. cribing practice , or are in a 
geographical area where there is 
either a trend report or report on 
a nurse practitioner or physician 
that points to a substantial possi·

Engle al:o pointed out that 
the.: Kentucky Medtcal 
As ociation has " trongly 
opposed" such widemng of the 
commonwealth's pre cripti ve 
authority boundarie , as well as 
clung data compiled by a leg­
t lative re earch conuninee in 
2004 which reported that states

were registered nur e practition­
ers pre cribed controlled ub­
stanccs had higher per capita 
leveL of controlled substances 
than states where they did not. 

Engle said in her statement 
that it was also found during 
that 2004 study that areas where 
the e prescribing practices were 
taking place al o wielded a 
higher number of emergency 
room mentions for narcotics. 

"Kentucky does not need 
another portal for controlled 
substances given these state­
ments coupled with our current 
drug diversion problem," Engle 
continued. "Allowing Advanced 
Registered Nurse Practitioners 
to prescribe controlled ub­
stance would only add to the 
potential for abuse." 

Members of the Senate were 
meetmg earlier in the week in 
Frankfort, j!Id Mongiardo, 
aloo ~ •itlt. hi eo-sponsors.. 
could not be reached for com­
ment on the bill.

The result is a delay of a 
hearing in the ca e until August.
