The complaint alleges

Cou tyf lling vi tof rest fires

McDOWELL - Firefighters have 
spent the last three days 10 Floyd County 
fighling as many forest ftres in the arl~a. 
according m the Division of Forestry. 

Along the Price and l\lcDowell areas, 
crews have been working lu extinguish 
fore , fires tl,at have consumed about 15 
aacs that officials have yet to be able to 

label as arson-related, but ~uspect might 
be ju'it that. 

"I'd say at least 75 percent of them are 
arson," said James Workman, a ranger 
w1th the div1sion's Betsy Layne office. "It 
usually happens in the spring fire sea­
son." 

There are two fire seasons in 
Kentucky, one in the spring that will run 
until the end of April and another from 
October to mid-Dcccmber, Workman 

According to dispatch rl.lcords at the 
Betsy Layne offtce. there un: currently 
three forest fires being handled in Floyd 
County. one at Big Branch, :mother at 
Estill and a third at Turner Branch. 
Workman said all of these started 
Wednesday and would probably not be 
extinguished until sometime today, con­
sidering the high rate of wind that had 
picked up over the past couple of clays, 

combined with prime weather conditions 
that enahlc fires to spread. 

There has been no damage to homes in 
Floyd County as a result of the fires, but 
crews have been forced to do "some 
structure protection" behind a few resi­
dr.;nccs. Workman said. 

Although fires only broke out in Floyd 
County over the past few days - Big

MARTIN - Floyd County 
Clerk Chris Waugh greete.U peo­
ple at his new branch office in 
Martin Wednesday morning, but 
hopes to get word out to more that 
thts option is now available. 

"l just want people to know 
that they have a way to get better 
service and faster service," 
Waugh said Thursday. 

The office opened Wednesday 
and is sLaffed with two deputy 
clerks - Juanita Rice, a Martin 
resident, and Sherry Kimbler. 

Rice and Kimbler had been 
working at the main office in 
Prestonsburg, hut Waugh said the 
decision to bring Rice in as office 
manager was an easy one. Many 
Manin residents who come to the 

Prestonsburg oftiee often , eek out 
Rice for help to begin witll. 
Waugh said. 

The Martm branch was offi­
cially approved in November 
after several years of working to 
implement what is now a total of 
four offices across the county. 
Waugh has extension offices in 
McDowell and Betsy Layne, as 
well. 

Waugh said it was a collabora­
tive effort in seeing this fourth 
office opened. bringing together 
representatives with the state, 
county and the city of Martin. 

"I cold the city that in order for 
it to work, I bad to have it basi­
cally rent-free:· he said Thursday. 
"The mayor took it ro the council 
and everything wem through real 
good." 

The office is located in the rear 

of Martin Community Center 
along Route 80. Waugh pla~ed a 
sign beside Route 80, hoping to 
inform citizens, as well as taking 
advertising spots on local radio 
stations. 

Waugh said he was at the 
oftice Wednesday morning wel­
coming residents, which num­
bered, for that morning. about a 
half dozen. 

'1'hey were very grateful to 
have an office that close to their 
home:· Waugh said. 

Waugh said that one of the 
benetits that hl~ hears most about 
for the branch offices are from 
those residents who arc handt­
capped.

U.S. ports to a Dubai-owned company: 
... At least on the surface level, the tiny nation east of Saudi 

Arabia is an ally in the war on terror. It was the first in the region 
to agree to screen all shipping containers heading for the United 
States. It has joined international agreements to suppress terrorist 
bombings and financing. lt has aided in training Iraqi security 
forces. 

But there are also reports the country has provided financial 
assistance to a variety of radical Islamic groups and that it has ties 
to [ran. The 911 L hijackers are believed to have used the country 
as their base. 

Since the U.S. Committee on Foreign Investment allowed 
Oubai Ports World- a government-owned fmn- to purchase tbe 
company that operates the six ports, lawmakers in both parties 
have been raising questions. 

As well they should. Homeland security remains a critical issue 
because a significant portion of Muslims worldwide remains com­
mitted to waging violent jihad against the United States .... 

Congress is right to demand more public information about the 
issue before the transaction is completed. And ultimately, we hope 
Congress puts a stop to it. 

The Buffalo (N.Y.) News, on FDA regulations for meat prod­
ucts: 

Like many food products, meat now comes seasoned with 
deception. Without independent study, the Food and Drug 
Administration now allows meat producers to spike cuts of meat 
with a bit of carbon monoxide to keep their products attractively 
pink far longer than they otherwise would stay fresh-looking at 
Lhe meat counter. 

... The change is an effort to cunail an estimated $1 billion a 
year in losses in fairly fresh but oxygen-browned meat that con­
sumer ju t won't buy .... 

This sort of thing is not unique .... The FDA actually approved 
·use of carbon monoxide on meats two years ago, but it is now 
bee ming more co.mrnon. 

There's an honesty issue here. Meat packaged with carbon 
monoxide isn't marked as such, and it should be. At the very least, 
consumers should know the healthy pink color they're seeing isn't 
as reliable a guide to freshness as it appears to be. But even more 
worrisome is a warning by some scientists that salmonella grows 
more easily in treated meats that are stored at 10 degrees above 
the proper temperature, so there could be a safety issue after all. 

For now, few major supermarket chains are selling such treated 
meats. But as the industry changes, so will they. Such products 
should be government-tested, and if they pass that safety test then 
they should clearly be marked as packaged with coloration­
extending carbon monoxide ....

Management Agency: 

We must learn from our mistakes and ftx FEMA if the United 
States is to avoid the types of mistakes that made Katrina such a 
deadly disaster ....

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Senate OKs drug testing for teachers 
with history of drug problems

FRANKFORT- Teacher. with n histo­
ry of drug problem. would have to undergo 
random drug testing under a hill that cleared 
the Kentucky Senate on The. day. 

Another key part of the bill would give 
school superintendents th authority to reas­
sign teachers facing felony drug charges to 
try to keep them away from children. 

Senate President David Williams, the 
bill's sponsor, ·aid the random drug testing 
was meant to en. ure that teachers had over­
come their drug or alcohol habit . 

The provision allowmg teacher to he 
shifted away from the eta room i meant to 
give parent some peace of mind, said 
Williams, R-Burkcsvillc. 

"This bill gives superintendents a very 
important tool in addressing a c1ucial issue 
concerning student safety," W1lliams said. 

The bill passed the Senate on a J7-0 vote 
and now goes to the House. 

The measure wa praised hy an ea tern 
Kentucky school supcnnt ndcnt who was 
confronted with the dilemma of what to do 

with a teacher charged with drug trafficking. 
The teacher was suspended with pay for 

45 Jay after her indictment a year ago. She 
!itmhcd the chool year in the di trict's cen­
tral office but was reassigned to an elemen­
tary choolla. I fall where . he teal!hes health 
and physical education. 

Floyd County schools Superintendent 
Paul Fanning said Tuesday that the bill is "a 
very reasonable approach'' to try to protect 
students. 

He said it also protects the rights of 
accused teachers. who would receive the 
-;arne alary in their new duties until their 
criminal cases arc concluded. 

"It gives you another option wtthin the 
law,'' Fanning aid in a phone interview.

He was a two-time All-Ameri­
can in three seasons for the 
Wildcats and played on their 
197 8 national championship 
team. For flve seasons in the 
1990s, he served as a color 
commentator for Kentucky 
radio broadcasts. 

He spent five seasons in the 
National Basketball Associa­
tion with the Phoenix Suns and 
one each for the Chicago Bulls 
and Indiana Pacers. In all seven 
seasons, his NBA team reached 
the playoffs. 

Although there were many 
lowlights at Morehead. Macy"s 
teams also achieved some high­
lights. The 2002-03 Eagles tied 
for the OVC's regular sea-;on· 
championship and led the 
nation in field-goal shooting. A 
year earlier, the team led the 
nation in free-throw percent­
age.

race, and Kenseth till managed 
to salvage 15th. 

Last Sunday at California 
Speedway. Ken ·eth had what 
appeared to be the third-fastest 
car in the race. But engine fail­
ures for teammate Greg Biffle 
and_ in a bit of irony- Stewart. 
gave Kenseth his lith career 
victory and third place in the 

season points, both of which he 
can enjoy until the next Cup 
race, March 12 in Las Vegas. 

"Sometimes it feels like there 
is justice in the world. so that 
feels good," Ken. eth said. ''I felt 
(at Daytona) we bad a car that 
could have won. 

··our pit stop tuff has been 
going good, so it just feels 
incredibly good to come to the 
track and have everything kind 
of go right and all the stars align 
for us to get to Victory Lane. We 
haven't won a ton of races the 
last three years - one or two a 
year - and whenever you can 
win. it feels good. Hopefully.

Robbie Reiser. crew chief of 
the No. 17 Ford and Ken seth's 
longtime friend. isn't surprised 
by the strong start. 

"This team is very good," 
Reiser said. ''Looking at the cars 
we brought to Daytona and Cal­
ifornia, and the way they operat­
ed on pit road, they're here to 
race and they're hen.: to win 
races and the championship thi · 
year." 

Reiser pointed out that work­
ing for a team as deep in talent 
as Roush Racing - which also 

fields Cup cars for Biffle, Mark 
Martin, Carl Edwards and team 
newcomer Jamie McMurray -
gives all of them a big advan­
tage. 

"f think we build every year," 
Reiser said. "I think that the 
knowledge that we had last sea­
son to where we are this season 
becomes greater. We're always 
adding to the resources that we 
have. We're adding to the peo­
ple we have. We're beefing up 
the engineering staff. We're 
working on the car. 

··so. yeah. the pool gets big­
ger and bigger and bigger the 
more we build on it." 

That could be real bad news 
for the rest of the Cup competi­
tors. considering that Kenseth 
rallied in the second half of the 
season last year to join all of his 
teammates - which then includ­
ed Kurt Busch- in the season­
ending. 10-man, 10-race Chase 
for the championship. 

Kenseth, who wound up sev­
enth in the final standings in 
2005, would rather not have to 
come from behind again to qual­
ify for NASCAR's playoff. 

"It feels good to get off to a 
good start," he said. "Last year, 
we didn't. But a couple of years 
before that, we did. I think we 

won earLy in •o3 and '04, so, 
hopefully, we can keep it up all 
the way through the year- keep 
the same level of energy and 
excitement and work on the cars 
and do all the stuff that we are 
right now." 

Like Reiser, he has great con­
fidence in Jack Roush's power­
house tean1, which has won two 
of the last three Cup champi­
onships and last year had the 
second-, third- and fourth-place 
finishers (Biffle, Edwards and 
Martin). 

"It's definitely a big confi­
dence builder as a driver to get 
in cars like these," Kenseth said. 
"Things change every year. 
Like, this year, we have the new 
Ford Fusion. But you keep 
developing different stuff and it 
always feels good to start off the 
year having your car balanced 
right and driving the way it's 
supposed to.'' 

Kenseth feels so good about 
the way things are going, he 
isn't even holding a grudge 
against Stewart for the incident 
in Daytona. 

The two veteran drivers 
cleared the air in a conversation 
the day before the California 
event. 

"I think we understand each 

other better after we talked," 
Kenseth said. "Everything is 
going to be fine on track. As you

With Labonte, Pettys Aurilia adds 
talking turnaround veteran versatility

Kyle Petty's improbable 
recruiting effort finally paid 
off. 

For three years. Petty 
1tagged Bobby Labonte to come 
drive the family team's famed 
No. 43 car. 

He'd stop Labonte on the 
:o:treets of their subdivision in 
Trjnity. N.C., where Pet1y jogs 
and Labonte rides his bicycle. 
They'd talk on airplane rides. 
One day, they ran into each 
other getting a bite to eat at 
Pancra. 

Petty delivered the same 
plea every time: "Come drive 
that 43. man.'' 

f 1 Petty was joking - at least 
he thought he was. Why would 
Labonte, the 2000 series cham­
pion. leave an elite team such 
as Joe Gibbs Racing for a once­
dominant team that has fallen 
on two decades worth of hard 
times? 

Turns out, the chance to help 
tum around Petty Enterprises 
proved more attractive to 
Labonte than Petty anticipated. 

''He had people throwing 
money at him, fortune and 
fame and houses and cars and 

•.t.ll kinds of stuff," Petty said. 
"But in the end, this is where he 
chose to come." 

Labonte's move is the latest 
and most high-profile step in a 
recent talent infusion that has 
the Petty people talking turn­
around. 

Robbie Loomis, who left the 
Pettys to become Jeff Gordon's 
crew chief in 2000. has 
returned to become the team's 
executive vice president. Todd 
Parrott, who won a champi-

ship with Dale Jarrett in 
I 999, will be Labonte's crew 
chief. They join Paul Andrews, 
another chan1pionship-winning 
crew chief. who came to the 
team last season. 

Petty calls the four men 
"cornerstones" who fonn the 
foundation for something the 
team hasn' t had in year : hope. 

"In a short period of time, 
morale really went through the 
ceiling," Petty said. 

Labonte and Petty both were 
involved in crashes in the sea­
son-opening Daytona 500, hut 
Labonte showed the team's 

tential in the middle of the 
ce by climbing into the top 10 

and staying there, weaving his 
way to as high as sixth. 

Asked to list reasonable 
goals for the season, Petty talks 
about trying to develop chem­
istry and becoming more con­
sistent in the first half, then 
going after steady top-five and 
top-10 finishes in the second 
half. 

And this: "[think Bobby can 
win races," Petty said. 

A Petty car hasn't visited 
Victory Lane since 1999, .and 
the team, which woo 10 cham­
pionships from 1954-79, has 
only three victories since 1984. 

Richard Petty said the team 
lost its edge in the 1980s, when 
new team owners with big 
ideas and even bigger budgets 
entered NASCAR. 

"A lot of them also looked a 
little further down the line in 
the future than we did," 
Richard Peuy said. "We always 
did everything out of Level 
Cross (N.C.) in the backyard 
and we were fairly successful 
with the thing. Then it <:tarted 
being a bigger and bigger busi­
ness. It started going and bring­
ing more people in, more 
money. more technology, that 
kind of stuff. We still sat there 
in the backyard. By the time we 
got ready to do something 
about it. we were so far behind 
on our money and our engi­
neering and all that tuff tt's 
just taken us a little time to get 
going.'' 

The team widely is per­
ceived to be at a major techno· 
logical disadvantage Lo rival 
megateam such as Hendrick 
Motorsports, Roush Racing and 
Gibbs, but Labonte said the 
d.ropoff really isn't dramatic. 
An engine deal with another 
Dodge team, Evernhan1 Motor-
ports, has boosted horsepower. 

"They might not have the 
luxury stuff like some teams, 
but as far as having the stuff to 
work with, they've got it,"

All in the family 
Apes and humans belong to the 
Hominoid family of primates. Hominoids 
do not have tails and their skeleton has 
evolved to allow for standing upright. They 
have barrel-shaped chests and flexible 
shoulders and wrists. Scientists have 
divided hominoids into three groups: 
hylobatidae (lesser apes), pongidae 
{greater apes) and hominidae (humans) . 

The skeletons below show how 
different the bodies of apes are 
when compared to humans. 
Humans, which makes walking 
on two legs possible and 
allows for an upright 
posture.

Desptte their differences, humans and apes 
share many characteristics: good grasping 
ability; excellent vision, but a poorer sense 
of smell; a large brain and increased 
Intelligence; a prolonged period of 
dependence for young; and complex social 
behav1or.

The largest of the 
apes, gorillas are shy 

vegetarians that 
spend 90% of their 

time on the ground. A

Lesser apes 
The hylobatidae, or lesser apes, include gibbons and siamangs 
of Southeast Asia. They are called lesser apes because they are 
smaller than other apes. Gibbons and siamangs have extremely 
long arms that allow them to move through the trees in a special 
hand-over-hand motion called brachiation. Lesser apes are 
monogamous, which means they choose one mate for life. 

Great apes 
The pongidae, or great apes, include orang· 
utans, gorillas, chimpanzees and 
bonobos. Great apes are more like humans 
than lesser apes. They do not have sitting 
pads on their rumps like lesser apes and 
some monkeys. 

White-handed 
gibbons live almost 
entirely in the trees, 
but they walk erect 

when on the ground. 
Gibbons are the 

smallest of apes and 
range in height from 

15 to 36 inches 
{38 em to 91 em). 

1 The orangutan is the only great ape that lives in Asia. It has strong hands 
and feet with long digits, but a short thumb and big toe. Orangutans are the 
largest of all arboreal mammals and are rarely seen on the ground. An 
adult male can weigh more than 150 lbs (69 kg) and be 4.5 feet (1.4 m) tall. 
Orangutans are in danger of extinction due to hunting and habitat loss. 

Gorillas can be found in East-Central and West Africa. There are three 
kinds of gorilla: the Western-lowland gorilla. the Eastern-lowland gorilla 
and the mountain gorilla. 

2004 gorilla population 
estimates: 700 mountain 

gorillas, 5,000 Eastern­
lowland gorillas and 

94,000 Western­
. lowland gorillas. 

The siamang 
inflates a large 

sac under its 
chin to make 

loud calls 
throughout the 

jungle. 

Gibbons, siamangs and some infant apes use 
brachiation (hand-over-hand motion) to swing 
through the trees. A gibbon can leap 20 feet (6 m) 
with one swing and travel at speeds of almost 35 
miles (56 km) per hour.

Bonobos and chimpanzees are closely related and they can 
be confused with each other. One way to tell the difference 
between a bonobo and a chimpanzee is to look for the pink 
lips and the large hair part on the forehead of the bonobo. 
Bonobos are less aggressive and spend more time in trees 
than their close relative the chimp.

BED BUGS 
by Ray Tackett 

FLOYD COUNTY ExTENSION OFFICE 

Most householders of thi generation 
have never seen a bed bug. Until recent­
ly, they also were a rarity among pest 
control professionals. Bed bug infesta­
tions were common in the United States 
before World War U. But with improve­
ments in hygiene, and especially the 
widespread use of DDT during the 
1940s and '50s, the bugs all but van-

ished. The pests remained prevalent, 
though. in other regions of the world 
including Asia. Africa. Central/South 
America and Europe. In recent years. 
bed bug have al o made a comeback in 
the U.S. They are increasingly bemg 
encountered in homes, apartment , 
hotels, motels, dom1itories. shelters and 
modes of transport. International travel 
and immigration have undoubtedly 
contributed to the resurgence of bed 
bugs in thi counuy. Changes in mod-

em pest control practice - and less 
effective bed bug pesticides - are other 
factors sus.JaCCted for the recurrence. 
Descnption and Habits 

Bed bugs are mentioned, for exam­
ple, in medieval European texts and in 
classical Greek writings back to the 
time of Aristotle. Other bed bug species 
prefer to feed on wild hosts, especially 
bats and birds. 

Adult bed bugs are about 1/4 inch 
long and reddish brown, with oval, flat­
tened bodies. They are sometimes mi -
taken for ticks or cockroaches. The 
immatures (nymphs) resemble the 
adults. but are smaller and somewhat 
lighter in color. Bed bugs do not fly, but 
can move quickly over floors. walls. 

Clark Ele111entary 

ceilings and other urface . Female bed 
bugs lay their egg in secluded areas, 
depositing up to five a day and 500 dur­
ing a lifetime. The eggs are tiny, 
whitish, and hard to ee without magni­
fication (individual eggs are about the 
size of a du 't spec). When first laid, the 
eggs are sticky, causing them to adhere 
to substrates. Newly hatched nymph 
are no btgger than a pinhead. A they 
grow, they molt ( hed their kin) five 
time before reachmg maturity. A blood 
meal is needed between each successive 
molt. Under favorable conditions (70 -
90° F), the bugs can complete develop­
ment in as little as a month. producing 
three or more generations per year.

Bugs 

Cool temperatures or limited 
access to a blood meal extends 
the development time. Bed bugs 
are very resilient. Nymphs can 
survive months without feeding 
and the adults for more than a 
year. Infestations therefore are 
~likely to diminish by leaving 
prerpjses unoccupied. Although 
C. lectularius prefers feeding on 
humans, it will also bite other 
warm-blooded animal . includ­
ing pets. 

Bed bugs are active mainly at 
night. During the daytime, they 
prefer to hide close to where 
people sleep. Their flattened 
bodies enable them to fit into 
tiny crcncc - especially those 
associated with manresses, box 
springs, bed frames, and head­
boards. Bed bugs do not have 
nests like ants or bees, but do 
:end to congregate in habitual 

hiding places. 
Another likely sign of bed 

bugs is msty or reddish spots of 
blood on bed sheets, mattresses. 
or wall . Heavy infestations 
may have a mu-.ty or "buggy·­
smell, but the odor i<. seldom 
apparent and should not be 
relied upon for detl!ction. 

Bed bugs prefer to hide clo~e 
to where they feed. However if 
necessary, they will crawl sever­
al feet to obtain a blood meal. 

.,.Initial infestations tend to be 
around beds. but the bugs cven­
tu~lly may become scattered 
throughout a room. occupying 
any crevice or protected loca­
tion. They also can spread to 
a~acent rooms or apartments. 
Hites and Concerns 

Bed bugs usually bite people 
at night while they are sleeping. 
They feed by piercing the skin 
with an elongated beak through 
which they withdraw blood. 
Engorgement takes about three 

JC l 0 minutes. yet the person 
6eldom knows they are being 
bitten. Symptoms thereafter 
vary with the individual. Many 
people develop an itchy red welt 
or localized swelling, which 
sometimes appears a day or so 
after the bite. Others have little 
or no reaction. Unlike fleabites, 
which occur mainly around the 
ankles. bed bugs feed on any 
bare kin exposed while sleep­
ing (face, neck, shoulders, arms. 
hands, etc.). The welts and 
itching are often attributed to 
t!.ther cause" such as mosqui­
toes. For these reasons, 
infestations may go a long 
time unnoticed, and can 
become quite large before 
being detected. The possibility 
of bed bugs increa~es if the 
affected individual has been 
traveling, or had acquired used 
beds or furnishings before 
symptoms started to appear. Bed 
bugs also are suspect if you 
wake up with itchy bites you did 
not have when you went to 
sleep. Conversely. it is impor­
tant to recognize that not all 
bites or bite-like reactions are 
t,ue to bed bugs. Confirmation 
requires finding and identifying 
the bugs lhemselves, which 
often requires the help of a pro­
fessional. (Other po ·sible 
sources of irritation are dis­
cussed in Univer!)ity of Ken­
tucky entomology fact sheet 
El\T'f-58: lnvi<;ible Itches: Insect 
and Non-Insect Causes). 

A common concern with bed 
bugs is whether Lhey transmit 
disca~es. Allhough bed bugs can 
harbor pathogens in their bod­
ies. u·ru1snlission to humans is 
lughly unlikely.

Although sinular in appearance, 
bed bug species that normally 
feed on bats and birds can be 
differentiated from those that 
prefer humans. Entomologists 
and knowledgeable pest control 
firms can make thi~ dctem1ina­
tion. 

Co1ltrolli1lg 
Infestations 

Bed bugs an.• challenging 
pests to control. They hide in 
many tiny places. so inspect..ions 
and lieatments mu ·t be very 
thorough. In most cases, it will 
be pntdent to enlist the services 
of a professtonal pest control 
firm. Experienced companie. 
know where to look for bed 
bugs, and have an assortment of

Treatment 

Procedures 
Bed bugs were treated years 

ago by wholesale spraying of 
b.:ds, floor·, walls, furniture, 
etc. with DDT. Thi practice is 
no Ionge! permitted. Thorough­
ne s is still very important, but 
treatmems today are generally 
more targeted and judicious. 

As mentioned earlier. owners 
and occupants have important 
pre-treatment rcspon-..ibilities. 
Reducing clurter is a necessity. 
Belonging~ trewn about rooms 
afford many places for bed bugs 
to hide, and impedes inspection 
and treatment. Infested bedding 

and garments will need to 
be bagged and laun­

dered 1 120~F mini­
mum), or discard­
ed smce these 
items cannot he 

treated with insecticides. Ilems 
that cannot be laundered can 
sometimes be de-infested by 
heating for several minutes in a 
clothes dryer, Other items can 
bc wrapped in plnstic and placed 
in a hot, sunny location for at 
least a few days {Lhe 1 20°F min­
imwu target temperature should 
be monitored in the centermost 
location with a thermometer). 
Bedbugs also succumb to colc.l 
temperatures below 32° F, but 
the chilling period must be 
mamtaincd ( for at least t\J.'O 

weeks. Aucmpts to rid an entire 
home or apartment of bed bug 
by raising or lowering the ther­
mo.;tat wtll be entirely unsuc­
cessful. lost housedeaning 
lllCasurcs are of 11 tie hcncfit in 
bed bug management. Sitc-spe­
cil!c vacuummg. however. can 
help remove son e of the bug<: 
hcfore treatment with insecti­
cides. Bed hugs (especiall. the 
egg ) can be difJkult to dis­
lodge. Optimum results \J.ill bl' 
achieved by moving and scrap­
ing the end of the . uction wand 
along infested areas Srt.Jch as 
scams, tufts and edges of bed-

ding, and the perimeter edge of 
waH-to-wall carpets. Afterward, 
dispose of the vacuum contents 
m a sealed trash bag. Steam 
cleaning of carpets may be help­
ful for killing bugs and eggs that 
vacuuming may have missed. 

While the former measures 
arc helpful. insecticides are 
important for bed bug elimina­
tion. Pest control professionals 
treat using a variety of low-odor 
sprays, dusts, and aerosols. 
(Baits designed to control ants 
and cockroaches are ineffec­
tive). Application entails treat­
ing all areas where the bugs are 
dtscovercd, or tend to crawl or 
hide. Some bed bug species are 
parasite. of bats or birds, and 
may bite people if the wild hosts 

are no longer available.

side. Th.:rc also are restrictions 
on how bed can be treated with 
ins~cticides. For these reasons, 
pc t control firms often recom­
mend that beds be discarded, 
c p~dally when heavily infested 
or in poor condition. Whether 
the bed stays or goes, encasing 
both the mattress and box spring 
is helpful if bugs are still pre­
sent. Zippered encasements -
available at bedding and allergy 
supply stores - deny bed bugs 
access to inner, hidden areas and 
entrap any bugs already inside. 
Some pest control firm treat 
scam . tufts, and crevices of bed 
components, but they will not 
spray the entire mattress sur-

1 
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face, bed sheets, blankets, or 
clothing. Vacuuming (discus ed 
previously) may further help to 
remove bugs and eggs from 
mattresses and box springs that 
cannot be discarded. Some pest 
control fums also treat beds 
with portable steam machines. 
The technique can be useful, but 
affords no residual protection 
and does not kill bugs or eggs 
hidden inside the box spring or 
mattress. Fumigation is another 
way to de-infest beds and hard­
to-treat items, but the procedure 
is not always available In 
extreme cases, entire buildings 
have been fumigated for bed 
bugs. The procedure is costly 
though, and involves covering 
the building in a tarp and inject­
ing a lethal gas. 

Avoiding 
Infestations 

Concerned travelers may 
want to check their bed for tell­
tale signs of the bugs - a com­
mon practice years ago. This 
would entail examining the bed 
sheets and upper and lower 
seams of the mattress. Some 
professionals also suggest 
removal and examination behind 
the headboard, a frequent hiding 
place for the bugs in hotel 
rooms. If bed bugs are detected, 
travelers can request another 
room. Concerned travelers may 
also want to elevate suitcases off 
the floor (e.g. on a luggage 
stand). Inspecting or vacuuming 
luggage upon arriving home is 
les u eful ioce it is hard to 
deltect bed bugs inside a suitcase. 

Mtllough incidence of bed bugs 
in the United States is increas­
ing, they remain rare in compar­
ison to mo t other hou~ehold 
pests. Familiarity can help to 
avoid infestation. or at least 
prompt earlier inten·ention by a 
professional.
