" other customers 1 0 cents 
a month. The company 
has agreed to match the 
amount of money raised 
for at least two years. In 
a press release, the PSG 
praised the program. 

The majority of 
ratepayers will certainly 
have a higher degree of 
support and acceptance" 
of the fees if the compa­
ny is using the money to 
help other customers, the 
statement said. 

Kentucky Power 
serves about 175,000 
customers in eastern 
Kentucky.

We're just phish to them 
Been told lately. via jarring e-mail, that something is hor­

ribly amiss with your eBay, Amazon.com or some other 
account? There's nothing wrong with your account. Chances 
are that you don't even have one. 

You've just been phished. 
This is the term for when people fraudulently pose as rep­

resentatives of companies, perhaps one with which you actu­
ally do business, to get you to click on their Web site or oth­
erwise respond. The point is to finagle key information from 
you so that they can loot your real accounts, stealing your 
identity in the process. 

Most savvy e-mail users know about these scams. Still, 
losses are estimated to be in the billions of dollars yearly. 

But even if you are one of those savvy e-mail users, you 
are probably as weary as we are of having to delete all that 
spam. So wouldn't it be more than nice if someone or some­
thing fell on these phishing folks- many of whom ply their 
trade overseas but have electronic tentacles here - like a ton 
of bricks? Well, the good news is that there is something 
that offers at least a promise of this. This would be the 
Council of Europe's Convention on Cybercrime. Thirty­
eight of the council's 46 members have signed it, and the 
United States is one of four non-council members who also 
have signed. Canada, Japan and South Africa are the others. 

This convention document seeks to "harmonize" national 
Jaws to battle cybercrime- including the fraud and identity 
theft that occurs in phishing. Which is to say, making sure 
that countries have laws that properly define and criminalize 
cybercrime, allow cooperation between countries to detect 
and prosecute cybercriminals and develop a system that can 
pounce on these folks quickly, before they dismantle and set 
up shop el. ewhere. 

The flaw is that there are more than 42 countries in the 
world. That's the number that have signed the document as 
of December. This should be an international treaty that 
involves far more countries, perhaps using the United 
Nations as the vehicle to get that done. 

The U.S. must do its part. The U.S. Senate can start by 
approving the Anti-Phishing Act of 2005, introduced last 
year by Sen. Patrick Leahy. D-Vt. It has yet to get a hearing. 

The convention asks nations to craft laws that enable 
phishers to be prosecuted. Ye , there are already laws that 
prohibit fraud and identity theft. and we're no big fans of 
duplicative Jaws. But it seems to us that this is new enough 
territory to require more specificity in the law. 

Leahy's bill would enter two new crimes into the U.S. 
criminal code. One would prohibit the creation or purchase 
of Web sites for the purpose of scamming. The second tar­
gets the ubiquitous e-mails that fraudulently purport to rep­
resent legitimate businesses. 

Needed ultimately are international agreements that per­
mit the rapid sharing of data between international jurisdic­
tions that. in turn, enable the rapid tracking and arrest of 
cybercriminals. including those who would phish. All this 
should occur. we hasten to add, without warrantless surveil­
lance of normal e-mail communication or otherwise infring­
ing on free speech rights. 

The U .. S. shoutd lead the effort to ensure there is nowhere 
lhese e-mailers can hide. Simply, we're tired of being 
phi shed.

FRANKFORT Unlike mo'l large1 
communities acro~s Kentucky, 
Brownsville doesn't have the latest in 
911 dispatching equipment. 

The small town in large!) rural 
Edmonson County ~;imply hasn't had the 
money to pay for iL. said Leland Renfro. 
director of the local ambulance service 
and clispatchmg center. In fact, Edmonson 
is among 24 counties in Kentucky that 
have onl bas1 911 cn<1 e. 

That means dH>p<llcher h vc to take 
time to get prec1 e direction from callers 
before they can let police or firefighter 
know \\here to re pond 111 emergencies 
They have no advanced technology to 
immediately pinpoint the location' of 
callers or to show the hortest route. to get 
to their locations. 

Legislation pending in th~: House. bud· 
get committee would hangc that by 
appropriating a portion of the revenue 
from the ~tate's cell phone -.urcharge to 
pay for improvements in dispatchmg 
centers. State Rep. Joe Barrows, D­
Versailles, is sponsoring the legislatiOn. 
which also is betng pu. bed by Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher's administration. 

"We recognize the need to upgrade 
our 911 centers." said Jason Keller. 
spoke. man for the K\!nlucky Office of 
Homeland Security. ··It'. critical that our 
ftrst responders have that infonuation at 
hand as they're responding to the scene 
of an event." 

The National Emergency 1 ~umber 
Association idemilied 24 counties in 
Kentucky that have only ha ic 911 , cr· 
vice. They're rural counttcs spread 
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across the state, from Martin County in 
the east to Carlisle County in the west. 

A large number of the counties are in 
the Appalachian region, including Clay, 
Clinton, Elliott, Lewis, Magoffin, 
McCreary, Menifee, Owsley, Rockcastle, 
Wayne and Wolfe. 

While they deal with basic service, 
larger, more prosperous communities use 
enhanced computerized systems that 
automatically give dispatchers the name 
and location of each caller. Some are 
even able to pinpoint cell phone callers 
who need help. 

Rtmfro aid those capabilnies are 
important, especially if the caller has 
dialed 911 but is not able to communi­
cate verbally, whether a stroke victim or 
a frantic child. 

The legislation would provide state 
grant· to improve 911 centers. pan of 
which would be generated by closing a 
loophole in the state's tax on monthly 
cell phone bills. The loophole allows 
users of prepaid cell phones not to pay 
the monthly surcharge of 70 cents. 
Closing it would generate about $1.2 
million a year. 

Fletcher's spokesman. Brett Hall. said 
the governor wants small counties that 
can· t afford to upgrade their 911 systems 
to join v.ith neighboring counties to pro­
vide the service. Under his plan, 
$100,000 grants would be made avail­
able to counties that join forces to pro­
vide the service. Hall said small counties 
could better afford the cost by sharing it. 

Hall ~aid Fletcher has also asked for 
$12.5 million in federal homeland securi­
ty funds to help pay for the 911 improve­
ments in Kentucky.

In Edmonson County, Renfro said he 
is working with nearby Mammoth Cave 
National Park on a plan to upgrade 911 
services. His dispatching center handles 
calls for park rangers along with the local 
police deparqnent, fire departments and 
ambulance service. He said anything the 
state can do to help would be appreciated. 

Keller said the state needs to step for­
ward to he~p die smallest counties 
upgrade. He said doing so will save lives. 

"Obviously, our first responders have 
to know where the 911 call is coming 
from," he said. "There's always the 
potential that the person on the other end 
of the call can't tell an operator where 
they're located." 

Barrows, the House majority whip, 
said he believes the legislation will be 
enacted in this session of the General 
Assembly. 

Roger Hixson, technical issues direc­
tor for the National Emergency Number 
Association, said 96 percent of the nation 
is covered by dispatch centers that have 
enhanced 911 capabilities. He said the 
remaining 4 percent may be the toughest 
to reach. 

"The movement toward getting that to 
J 00 percent is pretty slow:· he said. 
"because the counties that haven't con­
verted yet are typically low population 
and don't have a whole lot of money to 
do it."

BOWLING GREEN - A 
bill before the General 
Assembly would require dmg 
dealers to purchase ta~ stamps 
and require buyers to pay taxes 
on the illegal drugs they pur­
chase or face tax evasion 
charges. 

The measure would require 
dmg dealers to buy a tax identi­
fication number from the 
Kentucky Department of 
Revenue, which is barred by Ia~ 
from sh:uing the information 
with law enforcement. 

The slate would be able to 
seize property during drug 
arrests of the person had not 
paid taxes under the measure. 

The bill would allow the l:m 
enforcement agency making the 
arrest to receive 70 percent of 
the money with local prosecu­
tors getting 7.5 percent and the 
rest would go toward the admin­
istrative costs of the program. 

At least one drug task force is 
behind the measure, hoping it 
can rai:-;e money to support law 
enforcement. 

"We're in a period where 
fedeml funding is drying up and 
this bill could help support drug 
task forces and all law enforce­
ment agencies," said Tommy 
Loving. director of the Bowling 
Green-Warren County Drug 
Task Force. 

Stale Rep. Stephen Nunn. R­
Glasgow, one of the sponsors of 
House Bill 685. :;aid the bill is 
designed to put teeth in the cur­
rent law that requires people to 
pay tax on illegal substanct:s. 

Nunn said Tennessee has a 
similar measure and has "preuy 
good success'' with it. 

"This bill has a lot of poten­
tial," Nunn said. 

Tennessee brought in S I 7 
million in its first year of collec­

LEXINGTON - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher ended his second hos­
pital stay in less than a month 
Monday. saying h~ felt better 
than he did after the fir~t one 
and has a renewed awareness of 
the fragility of human life. 

.. I'm very thankful to go 
home," Fletcher told r~portcrs 
before he left St. Joseph hospital 
in a car. "I'm ready to go back to 
Frankfort. Saying goodbye and 
being discharged once is 
enough. I didn't antictpate com~ 
ing back." 

fletcher, 53. had been hospi~ 
talit.ed since Thursday after 
being diagnosed with a poten­
tially life-threatening blood clot. 
The first-term Republican go\­
emor underwent procedures last 
week to remove the blood clot. 

Although doctors. using a 
suction catheter device, were 
ab'le to dissolve all but a small 
fragment of the clot, Fletcher 
will be on blood-thinning med­
ication for as long as four 
months to en~ure another one 
doesn't develop. 

As a result, he wiU have w 
take certain precautions to avoid 
even the slightest nicks or bruis­

~ es. For example, the governor 
:.aid he's switching from a 
straight razor to an electric one. 

'"Because the blood is thin, 
you've got to be cognizant of 
the fact that tf you injure your­
sell, if you fall, cut yourself, 
you'll bleed more freely, bruise 
more easily," said Gary Grigsby, 
one of Fletcher's physicians at 
the Lexington hospital. 

The governor was released 
March 1 from another 
Lexington bO:ipital after an 18-
day stay during which he had 
his gallbladder temoved aud 
suffered from pancreatitis and a 
blood infection.

Law enforcement officers 
will be asking for tax stamps on 
iJiicit drugs when they make an 
arrest, Loving said. 

"You can bet dmg dealers 
don't pay tax on what they 
earn,'' Loving said. 

Loving said money collected 
from tax stamps or seizures 
would not initially provide all 
money for task forces, but it 
could supplement other funds. 

"We don't anticipate seeing 
any impact of the bill until at 
least a year after it passes," he 
said. "It's not a cure-all." 

Jim Devasher, director of the 
South Central Kentucky Drug 
Ta<:k Force, said a tax would 
eventually pay for the task 
forces that make the majority of 
drug arrests. 

Under the bill, the tax would 
not be enforceable unless law 
enforcement finds more than 
five grams of an illegal sub­
stance or an entire marijuana 
plant. Because of the size 
requirements, most arrests will 
not be subject to the law, 
Devasher said. 

·•we do make a lot of con­
trolled buys of crack, but most 
aren't large enough," he said. 

:;~"Five grams of crack is a lot of 
crack.'' 

The bill would provide incen­
tive for task forces to take on 
more large-scale dmg traffickers 
and operators, said Chris 
Cohron, Warren County 
Commonwealth's Attorney. It 
also hands down an enhanced 
penalty for drug dealers beyond 
their prison sentence, Cohron 
smd. 

"It lets them pay for their 
own an·ests," he said.

Fletcher said he realif.ed how 
serious lhc procedures were and 
even drew up a living will dur­
ing his hospital stays. Before he 
left Monday, he stopped by the 
hospice ward to visit patients. 

"We take so much for grant­
ed, our health, until we get in a 
situation where we have a less~ 
ening of it or a problem," 
Fletcher said. 

Himself a rhysician, Fletcher 
said he suspected he might have 
a clot when his arm turned a 
bluish color Thursday. His wife, 
Glenna, rushed him to the hospi­
tal. so doctor- were able to work 
on the clot while it was still 
fTe!lh. 

"I was very much aware that 
something serious could hap­
pen." he said. 

On Monday, he signed a 
gubernatorial proclamation rec­
ognizing March as an awareness 
month for blood clots, which 
can be deadly if not detected 
early. 

Glenna Fletcher and the gov­
ernor's brother both contributed 
small amounts of their own 
blood Sunday in transfusions to 
help with his blood flow . 

Although the governor says 
he feels better than he has in 
weeks, he will need to follow 
his doctors' orders- particular­
ly with regard to limiting his 
travel. 

Fletcher also said he 
remained somewhat active in 
tracking legislation such as the 
budget and primary seatbelt 
bills.

Memphis was the final No. I 
chosen among tournament's 65 
team~. 

Duke's lOth No. 1 selection 
matched Not1h Carolina for the 
most ever. It is Connecticut's fowth 
top seeding and the first time for 
both Villanova and Memphis. 

Eight Big East teams broke 
the conference's own previous 
record of seven, which it had 
shared with the Big Ten. The 
Big East did it in 1991; the Big 
Ten in 1990, 1994, 1999 and 
2001. 

"In terms of what we saw 
with the Big East, it created 
some very tough questions for 
us, specifically the imbalanced 
scheduling," committee chair­
man Craig Littlepage satd of the 
16-team conference. "At the end 
of this proces:s we felt the eight 
teams that were selected were 
very good teams." 

The other big winner appeared 
to be lhe mid-major teams.

But after debating whether 

Ray would play and how 
healthy he might be Sunday 
morning, Littlepage said. the 
committee decided not to move 
the Wildcats. 

''Our first hope was that he 
would return to fuU health, and 
yes, to his team, too," Littlepage 
said. "At the end, we felt like 
this was a good basketball team 
even without him, and he proba­
bly makes them a great team. So 
we felt they warranted a No. 1 
seed." · 

Duke (30-3), assigned to the 
Atlanta regional, will open the 
tournament Thursday near home 
in Greensboro, N.C., against 
Southern University. Also at 
Greensboro, eighth-seeded 
George Washington (26-2), the 
only Division I team with less 
than three losses, faces ninth­
seeded North Carolina­
Wilmington. 

The other teams in that part 
of the bracket will play at 
Jacksonville, Fla., with fifth­
seeded Syracuse, the upset win­
ner of the Big East tournament, 
against 12th-seeded Texas 
A&M, and fourth-seeded LSU 
facing Iona. 

The biggest surprise was 
George Washington, which 
many thought could possibly get 
a top-four seed before losing to 
Temple in the quarterfinal<> of 
the Atlantic lO tournament.

Connecticut, along with 
Duke the only teams to be 
ranked No. 1 Lhis season, is the 
top seed in the Washington 
Regional. The Huskies (27-3). 
who were beaten by Syracuse in 
the Big East quarterfinals, will 
play Albany, which is making its 
first appearance, in 
Philadelphia. The other game in 
that doubleheader has eighth­
seeded Kentucky against No. 9 
UAB. Those teams met in the 
second round in 2004, with the 
Blazers stunning top-seeded 
Kentucky. 

Washington, the fifth seed in 
the regional, plays Utah State in 
San Diego, while No. 4 Illinois, 
which lost in the championship 
game last season, faces No. 13 
Air Force, one of the surprise at­
large picks in the field. 

"The questions that were 
asked were similar to 'Who is 
tough team?' and 'Who is a 
team you wouldn't want to 
play?"' Littlepage said. "We felt 
Air Force provided us with a 
very unique thing."

''We look at it as a tremen­
dous challenge, an opportunity 
to play one of the great pro­
grams in college basketball and 
see where we stack up," Murray 

State coach Mick Cronin said. 
Should either Kentucky or 

Murray State win its first two 
games and advance to the Sweet 
16, the regional semifmals and 
final would be held in 
Washington. 

With Connecticut, North 
Carolina and Tilinois, which lost 
to the Tar Heels in last year's 
title game, that regional is 
arguably the most stacked of the 
four. However. Tennessee. 
which lost at home to the 
Wildcats in the final week of 
Southeastern Conference play. 
got a surprisingly high No. 2 
seed in the Washington bracket. 

Although Kentucky was 
named to the NCAA field for 
the 15th straight time, it was the 
Wildcats' roughest season yet 
under Smith, who began hi~ 

tenure with a national title in 
1998 but hasn't taken the team 
back to the Final Four since. 

Starting center Randolph 
Morris was suspended for the 
entire nonconference schedule 
after h1s failed attempt to get 
drafted by a pro team. All sea­
son, Kentucky struggled with 
rebounding and inside scoring -
a weakness that could be 
exposed by a taller NCAA pow­
erhouse, such as Connecticut. 

Kentucky endured two three­
game losing streaks and started 

SEC play with two ~;traight 

home losses. Going into the 
final week, the Wildcats were in 
serious jeopardy of missing the 
tournament, but the victory at 
Tennessee and two SEC tourna­
ment wins. against Mississippi 
and Alabama. cemented their 
spot. 

Even amid the success, the 
team had a few sluggish show­
ings down the sttetch, getting 
clobbered by Florida m the 
Rupp Arena finale and losing to 
South Carolina in the SEC semi­
final round. 

The Racers are no stranger to 
NCAA tournament appearances, 
having made it 12 times - most 
recently in 2004. Winning 
gan1es in the tournament, how­
ever, has proven a tough test as 
they have lost thl.!ir last 10 tour­
namem games. 

But Cronin points out only 
one current player has ever 
played in the tournament, 
despite only a two-year lag. 
Playing against North Carolina. 
second behind only Kentucky in 
all-Lime college victories, make 
the atmosphere particularly 
exciting for this Racers team. 

"I was hoping I'd get to play 
against them before I graduate." 
said Pearson Griffith. a senior 
center. "I know of no player in 
America who wouldn't like to 

play against North Carolina. 
Two other Kentucky schools. 

Louisville and Weste.rn 
Kentucky, were denied NCAA 
bids but were picked for lhe 40-
team National Invitation 
Tournament field. 

A year after making tbe 
NCAA Final Four, Louisville 
nabbed a No. 1 seed in the 
revamped NIT system. The 
Cardinals Friday will host the 
winner of an opening round 
game between Northern Arizona 

and Delaware Stale. 
"[ don' t think you'll find a 

more competitive NIT tield than 
the one I'm looking at with this 
one," Louisville coach Rick 
Pitino said Sunday night. ··we 
relish the challenge.·· 

Western Kentucky, seeded 
No. 6. got a match up Vl'ilh .No. 3

Before she died, Ms. Stanton 
helped get laws passed that allowed married 
women to own property. 

Stanton died in 1902. The 19th Amendment, 
which gives women the right to vote. was adopted 
on August 26.

"One of the fint questions a 
stranger is asked in the mountains IS, 

'Where you from?' We are onented 
around places. We never forget our 
native places, and we go back as often 
as possible .. .Jt is one of the unifying 
''alues of mountain people." - Loyal 
Jones. "Appalachian Vafues." 

"Mom never forgot her roots and 
was always proud of her Appalachian 
heritage. Floyd Covnty, Kentucky, 
was always home for Mom and she 
jumped at the chance to return there 
with Dad or with one of us kids to visit 
with family. return to the family farm 
and pay respects to generations of fam­
ily members scattered amongst moun­
taintop cemeteries," said Robert Biltz. 
one of eight children of Lucy Anne 
England Biltz, a daughter of the late 
Charlie and Nancy Reffitt England, 
formerly of Blue River. 

Biltz. of Dayton. Ohio. also recalls 
that his mother would fairly ''glow as 
she reminisced about days of an idylbc 
youth. playing in the hollers and hills 
of eastern Kentucky." 

"The only regret 1 ever recall Mom 
voicing about her Kentucky years was 
that she never got to attend Berea 
College. She wanted to attend Berea 
College and teach.'' he said. 

Lucy England was never afforded 
the opportunity to atlend Berea 
College because her parents left their 
home in Blue River in 1937, in a tarp 
covered truck headed for a better life 
in north central Indiana. Lucy was 17 
years old at the time and as her 
beloved Floyd County hills diminished 
in the distance behind her. so did her 

dreams of attending the now interna­
tionally recognized educational institu­
tion. 

By April, 1943, Lucy had met and 
married Robert F. Biltz. S!.!Uling in 
Pierceton. Lucy and Robert together 
built a marriage that lasted 63 years 
and produced 8 children. 23 grandchil­
dren. and 19 great-grandchildren. 
Robert preceded his wife in death on 
October 8. 2005, just three months and 
eight days prior to Lucy's own passing 
this past January 16. 2006. 

Lucy Anne England Biltz is remem­
bered by family and friends as a gener­
ous, l>eltlcss woman who lived her life 
with grace and dignity. turning always 
to her Christian faith for support and 
guidance. "I remember that whenever 
Mom asked for somethmg, it was 
never for her, but always for others. 
All she had to hear was there was a 
need and many became the beneficia­
ries of her time and generosity," said 
her daughter. Peggy Biltz-RuUedge, of 
Pierceton. 

And though Lucy never became a 
teacher in the formal . cnse of the 
word, she is remembered by her fami­
ly as one who never failed to pass 
along a lesson or relevant word of wis­
dom as a loving teacher in her own 
home. She. along with her husband. 
stressed the importance of education to 
her children and was proud to attend 
the many university graduation excr­
ci es that commenced in the wake of 
the many Biltz children and grandchil­
dren who completed formal university 
programs of study during her lifetime.
