Pilgrim man found himself 
arrested hours after he was 
lodged io the Floyd County 
Detention Center when 11 was 
discovered U1at he had allegedly 
smuggled drugs into the jall in 
two plastic bags on and in h.is 
body. 

Christopher Maynard. 29, had 
originally been cited for public 
intoxication. Authorities specu­
late that he may have taken 
advantage of a stop at the hospi-

tal for a blood-alcohol test to 
hide the dn1gs in the hopes that 
they would not be discovered 
upon check-in at the jail. 
Maynard did not count on an 
increased awarenes-; of such 
activity by staff at the jaiL who 
made a s1milar discovery on an 
mmate last week. 

A guard discovered the con­
traband after Maynard got into a 
Ul!'sle with another subject in one 
of the facility's holding cells. · 
The guard took Maynard from 
the cell and forced him ro empty 
his pockets. which senL the 
drugs, now concealed in his 

pockets. onto the floor. 
Jail staff recovered wl1at 

appeared to be l8 Soma tablets, 
13 hydrocodone tablets, 25 
Xanax pills and 22 klonopins. 
The drugs were bagged and sent 
on for testing. 

Jailer Roger Webb observed 
that searching for drugs has 
become a very strenuous task for 
his staff and be has since posted 
a sign at the jail wanting visitors 
that the facility will only accept 
undergarments, money and pre­
scription medication for inmates.

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HRAs make health care 
affordable for small business

Kentuckians are no strangers to the challenges presented by the 
cost of health insurance. Nationally, ask anyone who works for a 
small business, and they' 11 tell you coverage is hard to come by. 
According to the Kaiser Family Foundation, just 59 percent of 
small firms offered employee health benefits in 2005. And among 
the smallest employers (less than 10 workers), the percentage 
plummets to 47 percent. Alarmingly, these percentages are drop­
ping annually by nearly 5 percent. 

One of the most successful solutions for employers searching 
for affordable employee coverage is the consumer-driven health 
(CDH) movement. By implementing CDH and changing plan 
designs. small businesses can achieve immediate reduction in pre­
miums as well as tax advantages. 

Yes, raising deductibles iticrea es risk for employees - but it 
also reduces monthly premiums. Employers reduce premiums to 
continue offering benefits, involve employees in their health care 
decisions, and can contribute direct funds to assist employees in 
financing their health care. 

Arguably, among small employers, the most popular CDH 
approach is the Health Saving Account (HSA) which allows 
employees and their employers to put away money for future 
health care expenses on a tax-free basis. The money in these 
accounts belongs to the employee and employees can take it with 
them when they change jobs or retire. 

Another hallmark of the CDH movement - the Health 
Reimbursement Account (HRA) - is largely unknown among 
small businesses. The HRA is funded solely by the employer and 
stays with the employer if the employee leaves or the plan is ter­
minated. 

Since 2002, mid-sized and large employers have been using 
HRAs to realize significant cost savings and advance consumer 
engagement, and employers across Kentucky, regardless of size, 
can realize similar benefits. One approach would be for employ~ 
ers to pair a non-taxable HRA with an insurer's medical plan. 
Employers determine the funding level of the HRA, which 
employees apply toward health care purchases. 

Early indications are that employers are considering significant 
contributions to the HRA and are more likely to contribute more 
than $1,000 to their workers' accounts than they are to contribute 
less than $1 ,000. Employers spending less on premiums can 
afford to pump part of that savings into their workers' accounts. 
This ensures workers have access to funding for medical expens­
es. Couple that with preventive care coverage and consumer­
based tools designed to give individuals more information about 
their health care options, and it is likely to encourage wise health 
care and lifestyle choices. 

Larger employers have seen such results. A UnitedHealth 
Group study of 20,000 HRA enrollees found them more likely 
than individuals who remained in a traditional plan to utilize pre­
ventive services and less likely to use emergency services, spe­
cialist visits, outpatient surgery, radiology and lab services. Thi 
illustrates more selective, responsible use of health services. 
There's no reason to doubt those trends will hold true among 
smaller businesses as well. 

By offering an HRA, a small business will have lower premi­
ums, tax advantages, easy HRA administration with auto rollover 
from the health plan to the HRA fund, and unique employer 
design options that fit the specific need of individual small busi­
ness employers. At the same time, they can help make health care 
more affordable and more accessible for their employees. 

While there is still no silver bullet to end the health care afford­
ability crisis, all Kentuckians deserve a basic level of health care 
coverage. Until the system undergoes fundamental changes, 
HRAs have the potential to help make that vision a reality for 
small businesses and their employees. 
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Lawmaker suggests study 
of county consolidation

FRANKFORT- Kentucky -with a 
population that tops just over 4 million 
people - ba 120 counties, and some 
state lawmakers think that may be a bit 
too many. 

At least one state legislator, Rep. Eddie 
Ballard, wants his colleagues to authorize 
a study that would consider a reduction 
down to 100 counties Ballard, a 
Madisonville Democmt, bas proposed cre­
ating a task force designed to see how such 
a consolidation could be accomplished. 

"I didn't know if there was any inter­
est in it or not," Ballard told the House 
Local Government Committee last week. 

Nationwide, Kentucky currently ranks 
within the top five states with the biggest 
number of counties. 

Texas, Georgia and Virginia are the 
only other tates with more, according to 
language in Ballard's proposed resolu­
tion. Texas has 254 counties, Georgia has 
159 and Virginia has 95 counties with an 
extra 41 independent cities, according to 
the Washington-based National 
Association of Counties. 

Throughout the country there have 
been some talks about consolidating 
county governments, but the idea has not 
caught on, Jacqueline Byers, NACO's 
director of research, said. 

"We just don't ~ee much of a push," 

Byers said. 
But combining some of Kentucky's 

counties could lead to better government 
services for those residents liv~ng in 
smaller or lighter populated areas, said 
Rep. Steve Riggs, D-Louisville. With 
fewer financial resources, smaller coun­
ties risk: not having adequate government 
services, he said. 

"The dilemma remains the small 
counties cannot provide the services nec­
essary or what you would expect from a 
government," Riggs, the committee's 
chairman. said. 

Another option would be for some of 
Kentucky's neighboring counties to con, 
solidate their services, Riggs aid. 

However, consolidating services 
would not necessarily mean improved 
services in rural areas, Rep. Terry 
Shelton, R-Magnolia, aid.' Eliminating 
counties would also erase corresponding 
county seats whlcb could make residents 
have further treks to obtain government 
services, Shelton said. 

"When you go to consolidating gov­
ernments, I think you're going to elimi­
nate in many cases the availability in 
remote areas to faster, quicker, better ser­
vices,'' Shelton said. 

Lawmakers suggested other problems 
could sprout up from a reduction of 
counties. 

For instance, there could be a question 
about what name to use when two coun-

ties consolidate, Rep. Adrian Arnold, D­
Mount Sterling, said. 

Rep. Stan Upchurch, who represents 
Kentucky 's youngest county of 
McCreary, said there would be other 
problems too. Setting up new county fee 
,systems and legislative redistricting 
could be among them, Upchurch, R­
Monticello, said. 

"It poses a lot of problems across the 
board." Upchurch said. 

Ballard acknowledged that politics 
surrounding such a move could be an 
obstacle. But the political concerns could 
be dissipated if the consolidation were to ,., 
occur after 20 years, Ballard said. 

"The bigge t problem you have now 
is all political,., Ballard 

The measure won the committee's 
approval, but has been reassigned to the 
House Rules Committee. 

Rep. Thomas McKee, D-Cynthiana, 
represents Robertson County - the 
state's least populated county. While 
eliminating some counties may have 
merit, the probability of actually doing it 
may not be very high, McKee said, not­
ing that Robertson County was not inter­
ested in consolidation. 

"While the idea is sound, I'm just not 
sure the reality is ever going to be there," 
McKee said.

Ranier Racing. led by patri­
arch Harry Ranier. fielded sever­
al cars in the NASCAR Winston 
Cup Series during the 1970s and 
through most of the 1980s. The 
Fanjcr Racing team . olidified 
'nsel f as one of NASCAR 's elite. 
Dri vcrs to take the wheel for 
Ranier Racing included Lennie 
Pond, Buddy Baker, Bobby 
Allison. Cale Yarborough, 
Benny Parsons and Davey 
Allison. 

Ranier Racing claimed five 
Cup wins during the 1981 sea­
son. In 1983. Ranier claimed 
four series wins, including the 
Daytona 500. The Ranier team 
ultimately took the checkered 
flag in three Daytona 500 races, 

f;.vinning four qualifying races at 
NASCAR's most famous track. 
In all, Ranier Racing collected 
39 poles. 

Ranier Ractng entries were 
also often times among the 
fastest - both in qualifying 
and feature events. In 1983.

~ties a responsible way to dis­
pose of hazardous household 
waste and recyclable materials 
instead of putting them in land­
fills or illegal dumps ," Sen. 
Kelly said. ''Recycling helps 
local governments- and taxpay­
ers- save money." 

The dump cleanup program 
was established under House Bill 
174 of the 2002 General 
Assembly. It has been funded 
with proceeds of a $25 million 
bond issue and a fee of $L75 per 

n of waste disposed of at 
Kentucky landfills. Under SB 50. 
counties that have been success­
ful in cleaning up illegaJ dumps 
would be eligible to use funding 
for recycling and collection of 
household hazardous waste. 

LaJuana S. Wilcher, secretary 
of the Environmental and Public 
Protection Cabinet (EPPC). said 
the new law supports communi­
ties in preventing pollution. "not 
just cleaning it up after it's on 
the ground.'' 

''Reducing the amount of 
waste that streams into our land­
fills is important for the health 
of our environment and our 
conomy. This legislation pro­

VIdes an additional incentive for 
action at the community level,'' 
the secretary said. 

Recycling also helps tum 
trash mto cash. EPPC's Division 
of Waste Management estimates 
that 566.000 tons of materials 
with recycle value arc disposed 
of in Kentucky in a year. The 
cost of disposal, coupled with 
the materials' lost sales value. 
totals about $53 million a year. 

The Senate passed SB 50 on 
a vote of 35-0 on Jan. 18. The 

frOUSC passed it 97-0 on March

Ranier Racing was 
instrumental in getting going the 
race career of reigning 
NASCAR Nextel Cup champion 
Tony Stewart.

Bill would make teens -wait 
longer to get full driver's license

FRANKFORT - Kentucky 
teens would face more restric­
tions before getting full driving 
privileges under a bill sent to 
Gov. Ernie Fletcher on Monday. 

The graduated driver's 
license bill won final House 
passage 93-1. It requires teens to 
get more training and wait 
longer before obtaining a full 
driver's license. 

The measure has been a per­
sonal quest by Rep. Tom Burch, 
whose 17 -year-old granddaugh­
ter died in 1999 when she lost 
control of her pickup and the 
\l'ehicle tlipped. 

After the bill passed Monday, 
tiurch smiled widely as hi col­
leagues applauded. 

.. Four years of hard work 
paid off, and we're going to 

ave lives with it,.. Burch, a 
Louisville Democrat. said later 
in an interview. 

If signed into law by 
Fletcher, the bill would create 
an inrem1ediate license that 
would make teens. wait at least 
six extra months before getting 
full driving privileges. 

That would mean the earliest 
reen could get a regular license 
would be 17. Currently, teens can 
get full driving privileges after a 
. ix-month Ieamer's permit 

The bill would require that a 
teen be violation-free to advance 
from a learner's permit to an 
intermediate license, which 
would have fewer restrictions. 
The violation-free standard 
would apply to move up from an 
intermediate to a regular license. 

As part of hi campaign in 
pu hing for the extra training, 
Burch ent newspaper clipping 

about teen driving deaths to his 
legislative colleagues. 

The bill creates a tiered sys­
tem including a 180-day train­
ing period for 16-year-olds. 
They would have to complete 
60 hours of supervised driving, 
including 10 houn at night. 
After that, young drivers would 
get the new intermediate licen e 
for another 180 days. The 
restrictions would include no 
driving from midnight to 6 a.m. 
except in cases of emergency . 
and no more than one unrelated 
passenger under age 20. 

The Senate exempted inter­
mediate license holders from the 
restriction on the number of teen 
passengers during driver train­
ing courses. The House accept­
ed tbe change. 

A Fletcher spokeswoman did 
not immediately return a call 
seeking comment.

Education board to review proposed 
solution to athletic dispute

The Kentucky High School 
Athletic Association voted 
f•riday to ~end proposals on 
recruiting. eligibility and enroll­
ment i ~ues to the board for con­
sideration at its April meeting. 

Under the set of ideas, stu­
dents who don't comply with 
rules on enrollment boundaries, 
financi, I aid and the practice of 
"pla) ing up" middle schoolers 
Nho· compete in high school 
would race obstacles in compet­
ing in athletics. The state would 
restrict spans eligibility for up 
to two years in those cases. 

"It will certainly slow down 
(athletic) recruitment." said Jim 
Sexton, principal of Louisville's 
Eastern High School and a member 
of the KHSM board of control. 

The athletic assodation has 
been trying to resolve a dispute 
between private and public 
schools. whlch came up again in 
October. 

That's when public schools, 
the vast majority of KHSAA's 
membership, voted to force pri­
vate schools into their own tour­
naments. They were concerned 
about recent domination of 
some larger private schools that 
draw from a wider area to lure 
top athletes. 

KHSAA leaders opposed the 
vote and brought the issue lo the 
Board of Education, which 
directed KHSAA to come up 
with a solution. With the pro-

posals now being sent to the 
Board of Education, the dispute 
could be nearing an end. 

But two private school repre­
sentatives on the KHSAA con­
trol board voted against sending 
the proposals to the Soard of 
Education. The control board 
instead could have ftrst sent the 
proposals out to member high 
schools for a vote. 

Bob Schneider of Newport 
Catholic said a statewide vote 
might not show overwhelming 
support for the proposals. 

"It could end up right back: in 
our lap," said control board mern- · 
ber Gary Dearborn of Cynthiana.

INDIANAPOLIS - In an 
clfort to minimize risk of injury 
to high school cheerleaders, the 
Nationall·cdcration of State High 
School Associations (NFHS) bas 
stated that basket tosses and other 
similar mlllti-base tosses rnay 
only be pcrf(>rmed on appropriate 
mats. grass. mbbcrized and soft­
yielding slllfacc:s. effective with 
the 2006-07 season. 

The NFIIS Spirit Rules 
ommiuee made this addition 

to Rule 2-10 as a fpllow-up lo its 
earlier meeting this year, and the 
NFHS Hoard ol Directors has 
given its approval for imple­
mentation next season. 

"The most visible change 
that will occur next year is that 
basket tosses no longer will be 
permitted on a basketball court, 
unless the stunt is done on an 
appropriate mat," said Susan 
Loomis, NFHS spirit rules liai­
son, "Basket tosses will still be 
permitted, but only on grass or 
soft surfaces. When basket toss­
es are not done properly and the 
person being tossed is not 
caught, senous injuries can 
occur. By eliminating the per­
forming of these stunts on hard­
wood floors, the risk of injury is 
reduced tremendously. 

"The current cheerleadlng 
climate is focused on risk. mini­
mization, and thls rule change is

consistent with that emphasis.''

PHILADELPHIA 
Advancing to the rqional semi­
finals provided 
Connecticut coach 
Jim Calhoun with 
a strong feeling of 
accomplishment. 

Beating 
Kentucky made it 
even more special. 

Connecticut 
took control early, 
then survived a 
furious comeba<:k 
bid by the 
Wlldcats and held on for an 87-
83 victory Sunday in the NCAA 
tournament. 

The eagerly anticipated first 
meeting between the two high­
profile programs proved well 
worth the wait. Although No. 1 
seed Connecticut never trailed 
after the opening five minutes, 
the Huskies couldn't wrap up 
the win until Rudy Gay made 
two free throws with 3.3 sec­
onds left. 

"It's amazing that we were 
playing Kentucky for the first 
time," Calhoun said, "but we're 
trying to earn (recognition) as a 
lead program in America, and 
hopefully we continue to do 
that. It was obviously a tremen­
dous, tremendous basketball 
game." 

Marcus W!.lliams scored 20 
points, including four clutch 
free throws in the final 30 sec­
onds, and Gay bad 19 for 
Connecticut (29-3), which next 

faces the University of 
Washington in the semifinals of 
the Washington Regional. 

Last year, Connecticut was 
eliminated in the second round 

by North Carolina 
State. The Huskies 
made amends for that 
performance, howev­
er, by defeating a 
Kentucky team that 
wouldn't quit after 
falling behind by 13 
points in the second 
half. 

''Kentucky gave us 
a great shot," 
Calhoun said, "but 

we're going to D.C." 
After losing to Syracuse in 

the Big East tournament quar­
terfinals, UConn struggled in its 
first-round win over Albany. 
Calhoun hopes this victory will 
provide the Huskies with a 
much-needed shot of confi­
dence. 

"Sometimes I'd like to see 
them with more swagger," 
Calhoun said. "Perhaps we'll 
walk out of here with that kind 
of swagger." 

Patrick Sparks scored a 
career-high tying 28 points on 
1 0-for-16 shooting for No. 8 
seed Kentucky (22-13), which 
failed to reach the round of 16 
for only the third time in the last 
12 seasons. The Wlldcats are 3-
8 against No. 1 seeds since the 
selection committee began 
using seeds in 1979. 

"We made some runs at them 
and had an opportunity," 
Kentucky coach 1\lbby Smith 

said ... When you have an oppor­
tunity to play against a No. 1 
seed, you have to raise your 
level of play. We did. They're a 
very talented team, a team I 
think is capable of winning it 
all." 

Kentucky and Connecticut 
have combined for nine NCAA 
titles, including three of the last 
eight, but this was the first time 
they got together on the basket­
ball court. 

At first, the matchup 
appeared to be a mismatch. 
UConn led by 12 at halftime and 
13 with 13:37 remaining, but 
that's when the W!.ldcal'l finally 
found their shooting touch. 

It was 66-57 before 
Kentucky's Sheray Thomas 
scored from the baseline and 
Bobby Perry added a 3-pointer 
to get the Wlldcats within four 
with 7:58 left. 

After UConn upped the mar­
gin back to eight, Thomas hit a 
3-pointer and Rajon Rondo beat 
the shot clock with a 3-pointer 
during a 10-4 spree that got 
Kentucky to 74-72 with 3:16 to 
go. 

The Huskies built their lead 
back to eight, but Sparks hit a 3-
pointer and Thomas made a 
layup to get the Wildcats within 
two with 53 seconds to play. 

Williams made two foul 
shots before Perry hit a layup to 
make it 83-81. Then, after 
Williams made two more free 
throws and Perry scored on a 
putback, Gay iced it at the line. 

Kentucky lost despite 17-for-
30 shooting in the second half, 

including 7-for-14 from 3-point 
range after a 1-for-10 perfor­
mance in the ftrst 20 minutes. 
Sparks, a senior. scored 16 after 
halftime. 

"I didn't want it to be my last 
game," Sparks said. "I was able 
to hit some 3's at the end, trying 
to get us back, but it just wasn't 
enough." 

After falling behind by 12 
points in each of its previous 
two games, Connecticut was 
determined to reverse the trend 
by getting off to a good start -
and did just that. 

Beginning with Hilton 
Annstrong's dunk. off the open­
ing tap, the Huskies were sharp 
at the outset on both ends of the 
court. 

In building a 25-12 lead, 
UConn made six of its first eight 
shots and got four 3-pointers from 
Rashad Anderson, who was held 
scoreless by Albany. Kentucky, in 
contrast, missed nine of its first 12 
shots and had six turnovers in the 
first 11 minutes. 

It was 33-20 before the 
Wildcats made three baskets in a 
24-second span to get within 
seven. Minutes later, Shargari 
Alleyne ended Kentucky's 0-for-
9 drought from 3-point range to 
make it a six-point game. 

But UConn closed the half 
with an 8-2 spurt to make it 43-31. 

"We've been fighting from 
behind a lot this year, and it was 
no different this game," Sparks 
said. "It shows what kind of 
toughness and character this 
team's got. I give us a lot of cred­
it for fighting the whole way." 

North Carolina 69, Murray State 65

DAYTON, Ohio - A whole 
new Carolina cast looked noth­
ing like defending champs the 
first time out in the NCAA tour­
nament. 

Murray State, a team with all 
of one NCAA victory in its his­
tory, took third-seeded North 
Carolina down to the closing 
seconds Friday night before the 
Tar Heels pulled out a 69-65 
first-round victory. 

Underscoring how much 
North Carolina (23-7) bas 
changed in a year: Four fresh­
men scored the Tar Heels' final 
29 points. 'JYler Hansbrough led 
the way with 24 overall, his 14th 
20-point game - a Carolina 
freshman record. 

"If be was any better looking, 
I'd want to kiss him after every 
game," coach Roy Williams 
said. ''I've never seen a fresh­
man more focused." 

It wasn't secure until Marcus 
Ginyard - yes, another fresh­
man - made two free throws 

with 16.5 seconds left for a 69-
65 lead. 

The Tar Heels play George 
Mason in the second round of 
the Washington Regional. 

Fourteenth-seeded Murray 
State (24-7) was trying to 
become the first team in 10 
years to knock out a defending 
champion in the first round. The 
last champ to make such an 
early exit was UCLA, which 
was seeded fourth when it lost 
to Princeton 43-41 in 1996. 

North Carolina isn't a typical. 
defending champion. , Tba :rat-o 
Heels lost their top seven scor­
ers from the squad that beat 
Dlinois for the title, an unusual­
ly high turnover that left the ros­
ter stripped of tournament expe­
rience. 

It showed. 
Heading into the first round, 

Wtlliams fretted that his team 
would have that wide-eyed look 
when it took the floor. He was 
right. The Tar Heels trailed 31-30 
at halftime and never led by 
more than five in the second half. 

"You have to understand that 

we've played 30 games this 
year," Williams said. "We made 
some silly mistakes. You can't 
make those mistakes at this 
point." 

Murray State's horrible his­
tory at tournament time made it 
an unlikely candidate to stay 
close. The Ohio Valley champi­
ons are 1-12 in NCAA play, and 
haven't won a game since their 
1988 upset of North Carolina 
State. 

More daunting, their confer­
~ .has. lost 17; ,straijht. games 
in the tournament: 111 

Trey Pearson led Murray 
State with 18 points, but missed 
a critical 3-point attempt in the 
closing seconds. Carolina got 
the rebound and Ginyard was 
fouled, going to the line for his 
clinching free throws. 

Danny Green had 15 points. 
Bobby Frasor added nine and 
Ginyard scored four, rounding 
out the freshman quartet. 

Williams' Kansas and North 
Carolina teams now have won at 
least one game in the last 17 
NCAA tournaments, matching 

Carolina's Dean Smith for the 
record. This one was played in 
an arena where he suffered one 
of his most crushing NCAA 
tournament losses. 

Williams and top-seeded 
Kansas was beaten by a Texas­
El Paso 66-60 in the second 
round in 1992, when many 
thought the Jayhawks could win 
a national title. 

The four freshmen saved him 
from another such setback on 
Friday. 
, Green's bank shot put 

Carolina up 62-.57 with 5:22 
left, but Murray State tied it at 
65 on Darnell Hopkins' 17-foot 
jumper with 1:18 to go. That 
shot set it on course to be decid­
ed in the closing seconds. 

Hansbrough's turnaround 
hook put Carolina ahead to stay 
with 43 seconds left and showed 
he was fearless with everything 
on the line. 

"We were running a little 
freelance offense," Hansbrough 
said.

ln its simplest form. the 

NILIF program consists of ask­
ing a dog to sit and pay attention 
to you, just for a second. for 
anything he wants, always. This 
sounds too imple to be effec­
tive, but it can have profound 
effects on your relationship with 
your dog. 

The first thing you have to 
get straight is the difference 
between a salary and a bribe. 
Bribes arc used to induce an ani­
mal to do something, and they 
come before the behavior hap­
pens. Example: you use a chunk 
of ham to lure the dog out from 
under the bed-he wouldn't 
have performed the behavior 
otherwise. A salary. on the other 
hand, comes after the behavior, 
as a reward. If you called the 
dog out from under the bed, and 
then gave him the treat, be was 

contain nat-out, downright, 
mind-blowing comments about 
our county's political office 
holders - and even some of their 
family members.

a supply of tiny, tasty treats 
av~1ilable (about the size of a 
fingernail) that will hold the 
dog's attention. I keep the sup­
ply in a small bag on a table or 
in the pocket of a carpenter's 
apron, and hold one in my hand, 
between my thumb and foretin­
ger (Now I need to note here, 
that this method of teaching 
"s1t'' is totally different than I 
would teach a formal "sit" on 
leash m an obeclicnce class. just 
because circumstances dictate 
which method is easier. One­
on-one, off leash. I ftnd this is 
an easier way to do it-the 
behavior can be easily trans­
ferred to a formal sit-at-heel, for 
you obedience buffs.) 

Okay, you have the puppy 
and a treat...now what? Hold 
the treat in from of the pup's 
nose. and slowly move it up and 
back. Say the word "sit" in a 
calm. clear voice. ln order to 
keep focused on whatever il IS 

that smells so good. he should 
move his head up. and often his

rear end will start to drop down. 
As soon as this happens, tell him 
''Good Pup!'. and give him the 
treat. He may not make tt all the 
way to the floor the ftrst time, 
but that's all right. He also 
won't get any connection 
between the word and the action 
at first. Remember that dogs 
don't have a spoken language, 
and they don't place a lot of 
importance on words until they 
establish a connection between 
a word and an action or a thing. 

With repetition. the pup 
should soon start to drop into 
position as soon as he hears the 
word ''sil'', and before he sees 
the treat. This is the time to start 
to phase out the food-give it 
every second or third time, and 
use lavish praise and petting 
only the rest of the time. Did 
you catch how the treat just 
moved from a bribe to a reward? 
This is where traimng with 
treats breaks down-they can­
not be used as the ONLY 
reward. People would not get 
addicted tO slot machines if !.hey 
got the exact same reward every 
time. 

This is the point at which the 
"sit" exercise becomes useful­
the dog knows he will earn 
something good, and is usually 
eager to perform the behavior. 
You are not asking for a sit-stay, 
and you are not asking for the 
moon. You are just requesting 
that the dog's bull make contact 
with the floor for a second as an 
act of deference to you-You 
have just taught your dog to say 
''please''! We'll talk more on 
the practical application of this 
program in a future anicle.
