Impasse doesn't spell doom 
for budget, speaker says

FR.A.~KFORT - An impasse 
that has stalled budget ncgotia· 
tions between House and Senate 
leaders is temporary and does not 
spell doom for the development 
of Kentucky's spending plan for 
the next two years, House 
Speaker Jody Richards said 
Friday.

Negotiations were expected to

Members of the conference 
committee ct up to resolve dif­
ferences between House and 
Senate budget proposals had dis­
agreed on which budget docu­
ment should be the tarting point 
of negotiations. Senators wanted 
to use lhe budget propo!;al they 
passed earlier this week. House 

members in isted on using a doc 
ument listing only the differences 
between lhc House and Senate 
versions of the budget. 

The conference committee is 
charged with meshing two vastly 
different spending plans. both of 
which total nearly $18 billion. 

Some differences, like how 
much money to appropriate for 
operation of the attorney gener­
al's office. have grabbed bead-

gusting winds. The county was smoky in several areas from 
scattered forest fues. Noah Tackett is a 10-year old student 
at Allen Elementary. When Nollh came home from school 
that day, he had no idea thai his life would change that 
evening. His Dad having been involved in emergency 
response for several years, had intrigued Noah about being 
prepared in the event of an emergency. 

That evening on the way home from running errands, 
Noah's Mom recetved a call from a fnend that the forest 
fire!\ were beginning to close in on her property and she had 
called the fire department, but they had fought fues all day 
and had not yet been able to respond. She was home alone 
and wondered what the best response would be. Doug, his 
wile and Noah let her know that they would be right there 
to see what. if anything, they could do to help. 

Noah Tackett 
When they arrived, they could see the glow of the fues just 

over the top of the ridge on the mountain just behind the 
house and Doug armed with nlke and hoe, flashlight and a "A Real Guardian Angel'' 
cell phone. decided to take Noah onto the mountain to assess how fa t the fire. were mo\'ing. 
About an hour later he called his wife on her cell phone and let her know that he and Noah ha 
been able to put a good portion of the ftre line out and they planned to keep doing o, until other 
responders could arrive. He said that Noah had become a little concerned becau e darkness had 
fallen and the smoke made it hatd to get oriented on your location. But he felt that it wa. an expe­
rience that he needed to have. 

The next call came along another hour and a half later. This one was not a good call. Doug had 
been on a boulder, and had tried to put out embers in a log so the fire that they were trying so hard 
to put out wouldn't start back. When he did so, the embers came up into his face. When he dodged 
them. he lost balance and fell. He had rolled about 30 feet and hit his head on a rock and hL right 
rm was broken. She could hear Noah in the background. Doug relayed that Noah wa fine, just a 

latlc scared. She asked where he was, but he too was disoriented from the fall: the location that he 
gave was not correct. She told him to stay where he was until re ponders could get to him. 

Meanwhile, Noah talked to his dad; knowing the signs of someone going into shock, he kept him 
talking. Noah then had the idea to take one of the several layers of shirt. off and make a sling for 
his dad's arm. Noah noticed that the fue was still moving in their direct ton. He decided to lead his 
dad off the hill. As others searched for them, they noticed that a flashlight beam occasionally 
hined mto the air, showing the location they were moving from. As the} got closer, you could hear 

Noah hollering to his dad to sit down and slide or that it was not steep enough to slide where they 
were.

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A 4-2 majority on the Kentucky Supreme Court needed 
only one entence Thursday to reject Gov. Ernie Fletcher' 
attempt to appoint another substitute justice to mle on his 
own patronage scandal case. 

It wasn'tjust a victory for Attorney General Greg 
Stumbo. who a. ked the com1 to stop the appointment. The 
n1ling help shore up public trust in state government as the 
case goes to oral argument Tuesday. 

Fletcher has repeatedly missed opportunities to repair 
self-inflicted political damage throughout his efforts to stop 
the grand jury from indicting his aides and filing a final 
report. His tin ear to public sentiment ha · repeatedly landed 
him on his ear. The state constitution gives the governor 
power to appoint substitute justices "if as many as two jus­
tices decline or are unable to it tn the trial of any cause.'' 
The framers did not anticipate that a governor might then 
get to name who will judge a case thm could make or break 
his own political future. 

After Chief Justice Joseph Lambert and Justice John 
Roach withdrew from the case tRoach wa. Fletcher's gen­
eral counsel), the governor could have created an impartial 
panel to nominate substitute ju tices. Instead he named two 
who contributed to his political campaigns. Circuit Judge 
Jeffrey T. Burdette of Mount Vernon had the grace also to 
withdraw. He did so last week "to eliminate any perception 
of partiality, ensure the integrity of the judiciary, and pre­
vent any taint whatsoever upon the ultimate decision of the 
Supreme Court of Kentucky.'' Lexington attorney Ronald L. 
Green, whose law finn repmtcdly holds Lwo state legal ser­
vices contracts, did not withdraw. 

So now there was only one vacancy. \Vhen Fletcher tried 
to fill it, Stumbo objected. since the con~titution gives a 
governor power to appoint only in cases of two or more 
vacancies. 

The courts have been rocked by such egregious abu es as 
those seen in the Judge Joseph '"Jay'' Bamberger fen-phen 
diet pill case. If anything, all sides in the hiring scandal 
case starting with Fletcher ought to be doubly fanatical 
about keeping the courts free of even the appearance of 
improper political influence, since that's what the case itself 
is about.

During the past year. one of the philo­
sophical justifications for the Bush 
ad mini strati on's 
approach to govern­
ment has collapsed. 
It held that Pr!!sident 
Bush was a "big­
government conser­
vative," or in the 
more ~triking for­
mulation of the 
int1uential, Bush­
friendly journalist 
Fred Barnes, a

conservative." 

ln theory. &trong­
govemment cmhen'atism is alluring. If 
government is going to do something, it 
ought to do it well. In practice, however, 
strong-goYernment conservatism has 
mostly been a rationalization for lazy 
and politically expedient accretions to 
government. lt hasn't given us a strong 
government, but a further-sprawling 
government that in many ways is con­
temptible. 

Take the response to Hurricane 
Katrina. The Department of Homeland 
Security should be a perfect forum for 
strong government. Congre s and the 
president identified a goal - preventing 

terrorists from attacking us on our soil 
- and named a new federal department 
after it: Homeland Security. They threw 
22 disparate government agencies 
together, apparently on the theory that 
bigger is stronger. 

In the House report on Katrina. there 
was one target for criticism U1ut has gone 
unnollced - big. government itself. The 

rep01t notes how 
important it was 
to share informa­
tion "within agen­
cies" and .. across 
departments." It 
dido 't happen: 
"Unfortunately, 
no government 
does these things 
well, e pecially 
big governments.''

But these kinds of programs hardly 
necessitate an ever-expanding federal 
govemmeht. According to Bnan Riedl 
of rhe Heritage Foundation, nondefen e, 
nonsecurity and non-Katrina-related dis­
cretionary spending has increased 34 
percent since 200 I. Huge entitlements 
like Medicare, Medicaid and Social 
Security are growing at 6 percent to 9 
percent annually. 

None of this makes for strong gov­
ernment in lhe conservative sense. It cre­
ates a self-perpetuating appetite for even 
more government. As spending increas-
es, so does pressure for higher taxes. 
This threatens the most successful Bush 
domestic initiative, which is of the old­
fashioned limited-government variety: t.l 
tax cuts that helped boost the most 
important factor in national strength and 
well-being, a strong private sec10r. 

When lhe GOP begins its post-Bush 
departure - roughly after the midtenn 
elections in November, when the 2008 
presidential nomination race begins -
"big-government conservatism" will 
probably end up on the ash heap. The 
party will have to relearn what it used to 
know: A strong govemmem is a limited 
government.

Stargill. She also raised a ques­
tion about the search when she 
found out that a consent to 
search fonn was signed by Hall 
after the officers collected the 
items found at the scene and that 
they initiated their search with 
only verbal consent. 

Judge James Allen ruled that 
the case merited going before 
the grand jury, which prompted 
Jones to inquire about lowering 
her clients' bonds. Stargill is cur­
rently being held on a $30,000 
cash bond and has waived an 
extradition hearing to be trans­
ported to Virginia.

Marcum noted that the com­
monwealth would have no 
objectjon to revisiting the bond 
issue for both women but said 
that Stargill's status as a fugitive 
negated any such consideration 
for him.

TOM: No, it 
docsn 't, Linda. 
My first 
thought is that 
you shouldn't 
do anything. 
These knuckle­
heads are just 
wasting their 
money by 
burning expen­

sive gasoline, reducing their 
already lousy mileage from lO 
miles per gallon to nine and a 
half and . lowly going broke. 
Don't interfere. 

RAY: Well, that's a little 
harsh. You might take a kinder 
approach, Linda, and just move 
the car randomly to someone 
else's driveway. That'll mess 
with their heads. 

TOM: Actually, they proba­
bly JUSt don't know that warm­
ing up a car is completely 
unnecessary. Modem cars don't 
need to be wanned up at all -
even where there IS real winter. 
You start the car, you put it in 
gear, and if it goes - and does­
n't stall- it's ready to go. 

RAY: Right. Drivmg the car 
at a moderate speed, without 
hard acceleration, for a few min­
utes is the fastest way to wann 
up an engine. You don't want to 
jump right on the highway and 
floor it; three to flve minutes of 
"in town" driving is all it needs. 

TOM: If it's bitterly cold out, 
like 10 degrees, you might let 
the engine idle for 30 seconds or 
a minute, just to allow the oil to 
fully circulate and heat up a bit.

The fir:-ot-timc area openings 
are the result of action taken by 
the Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
Commi sion at its June 2005 
meeting. The measure opens 
approximately 11,000 acres in 
Ballard County for turkey hunt-

mg. but the change came too 
Late for the ncv. information lo 
be included in the current hunt­
ing gUide. 

"Considering Lhe outstanding 
fall acom crop and the relatively 
mild winter. we expect turkeys to 
he in great shape heading into the 
spring season.'' o;aid Steven 
Dobey. tur!•cy program coordina­
tor for Kentucky Fish and 
Wildlife. 'Those co~ditions could 
result in some reaJly quality birds 
being harvested this spring." 

The 2006 spring turkey sea­
son opens April 15 and runs 
through May 7. Legal shotguns, 
archery and crossbow equip­
ment may be used. Lead shot 
will h\! allowed for turkey hunt­
ing only. Unless exempt, 
hunters muoa po..,scss a valid 
hunting license plus a spring 
turkey permit. and the hunter 
educatton requirement upplies. 

During the spring 1>~ason, 
hunters may take no more than 
two male turkeys or turkeys 
with visible beards. and no more 
than one may be taken a day. 

Ballard and the Swan Lake 
Unit will also be open for the 
April 1-2 Youth-Only weekend 
for hunters ages I 5 ancl under. 
Turkeys taken during the Youth­
Only weekend count toward the 
two-turkey spring bag Uruil.

pant is bleeding. 

While the new regulations 

sound like a massive overhaul, 
aJllhcy're really doing is getting 
Kentucky in line with federal 
guidclinl.!<; and closer to lbc 
safety requirements used in sur­
rounding tate.-.. 

"We're very optimistic that 
we'll gel this package passed 
and in place as soon as possi­
ble;· said Chns Lilly, acting 
executive dirl<ctor of the author­
ity. "Kentucky has been a good 
boxing venue. hut it fell out of 
favor. But we're hopeful these 
new regulations mean that we're 
going to be a premier boxing 
dcstimuion." 

After Thursday's public 
hearing. the Boxing and 
Wrestling Authority is responsi­
ble for addressing any sugges· 
lions for consideration. When 
the proposed regulations are 
finalized, they'll then be ~ent to 
the General Assembly. LiJly 
said the best case scenario 
would have the new rules in 
eiTl'ct by the summer.

"I wish I kn~w when I was 
coming back," Palmer said 
Wednesday. ''The lao;;t thing I 
ne.cd to do is push anything too 
early and pu. h back the date 
thai I can really step on the 
field I 00 percent."' 

Palmer tore ligaments in his 
left knee when he wa:-; hit by 
Pittshurgh 's Kimo von 
OdholTen on his first pass dur­
mg Llw Steelcrs' 3 t -17 playoff 
victory 111 January. 

Palmer estimates his rehab is 
on -quartl!r complete and that 
he i '"exactly where I -.hould be 
at week I 0" of his program. 1le 
met with Cincinnati ml.!t.lia for 
thl' lir-;t time :.ince his Jan. 10 
surgery appearing confident and 
uphcat. 

Minicamp in <:pring is out of 
the question, he said. Training 

camp not very likely and the 
preseason iffy.

Barring disaster at Bristol, it 

appears that Gordon has rounded 
the comer and will be guaranteed 
a starting spot beginning in two 
weeks at Martinsville- unless he 
falls out of the top 35 again. 

Gordon said the turnaround 
began in the last two races of 2005 
when he bounced back from miss­
ing races in Atlanta and Texas to 
finish eighth at Phoenix and 14th 
at Homestead. Other than a run­
ner-up finish on the road course at 
Watkins Glen, those were his best 
runs of the season. 

''I'm happy with where we're 
at," Gordon said. "We've 
learned an awful lot We're bet­
ter experienced and have more 
knowledge and we're having a 
better year." 

Benny Parsons, a longtime 
NASCAR star. former series 
champion and now a TV ana­
lyst, is a Robby Gordon fan.

"He is extremely talented," 
Parsons said. "To build a team 
like that and be successful with 
a one-car ream is unheard of 
the e days. Would he have been 
better off staying with Richard 
Childress? Maybe, but what 
he's done is phenomenal." 

Gordon. who failed in a pre-

vious attempt as a NASCAR 
owner-driver in 2000 when he 
was partnered with Menard and 
Mike Held, chose to leave 
Childress' established team after 
the 2004 season and said he 
believes he is much more pre­
pared to succeed now. 

"I think my ability and expe­
rience are probably crossing 
paths right now," Gordon said. 
"There's a spot where youthful 
excitement and knowledge cross 
and I'm probably in that cross 
pattern right now. 

"I think I have at least a good 
five, six years, maybe eight 
years at it if we do it right.'' 

Gordon said he is proud that 
his team had few defections 
after the 2005 season. 

"We had hardly any turnover 
and that has helped us a lot," be 
said. "We're just in the building 
process with our race team. 
We're just fine-tuning now. My 
guys are working normal hours. 
We're not killing ourselves like 
we were a year ago. And we're 
just digging at it." 

With a sense of order estab­
lished. Gordon is now ready to 
look further ahead. 

"Getting in the races is all 
that matters,'' he said. "After 
next Friday (in Bristol), we can 
start racing and I'm confident 
we'll win races this year."

Reds deal 0 F Pena for RHP Arroyo

FORT MYERS. Fla. - Wily 
Mo Pena has amazing power. 
when he makes contact. 
Bran on Arroyo ha~ . hown he 
can be a reliable starting pitcher, 
when given the chance. 

Both arc just looking for con­
sL tency. 

The Boston Red Sox traded 
Arroyo to the Cincinnati Reds 
for Pena on Monday in a swap of 
talented young players that could 
fill a major need for each team. 

Arroyo was headed to the 
bullpen because of Boston' 
deep rotation, but the right-han­
der now figures to help 
Cincinnati's mediocre starting 
staff. Pena struck our in 37 per­
cent of his at-bats last season, 
but Red Sox general manager 
Thea Epstein thinks that number 
could drop. 

''Pena strikes out on a rate 
basis more than anyone else in 
the big leagues," Epstein said. 
"There is precedent for those 
(type) players developing a little 
bit more discipline. increasing 
theu walk rate and becoming 
better all-around hitters a. they 
adJUst to the big leagues." 

The 24-ycar-old Pena had 
more strikeouts at the plate last 
season (116) than Arroyo did on 
the mound ( 1 00). But Pena also 
hit 19 homers in 311 at-bats. 

"This guy has some crazy 
power. man.'' said Boston DH 
David Ortiz, who rated Pena's 
strength above his own. 

Arroyo can pitch a lot of 
innings and. if necessary. move 
to the bullpen. Last year he was 
1-+-10 with a 4.51 ERA in a 
career-high 205 1-3 inning .. 

Both players appeared to be 
happy where they were -
Arroyo with a tean1 he enjoyed 
ant.! Pena finally getting a 
chance to start regularly in left 
field after playing no more than 
LOO games in any of his prcvi-

ous three seasons. 
The right-handed hitting 

Pen a will be Boston's fourth 
outfielder, with most of his 
playing time likely cooling as a 
fill-in for left-handed hitting 
right fielder Trot Nixon against 
lefty pitchers. 

The Reds had to keep Pena in 
the majors the past three sea­
sons, or place him on waivers, 
after he ran out of options in 
2002 at the age of 20. He was 
just 17 when he signed a five­
year maJOr league contract with 
the New York Yankees in April 
1999. 

'·He hasn't had time to devel­
op" in the minors, Epstein said. 
"He's still a really dangerous threat 
against left-handed pitching." 

Pena was surprised by the 
deal. 

"I just want to be on a tean1 
and play every day,'' he said. 

He could get that chance in 
2007 because Nixon is eligible 
for free agency after this season. 

Pena, who igned a $1.25 
million contract for 2006, can't 
become a free agent until after 
the 2008 season. He batted .254 
with 51 RBis and 20 walks last 
season. For the Dominican 
Republic in the World Baseball 
Classic, he had four single and 
three strikeouts in lO at-bats. 

The trade improves the Reds 
on defense. not one of Pena's 
strengths. Adam Dunn. who 
moved to first base when Sean 
Casey wa.c; traded to Pitt'\burgh. 
can return to left ticld. Scott 
Hatteberg. a free agent who 
played with Oakland last year, 
v.ill play rust. 

"Signing Haneberg was the 
key'" to the deal, Reds general 
manager Wayne Krivsky said. 

Bo too still has Curt Schilling. 
Josh Beckett, Man Clement, Tun 
Wakefield, David Wells and Jon 
Papelbon as starters. 

Cincinnati needs the 29-ycar­
old Arroyo to start, and Krivsky 
was wilJjng to give up a raw tal-

ent who could develop into an 
outstanding power hitter. 

··1 can't worry about that," 
Krivsky said. "This trade makes 
us a better team now.'' 

Arroyo. who loved playing in 
Bo ron. took a homerown discount 
when he signed an $11.25 million, 
three-year contract Jan. 19. 

"We· re disappointed, as is 
Bronson. that our prediction has 
come true," said Arroyo's agent, 
Gregg Clifton. •·After taking a 
discounted deal to remain with 
the Red Sox, he will not throw 
one pitch under that deal as a 
member of the Red Sox. We cer­
tainly respect the Red Sox's 
right to run their business. 1 
understand their desire to 
always improve their team." 

Epstein said the club tol4f 
Arroyo it couldn't guarantee he 
wouldn't be traded. 

"I don't think it was a huge 
factor" in Cincinnati's decision 
to make the trade. Epstein said, 
"because if he was on just a one­
year contract which really 
would have been the alternative 
in a negotiation. then he still 
would have been under the club 
control for three years." 

The trade came one day after 
Arroyo's only good outing in 
four exhibition starts - five 
scoreless innings in a 3-1 win 
over Baltimore. 

"Because we have depth, we 
might not have been able to get 
enough our of him,'' Red Sox 
manager Terry Francona said, 
''and that's not a knock on him." 

Boston claimed Arroyo off 
waivers from Pittsburgh before 
the 2003 cason. In 126 major 
league games. he is 33-33 with a 
4.59ERA. 

The trade was difficult "from a 
personal standpoint,'' Epstein said. 

"I really admire Bron on," he 
added. bul "if I allowed my per­
sonal feeling· ... (to) affect our 
judgment in what we thought was 
best for the organization, then I 
wouldn't be doing my job.''

Isaac Newton (1642-1727)

In 1903, Marie and

In 1905, Albert Einstein 
demonstrated mathematically 
that mass rs a form of energy

energy and opened many new 
doors for physicists studying 
and experimenting with forms 
of energy. 
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The word energy come fro1n the Greek word for "work." 
Energy i all around us. It cannot be c ·eated or destroyed, 

but it can change form. Energy is defined a omething that 1nakes 
things happen or the capacity to do \vork. 

Invented by the '17th-century scientist, 
Newton's cradle demonstrates the law 
of conservation of momentum and 
energy. It consists of metal balls 
(usually five or seven) hanging from a 
frame. When an end ball is pulled and 
released, it swings and Ms the next 
ball. The energy and momentum from 
that ball is transmitted to the ball on the 
far end. (If you release more than one 
ball, an equal number will react on the 
opposite side.) Friction and elasticity 
cause the balls to slowly stop moving. If one ball strikes from height y, 

one ball flies up from the other 
side to height y. 

Kinds of energy: Form and function 
There are two basic kinds of energy. (All other forms of energy 
are made up of one or both of these fundamental forms.) 
Energy that moves is called kinetic energy. Energy that is stored 
(not being used) Is called potential energy.

Kinetic energy is found in 
anything that moves: waves, 
electrons, atoms, molecules, 
substances and objects.
