State settles first 
mine-safety case 
against a company

LOt.:JSVILLE - The 
owner of an eastern 
Kentucky mining company 
has settled with the state in 
Kentucky's ti rst case again ·t 
a company alleging nune­
o;afcty violations, officials 
o;aid. 

Such violations have been 
reserved mo~tly for individu­
als in the past, but new mine­
.;;afety regulations made it 
easier for the state to pursue 
.such cases. Now. proof that 
t11c violation was intentional 
or was ordered by the mine 
owner IS not required. 

The Kentucky Mine 
Safety Review Commission 
approved the agreement 
April 13. 

Tony Oppegard, who 
prosecuted cases for the 
Kentucky mine-safety 
agency unul last year and 
brought charges in the Stump 
case, said the penalties were 
too low. 

"Working over a red tag is 
a blatant violation - about 
the most seriom violatjon 
you can commit.'' Oppegard 
said. 

Oppegard said Stump. 
who owned half of 
Highlands, could have been 
cited for multiple offenses, 
each of which carried a 
$10.000 tine The company 
could have been fined more 
than $1 million, Oppegard 
said.

Truthfully, the idea of 
Williams as a madcap dad lead­
ing his reluctant family on the 
RV sojourn from hell sound~ 
like a giddy. goofy way to let a 
carefree 90 minutes pass. 

Yet other than occasional 
glimmers of witty dialogue, the 
script by Geoff Rodkey ("The 
Shaggy Dog," "Daddy D'ay 
Care") amounts to four llat 
tires and a busted radiator hose. 
Lame jokes and sight gags are 
repeated so often you feel 
you're driving in Circles. 

The story is built on a clum­
sy premise to put Williams and 
family on the road. Williams' 

fails to prosecute three thugs 
who tortured him and several 
other customers during a bank 
robbery. Teaming up with a 
sympathetic hood leads to a 
final showdown with the thugs 
and lots of lead is spent. This 
came out around the time of 
"'Death Wish'' and is a more 
thoughtful version of that story 
and not as mhilistjc. The film 
benefits from tight directton by 
Enzo Castellari, who wrote and

movies. 

Along with endless tumbles, 
falls and spills, Williams is 
called on to take a fecal show­
er, feign dtarrhea in the woods 
and spend a good chunk of time 
either perched on a toilet or 
searching for one.

Trapped deep below ground by 
poisonous gases, the Sago min­
ers realized at least four of their 
air packs did not work, and they 
were forced to share the devices 
as they desperately pounded 
away with a sledgehanuner in 
hopes of getting rescuers' atten­
tion. the sole survivor says. 

Finally. resigned to their fate, 
the men recited a "sinner's 
prayer," scrawled farewell notes 
to their loved ones. and suc­
cumbed. some as if drifting off 
to sleep. 

"As my trapped co-workers 
lost consciousness one by one, 
the room grew still and I contin­
ued to !'it and wait, unable to do 
much else,'' Randal McCloy Jr. 
wrote to his co-workers' fami­
lies in a letter dated Wednesday 
and obtained by The Associated 
Press. 

McCloy' two-page typed 
letter offered the most detailed 
account yet of what happened in 
the mine after the Jan. 2 explo­
sion. The blast killed one miner 
and spread carbon monoxide 
that slowly asphyxiated 11 other 
men 260 feet below ground as 
they waited in the farthest 
reaches of the mine to be res­
cued. 

The air packs --- referred to 
in the letter as "rescuers'' - are 
intended to give each miner 
about an hour's worth of oxygen 
while they escape or find a 
pocket of clean air. But al least 
four of the devices did not func­
tion, McCloy said. 

"There were not enough res­
cuers to go around," McCloy 
said. He said he shared his air 
pack with miner Jerry Groves, 
as co-workers did with the three 
other mt:n wbost: devices were 
not functioning. 

In a :statement, mine owner 
International Coal Group Inc. 
said that the miners' air packs. 
also known as self-contained 
self-rescue devices, or SCSRs. 
were tested by federal invcstiga .. 
tors. 

"ICG was informed that the 
SCSRs found at the barricade 
were deployed and showed evi­
dence of use," said lCG Vice 
President Charles Snavely ... The 

I 

federal investigators did not 
note any defective SCSRs and 
all appeared to be in working 
order." 

Dirk Fillpot, an MSHA 
spokesman, said the agency and 
the National Institute for 
Occupational Safety and Health 
tested all the air packs recovered 
from the mine after the explo­
sion. Initial tests found that the 
air packs that had been activated 
would have functioned properly, 
he said. 

"MSHA is looking at 
whether the miners received 
adequate trruning in the use of 
their SCSRs. MSHA is also ini­
tiating an effort with State agen­
cies to ensure that miners are 
properly trained in SCSR use 
nationwide," Fillpot said in a 
prepared statement. 

The state Office of Miners· 
Health Safety and Training has 
not received any reports of 
problems with air packs, 
spokeswoman Caryn Gresham 
said. 

After the blast, the miners 
returned to their shuttle car in 
hopes of escaping along the 
track, but had to abandon their 
efforts because of bad air. They 
then retreated, hung a curtain to 
keep out the poisonous gases, 
and tried to signal their location 
by beating on the mine bolts and 
plates. 

"We found a sledgehammer, 
and for a long time. we took 
turns pounding away,'' McCloy 
wrote. "We had to take off the 
rescuers in order to hammer as 
hard as we could. This effort 
caused us to breathe much hard­
er. We never heard a responsive 
blast or shot from the surface." 

Martin "Junior" Toler, 51, 
and Tom Anderson. 39, made 
another, last-ditch attempt to 
find a way out but were quickly 
turned back by heavy smoke 
and fumes. McCloy said. 

"We were worried and afraid, 
but we began to accept our 
fate." be wrote. "Junior Toler 
led us aU in the Sinners Prayer." 

McCloy said the air behind 
the cwtain grew worse, and he 
lay as low as possible and tried 
to take shallow breaths, but 
became lightheaded. 

"Some drifted off into what 
appeared to be a deep sleep. and 
one person sitting near me col-

lapsed and feU off his bucket, 
not movmg. It was clear that 
there was nothing I could do to 
help him," McCloy wrote. "The 
last person I remember speaking 
to was Jackie Weaver, who reas­
sured me that if it was our time 
to go, then God's will would be 
fulfilled." 

He said he has no idea much 
time went by before he passed 
out. 

Groves' family members said 
Thursday they were grateful to 
McCloy, both for revealing 
details of Groves' final hours 
and for sharing his air pack. 

"If they'd both had one that 
would work, they might have 
lasted a little longer," said 
Groves' mother, Wanda, who 
suffered a stroke on Wednesday 
while reading McCloy's Jetter. 

Doctors have been unable to 
pinpoint why McCloy, 27, was 
the only one who survived the 
41 hours it took rescuers to find 
the crew. He left the mine bat­
tered and comatose and spent 
months in the hospital. He suf­
fered brain damage that affects 
his ability to hold a conversa­
tion. 

McCloy was released from a 
rehabilitation hospital last 
month. 

"I cannot begin to express 
my sorrow for my lost friends 
and my sympathy for those they 
left behind," he wrote. "1 cannot 
explain why I was spared while 
the others perished. I hope that 
my words will offer some solace 
to the miners' families and 
friends who have endured what 
no one should ever have to 
endure." 

McCloy spokeswoman Aly 
Goodwin Gregg said Thursday 
that McCloy's letter was given 
to the families confidentially, 
and he would not comment fur­
ther. 

Fillpot indicated that federal 
investigators have not yet spo­
ken to McCloy. 

"We read Mr. McCloy's 
statement with great interest and 
sympathy for the trauma he and 
the other victims suffered. 
MSHA looks forward to speak­
ing with Mr. McCloy for any 
additional information he might 
be able to provide as part of our 
thorough investigation into the 
accident and the events that fol-

lowed," Fillpot said. 
"We would like to reassure 

all underground coal miners that 
the SCSRs used in US mines 
have proven to be reliable and 
effective rescue devices.'' 

The Sago miners were using 
air packs manufactured by 
Monroeville, Pa.-based CSE 
Corp., according to the federal 
Mine Safety and Health 
Administration. The packs u~c: a 
chemical reaction to produce 
oxygen. The company's litera­
ture says the units have a 10-
year shelf life and require n0 
maintenance beyond periodic 
vi!mal inspections. 

The SCSR contains a ~mall 
window with a blue dot; if the 
blue dot is not present. then the 
SCSR is presumed to be inetTec­
tive and is discarded. 

CSE said the SCSR is used in 
mines across the nation and has 
worked in other emergencies. 
The company said it will inves-

MSHA shouldn't grant exibility to coal operators, union says

LEXINGTON - During a 
test run of temporary mining 
regulations requiring immediate 
notification to the federal gov­
ernment of a serious accident, 
one company was put on hold 
twice before reaching the right 
operator, a mine company repre­
sentative said Wednesday. 

Even then, they couldn't 
reach the right person to report 
an incident. said Ken Russell of 
Jim Walter Resources. 

''The operators should be 
able to manage the scene," 
Russell said. 

Russell's comments came 
during a public hearing held by 
the Mine Safety and Health 
Administration aimed at getting 
feedback on temporary emer­
gency safety regulations adopt­

Fletcher said be thought U of 
L was gelling "a substantial 
number of projects - certainly 
an amount that I think is appro­
priate." The state's $75 million 
in funding for the arena was 
unrelated to U of L's other pro­
jects, Fletcher told reporters. 

"It wasn't an either or,'' 
Fletcher said. 

The governor said U of Lhad 
entered a "memorandum of 

•understanding," and he hoped 
Ramsey would continue to sup­
port the arena project. 

"I don't believe in the long 
run the University of Louisville 
will pull out of the agreement 
with the arena, because it is 
good for Louisville and it is 
good for the' commonwealth,'' 
Fletcher said. 

Agriculture Commissioner 
Richie Farmer, a Republican, 
said in a statement that he was 
worried Aetch~'s cuts could 
make it harder for the 
Department of Agriculture to 
provide some basic services.

CHARLOTTE, N.C. - To 

gauge just how far Richard 
Childrt.:ss Racing has come in its 
company-wide b1d for improve­
ment, look beyond Kevin Har­
vick's success and Jeff Burton's 
resurgence. 

The true indicator is Clint 
Bmvyer, who quietly is having a 
tremendous rookie season and 
proving that Childress is com­
mitted to getting all three of his 
teams to the top. 

Bowyer is coming off his 
best run of the year, a fifth-place 
finish last weekend in Phoenix. 
He led 21 laps, his first lime out 
front in a Nextel Cup race, and 

' spent 269 of the 312 laps in the 
top I 0. Harvick won the race 
and Burton finished ninth, mak­
ing it a solid night for the Chil-

dress teams. 
But Childress wasn't around 

to sec any of it. The car owner 
wa on an African safari. 

''The boss is over there hunt­
ing and fighting elephants and 
tigers and whatever else over 
there in Africa," Bowyer said. 
.. But he'll be preuy happy when 
he comes back." 

Thrilled is more like it. 
Harvick is the backbone of 

the company. expected to com­
pete for wins and a spot in the 
Cha e for the championship. 
Burton is an experienced veter­
an slowly bouncing back from 
several years of struggles. 

But Bowyer? He's the wild 
card, a raw rookie given a full­
time Nextel Cup ride based on 
limited NASCAR credentials. 

Childress promoted him even 
though Bowyer had just one full 
Busch Series season and a single 

Cup start (a 22nd-place finish at 
Phoenix last year) under his belt. 
Based on his experience level. 
Bowyer is equally capable of 
staying out of trouble for a clean. 
safe run. or making a colos al 
error that could ruin his race. 

Competing in a deep rookie 
class that includes two-time 
Busch Series champion Martin 
Truex Jr., holshot Reed Soren­
son and Tony Stewart's two 
teammates at Joe Gibbs Racing 
(J.J. Yelcy and Denny Hamlin), 
no one besides Childress 
expected much out of Bowyer 
this first year. 

"Everybody was looking at 
these other guys who had won 
some races, so for him to be able 
to be in there and do what he's 
done, I'm proud of him," Chil­
dress said last month. "He'll only 
get better as the year goes on." 

If that's true, then Bowyer 

could find himself in the Chase. 
He's currently 12th in the stand­
ings. 308 points behind leader 
Matt Kenscth - well within rhe 
400-point cutoff to make the 
playoffs. 

He heads to Talladega Super­
speedway this weekend with the 
same car he drove to an impres­
sive sixth-place finish in the 
season-opening Daytona 500. 
Bowyer wants a similar show­
ing this weekend. 

"As I learned in Daytona, 
you've got to be there at the end 
with all the fenders on it to be 
able to race for a win," he said. 
"We were there at the end and 
had all the fenders on it and were 
able to get up to sixth place. That 
was a big part of it and it's going 
to be a bigger part of it now." 

Recognizing the big picture is 
a large part of what it takes to 
succeed, especially at RCR. The 

car owner has had an eclectic 
mix of drivers since his team was 
turned upside down following 
Dale Earnhardt's death in 200 I. 

Harvick replaced Earnhardt 
five days later, and he's been the 
only constant as Childress has 
juggled several different lineups 
over the past five years. He 
finally may have it right with 
the addition of Bowyer in the 
No. 07 Chevrolet. 

Dave Blaney drove the car last 
year. and although there was har­
mony among the teammates, 
Blaney didn't have the desired 
on-track penormancc. Now RCR 
is getting both from Bowyer, and 
it's got everyone at ease. 

"Clint and I are really close 
as friends, we do things off the 
race track together as much as 
our schedule allows," said Har­
vick. "Jeff brings a veteran atti­
tude to the ream. He under-

stands a lot of things and has a 
very politically correct approach 
to things. which is the exact 
opposite of me. 

"So 1 feel like it is a really 
good balance teammate wise 
and everybody help!> everybody 
and docs what they can to make 
sure everybody is going good. 
This is the first time I have ever 
been a part of that at RCR. It 
was usually everybody racing 
against each other." 

For Bowyer, figuring out 
where he fits in at RCR was half 
the batUc. 

"Kevin Harvick, everybody 
knows his personality, and Jeff 
Burton is pretty laid back, expe­
rienced and pretty polished," 
Bowyer said. ''1 think I'm kind 
of in the middle and it's a good 
group for me to bounce off of 
because you can learn bits and 
pieces from each of them. ·•

CHARLOTTE, N.C.- Tony 
Stewart is in championship form, 
Greg Biffle ha the worst luck 
imaginable and Kyle Busch is 
eerily similar to his big brother. 

All that became clear at 
Phoenix International Raceway, 
a race in which the drama sur­
rounded the drivers who didn't 
win. 

It started hours before the 
first night race of the season 

~even began, when Stewart's 
crew realized it had made a ~eri­
ous error that would cost the 
defending Nextef Cup champion 
his third-place starting position. 

~ 'ASCAR requires drivers to 
begin each race using the same 
tires that were on during quali­
fying, and Stewart no longer 
had his. A crew member acci­
dentally returned the et to 
Goodyear, which promptly 
destroyed them. The punish­
ment was being sent to the back 

of the field, a drop of 40 spots 
on the starting grid at a race 
track with little room -or time -
for passing. 

Stewart quickJy dug himself 
out of his hole. 

He advanced almost 33 spots 
in the ftrst 100 laps, no small 
feat considering he started at the 
back of the pack alongside 
error-prone drivers who could 
have easily wrecked his car. 

But that wasn't enough for 
Stewart, who raced his way into 
the lead on lap 218. Although he 
couldn't hold it for more than 
six laps, he held on to ftnish sec­
ond to winner Kevin Harvick. 

··we did what got us to a 
championship last year;· Stew­
art said. "We worked qur way 
from the 43rd spot and finished 
second, so I'm pretty happy. We 
just never got in a hurry. We got 
in spots to where we weren't 
really catchmg people anymore, 
and couldn't get by people and 
we had to work too hard and 
punish the tires too much. 

"We utilized the first 200 
(laps) real wisely to get to the 
front.'' 

Stewart is a notoriously slow 
starter every year, usually need­
ing until midsummer to hit hi 
stride. Not so this eason; He's 
got five top- fi vc finishes -
including a vtctory - through 
the first eight races. 

That's bad news to the rest of 
the field. Although Stewart is 
only in fifth place in the points 
standings, history has shown he 
hould surge this summer and 

put himseif in position to be the 
driver to beat in the Chase for 
the championship. 

Biffle, meanwhile, would 
probably kill for some of Stew­
art's karma right about now. 

Adding Phoenix to the list of 
races he's lost rhi sea on, Biffle 
has now seen at least four wms 
slip away. And this was the most 
devastating one yet. 

He led six times for a race­
high 151 laps. only to lose the 
lead when Harvick passed him 

with 10 to go. Biffle still had a 
shot at finishing second, but Ius 
luck ran out the same way it has 
all season: He ran out of gas 
with two laps to go. 

He went from second to 16th 
in a matter of seconds, leaving 
him 21st in the standings and 
166 points out of qualifying for 
the Chase. 

"It's frustrating as hell." said 
crew chief Doug Richert, forced 
to speak for the team because 
Biffle was so upset he left with­
out commenting. 

"Our whole year has been 
like this. I feel a little snakcbit.'' 

There is a silver lining for 
Bittle, though. 

He's now led the most laps in 
three different races, only to 
lose a strong finish because of a 
mechanical failure. accident or 
other freak mishap. Had his 
team been struggling, his season 
might be in bigger jeopardy. But 
as long as Biffl~ keeps running 
well. he should be able to make 
up some erious ground shortly. 

Biffle can also take solace in 
the fact that teanm1ate Matt 
Ken seth was also 21st in the 
standings at this point last sea­
son. and he rallied to make the 
Chase. 

"I have no doubt Greg' 
going to make the Chase." 
Ken eth said. '"He's running so 
strong there's no doubt in my 
mind be's going to be in the top 
LO at the end of the year. 

"He's got the cars that can do 
it and he's not doing nothing 
wrong, so I don't think he needs 
to change any of his approach or 
the team needs to change their 
approach." 

That might .not be true for 
Busch, who will likely find him­
self in· serious trouble with 
NASCAR later this week when 
the sanctioning body issue its 
penalties. 

I\ASCAR officials were furi­
ou with Busch, who started 
from the pole Saturday night but 
lost any chance to win when con­
tact with Casey Mears sent him 

spinning and mto the wall. On 
the same lap. far behind Busch's 
spin, a larger accident occurred 
that forced NASCAR to stop the 
race to clean up the track. 

A red-flag means drivers 
can't do anything. 

Busch seemed to have for­
gotten that rule. 

He sought out Mears on lhe 
track, gave him a retaliatory 
nudge. then drove his car to the 
garage for repairs. It earned him 
a five-lap penalty from 
NASCAR. and a meeting with 
officials after the race. 

Busch did himself no favors 
with his behavior. He and broth­
er, Kurt, are already two of the 
least popular drivers in 
NASCAR and Kurt earned his 
starus through stunts like the 
one Kyle pulled Saturday night. 

Kyle Busch once said he 
planned to use every mi!I.Step 
Kurt has made over his career as 
a Ies on in what not ro do. Per­
haps he needs a refresher 
course.

There have been race-day 
adjustments on the car that 
haven't worked and minor pit­
road foul-ups that have cost 
them, he said. 

.. All of a sudden, all that stuff 
has added up," he said. "Now, 
we've got to go say, 'Wow, real­
ity has set in. we're not running 
like we need to run.''' 

If things don't tum around 
soon, Mayfield said, it's natural 
for people to lose confidence. 
"Then all of a sudden the rumor 
mill starts flying and things start 
happening," he said. "This is

going to make or break us." 
Evemham wonders why 

Mayfield's team hasn't clicked 
so far, while Kahoe and Riggs 
have. 

"It's like having three kids 
and two of them are doing real­
ly well, but you're more con­
cerned about the one who isn't," 
Evernham said. 

Evemham and Mayfield met 
last week to talk about improve­
ments. Evemhan1 asked what 
Mayfield thought would 
increase performance and the 
driver pointed to upgraded engi­
neering support and better com­
munication among the team. 
"He just doesn't feel like his 
cars felt like last year,'' Evem­
ham said. 

Evemham said his organiza­
tion has made changes to the 
Dodge Charger and to the race 
chassis.

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What was 
B yzantizun? 
In late May 1453, an army of 
Turkish soldiers stormed and 
captured the city of 
Constantinople after having laid 
siege for six weeks. The last 
emperor of Constantinople died 
during this battle near the city 
walls. H1s name was 
Constantine Palaeologus. He 
had told his advisers that he 
did not want to survive the loss 
of the city. His death, and 
the conquest of Constantinople, 
marked the end of a civilization 
that had endured there for 
more than 1.1 00 years. 

Known 1o history as Byzantium, 
the city and its people were a 
small remnant of the Greek­
speaking eastern portion of the 
Roman Empire. 

Empire of 
New Rome 
When envisioning the Roman 
Empire, most people think of 
marble columns, togas. laurel 
wreaths, Antony, Caesar and 
Cleopatra. The Roman world is 
thought to be Latin-speaking, in 
Western Europe, and coming 
to an end mAD 476. when the 
last emporer was deposed. 

But, by AD 400, the most 
important territory to the 
Roman Empire lay in the east­
ern Mediterranean region. 
Centered upon the city of 
Constantmople (Istanbul), 
the Eastern half of the empire 
survived the fall of the West. 
Greek-speaking Orthodox­
Christian citizens of this empire 
continued to call themselves 
Romaioi, or "Romans. • Today, 
historians identify this unique 
civilization as Byzantium, after 
the orig1nal name of 
Constantinople. 

The Queen of Cities 
Constantinople was established 
in AD 330, strategically located 
between the Golden Horn and 
the Sea of Marmara. Its 
founder was the Roman 
Emperor Constantine the 
Great. At the point where 
Europe met As1a, he 
established the Greek city 
of Byzantium as the second 
capital of the Roman Empire. 
It was named Nova Roma 
(New Rome). Constantine's city 
1nspired awe in visitors from 
other lands. Protected by the 
triple Theodosian Walls. the 
population had swelled to more 
than half a million people and 
was larger than all of the other 
major European urban areas 
combined. The c1ty had piped 
water supplies. a sewage 
system, hospitals, homes for 
the elderly and public baths. As 
the successor to ancient Rome, 
it became the wealthiest city in 
Europe throughout the Middle 
Ages. Artisans produced a vari­
ety of goods, including silks, 
perfumes and jewelry, and 
trade routes extended to China. 
North Africa and Scandinavia.

At the east and west of the 
nave, the arches are extended 
and buttressed by addrtional 
half domes. The han domes are 
supported on smaller, semi­
domed exedrae (rounded pro­
jections). 

The oblong interior measures 
102ft (31 m) by 265 ft (81 m). 
and is created from a succes­
sion of domes that build upward 
and become larger. The main 
dome is 102 ft (31 m) in diame­
ter and 184ft (56 m} high. From 
it, 40 arched windows flood light 
into the interior.

Question: l was recently diag­
nosed with Sprue. I was told 
to go on a strict diet and eat 

no g . I am 62 and basically 
healthy. My docwr found this when 
~he worked up my anemia. Will I have 
this forever? Is there a treatment that · 
will cure this? 

Answer: Sprue, also known 
as celiac disease, or gluten 
enteropathy. can occur at 

any age. It can start in young babies as 

well as senior citizens. Over 20 per­
cent of the cases of sprue are in people 
over 60. Sprue is more common in 
women and people of European 
descent but is rare in those ofAsian and 
African heritage. It does run in fami­
lies. 

Often sprue has no symptoms at aH, 
and it is cliagnosed when an alert physi­
cian is doing a workup for another con­
dition such as fatigue, weakness, bone 
loss or even a mood disorder. I take it 
this is what happened in your case. 

Recent research has shown that

Anemia can· be first clue to Sprue 
sprue is much more common than pre­
viously thought. It may affect as many 
as one out of every 133 people in the 
general population. 

If you have this dir;order and con­
sume a food with gluten, your body 
undergoes an autoimmune reaction. 
Your hnmune system attacks several 
parts of your own body, focusing on the 
small intestines. This usually begins 
when the small intestine is exposed to 
antigens that are found in cereals and 
your body produces antibodies to them. 

The resulting inflammation reduces 
digestion and may bring on a number 
of gastrointestinal symptoms. These 
can include excess intestinal gas, bloat­
ing, cramping, foul smelling and oily 
or pale stools, and chronic diarrhea or 
constipation. In some people, as I men­
tioned earlier, ymptoms like weight 
loss. fatigue or weakness are not as 
specific to the o.r. tract. 

Given the wide range of possible 
symptoms, it's not surprising that celi­
ac disease can often be misdiagnosed. 

It's not uncommon for doctors and 
patients to confuse the intestinal symp­
toms with those of irritable bowel syn­
drome, or I-B-S. On the other hand, if 
gastrointestinal symptoms aren't pre­
sent, but the inflammation causes a 
decrease in the absorption of nutrients 
and vitamins this can lead to an initial 
diagnosis of, for example, anemia or 
osteoporosis. You are fortunate that 
your doctor was wise enough to suspect 
sprue as the cause of your anemia. 

Once the diagnosis is made with 
blood tests and possibly an endoscopy, 
the treatment is straightforward. Do 
not eat wheat. barley or rye or products 
containing even trace amounts. Oats 
are fine, but there carl be cross contam­
ination of gluten products in processing 
so be careful. Do not over-eliminate 
foods from your diet. Only wheat, bar­
ley and rye need to go. Get a consulta­
tion with a dietitian who is knowledge­
able about sprue. More food manufac­
turers are making gluten-free products. 
Always read your labels carefully. 

Some people in the early stages of 
the illness may need steroids to help 
reduce the inflammation in the 
intestines. Also, conditions caused by 
malabsorption, such as your anemi~ 
need to be treated. The good news is 
that with strict avoidance of trigger 
foods, your symptoms may resolve in a 
few weeks.
