PRESTONSBURG 
Fom1er Stumbo Elementary 
Schoolteacher Stephanie Tackett 
~aw six months added to her 
seven-year jail . entencc Friday 
when she displayed an uuer dis­
regard for the court upon her sen­
tencing and earned the additional 
time for contempt. 

The extra six months were 
added as Tackett was reentering 
her holding cell and loudly com­
plained about her sentence. The 
bailiff then escorted her back 

into the courtroom. where Judge 
John D. Camlill offered her a 
chance to share what she had 
said. Tackeu threw back her hair 
and proclaimed, "Thank you. I 
love this place ... 

Caudill nodded slowly and 
added six months for contempt 
of court to Tackett's sentence. 
which did not appear to phase 
her though she did not comment 
1urther. Upon exiting the coui1-
room a second time, she noticed 
a television camera and grinned 
widely, shaking her head as she 
was taken back to the holding 

cell .'

Tackett':-. l"ormal sentencing, 
which <.lid not go well either.

Poster, essay contest romotes

PRESTONSBURG- The sec­
ond annual poster and essay con­
test sponsored by the F loyd 
County Commonwealth 's 
Atmmcy's Office helped ra1se 
awareness in area schools about 
child abuse ~u1d saw 20 children 
take away an armful of prizes for 
participating in the event. 

The awards ceremony moved to 
rhe ~tountain AJts Center this year 
and the banquet room could barely 
conlain the 130 people who 
showed up for the event. 

The evening got off to a somber 
start as Commonwealth's Attorney 
Brent Turner explamed to the 
crowd why he teamed up with vic­
tims' advocate Kathy Lafferty to 
hold the contest. 

"By the time a case involving 
child abuse comes to our otTtce, 
something tragic has already hap­
pened," Turner told the guests. 
"This is the best way we could find 
to get the message out there that 
child abuse should not be tolerat­
ed. Hopefully it is a proactive mea­
sure and if it convinces one child 
that rhey don't have to accept 
abuse as a part of their life and that 
child seeks help, well we ' ve 
accomplished something." 

Turner also shared sobering 
facts about abuse, saying 800 cases 

were reported in Floyd County m 
2004. He funhcr noted that experts 
believe nine out of I 0 incidents go 
unreported. 

Lafferry was called up to make 
remarks and told the crowd that 
she is not someone who enjoys 
public speaking, but then went on 
to capture everyone ·s attention 
with her brief remarks which 
underltned why she believe~ in the 
contest.

The Senate should be a. h, med of it. elf for cutting fund­
ing of the Kentucky Legal Education Opportunity program. 
Gaining little in budget savings for the state. eliminating the 
program will put a considerable burden on the . houldcrs of 
those who depend upon it mo t. 

The vast majority of Kentuckians likely are unaware of 
what th KLEO program is. However, for dozen. of low­
in ome tudcnt at the univer. itie. of Kentucky and 
Louisville and Northern Kentucky University. KLEO has 
opened the door to a bright profcs ional future. Now, 
thanks to the Senate' decision. this door ha~ been abruptly 
slammed shut. 

KLEO was propo ·ed by Kentucky Chief Ju. tice Joseph 
Lambert and e tabli hed b) lh legi lature in 2002. The 
goal of the program was to increa the number of low­
income and educationally di advantaged student at the law 
:-;chool of UK, U of Land KU. The program al o erved 
to help the bar better mirror the ocial-economic diver ity 
aero the state - an important aspect for all Kentuckian .. 

Every year since its inception, KLEO has extended a 
$5.000 scholarship to five new qualifying students for each 
of three years at each of the three state law schooL. Sixty 
tudent have received scholarships through the program. 

Approximately 36 current law tudcnts will lo. e their 
KLEO scholarships a a result of this cut. 

, o why did the program get the ax by the e le .. -than-for­
ward thinking legi. lator s'? ccording to Repubhcan Sen. 
Robert Stivers of Manchester. chairman of the Senate 
Judiciary Committee. il. elimination wa. deemed necessary 
to help balance the budget. "The reality i · that we agreed 
we needed additional money to drop to the bottom line to 
stabilize the rainy-day fund and balance the budget,''

Really? The 250,000 saved through the cut- the amount 

the Hou. e included in it. budget for funding of the program 
- i. an insignificant fraction of the state's $18 billion bud­
get.

Tackett snapped her child with 
rubber bands as punishment for 
not paying attention to her. That 
case was continued so that her 
sentencing in circuit court could 
be finished before tackling the 
misdemeanor charge. 

Tacken opted to enter the 
plea Feb. 28 -- one day before 
her trial was scheduled to begin 
-- after a conference with Doug 
Adams, her previous attorney, 
and Turner. She agreed to enter a 
blind plea after hearing about 
the quality of the evidence, 
which included video and audio­
t.apes of two drug transactions 
conducted in September 2004, in 
which she sold Oxycontin to 
undercover informants. The 
taped evidence included the 
drug transaction that was dis­
cussed on a school day between 
Tackett and the informant which 
occurred on the school grounds. 
At that time. Turner noted it was 
a wise move on Tackett's part. as 
Floyd County juries have been 
tough on drug cases and award­
ed maximum sentences to the 
last two defendants found guilty 
of trafficking charges. 

Tackett. however, didn't con­
duct herself very well at her pre­
sentencing investigation and 
told the probation officer that 
she felt murderers were treated 
better than drug dealers. She 
backed off of those comments in 
court Friday, when Caudill 
asked her to name an instance 
where a convicted murderer was 
given a light sentence in Floyd 
County. 

Tackett turned down a plea 
offer in the case last year which 
would have netted her a five­
year prison term.

pair agreed to divorce three months after the 
birth of their daughter. 

that the charges should stem from the last 
place Patty was seen alive. 

Newton was choked up throughout 
speech and often paused to catch his brealh 
throughout his time on the podium. He even 
apologized for taking so long to get llu"ough 
his thoughts but the audjence hung on hi ' 
every word and colleclivcly nodded their 
apprO\:aJ of his \ovords even as he apologized 
for talcing !'O long to express them. 

Newton described the ordeal for the audi­
ence and said that the family had given up 
any hope of ever seejng Patty again.

Director Walter Hill (''The Long 
Riders,'' "The Warriors" and

hunted by Cajun poachers in a back­
water bayou in Louisiana. 

Good directors borrow from the 
best and Hill observes that tradition 
here by rnixi ng 
elements of two 
classic films.

"Deliverance" 
(urban men lost in 
a rural ju»gle 
which may as 
well be the Ural~) 
and blends it with 
John Ford's "The

intents and purposes. invisible sniper) 
for a savvy take on trying to survive in 
a hostile environment while natives of 
said area make every effort to pick off 
the group one by one. 

The fllm opens with a squad of 
Guardsmen showing up for their 
bimonthly exercises which they con­
tinuously gripe about. For some how­
ever it's a chance to get all macho and 
scare the locals with burst of automat­
ic weapon fire. Unfortunately, those 
weapons are filled with blanks and are 
not very effective against a group of 
fishermen who stumble upon the 
squad after they have borrowed their 
boats without permission. The fisher­
men respond to the attack by firing 
their very live, and decidedly accu­
rate, ammunition against the squad 
and inadvertenlly slay the squad's 
staff sergeant 

Th1s act leave~ the gang rudderless 
and on the run from the Cajuns. It also 
places Sgt. Caspar in charge. Caspar's 
a decent fellow but he appears to have 
slept through the portion of his train­
ing that dealt with maintaining disci­
pline in the ranks. Trus leaves the 
group stuck in the swamp without a 
map, radio or live ammunition. To 
make malters worse. the group begins 
to fragment, which works perfectly 
for their hunters, who Lake them out 
one by one. 

The situation leads to de ·perate 
and reckless b0havior by the men, 
who decide 10 take a one-armed Cajun 
hostage after giving him a thorough 
beating and blowing up his house. 
Though they have no evidence that 
the guy was involved, they proceed to 
rake him pri!;oner and take turns inter­
rogating him, which proves difficult 
since they haven't spoken French 
since high school. 

Things go from bad to worse as !he 
prisoner manages Lo twn the tables 
and manipulate the group by playing 
the men against each other. It all 
comes together at a quaint Cajun vil­
lage where two . urvi vor ftnd that the

And "flattening" the tire does 
give you a larger contact patch. 

TOM: In fact, if you've been 
someplace where park rangers 
allow driving on the beach. 
they'll often require that drivers 
deflate their tires. Those tires 
may be set as low as I 0 psi, to 
expand the contact patch and 
keep the tires from biting 
through and sinking into the 
sand. 

thing for the average driver to 
do. 

TOM: Here's an example of 
how deflating the tires can get 
you into trouble. Lel's say 
you' rc at deer camp. Overnight, 
it snows 6 inches and you have 
to drive out You lower your tire 
pressure 10 or 15 pounds to give 
you more traction when you 
drive on top of this snow.

RAY: But there are no cir­
cumstances when ·overinflating 
the tires will help you get more 
traction. Overinflating leads to a 
narrower tread patch, less fric­
tion and less traction - which 
is why it's associated with 
slightly higher fuel economy.

KENTUCKY DERBY NOTEBOOK 
Trainer of last 
year's top 3-

year-old - Afleet 
Alex - sitting 
out this Derby

A year ago. trainer Tim 
Ritchey was preparing Ancel 
Alex for the Kentucky Derby. 

The popular colt would go 
on to fini:h third m the Derby 
as one of the favori£cs - a 
leng th behind long shots 
Giacomo aml Closing 
Argument - and then win the 
Preakncss and the Belmont 
Stakes. 

Ritchey was a rut, too. in his 
first Triple Crowt1 experience. 
He patiently explained the can­
cercharity Alex was runni.ng for. 
the colt's unorthodox training 
methods and Alex 's remarkable 
recovery from being nearly 
knocked to his knees by another 
horse before winning the 
Preakness. 

No limelight for Ritchey 
this year. His 3-year-old~ didn't 
develop into Derby contenders. 
so he' ll be watching the race on 
TV from his home base at 
Delaware Park. 

''It looks like my best shot at 
U1e Derby is when Aflcet 
Alex 's sons come around in 
2009," he joked during a recent 
chat at Del a ware Park. 

Allcet Alex was rettrcd in 
Decem bcr and stands at 
Gainesway Farm ncar 
Lexington, Ky. ln his flrst sea­
son at stud, Ritchey reported 
that Alex covered 95 mares. 

Watch for Alex's offspring 
on the Derby scene in a few 
years. 

As for next Saturday's race, 
Ritchey says all lhc favorites 
may have speed and wiJJ be up 
from. but look for a closer to 
come flying down the stretch to 
win - like Giacomo did last 
year. 

"I can' t see a speed horse 
getting away on his own," 
Ritchey said, adding he likes 
the chances of Point 

Determined and A.P. Warrior. 
A.P. Warrior is trained by 

John ShitTeffs, who sent out 
Giacomo to win the Derby at 
50-1 odds. 

STREAK ENDS: For the 
first time since trainer Nick 
Zito entered the Derby scene in 
1990. neither he nor D. Wayne 
Lukas will have a horse in the 
race. 

Lukas, a four-time Derby 
winner. leads all trainers with 
42 starters beginning in 1981. 
Since the first of Zito's 19 
starters (tttird all-time), either 
he or Lukas had at least one 
horse in the race. 

Since 1990. t11e only other 
Derbies missed hy Lukas were 
in 2001 and 2004. Zito, a two­
time Derby winnc1. was back in 
his barn for lhc Derby in 1992, 
1993. 2000, 2002 and 2003. 

BREEDING WINNERS: 
The Bluegrass state of 
Kentucky has produced 98 of 
the 131 Derby winners. Florida 
is second with SlX, followed by 
Virginia with four, Califomia 
and Tennessee with three 
apiece, ew Jersey. 
Pennsylvania and Texas with 
two apiece and seven states 
with one each, including 
Maryland and New York. Two 
winner were bred in Canada 
and two more in England. 

Among the expected Derby 
field the non-Kentucky breds 
include Brother Derek 
(California), Point Determined 
(Maryland). Sharp Humor 
(New York) and 
Sweetnorthcmsaint (Florida). 

Decidedly in 1962 was the 
last California-bred horse to 
win the Derby; Silver Charm in 
1997 the last Florida bred. wilh 
Funny Cide in 2003 the only 
New York bred and Kaui King 
in 1966 the only Maryland 
bred. 

GELDINGS AGAIN? 
Besides being the first New 
York bred to win the Kentucky 
Derby, Funny Cide also was 
the first gelding to win since 
Clyde Van Dusen in 1929. 

Since 1908, 107 geldings 
have run in Lbe Derby and five 
have won - Old Rosebud in 
1914, Exterminator m 1918, 
Paul Jones in 1920. Clyde Van 
Dusen and Funny Cide. 

lllinois Derby winner 

Swectnorthemsaint, winner of 
lhe illinois Derby, looks like 
he '11 be the lone gelding in tlus 
year's race. 

A VOTE FOR STEPPEN­
WOLFER: Mike Smith, who 
rode Giacomo to victory in last 
year's Derby, tlrinks another 
late-running long shot without 
many victories will win this 
year's cdttion. 

Smith. who does not have a 
ride for tbe race, likes the 
chances of Steppcnwolfer. 

"He reminds me of 
Giacomo," Smith said recently 
at New York"s Aqueduct 
Racetrack. 1'Steppenwolfer is 
doing what my horse did last 
year. Giacomo was finishing 
behind Declan's Moon- before 
he got hurt - and this horse is 
running JUSt behind Lawyer 
Ron in all those races in 
Ark ansa<>. 

'"But the further they run. 
the closer he seems to be get­
ting. and maybe he's going to 
get him in the Derby. The I 1/4 
miles really looks Uke it's 
going to rut this colt in the 
head." 

While Lawyer Ron, one of 
the Derby favorites, was 
sweeping Oaklawn's three 
Derby preps - the Southwest. 
the Rebel and the Arkansas 
Derby - Steppenwolfer fin­
ished second, third and second, 
respectively. 

PREP SEASON SUCCESS: 
Winning major Derby rep 
race doesn't necessarily mean 
success a few weeks later in tltc 
Kentucky Derby. 

While four of the past seven 
Derby winners have won their 
final prep, you have to go back 
to 1991 (Strike the Gold) Lo 
lind the next one to do it. 

The last four fmal prep-Derby 
winners were Charismatic 
(Lexington Stakes, 1999); 
Fusaictti Pegasus (Wood 
Memorial, 2000); War Emblem 
(Illinois Derby, 2002), and 
Smarty Jones (Arkan.~ Derby, 
2004). 

This year's major Derby 
prep winners are Barbaro 
(Florida Derby), Bob and John 
(Wood Memorial). Brother 
Derek (Santa Anita Derby), 
Lawyer Ron (Arkansas Derby) 
and Sinister Minister (Blue 
Grass Stakes).

A speedy start likely for a Derby 
filled with favorites who love the lead

LOUISVILLE Jockey Kent 
Desormeaux remembers the 
nrst tum of the 1998 Kentucky 
Derby, when he was forced to 
make one of the most critical 
decisions of his career. 

With a ''monster pull" on the 
reins. he took Real Quiet back 
from a contentious lead pack 
and onto a clear path near lhc 
rail with plenty of room to run. 

By the 11me the ficlJ entered 
the far tum, the leaders had 
worn each other out, Real Quiet 
had cruised into the lead and 
then held off Victory Gallop to 
win by a half length. 

"I decided I wasn't going to 
get mvolvcd with that lead 
group," Desormeaux said. 
"Those horses ended up playing 
pingpong. [ would have been 
part of il. and it would have 
winded my horse. By electing to 
move just a length back. [had a 
swan dance of a Jide - without 
complications.·· 

More than one rider. includ­
ing Desormeaux, may be forced 
to make similar split-second 
calls entering the first turn of 
next Saturday's Kentucky 
Derby. And thal's because the 
132nd run for the roses is shap­
ing up as a mad da<;h for the 
lead. 

Rarely has a Derby been 
filled with so many front-run­
ning favorites. 

There's Brother Derek and 
Lawyer Ron, both unbeaten this 
year by loving tbe lead and get­
ting there quickly. There's 
Barbaro, who has won all five of 
tti. races the san1e way - hang­
ing a half-length back and tak­
ing over around the far turn. 

Add a group of speed 
demons such as Sinister 
Minister. Sharp Humor and 
even Keyed Entry. and it's not 
hard to imagine a wild scramble 
for position as a full fleld of 20 
3-year-olds comes buzzing pa'>t 
the crowd at Churchtll Downs 
the tirst time. 

"It' II be a fireball into the 
first turn, a mass of speed going 
down through there." said train­
er John Ward. who won the 
200 I Derby \Vith Monarcho 
''I'll be surpri~ed Jf the dtrt 
doe. n' t explode into flames. the 
pace will be so ho1." 

Banging and bumplllg i' th\: 
usual fare ·when so many hors~s 
are gunning for the same spot 
early on. but once position i 
established the rest of the I 1/4-
mile race still has to unfold. And 

that brings us to several othn 
very fast horses who can crank 
up thl' spcl!d later rather than 
sooner.

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Junior's new paint job stirs some echoes

Father-son relationships are 
omplicated enough, never

oward 200 mph. 

Yet that's the delicate task 
)ale Earnhardt Jr. set himself 
his weekend at Talladega, hop­
ng to honor the man who taught 
nm the bu ine s while scaring 
he snot out of everybody else _ 
md still win the race. If that 
ounds like a tall order, keep in 
nind that NASCAR's reslrictor­
>late events don't allow much 
viggle room to begin with. 

But Junior has decided to roll 
n the old man's colors, swap­
ling the familiar red paint job 
m his No. 8 Chevy for a like­
tess of the black No. 3 car the 
ate Dale Earnhardt drove, and 
ee if it helps him channel the 
pirit that made ''The 
mimidator" the most feared 

racer of his generation. 
"'Everybody," Earnhardt Jr. 

recalled earlier this week, 
"always said be could do a lot of 
things with a race car a lot of 
other people couldn't.'' 

As if anybody needed 
reminding, Earnhardt Sr. was 
being inducted Thursday night 
into the International 
Motor ports Hall of Fame at 
Talladega. It was there as a kid 
that Junior rununaged through 
the exhibit soaking up most of 
his history lessons. And Saturday 
would have been Earnhardt Sr.'s 
55th birthday, excuse enough to 
recall his 10 wins on the track -
the last of which, in October, 
2000, marked the 76th and final 
victory of his career. His closing 
run that day is till considered 
one of the best the sport has ever 
seen. On top of that, one of the 
last cars "The Intimidator" 
zoomed past that day was being 
driven by none othet than Junior. 

But there's another layer to 

the story. 
It was at Talladega in 

October, 2004, when Junior, still 
working on his own legacy, 
learoed a painful lesson. He 
climbed out of the car after win­
ning at the speedway for the fifth 
time and fumbled to pay tribute 
to the old man. The win didn't 
mean much, Junior said during a 
live broadcast, since, "Daddy's 
won here 10 times." Only he 
used a saltier word for "much." 

Though Junior was being 
neither angry nor boastful -
exhilarated was more like it -
the moment that word left his 
mouth, he knew NASCAR offi­
cials were limng him up for a 
$10,000 fine and docking him 
25 point in the race for the sea­
son-ending championship. 

So while this might be the 
first time Junior reached down 
this far into his motivational bag 
of tricks, it won't be the first 
race he felt there was something 
left to prove. That's been the
