• ny Penn Virginia 
Resource Partners 
bought 69 million tons of 
coal reserves Friday, 
including an active sur­
face mme, to add to its 
fast-growing West 
Virginia holdings. 

The $65 million deal 
involves about.20,000 
acres in Logan, Boone 
and Wyoming that were 
owned by Tony Fork, a 
company owned in turn 
by Huff Creek Energy 

) Co. and Appalachian 
Coal Holdings Inc., 
according to a docu­
ment filed with the U.S. 
Secunties and 
Exchange Commission. 

More than two-thirds 
of the reserves are 
located deep under­
ground, while the 
remainder- 21 million 
tons - are part of the 
surface mine. 

Radnor, Pa.-based 
Penn Virginia said in a 
news release that the 
first of several mines 
targeting the under­
ground reserves will 
begin production next 
year. The company, 
which leases its 
reserves to mining com­
panies, plans additional 
underground mines, but 
did not say how many. 
The company said it 
expects production to 
exceed 3 million tons 
annually for 1 0 years 
beginning in 2009.

Fiscal court passes ordinance 
banning exotic animals

PRESTONSBURG - A Left 
Beaver man has until Wednesday 
to relocate his pet lion or he could 
start having to face fines of up to 

$500 a day for violating an ordi­
nance banning vanous exotic ani­
mals that the fiscal court adopted 
Friday. 

The animal received a lion's 
share of press coverage last month 
when Left Beaver residents asked 
the court to mtercede and evict the 
cat. According to County Attorney 
Keith Bartley, frightened neigh­
bors had taken to keeping their 
cruldren indoor · and carrying pis­
tols when they mowed their lawns. 

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt 
Thompson allowed the animal's 
owner, Barry Collins, to say a few 
words befon: the econd reading of 
the ordinance which also bans gib­
bons, Komodo dragon:;, gila mon­
sters and other exotic specie . 

Co!Uns was brief and fusl said 
that he had a petition signed by 
300 area res1dents who wanted 
him to keep his pet. He went on to 

note that he would be willing to 
build a bigger enclo urt: or even a 
new structure to house • Kitty' ' so 
that it "prohably" wouldn ' t ever 
escape. He finished his statement 
by acknowledging that the court 
had the final word, saying. ''I leave 
it all up to you." 

Bartley stepped up next and 
noted that he had done extensive 
re earch on the issue and consulted 
with wildhfe departments in near­
ly 30 states. He reported that the 
advice of all departments "'as 
unani.mou, and' each agreed that 
lions have no place in a domestic 
environment. He said that experts 
told him, '"We' ve seen it result in 
unnecessary offering and prema-
1 ure death of the cat. •· 

Thompson concurred. saying 
that what he learned wa~, ·'It's a 
potential danger to the public and 
the cat." 

Bartley noted that the court's 
fust dury was to the citizens of the 
county, saying, "We cannot take 
the chance of it 'probably' never 
getting out.'' He then made 1t clear 
that the intent was never to puni h 
Collins but protect the animal. He 

said that wildlife officials across 
the country said that private own­
ership of a lion is detrimental to 
the animal and that they can't get 
proper nutrition or exercise in 
smaller confines. He said that 
bone, hip and muscle deterioration 
are the norm among domestically 
interred jungle cats. 

Collins replied that he did take 
the animal to a veterinarian in 
Columbus, Ohio, regularly and 
that he made sure the animal got 
everything it needed and that in 
three years there had never been a 
mishap. Bartley retorted that one 
accident i more than enough and 
remmded the court that Las Vegas 
entertainers Sigfried and Roy 
spent nearly half a century training 
their famous cats but that didn't 
stop one from disfiguring one-half 
of the team during a performance 
two years ago. 

Bartley also noted that his 
research revealed a Nevada county 
had sued their city council for fail­
ing to take action in a similar situ­
ation. which made them liable

Mine deaths rise with coal prices; fatigue eyed as factor

HARLAl\' - ln the coalfields of east­
em Kentucky. tt's known as the hoot owl 
hi ft. 

In those wee morning hours. while 
most people in this small ea~tern 

Kentucky town are sleeping, crews of 
miners. wearing hard hats, steel-toed 
boots and layers of black dust, are still at 
work, digging coal from deep under­
ground. 

With coal prices at record highs, min­
ing companie's have been pushing to 
increa. e production, adding overnight 
and weekend shifb to keep conveyor 
belts rumblmg, and generating more 

overtime hours for miners who have 
some of the most physically grueling jobs 
in the country. 
. Now, industry groups and mine regu­
latory agencies are wondering if fatigue 
may be a common factor in the sharp 
increase in coal mining deaths this year. 
Already this year 33 coal miners have 
been killed on the job in the United 
States. all but three of them in the 
Appalachian coalfields. Ln 2005, the total 
wa 22. 

"It is something that needs to be 
looked at," aid Bill Caylor, president of 
the Kentucky Coal A ociation. "If we're 
cranking out more production with the 
same number of employees, miners may 
be working six or seven days a week. 

instead of five, and potentially not getting 
enough rest." 

Companies went in search of experi­
enced miners about three years ago when 
pnccs for Appalachian coal kyrockered. 
The coal i now e!Hng for as much as 
$64 a ton on the spot market, a threefold 
mcrease over the base price three years 
ago, sparking a boom that ha" rejuvenat­
ed the mining industry in these moun­
tains. 

Now, river docks are bustling With 
barges coming to carry away the region's 
black gold. Trains. laden with coal. rum­
ble out of the mountains en route to elec­
tric generating plants across the country. 
And coal operators have been pre ing 
miners to keep up the pace. 

ln a memo to employe~s last fall, 
Massey Energy Chief Execuuve Office r 
Don Blankenship tin·ed controversy by 
sa:ring producing coal is the Lop priori!).

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Less bad press, 
more leadership 

The indictment of Gov. Ernie Fletcher is just thl: latest 
negative headline chronicling a long line of debacles by the 
state's first Republican governor in more than three decades. 

Fletcher's tenure got off to a comical start when his plane 
ventured a little too close to Wa hington, promptmg an 
evacuation on Capitol Hill. 

He followed that up with an in urance plan that had 
teachers and state employee in an uproar. 

The latest incident, however, 1 much more eriou . 
Although misdemeanors, any charge of impropriet} by 

the governor is a black eye again ·t Kentuckian and good 
government in general. 

Politicians have long been known to offer up lush state 
job to political backer , which i:"~ why we have the Merit 
System in the ftrst place. 

We wonder why anyone would want to replace a veteran 
employee anyway. 

It stands to reason that someone charged with doing a job 
and who has done said job well would be a welcome addi­
tion to any taff. 

To terminate someone simply becau e of a political affili­
ation would be a disservice to the taxpayers who foot hi<; 
salary and depend on knowledgeable decision. to improve 
their quality of life. 

Granted, Fletcher has not been found guilty of these 
offenses and ha been adamant that there was no wrongdo­
ing. 

However, his early pardons of tho e allegedly inYolved 
were certainly questionable, as was hi decision not to fully 
explain why the inve tigation wa · occurring. 

Dismissing the charge as a political ploy by Attorney 
General Greg Stumbo is a slap in face to Kentuckians, some 
of whom sat on a grand jury that believed enough evidence 
existed to indict. 

Whethe.r guilty, Fletcher needs to addre ·s the issue in an 
open manner with those he is sworn to erve. Silence does 
not bode well for someone who ·uppo edly has nothing to 
hide. 

Kentuckians deserve answers. 
Kentucky deserves a governor who makes headlines for 

the positive influence he ha~ on the state, not for breaking 
the law.

may have purchased affected 
items prior to issuance of the 
recall notification." says Steven

and chief executive officer.

School shooter 
may be allowed to 
withdraw plea, go 
to trial 

FRANKFORT - A man 
'who ha~ been tmprisoned for the 
past nine years for a deadly 
shooting rampage at a high 
school in far western Kentucky 
could be allowed to withdraw 
his plea under a ruling issued 
Friday by the Kentucky Coun of 
Appeals. 

Michael Carneal, 22, was a 
14-year-old freshman at Heath 
High School in Paducah when 
he went on the rampage during 
an informal prayer service in 
1997, killing three and injuring 
five others. He is serving a life 
sentence in the Kentucky State 
Reformatory near La Grange on 
three charges of murder, five 
charges of attempted murder 
and one charge of breaking and 
entering. 

Carneal entered an Alford 
plea in theca e, in which he did­
n't admit guilt but acknowl­
edged that prosecutors had 
enough evidence to convict him. 

Judge William L. Knopf. 
writing for a three-judge appeal 
court panel, sent the ca e back 
to McCracken County Circuit 
Cowt. The ruling left it to the 
trial judge to decide whether 
Carneal should be granted a 
hearing to determine whether he 
was competent to enter the plea. 
If he is determined to have been 
incompetent at the time, Knopf 
wrote that Carneal should be 
allowed to enter another plea or 
go to trial. 

\1cCracken County Circuit 
Court Judge Jeff Hines denied a 
similar motion two years ago. 

Carneal's attorney said new 
facts have urfaced that show 
Carneal was much more mental­
ly ill at the time of hi trial than 
anyone suspected.

NEW YORK - The New York 
Mets made another trade to help 
their injury-depleted pitching staff 
Thursday, acqumng Dave 
Wdliams from the Cincjnnati Reds 
for a minor leaguer. 

The Reds got right-hander 
Robert Manuel in the deal and 
assigned hjm to Class-A Dayton. 
They also sent about $500,000 to 
the Mets to cover half of Williams' 
remaining salary this season. 
Williams is making $1.4 million 
this year. 

The 27-year-old lefty was des­
ignated for assignment by 
Cincinnati on Saturday. He was 2-
3 with a 7.20 ERA in eight starts. 

"We've added to our stockpile 
of pitching," Mets general manag­
er Omar Mioaya said. "It enables 
us to fill some holes caused by the 
injuries to some of the players we 
bad. It gives us nwnbers." 

In his last start, Williams gave 
up six runs in three innings of 
Cincinnati's 9-8 victory over 
Pittsburgh on Thursday. He went 
10-11 with a 4 .25 ERA for the 
Pirates last season and is 19-29 
with a 4.56 ERA in 74 major 
league games, including 66 starts. 

Cincinnati acquired him from 
Pittsburgh last offseason for ftrst 
baseman Sean Casey and cash. 

"We see Williams as a starting 
pitcher and we're going to send 
him to Triple-A with that in mind," 
Minaya said. 

The 6-foot-3, 190-pound 
Manuel is 22 years old. He went 8-
1 with a 2.06 ERA in 12 games of 
rookie ball with the Gulf Coast 
~ets last season. 

Trying to upgrade the back of 
their rotation, the ~ets acquired 
veteran right-hander Orlando 
Hernandez from Arizona on 
Wednesday for reliever Jorge 
Julio.
