The Hoe in 
the Wall Gang 

What a treasure trove of irony there is in the standoff 
between Congress and the FBI. At a time when Americans' 
privacy is threatened by the Patriot Act, by warrantless sur­
veillance, by identity theft and vast private databases, the 
Congress has chosen to stand for the rights of a man who had 
$90,000 in suspected bribery loot stashed in his kitchen freez­
er. 

Acting as peacemaker' is that noted champion of constitu­
tionallaw, President George W. Bush, ordering anything 
seized in the FBI's Great Raid on the Capitol Hill office of 
Rep. William J. Jefferson, D-La.- the cash was found at his 
home - be put on ice until the constitutional issues can be 
sorted out. At last, an issue that can bring Republicans and 
Democrats together, that can make soul mates of House 
Speaker Dennis Hastert, R-Ill., and Minority Leader Nancy 
Pelosi, D-Calif. It's not the war on terrorism, the burgeoning 
federal deficit, skyrocketing health care costs or even ear­
marked pork. It's the inalienable right of members of 
Congress, however sleazy they may be, to be secure in their 
Hole-in-the-Wall hideouts on Capitol Hill. To be sure, the 
FBI's raid on May 20 was unprecedented. Never before has a 
law enforcement agency of the executive branch staged a raid 
on the legislative branch. And to be sure, there really are 
Constitutional questions involved: 

• Does the doctrine of Separation of Powers protect the 
legislative branch in a criminal inquiry? Bush has adopted an 
expansive view of executive powers, including his authority to 
bypass the judicial and legislative branches, most glaringly in 
ordering the National Security Agency to monitor telecommu­
nications. Now, with both his allies and opponents in 
Congress in revolt, be's suddenly concerned. 

• Does the Constitution's Speech and Debate clause apply? 
Article 1, Section 6 reads, in part, that members of Congress 
"shall in all Cases, except Treason, Felony and Breach of the 
Peace, be privileged from Arrest during their Attendance at 
the Session of their respective Houses, and in going to and 
returning from the same; and for any Speech or Debate in 
either House, they shall not be questioned in any other Place." 

The intent of the clause is clear: to keep a president from 
having his political enemies arrested. The intent is surely not, 
however, to create a sanctuary for Bill Jefferson, suspected of 
soaking an Internet company for $400,000 in bribes and 
caught on tape stashing a briefcase with $100,000 in marked 
bills in his car. The loot in the freezer came out of the brief­
case. 

The FBI raided his Rayburn Building office only after 
Jefferson ignored subpoenas for eight months. Attorney 
General Alberto Gonzales stressed that the FBI had obtained a 
warrant for the search (ah, more irony) and that the material 
had been "filtered" to ensure that privileged material wasn't 
seized. 

This c6uld have been handled better. The Justice 
Department could have consulted with House leaders. 
Jefferson could have been served with a contempt citation for 
ignoring the subpoena. As it is, Congress' sudden concern for 
privacy, and the administration's sudden allegiance to 
Constitutional principles, come off as more than a tad self­
serving.

For example, there is 
a constderable gaggle of folk who think 
world oil production is reaching its peak 
and will soon decline. If that ts cotTect. 
then where's the mystery m ri ing prices? 
Furthermore. if the "peak oil" theory 
were correct, there would be no need for 
oil executives to con pire to gouge the 
public. In fact, the peak-oiJ theory i 
wrong. People have been predicting 
imminent exhau tion of world oil 
reserves since shortly after the fir t 
reserves were discovered. The world is 
actualJy awash in oil, not only the con­
ventional kind. but other kinds, such 
shale and tar and. 

But if there's plenty of oil, houldn't 
that rehabilitate the colluswn theory? 
Occam's Razor says no: explanations 
should be kept as simple as possible. lf 
two equally atlsfactory explanation 
account for a phenomenon, but one is 
more complex than the other. common 
sense says to go with the simpler. 

Outright collusion might explain n -
ing prices, but that's a more-complex 
explanation than the combination of 
things going on that already account for

A 
large profit that amount to ten cents or 
les on rhe dollar isn't so extraordinary. 
Oil is a heavily u ed commodity pro­
duced by a complicated industry requir­
ing large-scale capital investment. Even 
so. profit have not always been o attrac­
tive . Much of the time profit rates have 
been below those of other industries. It' 
even true in some case today. 

But thi doesn't mean all i well with 
oil (pun not intended but noted), and 
that's why 1 say the Washington cater­
wauling misdirects u from where we 
should be looking. The talk about puni-

SECOND READING: FLOYD COUNTY, KENTUCKY ORDIANCE #06-001 
AS AMENDED MAY 26th, 2006. 

ORDINANCE NO. 06-001 
An Ordinance Prohibitlng the Keeping or Holding of Wildlife that have ~een Identified by the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources as inherently dangerous to Human 
Health and Safety. 
Be It Ordained by the Fiscal Court of Floyd County, Kentucky, as follows: 

Section 1-A new ordinance of the Floyd County Fiscal Court is hereby created as follows: 
Section 1.1-Dangerous or Wild Antmals. 

(a) The keeping or holding of wildlife that have been identified by the Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources as inherently dangerous to human health and safety within any area 
of Floyd County is hereby prohibited and declared to be unlawful. This section shall not apply to 
any zoological garden accredited by the American Association of Zoological Parks and 
Aquariums. appropriately licensed theatrical exhibits, carnivals or circuses, any authorized 
wildlife rehabilitator or licensed veterinary hospital for purposes of treating injured animals. or 
any federally-licensed research institution. 

(b) The Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources has declared the following species 
of wildlife to be inherently dangerous to human health and safety: 

(1) African buffalo (Syncerus Catfer); 
(2) Hippopotamus (Hippopotamus amphibious); 
(3) Hyenas (family Hyacnidae), all species except arrdwolves (Proteles cristatus); 
(4) Honey badger or ratel (Mellivora campensis) 
(5) Old world badger (Meles males); 
(6) Lions, jaguars, leopards, or tigers (genus Panthers); 
(7) Clouded leopard (Ncolelis nebulosa); 
(8) Cheetah (Acinoyx, JUbatus); 
(9) Elephants (family Elephantidae); 
(10) Rhinoceroses (family Rhinocerotidae); 
(11) Gibbons or Siamangs (family Hylobatidae); 
(12) Orangutans, chimpanzees or gorillas (family) Pongidae); 
(13) Baboons, drills or mandrills (genus Papio); 
(14) Macaques (Genus Macaca); 
(15) Celada baboon (Theropithecus gelada); 
(16) Cavials (family Gavialidae); 
(17) Crocodiles (family Crocodylidae); 
(18) Alligators or caimans (family Alligatoridae); 
(19) Sea snakes (family hydrophidae); 
(20) Cobras or coral snakes (family Elapidae); 
(21) Adders or vipers (family Viperae); 
(22) Venomous rear-fanged spec1es (family Colubridae); 
(23) Gila monsters or beaded lizards (family Helodermatidae): 
(24) Komodo Dragon. (Varanus Komodeonsis); 
{25} Bears (family Ursidae); 
{26) Wolf or wolf hybrids of over twenty-five percent wolf; 
(27) Cougar or Mountain Lion (Felis Concolor); or 
(28) Any and all other Dangerous or Wild Animals as defined now, or in the future, by the 

Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources. 

(c) Any wildlife kept in violation of the provisions of this section shall be seized and impounded 
by the division of police and zhall be confined in a suitable place. 

(d) A violation of the provisions of this section shall subject the offender to a f ine of not less than 
two hundred dollars {$200.00) and not more than five hundred ($500) in addition to the reason­
able costs 1ncurred in seizing, impounded and confimng the wildlife. Each day such violation 
shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense. 

Section II-This ordinance shall be effective on the date of passage.

The ummers of my childhood bum bright in my

up in Preston burg. and the opportunity to 
vi it m) cou ins in the country was 

always welcome. I lost my Aunt Vi 
many year· ago when I was barely 

out of college, and last year l lost my 
Aunt Alice. These two mountain 

women taught me many les ons 
about life. 

Anyone who knew my 
Aunt Alice would tell you what 

a hard worker she was. I have 
seen her carry bucke{s of water 
drawn from the well. I have seen 
her put on heavy boot to feed the 
animals, milk lhe cows, and 
clean the bam. I have seen her 

weating in the kitchen in the 
middle of a June day so that her 
family could enjoy a home­

cooked meal. I never saw her 
behind a horse that was pulling a plow, 

but l bet she could have done it. Her marriage 
to my uncle wa a true partnership: he worked 

alongside him on any job that was necessary to keep 
the farm running. In the 1950's women did not work Uke 

this. There was men's work, and there was women's work.

My Aunt Alice was one of the warmest people I have ever 
known. My brother told me how Alice let his small daughter feed 
a bottle to one of her lambs almost two decades ago. Lailie was 
thrilled and will probably remember that experience all her life, 
just as 1 remember milking a cow (or trying to) with my aunt 
almo t 50 years ago. No matter how much work she had to do, 
he included ;,isitors in her world and made us feel welcome, 

especially children. Whatever strife there was in her life, I never 
felt any effects. She had a steady demeanor and a calmness about 
her that assured me that I was safe and protected at her house. 

The other quality that my Aunt Alice possessed that I admire 
was her comfort in her own skin. She was a hard-working 
Appalachian woman who lived on a farm with her husband and 
their eight children. and he lived what would be considered a 
simple life by some accounts; however, she lived the life she 
wanted. Wife and partner to her husband, mother to her own chil­
dren and to some that were not her own, friend and neighbor to 
those around her-those were her terms. This woman of 
Cherokee descent Lived side-by-side with the forces of nature, the 
sun and rain and wind, and her life as a farm wife revolved around 
the four seasons. I think he enjoyed every day of her life when 
she was healthy. 

There is great comfort 1n knowing that a special person is 
always there, at the end of the phone. or at the end of a drive in 
the country. My Aunt Alice lived in the white house at the side of 
the road in Goodloe for ruLmy life until now. When I was 600 
miles away, I could call her and ask about the weather there. She 
would tell me about the redbud trees in the spring and the autumn 
foliage in the fall. A constant in my world has changed. My 
beloved aunt is gone. but the special place she occupies in my 
heart remains. 

Thank you, Aunt Alice. for love and comfort for wisdom and 
beauty. for strength and steadiness. [ will always hold you close 
in my thoughts.
