Taken into custody 
were Regina Cunagin, 25, 
of Hager Hill: Brent 
Cantrell, 29, of Red Bush; 
William Brown, 31, of 
Johnson; and Rebecca 
Ward, 26, of Offutt. Each 
was charged with one

According to the victims the 
previous ca e. Arizo promi ed 
to make repairs to homes dam­
aged in the flood and collected 
thou ands of dollars in cash 

from each of them. He then put 
off making the repairs until he 
eventually left town after they 
filed charge:;. 

Several of the victim noted 
that he could be very charming 
and that he earned their trust 
because of hi handicap. He is 
mis ing his left leg from a 
childhood accident. One victim 
said he made a big deal out of 
not letting it slow him down

What accounts tor 1his "Moslem 
first'" mentality'?

ble for this bombing. Unfortunately. 
it only took a half dozen or so to con­
struct a weapon of mass destruction 
and only two in a rental van to set on· 
one dirty bomb in downtown London 
causing the death and injury of thou­
sands of innocent civilitms. 

Given the absence of any warning 
about actual terror attacks in the past 
by a close-knit Arab community of 
expatriate~ worldwide an<.l the nearly 
unifonn hatred espoused against non­
believers and the West by Amb lead­
ers, in Arab cla!\srooms, and the Amh 
media, one must wonder as to 
whether the tictional BBC movie 
"wurning" rctlects the true beliefs 
and actual behavior of real Moslems. 
If not. something must be done and 
soon with terror-supporting states 
such as Iran who seck to d velop 
nuclear weapons or those who would 
sell Moslem terrorist~ nuclear 
weapons or delivery systems such as 
North Koren.

His father thought it was a 
phase when his son told him in 
middle school he wouldn't 
play basketball again because 
he wanted to race in 
NASCAR.

"How could I not be 
happy?" he said. 

His quick progression con­
tinued because he found the 
video games, and eventually a 
full- ize simulator helped him 
learn how adjustments affect a 
car.

"The only difference is you 
can't really feel the force of 
the turns like getting thrown to 
the side of the car.

You can 
wreck a lot, hit the reset button 
and go again," Coleman said 
of his games. 

He finished seventh with 
his team in the 24 Hours of 
Daytona in 2005 and moved 
from Danville, Va., to

can also dry out the skin in the ear 
canal. This can cause breaks in the 
skin that can provide a breeding 
ground for any bacteria and fungi that 
may be introduced. 

Water is not always the culprit. 
You can make 'mall cracks in the del­
icate skin of the ear canal - and 
mtroduce germs into them by 
other actions. For instance. you 
might scratch the canal opening with 
a sharp fingcmail , or try to clean wax 
from the ear with an unclean cotton 
swab, a bobbie pin or another small 
object. 

Generally, swimmer's car occurs 
in just one ear, but it can be in both 
eap;, Usually. the fu~t d1iug you 
notice is severe. acute pain in the 
affected ear. By this time, however. 
the infection has been smoldering for 
everal days. Besides pain. there 

may be itching and drainage from the 
ear canal. 

Once the infection start , you u u­
ally need prescription medication to 

immunizations, TB skin te t, WIC 
program, blood pressure checks, and 
more.

make the problem go away. If it is 
not late at night or a hoi iday, your 
family doctor can easily take care of 
this problem. 

Here are a few good "ear hygiene" 
tips that might help you prevent an 
infection this summer. First, instruct 
your children not to stick objects into 
their ear canals. If they have chroni­
cally itchy ear canals, they should be 
taken to the doctor to get a d1agoo is 
and treatmenL This could signifi­
cantly reduce the itchiness and, c;ub­
sequemly, the frequency with which 
they scratch their ears. 

Also, after swtmrning or bathing, 
they can dry their ear with a hair 
dryer set on the lowest setting. Just a 
few seconds of the warm dry air can 
significantly reduce the likelihood of 
getting an infection. Be careful. 
Overdrying could cause cracks in the 
skin and help promote an infection. 

Over-the-counter ear drops can be 
used after swimming or bathing to 
help prevent an infection. These are
