Patrick N. Sampson, 34,

tomers. Patrolman Mike 
Baldridge and Sgt. Aaron 
Thompson responded to 
the complaint and made 
::ontact with Sampson, who 
they reported was ~intoxi­
::ated." 

The officers com­
menced to search 
Sampson and allegedly 
round him to be in posses­
sion of one marijuana ciga­
rette, 12 and one-halt 
Xanax bars and a pack of 
rolling papers. 

They charged Sampson 
with trafficking in a con­
trolled substance,posses­
sion of a controlled sub­
stance,possession of marl· 
luana,and possession of 
drug paraphernalia. 

After lodging Sampson 
at the Pike County 
Detention Center, more 
::harges were added when 
It was discovered that he 
allegedly had lolrought 
Cfrugs into the jail. Staff 
round three more Xanax 
bars in his undergarments, 
as well as two 
hydrocodone tablets. 
Sampson was also found 
to be in possession of over 
$4,000 in cash, with 
denominations ranging 
from singles to 1 00 dollar 
bills.

Deborah Wallen, 36, sat with her attorney, Jerry Patton, as a wit­
ness testified Friday to bringing one count of receiving stolen 
property !'lgainst her. The witness noted that several of the Items 
recovered originated as gifts from Wallen to his wife.

Hospital 
countersues 
radiologist

PRESTONSBURG 
Highlands Regional 
Medical Center and 
Consolidated Health 
Systems Incorporated have 
responded to a suit 
launched by a former radi­
ologist who claims that he 
was let go without cause. 

The institutions have 
countersued Dr. Paul Ellis 
and allege that he was less 
than honest when dealing 
with them by failing to di -
close that he was a con­
victed felon. which auto­
matically nullified an 
arrangement that called for 
the ho ·pitallo keep him on 
as full-time radiologist 
after he completed his 
training. 

The suit allege that 
EUis "concealed and did 
not disclose to defendants 
his prior record of 
felonies." 

The suit also alleges 
that Ellis failed to follow 
other terms of their agree­
ment, which included 
working with other area 
radiologists in a spirit of 

cooperation. They cite a 
disagreement with another 
physician which they tried 
to recti fy b) arranging a 
meeting between Ellis and 
the other radiologist. The 
suit note~ that the meeting 
never occurred because 
Ellis informed them that he 
would not make an appear­
ance if the other doctor 
was present. 

The hospi tal is also ask­
ing that Ellis relUm the 
$50,000 recruitment fee he 
wac; awarded in light of his 
failure to disclose informa­
tion which would have dis­
qualified him from the job. 

The suit also asks that 
Ellis be held liable for 
complaints he is believed 
to have made against the 
hospital which were 
referred to the Office of 
the [nspector General and 
were believed to have been 
filed after the suit was 
brought and are "fal e and 
defamatory," according to 
the suit. 

The hospital is asking 
for dan1ages and legal fees 
and has demanded a jury 
trial to delcrmine the 
reward.

"I had a high-school education. 1 was­
n't qualified to do anything else," said 
Cooper, a Beckley, W.Va. , resident who 
started mining 1n 1946. ''A long as I 
could do the work, I had to make a liv­
ing." 

But he increasingly labored to 
breathe, and decided to retire in 1985 
when the Westmoreland Coal Co. mine 
he worked in closed. That same year, he 
sought federal black lung benefit , which 
provide a monthly sum and medical 
treatment for fully disabled miners, but 
wa turned down. 

Professor Mary Natkin and a succes­
sion of students at the Lexington, Va., 
school handled his second claim for ben­
efits, hiring medical experts, taking 
deposilion , arguing before federal 
adminil;trative law judges, and answering 
Westmoreland's appeals. This spring, he 
finally won nearly $5 J ,500 in back pay 
and a $574 monthly tipend from the 
company - 21 years after he started try­
ing to collect bencfits.t 

Cooper, 78, is one of about 200 clients 
the pro bono legal clinic has helped since 
it inception in 1996. Under Nat kin·,

Perhaps the most iconic image of global climate change is 
what researchers refer to as the hockey st\ck. a graph chart­
ing temperatures in the Northern Hemisphere over the past 
I ,000 years that shows a sharp increase. angled like the 
blade of a hockey stick, starting in the 1990s. 

There is no mistaking the implication: After several cen­
turies of belching greenhouse ga ·es into the atmosphere, 
we're beginning to feel the effects. The graph's key messuge 
is that the 20th century was the warmest of the past millen­
nium, and that the 1990s were the warmest years of that 
warm century. 

Last week, a panel of the prestigiou. National Academie. 
of Science endor. ed that graph and the scientist who fir t 
published it, led by climatologi t Michael E. Mann of 
Penn ylvania State University. 

The NAS endorsement of the hockey stick delivered a 
sharp blow to the anti-global-warming crowd. Those 
denizens of denial and the industries that enable them have 
argued that scientist manipulated data and that flaws in 
computer programs skewed the results. They also have 
argued that the scientists downplayed uncertainties connect­
ed with the re earcb. 

The latter is a tough argument to make convindngly. The 
original title of the paper in which the hockey stick first 
appeared contains the words "uncertainties" and "limita­
tions," as in "rhe limitation of what can be inferred with 
these data." But that hasn't topped U.S. Rep. Joe Barton. 
R-Texa , and others from trying to undermine the scientists' 
work. 

Last summer, Barton gave Mann and his colleagues three 
weeks to produce reams of unpublished data they used in 
their study, a· well as detailed information on funding 
sources of other published work and an explanation of their 
tudie for the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change. 

Barton eventually backed down. but only after his demands 
provoked charges of attempted intimjdation and the presti­
gious National Academies of Science agreed to review 
Mann's work. 

That review was released last week. The panel found no 
evidence that Mann manipulated any data or that he relied 
on flawed computer programs. 

Mann was the first to stitch together evidence of global 
climate change from a variety of ources that included his­
torica1 records, tree rings and analyse. of ice cores. 
Although all science i subject to revision as more data 
accumulate over time, the ~trength of Mann's analysis is that 
it pulls together disparate pieces of information. It demon-
trates that what plant biologists find when counting and 

measuring tree rings corresponds with what climatologists 
find when they examine air that became trapped in glacier 
hundred of years ago. And in the seven years since Mann's 
original paper was published. scienti ts working around the 
world have va1idated his findings and expanded on them. Il 
will take more than one review panel, even this prestigiou 
one, to take the hot air out of the global-warming deniers. 
But the scientific consensus keeps getting more and more 
solid. That's bad n~ws for people who say global warming 
i a hoax. but it is good news for those who realize how 
important the stakes are and under. tand that the time for 
action has come.

Even for a laid-back kid from San Diego 
who wasn't old enough to vote in the last pres­
idential election, getting a shout-out from the 
p~sident was pretty "gnarly."

White acknowledges the months since Turin 

have been a blur. At one point, he welcomed a 
couple of minor skateboarding injuries - just 
so he could relax. 

"It was rad because I couldn't skate at all," 
he said. "It was nice just to go home and hang 
out with my family." 

Just not for too long. The road to success is 
littered with Olympic heroes who e 15 minutes 
quickly faded once the closing ceremony ended. 

White's goal is to maintain the momentum 
he gained in the Italian Alps. Now, with the 
phrase "Olympic Champion" permanently 
attached ro his name, he's ready for the next 

step in his career. 
He'll spend the summer on his skateboard, 

competing in vert competitions - skateboard­
ing's version of the half-pipe- at events such 
as the Dew Action Sports Tour and the X­
Games. 

"I just want to focus on being the best skater 
and the best snowboarder in the world," he said. 

A skateboarder at heart, White knows it 
couJd take a while to regain the form he had 
before taking several months off late last year to 
train for the Olympics. The rust showed 
Saturday, when White failed to make it out of 
the skate vert's preliminary rounds at the Sports 
Tour's first stop. 

Not that White's worried. He's got time. He 
sees himself doing this for at lea'it another 6-8 
years, which is fine with Wade Martin, the gen­
eral manager of the Sports Tour. 

Martin said having White involved helps 
give the tour buzz beyond its typical target 
demographic of teenage boys and girls who 
have traded in their basketball shoes for a skate­
board, helmet and knee pads. 

"I think what Shaun did (in Turin) is going to 
help action sports immensely," Martin said. "He 
is probably the face of action sports and the first 
face to the mainstream public since Tony Hawk., 
with the big difference by the time Tony 
became that mainstream face, he was done 
competing at th'e professional level." 

Martin isn't the first person to compare 
White to Hawk, an icon in the skateboard world 
who helped action sports transform from some­
thing kids did in empty backyard pools into a 
cultural movement making inroads on more tra­
ditional team sports such as baseball and foot­
ball. 

White doesn't mind the comparison -
which goes beyond their ability to make a 
skateboard bend to their every whim. 

Like Hawk, White is working on his own 
line of clothing. Like Hawk, White is develop­
ing a video game. And like Hawk, White's 
crossover appeal is undeniable, though he says 
he's not going to get too caught up in trying to 
match Hawk success for succes . 

''There's pressure from other people to say 
I'm heading that way," he said. "I want to 
become me, become who 1 am and do my 
thing." 

Which means maybe sticking around long 
enough to one day go for a couple of Summer 
Olympic gold medals to match the one he 
grabbed in Turin. There's little chance of skate­
boarding making it to Beijing in 2008, but he'll 
only be 25 when the 2012 Summer Games are 
held in London. 

Given the sport's rising profile and the 
International Olympic Committee's cagernes 
to keep the Games up with the time , it' not out 
of the question. 

''I would definitely go for it," he said. ''It 
would be pretty amazing to get winter and sum­
mer medals. I don't know too many people that 
have done that."

Transition to NASCAR rough for Jourdain·

MILWAUKEE - There wa a 
time when open-wheel racers looked 
down their no es at NASCAR, a fom1 
of racing they considered not as 
demanding or sophisticated as Indy­
style racing. 

But as the money in NASCAR got 
bigger, a few of those drivers sudden­
ly became more interested. Perhaps, 
as Roush Racing team president 
Oeoff Smith suggests, they came to 
view NASCAA as easy money - a 
way to extend their careers and 
remain competitive against what they 
saw as lesser competition. 

"!remember like when I was srart­
ing in Champ Car, drivers would say, 
'Those guys? Those guys are no good 
as drivers,"' says Michel Jourdain Jr .• 
the latest open-wheel driver trying, 
and struggling, to break inro 
NASCAR. 

Tony Stewart left the Indy Racing 
League to become a NASCAR cham­
pion, and Robby Gordon has three 
career vtctories. But others haven't 

fared as well. 
The list of open-wheel drivers 

who flirted with NASCAR in recent 
years but haven't established them­
selves as top-level Nextel Cup mater­
iaJ includes established drivers such 
as John Andretti, Christian Fittipaldi, 
Scott Pruett. Paul Tracy. Max Papis 
and Jimmy Vasser. 

So when it came time for Jourdain 
to decide what to do with his future, 
he didn't take leaving the Champ Car 
Series lightly. 

"I knew it was going to be very, 
very hard," Jourdain said. 

And so far. it has been. 
Jourdain drove for PPC Racing in 

the Busch Senes last year, but didn't 
complete a fuU season hecau~e of 
sponsorship issues. He's only ·ched­
uled to make a few Busch tart this 
year. and recently caught on with 
Roush te1 drive a partial chedule in 
the Craft man Truck Series - two 
rung below Cup. 

Even there, he hasn't been an 
instant succe s. 

Although Jourdain fin•shed a 
re pectable 13th at Texas Motor 

Speedway in his first tmck race for 
Rou h, he struggled at the Milwaukee 
Mile last weekend - a track where 
he won in Champ Car in 2003. 
Jourdain's previous experience at the 
track didn't do hm1 much good - he 
failed to qualify for Friday's race. 

Smith. who hired Jourdain at the 
urging of Ford Racing executives. 
said the team understands he IS inex 
perienced at NASCAR. But their 
patience will go only o fur; Smith 
needs Jourdain to show enough 
promise to attract U1~ approximately 
$2 mill ion in sponsor. hlp money the 
team needs to give Jourdain a full 
season in truck · next year. 

"We're very enthusiastic about 
having him here," Smith said. "We 
really hope it can work over the long 
haul But I till have to have a pon­
sor to do it" 

· Jourdain acknowledges he· till 
learning. He sa1d NASCAR cars and 
trucks are t;O different from open­
wheel cars - they're much heavier, 
not as aerodynamic and have kinmer 
tires- that at Milwaukee his previ­
ous experience actually hurt him.
