FRANKFORT- The 
state Transportation Cabinet 
has awarded the law firm of

$100,000. 

A legislative panel on 
Tuesday reviewed the con­
tract that went to former 
GOP gubernatorial candi­
date Larry Forgy's practice. 
Forgy had defended 
Fletcher and his administra­
tion throughout a 15-month 
personnel investigation by 
lhe state attorney general's 
office. 
.. Sen. Emesto Scorsone, 
P-Lexington, raised con­
~ms about the contract, 

,anoting the Forgy was one of 
l=letcher's friends. 
: "At first blush, 11 doesn't 
appear to pass the smell 
test," Scorsone said. 

However, Forgy sa1d the 
contract was awarded to 
another lawyer in his firm, 
and that he would not be 
doing the work on it. While 
the contract could bring in 
up to $100,000, his firm 
would likely not make more 
than $20,000, Forgy said. 

Forgy sa1d the contract 
wasn't payback for his sup-

• port and he called criticism 
of it •a cheap shot" He said 
the contract was for legal 
work relating to worker's 
compensation.

Fulks 
was later pronounced dead 
at around 7 p.m. 

Jacob T. Ward, 4, a pas­
senger in the car driven by 
Ronnie Ward, was first 
transported to Highlands 
Regional Med1cal Center 
then to Saint Mary's. Jacob 

Ward was wearing a seat~ 
belt, unlike the other two 
passengers who were not. . 

The driver of the second 
vehicle, William o; 
Chasteen, 57, of Lexington; 
was wearing a seatbeJr 
while driving his 1997 red 
Ford Ranger pickup, 
Chasteen was also trans-. 
ported to the hospital.

Before the partisan spinmeisters take over, let's review ju t 
why public dissatisfaction with Congres is so high - and why 
the election in two months is so unlikely to affect it. A key prob­
lem of Congress is its failure to step up and address crucial 
issues. Lawmakers are returning from yet another recess, and a 
recent list of their unfinished business includes no fewer than six 
key issues that Congress is unlikely, nonetheless, to address. 
Namely: 

The unflnished budget. Immigration. Lobbying. Medicare 
drug coverage. The futures of both the estate tax and the mini­
mum wage. (Note the ab ence of Social Security and Medicare.) 

Some issues, especially national ecurity - the only topic 
likely to get attention this month - have a way of forcing them­
selves atop the agenda. But if this Congress had used its two­
year mandate wisely, minimizing rancor and recesses, there 
would be little question that the war on terror should occupy law­
makers' full attention now. 

Two issues in particular- immigration and the budget­
speak to systemic problems in Congress that neither major party 
can legitimately blame solely on the other. 

This round of public unhappiness over illegal immigration has 
been building for several years. The current political unrest in 
Mexico shows why it ought not fester. 

And yet congressional leaders have confirmed that immigra­
tion reform will be put off until the next Congress. All the effort 
to craft a comprehensive, tough yet humane bill wiJl have to start 
from scratch. But the harvest of campaign fodder for both parties 
in the meantime has been rich indeed. 

As for the budget: Capitol Fools' Day, a this pace dubbed it 
last year, will arrive again on Oct. l. That's the day the federal 
fiscal year begins, the day by which the budget is . uppo ed to be 
done. 

But congressional leaders have said they again wiJl have no 
budget resolution to shape their appropriations bills. And the 
Washington Post repo;rtS that up to eight of those 11 bills almost 
certainly won't be passed by the faiJ election. 

Before Democrats start crowing about Republicans' unques­
tioned budgetary failures, let it be recalled that the budget 
"process" itself was the creation of a Democratic-controlled 
Congress in 1974. 

This will be the 30th fiscal year out of 33 since then to start 
without a finished budget. Whether in the majority or the minori­
ty, each party has failed to restrain domestic spending - and to 
address long-term concerns involving entitlements- even as it 
manipulates the budget "process" to yield political capital and 
larders full of bacon for their districts. Discipline? That' for 
states and local governments. Or so seems to be the Washington 
attitude. 

In seeking vote on Nov. 7, Republicans have a serious credi­
bility problem. But Democrats do, too. Between the onrushing 
presidential election and the Democrats' past performance, why 
should voters believe that much of significance would be accom­
plished if partisan control witches on Capitol Hill? 

So, if one were to li t three key reasons for unhappiness with 
Congress, try these: Lengthy recesses. Budgetary irresponsibility. 
And the quest to gain or keep power at virtually any cost, even if 
the people's busines remains undone. 

People are eJected to public office to attempt to address the 
• problems that ari e in the process of self-government. Political 

parties exist to win elections. The current congressional conflict

Smoke and mirrors 

I'm writing in response to the let 
ter that the superintendent of Floyd 
County Schools, Dr. Paul Fanning. 
put in The Floyd County Times dated 
Augustl6. 

In the first paragraph, Dr. Fanning 
said J admitted in my letter that I filed 
a frivolous lawsuit against the chool 
district. 

First of all. Dr. Fanning. you arc 
twisting my words around. I didn' t 
admit to anything. It o;ounds like you 
should go back to <,chool and learn 
some reading comprehension and 
word recognition skills. This is what I 
meant and said about "frivolous" law­
suits or cases: Although my case 
against the board did not rise to the 
level of misconduct of the May Valley 
and John M. Stumbo inctdents. it was 
treated with greater urgency and grav­
ity. 

On the firc;t case I had against the 
board, my lawyer. Mickey McGuire. 
and I accepted an admoni. hment. or 
warning. According to Judge John 
David Caudill, the admonishment 
was only a '"slap on Lhe wrist" and not 
of a serious nature. Judge Caudill al~;o 
stated. according to the transcript. that 
whoever authored the agreed order 
my lawyer and I signed to accept did 
a bad job. Judge Caudill said it docs­
n 't prohibit me from an) thing. a long 
as J complied with the agreed order 
that I re. ign and transfer at the end of 
the school year. That was the only 
obligation placed upon me and I real­
ized what my duties were. Judge 
Caudill found as a matter of law that 
I, based on Lhe agreed order, complied 
with all the tenru; and conditions of 
this agreed order which did not .. di -
tinguish" (his word) or exclude me 
from being a qualified applicant. 

Judge Caudill stated that the word­
ing of the agreed order needed to 
show where it constitute a sanction. 
He tated it constitutes a ·'slap on the 
wrist." Judge CaudiiJ further aid, as a 
maner of law. that the agreed order 
did not prohibit me from reapplying 
for a teaching position in Floyd 
County and once again reaffirming 
that an admonishment should not rise 
to the level of a prohibition. 

My case i. not as seriou as the 
cases at May Valley and John M. 
Stumbo, but you treated it like it wa:.. 
I don't know what would be wrong 
with your thinking. Here's an exam­
ple of something serious: a criminal 
type case, such a the May Valley and 
Stumbo Elementary incidents. Here's 
an example of something not seriou. : 
my first case against the Floyd 
County School Board. where 1 
accepted an admonishment. 

You. Dr. Fanning. even tried to 
ha e my cert.if1cate revoked for an 
admonishment. That's hov. mixed up 

you are in your thinking. You didn't 
even recommend to the Standards 
Board to revoke the Stumbo 
Elementary teacher's certtficate. 
Today, you still don·t recommend 
revocation of her certificate after her 
conviction. I believe one should have 
his or her certificate revoked in uch a 
serious matter. 

Dr. Fanning like. to keep secret­
from the public. However. we, the 
people. know how he likes to keep 
matters hidden from u . He tried to 
keep it a secret about the May Valley 
and Stumbo Elementary inctdcnts. He 
kept it a secret about the money 
involved in the May Valley incident. 
It was kepi quiet about not wanting to 
tak ~ action on the phytdcaJ abuse. Dr. 
Fanning kept a secret about when he 
placed the Stumbo Elementary 
teacher at the Floyd County School 
Board's central office. You further 
kept 11 a secret when you placed her 
right back at Stumbo Elementary 
School w teach P.E. ll was a ecret 
also when you failed at tir t to report 
the LUmbo teacher to the Kentucky 
Standards Board in a prompt manner. 
You kept secret what you told the 
Standards Board about the action 
being taken on her certiticate. 

Addit.10nal infom1ation about the 
tax you wanted to impose on the peo­
ple of Floyd County; You wanted to 
put the onus on the people of Floyd 
County to pay a utility and property 
ta.x. You tried to keep a secret about 
these taxes. especially keeping it from 
Mickey McGuire. You and your board 
proponents knew Mickey would be 
out of town on this date that you 
, cheduJed a special called board 
meeting. Mickey couldn't give his 
mput. You knew he wa. against the 
taxes. I think that you and your board 
proponents were trying to sneak lhe 
utility taxes on the people of Floyd 
County, trying to keep this a secret 
al o. You spend 56 million a year 
and you have to put a tax increase on 
property taxes before you can hire 
new teachers. The board i recom­
mending a 4 percent increase on prop­
erty taxes. This is the biggest increase 
ever. It will be a 4 percent mcrease 
from now to whenever as long as Paul 
Fanning is superintendent. This could 
run into millions of dollars. And how 
about the May Valley 'lettlement?

Could it be your told them that the 
vta:r Valley case was not of a serious 
nature. That's probably what you also 
told the OEA about the Stumb~ 
Elementary incident. I n 't it true that 
you told the OEA and the Standards 
Board that my ca e was serious when 
it wasn't to get them to revoke my 
certificate on an admonishment, or a 
mere warning'! 

Mr. Fanning, you alluded to my 
year. of teaching in your past letter to 
the editor. You are right. 1 ru. 
employed for 12 years with the Floyd 
County Board of Education, but not 
a. a special education teacher. I " as 
employed as a special education 
teacher for I 0-and-one-half years out 
of the 12 years I wa. employed a. a 
teacher in Floyd County, one year a 111 

an art teacher and one-half year as a 
homebound teacher. I taught two 
years of special education with the 
Pike County Board of Education and 
one year of special education with the 
Perry County Board of Education. 
making 13-and-onc-half years of 
teaching in all in special ed. 
Altogether. 1 taught a total of LS 
years.

Again, I stress the point that 
Juage Caudill stated an 
admonishment wa'> not a pro­
hibition, but merely a warning. 
Judge Caudill also said that 
whoever authored the agreed 
order for me to accept an 
admonishment did a bad job.

The average man in Harlan 
County, one of the tate's pri­
mary coal countie . has a life 
expectancy of 67.8 years, the 
lowest in the state, and more 
than six years younger than the 
average Appalachian rc ident 
who lives to 75, according to a 
Harvard School of Public 
Health report. 

In Eastern Kentucky, men 
'f in 14 counties have life 

expectancie lower than 70, 
according to the report, which 
used government statistics dat­
ing from 1980 through 1999. 
The life pan for the average 
Kentuckian was 75.2 over the 
period. 

Millions of the worst-off 
Americans during the period 
have life expectancies typical 
of developing countries, Dr. 
Christopher Murray of 
Harvard concluded in the 
report. Worst off, according to 
the report, are American

"They're not doing their

The factory worker had 
harsh words for congressional

the current crop of lawmakers. 

It's a general di gust that 
may lead to firings of some 
politicians on No\.

People 
already have hinted as much in 
Republican and Democratic 
primaries. 

Kenny Brown. an indepen­
dent, knows preci. ely what 
he's loolcing for in a congress­
man. "Somebody who cares 
for the working man," the 
supermarket employee, 66, 
says before picking up his mail 
at the PeeWee Valley. Ky .• post 
oftice. 

Judging by the past few 
years, Brown said, Bush and 
Republicans don't care. 
'Maybe the Democrat do. or 
maybe they don "t."

ews/Washington Post poll in 
August found that 53 percent 
of Americans call themselves 
"anti-incumbent," a figure as 
high as it was in the summer 
I 994 shortly before 
Republicans seized control 
from Democrats. 

The pany in power typical­
ly lo e congressional seats in 
the sixth year of a pre idency. 
and both Republican and 
Democratic strategists say this 
fall is on track to follow suit. 
GOP losses are expected in the 
House and. perhaps, the 
Senate. 

But it's also possible that 
such voter angst won 'r trans­
late into a sweeping throw-the­
bumbs-out election year. 

·'Typically. American have 
a really negative view of 
Congress but love their con­
gressman," said Marybcth 
Beller. a political science pro­
fessor at Marshall University 
m Huntington, W.Va. 

That explains why House 
and Senate members rarely 
lose their re-election bids. 

Nevertheless. foUI incum­
bents including a governor 
md a senator - have lost pri­
marie!i ~o far this year. provid­
ing . omc evidence that voters 
want fresh blood in positions 
of power.

Laffey has the support of 
the conservative, pro-businesc 
Club for Growth, which also 
contributed to the defeat of 
freshman Rep. Joe Schwarz, a 
moderate Republican in 
Mtchjgan. 

Democrat: have fared 
about the same. 

In the biggest upset yet this 
year, voters in Connecticut 
ent a message to Sen. Joe 

Lieberman. a moderate 
Democrat, by giving the 
Democratic nomination to 
newcomer Ned Lamont. 

The Iraq war played heavi­
ly in the race. Lieberman sup­
ports it. Lamont does not and 
hi anti-war stance attracted 
enough votes from liberals and 
others to ecure the nomina­
tion. Lieberman promptly 
signed up as an independent 
candidate for the November 
balloting. 

Down south. another 
Democrat, Georgia Rep. 
Cynthia McKinney, also lost 
her primary.

FRANKFORT - State 
tldlife officials eulharuz.ed a 

Harlan Counry bear Wednesday 
after reports that it approached 
an apartment complex visitor 
who was carrying food. 

Kentucky Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources 
wildlife biologi. ts and conser­
vation oftJccrs darted the 8-
year-old, 430-pound male 
black bear as it exited an open 
dump ·ter at the Mastin Drive 
apartment complex it bad been 
frequenting. lt was removed 
from the premi. es and 
humanely put down. 

Sept. l. a visitor to the 
complex reported an Augu t 
29 encounter with the bear 
who ought food he was hold· 
ing. KDFWR officials investi-

gated the report~ and deter­
mined the bear's actions to be 
unacceptable and nor co•­
rectahle. They moved quickly 
to squelch any possibtlit) of a 
future encounter. 

Black bears are naturaJiy 
secretive animals who usually 
avoid human contact. But 
bears are opporlumstic feeders 
and may become extremely 
tolerant of human. when food 
i abundant and easily acces i­
blc 'iays KDFWR Black Bear 
Program Coordinator Steven 
Dobey. "Unfortunately. these 
foods arc often human-related 
and create situations that 
require proactive management 
decision.," said Dobey. 

The decision was made 
Tuesday to euthanize the bear. 
The GPS-colJared bear had 
been captured and relea, ed at 

leu~t twice before. for ratding 
bee hi"e" in 2001 and again in 
2004 for pillaging Kingdom 
Come Stale Park garbage cnn<.. 
No one wa.., injured in the most 
rccc:nl interaction. but behav­
iors exhibited by the bear wen.: 
those of one that was condi­
tioned to human-related food~. 

"In this instance, the bear 
approached an individual in an 
attempt to obtain lood". 
Dobey said. "Ultimately. it 
wa the as enive behaviors 
displayed by lhis bear Wld it~ 
persistent nature that con­
cerned us lhe most". 

KDfWR Law Enforcement 
und Wildlife biologists inter­
viewed the complainant pnor 
before taking the necessary 
management action. They 
were able to positively identify 
the bear because of physical 

ch.uacteristic~ learned in the 
in\ estigation. They ... uhse­
quently observed and con­
finned that the bear wa' fre­
quently obtaining f~1ou from 
open garbage dumpsters locat­
ed at the apartment complex. 

"Although bears can 
become very tolerant of 
humans··. Dobey continu\.:d, 
"they arc wild animab and 
their actions can be unprc­
dktable". "When a 430-
pound bear has been tnught to 
assoctate people with luud, 
and shows little fenr of 
humnns. our management 
opuons arc limlled"'.

The First Step To Preventing 
Colorectal Cancer 

(NAPSA)-An estimated 90 million Americans are at risk of 
developing colorectal cancer, the second-leading cancer 
killer In the United States. About 145,000 Americans will be 
diagnosed with the disease this year-and 57,000 will die from 
lt. In many cases, the cancerous tumors are discovered too 
late, mainly because !;creening was not taken seriously. 
The fact Is, screening can prevent many cases of this dis­
ease because most colorectal cancers evolve from benign 
adenomatous polyps that develop during a 10-year silent 
window. A single coionoscopy exam can remove polyps 
when they are still harmless and decrease the life-long risk 
of colon cancer death by 31 percent. And that's just one 
exam. Repeating the exam every 10 years does much more. 
Relatively few people, however, are properly screened for 
colon cancer. While roughly 80 percent of U.S. women are 
screened for breast cancer with mammography, fewer than 
20 percent of Americans over age 50 have even had the least 
invasive colon cancer screening test-a fecal occult blood 
test-in the past five years. 
According to experts, the barriers to proper screening for 
colon cancer involve misperceptlons, money, manpower and 
mind-set. The mlsperceptlons include the thought that this 
disease only strikes older men. The reality is, if you are male 
or female, age 50 or older, you're well within striking dis­
tance. Another mlsperception: Screening for colon cancer is 
terribly painful and uncomfortable. The reality: The bowel 
prep is somewhat annoying but quite manageable at home, 
and colonoscopy with light sedation Is painless. 
The expense of the tests can be a roadblock, but insurance 
companies are coming on board, as colonoscopy screen­
ings for this cancer have been proven to be as cost effective 
as mammography for breast cancer. Manpower issues exist 
since special training is required to do colonoscopies, and a 
specially designed setting, equipment and sedation are all 
required, but ease and efficiency have greatly increased in 
the past decade. 
The first step? Focus on baseline colonoscopy for everyone 
over age 50. If a polyp or tumor is detected, it can be 
addressed early and directly. If your exam Is clean, you're 
good for 10 years. All in all, it seems a relatively small price 
to pay. How many other bad cancers allow a 1 0-year window 
for detection? Fewer, still, have relatively painless detection 
technology and skilled clinicians already in place to ensure 
success.
