WASHINGTON - There 
is no mystery or manipulation 
behind the recent fall in gaso­
line prices. analysts say. Try 
telling that to many U.S.

COL truck driving training

On September 22, 2006 Big Sandy Community and Technical 
College (BSCTC) student, John Burgard, of Calhoun, com­
pleted the (BSCTC) COL Truck Driving Training at the Hager 
Hill Campus. 
John Burgard's story iH exceptional due to being the first 
amputee at BSCTC to c•:>mplete the Intense 5 week training, 
relying solely upon 1nechanical devices to operate the 
trucks. 
The (BSCTC) COL Truci< Driving Training is an intensive 5 
week course of study doesigned for individuals with little or 
no commercial driving experience. The program Includes: 
endorsement preparation, Department of Transportation 
rules and regulations, log books, map reading, trip planning 
and complete yard and road vehicle training. Participants 
take a Department of Trcmsportation physical and acquire a 
Commercial Driver's Lit;ense Learners Permit which pre­
pares them to take the state administered Class A Road Test. 
A certificate Is awarded upon successful completion of • 
instruction. Thirty (30) h•ours of home study is required dur-
Ing the program. Grad.uates also receive job placement 
assistance. 
John Burgard virtually lost the use of his right leg above the 
knee when he was 1 0 yeatrs old in a blow torch explosion. He 
received a prosthetic leg twelve years ago. Over the years 
sustaining employment has been difficult, However with the 
completion of the COL •,rruck Driving Training at BSCTC, 
John plans to pursue a career with Tyson Food Inc. 
Employment with Tyson will afford him work within twenty to 
fifty miles of his home In Calhoun, Kentucky, earning a salary 
between 35,000 and 50,00 0 each year. He credits his suc­
cess too his faith in God, his wife, Melinda, and four children. 
When asked why he chosu BSCTC in completing his educa­
tion, John remarked. "The tuition at BSCTC is half the cost 
of what other educational institutions offer. I would like to 
see Big Sandy accelerate <:tdvertisement of the COL program 
so others realize what a wonderful opportunity this is. The 
instructors and advisors ~tt BSCTC are great people." Jn 
addition to this, he remark(~d. "If you learn to drive trucks on 
the roads in East Kentucky, you can drive anywhere."
