Scandal weary 
Drip, drip. That's the distinctive sound coming from 

Wa hington as more and more congressional scandals 
come to light, implicating both Republicans and 
Democrats alike. 

Big and small, these scandals range from the Mark 
Foley page fiasco to the questions on whether Senate 
Minority Leader Harry Reid dipped into campaign 
funds for tip money to take care of the staff at the Ritz 
Car1ton in Wa hington, where be keeps a residence. 
These candals are born of arrogance, excess, greed, 
and the disregarding of ethics rule and perhaps even 
state or federal laws. 

Some folks may luug and consider this sort of thing 
to be politics as usual. But now there are signs that 
voters have had a bel1yful of these shenanigans, and 
that all this corruption might actually be wearing on 
the American people, to the point that it affects how 
people cast their bal1ots. 

A recent As ociated Press-Ipsos poll found that cor­
ruption ranks high on the list of voters concerns, just 
below the Iraq war and the war on terror. About half of 
likely voters ay recent disclosures of corruption and 
scandal in Congress would be very or extremely 
important when they cast ballots in next month's 
midterm election. It al o found that, by a margin of 
nearly 2-to-1, voters ay Democrats would do a better 
job of combating corruption than Republicans. 

Predicting the outcomes of elections is always an 
imperfect science, and we wouldn't go so far as to buy 
into the notion that corruption will be the main deter­
minant of how mo t Americans will vote next month. 
We expect that local issue , along with concerns over 
the economy, ga prices. immigration and all the rest, 
will still figure prominently. 

However, this much seems clear: The public is justi­
fiably upset with the ethical lap es of many representa­
tives, and even more upset that its representatives don't 
seem to under tand the outrage or simply try to pawn 
off the blame on their political opponents or even the 
media for bringing scandals to the surface. According 
to a new USA Today/Gallup poll, 80 percent of respon­
dents believe it is inappropriate for lawmakers and 
their staffer to have contact with relatives who are 
lobbyists when it comes to government matters. But in 
a follow-up urvey of members of Congress, USA 
Today found that very few of them had policies to pre­
vent such contact. 

Member of Congress had better wise up and start 
taking the public outrage more eriously- before the 
public take. the fight to them.

Kevin Porter. who works for American 
Consulting Engineers and is working with 
the cit} on this project, explained why it 
has been so difficult to gather the money 
needed.

"We arc in the back 
of the line ...

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Audit fmds problems in Magoffm clerk's office 
FRANKFORT - State 

Auditor Crit Luallen this week 
releac;ed the audit of the 2005 
financial statement of 
Magoffin County Clerk, 
Haden B. Arnett. State law 
requires the Auditor to conduct 
annual audit of county clerks 
and sheritTs. 

The audit found that the 
clerk's financial statement pre­
sents fairly the revenues, 
expenditures, and excess fees 
of the Magoffin County Clerk 
in conformity with the regula­
tory basis of accounting. 

A part of the audit proce. s, 
the Auditor must comment on 
non-compliance with law , 
regulations, contracts and 
grants. The Auditor must also 
comment on material weak 
nes ·es involving the intt:rnal 
control over fmancial opera­
tions and reporting. 

The audit contains the fol­
lowing comments: 

• The County Clerk should 
immediately comply with 
applicable laws and regula­
tions over payroll. During test­
ing of tbe County Clerk's pay­
roll auditors were unable to 
verify the accuracy of payroll 
and noted signjficant noncom­
pliances with applicable laws 
and regulations regarding pay­
roll. The results of the payroll 
te ts concluded: 

• The County Clerk did not 
ensure all deputies maintained 
times beets. 

• The County Clerk paid a 
total of $20, 138 to six deputies 
on Dec. 3 I, 2005, for time 
worked from Jan. 1 through 
Dec. 31,2005. 

• County Clerk did not pay 
deputies on scheduled paydays 
for all of the time worked dur­
ing each pay period. 

• The County Clerk 
deputies paid $40 per day of 
their own personal funds to 
other deputies for time worked 
on their behalf without 
approval of the County Clerk. 

• The County Clerk cannot 

provide sufficient documenta­
tion of hours worked to ensure 
all eligible employees arc 
allow~..·d to participate in the 
County Employees Retirement 
System and complied with 
wage and hour laws for com­
putation of possible ovcrtimt 
at a rate of time and one-half. 

Accordlllg to the county 
clerk. lu chief deputy who is 
also his spouse, is the only 
full-time deputy and is paid on 
a salaried basis. The chid 
deputy received full time ben­
efits such as health insurance. 
In addition there arc two 
deputies who work 6.50-hour 
days, paid twice a month using 
a daily rate, u. ually working 4 
day~ per week. Although they 
are not considered full-time, 
they do participate in the 
County Employee Retirement 
System. They do not receive 
full time benefits and do not 
eam vacation, sick or compen­
satory ttme. Also, there are 
other deputies who work 2-3 
days per week, con. idered to 
work less than I 00 holU·s per 
month and do not participate 
in the County Employees 
Retirement System. One 
depury received compensation 
once a month whlle state laws 
require employees to be com­
pensated at least semi-month-

tv. 
- The audit will bt.: rdcrred to 

the U.S. Dcpanmcnt of Labor. 
rntcrnal Revenue Service. 
Kentucky Department of 
Labor, Oflicc of Workplace 
Standards. Kentucky 
Retirement System, and the 
Department of Revenue for 
review. 

Arnett r{.;sponded that the 
County Clerk's olficc ts a fcc 
office. He added, 'The clerk 
must collect rces in order to 
pay expenses. The clerk is 
unable to pay himself until 
March or April each year. 
Employees participating in the 
CERS did work the required 
100 hours per month. Tht: 
clerk paid employees for days 
work. The1r paycheck is docu 
mentation and verification for 
days worked. Wages were 
reported con-eclly. Part-time 
employees did NOT move to 
full-time status. The $40 pay­
ment thing was a rarity, did not 
occur in 2005, and the clerk 
had no knowledge of th1s. 
Employees participating in the 
CERS work the required hours 
( 100) per month. Employees 
do not have to be full-time to 
participate in the CERS.

Relaxed Morris happy to 
be with 'Cats from the start

LEXINGTON - Randolph 
Morris won't take the bait. 

No matter how many times 
he's asked, no matter how 
many different ways he's 
asked, the Kentucky junior 
center won't tell you he felt 
pressure after returning to the 
team halfway through his 
sophomore sea on tollowing 
an NCAA-mandated 14-game 
suspension for attempting to 
enter the NBA Draft. 

"I always knew that it was­
n't in my means to have to 
come in and rescue the whole 
program. I knew I couldn't do 
it myself at all," Moms said. 

While his teammates may 
have welcomed him back with 
open arms, on the court the 
spark Morris was expected to 
provide never really happened. 

Though he wa productive­
averaging 13.8 points and 6.0 
rebounds per game- Kentucky 
went just 11-9 with Morris m 
the lineup as coach Tubby 
Smith tinkered with his rota­
tion, trying to find the right 
mix of players to go with his 
talented 6-foot-1 0 center. 

"We had coach . witch the 
lineup around, we had at least 
10 different c;tarting lineups, I 
think," Morris aid. "That was 
the hardest thing for us was to 
find a group that clicked." 

Now, after a summer spent 
in Lexington alongside his 
teammates in the weight room 
rather than in limbo hoping the 
NCAA would reinstate him 
after he was passed over in the 
draft. Morris says he's ready to 
deliver on the potential he 
showed as a freshman. 

"I'm in a very good position 
where I know where I stand 
that much easier. more relax­
ing," Morris said. "I can be 

focused on what I need to do.'' 
Namely, provide the 

Wildcats with a consistent 
frontcoun presence and a 
calming influence on a young 
team trying to bounce back 
from a very unKentuckylike 
season. 

Alongside forward Bobby 
Perry - who showed tlac;hcs of 
brilliance during Kentucky's 
short NCAA Toumament run -
Morris thinks the Wildcats will 
be a little more balanced than 
last year. when they relied 
heavily on guards Patrick 
Sparks and Rajon Rondo when 
things broke down. 

"It's a little more balanced 
between the big men and the 
guards." he said. "But the 
expectations are ~till the 
same." 

To meet those expectation . 
Morris has worked on varying 
his game to expand his tradi­
tional low-po<;t skills. There 
were times last year when he 
struggled because team fig­
ured out a way to push him out 
of his comfort zone. Now, with 
a body he says ir.; bigger and 
stronger than it was a year ago, 
he's hoping to show a little 
brains to go with his brawn. 

''I'm a lot smarter now.'' he 
~aid. "My instincts are better. 
I've worked really hard on fac­
ing the basket and extending 
my game." 

Morris has added to his 
repertoire at the expense of 
freshman forward Perry 
Stevenson. When the 6-9. 180-
pound Stevenson arrived in 
Lexington, he expected to get 
run over by Morris. Though 
Morris obliged - "he and lhe 
rest of the big men. they'll go 
right through me,'' Stevenson 
said with a laugh- that wa. n't 
the only lesson Morris had to 
teach the youngster. 

"Sometimes he pushe me 

over and the next time I may 
think he'll do it and he'll go 
around me," Stevenson !>aid. "I 
think that kind of huns worse 
than him moving me out of the 
way. It kind of feels like he's 
playing a game with me." 

[t's game Morris will need 
to thrive at if the Wildcat-; want 
to be successful. Srnith has 
talked about switching Morris 
to power forward in certain sit­
uations, a move that could be 
lOugh if Morris continues to be 
plagued by foul trouble. He 
fouled out of two game last 
season and picked up four 
fouls in eight others. 

"He's still learning the posi­
tion, how to move hio; feet, it's 
a matter of maturation," Smith 
said. ·'When he puts his mind 
to it, he can do a lot of things." 

Including leading the fast 
break, a move Morris show­
cased during a scrimmage at 
Big Blue Madness, when he 
went coast-to-coast. though 
he's probably not ready to take 
over the ballhandling duties 
from Ramel Bradley.
