Jr. actively preached 37+ years prior to his disabling stroke. November 24th of this year. Jr, would have been a Christ18Tl 4a years 
He was bapttzed m 1958 at the Harold Church of Christ He was known for being the first person bapl1zed In this baptistery He 
preached at Harold and alter church each Sunday. he would take communion to a 90 some year old lady up Mare Creek, KY. She 
was shut in and could not go to church due to her disabilities. When he got there. he found a deliCious meal. Jr and his children would 
Sit down and eat. He then prayed, preached and sang songs. She later would take communion. The word got out and every Sunday 
more and more people came to this one room house. 11 grew so fast and so much that he asked Charles Clark. Superintendent of the ' 
Floyd County Schools, If he could t.:se the two room school house on Mare Creek to have Church each Sunday Charles gave him 
the go ahead Outdoor toilets were slill used as reslrooms. This was around 1969. Later the school closed and he continued to have 
Church on Sunday mornings, Sunday nights and Wednesday even1ngs Charles later had to charge Jr f01th's building. He said, ''I'• 
pay the first seven years, which was $7.00", one dollar per year Jr. was still preaching, teachtng. lead1ng the songs and driv1ng the 
church bus when he had his stroke in 1995. Many times, as he preached, he would have to stop because he had ht11e black out spells. 
He never passed out, but had to stop for a m1nute to get his beanngs back. He bapbzed people 1n the creek across the road from the 
church He dammed up the creek for a few minutes pnor to the baptism. People had to stand on the road to watch. Later, four years 
after Junior's stroke, a baptistery was put In White still recuperating, he baphzed the Orst person in this baptistery. It was his first 
granddaughter, Brooke. 

Jr. attended grade school at Harold Elementary. He and tus siblings walked 1.3 m1les to and from school each day, carrymg 1he1r 
lunch in a pail. Betsy Layne High School was where he became a very good spor1sman, participating in many sports sUch as bas· 
ketball,tennis, volleyball and others. Basketball was one he excelled in and was one of the best players Betsy Layne School had. He 
somehmes would get a spra1ned ankle, but hts Mother's care helped get him back on the court 

After Jr. graduated from htgh school, he attended Anderson Aircraft Technician Schoolm Nashville, TN He wanted to become a 
mechanic and engineer in building airplanes. 

After graduating from the Anderson Aircraft School a position was walt•ng 1n Baltimore, MD at the Glen L Martin plant 112. a f1nal 
assembly plant for building bomber planes. He was worl<ing there Is 1942 when he received a letter from the President of the Umted 
Stales. The letter read, •Greetings, you have been selected to serve 1n the U S. Armed Services, Congratuta~ons, Stgned ... Franklln 
D. Roosevelt, Prestdenr . 

Gea that was some letter! The personnel office got a copy of the letter and they notified Jr. that due to his training he had another 
six months deferment from the draft Jr. would not accept the SIX months deferment as he had a strong des1re to serve his country m 
the war. 

On January 27, 1943, he entered tnto active service wllh the U.S. Air Corp in Huntington, WV. Four of his brothers entered the 
armed serv1ce, H1s parents were very lonesome due 10 the1r children leaving 

Jr. was assigned as a ball turret gunner where he was lo serve on a B-17 (Flying Fortress) airplane. He was a member of the E3704 
Army Air Force Base Unit. He attended the Flexible Gunnery School at Kingman. AZ for seven weeks FolloWing this, Jr. attended 
the P. Armorer and Photography School m Lowry and Buckley Fields, CO After 14 weeks he began activ1ty with his squadron. 

After receiving his Hight tramlng and aerial gunnery school. he received his silver wings and left for Grand Island. Nebraska There 
he took three phases of combat training and met hts flight crew He arnlled 1n England in January 1944 and began bomber missions 
011er Germany in March While on his 31st mtssion over Brunswick. Germany, Jr. was wounded (3-2944) by an exploding 50mrn 
canon shell from a German ftghter plane. He received several units of blood since los,ng so mucll. Seven months later, he recetved 
the Purple Heart in recogn.tion or the part he played on that particular m1SSion.

In an army air force bomber stationed in England, Sta~ Sergeant Clark ach1eved five extraordinary ach1evements in Aerial 
Comporries. Flying Fonress Ball Turret Gunner, Sergeant Rulherford Burchard Clarl< Jr. was awarded several metals In the European 
Theatre of Operations induding ribbon with two bronze stars. He also received metals for heroic achievements lor actions beyond 
the can of duty. Jr never thought much about decorations, JUSt dwelled on geHtng h1s mtssions over and go1ng home. Some of the 
metals were: Purple Hean, DistingUished Flying Cross, Corbino Pistol Pin Bin Air Force Patch, European Afrcan Mtddte Eastern 
Campaign, World War t1 medal and efficiency Honor Fidelity and Wings. 

After complebng his missions, he came home on the Oueen Mary and Hew into New York. The Statue ot Uberty was an over· 
whelming sight to see. 

Jr. was a member of Chapter 134 Pikeville, KY DAV. He earned, loaded and shot over graves dunng military funerals and walked 
many times to grave slgtlts to honor other veterans He came out of service with a 50o/o disabll~y and later increased to 70% At that 
time Jr. was a 22-year-old flyer. He was one of five sons who served for the U S. It has been said by brother veterans that he was 
one of the most decorated veterans in Floyd County. 

After Jr. served hts country, he later married Thelma Newsome. They had three children and resided bestde the home place at 
Harold, KY. He operated and mined coal, worl<ed 101 KyWva Gas Co .. U.S. ma11 earner and operated a small gas station. but wrth all 
this 111 his background. he was most proud to be a soldier for Christ

'I have always been proud of my achievements I was awarded •n mJiitary seNJCa. The good condoot medal! received at the end 

ot my mJirtary ~fe was always a dim memory, until I became a sold1er In I he Army ol the Lord. The other medals I have a dim memo­
ry today, but the Good Conduct Medal I am very proud of now. 1 hope to receive a Good Conduct Medal from the Capla1n of my 
Salvation, Jesus Chnst. At the end of my ear1hly joumey, that is the one that will really count on the Day or Judgment When I stand 
before Jesus on that notable day and receive I he highest decoration a soldier could ever recetve. to hear Jesus say to me 'Well Done', 
That ts what I want to hear someday.·

Would you bring a Sharpie to a gun fight? Sounds ridiculous, 

right? 
So. the thought of a group of kiddie commandoc. storming an 

armed chool intruder like a posse of miniature Texas Rangers is 
chilling. 

But a suburban Fort Worth school district seems lo be willing to 
gamble that the kids' odds of survival would be better if they 
would swat an intruder with their text books, jab him with a pencil 
or whomp him with their backpacks .... 

That sounds like a recipe for disaster. Even the puniest intruder 
becomes a formidable force when he's toting a semiautomatic 
weapon .... 

A better solution lies in hiring additional ·ecurity personnel, 
installing more surveillance cameras, X-raying backpacks and 
securing the schoolhou e and classroom doors so children could 
get out if they need to escape a dangerous situation. but intruders 
can· t get in. 

Sunilarly. arming teachers a: defenders during a schoolhouse 
attack isn't a good idea. Bringing more weapons into an already 
volatile situation rarely is . 

... The fact that we are even di. cussing this matter is a ad testa­
ment to the scary. ugly time. we live in. No doubt. murderous ram­
pages at schools from Florida to Oregon, Pennsylvania to 
Colorado, and even threatening incidents in Kansas and Missouri

Bob Mitc:hcll. Rogers· dis­
trict administrator and vice 
president of Southern and 
Ea<aern Kentucky Tourism 
Development A,-.ncia1ion, or 
SEKTDA. \\rote a letter to the 
Kentm·ky Transportation 
Cabinet ·ay1ng the money had

The HPV vaccine is given in a 
three-dose shot series. It is usually 
well tolerated but can cause some 
redness at the injection site.
