Trooper 
Justin Cornett said he 
pulled Martin over near the 
Double Kwik convenience 
store on Route 80 and that 
Officer Dennis Hutchinson 
of Kentucky Vehicle 
Enforcement had wit­
nessed the alleged traffic 
violation as well and pulled 
up behind Cornett's cruiser 
to assist. 

Cornett testified that he 
tected a strong odor of 

alcohol and that Martin 
was unresponsive to his 
questions, at which point 
he told him to exit the vehi­
cle and that he was under 
arrest. Cornett sa1d Martin 
responded that the officers 
should follow him to Goose 
Creek, and he took off 
down the road. 

Martin allegedly weaved 
back and forth on both 
sides of the road for 
approximatly a halt-mile

Marijuana growing charges 
sent to grand jury

PRESTONSBURG - A 
Hueysville man who was 
arrested in August for cultivat­
ing 33 marijuana plants has his 
case referred to a Floyd County 
grand jury Wednesday. 

Terry G. Caudill, 46, was 
charged with cultivation of 
more than five marijuana plants 
and marijuana possession after 
aerial surveillance conducted 
by Kentucky State Police 
working with Kentucky's 
Hemp and Related Fiber Crops 
Task Force revealed lwo plots 
of marijuana in a wooded area 

in Hueysville. 
Shelby Slone, of KSP. said 

that officers did not know who 
owned the land when they went 
to investigate the area on Aug. 
4. Slone said officers pulled 
into a driveway near the area 
and planned to walk to where 
the marijuana was located. He 
said officers found three mari­
juana plants growing in a black 
bucket in the driveway and 
could easily see another plant 
was on the dashboard of a 
parked pickup truck. Two more 
plant were found behind the 
house near a footpath, which 
led directly to the two plot · 
they were looking for. About 40 

to 50 yards away officers 
recovered the remaining mari­
juana plant<; growing in the two 
plots, with at leru t one plant in 
each plot growing in a black 
bucket identical to the one offi­
cers had found in the front of 
Caudill's residence. 

Members of Caudill's fami­
ly arrived at the home while the 
task force was searching the 
area and said that Caudill was 
at work. 

A call was made to Caudill 
requesting that he come home 
and, after asking for penni . ion 
to search his home, he granted

Vice Pre ident Dick Cheney say. he ha. been criticized as the "vice 

president for torture," an appellation he apparently dislikes. Small won­
der. By appearing to endorse the interrogation technique called ·•water­
boarding," which is banned by the U.S. Am1y and condemned by human­
rights expert , he is condoning a fonn of torture that should never be used 
by U.S. force in or out of un.ifonn. 

Mr. Cheney was replying last week to a question about giving prison­
ers a "dunk in water" (wink, wink), and said its continued use was a "no­
brainer."

Q uestion: I'm an 82-year­
old man who was hospital­
i7ed and operated on two 

nswer: You have a very 
nteresting query, and in 
eply I actually have more 

questions than an wer for you. 
Since 1 can't examine you personally, 
it would be much more fruitful to 
direct your question. to your own 
physictan. However. I've decided to 
answer your question in my column 
with one very specific goal in mind. I 
hope that the way I approach your 
inquiry wdl help you and my other 
readers see why good paticnt-phy. i­
ctan communication is so essential to 
receiving the optimum m personal­
ized health care. 

questions you ask and the new que·­
tinn-. they ra1se. Your first question 
-why thi took. so long to show up 
- makes me question the diagnosts 
of post-operative pain syndrome and 
scar formation. Po!>t operative pam 
syndrome commonly shows up about 
three to 12 weeks after surgery. The 
fact that you did well for two years 
brings that diagnosis into question for 
me. 

So here are a couple of thing that 
might be going on that you should 
di cuss with your physician. You 
may have developed an entirely new 
back problem close to the location of 
your original problem. This could be 
a herniated disc or new arthritis for­
mation. It's also possible that you 
developed a bone pur in the area of 
your previous surgery. 

or a cold pack on your back and 
report to your physician if either has 
helped. Try sleeping elsewhere for a ~ 
few nights, like on a recliner or on the 
other ide of the bed.
