With the prices of many brand-name drugs up 6 percent in 

the last year, it' time for Congress to crack down on the slick 
maneuver · u ed to keep generic drugs off the market. Passage 
of the Pre erve Access to Affordable Generics Act and the 
Citizen Petition Fairness Act would be a good start. 

The first bill would stop major drug companies from paying 
generic manufacturers not to produce generic drug . That's the 
pham1aceutical equivalent of General Motor paying Toyota 
to not make cars. It obliterates price competition. 

To get around anti-tnt t laws, such agreement are made 
under the fig leaf of a legal settlement. The maneuver begin 
as the expiration date on a drug patent approache . The big 
drug maker with the patent sues the generic manufacturer that 
plans to copy the drug. 

Surpri e! They reach a friendly ettlement in which the big 
pharmaceutical company agrees to line the generic company's 
pocket with cash. In exchange. the generic company delay 
releasing its copycat drug. 

From the companies' viewpoint, this is a win-win. The big 
drug company get to keep its monopoly and high prices, and 
the generic company i, paid to do nothing. 

The big lo er here is the consumer, ince generics generally 
cost 50 to 70 percent les, than name-brand drugs. Generics 
now account for 56 percent of prescriptions filled, but only 13 
percent of drug costs. The more generics there are on the mar­
ket, the more people will be able to afford medication. 

The government thought it had quelched this underhanded 
maneuver in the 1990s. But it's back, protected by a recent 
appellate court ruling. The court aid it wa fine for Schering­
Plough to pay $90 million to two generic drug manufacturers. 

Such payments are chicken feed compared to what drug 
makers stand to lose if a major drug lo es patent protection. 
Bristol-Myers Squibb' hares dropped 20 percent thi urn­
mer when a generic company began producing aver ion of 
Plavix, quickly seizing most of the market. The company's 
blockbuster blood-thinner brings in $3.8 bil1ion in U.S. sale 
alone. In August. a court ordered the generic company to back 
off. 

Payoff~ are just one of the ploys pharmaceutical giant use 
to delay introduction of generics. Another is the filing of "citi­
zens petitions" by agents for patent holders. Such petitions 
slow the flow of generics through the pipeline by months or 
years while the FDA investigates the claims. The Citizens 
Petition Fairne s Act would create penalties for filing bogus 
petitions and set a six-month limit on investigation . 

Of the 21 petitions regarding generic drug applications filed 
since 2003, 20 were found to be without merit, according to 
the bills' sponsors, Sens. Herb Kohl, D-Wis. and Patrick 
Leahy, D-Yt. Kohl also is spon oring the Affordable Generics 
bill. MeanwhiJe, the FDA i facing a backlog of 800 applica­
tion to produce generic drugs.

Jr' also long enough to encour­
age inve tment in new drug development. 

But when the patent's time is up, it's up. Then it' the con­
umer' turn to get a break with the timely approval of inex­

pensive generic medicines.

For the sake of tho e vulnerable 
16-year-old boys and girl who come 
to Washington each 'year, we should 
aboli h the congre sional page pro­
gram immediately. I'm not referring 
only to the danger posed by the sexu­
al predator in Congre s. There's a 
more widespread danger that hardly 
anyone cares about: the congre sional 
page program encourages high 
schoolers to wor~;hip and lust for 
power. In 20 years only three con­
gressmen have been known to engage 
in sexual improprieties with pages. 
But nearly all congressmen teach 
pages that raw government power is a 
good thing. In a society that thinks of 
itself as free, this i intolerable. 

Actually there is a connection 
between sex and power in the page 
program. Some pages may permit 
congres men to make sexual over­
tures precisely because no one who 
wants to be near power will advance 
by alienating a member of Congress. 
If we want to keep these kids sexually 
safe, let's disabuse them of their admi­
ration for power. 

The WashinglOn Post illustrated 
the problem in a recent article about 
pages. Quotations from former pages 
make it clear that these high schoolers 
risk being corrupted because they are 
encouraged to think that wielding 
power is "cool.'' But power -

exual corruption by pathetic, lonely, 
middle-aged maJe politicians is made 
possible by their political corruption. 
Who is teaching them that power is 
romantic? Sending these kid to 
Wa hington only reinforces their bud­
ding power lust and make them 
marks for political sexual predators. 

"Pages are taught to speak to a 
member only when spoken to," the 
Post writes. This institutional arro­
gance, which demands that congre s­
men be treated like aristocracy, feeds 
the pages' hero worship and create a II 
dangerous mystique that can lead only 
to mischief. One former page said. 
"There's something that really feel 
good about getting to hang out wilh 
people who are powerful and well­
known.'' I fear for this young man. 
Not only will he be vulnerable to sex­
ual exploitation; he probably won't 
object when government violate hJs 
rights. 

The Foley scandal i. instructive 
because it exposes the risks that 
young people take whenever they go 
to Washington to work in the seat of 
power. We certainly must condemn 
congressmen who take advantage of 
that power and impose themselves on 
tho e kids. But the more fundamental 
danger is that Washington teaches 
them that power over tht:ir fellow 
human beings is something worth 
having.

Sunday. 
Mine operator~ failed Ill 

perform. or incorrectly per­
fomJed, required safety chech 
in nearly one-fourth of the 
mining deaths during the peri­
od. Twenty-one percent of the 
fatalities re1>ulted from viola­
tions of roof control, mine ven­
tilation or other required . afety 
plans. 

Mining equipment that was 
not mamtained in safe workmg 
condition was mvolved in 
more than 25 percent of the 

lit fatal accidents. Miners 
received inadequate training or 
no traming in more than 20 
percent of th~.: accidents, the 
newspaper reported. 

"We haven't invented new 
way. to kill people," aid 
Davitt McAteer. who wa-. 
director of the federal Mine 
Safety and Health 
Administration during the 
Clinton admini tration. 
"People are dying because we 
haven't kept up with particular 
statute' and rules.'' 

Richard Stickler, the new

• hearing that most mining 
deaths result from violations. 

"This is really an outlaw 
indu<ary,'' said Tony Oppegard, 
a mine . af'ety expert and for­
mer regulalor from Ketnucky.

Mail reported.

The ewage temperature -
between 55 and 60 degrees ­
combined with a constant 
ground temperature of about 55 
provides a viable ground 
source for a heat-pump system. 

Simply put, the system 
would trartSfer energy from one 
place to another.

Drinking a shot of beer in New 
York could get you arrested for 
drunken driving. At least that's 
the way the state law reads. 

Lawmakers this year 
approved a bill that ets the 
standard for driving while 
intoxicated at 0.18 gran1. of 
alcohol in a person's blood. 

A person's body might pro­
duce that much alcohol natural­
ly, aid Ed Fiandach, a OWl 
lawyer in Rochester. 

Instead of using grams, the 
law should have used blood­
alcohol content as a measure. 

"It wa a typo," aid 
A semblyman David Gantt, 
who heads the transportation 
committee that approved the 
bill before it went to the 
Legislature. "If you go through 
our laws, mistakes are made all 
the time. We're human beings." 

The purpose of the law is to 
set a level - 0.18 percent 
blood-alcohol comem - that 
ban. prosecutors from taking 
plea to a lesser count of driving 
while impaired, similar to a 
traffic ticket. The law also 
would increase the penal tie. for 
a 0.18 blood-alcohol content. 

The law was supposed to go 
into effect last week. But prose­
cutors won' t be able to enforce 
it until Jegi lators fix the typo, 
aid Kristin Splain, who heads 

lhe DWl bureau in the Monroe 
County District Attorney's 
Office. 

Gov. George Pataki signed 
the bill into law in September. 
Fiandach said he was told by 

Pataki 's office the governor was 
aware of the error but figured 
the Legi lature would correct it 
with an amendmenL 

The Legislature could return 
in a special session this year to 
ro. olve the typo, or the law 
could be amended next year, 
Gantt said.

Challenger Center hosts Astronaut 
The Challenger Learning Center of Kentucky in Hazard 
invites the public to meet Astronaut Dan Brandenstein on 
Saturday, Dec. 2. A Challenger Center Open House complete 
with "space" food and hands-on activities will be held at the 
Challenger Center on the Hazard Campus of Hazard 
Community & Technical College from 10 a.m. to noon. All 
students, accompanied by an adult, are encouraged to 
attend, as well as any one else interested in touring the 
Challenger Center and meeting Capt. Brandenstein. Then, at 
1 p.m. Brandenstein will speak at The Forum at the Hal 
Rogers Center. Admission to both events is free. 
Autographed T-shirts, miniature shuttles, and individualized 
pictures with the astronaut will be available for sale at the 
Challenger Center. 
Brandenstein was selected by NASA as an Astronaut 
Candidate In January 1978 and became an astronaut in 
August 1979. He was a pilot on STS-8-his first flight that 
launched on Aug. 30, 1983. The flight aboard Orbiter 
Challenger was the first mission with a night launch and 
night landing. 
On his second mission, June 17-24, 1985, he commanded the 
crew of STS-51 G aboard the Orbiter Discovery. During this 
seven-day mission, crewmembers deployed communica­
tions satellites for Mexico. the Arab League, and the United 
States. They used the Remote Manipulator System to deploy 
and later retrieve the SPARTAN satellite, which performed 17 
hours of x-ray astronomy experiments while separated from 
the Space Shuttle.
