Extra worker 
seen as plus 
for pet control

PRESTONSBURG 
The Floyd County fiscal 
court had a special meet­
ing on Nov. 14 and the 
first order of new business 
was the reading of a new 
animal control ordinance, 
aimed at providing the 
county with a second ani­
mal control worker, which 
many people who know 
the current situation say is 
desperately needed. 

David Shepherd, the 
lone animal control work­
er in the county, said he 
enjoys his job but some of 
the things he sees would 
cause nightmares for 
orne people. 

"The abu e and neglect 
is unreal," Shepherd said. 
"People have to realize 
they are responsible for 
what their animaJs do." 

Shepherd said that 
in tances of dogs biting 
people occur more often 
than people think and that 
the overall animal prob­
lem in Floyd County and 
surrounding areas is three­
pronged - people do not 
help control the pet popu­
lation, they do not care for 
their pets by feeding them 

enough or taking them to 
a veterinarian, and the 
number of stray animals is 
getting worse. 

Shepherd said he is on 
call 24 hours a day fol­
lowing up on reports of 
neglect, responding to 
complaints such as dog 
bites and picking up dead 
animals. His workload 
varies from just a few 
calls and checkups a day 
to malce sure animals are 
getting the proper care, to 
15 calls where he is run­
ning all over the county 
picking up animals. 

"A lot of people in this 
area are living on limited 
budgets so you have to be 
lenient, but you must edu­
cate them ," Sh ph 
said. "By law I am 
requtred to give them a 
warning, but I would 
guess that over half the 
animals in this county 
haven't got their rabies 
shot.'' 

Kathy Mullins, the 
manager of the Floyd 
County Animal Shelter, 
. aid the nonprofit organi­
zation's purpose is to 
nurse all cats, dogs, pup­
pies and kittens into the

Appalachian Trail 
could be 'canary in coal 
mine' for eastern U.S.

MORGANTOWN, 
W.Va. - It stretches near­
ly 2,200 mile . a ribbon of 
mountain and meadow. , 
fore t. and fauna. But ci­
enti. t . hiker and land 
managers ay the 
Appalachian Trail is more 
than a footpath. 

Pa ing through 14 
state and etght national 
forest from Georgia to 
Maine, it's also a living 
laboratory that could help 
warn 120 million people 
along lhe Eastern 
Seaboard of looming 
environmental problems. 

That' why a diver. e 
group of organizations has 
launched a project to 
begin long-term monitor-

ing of the environmental 
health of the trail, with 
plans to tap into an army 
of volunteer "citizen sci­
entists" and their profes­
sional counterparts. 

Together, they will col· 
lect information about 
plant and animals, air 
and water quality, visibili­
ty and migration patterns 
to build an early warning 
system for the non-hiking 
public. 

"It's somewhat like the 
canary in the coal mine in 
the sen e of using it as a 
barometer for environ­
mental and human health 
condition ," says Gregory 
Miller, pre ident of the 
Maryland-based 
American Hiking Society.

The Appalachian Moun­

plants. In humans, it can affect 
the lungs, respiratory tract and 
eye .. and increase u.·ceptibil­
it~to allergens. 

Atmospheric deposition -
airborne o;;uJfur and nitrogen 
that drop from rain and snow 
into soil - can aJfect farming 
and crop growth. 

that can house over 235 ani­
mals, so there's no reason to 
do it." Mullms said. "We a k 
fur a $3 donation when people 
bring in an animal. but that's 
to pay for vaccinations and 
medications." 

Mullins said there i. no 
time limit as to how long ani­
mals can stay but they are 
eventually euthanized to make 
room for other animals. 
Mullin ... was quick to say that 
it 1s much more humane the 
way they put animals down 
than someone who would 
neglect an animal and expose 
them to the cold or forget to 
feed them. 

"We see a lot of neglected 
animals in the worst shape,'' 

Dave Startzcll, executive 
director of the Appalachian 
Tra1l Conservancy in Harpers 
Ferry. ·ays smog and air quali­
ty in the Great Smoky 
Mountains are good examples 
of what people need to know. 

"People wj)J read that on 25 
or 30 days in a given year, it's 
considered unhealthy to walk 
on the Appalachian Trail, and 
we think that's going to grab 
people'· attention more than if 
they just read about air quality 
trends in general." he said. 

That's aJ o why volunteers 
will be cntical to the project's 
success. 

"It's one thing for people to 
read about the decline of 
neotropical m1gratory bird 
species or acid deposition or 
determining air quality and 
visibility in the abstract. We 
think it's another thing when 
people learn about that ftrst­
hand by actually helping to 
collect that information," 
Startzell says. 

Environmental change is 
slow and can be hard to grasp, 
agrees Mitchell. But people 
need to look only at rising 'ea 
level. to see the potential 
human impact. 

''If you have ~omebody 
actually going out and seeing 
where high tide is every year. 
you can have a measunng 
point and tell if . ea levels are 
nsing." he says. "People don't 
think that a foot of sea level 
rise is a big deal - until it's 
combined with storm surge 
and a hurricane." 

The same concept~ would 
apply to the trail. where 
Mitchell says volunteers could 
help with such tasks a mea­
suring tree diameters. taking 
photographs to illu. trate VISi­
bility, tracking the arrival 
times of migratory birds and 
dating the blooming and leaf 
loss of trees. 

Mitchell hopes that within 

Mullins . aid. ''This area i bad.

Shepherd compared the 
problem with people in the 
area takmg proper care of their 
animal<> to a child with a new 
bicycle.

action." Startzell ~ays , 
"whether that means sw1tch.ing 
to a hybrid car or just conduct­
ing their own way of life in a 
little more energy efficient 
manner, or going to a town 
hall meeting and advocating 
for more open space." 

Miller, of the Amencan 
Hiking Society. says the trail 
also could in. ire more people 
to get outdoors and become 
active at a time when the 
nation is coping with ep1demic 
levels of childhood obesity 
and other health problem . . 

"It is both ecologically as 
wt:ll ru:. culturally a ribbon that 
btnd u. and connect· us,'' he 
says. " It reflects the p10necr 
nature of all our peoples - the 
connecuon to the land that 
maybe orne of us have not 
maintained. 

"It's omething we hope 
everyone will buy into."

Protecting our air. water and land is not a partisan matter. 
Neither is protecting our planet from global warming. Both are 
matters of fact. economic. and common ense. 

Americans want change. They want to see science- not party 
ideology - restored as the foundation of public policy, e pecially 
when it comes to energy and the environment. 

Here are .ome teps Congre scan and should take now. 
• Energy policy. The United States needs a balanced energy 

pol icy that relie not ju ton producing more oil, gas and coal but 
also on conservation and a erious commitment to alternative 
energy. Congress should enact higher fuel economy standard , 
even though they're not popular with all Detroit automakers. 
Already, orne automaker , notably Toyota and Ford, are cashing 
in on the growing demand for hybrid. and gas- ippers. 

Congress must set goals for federal and state governments to 
use le ·s oil and ga oline by switching to vehicles that get better 
mileage and/or burn ethanol. It should encourage more service 
stations to install pumps for E85 fuel, one that many new vehicles 
can use but dnvers often can't find. 

Changes in tax policy could encourage American businesse 
and individual to make smarter energy choices and provide tax 
incentives for the construction of energy efficient buildings and 
those that use energy source· such as solar power. Congress al o 
should set goals to encourage large utillties to generate more 
power from alternative or renewable ources, such as hycl.roelec­
lriC and wind power. 

• Global warming. Over the last six year , the Bu b adminis­
tration and the Republicar1 congressional majority tried to dismiss 
the huge body of data on global warming. Scientisr. know better. 
In the court of public opinion, the administration already looks 
roolish for refu. ing to acknowledge the reality of global warming, 
our role in it and the consequence · of it. The longer we wait to 
address the problem, the more expensive and difficuh it becomes. 

Congrcs must regulate emissions of greenhouse gases, even 
though the United States did not ign the international Kyoto 
Protocol. There's widespread agreement that a market-ba ed 
"cap-and-trade" y tem such as that now u ed for reducing pollu­
tion that contributes to acid rain would be a good approach. It 
n\!:'O would demon trate to oiJ:Wr nations that w~ feel a <>en e of 
urgen(fy. -Protecting air, water and our national lands. The Busn 
administration ha been pur. uing an Orwclltan trategy by pu h­
ing such policie as "Clear Skies'' to relax air pollution controls 
and "Healthy Forest " to open more national forest to logging. 
When it failed to win congressional approval, the administration 
tried to implement those policies by re-writing regulation . The 
!'ederal courts slapped down a recent attempt to weaken a rule 
that required older coal-fired power plants to install new pollution 
controls. But Congress needs to clo c loopholes that encourage 
utilities to keep using obsolete and dirty coal-fired plant . 

Congress also should restore the Clinton-era roadless wilder­
ness rules m National Wilderness areas and rescind a Bush 
admini tration rule giving tate governments more say in how 
that land is protected from development. And it should revisit 
decisions that opened millions of acres of protected land to oil 
and gas drilling and mining. 

Although Lhe details of how to reach them may uiffer. there i. 
broad public con ensu on environmental and energy goal . The 
Americar1 people don't want to live with polluted air, water and 
land. We understand the need to conserve fuel. We are impatient 
for new energy sources that will le. sen our dependence on oil -
with all its political ramification - and reduce greenhouse emis­
:ions. We don't want our National Forests exploited by timber 
companies or our public lands despoiled by drilling and develop­
ment. 

The challt:nge for the new Congress will be to build a en ible, 
forward-looking strategy on thi common ground. Our health and 
the health of the planet demand it.

"People need training to get into 
the coal indu try, and coal mines 
need trained miner,," Blakeman 
said. "EKCEP is committed to 
assisting endeavors like this one, 
which contribute to our mission of 
helping the coal industry olve its 
workforce shortage and help peo­
ple improve their lives." 

The Coal Career Program is 
funded by a partnership of EKCEP, 
Booth Energy and Excel Mining, 
Big Sandy Community and 
Technical College, Btg Sandy Area 
Community Action Program, and 
the Kentucky Coal Academy, a coal 
traming initiative that offers cours­
e at Kentucky Community and 
Technical College Sy tern 
(KCTCS) locations in Hazard, 
Madi onville, and Harlan. 

Based in Ha7ard, EKCEP is a 
federally funded non-profit agency 
that admini ters the JobSight net­
work of workforce centers in 23 
ea tern Kentucky counties. At 
JobSight ' 'one-stop" workforce cen­
ter , job seekers and employers can 
acces over a dozen tate and feder­
al employment and training pro­
grams and employer ervices in a 
single location. EKCEP' Bu ines 
Solution service help link 
employers with the right employee 
through numerous service , activi­
tie , and initiatives.

Here is a Thanksgiving Turkey for 
readers. Alfred Hi tchcock meets 
Sasquatch in this better than average 
effort from the film department at the 
Sci-Fi Channel. 

Director Ryan Schifrin - more on 
him later- blends elements of "Rear 
Window" and your average Bigfoot 
opus here and succeeds in crafting the 
best Yeti tale since "Shriek of the 
Mutilated." The film follows the 
efforts of a wheelchair bound man to 
convince authorities that an enormous 
monster i talking the five women 
who have rented the townhouse 
across the street. His efforts are ham­
pered by a disbelieving sheriff and an 
unsympathetic male nurse who don't 
get it together till the final reel, which 
gives Bigfoot plenty of time to nosh 
on the cast like so many human pork 
rinds. 

The film gets off to a good start 
with a local farmer losing a horse and 
a loyal pooch to a very hungry 
Sasquatch, which then proceeds to 
dog him back to his cabin. The scene 
then shifts to the homecoming of 
Preston Rogers (played by Matt 
McCoy of "Police Academy" fame, 
but don't hold that against him 'cause 
he's quite good here). 

Rogers is in sorry shape after injur­
ing his spine and losing his wife in a 
climbing accident on the well named 
"Suicide Rock." This ominous struc­

Conservation officer Jim Marshall 
and Wildlife Biologist Jason Plaxico 
met Sheriff Garrett Robert~ and a 
deputy about four miles north of the 
Johnson County line and discovered 
a dead 2 I 5-pound young male bear 
that had been killed cro. sing the 
highway. 

They noticed upon arnval that 
someone had cut off it paw,. 

Black bears once ranged through­
out the forest that covered three­
quarters of Kentucky. But habitat 
destruction, the los · of the Amencan 
chestnut tree and human harassment 
nearly eliminated them from the state 
a century ago. 

Today, due to large scale regenera­
tion of forl!st land in eastern 
Kentucky. and abundant bear popula-

Nature's lead. When it's ""mdy and 
cold. it makes you a lot better caller. 
At least you can call louder and 
more often and it will 'iound better to 
the ducks. 

"When it's sti II and qUiet, though, 
you're better off calling just a little 
bit and lettmg the decoy. do the 
work," Waldon advised. ''When a 
duck is coming in, let him come 
without doing much more calling. 
And when he'-> above you. be really 
careful." 

Waldon said calm conditions in 
wh1ch call come under closer 
scrutiny are al. o the most tc!>ty con­
ditions for vi ual attraction. Regular 
decoys sit motionless and not so life­
like. Rather than force the issue of 
attracuon wtth more calling. Waldon 
and hi guides more often rely on 
Pul ator decoys. which are battery-

tions in neighboring states West 
Virginia, Virginia and Tenne~see, 
they are naturally recolonizing the 
. tate. 

"We have a small but growing 
population of bears." ~aid Marshall. 
"They ha\e become significant

CHARLOTIE. N.C. - Jimmie 
Johnson opened and closed the 2006 
season on top, for very different rea­
ons. 

The year began with the controver­
sial suspen ion of hi · crew chief. who 
was caught cheating before the 
Daytona 500 and kicked out of the 
garage for four weeks. It ended with 
Johnson and Chad Knaus hoisting the 
Ncxtcl Cup trophy as the champi­
onship winning team. 

It wa. a headlining year for 
Johnson, but he hardly stole the show. 

NASCAR's 2006 season was thick 
with story lines, subplots and drama 
that didn't involve Johnson at all. 

There was NASCAR's intense 
focus on the future, two elite teams 
moving in opposite directions and the 
defending Nex.tel Cup champion 
embarking on hi. own rollercoaster 
sea. on. 

Dale Earnhardt Jr. and Jeff Gordon 
both returned to the top of the port -
with Gordon making a pit stop to get 
married along the way - while a hand­
ful of former contenders dropped to the 
back of the field. 

But t.he main lheme of the season 
was change as everyone pent most of 

the year preparing for what'~ 10 come 
in 2007: A foreign automaker, a 
Colombian driver, a futuristic car and a 
new television network. 

NASCAR chairman Brian France 1<. 
contident the new look can jump-start 
a sport that eemmgly ba-; stalled after 
a decade in the fast lane. 

"It's an awful lot of change, but it's 
going to be good change." France . aid 
before Sunday's cason finale. "A lot 
of exciting thing. for the fans and the 
driven; and everyone el e to look for­
ward to. 1 love where we're at, and 
we're excited about where we're 
going." 

It all tarted with Toyota, which 
said in January it would enter Canuys 
in the Nextel Cup Series in 2007. The 
announcement coincided with 
NASCAR's decision to phase in itc; 
custom-designed "Car of Tomorrow," 
which will debut next season and is 
meant to cut costs and improve afety. 

Fan will become acquainted with 
Toyota and the CoT next year on 
ESPN. which will replace NBC. 

Toyota tarted the biggest domino 
effect as it worked hard to land the top 
talent in NASCAR: The garage was 
consumed for month with which dri­
vers would sign with the automaker. 
Toyota had its sights set on Kevin 
Harvick or Man Kenseth but got Dale 

Jarrett and Brian Vickers instead. 
Still, Harvick playetl lhe game and 

kept h1s options open - a hardline 
stance that forced car owner Richard 
Childress to pull h1s once-proud team 
from the back of the field to the front 
of the pack. When Harvick realized 
RCR wa a competitor again, he re­
signed and had the best eason of his 
career. 

With five Cup win . nine Busch 
victorie and that series title, ru weU as 
a spot in the Chase for the champi­
onship, Harvick helped RCR become a 
major player again. But he received 
help from teammate Jeff Burton. who 
resuscitated his career by end.mg a 
five-year winless drought and making 
a major play for the NexteJ Cup title. 

With Harvick off the free-agent 
market, 1999 Cup champion Jarren 
became a viable option for Toyota, 
sencling RYR into a free-fall that 
threatened the team'. urvival. 

Jarren opted out of the No. 88 Ford 
to drive a Camry for Michael Waltrip 
Racing, and ponsor UPS went with 
him. Then Elliott Sadler asked out of 
his eat, leaving RYR down two dri­
vers, two crew chief: and a . ponsor. 

Yates heads into the offseason till 
trying to save hi flagship No. 88.

When the open-wheelers get com­
fortable, t.hey might find themselve. 
battling with former serie champion 
Tony Stewart. 

The two-time champ had a truly 
bizarre season as he struggled with his 
role a~ a garage leader, slumped on the 
race track and mi eel the Cha e for the 
championship. 

It . tarted at Daytona, when he pub­
licly warned someone would be killed 
because of the dangerous racing condi­
tions. That led NASCAR to police 
aggressive driving, and Stewart was 
one of the first offenders. Then he 
angrily backed away from comment­
ing further on the issue. 

He was a split-personality most of 
the sea<;on, lecturing young drivers on 
etiquette then breaking most of his 
edicts. He ultimately hit a summer 
::.woon (no thanks, probably, to the bro­
ken shoulder blade he suffered in May) 
and failed to qualify for the Chase.
