Let Us Book 
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Safety requires 
more than minimum 

If they want to eliminate underground fires and explo­
sion that are killing miners, coal companies mu t go 
beyond just following the letter of the law. Instead, compa­
nies must develop a "culture of prevention" that take a pro­
active approach to safety by going beyond the mimmum. 

So concludes a report by the Mine Safety Technology and 
Training Commi sion that studied 25 years of mine fires and 
explo ion . The report includes more than 70 recommenda­
tions aimed at reducing death and serious injurie to coal 
miners. The commission' report i i ued just a the dead­
liest year for coal mining in decades i · coming to an end. 

Complying with state and federal regulations i insuffi­
cient because not every ri k can be addressed in a rapidly 
changing environment, said Larry Grayson, comrn.ission 
chairman and a professor of mining engineering at the 
University of Missouri-Rolla. 

"Unfortunately, it's ea y to interpret that if I comply with 
the minimum requirements of the law, I'm going to be OK," 
Gray on said. "That's often a bad assumption." 

We agree. Sadly, in most of the mining deaths this year, 
even the inadequate state and federal safery regulations on 
the books were ignored. 

The latest evidence of a culture of putting profit before 
afety comes from a rep01t released Friday by the tate 

Office of Mine Safety and Licensing on the May 20 explo­
ion at Kentucky Darby No. 1 Mine in Harlan County that 

killed five miners. 
Investigator found a protective seal that should have 

blocked out naturally occurring methane was "poorly con­
structed" and failed to meet federal guideline·. A torch near 
the leaking seal ignited the methane causing the deadly 
explosion. 

The report said the mine foreman and a maintenance 
worker should not have been allowed to use a torch at the 
site because a ventilation current passed through the area on 
its way to the surface. 

There is another aspect that IS disturbing about the state 
report on the mine deaths. Instead of working as a coordi­
nated team, investigators from the state and from the U.S. 
Mine Safety and Health Administration at times acted more 
like competitors. 

MSHA, which L conducting its own investigation into 
the blast, declined to let tate investigators interview its 
inspector, Stanley SturgilL "MSHA asked all the question it 
believed relevant during its interviews." agency spoke man 
Dirk Fillpot said. 

State and federal investigators should work together fol­
lowing an accident. Nothing is to be gained by either with­
holding information from the other. 

Contrast the findings of the investigators of the Darby 
Mine No. 1 explosion with the report by the aforementioned 
Mine Safety Technology and Training Commi sion. They 
repre ent conflicting philosophies regarding mine safety. 
While the commis ion recommend · going beyond the mini­
mum to promote mine safety, the operators of the Darby 
Mine No. 1 ignored existing safety regulation . 

If the suggestions of the commission are heeded, the 
mine will become safer and the death toll will drop. On the 
other hand, if the type of philosophy that led to the Darby 
No. 1 Mine explosion prevails, this year of numerou min­
ing death could become the norm instead of simply an 
aberration.

The amnesty 
fallacy 

Little did voters know it, but on 
ov. 7 they were delivering a man­

date for amnesty for illegal immi­
grant . Mo t of them probably 
thought they were voting on the Iraq 
War or on corruption, but elite opm­
ion-makers have decided that they 
also were panting for a laxer immi­
gration policy. 

There's no doubt that electing a 
Democratic Congress furthers the 
cause of an amnesty and gue t-work­
er program by removing the main 
obstacle to both: the Republican 
majority in the House. But there i. no 
good evidence that championing 
trict immigration enforcement was a 

loser for Republicans. or that voters

The epicenter of their ca e i in 
Arizona. Two immigration-re tric­
tionist Republicans lost House races 
in a state that experiences more ille­
gal border crossings than all the other 
state · bordering Mexico combined. If 

strict-enforcement conservatives 
can' t make it there, the argument 
goes, they can't make it anywhere. 
But Arizona 
wasn't really a 
re trictioni<;t 
rout. 

Arizona 's 
Senate race was 
a truer test of the 
political merits 
of the issue. 
Republican Sen. 
Jon Kyl i · an 
opponent of the 
"comprehensive 
bill" - effec­
tively an amnesty - pas. ed by the 
Senate Ia t year. But he is also a 
thoughtful policymaker who will 
never be mi taken for a bomb-throw­
er. His Democratic opponent forth­
rightly upported the Senate bill and 
a guest-worker program. Kyl won. 

It's disingenuous to argue that 
Arizona rejected enforcement when, 
as Mark Krikorian of the Center for 
Immigration Studies points out, it 
approved ballot measures to deny 
bail to illegals. bar them from collect­
ing punitive damages, keep them 
from receiving certain state subsidies 
and make English the state's official 
language. Tf Ari10na had recoiled 
from a get-tough approach to immi­
gration. it would have rejected these 
measures rather than approving them 
by 3-l margins.

NFL Network 
rejects Time Warner 
Cable's proposals on 
carrying Rutgers 
game

NEW YORK -The NFL Network 
has rejected two proposals from Time 
Warner Cable that would have 
allowed New York area viewers to 
see a much-anticipated college foot­
ball game between Rutgers and 
Kansas State.

Carriage of the game ha'i become 
an is. ue since it won't be on local 
broadcast outlets, Time Warner Cable 
hasn't reached a long-term carriage 
deal with the network, saying it's a!>k­
ing for too much money. Another 
New York-area cable provtder, 
CabJevision Systems Corp.. also 
doesn't carry the network.
