The first conviction is $1 00. 
• The second conviction i. $250. A 

lhird conviction is jail time, u.~ually in 
lhe 15-to-30-day range. 

These convictions may sound like 
lhe fines levied Jar .;ome trivial offense 
·uch as jaywalking or a parking viola-

tion. but they are the penalties a parent 
potentially faces in Floyd County if 
convicted for not sending thc1r children 
to -,chool. 

"'l think failing to send children to 
school can affect their grades as well as 
their behavior," said Kristin;~ Springer, 
director of pupil personnel for the 
Floyd County Board of Education. "II' 
the>'re not there. they get left behind." 

Springer'sjob entails overseeing the 
county's attendance and notifying par­
ents when their children reach the 
threshold of unexcused absences 
allowed in floyd County. which is <;ix. 
An ab. ence b unexcused if a :-.tudent 
misses a t:lass and doc!. not have a note 
from lheir parent or a doctor authoril­
ing the absence. An absence must be 
ac~ounted for within two days, or else 

it goes into the record as unexcused. 
When a student nears the six­

absence limit, it is Springer's job to 
notiJy the parents and explain what 
could happen to them. The student's 
school is also charged with notiJ'ying 
lhe parcnL<; and letting them know that 
their child IS nearing the maximum

Court tackles housekeeping 
items during Friday meeting

PRESTONSBURG - The 
Floyd County Fiscal 
Courtroom saw a substantial 
audience as the agenda for 
Friday's meeting was filled 
with I 0 resolutions. many of 
which were '"house cleaning" 
items that the court wanted to 
resolve. 

The first resolution was one 
that would tTansfer funds from 
several different accounts. 
Magistrate Jackie Owens was

Resolution 2, which Owens 
also voted against. was one that

months old. 

A $25.000 check was 
approved payable to the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Office for its 
share of the 3 percem tax on 
alcohol sales. 

The county also approved 
hiring two additional Road 
Department employees at an 

hourly rate of $8.50 an hour 
and passed a resolution to e, e­
cute the lease agreement for the 
three dump trucks which were 
approved for purchase for iao,;t 
wet!k. 

Southern Water and Sewer 
District was approved to 
receive . 96,379 from the court 
for the acquisition of new pump 
stations needed for water pro­
jects throughout the area.

on Oct. 5 to discuss a posi­
tion which had recently 
become vacant at the paper. 
Both women agreed to do 
so, hoping they would be 
chosen to fill the posttJOn, 
which offered an increase 
in salary. 

One arrived at work fir.,t 
that morning and readily 
accepted the opportunity to 
discuss the position private­
ly. away I rom the office. 

The two talked over break­
fast at Holiday Inn, and 
after eating, McHugh 
explained that he was living 
at the motel and had forgot­
ten something in his suite 
that he needed to retrieve. 

The woman accompa­
nied him to his room to 
retrieve the Item. Once 
inside, she alleges that 
McHugh immediately 
made unwarranted and 
unwanted sexual overtures. 
which she rebuffed. The 
woman said her resistance 
only provoked McHugh. 
wbo physically and sexual­
ly attacked her. 

The woman said she was 
able to escape from the 
suite, and after McHugh 
apologized to her, she 
agreed in her hysteria to 
ride with him back to the 
office. During the return 
trip she said McHugh con­
tinued further advances and 
inappropriately touched 
her.

The big 
drug scam 

Democrats hate that Republicans 
are willing, on the issue of embryon­
ic stem-cell resean;h, to let their 
straitened moral views supposedly 
stand in the way of medical progress. 
But Democrats have their own ethical 
problem with medical progress -
based on their moral qualms about 
the profit motive. 

During the 2006 campaign. 
Democrats argued that President 
Bu~h's prescription-drug program­
Medicare Part D - could never be 
cost-effective unlc:; the government 
was allowed to negotiate directly 
with drug companies. According to 
the Democrats, the "D'' in Medicare 
"Part D" stood for "dystopia," forc­
ing da:ted and confu ·ed seniors to be 
ripped off by ravenous drug compa­
nies. 

In reality. the absence of govern­
ment negoiJatiOns has been key to the 
program's success. Private health 
plans negotiate drug prices with the 
drug companies and then offer a 
menu - a formulary - of covered 
drug. through Medicare. Seniors 
choose among the vruious plans, 
picking the one with the drugs they 
want at the best pnce. 

According to the Centers for 
Medicare and Medicaid Services. the 

robllst competi­
tion has meant 
that premiums 
for the basic 
drug benefit 
average $22 per 
month. 40 per­
cent less than 
had been pro­
jected. Seniors 
are estimated to 
be saving. on 
average, $ 1 .200 
a year on drugs,

This 
w<>uld require creating a national for­
mulary- in other words limiting the 
drug~ available to seniors in the 
Medicare program. 

The Department of Veterans 
Affairs - touted by Democrats as an 
tdcal example of government negoti­
ations - has just sut,;h a fonnulary. If 
the latest drug isn't on the VA list­
well. there arc always old drugs. 
Columbia University professor Frank 
Lichtenberg report<; that ''only 38 
percent of drugs approved in the 
l990s and 19 percent of the drugs 
approved by the FDA since 2000 are 
on the VA National Formulary." 

Democrats don't want to impose a 
formulary on Medicare Part D 

against profits. 
They used to complain that drug 

companies made too many "me-too 
drugs."' but the variety of drugs avail­
able to treat the same conditiqns has 
created healthy competition regard­
ing price. Now Democrah complain 
about one-of-a-kind breakthrough 
drugs. where there isn't (yet) such 
competition. 

But drug research is risky and 
hideously expensive. No one will do 
it without the benefit of profits. When 
Plt/er's new cholestcrol-lowenn 
drug proved a failure late last year, it 
lost l5 years and $1 billion in 
research and development co<;ts. 

If Democrats continue crusading 
against drug-industry profits, they 
will succeed only in obstructing med­
ical progress, to the detriment of 
seniors and all of us.

Rest in wit

Molly Ivins died on Jan. 31. She 
wa. 62; not young to the young, but 
\vay too soon for a vibrant force of 
nature like Molly. 

She was, I would argue. the fore­
most liberal columnist of her time­
more liberal than Mike Royko, 
tougher than Art Buchwald, more 
down-to-earth than Rus ell Baker. 
She c;pent her life giving comfort to 
the aftlictcd and afflicting the com­
fortable, while making people laugh 
all the while. 

Not everyone laughed, of course. I 
doubt Rush Limbaugh joined in. Of 
the right-wing radio talker, she wrote: 
"I have been attacked by Rush 
Limbaugh on t~e air, an experience 
somewhat akin to being gummed by 
a newt. It doc n' t actually hurt. but it 
leaves you with slimy stuff on your 
ankJe." 

When Pat Buchanan delivered his 
bell il:ose speech at the 1992 
Republican National Com·erltton, 
announcing that we as a nation were 
locked in a cultural war, !->he <.aid that 
the speech "probably sounded better 
m the original German." 

She spent her most productive 
years and did her best work in her 
home state of Texa~. She adopted a 
good 'ol girl. homespun style that 
was somewhat at odds with her 
Smith College-Columbia University 
resume, but which filled her earthy 
sense of humor like a cowboy boot. 

Texas wa' invented for her. It was. 

she said. ··reactionary. cantankerous 
and hilariotJo,;" and when the state's 
legislature was about to convene she 
would issue the warning, "every vii· 
I age is abom to lose its idiot."

"Denial is not just a 
river in Egypt,'' she wrote. " It's a 
court-appointed presidency aud they 
are behaving as if they have a man­
date.·· "There are two kinds of 
humor," she told "People'' maga;in~. 

One kind "makes us chut,;kle abm1t 
our foibles and our shared humanity. 
The other kind holds people up to 
public contempt and ridicule. That's 
what I do." 

Elsewhere she would write: "[ 
only aim at the powerful. When satire 
i~ a1med at the powcrk"s Jt is not 
only cruel - it's vulgar.'' Which i~ 
perhaps the be~t argument I've heard 
against the ''politically incorrect" 
folk!> who would have you be lieve 
that it's bran! to tread on the down­
trodden in the name uf free spL'ech. 

She tried reporting for "The New 
York Times" but it didn't \Hlrk out. 
The "Times" was, then as now, a 
stntd and proper institut ion and 
Moll) was wild and cnuy. 

While working tn the Denver 
bureau of the "Times ... she was sent 

to cover a festival in Corrales, .M.~' 
that featured a mass slaughter of 
chickens. She called it a ··gang 
pluck." 

That never made the paper but her 
usc of it offended the 'Times"' exec­
utive editor Abe Rosenthal who, 
while a great journalist. had a sense 
of humor so narrow you could !>lice 

cheese with it. She 
and the "Times" soon 
parted company. 

'"The New York 
Times' is a great 
newspaper." she later 
wrote. "[t is also no 
fun." 

She was diag­
nosed with breast 
cancer in 1999 and 
spent the rest of her 
life fighting it, 

always with courage and characteris­
tic flair. 

Of her treaunenl, she S<Ud: "First 
they mutilate you: then they poison 
you: then they hum you. I have been 
on blind dates better than that." 

At lhe time of her death she \Vas 
syndicated in ncaJiy 400 newspaper,, 
the author of se\'eral best-selling 
books - several at the expcn~e of 
George Bush - and the winner of 
numerous journalism awards (man_ !J 
of which she used a' triveb on her 
dining ro<>m table). 

But not the gramlest pri.tc of all ; 
'he never won the Puliucr. I'm not 
sure the award will ever fully recover 
from that. nor should it.

Saundrd Ca.rter Toussaint 

growing up in Pike County 
Sandra Carter Toussaint's 'Up Harold's Branch'

To many with a shared history of 
grow:ng up in eastern Kentucky. 
Saundra Carter Toussaint'-; soon to 
be released book. ··up Harold's 
Branch -A Collection of Childhood 
Memories,'' will o,;trikc a chord of 
frumliarity. 

Recollections of outdoor toilets, 
meal of 'iOup beans. cornbread and 
fried chicken (snatched straight 
from the family yard). and the 
strains of okl tyme mountain music 
intenningled with .. new time'' rock 
'n roll are just a few of the subjects 
discussed in Toussaint'-; book of 
memories. 

Toussaint. a native of Pike 
County, was born in 1946 in a four­
room house that had no indoor 
plumbing. ln a house with only two 
bedrooms and seven children. 
Toussaint recalls that brother Junior 
"slept on a roll-away bed" while she 
and sister Dorothy shared a bed 
("that could not have been fun." the 
author writes, "since I was a bed­
wetter"). 

Other familiar memories include 

those of family members working 
together to preserve and store the 
vegetables and fruits they had spent 
the warm weather days raising: "In 
onJcr to eat in the w1nter. there had 
to be canning or drying of foods in 
the summer. Mom would stand 
over hot fires while she canned 
white half-runner green beans, 
tomatoes, bread and butter pickles. 
corn relish. pickled beets (Detroit 
reds). pears, apples . jellies and 
jams. and my all-time favorite -
Mom's apple butter. No one could 
equal Mom when it came to apple 
butter. then or now. Of cour. e, she 
never measured, so 11 was difficult 
to get the exact recipe, but these are 
her directions: MOM'S APPLE 
BUTTER - Peel, core and slice 
apples (wine sap or Rome beauty); 
add water and cook on top of stove; 
rub through colander; add sugar, oil 
of cinnamon. and red-hots (candy); 
bake in slow oven (300 degrees); 
put loose foil on top so iL will not 
splatter. When it drops in sheets 
from a long-handled spoon. it is 
ready. Put in steriliL.ed jars and seal . 

"She also dried vegetable ... and 
fruits . Dried green beans (shuck 

beans) were a staple. This was one 
of my jobs. r would string the 
beans and re-string them using a big 
needle and twine. Occasionally, we 
would break-up (snap) the beans, 
ans she would dry them on a piece 
of tin. Whichever way we did it, 
once they were dry, the beans 
would be stored in a pillow case 
with red pepper thrown in to keep 
out hungry bugs. Mom would also 
dry apples. In the winter, she would 
make stacked apple cake and fried 
apple pies using the dried apples." 

Toussaint, who left Pike County 
to attend Berea College after gradu­
ating from Mullins High School, 
retired from a career as a public 
health nurse and administrator of 
the Madison County Health 
Department, in Richmond. She 
resides in Lexmgton, with her hus­
band Gus.

Kids tell comeback stories nobody in football should forget

CHICAGO - Football breaks 
bodie~. not just bones. more than 
most of us want to remember. 

Play stops for a few momenti>, 
the crowd goes silent and prayerc; 
follow the loaded-up can rumbling 
off the held. Some of those players 
never climb down or walk again. 

It happens rarely in the NFL- on 
average, only once every four years 
- but l 0 times a year in high school 
games across the country. Wor':>e 
still. we forget about nearly all of 
those soon enough. 

That's what made a football ban­
quet being thrown Thursday night 
by the Chicago chapter of the 
American Football Foundation so 
different. Thanks to tireless cam­
paigning by a retired high school 
administrator named Don 
Grossnickle, and a little help from 
some high-profile friends. a handful 
of former players in wheelchairs 
were invited to tell comeback stories 
nobody in the audience will ever to 
forget. 

"Think of your own son heing 
paralyzed. with no insurance, anp 
what that would do to your fatnily, 
your job, your whole life," said 
Bears coach Lovie Smith. who's 
been in trumental with both his time 
and money in helping Grossnickle's 
"Halftime Book Project'' reach a 
wider audience. 

"It's something we aU live in fear 
of. but until you see it, or deal with 
it." Smith added. "it doesn't really 
hit home And a good as football 
has been to a kH of us. it's time to do 
a lot more. Especially at the grass­
roots level." 

Progress ha~ been slow, but signs 
the game is coming to grip. with 
that shan1eful part qf its legacy arc 
scattered throughout recent head­
lines. 

All during Super Bowl week, 
Mike Ditk.a lobbied poignantly .on 
behalf of broken-down. destitute 
former players too proud to beg for 
the medical bcnetits they deserve 
for helping build the game. Just 
Wednesday, former Green Bay 
Packers great Jerry Kramer 
announced that donations and an 

auction he put together to assist 
some of those same pros brought m 
$125.000, including $12,200 for a 
ring Ditk.a put on the block. 

But none of those funds will 
trickle down to where Grossnickle 
and the young men he help are 
truggling. And while raising money 

is a shon-tenn goal - to help fami­
lies deal with the trauma and co l of 
a eata'itrophic injury; to make sure 
high school coaches, referee. and 
school officials are more knowl­
edgeable and better prepared about 
how to avert them in the first place­
Grossnickle has something grander 
in mind. 

What he envisions is a "high 
school warrior alliance," a national 
clearinghouse that provide not ju t 
infom1ation and resources, but 
coun elors in the form of kids who 
have been paralyzed themselve!>. 
That way, he explains, it's not just 
help, but elf-help. 

·'Fortunately, it doesn't happen to 
a lot of kids. but it's a byproduct of 
the game we all still love, and these 
kids need and deserve a reason to 
get up in the morning, too." he said. 
"At some point, football has to step 
up and say. 'We take care of our 
own."' 

rn Grossnickle's case, that hap­
pened shortly after he heard the 
story of Rob Komosa, who wa'> par­
alyzed while playing on the scout 
team in practice at a nearby high 
school, then spent month· trapped in 
his bedroom while his parents, 
Polish immigrants who spoke little 
English. rricd to cope with medical 
and financial problems overwhelm­
ing them. 

Grossnickle began by helping 
widen the door frame in Rob's bed­
room. Nt:xt, he helped build a ramp 
at the front door, and then started in 
on the paperwork. Eventually, it 
con~>umetl so much time that 
Gro snickle resigned his job as an 
assistant principal- "I'm lucky," he 
recalled, "I'm old enough. with 
enough put away to do this" - and 
made it a full-time cause. 

In no time, other paralyLed high 
<:chool athletes started finding him. 
So Oro snicklc talked former Bears 
coach Dick Jauron and the late 
Randy Walker, Northwestern's foot-

ball coach at the time, into helpin1 
out. When Smith replaced Jauro1 
with the Bears, and Pat Fitzgeral• 
picked up the mantle a 
Northwestern after Walker's sudde1 
death, those organizations' bonds t• 
the "Halftime Book Project" go 
even stronger. 

"We need to remember th• 
opportunity the game gave us," sai• 
Fitzgerald. one of the speakers at th• 
banquet. "Thi. gives u~ an opportu 
nity to give something back to thos1 
in need." 

Bears community relations direc 
tor Caroline Guip plans to bring th• 
"Halftime Book Project'' to th• 
attention of the league at busines 
meetings in the spring and propo • 
each team in the league explore set 
ting up a s1milar initiative in thei 
towns. Grossnickle has found onl~ 
one other project up and running, it 
Texas, where Eddie Canales tarte< 
out looking after his son, Chris, whc 
was paralyzed in a high schoo 
game, and now ministers more that 
a dozen kids. 

"We could both use some help,' 
Grossnickle said. 

It could be on the way. At mos 
football banquets, from Pee WeA 
leagues on up to the NFL. some 
awards or scholarships are hande' 
out, a few people speak and tht 
lumin!U'ies in the crowd take a bow 
All of that happened Thursday nigh 
in Chicago. too. 

But somewhere in the middle 
after Gro snickle passed out copiet 
of an inspirational book he se,lf-pub· 
lished to raise money for the projec 
and told the stories of the kids in th( 
wheelchairs surrounding him, tht 
game took an important fir t step. 

It's not enough to just look a• 
these kids and say. ''There but fo1 
the grace of God go J.' What we'rt 
asking people in football to do i~ 
help us pull together a safety net,' 
he said. "because nobody know~ 
when they're going to fall."

Football rules 
changes focus on 
illegal helmet 
contact

INDIANAPOLIS- In its continu­
ing emphasis on illegal helmet con­
tact in high school football. the 
National Federation of State High 
School Associations (NFHS) 
Football Rules Committee reorga­
nized and clarified several rules with 
the intcntton of further rcducmg the 
risk of injury in lhe sport. 

Rules revi~ions regarding illegal 
helmet comact were among 14 rules 
revisions made by the committee at 
its January 20-21 meeting in 
Indianapolis. T~e rules changes were 
subsequently approved by the NFHS 
Board of Directors. 

In Rule 2, the commiuee placed 
butt blocking, face tackling and 
spearing under the heading ot 
"Helmet Contact- lllegal'' to place 
more emphasis on risk-minimization 
concerns. In Rule 9-4-3, the commit­
tee added a note tha[ lists examples of 
some types of illegal helmet contact 
that could result in disqualification. 

Examples of illegal helmet contact 
that could result in disqualification 
include, but arc not limited to: a) ille­
gal helmet contact against an oppo­
nent lying on the ground; b) illegal 
helmet contact against an opponent 
being held up by other players: and c) 
illegal helmet-to-helmet contact 
against a defenseless opponent. 

In addition, (he committee fonnu­
lated a de1inition of a nagrant foul, an 
oftcn-u"ed tenn in the rules book but 
which previously was not specifical-

1 ly defmed. A flagrant foul will be 
defined as a foul that may or may not 
involve phy<;ical contact, but 
involves such act\ as fighting, con­
tacting a gam·c official. fouls so 
severe as to place an opponent at risk, 
persistent or extreme abusive conduct 
and the use of vulgar language or ges­
tures. 

"While these change.., mostly 
involve ri!organization, the commit­
te~: is confident that the rules now 
place a stronger emphasis oo flagrant

'The committee extended the imple­
mentation date to give schools an 
opportunity to make the necessary 
adjustments during the normal uni­
form rotation and replacement cycles 
during the next five seasons." 

In Rule 8-2-2. an enforcement 
option has been added when there is a 
foul by th~: opponent of a tean1 scor­
ing a touchdown. In addition to its 
previous option of accepting the 
result of the play and having the 
penalty enforced on the try-for-point, 
the scoring team may choose to have 
the foul enforced on lhe ensuing 
kickoff. 

Two changes were rnade in Rule 
1-2-3 regarding "The Field and 
Markings." A 4-inch-wide broken 
restraining line is now required 
around the outside of the field, and 
the !me must be at lea~t two yards 
from the sidelines and end lines. The 
only exception to this rule will be in 
stadiums where the total field enclo­
sure does not permit the line. In addi­
tion, a line, 4 inches wide by 12 inch­
es long. that bisects the limit line at 
each 5-yard line extended. may be 
used.

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Most fishing, hunting license fees stairstepping up

The cost lo engage in fishing or 
hunting in Kentucky is going up. 

Sporting licen e fees ~ill step up 
smartly for the 2007-08 license year 
that goe~ into effect March l. Licenses 
from the 2006-07 year tittingly 
become invalid with the passing of 
Feb. 28. 

As almo~t everything in life, licens­
es are subject to inflation. Fishing and 
hunting license increases, however. 
change only at intervals. the ~tairster­
ping invoked only hy action of the 
Kentucky Fish and Wildlife 
Conuni sion and approval of the state 
legislature. 

Some examples of the new fees: 
Kentucky resident fishing licenses as 
well as resident hunting licenses are 
jumping from $15 to $20 each, a 33 
percent hike. For someone who does 
both, the combination fishing-hunting 
license will be $30, up from $22.50. 

For specific pursuit. the state's 

deer permit goes up from $25 to $,30. 
The spring turkey pcm1it is being 
hoisteJ from 20 to $30 for the new 
year. 

It's not ju t Kentuckian!-> who will 
bear a heavi<:r load. NonrcsidcllL'> will 
find them. elves paying $50 for an 
annual tishing license, up from $35. 
An out-of-st::lter's vucati\>n fishing 
license, a IS-day nonrc~idcnt licen;,c, 
is now $40. increasecl from $21. 

The nonrestdent annual bunting 
licen-;c ha! inflated from $115 up to 
$130. 

There arc some exceptions to rising 
cost. . The resident combination tish­
ing and hunting license for seniors age 
65 and older as well as lhose docu­
mented as disabled remaim at u bar­
gain basement $5. 

Youngsters, whom the Kentucky 
Depanment of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is trying harJ to enlist as 
sponsmen and future stcwarJ, of con­
servation. will find that their junior 
hunting license is going down from 
$8.75 to $5 under the ne\\ schedule. 

Likewise, junior deer pt:rmits and 
junior turkey permits each arc dccrca<>­
ing from $15 w $10, while there is a 
new discounted junior sportsman's 
license that. at $25. covers lhem for all 
Kentucky game and fish pursuits. 

The rca~oning behind the fee 
increase!\ for most license<; and per­
mits is simply increased costs for 
everylhing in ftsh and wtldlifc man­
agement wilh no others but sportsmen 
paying the bills. 

"Const:rvation is totally funded by 
u cr fee in Kentucky," department 
spokesman Mark Marraccini aid. 
"Some lish and wildlife agencies in 
other states are paid for by lhe general 
fund or supplemented by money from 
the taxpayers. Here, it's the '-portsmen 
who pay for tish and wildlife manage­
ment through license and pem1iL fees 
and federal excise taxes on equipment 
that are charged of hunters apd fisher­
men. 

.. 1 think most people who buy 
licenses understand lhat lhey're pay­
JOg their own v.ay. and they'd rather 

be doing it than depend on tax 
money,·· he said. 

The tncrease in fees is the fiN 
since 2000 while department operat­
ing expenses have ri en about 3 per­
cent annually since, agency oflicialc; 
say. 

Fi"h and Wildlife ResoLLrces 
Commissioner Jon Gac;seu said peri­
odic llcense increa<>es typtcally arc 
net.:cssary every five to ix years to 
keep pack with inflation. while the 
agency has ~tretched it'i last increase 
to cover seven years. 

'·However. we have reached a point 
where operating expenses will force 
us to reduce or terminate the quality 
program<; and ~ervices that our cu~;. 
tomerx have come to expect" if lhe fee 
increases were not implemented.

Gassen c;aid the increased fees 
leave licenses and permits for 
Kentucky at a level that are similar to

Gordon, who won the econd of 
Thursday's two !50-mile qualifying 
races, now will stan the Daytona 500 
in 42nd place. 

NASCAR inspectors said his 
Chevrolet was almost an inch too low 
but blamed it on u part failure - not 
cheating. He wa-; not stripped of the 
victory. 

"We feel it was unintentional, and 
actually fairly unsafe.'' said 
NASCAR competition director 
Robin Pemberton. "We feel that it 
was a part failure, and we feel that it 
was unitentionally done. I think it 
would be marginal at best if there was 
any advantage. 

"I am I 00 percent c;ure this is 
unintentional.'' 

NASCAR sajd it believed a 
mechanic made a mistake when the 
shocks were installed before the race. 

Gordon·s was the sixth team in 
three days to be caught with technical 
violations. The earlier problems led 
to expulo;ions, suspensions. fines ,and 
loss of championship points- and the 

season hasn·t even begun. 
The most serious of lhe violations 

was committed by the new team of 
Michael Waltrip. who'ie Toyota failed 
inspection after an illegal substance' 
wa." found in the gas line.

After 
three days of examination, it was 
determined to be a fuel additive 
designed to dramatically boost horse­
power in a car that previously had 
struggled with speed. 

NASCAR tossed out 
two key Waltrip employ­
ees. handed crew chief 
David Hyder a $JOO,OOO 
fine - the largest in series 
history ·- and docked 
Waltnp I 00 points. 

Waltrip ·s eighth-place 
finish in the tirst qualifying 
race at Daytona 
International Speedway was 
good enough to get him in 
the field . 

But NASCAR didn't 
kick him out of the garage,
