If the state's pension 
plan falls more in line with the 
private sector, as proposed, that

Industries must share 
in breaking oil addiction 

Legislation designed to destroy the American auto industry 
was delivered to Congress this week, and it's evident that the 
bills' sponsors care little about good public policy or American 
jobs. 

Sen. Ed Markey, D-Mass., and Rep. Todd Russell Platts, R­
Pa., and Sens. Byron Dorgan, D-N.D., and Larry Craig, R-Idaho, 
introduced two separate bills this week - in advance of 
Wednesday's congressional testimony by auto executives - that 
call for a minimum increase of Corporate Average Fuel Economy 
(CAFE) standards of 4 percent a year and place the responsibility 
for climate change squarely on the shoulders of the auto industry. 

The bills were written in large part by the Energy Security 
Leadership Council, a group of corporate executives and retired 
military officers co-chaired by Frederick W. Smith, chief execu­
tive of the FedEx shipping company. Note that the recommenda­
tions cause no hardship for FedEx or the companies headed by 
other council members. The council's mission is to isolate the 
burden for addressing oil dependency on the auto industry and 
avoid paying a price themselves. 

In their congressional testimony Wednesday, the heads of the 
Big Three automakers, Toyota and the United Auto Workers 
advocated a comprehensive approach that includes automakers, 
but all other industries as well. They also rightly reminded mem­
bers of Congress that CAFE is a failed policy. Arbitrarily 
increasing the standards will have no effect on the consumption 
of oil. But it will result in fewer American jobs and more deaths 
on the highways. Four percent increases in CAFE standards 
would cost the Big Three an estimated $85 billion to implement 
and divert research dollars from more promising long-term solu­
tions. It could also make cars more dangerous. A Harvard 
University/Broo~ngs Institut.i~:m ,study ays CAFE standard~ . , 
already contribute to 3,?00 highway deaths a y~ar. 

The auto executives suggested as a better path tax brealq; and 
subsidies to b ild an ethanol delivery infrastructure in America 
as well as accelerate the research and development of battery 
technologies, biofuels, and hybrid and electric vehicles. Though 
there are serious questions about these proposals as well, they're 
more likely to produce the desired results than increasing CAFE. 

For example, General Motors Chief Executive Rick Wagoner 
said if all flexible-fuel vehicles on the road now and those the 
Big Three have committed to build in the next decade were to 
run on E85, America could eliminate 22 billion gallons of gaso­
line a year. But there's no point building those vehicles if 
motorists can't find service stations that deliver the fuel. 

The auto executives clearly are interested in being part of the 
solution. All support a fundamental change in CAFE if the stan­
dard is geared more to individual cars and trucks rather than 
fleetwide averages. 

But it was Chrysler Group Chief Executive Tom LaSorda who 
put on the table the only real solution to reducing oil consump­
tion. Not surprisingly, he found little interest among the con­
gressmen for his proposal to raise gasoline taxes to European 
levels. When asked whether Markey would support higher taxes, 
which Congress could enact, a spokesman said it was an option 
but unlikely. 

No kidding. Taking meaningful steps to curb the nation's 
appetite for oil would require a broad national sacrifice. 

Congress would rather destroy an industry than ask consumers 
- voters - to share the pain.

Scrap Confederate flag 

It was a moving, albeit sad experience to attend last 
Thursday night's public meeting at the Light House 
Temple in Wheelwright. The subject was diversity and 
human dignity. As local African Americans related how 
they had experienced discriminatory actions during their 
lifetimes here in Floyd County, I wished that members of 
our Board of Education, the Allen Central Site Based 
Council and students could have been there to listen. It 
might have given them a better insight from a local per­
spective of why the continued use of the symbolism of 
the Confederacy as the hallmark of one of our local 
schools is so objectionable to them. 

I hope that the leadership in our school system will 
take seriously the need for discourse in our community, 
so that parents and students will understand why there is 
a need for change. 

A representative of the Community Relations Service 
of the United States Department of Justice was present at 
the meeting, as was a representative of the Kentucky 
Human Rights Commision. These agencies can help to 
facilitate such discussions, if necessary. 

Rev. Lewis Coleman and one of his colleagues from 
the Justice Resource Center in Louisville were also pre­
sent. They reminded those present of the recent resolution 
by the Kentucky Board of Education. The resolution 
states that schools should set an example and provide 
leadership in the furtherance of human rights and that the 
use of mascots, nicknames, and other school symbols

"This is a very complex 
issue with a lot of possibilities 
to create more problems than 
good," Wells said. "That's why 
it's so dangerous to do this 
hurriedly." 

The question of how to han­
dle debt within state pension 
systems has been an issue 
across the country. 

Other states such as illinois, 
Kansas, Oregon, New Jersey 
and Wisconsin have sold pen­
sion bonds to give their sys­
tems a cash infusion, said 
Keith Brainard, a research 
director at the National 
Association of State 
Retirement Administrators in 
Washington. Washington, 
Oregon and Indiana have sim­
ilar plans to what's proposed 
in Kentucky but require 
employee participation, 
Brainard said.

Stewart said she lives a 
block from Washington Park in 
the nm1hern Wyoming town 
and has been following the situ­
ation for some time.

A nonbinding memorial 
approved this week by the state 
House of Representatives 
declares that Pluto be designat­
ed a planet whenever it "passes 
overhead through New 
Mexico's excellent night skies." 

The Int.ernational 
Astronomical Union reclassi­
fied Pluto as a dwruf planet last 
August because its orbit over­
laps with Neptune's. That 
caused hard feelings in New 
Mexico, home of Clyde 
Tombaugh, the astronomer who 
located Pluto in 1930. 

"We really took it as an 
affront," said Democratic Rep. 
Joni Marie Gutierrez, who 
introduced the memorial. 

The measure was pending in 
the Seaate as lawmakers go into 
their final day of work 
Saturday. 

Patricia Tombaugh, the 94-
year-old widow of Pluto's dis­
coverer, said the memorial 
probably won't change any sci­
entific minds.

"She did forget the $2 fee for 
the transcript," he said.

"It was 13 bucks. If they had

use for mice, but she thinks 
their bigger cousins make great 
pets. That's right, domesticated 
rats. And her dog likes them, 
too. 

Morin, known as the "rat 
lady," has babied rats for about 
eight years, ever since her 
daughter brought home a lab rat 
named "Wicket" from Western 
Michigan University. The one­
pound, white male rat with pink 
eyes would fall asleep in per lap 
while she watched television. 

She and her husband, Don, 
once had as many as 13 rats in 
their home. It's not uncommon 
for Morin to have a rat or two 
on her shoulder. The preschool 
teacher lets them crawl all over 
her. 

The little animals -her cur­
rent critters are "Cubby," 
"Sweet Pea" and "Little Bit" -
relieve the stress of the daily rat 
race. 

"They help me relax a whole

This beneftt 
began on january 1, 2006 and it allows every­
one with Meclicarc to sign up for tllis drug cov­
erage through a prescription drug plan. The 
different drug plans and their cost will vary 
depending on the plan that the person decides 
is best for him or her. Fortunately, Medicare

Mr. Astruc has stated in confirma­
tion hearings that hf' would not usc the posi­
tion as commissioner as a "bully pulpit'' to 
push for any proposal (e.g., privatization) 
changes in Social Security.

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Johnson grabs win with late pass on Stewart

HAMPTON, Ga. - Jimmie 
John on already has his eye on 
the big prize. 

, The reigning NASCAR 
Nextel Cup champion passed 
Tony Stewart three laps from 
the end Sunday at Atlanta 
Motor Speedway and went on 
to win his second straight race. 

"We're thinking champi­
onship already," said Johnson, 
only four races into the 36-
race season. "That's really the 
mode anymore. You have to 
think about points and being in 
the top 12 all the time." 

Johnson had the car to beat 
Sunday. leading 132 of the 
first 238 laps. But the only 
laps he led the rest of the way 

the 325-lap event on 
Atlanta' s 1.5-mile oval were 
the last three. 

The 25th victory of his Cup 
career moved Johnson within 
28 points of current series 
leader Mark Martin, who plans 
on skipping next week's race 
at Bristol and the race the fol­
lowing week at Martinsville. 

That would leave Johnson 
just 20 points behind Hendrick 
Motorsports teammate Jeff 
Gordon and 17 behind Jeff 
Burton going into Bristol. the 
fifth of the 26 races that will 
~etermine the 12 drivers in the 

Chase for the championship. 
"Right now, it' s easy to feel 

good about things and there no 
doubt that the championship is 
what's on our minds," Johnson 
said. "When you come into the 
sport, you focus on victories 
and top 10 and now the Chase 
is a big mark for the teams to 
make. 

"But, after you win a cham­
pionship, I think it changes 
you a little bit and that's what 
you really focus on and what 
you want to do again and 
gain. Since we carne into '07, 
e team meetings and discus­

sions, everything is about try­
ing to win another champi­
onship. Right now things are 
going good and we' re doing 
the right things, but it's way 
too early to get too excited." 

Johnson, who overcame a 
penalty in the pits at Las Vegas 
to beat Gordon the previous

ahead of Matt Kenseth and 
third-place Johnson after the 
final stops by the leaders dur­
ing a caution flag on lap 311. 

After the green flag waved 
with ll laps to go, Johnson 
took just three laps to get past 
Kenseth, then took off after 
Stewart in the duel of 
Chevrolets. 

Johnson pulled side-by-side 
with Stewart just past the fin­
ish line on lap 322. Johnson 
then got his nose out ahead 
and, as the two cars drove 
through turn two. Stewart 
scraped the wall. 
· Johnson easily Jed lap 323 
and continued to pull away 
from Stewart, going on to win 
by about half the front 

straightaway. He credited crew 
chief Chad Knaus for making 
some key adjustments on the 
last pit stop. 

"At the end, when it came 
time to race for checkered, 
Chad made orne great adjust­
ments to help me on the short 
run," Johnson said. "That's the 
one thing I was lacking com­
pared to the 20 (Stewart). At 
the beginning of a run he had a 
little more glip and could drive 
a little harder. . 

"At the end, I can't say that 
I've driven a race car that hard 
before. It really was challeng­
ing internally in my own head 
to drive that hard to chase 
Tony down and get by him. 
That was just a great, great 
race." 

Stewart, who overcame a 

long pit stop in the early going 
when one of his crewmen 
dropped a lugnut, led 121 laps 
and was happy with second 
place. But he wasn't particu­
larly happy with Johnson. 

"I wish he had at least 
given us room to race for it," 
Stewart ~atd. "But we gained 
some points today and that's 
what this team needed." 

Johnson apologized, saying 
he wished he had given 
Stewart more room. 

"Tony had a good run on 
the inside coming off the cor­
ncr and when I heard he was 
coming it was just too late for 
me to adjust," the winner said. 
"I certainly squeezed him into 
the wall and didn't leave him a 
lot of room, but it wasn't 
intentional." 

Kenseth wound up third , 
followed by Jeff Burton and 
heralded rookie Juan Pablo 
Montoya, who barely held off 
Clint Bowyer to record his 
first top 10 and by far his best 
finish in five Cup starts. 

'T m getting the handle of 
it," said Montoya, who also 
won a Busch Series race on a 
road course in Mexico City 
several weeks ago and got as 
high as third in Sunday's race 
before slipping a bit at the end . 

Martin, who finished lOth, 
remained in the lead by eight 
points over Gordon, who over­
came a tire problem and a lost 
lap to finish 12th. Burton 
remained third, 11 points 
behind, and Johnson stayed in 
fourth, movmg to 28 points 
back. 

But longtime NASCAR 
star Martin switched teams 
this year in order to cut back to 
a partial Cup schedule and has 
said he will sit out the next two 
races, despite leading the 
points. 

"Somebody told me I was 
still leading the points," the 
48-year-old Martin said, grin­
ning. "I don't really know, but 
that will be gone after next 
week. At least we can say we 
were leading when we took a 
break." 

The Bristol race next 
Sunday will also be the debut 
of NASCAR's new Car of 
Tomorrow, which could throw 
a wild card into the mix, 
depending on which teams fig­
ure out of the all-new, bigger 
and boxier car first.

Wildlife 'Baby Boom' time 
Human intervention may result in orphaned babieSi¥ 

Wildlife baby season is here which means people 
may come face-to-face with newborn squirrels, deer, 
rabbits, birds, raccoons and skunks during spring-clean 
ing. The Humane Society of the United States (HSUS) 
receives an increase in calls this time of year from pan­
icked homeowners who have stumbled across wildlife 
babies in their yards. attics, sheds, garages and yards. 

According to Laura Simon, field director of urban 
wildlife for The HSUS, "Thousands of people contact 
us throughout the spnng because they have found baby 
animals and assume that they need human help because 
the mother is nowhere in sight. Most people have very 
good intentions however all too often human interven­
tion can result in orphaned wildlife." 

When baby wild animals need human help: 
Baby squmels: If the) fall from a tree being cut 

down, immediately cease the tree-cutting and leave the 
babies out for the mother to retneve. lf it is cold. put the 
squirrels on a heating pad on low (using an cxtcmion 
cord) and place a flannel shirt unLierncath the squirrels 
so they do not overheat. If the mother does not retneve 
them by nightfall, contact a wildlife rehabilitator. Note: 
assume that any adult squirrels in attics right now are 
mothers with young.

Fawns: It is normal for mother 
H.eer to leave their fawn alone for 
Iong periods of time to avoid attract­
ing predators by the mother's scent 
(the young are odorless, therefore 
safer without mom around). You 
spould only be concerned and call a 
wildlife rehabilitator if the fawn is 
wandering and bleating constantly, or 
\f a clearly lactating yet dead mother 
i~ found nearby. 
. Baby rabbits: Similar to deer, baby 
bunnies are often Left alone so that 
the mother's scent does not attract 
predators. Only if the babies have 
peen attacked by an animal or injured 
by a lawnmower (or anything else), 
should you call a rehabilitator. 
• Baby raccoons: Raccoon cubs are 

rarely left unsupervised, therefore, if 
you find a baby raccoon alone for 
more than a few hours outside, it is a 
slg-n that something happened to their 
mom and you should contact a 
wildlife rehabilitator. To help avoid 
orphaning baby raccoons, do not use 
a: trap. It may be tempting to set one 
for a garbage-raiding raccoon howev­
er, you are likely to catch the mom 
and leave her babies orphaned. 
"Scrap the trap" and instead, put your 
garbage out the morning of trash col­
lection instead of the night before and 
deal with the problem at its source. 

Baby skunks: Sometimes baby 
skunks get separated from their 
mothers due to their poor eyesight. If 
you do find a nose-to-tail line of baby 
skunks running through your neigh­
borhood, place a laundry basket over 
them, upside down, to hold them in 
place and give the mother a chance to 
find them. If she does not retrieve 
them by the next morning, then a 
rehabilitator should be called. 
Remember to move slowly around 
skunks. Even baby skunks can 
"spritz" "baby spray" if they perceive 
that something is attacking. 
· Baby birds: It is a myth that if a 
baby bird is touched by humans, the 
parents will reject it. The reality is 
that birds have strong maternal 
instincts and the best thing to do if 
"Y'ou find a fallen chick is to put it gen­
tly back in its nest. If the nest is inac­
cessible or destroyed, you can secure 
a nest-sized wicker basket close to 
the original nest. The parents should 
take over the new nest without a 
problem. 

Fledgling birds: You may think 
you see a bird with a broken wing, 
but many birds in June cannot fly yet 
because they are fledglings, i.e. birds 
who are in transition having left the 
nest but still needing to Learn how to 
fly from the ground up. You can tell if 
their parents are still taking care of 
them by watching to see if adult birds 
fly over to feed them and by seeing if 
there are bird droppings on the 
ground. Birds poop after they are fed,

bloodstream and spread to the heart or other internal 
organs. 
• Brush your pet's teeth daily or at least weekly. While most 
dogs or cat!3• will not immediately accept a dental hygiene 
regimen, it t:an be successfully introduced with patience, 
particularly if you start when the pet is young. To acclimate 

,1our pet to olental health, start slowly, using plenty of praise 
-and treats. El egin at a time when your pet is relaxed and mas­
sage the ou !side of his or her mouth with your finger. Then 
give your p !!t a tasty pet toothpaste-poultry-flavored is the 
most populillr-and slowly introduce a toothbrush to his or her 
teeth. Begiri brushing in short Intervals, working up to about 
30 seconds a side. 
• Dogs don't accumulate as much tartar on the outside of 
their teeth as they do on the inside, so focus your dental 
hygiene attention there. 
• Feed yoUI· dog or cat crunchy food, or at least a mix of hard 
and soft to ods. The abrasive texture of kibble can help keep 
teeth clean , while soft food can cling to your pet's teeth and 
lead to dee~ay. Also consider crunchy treats, which also help 
clean teettt. 
• Chew to~ls for dogs and rope toys that cats can chew are 
not only immensely entertaining for your pet, but they help 
keep teeth clean and breath smelling fresh.
