PIKEVILLE - Four Floyd County 
residents were sentenced on Monday in 
U.S. District Court in connection with 
arranging staged automobile accidents 
and a house fire for the purpose of fil­
ing false claims in order to collect 
insurance payments.

Other defendants get lesser sentences 
Johnson entered a guilty plea for two 
counts of conspiracy to commit mail 
fraud after using the U.S. Postal 
Service to file false claims to several 
insurance companies. 

According to the plea agreement, in 
2002, one of the four conspirators, 
Douglas Branham, spoke with Billy 

Joe Johnson concerning his poor finan­
cial condition and devised a plan in 
which Branham would file a false 
insurance claim with Nationwide 
Insurance after setting fire to his house. 
Johnson agreed to assist and Branham 
said he would leave his home unlocked 
so that the crime could take place. 

On Sept. 24, 2002, Billy Joe

Capt. Hypocrisy 
reigns in D.C. 

One potential conclusion of the last few weeks regarding 
American politics is that Republicans only believe in account­
ability when it's applied to Democrats. First, no sooner had 
Scooter Libby, former chief of staff to Vic~ President Dick 
Cheney, been pronounced guilty of lying under oath than the 
calls for his pardon began from prominent conservatives. This 
was different than former President Bill Clinton's fudging the 
facts under oath, they said, and they're right: One fibbed about 
matters related to war decisions in the White House, the other 
about sex decisions in the White House. It's more nuanced than 
that, of course, but Americans are free to decide to which they 
have greater objection, unless all lies are created equal. 

Second, former House Speaker Newt Gingrich confessed that 
he was having an extramarital affair while leading the effort to 
impeach Clinton for his attempts to conceal an extramarital 
affair. The difference, Gingrich said, is that he didn't lie under 
oath about it, not that he had the opportunity. More than a few 
Republicans want him to run for president, and he's considering 
it. 

Third, former House Majority Leader Tom DeLay, the indicted 
Republican from Texas, continues to maintain his innocence 
regarding the money laundering charges against him; he's just a 
victim of "the politics of personal destruction," a term he bor­
rowed from - you guessed it - Bill Clinton. Even though he 
was considered the foremost practitioner of that brand of politics 
when he was in office, DeLay said it was different, in his case, 
because he was just doing the bidding of "the Bible" and "the 
principles of American freedom." Oh, and please buy his book, 
"No Retreat, No Surrender." 

Now along comes George W. Bush to say that while mistakes 
may have been made regarding his Justice Department's firing of 
eight U.S. attorneys, if Congress wants to hear about them under 
oath and in public from his staff- specifically from political 
adviser Karl Rove and White House counsel Harriet Miers -
sorry, no can do. For once their conduct is not different; suddenly 
the Clinton White House is their lawyer-layoff role model. 
They'll resist subpoenas and invoke executive privilege, if need 
be. Republicans don't want a "show-trial atmosphere," which is 
curious, since they didn't mind one a decade ago. Sen. Arlen 
Specter wants to work out a compromise to avoid a constitution­
al confrontation, arguing that "it's going to take two years or 
more to get it resolved in court." 

To which we say, so what? The principle at stake - the sepa­
ration and balance of powers - is worth fighting for, even if it 
means going the distance. If Rove, Miers, etc., have nothing to 
hide, they have nothing to fear in testifying. If the current presi­
dent wishes his legacy to be his belief that Americans have no 
right to know about his conduct of their business, that the rules 
.are somehow different for him, that the U.S. is a monarchy, then 
fine, let that be his legacy. Congress should issue these subpoe­
nas and let the chips fall where they may. And Americans at long 
last should recognize the difference between this White House's 
rhetoric and its behavior. Its occupants promised to restore 
integrity to the Oval Office and enforce the rule of law. Now 
they're being held to account against the very expectations they 
created. Perhaps they should consider themselves lucky that 
Congress is preoccupied with this issue rather than the decisions 
that led to war in Iraq. 

Finally, perhaps it's time for a new comic book character in 
America, a clean-shaven anti-hero who wears an "H" on his 
chest and flies around the nation's capital. Indeed, the bald 
hypocrisy on display - obviously it's a bipartisan affliction -
really has become cartoonish.

FRANKFORT- Only cig­
ar~ttes that extinguish them­
se~es when dropped or left 
unllttended will be allowed to 
bel sold in Kentucky under a 
neiv law. 

:That means . conventional 
ci&arettes - which have been 
bl~ed for untold numbers of 
house fires over the years -
wduld essentially be banned in 
on~ of the nation's top tobac­
co~producing states, a move 
thtt could help propel a 
naponal push for safer ciga-

es. 
, "Kentucky, with it's rich 

to~acco history, makes a state­
m4nt that this is very much a 
puplic safety initiative," said 
L~rraine Carli, a spokes­
woman for the National Fire 
Protection Association. 

Kentucky joins California, 
illinois, Massachusetts, New 
York, New Hampshire, Utah 
and Vermont in the effort to 
prevent fires ignited by ciga­
rettes, according to the fire 
safety group. · 

Carli said at least 18 other 
s tes are considering similar 

· slation to require the spe­
cial smokes, which are 
wrapped iri thin bands of paper 
that work like "speed bumps" 
to slow the burning of ciga-

rettes. They go out when the 
burning tobacco is no longer 
being puffed by smokers. 

'The value of this kind of 
cigarette is priceless," said 
Kentucky Gov. Ernie Fletcher. 

In Kentucky, the measure 
was catapulted into law by a 
house fire that killed 10 people 
on Feb. 6. Investigators 
believe that fire was caused by 
a smoldering cigarette dropped 
into a chair after one of the 
victims had fallen asleep. 

State Sen. Gary Tapp, R­
Waddy, said that fire illustrat­
ed the need for the new law, 
which won't take effect until 
next year, giving cigarette 
manufacturers time to make 
the necessary changes. Tapp, 
who sponsored the Kentucky 
legislation, said he hopes other 
states follow suit. 

"Every time we prevent one 
of these fires, it not only saves 
lives, but it removes from 
harm's way your first respon­
ders such as fire and rescue," 
Tapp said. 

Fletcher and lawmakers 
who unanimously approved 
the law gathered in the Capitol 
rotunda on Tuesday for a bill 
signing ceremony, even 
though Fletcher quietly signed 
the measure into law on 
Friday.

Kentucky Society for Respiratory Care 
to seek better coverage of respiratory 
therapy services for Medicare beneficiaries 

PAINTSVILLE 
Respiratory therapists from the 
~ntucky Society for 
lf~spiratory Care (KSRC) 
traveled to Washington, DC, 
earlier this month to convince 
lawmakers to amend the 
MMicare law to permit quali­
fietl respiratory therapists to 
~ctly provide much needed 
se!fices to ,Medicare benefi­
cifies suffering from respira­
to~. illnesses. 

If enacted, the law would 
revise current sections of the 
Medicare Part B Program, 
which governs specific ser-

s available to the Medicare 
beneficiary outside of the 
acute care hospital, opening 
the door to greater access to 
health and wellness services 
that are currently difficult, if 
not impossible for Medicare 
beneficiaries to obtain in the 
home and certain outpatient 
and alternate site settings. 

KSRC President Wade 
Root calls the revision long 
overdue, explaining that respi­
ratory therapy services have 
changed significantly since the 
Medicare law was written 
more than 40 years ago. 

"New treatments delivered 

mainly in alternate sites, such 
as smoking cessation, pul­
monary rehabilitation, patient 
education, and compliance 
monitoring for respiratory 
inhaled medications, are all 
part of the current health care 
landscape," says Root. "And 
the only health care profes­
sional who is specifically edu­
cated and competeucy tested 
in all aspects ~f respiratory 
care is the respiratory thera­
pist." 

Root notes the original law 
included respiratory therapy 
only under the hospital provi­
sions because those services 
were mainly restricted to the 
hospital in 1965 when the law 
was passed. 

The Washington, DC, trip 
was part of a Capitol Hill 
Lobbying Day coordinated by 
the KSRC parent organization, 
the American Association for

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Busch wins first COT race by beating Burton, Gordon at Bristol:

BRISTOL, Tenn. - As Jeff 
Burton considered how to beat 

yle Busch in the closing laps 
at Bristol Motor Speedway, he 
couldn' t shake the lessons his 
mother taught him as a child. 

"My mother always told me 
to do onto other people the 
way you want them to do 
you," Burton remembered. 
"That's the only thing I know 
to do. I've always tried to let 
the guy I am racing with set 
the rules .... Kyle drives hard. 
He drives really hard. But he's 
always raced me with 
respect." 

And with that, Burton 
refused to bump Busch out of 

t~~the way Sunday, instead 
pulling alongside of him 
before Busch beat him in a 
drag race to the finish line to 
win the first Car of Tomorrow 
race. 

The two have battled in the 
Busch Series this season, and 
had a stirring door-to-door 
duel in Las Vegas two weeks 
ago that Burton won as Busch 
spun backward across the fin­
ish line. 

Burton credited Busch with 
racing clean that day, and both 
drivers had it fresh in their 

~memories on the final three 
laps Sunday. 

"Jeff Burton easily could 
have dumped me there in three 
and four, but I think our Vegas 
finish helped me out a little bit 
with that," Busch said. "I think 
I had some brownie points to 
use up." 

Busch took the lead with 16 

laps to go on a smooth pass 
around Denny Hamlin in thick 
traffic and stayed there 
through a pair of cautions. He 
had driven away from the 
competition when the 15th and 
final caution set up a three-lap 
overtime. 

With Busch and teammate 
Jeff Gordon running 1-2 at the 
restart, the two plotted their 
own strategy with their respec­
tive crew chiefs. 

"Well, good job guys," 
Busch sighed at the final cau­
tion. "We'll do what we can. I 
can't promise you anything." 

"He'll be nice," crew chief 
Alan Gustafson said. "He'll 
play nice." 

It didn't sound that way on 
Gordon's channel. 

"Tell that 5, if I get a fend­
er underneath him, he better 
think about the fact that we're 
teammates," Gordon said. "If I 
don't get a fender underneath 
him, I won't move him out of 
the way." 

It never mattered, though, 
as Burton jumped past Gordon 
on the restart and quickly 
pulled onto Busch's rear 
bumper. Burton looked low 
and Busch threw a block, then 
he went high and Busch 
blocked that, too. 

Burton finally pulled along­
side Busch as they closed in on 
the finish line, but Busch 
nipped him at the flag for his 
first Nextel Cup victory on a 
short track. 

Both drivers could have 
spun Busch to get past him, 
and the 21 year old appreciat­
ed the veterans for racing him 
clean. 

"Without Jeff Gordon and 
Jeff Burton behind me, I never 
would have won this race," 
Busch said. 

Burton didn't regret it. 
"I could have u ed the 

bumper to move him out of the 
way and win the race, but I 
didn't want to," Burton said. "I 
can lay in bed tonight and 
wonder, 'What if?' But that's 
what I chose to do. If you can't 
pass him without knocking 
him out of the way, do the best 
you can. He's driven me clean, 
and that's what I did with 
him." 

Gordon, the polesitter, 
wound up third and was 
thrilled with the effort after 
struggling for most of the race. 

"That's an awesome win 
for him," Gordon said. "I 
wanted to race with him. I got 
a run on the inside and I knew 
Burton was going to get a run 
on the outside and I knew I 
was in trouble, so I just tried to 
hold onto third." 

Busch's win was the third 
straight for Hendrick 
Motorsports- Jimmie Johnson 
won the past two Cup events -
and was the 200th overall win 
for car owner Rick Hendrick. 
It also was the 600th for man­
ufacturer Chevrolet, which 
introduced the Impala SS this 
weekend to coincide with 
NASCAR's debut of the Car 
of Tomorrow. 

The COT spent seven years 
in development as NASCAR 
tried to byild a uniform car 
that would cut costs, improve 
safety and even the competi­
tion. It will be used in 16 races 
this season as NASCAR phas-

es it in through the 200~ sea­
son. 

It's introduction had teams 
fretting for months over per­
formance and the many 
unknowns the COT created. 

But when the race finally 
began, everything seemed 
pretty normal. Except for the 
design of the cars, which have 
a front splitter and a detach­
able rear wing, nothing 
appeared out of the ordinary. 

And the worst fears - that 
the track would be littered 
with parts and pieces every­
time one of them wrecked -
never developed. 

"From the tower, I thought 
it was a good race," NASCAR 
competition director Robin 
Pemberton said. "I think you 
saw there were more competi­
tors up front who had been 
there in recent history, or 
teams that aren't used to run­
ning in the top 10 or 15. 

"There were people con­
cerned with the splitter hitting 
the race track and all kinds of 
nightmarish things, you saw 
there were no problems with 
that. We were pleased." 

But the fifth-place car of 
Greg Biffle was too low in 
inspection, and Pemberton 
said NASCAR would take the 
car back to North Carolina to 
inspect. Busch's winning car 
also is being taken as 
NASCAR will seize several 
vehicles after each COT race 
to inspect them. 

Busch and Gustafson 
weren't pleased that the car 
was being taken, but 
Pemberton said it would be 
back in their possession with 

plenty of time to prepare for 
next week's race at 
Martinsville Speedway. 

The drivers, meanwhile, 
said it's too early to pass judg­
ment on the COT. Martinsville 
is another short track, and the 
COT gets its first true test next 
month in Phoenix. 

"If the car is safer and races 
better, then I am all for it," 
Gordon said. "But we can' t 
answer that question this 
weekend." 

Kevin Harvick was fourth, 
followed by Biffle, Jeff Green 
and Dale Earnhardt Jr. Clint 
Bowyer finished eighth and 
Jamie McMurray and Casey 
Mears rounded out the top 10. 

Gordon took over the 
points lead as Mark Martin, 
who came into the race on top, 
skipped the event and turned 
his keys over to rookie Regan 
Smith.

When the second world war started in 1941 , I 
was a five-year-old boy. My little brother, Mutt, 
was two years old. The reason I rem.ember this so 
well, is because the day the war started was the 
day my other little brother, Isdora, was born. The 
day was December 7,1941. 

Grandmaw had come to our house early that 
morning. Daddy had gone off to a nearby village 
to get the doctor. I remember Grandmaw saying, 
"Ralph, you and Mutt put on your coats and go 
out and play. Goldia is going to have a baby." 

"But, Grandmaw, it's cold out there," I replied. 
" I know it is ," she said, "but it will only be for 

a little while." 
So me and Mutt went out and stood on the 

porch. Mother was crying and we were worried. 
We didn' t know what having a baby meant. 

Well, Daddy finally came back with the doctor 
and some more time had passed, Grandmaw came 
out on the porch, and said, "Well, you boys have 
a new baby brother." 

your own cigarettes was that they were hard to 
roll up right. Gary Cooper and John Wayne, in 
the movies, could roll them the best. I guess 
everyone else learned from them two. In time, 
Daddy learned to roll them pretty 
good. 

One hot, July morning 
Grandmaw came to our house. She 
said to Mother, "Goldia, get Ralph 
a pillow case so he can go with me 
to J . D.'s store and pick up some 
commodities. They're giving them 
out on the store porch today." 

I always liked to go and pick 
up that government food because 
they always gave out cheese and I 

' loved cheese. So I quick got me a 
white pillow case and said, "Come 
on, Grandmaw, let's go get us 
some cheese!" 

So, down the tracks we took off 
to the store porch. As we were 
walking, we came into view of the 
store and quickly saw two large 
lines of people standing in front of 
the store. Grandmaw said, "Son, 
we' re in for a long wait." 

"I don' t mind," I told her, 
"because we're going to get some 
cheese." 

walked into my house, I cried out, "Hey, mother! 
Me and Grandmaw got cheese!" · 

Mother answered back, "That's good, Ralph. 
Bring your bag into the kitchen"

I thought to myself, "How did we get a baby 
brother? Did the doctor bring him or what?" 
When I first saw Isdora he was small and red. As 
it turned out, he would be a sickly little baby boy 
and only live for eight weeks. When he died, 
Grandmaw took Mutt and me into our bedroom 
and told us that Isdora had passed away. We asked 
her what that meant and she told us that it meant 
that Jesus took him to heaven to live with him. I 
tried to understand but I really just couldn' t, guess 
my mind at that age was just too full of wonder­
ing why. 

Grandmaw came to our house often for the 
next few months ~nd so did all my uncles and 
aup.ts from both sides of the family. Me, I had a 
big job because I had to take care of Mutt a lot. I 
didn' t mind, though, because he was the best lit­
tle boy in all the world in my eyes. We formed a 
bond between us when we were little that was 
stronger than death. After we all got over the 
shock of losing a baby boy in our family we 
began to put our lives back together again. At that 
time, it was the war that was on most people's 
minds. I didn't understand about war either, any­
more than I understood why Jesus would take 
Isdora to heaven to live with him. If war meant 
that people had to die like little Isdora, then why 
would people want to go through all that hurt, I 
wondered. 

She just laughed at me as she 
always did and said, "Boy, you 
sure do love that cheese, don't 
you?" 

Government commodity cheese was something to look for­
ward to, but not as good as looking forward to the war end- ,, } 
ing and loved ones returning, as our author relates today. , r 

"I sure do," I told he~ "After 
eating soup beans and taters all 
month long, cheese will be like a 
blessing sent down from heaven," I said. 

The war years brought hard times to our vil­
lage. It was hard to buy things like coffee and 
sugar. We had to work hard in the fields and gar­
dens in the summer of 1942 so we could store 
enough grain and can enough food to get through 
the winter months. At the tender age of five, I 
learned how to pull weeds out of the onion beds 
and how to collect bugs from the plants in the gar­
den and kill them at the end of each row. Also, 
during those times, any way we could find to 
make a few pennies extra, we did it. 

Some of us kids became collectors in the vil­
lage. We walked up and down the creek banks 
looking for copper or metal of any kind and pop 
bottles to trade in for money. One of the big things 
we did was to peel the tin foil off chewing gum 
wrappers and cigarette packs. We would roll the 
foil into large balls and sell it to the junk man 
when he came by. Daddy smoked Chesterfield 
cigarettes when he could get them. When he was 
low on money he smoked "roll your own brand," 
since that was cheaper. The trouble with rolling 

When we got to the store front, Grandmaw 
said, "I'll stand in line so you can talk with the 
people 'round us." Grandmaw knew how much I 
loved to talk. As I walked up and down the line, I 
soon found out that the only thing the people 
wanted to talk about was the war. All I knew 
about the war was that Uncle Sylvian and cousin 
Bob went off to fight in it. I didn't want to talk 
about the war, I wanted to talk about old Sooner, 
my dog, just as we had before. I thought to myself 
that this old war had changed everyone, even the 
old men who liked to sit around on the porch 
chewing and spitting while they talked about old 
lazy hounds. All day long it was just war talk. So, 
I finally gave up and just went back and stood in 
line with Grandmaw and thought about that 
cheese and how good it would taste. 

After a bit, me and Grandmaw made it to the 
front of the line. The people who were handing 
out the food asked what our names were and 
wrote them down. Then, one of them said, "Hold 
open your sacks, so we can fill them up." 

I noticed that the first thing they put in my sack 
was two big blocks of that good old cheese. I 
·could almost feel my eyes pop out of their sock­
ets and my mouth begin to water just like old 
Sooner the dog. 

As we walked up the tracks toward home, I 
had about all I could carry in my pillow case. 
"Must have been plenty of cheese today, 
Grandmaw," I said. ''They gave us two boxes 
each!" 

"Sure did," she said. 
I could hardly wait as we walked through our 

yard. My mind just kept saying over and over,

yourself with any pet-related restric­
tions or requirements imposed by air­
lines, destination countries or states, 
hotels, etc. Reading our guidelines for 
traveling with a pet will help make the 
journey a safe and enjoyable one for 
both you and your companion. 

If you determine it is best for your 
pet to accompany you, you will need to 
devote extra time to prepare for the jour­
ney. For example, you'll need to have all 
of the supplies necessary to keep your

If you decide that your pet should not 
travel, consider the alternatives: Have a 
responsible friend or relative look after 
your pet, board your animal at a kennel, 
or hire a pet sitter.
