PRESTONSBURG - A 
three-hour-long city council 
meeting on Monday yielded 
not much more than arguments 
over ongoing projects and the 
potential loss of the one person 
who oversees the city's 
strained budget.

PRESTONSBURG- If 
someone you Jove needed a 
life-saving organ trans­
plant, your decision to give 
wouldn't be a hard one. 
More than 740 Kentuckians 
need organ transplants and 
now those that renew their 
drivers licenses will have 
the opportunity to place 
their name on the state 
organ donor registry. 

Legislation was passed 
in Kentucky during the 
2006 legislative session, 
enabling Kentucky re i­
dents to have their wishes 
to be an organ donor docu­
mented through the 

Kentucky Organ Donor 
Registry. Patrick T. Mayo, 
of Auxier, was the first 
Floyd Countian to enroll 
with the Kentucky Organ 
Donor Registry at the Aoyd 
County Clerk's office.

LEXJNGTON - A pro­
longed truce among Kentucky 
Democrats running for gover­
nor was frayed considerably 
Monday night a the half­
dozen candidate wrangled 
over expanded gambling and 
their own pasts during a debate 
corning barely more than a 
week before the primary elec­
tion. 

Former Lt. Gov. Steve 
Be hear. the chief proponent 
of casino-style gambling in 
Kentucky, was on the receiv­
ing end of several barb from 
h.is opponents during the 90-
minute debate on Kentucky 
Educational Televi ion. A 
week earlier. Beshear gained 
the endorsement of a former 
foe when state treasurer 
Jonathan Miller dropped out of 
the race and bac:.:ked him. 

Steve Henry, another for­
mer lieutenant governor. said 
that Be ·hear' only solution to 
improving education and 
health care has been expanded 
gambling. Henry supports 
allowing voters decide the 

issue, but cautioned that it 
would take three year for the 
state to reap any benefit from 
casino gambling. He aid 
Beshear needed to talk about 
how he would improve oc1al 
programs without expanded 
gambling dollars. House 
Speaker Jody Richards picked 
up on the arne theme. 

"It's not going to be a 
panacea," said Richards, who 
has aid he wouldn't oppose 
an expanded gambling mea­
sure in the legislature. 

Beshear countered that he 
was the only candidate who 
had presented a plan to pay for 
expanded health coverage and 
early childhood education, as 
well a. lower college tuition 
- goal his opponents have 
advocated as well. 

"All the rest of these folks 
want to stand up here and 
promi e all the e thing , but 
they don't want to tell any­
body how they're going to pay 
for them." Beshear aid. "And 
I'll guarantee you thi , if we 
don' t have new revenue. that's 
not going to happen.''

Dr. David Kessler, the respected former director of the U.S. Food 
and Drug Admini tration, had a simple message for Congres last 
week: "Our food safety sy tern in this country is broken." 

The FDA has been under fire in recent months over contaminated 
pet food ingredients from China that killed thousands of U.S. dogs 
and cats. The tainted ingredients also found their way into feed for 
chickens, hogs and farm-raised fish. 

Except for a brief period after the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks, when 
the fear of terrorism led to increased scrutiny, the resources devoted 
to food safety in our country have been static. The FDA's annual 
budget is about $2 billion. of which about $467 million is for food 
safety. Animal feed imports from China, just one of many products 
the FDA regulates, have increased seven-fold since 2001. Within the 
agency, Kessler said, food safety has become "a second-tier priori­
ty." 

The first-tier has been drug safety, but there are problems there as 
well. A host of well-documented problems prompted an FDA reform 
bill approved by the Senate last Wedne day. Its main focu i on the 
safety of American-made drugs. etting up increased scrutiny of 
medicines after they've been approved for marketing. But counter­
feit medications of shadowy provenance are an emerging threat. 

A New York Times investigation published thi week traced the 
involvement of Chinese ftrms in three international mass-poisoning 
incidents. Diethylene glycol, an ingredient in antifreeze, was sold as 
pharmaceutical-grade glycerin. Thousands of people died after tak­
ing medicine containing the chemical. 

China isn't the only threat to global food and drug safety; it is 
simply the most prominent example of a fast-growing country 
where regulatory systems have not kept pace with production. 
Potentially dangerous products Oow rapidly and anonymously 
across international border • in orne cases accompanied by forged 
or incomplete documents. Product. can be resold dozen of times 
before being imported by the United States, hiding their country of 
origin. 

About half of all imports- worth an estimated $1 trillion a year­
fall under FDA jurisdiction. lt makes sens~ o have a single federal 
agenc r spon ible for all food safety, but that's not the way things 
are organized. The U.S. Department of Agriculture in pect meat 
and poultry. The FDA inspects livestock feed. processed food ingre­
dients, and fresh vegetables. Only about l percent of imported foods 
are physically inspected. Contamination in processed food ingredi­
ents, such as tainted wheat gluten and rice protein mixed into animal 
feed, is extremely difficult to spot. 

The answer isn't inspection of every single imported food or drug 
item; that would be prohibitively expensive and, without knowing 
exactly what to Lest for, impractical. Nor is the FDA's appointment 
of a food safety czar, Or. David Acheson, a fix. It's a good move, 
but not enough. 

The real olution lie in giving the FDA more money and more 
authority. U.S. Scns. Dick Durbin, D-lll., and Rosa DeLauro, D­
Conn., have proposed giving Lhc agency an extra $183 million in 
next year's budget for food safety, a year-over-year increase of just 
under 40 percent. 

The agency also ne.eds stronger authority to demand records that 
show the source of food and drugs and to order food recalls, which 
now depend on cooperation from retailer and wholesaler ·. The 
FDA also needs new equipment that can analyze quick1y processed 
food ingredients. 

Durbin pon ored an amendment to the FDA bill approved this 
week that set fine for importers who don't quickly report contami­
nated products. It also sets up an early warning system to signal 
increases in human and animal illnes linked to tainted food . 

Positive steps are being taken toward improving our food and 
drug safety. But as we've learned in recent months, the dangers are 
very real and, in a global marketplace, only likely to incre~ e.

The federal lawsuit alleges 
Massey operations have illegal­
ly poured pollutants into West 
Virginia and Kentucky water­
way about 4.633 times. The 
alleged discharge exceed aver­
age monthly or maximum daily 
permit limits equal about 
69,071 day worth of violations 
of the U.S. Clean Water Act, 
federal prosecutors contend.

The long­
term goal js to create a system 
\\here as many people as pos­
sible remain in thctr homes for 
as long as possible. he said. 

"That looks to be a s1gnifi- . 
cant cost savings to us, to 
allow them to age in place in 
their own homes," 
Birdwhistcll said. 

Federal nuthmities said 
Kentucky's funds would help 
as many as 431 people move 
from institutions over the next 
five years. The money is part 
of a 5547 million grant to I 3 
states and the District of 
Columbia. 

Advocates of community 
living argue that it is generally 
cheaper than nursmg homes or 

institution.s. which can cost 
from $50,CXJO to several hun­
dred thousand do1Ja11; a year, 
and provides a better quality of 
life. 

The average cost of com­
munity placement is about 
$58,CXJO a year. The state has 1 

been working to expand a 
Medicaid program that serves 
about 3,000 di<.;nbled people ' 
living in community housing 
but hasn't had suft1cient 
money to meet the demand. 

''Everyone should have the 
right to quality of life," said 
Sherry Hi)(enbaugh, a tutor at 
Jefferson Community College 
who has used a wheelchair 
since she wac; paralyzed in a 
1976 car accident.

can't believe it." I aid to my ·e) f. 
"the real Wild Bill playing m the 
movie theater here in Mel in."' As 
he came riding up. everyone ih 
the buiJding begin to clap their 
hand. 

T saw the movie four times that 
afternoon. At six o'clock. John D. 
aid. "To heck with Wild Bill. I'm 

going home before dark.'' So he 
took off down the tracks for 
home. But not me. l stayed until 
the Ia t hawing. Daddy came at 
six o'clock to ell tickets and 

ncle Bruce went home. He came 
back at nine o'clock to help close 
down for the night. I guess every­
one in the village came to the 
movie that day except some of the 
church peop1e, their preachers 
wouldn't let them go to the 
movies; said it was a sin.

Microchip~ that came into usc in late 
2003 are generally not readable by 
mo t helters and veterinarians 
because the chips require different 
scanning technology. Microchip 
manufacturer have not yet provided 
shelters around the country with a 
scanner that reads all different types 
of microchip~ (called a "universal" 
scanner.) 

2. My animal has already been 
mkrochipped, how do I knov. if my 
local shelter will be able to read the 
infom1alion on it? 

The only way to know for sure if 
'tour local animal care facilities have 
the ability to read the microchip 
implanted in your pet is to call them. 

3. What do I do if my local animal 
care facility cannot read the chip that 
i implanted in my pet? 

Call the microchip manufacLUrer 
and ask that they send at least one 
sca!Hler to your local facilitie free of 
charge. 

4. Why i n't there a canner that 
can read all the different types of 
microchips? 

P1ior to late 2003, there was a uni­
versal scanner that could read all the 
chips in use in the United States. 

owever. in late 2003, companies 
6egan selling chips with a new tech­
nology that could not be read by the 
previous universal scanner. To date, 
no microchip manufacturer has pro­
vided a Lruly ""uruver al" scanner to 
read all currently available 
microchips. The technology to do 
this is available; the various compa­
nies manufacturing microchips must 
agree to hare their technology to 
make th1s a reality. 

5. What is the HSUS doing to 

help? 
The HSUS has appealed to the 

microchip manufacturers to develop 
;,r modify existing scanners to make 
them capable of detecting all 
microchips, regardle. s of brand. The 
HSUS will conunue to monitor the 
situation and a. si ·t in developing a 
long-term olution. 

6. Given the present issues sur­
rounding microchipping, should 1 
microchip my pet'? 

Yes, microchipping provides an 
important safety net for your pet. 
However. before having a chip 
implanted, talk to your local shelter 
and/or animal control agency to make 
sure the type of microchip your vet is 
implanting can be read by the scanner 

ing used by your local shelter. 
7. How long do microchips la t? 

Do they ever need to be replaced? 
Microchips are designed to la t the 

lifetime of a pet. A chip typically lasl'> 
at least 25 years. Chtps do not need 
replacing. Once the microchip is 
implanted. it will remain !here and 
active for the life of the pet. 

8. What else can I do to ensure that 
my pet Wlll be returned should he or 
she become lost? 

All pets should wear identification 
tags at all times. Tags should include 
a local contact number. as weJJ as a 
number for a friend or out-of-town 

lative. Proper identification tags are 
ybur pet's first ticket home if he 
becomes lo t. Mkrochips provide an 
important extra level of protection in 
the event your pel become eparated 
from his collar and tags. Providing 
your pet with both tags and a 
microchip can help ensure a happy 
reunion if the unthinkable happens: 
your beloved pet gets lost.
